In connection with this communicatien,
Grand Master W. D. McPherson, of To-
ronto, and the officers of the Grand
Todge of Canada, are joined with the
grand master of the grand lodges of the
United States and other provinces of the
dominion' to the number of thirty-five,
in celebration of the 100 years of peace
between the United States and the Brit-
ish people.

After the opening of the grand lodge,
Mayor O. E. Dores, welcomed the dele-
gates and J. W. Wensley extended the
welcome of the craft. :

The grand master reviewed the work
of the year, which has been the most

1
thought it was part of the regular price,
as the classification had not been made
up. I think Mr. Berry always treated
me pretty harshly, and I think I am the
only man with less than 100 miles who
had to pay the $15 a mile.

To Mr. Teed the witness said that he
did not communicate with the surveyor-
general or the government regarding the
payment either at the time of making it
or afterwards when the classification
was announced, Mr. Berry did not tell
him what his classification would be but
he had said that the government was
thinking of charging $150.

Com. Fisher asked if the witness knew
anything further about the matter but
Mr. Rundle said that this was all he
knew except by hearsay.

Mr. Teed—“When Berry asked you
for the money did you think it was a
regular thing to pay government money
through Mr, Brankley?”

A.—“It occurred t6 me the next day
and I was sorry I had paid but Mr.
Berry had always been in full charge
and- we had always arranged everything
through him.”

“I asked him what this $§15 a mile was
for. Berry said “I cannot tell you, all I
can say is that the government sent me
over to get it.”

ING WHO PUT HIM
IMBER LIMITS GRAFT FUND

Thousands Line Streets As
Body of Frank O’Leary Is
Escorted to The Grave

Frank ('Leary, special policeman, whose
death resulted from a bullet wound re-
ceivéd while discharging his duty. The
body- was taken from the home of his
parents *this afternoon ‘at '2.80 o’clock.
‘Thousands turned out and either walked
in the long procession or stoed along the
route, paying in silence their last tri-
bute to the gallant young man. ]

With their héarts filled with sorrow
and their eyes dimmed with tears, his
near relatives and friends tenderly lift-
ed the casket and carried it to the
hearse. From the grief stricken home
the funeral proceeded to the church of
St. John the Baptist, yhere services were
conducted by Very Rev. W. F. Chap-
man, V. G., assisted by 'Rev. Walter
Donahue.

At the church the cortege was joined
by the fire companies of the city, the
mayor -and commisisoners, and a body
of policemen, in charge of Chief Clark
and Deputy Chief Jenkins. The mem-,
bers of the hook and ladder companies,
hose companies and Salvage Corps, both
in the city and the North and West
Ends, gathered at their respective 'sta-
tions ‘and marched to No. 1 hook and
ladder station, King street east. From
s here they proceeded .in a body to the
church and joined the funeral procession
there.:

As the body was taken up the aisle,
the hymn Have Mercy On Him was sung
b{ the choir. As the body was placed
at the altar rail the ,Libera was chanted
by Father Chapman and Father Don-
ahue. This was followed by a solo
“Angels Ever Bright and Fair,” sung by
Miss Coholan, organist. As the body
was carried from the church the Dead
March in Saul was played by the or-

ganist. .

Teed’s Important Evidence.

I might call him an
intimate . friend. I have known W. H.

It pur-
ports to be an unbiased examination of

field. Whether his conclusions are justi-
field or not, the book has this merit, that
the evidence is tlearly set.forth, with
its sources plainly indicated; so that
any one can see and judge for himself.

It is startling to be told that the
first ‘act of Jesus’ public minjstry was
the making and serving of alcoholic wine
and that his last act, on the Cross, was
the drinking of alcoholic wine. Again,
can it be true that Martin Luther and
his wife ran a private brewery, and that
he declared alcoholic drink to rank next
to the Lord’s prayer and a good heart
as a solace in trouble? Equally start-
ling are the drinking habits and drink-
ing principles that the writer imputes
to the Fathers of Methodism. If his ci-
tations are correct, John Wesley pro-
nounced alcoholic wine “one of
noblest cordials in nature” He gave
up its use indeed for two years in his
early ministry as an act of selfydénial.
But_as soon as he found that people
mistook his motive, supposing his teetot-
alism to be a matter of principle, Wes-
ley promptly resumed drink, to prove
that it was not a matter of. principle:
“Christianity,” he said, “does mnot re-
quire abstinence.” And he  continued
the use of alcoholic wine and beer (ac-
cording to Dr. Wasson) to the end of his
long life. His brother Charles Wesley
likewise.. The Rev. George Whitefield,
the greatest of Methodist preachers, sev-

When starting on a voyage,
he gratefully aécépted a supply of wine
and ale. Thomas Coke, the first Bishop
of Methodism, complains in his Jour-
nal that thieving ‘sailors had abstracted
sundry “bottles of excellent old rum”

'that his friends had given him. Bishop’

Francis Ashbury, the father of American
Methodism, is quoted by Dr. Wasson as
teaching in a sermon, “It is proper to
drink, but not ‘to excess.” If all this is
correct, the curious result follows that
the Wesleys, Coke, Whitefield and Ash-
bury could not be received today .in
the membership of any church in the
denomination tgmt they founded.

“Religion and Drink” quotes plentiful-
ly from Pilgrin’s Progress” to show
that the pilgrims were cheered and in-
vigorated on their way to the Qelesnal
City by alcoholic wine and spirits.

The Episcopal ' Church is quoted by
Dr. Wasson as (in its Communion of-
fice) pronouncing wine to be a “holy
gift,” ‘and as invoking God to “bless and
sanctify” it. This Church is further
declared to require of its boys and girls,
before coming to Confirmation, to learn
and believe that wine strengthens and
refreshes’ the body.

Dr. Wassop ascribes the increasing
sobriety of the presént day to industrial
changes rather than to the temperance
propaganda. He. cites government fig-o
ures to show that with the growing tem-
perance in the use of drink there 1s‘at
the same time, in this coun_try, an in-
creasing per capita consumption; _a.nd he
predicts that these tcndencxes,’ if con-
tinued, will result in everybody’s drink-
ing and nobody’s getting drunk. He de-

RED BLANKET AND HIGH HAT

The Inevitable Dress of the Mexican
Peon—His Ineradicable Fear of Catch-
ing Cold,

The dress of the peon is picturesque
and to the foreign observer even strikes
a note of almost operatic strain. As
the sun sets the peon dons his poncho,
or serape, as the red blanket which is
his invariable outer garment is termed.
In the cool air of the morning or even-
ing he speaks little, covering his mouth
with the corner of the serape, for he
has a constant and, as far as the foreign-
er can observe, unfounded fear of pneu-
monia. The crowning point of his dress
is the great conical, broad-brimmed hat,
which is the main and peculiar charact-
eristic of the inhabitants of this land;

There is even a brigand-like local eol-
or about the Mexican peon, and, indeed,
of some of the upper classes in their na-
tional dress. The peon, or the vaquero,
as he stalks muffled through the streets
* or plaza, or lurks within his habitation
with a corner, of the serape thrown over
his shoulder and a knife stuck in his
belt, is a subject which might have
stepped from the boards of a theatre.
Although he is respectful in his de-
meanor and often devout in his language
the open greeting and confident demean-
or of the Anglo-Saxon is absent. Who
can blame him?

The oppression of centuries weighs
upon him; he has been doomed to ignor-
ance and poverty ever since Iberian con-
querors put foot upon the soil which
was his, and the descendants of this
same conquering race do little but per-
petuate his mefuncholy state.

Incurables; Revenue Smaller

Annual Reports at Meeting This Afternoon — Fi-:

nances Spoken of in Detail--Expenses Greater

The annual meeting of the board of
management of ‘the St. John Home for
Incurables i being held this afternoon
and reports presented were very encour-
aging. The treasurer’s report showed
that there was on hand in money, stocks
and bonds, $106,898.568. The revenue ac-
counts for the year total $8,809.58. Al-
through the expenses. for the year, $7,-
984.55, are $672.568 less than last year,
about $1,500 was spent for improve-
ments last year, which shows that the
current expenses of the institution are
on the increase. With increased expend-
iture and declining revenue, it was point-
ed out that the balance on hand is not
quite as good as last year.

During the year two bequests were
received by the home, $1,000 from the
late James Ready, and $500 from the
late treasurer, J. V. Ellis.

The veports follow:

To the Subscribers of the St. John Home
for Incurables:
Ladies and Gentlemen:

During the year just closed the W. W.
"Turnbull fund was increased by $600,
of which $500 was a bequest from the
late treasurer, Mr. 'J. V. Ellis, while
the other hundred was made up by four
life members, Mrs. A. R. Campbell, Dr.
T. Dyson Walker, A. P. Barnhill and
Mrs. A. P. Barnhill. The total of this
fund is now $101,056.15, Through the
generosity of the late James Ready a
separate fund known as the ‘“James
Ready Fund” has been opened and the
treasurer has received from his widow
$1,000. These amounts are invested as
shown by the accompanying statement.
Other funds held by the treasurer in
connection with, the home total $8,476.40
an increase of about $1,100 over last

year.

The total amount held by the treas-
urer in bonds and stocks money, etc.,
on July 8 was $106,893.58.

The expenditure of the year totalled
$87,984.55, which is $672.58 less than in
1918, but last year some $1,500 was
. spent in plumbing, while the extraordin-
ary expenditures of this year taken from
current account were much less, the
most expensive outlays being for a furn-
ace costing some $475, and the kitchen
range, $150. It therefore seems wise to
direct attention to the increase in ordin-
ary expenses which in the last two years
have largely exceeded the income. An-
other feature of the year’s operations
that is worthy of note is.the reduction
in revenue for paying patients. On this
aceount the receipts of the year just
closed were some $800 less than in last
year, a decrease sufficiently large to ex-
cite interest as to the cause. With in-
creased expenditure and a declining rev-
enue the home does not start the year
with quite as good a badance on hand as

At the beginning of the year there
were in the home twenty-eight patients,
fifteen males and thirteen females. Dur-
ing the year nine patients died—two
males and seven females, and there are
now in the home twenty-six patients,
fifteen males and eleven females.

. There were twelve applications re-
ceived by the board—two males and ten
females, and of these eight were ac-
cepted, two males and six females, four
females being refused. One female pat-
jent left the home.

Twelve regular meetings and four
special meetings were held by the board
and there was one meeting of the execu-
tive committee.

Miss Ramsay and her capable nursing
staff we believe very faithfully carried
out their duties. For a time a matron,
Miss Hollingworth, assisted Miss Ram-
sev in her duties, but after a short
while the matron resigned and another
has not been appointed.

To the medical staff we desire to ten-
der our most hearty thanks for their
valuable services, always cheerfully and
efficiently given.

The women’s aid committee has, as in
the past, rendered very valuable ser-
vices which are most gratefully acknow-
ledged.

The donations of money received in
the last year are as follows: Gershon S.

Michael Harriety Gives Evidence

in the Second Case

Richard Powers, an ex-convict, charg-
ed with assaulting and attempting to
rob R. H. McKiel and Michael Harriety,
was committed for trial this morning
on the two charges. Mr. Harriety, who
is eighty-three years of age, said Powers
came towards him from behind a shade
tree as he was going through the old
burying ground on Monday morning,
when nearly everybody else was watch-
ing the circus parade.
