Many of these fish
come into the American market, and
the benefits of the bridge can be easily
seen. Fish from the north shore of the
bay of Chaleur will come in the same
way when the bridge at Van Buren is
done and when the proposed bridge at
the head of Bay Chaleur is constructed.
The catches on that side exceed those
on the south, and the whole means a
great deal of business with a 20-hour
service to Boston.

Along the line of the International
railroad many settlements have sprung
up, which will be greatly benefitted by
the bridge, according to the witness.
There are lumber mills and large agri-
cultural interests to which a new mar-
ket would be opened. It would also pre-
vent the present delay at other points of
getting cars through customs. All the
shingles manufactured on the Resti-
gouche and Dalhousie rivers and in that
section come into the New England
states largely, and this connection
means a great deal to the owners of
these mills.

EREEK COVERNMENT
AND THE EMERANTS

Athens, May 20—The government has
introduced into the chamber of deputies
a measure placing restrictions. upon the
exodus of minors and others subject to
military service, decreeing various pen-
alties against those agents who induce
such people to emigrate, and establish-
ing a rigid control over the naval emi-
gration agencies.

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BOYS AND OLDER FOLKS.

The amazing story comes from Monc-
ton that a group of boys had organized
a club and were carrying on thieving
operations, while at the same time by
a display of religious literature they
conveyed the impression that they were
meeting for a good purpose. New mem-
bers of the club were sworn on the
Bible to maintain secrecy.

Perhaps we ought not to be too much
surprised at happenings of this sort. Too
many parents do not trouble themselves
very much about what their boys are
. doing in their leisure time, and few com-
. munities have concerted work for the

purpose of directing the activity of the

boys into healthful channels. If a short
. history of the career of each member of
this boys’ club were written, it would
probably surprise the people, especially

§f it told of the influences effecting them
. concerning which their parents had no

knowledge.

All over this continent there is a grad-

. wal awakening to the importance of such
community effort as will tend to bring
out what is best and to discourage what
is worst in boy nature. The good and

evil tendencies are in every boy, and a
i great deal depends upon his environment.
- There is great need of what is termed
community work in every city and fown.
. Religious differences are too marked, and
stand in the way of the most effective
kind of work to reach all the boys.

There is need of a co-ordination of
. forces, and a recognition of the right of
| every boy to a fair chance. A careful
examination of any group of boys play-
ing on the street will discover ability
| which only needs to be rightly developed
to produce a splendid manhood, but
¢ which too often is directed into wrong
channels. There is something wrong
- with somebody besides the boy who
swears and smokes cigarettes\ on the
playground, or who becomes a member
of a club such as that which has been

found in Moncton.

It ought to be possible to interest
many people in work for the good of
* the boys. It should be possible in the
city of St. John to get fyom the various
religious organizations a strong group
of workers who would be willing to
unite and devote a little time to the
péew, playgrounds on which the boys
{ meet in the summer evenings. Unfor-
| tunately so few are found willing to
do this kind of work that the burden is
greater than they can bear in ju&ticc
. to themselves or to the boys. Every man
and woman who has devoted thought
and time to work that would encour-
. agé and stimulate boys to do their best,
and obey the higher impulses of their
nature, wonders why the workers are
so few. There was a deal of force in
the biting remark of that Hindu who
said to a Christian:—You are not as
good as your book.”

HELPING THE FARMERS.

How farmers, merchants and bank-
lers may work together to bring pros-
. perity to a community is illustrated
by the town of Ashland, Wisconsin.
;The story is told in the last issue of
! Canadian Finance, as an illustration of
what might be done in Western Can-
ada. It might also be done as success-
fully in Eastern Canada.

Twenty-five years ago Ashland was
2 saw mill town and lumber shipping
 port on the lake.

His thought was that condi-
tions would so change in the course of
time that what would not now be con-
sidered for a moment might come to
be regarded as in the interests of North
America and of the world. FEven those
who do not believe that a reunion of
the English speaking nations will come
to pass agree that in the interest of
all of them and of the world the most
friendly relations should be cultivated,
and the celebration of the one hundred
years of peace is therefore welcomed as
an opportunity to strengthen the ties of
friendship and good neighborhood.

~=Weekly Meeting of Council

The first claim for the reward offered
by the city commissioners for the «ap-
prehension and conviction of the per-
son responsible for the épidemic of fires,
which was prevalent in the North End
of the city several months ago was made
to the commissioners at the meeting yes-
terday afternoon by F. C. Gates. In his
letter Mr. Gates pointed out that on in-
formation supplied by him the supposed
firebug was arrested and he thought be-
cause. he had been placed in the home
for the treatment of nervous diseases
was no reason why the reward should
not be paid over. 8

Commissioner McLellan said that the
notice offering the reward clearly stated
that it would be paid for information
causing the arrest and convietion of the
guilty party. A man had been arrested
but he had been placed temporarily in
the asylum until it could be known if he
was really insane. The communication
was referred to the commissioner of pub-
lic safety.

Lillian J. M. Deinstadt, secretary of
the Girls’ Association, sent in a letter
requesting aid from the city for carry-
ing on the work of the association and
especially for the establishment of an
employment bureau. The letter told of
the work done by the association during
the last two years, and especially the
fact that a deaconness had been secured
to meet all incoming trains and direct
girls to suitable boarding houses and
places of employment, It is now pro-
posed to opén an employment burean and
communicate with, girls in all parts of
the maritime ‘provinces who wish to
come here to work. Five hundred dollars
would be necessary for this work and it
was hoped that the commissioners would
help with a special grant. The expenses
of the club now amount to nearly $1,000
a year and it is proposed to broaden the
work. The letter was referred to Mayor
Frink and it will likely be discussed by
the commissioners in committee. Other
matters of a routine nature were dealt
with,

The petition of ratepayers asking that
the by-law limiting the erection of
wooden buildings to two stories be ve-
pealed was read.

The common clerk was asked to check
off the names in order to find whether
or not there were the required number
of signatures to call for the referendum
on the by-law. If the number of names

is sufficient a vote will likely be taken. |

The commissioner of finance and public
affairs was instructed to secure the ne-
cessary aid for the common clerk in
checking over the names.

Mayor Frink said that if the city in-
tended doing much advertising there
should have been an appropriation for
the same. A request from the publish-
ers of Country Life that the city take
space in a -special Maritime Province
number was referred to him.

E. T. C. Knowles applied. on behalf
of Miss Anna Sullivan, his client, for a
renewal of a lease of lot 452 Queens
ward.

WELL ORGANIZED
DEMONSTRATION FOR
PREMIER BORDEN

Still Talks of Emergency--Threatens
Existence of Senate Unless Naval
Bill is Passed

Toronto, May 19—Prime Minister
Borden received an enthusiastic welcome
in Toronto tonight and 10,000 people
packed the Arena. He was accompanied
by Hon. J. D. Hazen, minister of marine
and fisheries; Hon. L. P. Pelletier, post-
master-general, representing Quebec
province, and Sir James P. Whitney,
premier of Ontario.

The presence of a force of Liberals
was witnessed as Sir James Whitney\
mentioned the name of Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier. Cheers broke out in one part of
the Arena but were drowned in coun-
ter cheers for Borden.

Premier Borden traced the history of
the Conservative party’s attitude toward
the participation of Canada in naval de-
fence, and said that it was the manifest
duty of the government to render im-
mediate and effective aid toward the
motherland. Ministers had gone to
London and conferred with the admir-
alty. They had asked the admiralty for
a plain statement as to the needs of the
empire and in a published memorandum
it was stated by Hon. Mr. Churchill that
any action on the part of Canada to
widen the margin of our common safety
would be significant of the united
strength of the empire.

The premier in dealing with Sir Wil-
frid’s attitude contended that the latter
had not met the government’s proposals
by any desire of aiding in settling a
question of urgent interest. Sir Wil-
frid’s naval proposals were undisguisedly
of a separatist tendency. The opppsi-
tion was boasting that the naval bill
would meet short shrift in the senate,
but he deprecated the assertion. The
senators would not be pulled about
when Sir Wilfrid desired it. They “were
:2:, intelligent men for the most part,

d statesmen of high character, and
were they unworthily controlled as had
been suggested, he would be prepared to
declare that the Canadian Senate had
outlived its usefulness.

MAINE DRIVES HUNG UP.

SNEERS AT
~ CRAVE CHARGES

Hon. Robt. Rogers, Accused of
Debauching Censtituency, Calis
it Trivial
Ottawa, May 19—Charges that the

ministera’of plfblic work_s, the minister

of railways, the prime minister apc} Con-
servative election workers punt}clpated
in “a scheme calculated to: deceive and
mislead the electors of Antigonish
county (N. S.) during the provincial by-
election of Jan. 16 to fill a vacancy
caused by the elevation of Hon. Mr. Gir-
roir to the senate,” were made in the
house of commons this afternoon by Mr.

Chisholm, of Antigonish. -

Mr. Chisholm noted that one _week
hefore the election there appeared in the
local paper a copy of & letter from Geo.
Buskart, secretary of the munstgr‘of
public works, to Senator Girroir giving
in detail the huge amount of money t
be placed in the supplementary esti-
mates to be spent in Antigonish. I_n
permitting that letter to go out f_rom. his
department, Mr. Chisholm maintained
the minister had violated his duty as a
minister of the crown and a privy coun-
cillor.

“Tt will not lie in the ministers mouth
to say, ‘I did not write the letter and
the secretary did it without authority, »
said the Antigonish member. “If this
were so how is it the secretary was not
dismissed? The very fact that he is re-
tained gives the minister’s sanction to
the transaction. We have had the ex-
perience of the Prince Albert homestead
case, where the minister sought to es-
cape responsibility because the letters
produced * were signed by ‘G. B.’ his
secretary.”

Mr. Chisholm showed that the esti-
mates cited in the local paper amounted
to $169,000, or $81 for every vote polled
on the by-election.

In connection with the same election,
Mr. Chisholm charged that the people
in that constituency had been given to
understand that the government intend-
ed to allow hay to be transported free
over the Intercolonial Railway. A hay
famine was on in the district at the time.
A self-appointed committee of Conser-
vative heelers had published notices to
this effect in the local paper. Mr. Bor-
den and Hon. Mr. Cochrane had both
been asked in the house repeatedly prior
to the election if the government intend-
ed to transport hay free, as per these
notices. Both the prime minister and
the minister of railways had evaded a
reply until after the election and then
the freight charges were not lifted.

Hon. “Bob” Rogers with characteris-
tic cynical frankness, simply condoned
the offense, did not apologize and said
the charge was trivial. He accused Mr.
Chisholm of having -«cast the reflection
upon the good citizens of Antigonish as
being susceptible to “being bought.”

Mr. Chisholm’s motion of censure on
the minister of public works was de-
clared “lost on  division” and the house
then went into supply on the estimates
for agriculture.

The proceedings moved swiftly under
the guidance of Judge John C. Crosby.
The jury was selected in about an hour.
The district attorney’s address occupied
less' than half an hour, and the testi-
mony of five of the twenty-four 'wit-
nesses for the state was heard before ad-
journment. / £x

The district attorney said that the evi-
dence would indicate that the three de-
fendants conspired with John J. Breen,
an undertaker of Lawrence, and Ernest

to| R. Pitman, a builder of Andover, to

“plant” the dynamite for the purpose
of prejudicing public opinion against the
striking textile workers. It would be
shown, he said, that Atteaux and Wood
were in conference at Boston previous
to the hiding of the explosive, and that
they went from Boston to Andover near
Lawrence on the night that Breen and
Collins hid the dynamite at their bid-
ding.

He declared that the evidence would
show that in consideration of services
rendered during the strike, wood paid
Atteaux $505 in March 1912, and $2,100
three months later.

A BARN-RAISING.

PICTURES IN SCHOOLS.

Cement Friendship With Britain

Berlin, May 19—The preparations for
the wedding on Saturday mext of Prin-
cess Victoria Iuise, only daughter of the
German emperor, and Prince Ernest Au-
gust of Cumberland, give striking prom-
inence to the emperor’s apparent desire
to make the occasion lead to a better-
ment of the relations between Great
Britain and the German emperor.

According to the programme, two
squadrons of cuirassiers and dragoons
will compose the escort of King George
on his arrival in Berlin on Wednesday,
while only one squadron is assigned to
escort Emperor Nicholas on his arrival
the followjng day.

The German newspapers are giving
much attention to the political import-
ance which the wedding may have in
bringing about a manifestation of friend-
ship between Germany and Great Brit-
ain, but they have little to say concern-
h;g a similar manifestation towards Rus-
sia.

Emperor William will spend a busy
forenoon on May 22. He will make
three journeys to the station in the short
two hours and a half in which he will
receive successively the Grand Duchess
Luise of Baden, the Duke and Duchess
of Cumberland, and the Russian em-

The visitors will make state entries
| into the city, cach through two and a
half miles of streets lined with the crack
guard troops, and their welcome by the
emperor will necessitate three changes
of uniform on his part.

LOOK TO THE FLIES.

(Bangor Commercial.)

This is the time of year to loek af-
ter the fly and individual effort will go
far in reducing the danger of the fiy
as a common carrier of disease. Science
has long pointed out that the fly is a
very dangerous’ and constant disease
bfeedcr. The germs of fever -are con-
tinually carried by the fly from the re-
fuse heap and now another indictment
is added by Dr. E. W. Sanders of St.
Louis, who states that he has positive
proof that the fly is directly responsible
for the spread of infantile paralysis.

Swat the fly is a good slogan but
much more effective is a clean-up cam-
paign. Destroy the breeding places
and much will have been accomplished.
Our city is now cleaning up under the
initiative of the federated women’s
clubs and this is a step in the right di-
rection and a long step for such work
not only makes the city more attrac-
tive but also, what is of even more im-
portance, more sanitary and more free
from disease. The health committee is
supplementing this work by the dis-
tribution of circulars telling of the dan-
ger of the fly pest and urging general
co-operation. This should be given
heartily. It may seem a good deal of
a proposition to attempt to eradicate
the fly but in cities where there has
been a determined effort results have
been achieved in the reduction of dis-
ease.

any subsequent offence, to a penalty not
exceeding one hundred dollars and costs,
and also in addition thereto a further
penalty not exceeding twenty dollars for
every day during which such offence is
continued.”

T0 REFORM WAL STREET

Albany, May 19—Governor Sulzer has
signed the last two, of the series of
stock exchange reform bills passed by*
the legislature. One provides that trad-
ing by brokers against customers’ orders
in stocks, bonds or other evidences of
debt* of a corporation, company or asso-
ciation shall constitute a felony.

SUDDEN DEATH OF

Many friends and acquaintances will
be painfully shocked to learn of the
death of Rev. E. K. Ganong, who pass-
ed away very suddenly last evening,
while calling at the residence of J. E.
Wetmore on Church street. Mr. Gan-
ong, who was in the employ of The
Times as traveling representative, had
been up to his home in Kings county
for Sunday and returned to Moncton on
the C. P. R. Monday afternoon. He had
intended leaving today on a trip into
the country districts, and last evening
about 7.80 called at the residence of J.

Mr. Ganong was about fifty-one years
old and born at Long Point, Kings
county.

Deceased was an ordained Baptist
minister and during his long ministry
he held pastorates in many sections of
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia.

with the progress that had been made
in getting the farm in shape.
Experiments With Potatoes.

Dr. Shutt was conferring with Super-
intendent Hubbard in regard to the ex-
perimental work which would be done
with the use of fertilizers this season.

It is proposed that in connection with
the potato crop of about six acres there
shall be some twenty different experi-
ments made, which, when followed up
from year to year, will convey definite
and valuable information for ‘potato
growers. About 200 different varieties
of potatoes will be tested this season,
and a careful record kept, not only of
their general vigor and yield, but of their
habits and diesease-resisting powers
from the time they appear above ground
until harvest.

F. E. Buck, assistant to Professor Ma-
coun, dominion horticulturist; has been
spending a few days at the farm in ar-
ranging for the planting of ornmamental
trees, shrubs, hedges, etc., and in look-
ing after the nursery stock of which
there are over 12,000 seedlings now in
the nursery on the farm.

Building Operations Soon to Start,

Director Grisdale stated that building
operations would begin very shortly.
The barns will consist of a main barn
50x100 feet in size, with complete con-
crete floor and foundation. The dairy
barn will be 40x102 feet, built as an cll
to the main barn. This will be built
and equipped in the most sanitary style,
the stable walls being largely glass. On
the third side of the quadrangle which
the buildings will form will be the horse
barn, 80x90, and, like the other barns,
will be floored throughout with cement
and equipped as a breeding barn for
heavy horses, as well as to accommodate
the working teams of the farm.

In addition to this there will be a
piggery and a poultry plant. The barns
will.be in plain sight of the city, as will
also. the superintendent’s residence,
which will also be built this season.

The twenty-four acres which have
been set apart for orchards and horti-
cultural work will be got in readiness
as far as possible this year for planting
next seasom, and every effort will he
made to get a large area of land drain-
ed and broken during the present year,

Arnold Bennett and the Paris
Piates

AUTHORS OF ERGLAND

H. G. Wells and Bernard Shaw
Neighbors But Not Friends—
Winifred James Marries Panama
Fruit Grower Whom She Went
to Intérview

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

London, May 7—It was a common re-
mark, last week that the ideal guide for
the king and queen on their visit to the
“Five Towns” of Staffordshire would
have been Arnold Bennett, acknowledg-
ed as literary prophet of this region.

Apropos, a friend who “spent the last
week-end with Bennett at his new house
at Thorpe-le-Soken about which is
much has been written, tells an amus-
ing story about’' the author of “Clay-
hanger.” ;

One of Bennett’s little weaknesses is
a keen desire to be mistaken fora Par-
isian. He spent several years in the
French capital—which is the scene of
his “Old Wives’ Tale”—and perhaps his
greatest delight while there was to en-
tertain his un-Parisian English friends
and astonish them with his knowledge.

At luncheon one day in a little res-
taurant just off the Boulevard des Ital-
iens, he demanded of the friend who
tells the story: “If you didn’t know,
would you take me for an Englishman?”

“Of course!” replied his companion,
eyeing him maliciously over his wine-
glass. “More than that. I could name
your county—Staffordshire.”

“What in the wotld makes youn say
that?” inquired the mortified novelist.

“Deduction, my dear Watson, deduc-
tion,” crowed my friend; “every time
the waiter brings you a plate, automat-
ically you lift it and turn it over to
see the ‘pot mark——the maker’s im-
print.?

“Good Lord!” said Bennett, “I must
have been doing it all my life; we dll
do it in the potteries.” ‘But his friend
admitted that the gesture with which
he did it was quite Parisian.

Hampstead formerly. the literary quar-
ter of London, but, which is so no long-
er, is bewailing the.impending loss of
one of.its few :rémaining literary lions.
This is H. G, Wells’ who has lived at
17 Church Row, in the proverbially
“happy” suburb, for several years, but
who now has decided to join the ever-
growing colony of writers that has its
habitat' in or near the Adelphi, the
quaint, little old-world region that lies
between the bustling Strand and the
picturesque Embankment, and was first
chosen as a place of residence by
George Bernard Shaw, who, in defiance
of superstition, still. .occupies No. 13
Adelphi Terrace, .

A few doors away from the Irishman
is J. M. Barrie, ‘while Martin Secker,
who publishes “Carnival? is at No. 5
John street, and,close by in Bucking-
ham street are Jaseph and Mrs. Pen-
nell in the typically old-fashioned Lon-
don mansion ‘about— which the latter
wrote in “Our House.”

Wells and’ Shawy formerly great pals
do not speak mow as they pass by, so
they are not likely to ‘exchange calls
