Our First Annual Races were held on the Montreal I.tcrosse 
Grounds, on February the 19th. The weathei was glorious, the 
attendance one of the largest ever seen on the ground, the events 
well contested, and the success of the Club’s representatives most 
gratifying. The event of the day was the race for the Hogan 
Cup, presented to the Club by Mr. Hogan, of the St. Lawrence 
Hall, to be won twice before becoming the property of the win­
ner: distance, two miles, and open to members of any Snow 
Shoe Club in Canada.
