CHALLENGE.
KATRINA AND TITANIA TO SAIL 

THE VALKYRIE.

General Paine Prevails on the Owners 
ol the two Flyers to meet the English 
Lord for 8250 a Side.

New York, July 24.—It has always 
been Gen. Paine’s policy to say nothing 
about his plans until they were fully 
matured, and, above till, to say 
nothing to newspaper men, but he 
is not responsible for the party of the 
second part, 
out the most important bit of yachting 
news that has turned up since the Val­
kyrie’s challenge.

The courses and minor 
details have not been decided upon, but 
it is probable that the race will be sail­
ed over the New York Yacht Club out­
side courses.

The Titania 
is in such good form at present that her 
owner has not made any alterations in 
her, believing that the Burgess boat, 
Hank Haff at the wheel, will be good 
enough to defeat anything of her inches

Still more recently we have had to 
witness the gradual decline, and in 
many instances the extinction, of a once 
reasonably flourishing iron manufactur­
ing business. Nature has not favored 
New England with iron and coal de­
posits in quantity and quality which will 
compare with other more favored parts 
of the world, but as the earliest 
iron xvorking establishments on the 
American continent started in New 
England, so that from that time to this 
our people have possessed an aptitude 
for work of th;s kind which would easily 
give them the possession of a large trade, 
if artificial obstacles were not thrown in 
their way. There are iron and coal in 
the Canadian provinces to the east of us, 
lying almost at our very doors. These 
could be obtained in inexhaustible quan­
tity, and at prices which would easily 

ble us to command all of our local 
iron trade, if we were not restricted by 
national legislation.

We are told by the New York Tribune 
that Pennsylvania will object to the 
demand for free coal and iron ore and a 
reduced tax on pig iron, and that her 
objection will constitute a veto on our 
request In short that we must consent 
to witness the strangulation of what was 
once a great local industry, and what 
might be in the future a still greater local 
industry, because Pennsylvania iron 
masters and coal barons wish to take the 

i profits of New England trade to them­
selves. This is pleasing information.

But is it not time for New England to 
! assert her right to a certain share in her 
I own welfare? Self-preservation is the 
first law of nature, and it seems to us

The Canadian Press association were 
entertained by the local press men of 
Halifax yesterday, given an excursion
