Gov:rament by Commission.

(Halifax Chrgaicle.)

last year developed a surprising puwer of
delegating commissions to do work
which should either be dene by them-
selves, or can be of no possible utility
] when it is done.
reasons for their conduct are the desire
to make an appearance of activity, and
so provide places for their needy politi-
cal friends. :

There was first the railway commis-
sion. What work was there to do that
could not be done by the minister of
railways? That functionary is little
better than a fifth wheel to a coach.
His place is little better thana sime-
cure. One would suppose that he would
beglad cof an opportunity of dung
something. All that the commission
did he could have done. Thne informa-
tion obtained by the commissioners he
could have obtained—the of it
without leaving his office at Ottawa. If
he did have to travel alittle that would
have done him no harm. But instead of
doing the v.ork himself all the expense
of commissivners at high salaries and
big travelling expenses, with
hand reporter and all other para-
phernalia, had to be secured.

Then Mr. John T. Wylde was a Tory
for whom something had to be done,
So, accordingly, -he was sent off ona
pleasure trip tothe West Indies at not
less, we presume, than $10 a day and
expenses, to teach our West India mer-
chants how to do their business. There
isnota West India merchant in the
province ‘o day who has not in his
office,in the shape of prices current and
reports from agents in all parts of the
West Indies andin other material, all
the information which it is possible to
obtain about West Iudia trade. There
is not one of them but laughs av the
idea of Mr. Wylde teaching him how to
do his business. But, as we have said,
something had to be done for Mr.
Wylde, and a show of doing something
for the West India trade had to be
made. So Mr. Wylde wili have a
pleasant jaunt at the public expense,
will dine and wine through the islands,
and hob-nob with the governors and
other bLig wigs. When he returns he
will make a report containing perhaps
half the information which any  one of
our fish merchants could have given
bim before he left. And by and by, if
the West India trade improves, as we
suppose some day it must, and the
Tories are then in power, they will be
able to point to Mr. Wylde’s mission
and his report,and claimn that they were
the cause of the improvement.

Then there is the labor commission.
A retired West Indian judge and some
half dozen gentlemen from different
parts of Canada are set to work as
commissioners to report on the rela-
tions of labor and capital. We suppose
a fair amount of information as to rates
of wages, hours of labor, and so forth,
in the different cities of Canada can be
collected. It would have been collect-
ed just as well from Dttawra. The most
of it is known already. What possible
good can come of it when obtained no
man can sugg-st. An opportuuity will
be given for a good many cranks to ven-
tilate their opinions and have them
printed at the public expense. Places
will be found for a good many of the
faithful, and the minister,on the stump
will point to the commission as a proof
of their fatherly care aud solicitude for
the laboring man. But does any sensi-
ble workingman expect that any or all
of the new commissioners will be able
to propound any scheme to raise his
wages anc better his condition 7 The
personnel of the commission does not
encourage any such belief. The Mon-
treal Herald states it to be as follows:

and sets at 4h. 16m., p. m., making the
day 9n. 22m. long. Oa the 31st the sun
rises at 7h. 14m, a. m. and sets at 4h.
22in. p. m.,making the day 9h. 9. long,
Thus on the last day of the mounth the
day is 13 minutes shorter than it was at
the commencement. The days shorten
slowly uutil the 17th, then remain with-
out change for the eight following days,
and then the programme changes. The
sun turns his face northward, his extreme
point of southern declination, 23deg.
27min, has been reached, and the first
proof of his rcturning steps is given by
the three additional minutes that mark
the increased length of the daylight on
the last day of the year.

This joyful time mark accounts for the
new state of events. It receives its
name, as is well known, from the two
Latin words meaning the sun stands still,
On the 21st at 4 o'clock in the afternoon
the sun enters the sign Capricornus, and
the astronomical winter begins. The sun
just grazes the tropic of Capricorn and
his southern progress is stayed. Hence-
forth, the nights will grow no longer, the
susrise and the sunset points will no
longer move southward, and the sun’s
meridian altitade will no longer decrease
in the north temperate zone. Henceforth
storms may lower, tempests rage and cold
congeal us, but the sun’ has turned his
face northward, the dowminion of ice and
snow is conquered and every revalving
day draws us nearer to the hour when
winter and spring will embrace each
other.

The winter solsticé does not herald the
advent of the jChristian year, peither is
its record accepted on the annals of the
civil year, but it is none the less the com,
mencement of the natural year. Iln the
olden times and in the poetic ages of a
ruder civilization the nations of the noth
Their year began
when the sun had reachei his greatest
southern declination and turned its
course to bless the northern nations with
increasing light and heat. It was the
jubilee of the year to their simple na-
tares, the long anticipated hour when,
with music, danciug and festive offerings
they paid homage to the rude deities they
worshipped. The venerable yu'e log was
drawn from the depths of the primitive
forest. Every wayfarer bowed reverently
as it passed, for he knew that in its fires
all old wrongs and heart-burnings “would
be consumed. and that it would cause the
liquor to flow in the wassail bowl. The
D:uids gathered the mistletoe from the
sacred oak. Bards sang their rude songs,
and from every lund of the semi-civiliz-d
world arose a universal thinksgiving; in
every heart was aroused a feeliug of de-
pendence upon a higher whose
auspicious care wasinvoked for the com-
ing year with votive offerings and pro-
pitiatory sacrifices.

In the strong blending of Christian and
pagan rites which make the heterogeneous
elements of our Christmas and New
Vear's festivities, our thanksgiving for
vastly greater privileges are no more
heartfelt, ourreligirus vows are no more
sincere, and our modern conventionalism
no nearer to nature than were the simple
faith and trust symbolized in the obser-
vances of olden times.

Liverpaol Spruse 3Tarkat.

Somesix or seven weeks ago, about the
beginning of October, the opinion became
general that the impo:t of spruce deals for
the remainder of the year would be very
light, and that consequently prices would
be much firmer. It wae thought that
comparatively few vessels were loading at
the deal ports, and that not many were
chartered, or could be taken up in time to
load before the end of the season. This
fact in the face of a stock considerably
lighter than it had besu for five previous
years, and with a better monthly con-
sumption than in 1834 and 1885, made it
appear that the prophets of an advance
had a good and sound basis for their calcu-
lations. However, their expectations
have scarcely been realized, although to
some extent the market is stronger. The
arrivals have been namerous, over gixty
vessels with deals haviog come to the
Mersey since the 1st October, and the cry
is, ‘still they come.” It is true that the
consumnption has continued good, thata
largs proportion has gone into the country,
comparatively few have been yarded, that
the stock is still moderate and not at all
likely to be too much for the require-
ments of the winter; but it shows how
difficult it is to form any estimate as to
the quantity coming forward, and how
unreliable stat'stics are in connection with
spruce. At the same time it must strke
all engaged in the trade, what an aston
ishing market Liverpool is for this article,
and how easily it bears an inflx which
would utterly swamp any other portin
the Kingdom. Many consumers imagine,
because their own particular trade is per-
haps well suppliad for the time being, that
there must be a c=ssation for consumption;
whereas it appears, that when one source
fails, another springs up; and in spite of
dull trade and bad times, spruce always
holds its own.

MR. BLAKE AT WELLAND,

Hon. Edward Blake, speaking at the
evening meeting at Welland, said;—
While speaking at the meeting this morn-
ing I could not but remember the last
time I addressed a meeting in Welland.
It was nearly fifteen years ago, and we
spoke from 12 at noon to 12 at night.
(Laughter.) It was the nemination for
that election in which Welland for the
first time in many years made a break in
its Conservative record for the Dominion,
and elected our lamented friend, W, A.
Thompson. [Loud cheers.] That is a
long timeago. Children of that day have
become voters now; young men are middle-
aged; and many of the older men have
passed away. The changes have been
great in the political arcna as well as in
the social world. I remember that on the
side of the Conservative Government there
appeaved on that platform five public men.
There was Mr. Aikins, now Lieutenant-
Governor of Manitohba; Dr. Tupper, now
High Commissioner for Canada; Mr.
O’Connor. now a Judge, and Mr. William
Macdougall and Mr. Peter Mitchell.
These five gevtlemen 1 was called that
day to meet. (Applause.) Of the five,
the first three are nolonger in active politi-
cal life. 1 have described their situation.
But amongst the changes in political life
are these—that the remaiuning two are
NO LONGER IN THE RANKS OF THE PARTY
on whose behalf they spoke that day.
Though perhaps not occupying the posi-
tion of absclutely enrolled members of
the Liberal party, they are of us, they
are with us; they are against the Gov._
ernment of Sir John Macdonald, they are
outspoken and pronounced in opposition
to that Government, and they agree in
the bulk of the positions taken by the
Liberal party; they avow their anxiety to
see the Government defeated, and to see
the Liberals retnrced to power—[loud
cheers]—and what has happened in these
cases has happened in many other cases
also. Iam glad to knew that throughout
the whole of Carada. and particularly
throughout Outario, there are to be found
men of mark in their own localities, faith-
ful, inteliigent, independent men who
have become alarmed at the condition,
moral and material, ¢f the country, who
have become satisfied that the Adminis-
tration has not redeemed its promiscs,
that its conduct has not been to the pub-
lic advantage. and that 1t ought to be re
placed by another government acting up
on other lines, Therefore, I take itas a
zond omen that, when I come here, al-
most at the close of a very long scries of
great meeti gs, to resume my relations
with the people of Welland, I should be
able to tell them that, of the distingunish-
ed public men who appeared before them
tifteen years ago to support the Tory
Government, those who speak in public
life tc-day speak against that government
and range themselves in opposition
to its course.

abeyance uwtil the decision of the question
on the main Act, That was goinz a long
way; possibly it was going too far ; I was
vot in my place at the time, Haid I buen
there, I could have voted for that propos-
al only upon the ground, which I under-
stand the Liberals took, that it was a tem-
porary disallowance under the special cir-
cumstances, disclaiming all intention of
overriding any ascertained rights of the
Local Legislature. But the step went to
the extreme verge. The House passed
the address, Sir John Maedonald opposel
ic and refused to advise compliance with
w;asd the Acts were not disallowed; and
now Mr. Costigan says it was the Liberals
and vot the Tories that were to blame !
(Loud applause and laughter.) The ques-
tion was ultimately decided in favor of
the right of the Local Legislature by the
Privy Council, and then it was proposed to
take steps towards overriling the valid
Acts of the Local Legislature by altering its
powers, To this wveither Liberils nor
honest Tories could agree. The principle
of Home Rule wasin question. (Applause,)
We did what we could. We seut an ad-
dress to the foot of the Throne, praying
Her Most Gracious Majesty te use her
influence with the L.cal Legislature for
an amendment of the Law and redress of
the complaint. That motion I prepared
and seconded in Parhament. Once again

I have found myself opposed by
the great bulk of the Irish Catholics of
Ontatin, They also, with some noble ex-
ceptions, were amongst my opponents
when I was defeated in South Bruce, dur-
ing my absence from the country through
ill-hcalth. It was the Irish Cathoiics “of
that riding that rejected me; that deprived
me of my seat in Parliament and obliged
me to stand for another constituency at a
subsequent date. I Lave endeavored
notwithstanding all that, to do my duty,
and to act, according to my lights, honest-
ly, justly, aud fairly, towards the Irish
Catholies and towards the Irish Protes-
tants, towards all cla-ses, I make no dis-
tinction whatever in consequence of class
or creed, and I extend no bid for the sup-
port of any elass or creed. The position
of the Irish Catholics and the Inish Pro-
testants is this:—They know that from
the Liberal party they will obtain all they
can justly claim, whether they will
give or refuse their support to that party.
They know that the Liberal party will
always act on the prindiple of justice,
freedom, and equal rights, because that 1s
the plank upon which we stand. Thoy
know they have nothing whatever to gain
insupporting us, beciuse they will not
aain one jot or tittle beyond what those
principles of justice, freedom, and equal
rights require. They know they have
nothing to lose by opposing us, because
they know, however strenuous their op-
position may be, it will not make us one
whit less earnest or less active in the pro- .
