When daylight broke there was known 
to be sixty-two dead as the result of 
last night’s wreck of the Du Qusene 
Limited on the B. arid O. railroad, near 
Dawson. Dead bodies filled the te 
porary morgues In this city, and It 
believed nearly a score more will be 
added to the death list before the day 
Is over. Of the bodies recovered, 18 
have been Identified and 14 are design­
ated as "unknown." Most of the lat­
ter were foreigners, principally XtA- 
llane.

There was also one Chinaman. In 
the hospitals, three of the Injured were 
expected to die at any moment and five 
others were In a critical condition.

Bo soon as they were taken from the 
wreck, the dead and Injured were 
brought here. The dead were taken 
to the morgues and the Injured remov­
ed to the Connellavllle cottage state 
hospital.

THE HOSPITAL. CANADIAN FLOUR IN JAPAN.

Mr. Tamura, Japanese merchant, who 
la visiting Ottawa, saya he expects to 
see a large demand created In Japan 
for flour from Manitoba No. 1 hard 
wheat. At present most of the flour 
Imported by Japan comes ffom the 
Pacific coast states of the union. It 
Is a softer, cheaper and whiter flour 
than the Canadian, but the Manitoba 
product la really the cheapest in the 
long run, because 1 It yields more bread 
and contains more gluten. The Mani­
toba flour gives 80 pounds more of 
bread per 100 pounds of flour than does 
the American. The visit of Hon. Mr. 
Fisher to Japan and the exhibit of 
Canadian products at the Osaka Ex­
position, says Mr. Tamura, have done 
a great deal to stimulate the demand 
for Canadian products. Mr. Tamura 
himself handles Manitoba flour. Where­
as formerly he Imported none, he now 
takes regularly between 100 and 800 
tons a month. . He has a bakery espec­
ially for making' bread from Canadian 
flour, which he calls the Canada Bak­
ery. He also has delivery carts bear­
ing the name "Canada."

The Northern Pacific Railway, one 
of the largest transportation companies 
In the world, has recently Issued an or­
der prohibiting all drinking of intoxi­
cating liquors by Its employes whether 
on or off duty. This action has natur­
ally aroused a storm of protest from 
the workmen and from many men and 
newspapers who resent the company's 
intrusion Into & man’s private life to 
the extent of prescribing his conduct 
during the hours that belong to himself.

But the company is right. It is every 
day responsible for the safety of thous­
ands of lives. It Is responsible for 
whatever carelessness of engineer, con­
ductor, brakeman or trackman may en­
danger any of those lives. It has a 
perfect right to pick the men who it 
considers are the best fitted to do the 
work, for the right doing of which It 
is responsible. And a man who has 
been drunk at night while off duty has 
not the nerves the next morning to 
stand any strain. If he has taken a 
drink or two on his way to work his 
Judgment Is not so sure as It otherwise 
would have been. No matter how tem­
perate the moderate drinker may be. 
there Is always the off chance of a sip 
too many, or a stomach grown sud­
denly too sensitive to stand, without 
effect, the usual amount. And a com­
pany with so much at stake has a 
right to protect Itself from All such 
chances. Those employes who consid­
er such a rule an encroachment on their 
personal liberty have perfect freedom 
to step out.

Mr. Scutt 
had charge of the stock farm of B. L.
