MONTREAL, April 9—More snow 
fell yesterday In Montreal than on any 
other day during the winter which Is 
coming to a close with a sort of grudge 
for so much fine weather of the past 
two weeks.

According to the record at the Mc­
Gill observatory the snow-fall yester­
day was 10.5. Inches, 
make about an Inch and a quarter It 
rain fell. Snow also fell on April 8 last 
year, but the precipitation was light.

From the same It appears that the 
highest previous single fall of the win­
ter was on Christmas day when nine 
Inches came down.

TORONTO, April 9—President Stark 
of the Canadian Amateur Lacross Un­
ion decided today that every member 
of the Canadian Lacrosse Association 
has been disqualified and that every 
player in the C. L. A., Junior, inter­
mediate and senior series. Is Ineligible 
to take part In any sports or athletics 
that are governed by the C. A. A. U.

There are 178 cars of settlers’ effects 
In the West yard here, where they have 
been for nearly a week, and the com­
pany is unablo to move them out. it 
is a great hardship to the settlers, for 
In addition to being prevented frofci 
reaching their destination their ex­
pense for extra feed for animals Is a 
serious tax on those of slender re­
sources.

Horses have died In the cars through 
confinement and lack of food and the 
owners are powerless. These unfortu­
nate newcomers are likely to be held 
here for at least another week.

Tonight’s messages from the west in­
dicate that four train-loads are block­
aded at Kampack and many of the 
settlers are without money. There are 
between 700 and 1200 people in the par­
ties and almost all without food. An­
other train has been held at Dauphin 
for twenty-four hours and the passen­
gers have been almost famished while 
the company refused to handle tele­
graphic messages describing their con­
dition or Informing relatives of those 
on board what was actually occurring.

D. D. Mann, vice-president of the C. 
N. R., arrived yesterday from Toronto, 
and gave out an announcement which 
will inded be welcome news to Western 
Canada, indicating that the energies of 
his company " will be concentrated 
upon increasing the equipment and the 
much-needed Improvement of the road­
bed, rather than upon construction 
work during the' present season. Mr. 
Mann added:

“We will be occupied with the con­
struction of numerous buildings which 
we require In the city, and may con­
struct terminals Jointly with the Grand 
Trunk Pacific. We may start con­
struction work on shops, etc., the plans 
for which are now being completed by 
expert architects. It will, of course, be 
Impossible that the work should all be 
done this year, but it is expected that 
all the work In connection with these 
matters will be completed during the 
year 1908."-

“How about the equipment of the 
lines 7” Mr. Mann was asked.

“It is true,” replied Mr. Mann, "that 
manufacturing plants are crowded with 
orders and it is quite Impossibe to se­
cure cars except under previous orders. 
The Canadian Northern, however, Is 
fortunate in this regard and lias had 
35,000.000 worth of equipment under 
order for some time past. This order 
included ninety-five locomotives which 
are to be delivered to us this year and 
about three thousand cars. The deli­
very of these cars will go on through­
out he year and we expect that by tlie 
end of the year they will be In use on 
the lines of the company.”

ST. PETERSBURG, April 9,—The 
whole session In tbe lower house of 
parliament yesterday was given up to 
agrarian debates, and in spite of the 
threats in the official Rossia that the 
advocacy of compulsory appropriation 
of lands might result In the dismissal 
of the Duma, every speaker except the 
Conservatives urged this as the sole 
solution of the peasant problem. One 
peasant deputy declared that “he did 
not come here to purchase land but to 
take It.” The expectation that Premier 
Stolypln would make an announcement 
embodying In substance the Rossla’s 
threat brought out a full audience on 
the floor and In the galleries, but the 
premier did not speak. The cabinet 
submitted a draft of a law replacing 
three varieties of martial law by a 
single one, namely, a state of extraor­
dinary security proclaimable by the 
empe#>r which places supreme power 
In the hands of special commanders-in- 
chlef, who are subordinate to the min­
ister of interior. The commanders are 
giving the following rights over the in­
habitants:

The search and arrest of persons ; 
expulsion for a fortnight; the censure 
and suppression of newspapers ; the 
closing down of schools; imprisonment 
for a term not exceeding three months; 
and the imposition of fines of 3500.

These rights may be enforced equally 
during war time when the functions of 
the commanders-in-chief will be given 
to the commanders of the separate 
armies.

The Constitutional Democrats have 
decided to hasten the passage of this law- 
in order to put an end to the operations 
of the more arbitrary clauses of the 
law now in operation.

ST. PETERSBURG, April 9—The 
Holy Synod is preparing for the re­
vision of divorce laws, enlarging the 
basis for divorce, which is now prac­
ticed on limited grotmds and has re­
sulted In a considerable decrease in 
marriages.

ST. PETERSBURG, April 9—The re­
lations betwen the lower house of par­
liament and the administration are 
dally becoming more acute on account 
of Premier Stolypln’s repeated rebukes 
of the lower house for overstepping its 
competence. He has already refused 
the request of the famine committee 
to be allowed to examine the statistics 
of the Zemstvos, and has denied the 
right of the budget committee to in­
vite the assistance of non-bureaucratic 
experts. Today the premier addressed 
three new letters to President Golouin, 
calling the lower house to acocunt for 
further alleged Illegal acts, and de­
manding that steps be taken to prevent 
their repetition.

of American and foreign interests 
would be off no value whatever unless 
bombardments of these unfortified 
wooden towns are forbidden; and It to 
equally plain that a ship of war or­
dered here to protect American inter­
ests could not be excused for subjecting 
these same interests to Inevitable ruin 
by permitting the destruction of these 
towns by fire Snd combardment.

“Fully three fourth of the valuable 
mercantile and business houses in these 
coast’ towns are owned by foreigners. 
Neither belligerents wlll.be permitted 
to occupy or to take cover in these 
houses during the course of hostilities.”

NEW ORLEANS, La., April 8—That 
Puerto Cbrtez was surrendered without 
fighting and that about 1,500 Honduran 
soldiers abandoned the port two days 
before the Nicaraguan troops appeared 
was the! nformatlon brought tonight by 
the steamer Anslem from Puerto Cor­
tez.

The Hondurans did not desert their 
post through cowardice, according to 
despatches, but decided that the war 
was over. They returned to the ban­
ana plantations where most of them 
had been employed as laborers before 
the war began.

NEW YORK, April 8.—Englishmen 
of high social standing belonging to 
London clubs who were once welcomed 

/ to exclusive clubs in' this city are now 
virtually under the ban.

Their friends hesitate to propose 
them either as visitors or as members, 
as they are as likely as not to/receive 
a courteous Intimation that they would 
better withdraw the. natiies of their 
candidates. Several incidents which 
were perilously near to the old-fashion­
ed “blackballing’’ have recently occur­
red, and the comity between the social 
organizations of New York and Lon­
don has in consequence been seriously 
disturbed.

This situation has arisen from no an­
tipathy toward individuals, but from 
the displeasure of Americans at the 
manner in which they have been enter­
tained at the clubs of the British me­
tropolis, although ostensibly admitted 
to all the privileges.

They say that they get only to a 
’ small portion of a London club house, 

and some of them do not even progress 
to the strangers’ room. They may be 
escorted to some small apartment set 
apart for foreigners at the top of the 
building, or they may be permitted to 
linger for a while in a corridor. When 
the Englishman entertains the Ameri­
can It is maintained that he is as likely 
as not to take him to some semi-pro­
prietary club.

Ireland has for many years suffered 
through loss of population by emigra­
tion, but there Is reason to believe that 
America is now exerting less and less 
of an attractive force on the people. 
The December statistics, for the pre­
vious three months, show a small in­
crease In the population of Ireland.

This Is believed to be the first occa­
sion on record when two successive 
quarters show the number of emi­
grants to have been exceeded by the 
natural increase of the population. The 
births registered during the quarter 
numbered 251629, the deaths, 18,182, and 
the emigrànts, 4,263: There is thus an 
estimated increase of 1,034 and this 
notwithstanding an Increased death- 
rate. Ireland therefore appears to be 
approaching a balance of population. 
The significance of the returns Is even 
emphasized by the steadny 
rate of decline in the population from 
year to year. Thus the estimated de­
crease in the population in June, 1900, 
was nearly 34,000, as compared with 
the1 previous year; the decrease to 
June, 1901, was estimated at nearly 
23,000; the following June showed a 
drop in the rate to 13,000; In June, 1903, 
the estimated decrease had risen, again 
to 18,000; 1904 it was 11,500; 1905, 10,600; 
and last June only 3,T00. Since that 
date the population has increased by a 
couple of thousand so that since June 
1905, notwithstanding a heavy emigra­
tion roll the population has been prac­
tically stationary.

Fifteen women students at the Wis­
consin University have formed a “Sin­
gle Blessedness” club, the members of 
which are pledged to remain single 
during life under penalty of $500 fine. 
Miss Hedwig E. Federle, of the West 
Bend, is president of the society. It is 
the ultimate object of the club to pur­
chase a farm at one of the pleasure re­
sorts of Wisconsin, and there live in 
single bliss.

Branch organizations have been for­
med at Chicago and Northwestern 
Universities, and a band of enthusias­
tic is now organizing similar clubs at 
California and Leland Stanford. Fines 
ranging from 25 cents to $5 are im­
posed upon the members for receiving 
produce smiles instead of scowles and 
the attentions of men during their col­
lege course.

When the farm is purchased Miss 
Federle Is to be the housekeeper. The 
aim of the club is to produce a new 
type of spinsterhood—a type that will 
produce smiles instead of scowls and 
wrinkles when the words “old maid” 
are spoken.

Any even numbered section of Dom­
inion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatche­
wan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26, 
not reserved, may be homesteaded by 
any person who is the sole head of a 
family, or any male over 18 years of 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion of 160 acres, more or less.

If the 
father Is deceased) of the homesteader 
resides upon a farm In the vicinity of 
the land entered for, the requirements 
as to residence may be satisfied by 
such person residing with the father or 
mother.

(3) It the settler has his permanent 
residence upon farming land owned by 
him in the vicinity of the homestead, 
the requirements as to residence may 
be satisfied by residence upon the sak) 
land.

Six months’ notice in writing should 
be given to the Commissioner of 
Dominion Lands at Ottawa of Intention 
to apply for patent.

FREDERICTON, N. B., April 9— 
The committee on agriculture met this 
morning under the chairmanship of 
Mr. Ryan.

Hon. Mr. Farris said: I had received 
a letter from Mr. Baxter, of Andover, 
with reference to the poultry Industry 
and more particularly to the desira­
bility of *otng something to stimulate 
the export trade of the province. He 
suggests that the efforts which some 
years ago were made by the Dominion 
Government in that direction should 
be continued by the province and as­
sistance given towards the establish­
ment of fattening stations In the prov­
ince as being the best means of stim­
ulating that trade. Such fattening sta­
tions would do for the poultry Indus­
try what factories have done for cheese 
and butter. The governments of all the 
other provinces have poultry branches 
to their agricultural departments 
which are doing good work. I would 
like to have any suggestions this meet­
ing may have to give.

The deputy commissioner said there 
could be no doubt that poultry paid 
better than any other branch of farming 
having regard to the small amount of 
capital required. But he saw very lit­
tle benefit to the general farmer in 
fattening stations unless as a place 
where he could sell his chickens.

Hon. Mr.'LablUols could not see that 
the Idea would benefit farmers very 
much. He thought much more good 
would be done through institute speak­
ers and the distribution of public pham- 
phlets among the farmers.

weeks-old pappoose, whose tiny brown 
body lay In the centre of the group, 
swaddled Indian fashion and strapped 
to a flat board. The two generations 
spent by the Soughees in close prox­
imity to the white men have not great­
ly changed their domestic customs.

A CHAT WITH THE CHIEF.

Chief Cooper of the Reserve has a 
comfortable eight or ten roomed house 
of modern type, and farms five acres 
of land. He has a good stable, a couple 
of horses, and several fine cattle, and, 
on the whole, seems very comfort­
ably off. He was hitching up his horse 
to drive over to Saanich when we call­
ed, but his stepson, a bright-looking 
youth of twenty, took us into the house 
and Introduced us to his mother. The 
family has a plentiful admixture of 
white blood on both sides, and might 
well pass for, whites with a touch of the 
Indian in them. The chief told us he 
had been three times elected for three 
years on each occasion, and at his 
fourth election had been made chief 
for life. He speaks English quite well, 
and has to all Intents and purposes 
adopted the white man’s life. Asked 
why he and his tribesmen had refused 
the offer of the Dominion Government 
to buy them out and settle them on a 
new reserve, he said the tribe would 

j have been willing to go had the gov­
ernment been able to procure as a sub­
stitute reserve some of the Hudson's 
Bay land in Cadboro Bay, a few miles 
to the east of the city, where, he said, 
the grandfathers of the Soughees had 
lived ; otherwise he seemed to think, 
or affected to think—for there are those 
who believe the chief to be a very cun­
ning man—that the tribes would stay 
indefinitely on their present grounds. 
Money, he declared, had little to do 
with the question. They liked their pre­
sent home and wanted to stay there. 
“Moreover, some of the young men 
were very smart nowadays, felt them­
selves just as good as white men, and 
if they got hold of some of the money 
the government were prepared to pay 
in settlement there was danger of the 
tribe breaking up.” This last contin­
gency he regarded as a calamity.

Most of the children are sent to an 
Indian school on Cooper Island, near 
Nanaimo, conducted under Government 
auspices, but there is a small school 
on the reserve conducted by a sister 
from the Roman Catholic Convent. 
When we looked into It there were but 
a couple of pupils present, the conse­
quence, the teacher told us, ,of its being 
a fine day It was a neat little frame 
building, which is converted into a 
church on Sundays by removing the 
screen that hides an altar. The In­
dians of the reserve are mostly Catho­
lics, and the walls in the more poten- 
tious houses are decorated with pic­
tures of the Virgin and other cheap 
illustrations of Catholic origin.

S1EAMEBS.apart from the portion of their subsis­
tence procured from fishing, and are 
part and parcel of this curiously cosmo­
politan little city, where you may walk 
within the space of five minutes from 
the heart of the Indian village Into a 
densely populated Chinese quarter, and 
again as quickly find yourself In the 
main thoroughfare of a lively modern 
city, somewhat pronouncedly English 
in type, as even the abundance of pink 
cheeks and gaiters will testify, but 
showing ample evidences also of the 
keener zeal In business methods of nu­
merous Americans from the Western 
States and Canadians from Eastern

Mr. Frank Pedley, superintendent of 
Indian affairs at Ottawa, and has end­
ed, like all preceding attempts, In fail­
ure, unless, indeed, there is a sequel 
with which the public is not yet 
familiar, which may eventually put a 
new face on the situation aJid there are 
some who hope for such a sequel.

ON THE RESERVE.

I Joined the other day a party of 
visitors to the reserve. On crossing the 
bridge we were advised first to glance 
at a group of Indians living almost un­
der the bridge and In the angle of the 
reserve and the w-aterfront. There were 
ten or a dozen huts and tents cluster­
ed here, In each »f which lived at 
least one family of Indians. They were 
not Soughees, but simply on a visit 
more or less prolonged to the Soughee 
reserve, during which they work, chief­
ly at fishing, or idle around the city. 
Viewed at long distance, the demon­
stration of the simple life afforded by 
these Indians from the coast may have 
contained an element of the pictures­
que, but at close quarters It was about 
as evil and squalid a spectacle as can 
be imagined. A meagre fire of wood 
burned in the centre of the hut into 
which we looked, shivering over which, 
for the vteather was raw and the 
ground damp, weri fwo toothless and 
hide.ous crones who grinned unspeak­
ably at the intruders. One of,, them 
shortly resumed a meal that had 
been Interrupted, and proceeded to feed 
herself by means of a seashell from an 
unpleasant-looking, watery mess con­
tained in a wooden vessel roughly 
hollowed from a tree trunk. These 
were children of nature with a ven­
geance, and the odors and sights were 
offensive to the last degree. One hut 
was a sample of the. rest. Most of the 
men were away, bu one heard their 
voices in some of the huts raised in 
laughter at the Exclamations of the 
visitors, and at the efforts of the wo­
men to coax money from them. One 
elderly woman, whose bare feet on the. 
frosty ground excited the pity of a lady 
in the party, began Immediately to 
moan piteously over, her hardships, and 
begged for money to buy shoes, though 
she had not probably felt the need of 
them until her. attention had been 
drawn to the matter. That apparently 
was the view at leasK of her husband 
and sons or neighbors, who could be 
heard within chuckling uproariously at 
the piteous tale she endeavored to tell 
In the half dozen words of English she 
knew, and in which "no money” and 
“no boots” constantly recurred.
