SEAMAN LOST IN
BAY OF FUNDY

Washed Ovepboard from S. S.
Regulus

Deep Sea — Reported at
Newfoundland.

The Daily News of St. John's, Nfid,
{ contains the following story of a
_drowning which occurred in the Bay
“of Funday:

“The S. S. Regul‘ue, Captain Wake-
ham, arrived in port yesterday morn-
ing from Philadelphia. She left there
on Monday, April 1st, and fine weath-
er was met with for the first few days
out. On Sunday, 4th inst., the weath-
er became very stormy, so that only
about 100 miles a day could be made.
The steamer was constantly shipping
big seas, and thefsteamer was flound- /
ering in the heavy tide running. On
Sunday mnizht a gloom- was cast over
‘all on board by the sad drowning of
one of the crew named Joseph Murphy.
T)_'Ae watch was called, and at twelve
o’¢clock Murphy came’ on deck, and
walked along on the lee side, closely
followed by a companion, The steam-
_er was rolling heavily, and mow and
again a heavy sea would. break over
her. Murphy’s companion saw a big
comber coming, and jumped back to
avoid it. When it had passed, he again
made his way on deck, but did not
see Murphy, whom he thought was at
the wheel. Just then his attention was
distracted from the matter by a sail
and when it
had been completed it was discovered
that Murphy was not around. A search
was made, but nothing could be eklc-
Hted further than the facts stated by
his. companion, as. already detailed.
N outery was heard, and if one were
made, it would hardly have been
theard . above. .the. roar. of the storm.
Murphy’s sad death cast a gloom over
the ship’s company, as he was well
liked by all, and had. been on the
Regulus for somé time. The tragedy
occurred in the Bay of Fundy, and no
traces of the body were discovered.

DEFENGE AGAINST
AERIAL WARSHIPS

:Search Being Made for an
Eifective Weapon

B e

Smaller Machines Will Rise Above the
Larger Ones and Destroy
With Idpunity.

LONDON, April 12.—A problem at
Present exercising the minds of mili-
tary and naval experts‘is that of
finding an effective weapon of de-
fence . against aerial warships. In
Germany the subject has been under
consideration for many months and
despatches have already described the
new howitzer invented by Messrs.
i(ru‘pp solely for use against an aerial
oe.

Recognizing the fact that a rapidly
.moving airship could easily get be-
yond the range of this gun the Ger-
man authorities have had designed
an armored automobile fitted with a
special gun which can give chase to
a dirigible and shell it on the wing.
The possibilities of this airship des-
troyer are 'to be tested dganst the
Zeppelin I. at the manoeuvres in ,Wur-
tembere in the atutumn.

i .The automobile is fitted witn a small

quick firing gun of long range o0
mourtted that it can fire at a tarcet al- |
/most - directly overhead. Attached to
"the gun is a bombproof shield which |
revolves with the piece. The car has
a  speed. of forty miles an hour.
| Following the example set by Ger-
many, the British military authorities
will carry out experiments on' Salis-
bury Plains, with the object of test-
ing the power of modern artillery in
resisting an aerial invasion. ' They
will: use the new 18-pounder shell
against captive balloons.

I Many doubis are expressed with re-
gard - to the value of artillery fire
against an aerial warship. When used
against an airship kovering over a po-
sition comparatively near the earth it
is believed that it wiil prove effective,

but an’ airship 'speedin;z along at a
great heilght would offer a target so
small that a hit would be almost an
impossibility.

Aeronautical experts are of the op-
inion that the best answer to the Zep-
pel will be found in the aeroplane.
It is pointed out that the aeroplane is
riot lmited in the height it may at-
taifi by the density of the. air to the
same extent as the.airship and there
should be no difficulty - in a Wright
machine rising high above a Zeppelin
and destroying it with impunity and
ease.

Railway From Pekin to Kalgan Now Nearing"
Gompletion.

If one stands at the entrance of a

night, concealed by the shadows of
the overhanging roofs, and looks out
into the hata-men, great street, he
very likely will see an impressive
sight. A long string: of camels, led by
a bell animal, appears, moving north-
ward with Joose, shuffling but noise-
less steps. The cushioned feet of
the cgmels scuff the dust of ;the strect
of this acient city without giving forth
‘& sound. They move througn the
moonlight in eeéry procession, a huge
but silent caravan, absolutely :sound-
less save for the tinklc of the bell of
the leader, whichedies away in dis-
tance before the procession has van-
ished from sight. Even the drivers,
who amble along holding the nose
cord of every fourth or fifth Dbeast,
move silently, shod as they aire with
the soft, cotton-soled shoes of their
kind. ; ;

It is the tea caravan which has
moved with the swinging, shuffling
but silent gait up the Chinese plains,
through the old capital on the site of
Kublai Khan’s city, and which
wending its way -~ toward Kalgan,
where It will wind through the gate-
way of the Great Wall and dive into
the mountain passes, to thread the
Mongolian plateau, cross Siberia and
deliver in European Russia the tea,
which the Russian deems indispens-
able, and in the brewing of which the
Russiahs have no acknowledged mas-
ters. :

“Caravan tea” furnishes the break-

sip for the Russian Empire. It 15 re-
shipped to the Russian in-whatever
corner of the world he takes his sta-
tion. It is one of his national-drinks.
The caravan, howesver, must Ro, it is
being relegated to the limbo of things
that were.

The railroad, in the building of which
the Chinese are proving themselves
apt students, is coming ‘to take the
place of the camel-train. A railroad
line from Peékin to Kalgan is nearing
completion, financed, engineered and
built- by the Chinese themselves, and
pronounced by toreign engineers to

The Chinese engineers who sur-
veyed it and superintended its con-
struction were educated in tethnical
schools abroad, and asfde f{rom the
commercial importance; it is of value
as showing ‘the capabllitles of the
Chinese peéople.’ It is, however, ornly a
link in the proposed system which is
to replace the camel caravan as a Vve-
icle of international commerce. ”

When the Pekin-Khalgan line is in
working order it is intended to build a
continuation from Kalgan on to Kiak-
hta, which:is on the Mongolian-8iber-
fan frontier and not many miles frem
Irkutsk. This is as far as the railroad
can go on the Chinese soil, but this
will carry it across the Gobi d“b‘"tund
establish a terminus near the Eastern
Siberia railroad, where it can he met

' by a branch of that great trunk line.

Kalgan, the northern terminus of the
foad now undergoing construction, lies
on the northern harbor of Chih-lj, the
capital province of the Chinese Em-
pire; and is where one of the principal
gates through the outer and older pcr-
tion of the Great Wall is located. It
is one of the stages on the caravan
trail from this capital-to Kiaklhta, the

former route over which the Russian |

trade with China used to be vonduect-
ed. The trade is still of great import-
ance and with the completion of rail
road connections:dnd ‘with the. Pro-

' gress of China -along new lines it w M

become still more so.

The completion of this railroad to
Kalgan will greatly benefit the Lrade
in-hides and wool, and will bring an-
other_ important coal-rhining region
into easy comrhunication with the
Seaboard.

examination of the criminal statistics
€or 1907-08, recently published, should

MINERS BURIED IN

Chicago, M[Iwaukeé and St
Paul Issues No Bonds
for 1400-Mile Line

The Trackage and Equipment of Heavy
Standard — Pennsylvania Co.
Shared in Work,

e

(Philadelphia North American.)

With a total expenditure less than
the Pennsylvania Railroad will have
made on its New York passenger tun-
nel-terminal hy the time it shall be
completed, the Chicago, Milwaukee and
St. Paul Railway has constructed a
new through line to the Pacific coast.

This new railroad extends from the
eastern side of the Missouri river, at
Mobridge, S. D., across five states to
Seattle, a distance of 1,400 miles.

Over this ninth railroad route to the
Pacific coast through trains will be in
regular operation about June 1. The
last rail was laid on March 29, and
while this act was performed without
demonstration of any kind, it none the
less marked the consummation Jf an-
other of those great material accomp-
lishments which have «dotted the his-
tory of the United States.

Building of this Pacific coast exten-
sion of the Chicago, Milwaukee and Bt.
Paul Railway was prompted by a con-
viction that the section of the north-
west which it traverses was insuffi-
ciently provided with:  transportation
facilities, and that, therefore, con-
struction of the line would not only re-
sult in profitable railroad traffic, but
also in adding largely to the earnings
of the old railway system bclind it.

FEAT ALMOST BREAKS RECORD.

With one exception, that of the dni-
tial transcontinental line, this Pacific
coast extension of the Chicago, Mil-
waukee and St. Paul rallway consti-
tutes the largest piece of railroad con-
stritetion ever undertaken at one time
in this country. No longer than three
vears ago were the first contracts let.

This fact illustrates what engineer-
ing skill can accomplish with present-
day means and ready money.

Not a bond was issued to raise funds
for this 1,400 miles of main line rail-
road construction, or for the 300 miles
of branch lines being built, or to ray
for the necessary equipment. Stock-
holders of the old Chicago, Milwaukee
and St. Paiul Railwdy Company bave
provided the mcney, stightly less than
$100,000,000 in all.

On September 29, 1906, they author-
ized an increase of $150,000,000 in capi-
tal stock of the Chicago, Milwaukee
and 1St. Paul Railway Company. Then,
in December of that year, $99,492,800 of
stock, two-thirds of it being commcen
and one-third preferred, was allotted
to the old shareholders at par, to be
paid for in six instalments, the last of
which was paid March 1 last. Thus
was the necessary money provided as
work progressed on the Paclfic ccast
extension.

MAKES NEW SHORT LINE.

This makes the second through line
from Chicago to the Pacific coast own-
ed and operated by one company. The
other through line is the Atchison, To-
peka and Santa Fe Raflway. From St.
Paul to Seattle the new railroad is the
short line, the distar¢c over it being
1,763 miles, This is fifty-one miles less
than over the Great Northern and 149
miles shorter than the Northern Pa-
cific line.

Experience of the older transconti-
nenta] lines ruled in construction of
the Pacific coast extensfon of the Chi-
cago, Milwaukee and St. Paul Rail-
way. ‘'Strange as it might seem, since
the course of empire has been west-
ward, the weight of traffic on our
transcontinenta) railroads has run pre-
ponderatingly eastward.

And so the mew line was built, no
reasonable expense being spared to
provide minimum eastbound grades.
Except up the western slopes of the

Going west, the rew railroad crosses
the Missouri River at Mobridge, on a
steel bridge 1,679 feet long, which was
built by the Pennsylvania Stecl Com-
pany, the 4,400 tons of structural steel
having been fabricated at Steelton, Pa,
The track is sixty-four fecet above low
water, and for one pier it was neces-
sary to go down 154 feat below the
water level to get a firm foundation.
Another great bridge on the line is
that across the Columbia River, which
is 2,900 feet long and contains 4,550
tons of steel.

The highest point on the line is east
of Butte, where the railroad crosses
the Rocky mountains at an elevation
of 6,350 feet by a tunnel 2,268 feet long
thicugh the Pipestone pass. There is
a great tunnel 8,751 feet long, throucgh
the summit of the Bitter Root moun-
tains, where, by the St. Paul pass tbe
railroad goes from Montana into Ida-
hd. The elevation reached there is on-
ly 4,200 feet. The Cascade range is
crossed without a tunnel Throvghout
the line is of theavy construction, and
the tracks are laid with eight-five-
pound standard steel rails.

Prospectors Starve to Death
in Northern B. C.

ot Out With Insuffcent Supples, Stole
What They Gould and Finally Lay

Down on the Trall to Die. .

VANCOUVER, April 14-Forced to
rob ocaches in order to sustain life, and
only debarred at the point of a gun
from placing thersinthe same plight
as themselves, the two prospectors,
Charles Baker and J. McCurdy, whose
frozen bodies were uiscovered on Feb.
24, near the headwaters of the Goat
River, 66 miles from Barkerville, were
the principails in a tragedy of the trail
in the nonth.

Information of the dedth of the
prospectors was conveyed to the Pro-
vincial Police Depantment by Regin-
ald Randall, Provincial constable at
Bakerville, whose letter on Felbl 28 to
Superintendeht Husséy was reponted
at the time. In the first communica- :
tion Constable Randall® stated that on
December 29 a panty of four prospec-
tors, Charles DBaker, James McCudy,
Wilkam Spittal and Sam Henderson,
left Bakervile, boiind for Tete Jaune
Cache, on the south fork of the Fraser
River. The men had an inadequate
supply of prévisions, but expressed
themselves confident that they would
be able to make their objective point.

froth the timie the four ‘eft Baker-
villé until February 24 nothing fur-
ther was héard of them. On that date
three dog teamsters, John Goldie,
Frank Allerr and Russel Peden, came
into Barkerville with the news that
the frozen bodies of Baker and Mec-
Curdy had been discovered by them
near the peadwaters of the Coat River
66 miles from Kakeryille. The team-
sters, who were returning to Paker-
ville after freighting in suppMes for !
a timber cruising outfit, ran across the
bodies lying on the trail. The three
teamsters were about to set cut omn
ampther trip north with fresh supplies.
Acordingly, Peden was sworn in as a
special constable, and instructed to
procesd to the spot where the bodies
were first discovered, make a careful
examination of the remains, and, it
there was nothing to indicate that
death had bean due to violence, to
bury. the bodies where they lay, and
bring back the effects of the two dead
men to Bakerville, He was also in-
structed to endeavor to find some trac2
of Spittal and Henderson, the com-
panions of Baker and McCurdy.

Peden, acting under these instruc-
tions, went to the spot where the
bodies were found, and made & report
which has mow reached Superinten-
dent Hussey. Peden reports that the
bodies were found to be in a very
amaciatéd condition. The feet had evi-
dently been frozen for some days be-
fore d=ath, which had come és ' the
rosult of starvation and exposure. He
buried the bodies near the Summit
Trail, at a point mnear the mouth of
the McLeod River, a tributary of the
Goat River. He also reports that from
signs and from information supplied
Lim by a trapper named Steinhoff,
whomi he found trapping along the
Fraser River, the four prospectors had
camped at the mouth of the Goat
River for a period of 26 days. They
were then out of provisions, and were |
living on what they could steal, break-
ing into caches and fnto three cabins
ereated by Steinhoff, who on one oOcC-
casion was forced to protect his pro-
visions at the point of his gun. Other-
wise he would have been reduced to
the samep light as the four, for - his
supplies were but scant. When the
prospeoctors left the camp they pinned
notices scrawled upon paper at the
mouth of the. Goat River. One no-
tice stated that McCurdy and Baker
had set out for Bakerville on Feb-
ruary 1, with sufficient provistons to
last four or five days, swhich .would

have been ample time for them to
reach their destination if they had
been in fit condition. Another notice !
showed that Spittal and Henderson,
before they left their camp at the
mouth of he Goat River, stated that
they had gone up the Fraser River,,
the objective point of the party when
+ left Bakerville. They took pant of
the stolen provisions with them, Yut
whether they ever reached their des-
tination or what@vas their fate, Peden
could nat ascertain. In all likelthood,
Towever, they met he same fete as
their companions,

Return to Power

Expected
NEW CABINET

But Only Regarded as Tem-
porary—Tranquility
Reigns Now

PASHA

CONSTANTINOPLE, April 14.—After
the stirring events of yesterday and
the early® part of today in the Turkish
capital, the successful formation of the
cabinet and the issuance of an imperi-
al proclamation, ordaining the observ-
ance of the Sheri laws and the preser-
vation of the constitution, served to
bring about a comparatively peaceful
situation here tonight. The members
of the new cabinet, of which, Tewfik
Pasha is the grand vizier, have been
installed in office.

The formation of the cabinet, al-
though it is not composed according
to general expectations, has 'greatly
relieved the tension of the last 26
hotirs. The majority of the people
passed a sleepless night, owing to the
continuous discharges of musketry.

Tonight the city is quiet, the troops
have returned to their homes.

Confidence is gradually returning, al-
though the military situation will re-
quire all the energies of the new gov-
ernment for its successful handling
and the promulgation of wise measures
so that the army may be placed on a
more satisfactory basis. One of the
first acts of the government will be to
supply new officars to replace those
who have been rejected by the men,
and this will be no easy task. For-
tunately the new Minister of War, Ed-
hem Pasha, is generally respected and
trusted, and it is confidently believed
that he will succeed in restoring order.

it is noteworthy that while the revo-
lution of last July was the work of of-
ficers, the present movement: was car-
ried forward by the soldiers, aided by
the religious party.

During the whole thrilling moment-
ous episnde, the salient features of the
revolution were the loyalty of the
troops and the people to the Sultan,
whose name was frequently acclaimed
and the absence of attacks on the lives
and property of citizens.

The new cabinet held a meeting to-
night to deliberate on the situation.
The Grand Vizier and the Sheik ul
Islam arrived at Porte in state at 3
o’clock in the afterroon and -were
oheered by an immense crowd that had
gathered there. On the approach of
fhe cortege an intimation was sent to
the troops and th= discharges of mus-
ketry ceased like masic. The precincts
of the Porte were crowded in ‘every
part and the hall where the ministry
was installed was packed to overflow-
ing. An imperial hatt, appointing
Tewfik Pasha, grand vizier, and con-
firming Zia ed Din BEffendi as Sheik
ul Islam, also ordains the strict oh-
gservance of the Sheri laws and the
preservation of the constitution “for
the maintenance of the security and
progress of the government and coun-
try and the welfare of all my people.”

The Sultan adds that the observance
of the instructions Ilaid down in the
Hatt is of the most importance and
concludes by invoking divine assist-
ance on the efforts of the grand vizier
and the cabinet, which is composed of
elements outside of the parliamentary
parties and which generally is consid-
ered as transitory and likely to lead
eventually to the return of the former
grand vizier, Kiamil Pasha and the
former war minister, Nazim Pasha,
two of the most popular men in Tur-
key.

TRIES TO DEVELOP SHAD-LIKE
HEN.

smzm.r\)wr:, Pa., April 14—If Al-
gernon Graber succeeds in working out
his plan and develops & new varizty
of chicken known as the shad hen, the
price of eggs will drop to 3 cents a
dozen, and cold storage eggs Wwill be-
come a thing of the past,

Mr. Graber has learned that a shad
fish lays 200,000 eggs in a season, and
does not have te overwork at that.
The only trouble about the eggs is that
they are most too small for household
purposes.

He believes that it is within the range
of possibility to produce a fowl which
will possess many of the good points of
the ordinary hen and the benificent
shad. Even if the shad-hen was good
for only 10,000 eggs a season the re-
sults would justify Mr. Graber.

Many unfortunate accidents have
held him back in his work. The first
shad-hens turned out had 1eathers
like a chicken, but they insisted in

| fiving in the water. ‘Another lot had
scales like a fish, and the first cold
snap killed them.

| In case Mr. Graber finds his task to

HUGE OMELET BLOCKS RAIL-
WAY.

YOLKTOWN, Pa., April 14—Railroad
traffic through this town was delayed
for seven hours yesterday by a huge
omelet, which blocked the tracks.

The omelet was caused by a fire. Sev-
eral hundréd thousand eggs had been
stored in a refrigerating plant on the
main line. The buildings caught fire
and early in the blaze the floors gave
way, dropping all the eggs 10 the
ground floor and breaking all of them.

The intense heat caused them to
swell, and as the omelet grew it push-
ed its way upon the tracks. For a full
hundred feet on both sides of the burn-
ing structure this gigantic omelet filled
the right of way.

How the pony express of the west
was organized and developed is now
being written by a gentleman of Kan-
sas who was a part of the service and
‘knows the ins and outs of the most
picturesque and siiccessful enterprise
ever inaugurated probably better than
any other man now living.

A most important element in ﬂ.he
pioneer scheme for fast mail serylce
from coast to coast was the Hannibal
and St. Joseph railroad, just completed
across northern Missouri. Although
206 miles long the building of this road
was regarded as the mizhtiest com-
mercial feat of the period. It united
the two great rivers of the continent,
‘and the event was typified by trans-
jporting several barrels of water from
the Mississippi on the first through
train and discharging tham in the Mis-
souri. It was an elaborate occa§10n-
The state Government was officially
represented at the cereniony and all
of the big me n of the state were t}.wre
in addition to the . railroagl officials.
This was Fetruary 13, 1859. A little
over a year later — April 3, 1880--the
pony express train made its }est run

1 to St. Josepn, The
Government had given its mail con-
~tract to the pony rider express, but
had not yet'closed with any raﬂm’s\,d.
Up until 1860 the mail had been going
up to St. Joseph by boat. S0 it be-
came necessary for the management
of the new railroad to show Uncle
Sam what it could do.

In comparison with the quiet way
railroads go about such matters {o-
day the preparatiorn for the run og the
pioneer fast mail is interesting. Livery
man on the Hne considered himself as
an important part of the big event.
George H. Davis, the roadmaster, who
is yet connected with the Burlington
system, which now operates the Han-
nibal and St. Joe division, and who
lives at Quincy, I, issued orders
for every switch to be spiked and all
trains kept off the main line an hour
ahead of the fast mall The Missouri,
then the best engine on the line, was
selected to make the run, with the
nervy engineer Dad Clark at the
throttle.

Clark was a fine specimen of the
ecarly day engineer. He was absolutely
fearless. That had been proved in the
disagreement between the railroad
company and the contractors, the lat-
ter declaring that no train should be
run out of Hannibal until certain con-
ditions had been complied with. They
blockaded the track with timbers* and
nien stood on them. The superinten-
dent told Clark to run his engine over
the line. Clark surveyed the situation
and clim-befl into the cab of his little
engine.

“If you fellows want to die sudden-
ly, warned Clark to the men on the
barricade, ‘“‘just stop where you are.”

Clark turned on full steam. The
contractors saw what was coming and
scampered, but one was a little tardy.
The rebound of a timber as the pilot
struck killed him. Clark ran his en-
gine over the line. After that when
any particular piece of engineering
work was on hand the honor was in-
variably awarded to Dad Clark.

Clark came out of the New England
states in 1855 to help the westerners
build and operate railroads. It was
he who showed them how to change
their engines from wood to coal. Clark
was not only a high class engineer,
but he was a railroad expert from top
to bottom. In the early operations of
the road the management consulted
rim about matters the same as they
would a chief of department in whom
they had every confidence. But Clark’s
fame rested mainly on his ability to
handle a locomotive and get his train
over the line without mishap. Iny those
days that was a great achievement if
running at a high rate of speed. The
light rails were easily thrown out of
line by heavy rains, and the roadbed
was no more firm than a country
highway.

The mail car used on the run of the
pony express was the first one con-
structed for that purpose in the Uhited
States. It was built at the Hannibal
shops under the supervision of I. N.
Wilber, master mechanic, who recent-
ly retired after a half century’s con-
tinuous service with the road. The
Missouri was a wood burner. From
an artistic point it was a much hand-
somer machine than the big black
mogulg of today. There was scroll
work _about the headlight, bell and
drivers, and all the steel and brass
parts were polished until they resem-
bled a looking glass.

Fuel azents all along the line were
notified to be on hand with an ade-
quate force to load the tender in “less
than no time.” The orders given to
Engineer Clark were simple. He was
to make a speed record to stand for
fifty years. As Clark understood it
the only harm that could come to him
would be & failure to make time. In

the great project he was the  central
and his appliance was the
handsome mew engine named after his
state. President, roadmaster, superin-
tendent, operator, agents, switchmen
and brakesmen—all these looked to
Clark as the man of the hour,. the
hero who was to win the battle, .

1 Hcre we place the pencil in the hand
"of Davis, the roadmaster, who was
among the officials enjoying the most
thrilling railroad ride of the century
behind us:

“T'he little train pulled cut of Han-
nibal amid the waving of hats and the
| cheering of a mighty crowd. All thé
{way across the state, at every station
{and crossroad, it was greeted by en~
thusiasts, many of whom had journey-
ed miles to see it. Nothing that had
ever happened in northern Missourl
excited as much general interest. AS
,the train flew by the station the
'agents, feeling tremendously their im-
portance in connection with the event,
:could b¢ observed pushing the crowds
back and telling them: to get out of
the way. They seemed to think it was
.hazardous to the spectators for even
ithe wind of the moving train to strike
them.

“Phe first seventy miles of the jour-
n3y were comparatively level and
istralght. Through Monroe and Shelby
!counties the eager railway officials
:figured that the litlle train .was mak-
ing sixty-five miles an hour. At
| Macon it began to strike the rough
;country, where hills and curves were
numerous. It stopped there for wood.
{The fuel agent, L. S. Coleran, hrad
]erected a platforin just the height of
the tender. On this he rut every man
that could find room, each bearing an
;armful of selected wood As the train
'slowed up the men emptied their arms.
The fuel agent, watch in hand, count-
ed the seconds. Just fifteen pasted
while the train was at a . stendstill.
Then it was off again like the wind.
The spectators on the!depot saw the
occupants of the car clutching their
seats with both hands as it rocked to
and fro and threatened to toss them all
in a bunch on the floor. *

“Out of Macon at that time was .a
grade that averaged eighty-three feet
to.the mile, running down toward the
Charlton = river. If BEngineer Clark
shut off his steam ever so little on
that stretch none of the.officers on
board recollect anything about it. If
the man at the throttle were alivg to-
. day he could look at the record he
made down that hill with grim satis-
faction, and with the knowledge that
the fifty years have nearly rolled
around and that that part of his run,
at least, has never been beaten by any
i steel nerved engineer that has been in
the company’s employ. It -was like an
avalanche, If there had been a tender-
foot on hoard a more than reasonable
doubt would have arisen in his mind
as to whether all the wheels of the
train were on the track at one time
or not. The furnace was drawing mag-
nificently. A streak of fire shot out of
the stack, and the wood sparks flew
around like snowflakes. Some of the
railroaders in the car described the
sensation while ‘falling down the hill’
as like that of being on board a skiff
in a squall

“The pumps were put to work while
gravity was assisting in the race. They
were operated by the drivers and only
worked while thexengine was in mo-
tion. The inspirator had not yet ap-
peared.

“Across the Charlton River came the
New Cambria hill, a still greater one
than down from Macon. The terrific
momentum already attained served to
_drive the train half way up with hard-
ly any perceptible reduction of
speed. But the exhausts became slow-
er before the peak was approached. The
fireman piled in' his dry cottonwood
and the safety valve sent a column of
steam heavenward.

“The white-faced passengers breath-
ed easier, but the relief didn’t last
long. The summit of the hill was
reached, the little engine snorted as
something alive, ‘took the bit in its
| teeth’ and was soon rushing along as
Lif impelled by a mighty wind. When
the train pulled in and stopped amid
the waiting thousands at St. Joseph
Depot Engineer Clark stepped majes-
tically from his iron horse, looking
mussed up, grimy and grand. For the
moment he was the hero of the hour.
He had made the trip from Hannibal
to St. Joseph, 206 miles, in a little
over four hours, a feat that hitherto
had been regarded as next to the im-
possible. Everybody wanted to shake
hands with the keen-eyed man who
had done this great thing.”

But there is a tincture of bitterness
in the sweetest cup. A little insigni=-
ficant looking fellowr with a peaked
cap, riding boots and light whip, was
standing beside a bay pony at the
United States express office. It was
Russell’'s pony rider waiting for the
mail pouches. Blood, nerve and mus-
cle took up the burden imposed by
the hour glass where fire, steam and
mechanical skill left off. As the car-
rier rughed towards him with the mail
pouches cheer after cheer went up for
the little man who was to make the
first dash into the great west. A
ferryboat with steam high and haw-
sers cast off awaited the galloping
rider, and it was far from the shore
and ploughing actoss the river when
the crowd which followeg reached the
_bank. The following entry was made
in his diary by Capt. J. S. Rogers, of
Cameron, Mo., who witnessed the pony
rider depart on his first trip:

“Pony express left United States ex-
press office at St. Joseph, Mo., on
Tuesday, April 3, 1860, at 7.15 p. m.
James N. Burns made a speech; much
enthusiasm; bay pony; black mane
and tail.”

He might have added that the pony
didn’t have much of a tail left by the
time it got out of town, because every
man that could get at it pulled out
one of the hairs to preserve as a sou-
venir.

The trip across the continent was
made within the time designated and
the “‘pony express”’ got the contract to
carry the mail between St. Joseph and
the coast.—San Francisco Cail.

The Grave Was Desecrated.

VIENNA, April 14—An extraordinary
story of the migrations of the skull of
the composer Haydn was told to the
_Austrian Anthropological Society by
Prof. Julius Tandler, of the Vienna
University, in connection with ‘the
fortheoming Haydn centennial cele-
brations.

Haydn was a great social lion in
his' day. During the week following
his death, on May 1, 1309, two men
named Rosenbaum and Peter pribed
the grave-digger to give tham access
té” the corpse. They then severcl the
head from the trunk, anl witn an
eye to its possible future vaiue pre-
served it in a garden pavilion.

Eleven years later Count Estcerhazy,
Haydn's patron, was induced by the
Duke of Cambridge, son of George IIL
of England, and a great admirer of
Haydn’s “Creation,” to exhume the
composer's remains and give them
burial in a mausoleum at Iisenstadt.
Then it was found that the skull was
missing.

After long investigations the cul-
prits. were traced. They gave up a
skull which they swore was Haydn’s
and which was accordingly interred
with the remains at Bisenstadt; but
later Peter confessed on his deathbed
that it was & substitute and that
Haydn's skull was still in his posses-
sion. : .

The malter then seems to hava been
forgoiten and the real skull in the
course of years wandered from hand
to hand until in the '70s it finally be-
came the property of the Musik-
freunde Society in Vienna. Haydn's
skull is notable for its great width
at the temples, proving in this - ‘case
the phrenologists’ theory as regards
the seat of musical talent..

From the very outset, when Sir
Wialter Ralelgh introduced the weed
to the gifted men of his own genera-
tion, 1t has played an important part
In the world of letters. The 1oet
Spencer called it “divine tobacca,”
and smoking inspired his ‘“Faerie
Queene.” Bacon declared that to-
bacco ‘“hath power to lighten the
baody and shake off uneasiness,” and
Isaac Newton dlaborated his theory
of gravitation over countless pipes of
tobacco. Dear old Izaak Walton
smoked while he angled, and went to
the extreme of arguing that tobacco
made an excellont substitute for
breakfast.

“You should have seen the poor
fellow’s grateful smile,” he wrote. “I
never enjoyed a cigar so much as that
one which I did not smoke.”

Emerson was an in-~csamt srmoker,
and so was Carlyle, who described to-
bacco as “one of the divinest benefits
that has ever come to the human
race.” These two philosophers spent
many eveningie smoking together.

Oliver Wendell Holmes worshipped
his pipe, and Darwin  maintained
that nothing soothed him more after
‘a hard day’s work than a cigarette.

In
the report of the royal commission
some years ago we find that the re-
cords of the St. Johh police court shhow
that of all the cases dealt with, drunk-
enness alone furnishes over 60 per
cent., the percentage in some years be-
ing higher. The clerk of the police
court said that fully one-half of the
other cases is iue to liquor. Of cases
of theft, ho said, the offenders are, as
a rule, people of intemperate habits,
and of juvenile offenders there are
very few cases in which the parents
are not addicted to drink.

9. —Because thousands of dollars that
should go yearly into the til of the
grocer, the butcher, the baker, the dry
goods merchant, the life insurance
company and the savings banks, go in-
to the pockets of seventy-five or eighty
wholesale and retail Hquor sellers in
the city of St. John. When we hear
of a family broken up, -and in a starv-
ing condition and churches and bene-
volent societies are apepaled to for
aid, and ask the cause, the answer is
“drink.”

3,—Because from an economical
point of view the liquor saloon is un-
prQﬁtn‘hle, The following figures are
not mine, but believe they have been
carefully prepared. Comparing the
manu®acture of strong drink witlh the
manifacture of articles of commerce—
if we spend
$4.00 on shoes the workmen get ..33.00

4—Because we are all more or less
affected adversely by the saloon In
our midst. The greater the amount of
cash that goes into the till of the
saloon the greater the amount of credit
asked for at provision stores, and at
dry goods establishments. - No man
wants his place of business alongside
the saloon. The more credit the more
bad debts, and the more bad debts the
higher the prices to those who pay.
This is no fault of the business man.
He cannot run his business without
a profit to off-set bad debts. Unpaid
accounts have entangied many men in
business. The ten to twenty cents a
day cash at the saloon would have en-
abled many men to pay their bilis
and the merchant to keep on in ibusi-
ness.

5—Because the home and the «aloon
cannot both prosper. The saloon is an
encmy to the home not merely because
it produces hunger and want but be-
cause it takes away human affections
and “exiles the sweet endearments of
home.” Many who stood by the altar
and vromised “to love and to cherish
till death us do part” have forgotten
their vows to those who are the pur-
est and best on earth. Many wives and
multitudes of little ones 3&re living
witnesses to the sad fact that the sa-
loon is an enemy of tiie home, herce
the motto over the temperaunce ccm-
mittee rooms, “The Home Against the
Saloon.” .

6—Because the drink traffic desiroys
character. Even the saloon keeper pre-
fers a man who,does not drink to stand
behind his bar and sell his liquors. TtLe
saloon keeper prefers a sober, steady,
temperate man. If this be so with the
liquor dealer, is it not much more so
with those who are engaged in more
elevating and useful occupations of
life? The following appeared in - the
ad. column of a city paper: S“WANT-
ED—At Clifton #ouse, a young man
as porter. None using tobacco or liquor
nced apply.” The use of stroug drink
injures a man in his character and re-
putation.. A man’s reputation is worth
more than any saloon and no man can
maintain the saloon and his reputation
at the same time.

Next Tuesday will give us an oppor-
tunity to vote against the saloon in
four wards of this city. May we not
fail to do our duty! It will be a great
opportunity and a great respounsibility.

TALLEST MEN IN EUROPE

Are Sco'chmen, Says an English Expert—
Thelr Average Height Is Five
Feet Eight Inches

LONDON, April 14—Mr. John Gray,
Secretary to the Anthropometrical
Committee of the British Association,
has given out some interesting statis-
tice with regard to the stature of the
people of Britain,

The aristocracy, landed gentry, and
cultured professional classes, he says,
are improving in stature but dimin-
ishing in number. The artisan class is
holding its own in height and num-
bers. The - laboring class—the . term
includes the unskilled millions of the
people in the slums, even the vag-
rants—is perceptibly declining in sta-
ture while it increases more rapidly
in numbers than either of the other
two. These conditions apply not only
to this country but practically to all
Europe.’

Some of the interesting facts men-
tioned by Mr. Gray may be summar-
iged, Scotchmen are the tallest men |
in Europe, (average height, 5 feet 8
inches); then come Scandinavian and
English, (5 feet 6 inches), and Ger-
man, French, and Italian.

“The English race,” sald Mr. Gray,
“jg naturally tall. Thus a decline im
stature for us might reasonably . be
said to spell a decline also in physical
and mental energy. The stature of our
manufacturing classes has been reduc-
ed far below the average of the coun-
try. The shortest people I have mea-
sured are those in the great towns of
Yorkshire and Lancashire. They
have, through new conditions of life,
become quite a different type from
the dwellers in the country.”

Bestowed on His Favorites by an Em-
peror of Haiti.

Among  the whimsical titles which
appear on the pages of maiional his-
tory few are more apparently frivol-
ous than the Duke of Marn.alade, the
Count of Lemonade and the Ear] of
Brandy. They are or were, however,
real titles bestowed by a genuine
monare¢h on three of his favorites, and
that, too, during the last century.

In 1811 a revolution occurred in
Haiti, and Christophe, a negro, declar-
ed himself emperor. Through conspir-
acy and plot, his life often attempted,
he retained power till 1820, preserving
to the last the pageantry of a royal
court and creating a numerous naobil-
ity. Among them were the three al-
ready mentioned, and the oddity of
the titles has sugested to many writ-
ers the frivolousness of the African
character.

In fact, however, all three names
were those of places, the first two be-
ing originally plantations, but latterly
towns of some importance. This not
being generally known a misapprehen-
sion has arisen with regard to the
titles themselves, which, however ab-
surd, were scarcely more so than some
which were bestowed In France and
Giermany during the middle ages, «-
