AN INPORTANT MEETING.

We see by the Intelligencer that our F.
C. Baptist brethren have had an important
meeting. As many of our readers kuow,
the doctrine of instant and entire sanctifi-
cation has quite a large following among
them—a following which seems on the
incrense.

Last
year the Conference, by a rather narnow
vote, passed & resolution in plainest eon-
demnation of this dootrine; but this has
not proved satisfactory. Two weeks ago
& consultation waa held between the leading
representatives of the two parties, and an
agreement was reached, Tt is to the effect
that all abide by the resolutions adopted
by the Conference in 1885. On condition
¢f this being accepted by the Higher Life
jarty geperally, those who tock part in
this consultation are prepared to recom-
mend the Conference to rescind the reso
lutions of last year.

Our people take more than a neighborly
intereat in this action, and what may grow
out of it, because of the movement for
union between them and us, now in pro-
gress. Those who are best acquainted
with the instantaneous and entire sanciifi
cation sentiment regard it ae most trouble-
some and disruptive. We hope our body
will néver assume any temporizing sttitude

Io addressing our present annual letter to the churck ing this A
we desire to call the attention of our brethren to the necessity of lollnmnz closely the
precepts and methods of the New Testament in all eur attempts to promote the
Rad-emer ‘s kingdow on earth.

ing with p d g de the cheering fact that the salvation of a lost
world is lhe grand aim ol chiristinnity, we should labor with the utmost diligence and
pray with increasing earnestness for thé speedy and complete accomplishment of this
glorious purpose.. The marked success which has hitherto attended our efforts should
encourage us 10 renewed exertions in executing the commission of our ricen Lord.

Let us beware, however, of employing wnscriptursl methods in carrying on this
great work. ‘““Ifa man also strive for masteries, yet is he not crowned except he
strive lawfully”: Our divine Master has given us specific instructions regarding the
doctrines, the ordinances, and even the methods ih the use of which his kingdom is to
be promoted among men. Not & few professedly religious workers seem to be
unmindful of this fact, their policy being to exercise their ingenuity in the invention
of new devices and ceremonies, and in formulating new doctrines and ordinances, for
the purp&u of attracting the masses, Their aim is to adapt their teachirgs and
practices o the prejudices of men, rather than conform to tae plain precepts of the
gospel. With the Jesuits, they seem to think that  the end justifies the means,” and
they are foolish enough to regard the popularity of their innovations a¢ an evidence of
the favor of God. This is the deluding fallacy whigh forma the grand bulwark of
Romaniem, and which underlies the fanatiosl o of the pagan world.

A recent religious ofpm'ntion, of mushroom growth, has become somewhat
conspicuous for its apparent success in pureaing this line of policy, and some of our
weaker brethren have been almost, if not altogether, captivated by its cheap and
tawdry Noisy d ions and theatrical exhibitions are employed for
the prefessed purpose.of attracting men toa betfer life. How completely are these at
varjance with the quiet, orderly and beautiful exapple farnished in the methode
pursued by our gracious Lord 1 Though humble and lowly in spirit, be could never
descend to the use of buff y in the furth of his sacred work. He
despised the petty artifice of ltLrleulg popular attention by peculiarities of dress or
hy fantastic processional displays. In scathiog terms did he devounce the Pharisees
for 1esorting to-such arte as these. They made broad their phylacteries and enlarged
the borders of their garments. They made long prayers in the corners of the streets.
Bat the thoroughuness with which the Saviour understood their motives is manifest in
his declaration, ““All their'worke they do to be seen of men” ‘A system which
revives, in modern times, the shallow and effete practices of ancient Pharieceism has
little 10 commend itself to our sympathy or respect.

Toe votaries of this new faith, mureover, perceiving that the ordinances of the
gospel are distasteful to the popular mind, have unhesitatingly discarded them as
being non-essential to salvation.  Oa the rame grounds they have reconstructed many
of the fund ] doctrines of inspi: repudiated an ordained ministry, over
thrown, as far ax they were able, the entire system of church orgsization and
government, and have substituted a military traveety of religion in which an angel
from heave. could scarcely diecern a single feature of the New Testament pattern.
Need we esy that to encourage such methods as these is t0 aid in subverting evaogelical
trith and in demoralizing christianity ?

There are other clasees of religions workers who have not goue so far as

Ily to abandon the gospel ordi but they have made ench modifications
as practically to obliterate the original design of these sacred rites. Dean Stanley, the
most distinguished ecclesiastical historian of the nineteenth century, has with great
candor admitted that * the change from immersion to sprinkling haa set aside the
larger part of the Apostolic language, and has altered the very meaning of the word,”
He affirme that “ it i & greater change even than that which the Roman Catholic
Church has made in administering the Lord’s Supper in the bread without the wine.”
1 It shows,” adds the same writer, * how the spitit which lives and moves in human
society can override the most sacred ordinances.” Against this spirit, in the sacred
name of the sternal Gol, we enter our most solemn and emphatic protest,  Theee
innovations were adopted originelly in d nce o popular and caprice,
and their defenders are chiefly ible.for the more recent and complete rejection
of New Testament ordinances. It s, we believe, the peculiar mission of the Baptist
denomination to point out faithfully these inexcusable departures from imspired
instructions, and_to maintain in their primitive simplicity and integrity, the doctrines
and ordinances enjoined upon us by our Lord Jesus Christ.

Turning our attention more particularly to the course pursued by our own brethren
in the important work of saving men, we fear there is not at all times that careful
conformity to scriptural methode whxch isimperatively demanded. A desire to have
the rep of being conepi 1 in winning large accessions to the
church, may sometimes tempt pulon. and especially evangelists, to exercise very
little diecrimination in receiving cavdidates for baptism and fellowship. Unwarrantable
COin promises are sometimes made with persons of eminence or wealth who hald
uneound doctrines, rather than that the church should sufler the loss of their patronage
and support. Others are hurried into the church before they have given satisfactory
gvidence either to their friends or 10 themselves that they have experienced a real
change of heart: Baptized unbelievers are not generally a very happy or a very
helpful class of church mewabers. They ere a cause of weakness rather than of
strength to the church, and are a tremendous stun bling-block in the way of
conscientious scekers.  Of a certain evangelist it was recently remarked that “as a
fisher of men he does n6t use bait and hook, but simply scoops them in.” The almost
invariable results of this ecooping process are best known to those pastors who have
the painful experieace of caricg subeequently for the churches which have been
cubjected to this operation. It in a grand mistake to suppose that Christ, i compariog
the kingdom of heaven to & flet, intenda to oonvey the impression that the gospel net,
full of all kinde of material, is to be drawn_into the church before the process op
discriminating between the good and the bad ie commenced. The parable is
desigoed 10 show that the wicked must be separated from the righteous before the
latter shall enter into heaven, and it implies with no less clearness the necessity of
distinguishiug s carefully "as possible, between the geouine and the doubtfal
a plicants who seek sdmiesion into the visible church. Large results should
certainly be sought after, but we should see (o it moet judicionsly that these results
possess the characteristios of gold and of precious stones, rether than of hay, wood
and stabble. 3

The abvormal tendencies to which we have adverted may have their origin in &
common and, we think, ¢ populer imp i Ttie i ined by maeny of
our brethres that tbe pastor or the evangelist who reports the largest number of
baptiems, sod who dilates most largely through the piess uppn the reaults of his
labore, ie necessarily & more faithful and succeseiul worker than the less demonstra
tve wod perhaps more jodicious brother who is anxious to gather geme nad not
empty shells for bie Master’s crown. The honest-hearted Pual disclaimed any
oredit on the groguds of baptising large numbers of converts. “Ithank God that I
baptined nove of you but Orispus and Gaius, lest any should say that I baptized in
mwine own nwme.” We rejoice, indeed, when our faithful brethren in the ministry are
blessed of God ia the large ingathering of precious souls ; bat none the less do we rejoice
in the quiet and noble work which is being accomplished, under the Divine bleasing,
by the brethrea whose trophies, though not nuarerous, are gesuine gold

We have reason 10 fear that the moet prominent feature in the gospel commis-
wion is 100 often overlooked. “ Teach all nations ™ was given as the initial duty of
the Christian worker, snd his sub duty is to i “ A them to
observe all things whatsoever I bave commanded you.” In addition to the geoeral
prociamation of gospel trath from the pulpit, there is needed a special and personal
effort to instract converts in relation to the duties which their connection with the
shurcl will is volve. Thisi sbould be th b. Young bers sowe-

times #a lly complain that they were urged to maka a profession of religion whilst in ¢

almost entire ignorence of the responsit ilities they were expected !o munc
fact will be found & suffici ! of their subseq; ities. The
early charches took grest paiue in giving catechumenioal instruotion io thowe seeking
sdmission to their fellowsnip; and our stroug intelligent Presbyterian friends
afford an excellent example of thegreat value and importance of such training.

After uniting with the church young be'ievers will seed otill further and more
sdvanced ine! ruction in &'l that pertains 10 their apiritual welfare. Their growth iu
grace, ther bappiness acd usefuloess in the church, depend very greatly upon
faithful pastoral sttention 0 theee particulars. It ie humilisting to observe what a
small proportion of the multitudes an ually received into the ol urch of Chriet ;rove
10 be active, earnest workers in the great spiritual vineyard, And we fear the evil is
increasing, simply a8 & recult of our defective methods of working.

The necesnity of maintaining a system of judicious and faithful disciplise in lbl
church oannot be too strongly urged. As the Yo, if left unchecke 1, ulti
destroye the fruit tree, 8o the back of discipline in the cburch leadn speedily o lho
decleusion, if not ihe comp'ete extinction, of spirituality among the brethren. For
this reason not & few churches, like that at Sardis, have “ & name that they live, bat
are desd.® Maoy irfluences combire, it is true, (o render difficult the proper treat-
ment of unworthy members.

R d onions are an
excellent diaretic, and white ones are
recommended, eating raw, as a remedy for
insomnia. They are tonic and nutritious.
A soup made frem ovione is regarded by
the Frencn as an_exocellent. restorative in
dibility of the digestive organs. We might
go through the eantire list and find each
vegetable porsessing its especial n.ission of
curé, and it will be plain to every house-
keeper that a vegetable diet le rtly
adoptcd at this period of the year and will
prove of great advantage to tLe health of
the family, With vegetables as with any-
thing else, much depends on the cookin,
and the care aod preparation before hand.

~Minnenpolis is the Jargest wheat markel
in tLe United States. In 1835 it received
32,500,000 bushels. In New York (we
learn from a recent numberof the Standard)
the receipts of wheat declined from 71,000,.
000 bushels in l879, 10 24,000,000 bushels
in 1885 ; and in Chicago, from 34,000,000
in 1879, to 19,000,000 in 1885 ; while the
receipts of Minneapolis grew from 7,000,000
in 1879, to 32,500,000 in 1885, The total
receipts of the flouring mills in Minneapolis
are 33,000 barrels or 149,000 bushels a
day ¢ or, about 44,000,000 bushels a year.

—An Indiana farmer, who told bis boys
to burn every bumble bee’s nest they found
on the farm, and who was complaining at
the failure of his clover see ' crop, was sur-
prised when Maurice Thom peon, the natur-
alist, said : “That ia why your clover seed
s you.

$20 to the owner; for these insects are the
chief agents in fertilizing the blossoms,
thereby insuring a heavy crop of seed. In
Australia there are no bumbre bees of our
kind, and they could not raise clover seed
there until they imported some.
