er education in relation to industrial
training and technical education, the
opinion is expressed that :

1—Secondary vocational education
should be provided for those persons

occupations, producing occupations,
such as agriculture, conserving occu-
pations, such as housekeeping,” and
commercial and business ocoupations.

2-—Such persons should have oppor-
tunities for acquiring secondary edu-
cation which would be as fully advan-
tageous to them in their vocations ds
the secondary education provided in
the general school system has been
advantagcous to. those who enter the
learned professions or other profes-
sional occupations,

A Chance for the Workers.

3-—~Secondary education for those
who have gone to work should be pro-
vided in day and evening classes in
close co-operation with their occupa-
tions while they are still learners,
and also when they have become
skilled workmen or journeymen, or
have come to fill poaitions as fore-
men, superintendents or managers,
In the opinion of the commission it
is important:
1. That workers in factories whose
main task is to attend or operate ma-
chines should receive instruction and
training which would give some all-
round power and skill, and increase
their interests beyond the routine
of automatic operations,
2. That such training should be
provided as will conserve and devel-
op occupations wherein skilled hand-
icraft is required.
3. That the interests of the rural
population should be conserved and
promoted as far as possible by in-
dustrial training and technical educa.
tion suitable to the needs of its work-
ers.

Good Housekeeping.

4. That the needs of girls and
women for organized instruction and
training in the elements of the
sciences and arts, which underlie suc-
cessful housekeeping and home-mak-
ing under modern industrial condi-
tions, should be recognized and pro-
vided for.
5. That increasing attention should
be given to opportunities which now
exist or which may be provided, for
the conservation of life and health
and for the development of human
powers.
A feature of the report is the atten-
tion it gives to the problems of rural
communities. The report also recom-
mends schools for fishermen and in-
struction in packing, curing, etc,
The commission considers that the
provisions which are indicated here-
after under the names of classes,
courses, schools, institutes and col-
leges are necessary in a system or
systems of indutrial training and
technical education for Canada.
The plan of statement by classes,
(or schools) is adopted because it is
belleved that by this means local auth-
orities and provincial  authorities
would help In the best way to co-or-
dinate the provisions which now exist
with what is to be provided, in so far
as that is desirable and vice versa.

Montreal, June 4.—This was another
very bad day on the local stock ex-
change, The discouraging feature was
the fact that a better situation was
looked for and that it did not develop.
C. P. R. opened slightly better than
last night's close but before very long
had sold off again. The price, how-
ever, was quite steady during today
ranging mainly around 215%. The
turnover here was very large. No one
cares to offer any very definite views
on the probable course of prices on
C. P. R. in the immediate future. The
stockds ‘still selling at a high price as
comy nreg] th other stocks and many
predict further declines,

Montréal Power was much more dis-
appointing than C. P, R., however.
The stock fell to an even lower price
than last Monday, the low point of
Monday being 206 and the low pojnt
of today being 203%. About the noobn
hour the stock suddenly turned strong
and went to 20815, This strength was
undoubtedly due to the decision reach-
ed at the annual meeting to increase
the capital stock of the company by
$6,000,000 making a total authorized
capital of §22,000,000 and to issue $1-
700,000 of the new stock to sharehold-
ers at par; the ratio would be one
new share to every 10 old ones and the
rights would be equal to somewhere in
the vicinity of $10 a share. In addi-
tion to this the company decided to
offer $100,000 of new stock at par to
shareholders. No change was made in

Pretty Child in Evangeline
Home Waiting for “Daddy”
te Come—Found on D.A.R.
Steamer.

A little girl of six or seven years of
age is at the Evangeline Home anx-
iously waiting for her father to claim
her. She has been there about a week
and those who have the care of her
are coming to the conclusion that she
was purposely deserted.

One day last week just before the
steamer Yarmouth sailed ghe was
found on the deck crying and lone-
some.

When the boat was ready to
sail her father had not returned and
she was taken ashore and kept in the
office of the D, A. R. in the*hope some-
body would come to claim her. Later
in the day as the father had not turned
up she was sent to the Evangeline
Home to be cared for.

The girl gave her name as Jda May
Carey, but had a vague idea as to
where she came from. She s a slim
little thing of dark complexion. The
agent of the D. A. R. here who I8 com-
ing to believe that the child was de-
serted Intends to ask the city to take
charge of her.
