Moncton, Feb. 18—A delegation of I.
C. R. machinists trom different parts of
the Intercolonia]l are here interviewing
General Manager Pottinger in reference to
the betterment of their position. The com-
mittee consists of J. Heuchey, Levis; S.

The delegation asks for an increase of
pay and a schedule has been submitted
for the consideration of the general man-
ager. This is the second or third time
the machinists have waited on the man-
agement in reference to an increase.

Moneton is on the verge of a coal and
wood famine. The I. C. R. has been un-
able to handle any freight for nearly a
week, and consequently & lot of coal or-
dered from the mines by local dealers is
hung up along the road. :

There is little or no soft coal to be had
in the city, and dealers were sending out
slack or pea coal yesterday bo their cus-
tomers until some of their shipments ar-
rive. The country roads are blocked s0
that i is impossible for the country peo-
ple to get in with wood and the fuel
question is made more serious in conse-
quence.

Considerable wood comes in on the M.
& B. railway during the winter, but this
wood is now snow blocked and thus an-
other avenue for the supply of wood I8
closed. It is probable, hawever, that the
I. C. R. awill be-able ‘to move some of the
congested freight today or tomorrow and
thus relieve the situation.

I. C. R. Police Inspector Skeffington
has a report from I. C. R. Officer Dunn
to the effect that he has found at Oxford
Junction a dress suit case that was stolen
about a month ago from the I. C. R. The
case was left at a boarding house at Ox-
ford Junction by three young men to pay
a board bill. The miscreants who dis-
posed of the valise are believed to be the
same young men mixed up with other
shady transactions and now awaiting sen-
tence at Amherst on similar charges.

Mhis suit case belongs to a young man
named Munroe, a student at Antigonish
College. This is the second stolen dress
suit case found by the I. C. R. police
within the past few days.

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JAPAN MAKES OPRICIAL DENIAL
OF LOSSES OF WARSHIPS AND

ANNOUNCES FLEET INTACT.

It is Now Believed Russians Will
Abandon Port Arthur..

The Whole of Southern Manchuria to be Left to the Japs--
United States Closes Discussion of Restricting War
Area Without Hearing from the Czar and the
Bear Construes This as Unfriendly--Tokio
Government Denles Losses of Men
in Attempting to Land.

Washington, Feb. 18—The Japanese le-
gation here received an official despatch
from Tokio tonight. saying it was not true
that any Japanese vessels had been de-
stroyed, so far, in any of the naval en-
gagements, and that all necessary repairs
had already been made. The Japanese
Hleet remains intact.

This message also denies the report that
the Japanese were driven from the neigh-
borhood of Kin-Chau after a skirmish, in
which 150 Japanese were taken prisoners,
and declares that the Japanese made no
attempt to land at Pigeon Bay. It says
the Japanese forces have, up to the pres-

point where they could in contact
with the Russians, and that consequently
all reports of land actions and Japanese
losses are untrue,

Japs Capture Two More Stesmers.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 18—A telegram re-
ceived here from Port Arthur says. the
Japanese have captured the Okhotsk-
Kamehatka Company’s steamers Kolik
and Bobrik.

Believe Russians Will Abandon Port Arthur.

London, Feb. 19—Little far east news
appears in the press this morning, with
the exception of officiel despatches and
the comment is made that the official re-
ports of Viceroy Alexieff and others are
remarkable mostly for what they leave
unsaid. These reports attract far less at-
tention than does the significantly frank
Russian proclamation asking the people to
be patient until the aimy is ready to
strike blows worthy of the dignity and
might of Russia. The threats in this
document are commented upon by the
British press in tomes of considerable
irony. It is now believed both in London
and on the continent that Viceroy Alex-
jeff has decided to fall back on Harbin,
practically abandoning Port Arthur, Viad-
ivostok and the whole of Southern Man-
churia to the Japanese, and thet he is
perhaps hoping that the reduction of Port
Arthur and Viadivostock will occupy the
enemy while he is concentrating his forces
at Harbin.

The papers this morning comment upon
the activity which is seen at Woolwich
and elsewhere in refitting the navy in pre-
paration for any emergency. Especial in-
terest attaches to the equipment of sixty
battleships with the new twelve-inch wire
steel guns, 450 of which were ordered by,
the admiralty four years ago at an ex-
pensé of $22,000,000. These are said to be
the most ern and most powerful guns
in existence in any navy, and they are
capable of throwing an aimed shot ac-
curately a distance of 13,000 yards.

Similar reports of military activity are
received from _other countries. Even
Spain is preparing for possibilities. The
wpanish minister of war informed a news-
paper man yesterday that he was mobil-
izing the militairy, forces at his disposal,
and said:—

«Phough the Russo-Japanese dispute
does not concern us, we must be prepared
for all eventualities. Patriotism, however,
demands that we keep silent regarding the
points Spain must fortify.”

According to the Tokio correspondent
of the Daily Mail, the emperor of Japan
has declared his intention of giving the
treasuves of the palace to the Bank of
Japan for the purpose of the war fund.

Other despatches from Tokio- confirm
the great success of the internal war loan.

In a despatch from Nagasaki, a corres-
pondent. of the Daily Telegraph says all
the Russian passengers who were on the
captured steamer Japan, have been releas-
ed on parole.

The correspondents of the Times and
the Daily Telegraph at Tokio, unite in an-
nouncing the resumption of the Japanese
coasting trade and confirm previous re-
ports that the Russian cruiser Boyarin
was sunk during the attack on Port Ar-
thur of Feb. 14. Some correspondents
say the warship in question was the cruis-
er Bayan and not the ‘Boyarin.

Full accounts of the firing by Russian
ships on the British steamer Hsi-Ping at
Port Arthur show that the Russians or-
dered the Hsi-Ping, together with the
Pritish steamer Ching-Ping and the Ger-
man steamer Pronto, to extinguish their
lights and fires. Russian warships then
arrived and finding three vessels in the
roadstead without lights, they began fir-
ing “at them. The Pronto received most
of the s.ots. The forts then began firing
and the utmost confusion prevailed.

Russia Thinks Uncle Sam Unfriendly.

&t. Petersburg, Feb. 18.—The informa-
tion contained in press despatches from
Washington that Secretary Hay had an-
nounced the negotiations in connection
with his note to the powers on the sub-
ject of the integrity of China fo be closed
without awaiting Russia’s formal response,
came as a sunprise to official circles here.

An official of the foreign office with
whom the representative of the Associated
Press taked on this matter appeared to
be rather nomplussed at this unexpecied
conclusion to the American proposition,
but he displayed no irritation and said:—

“Tf thiz #s true, it bas not changed the
Ruscian programme. Not to await Rus-
gia’s rep'y might, however, offend Russian

much more pietentivus claims.'?

Furthermore
trade is at alstandstil and the authorities
cannot comprehend why Waghington
should press this matter nbw; none of the
other powens is seeking to take immediate
advantage of the privileges accorded by
the Chinese treaties.

“As far ¢8 coucerns Port Dalny, to which
place an American commercial agent has
been appoin ed, the si.uation is even Wo.82,
as it 1s mot impossible that the military
authorities will soon request all foreigners
to leave there.”

The Russidn reply to Secretary Hay’s
note is practically ready and will be haad-
ed to Ambassador McCormick in a day or
two and possibly tomorrow. It will be
along the lines already indicated in’ these
despatches.

In diplomatic circles here Secretary
Hay’s action is considered a fine atroke of
diploataey as i is believed that the moté
has brought out general acquiescence to
the princi;:.l& invoived.

Qiving -tedexisting eonditions in the field
and the difficuities in the war of provid-
ing suitable accommodations, Viceroy
Allexieff has recommended that the foreign
miltary attaches shou.d not join the Rus-
sian army until about March 4 and the
viceroy's views on  this matter will “be
communicated to the governments which
have applied for the privilege of observing
the ‘war from the Russian side.

There are reports here, but they lack
official _confirmation, that an attack’ on
Port Arthur Feb.- 16 was repulsed after
heavy firing on both sides. According to
the story this attack was intended as a
feint to cover a landing at Talien Wan
Bay, but it failed because the Russian

.guns were placed, with great foresight, to

command that shore.

A Ruswian expert says the Japanese evi-
dently hoped the adjacent group of Kiiot
Isles would cover this movement, as they
did the same thing during the Chino-Jap-
anese war, landing simultaneously at Tal-
jen Wan and Kinchou, thus cutting off
Port Arthur from each side of the Liao-
Tung peninsula. :

*1t surprises me,” this expert continues,
“that the Japanese should have made such
a foolhardy attempt to face the Russians,

| as they must know from their spies how

strongly the peninsula is mined and de-
fended.”

The government’s frank statement in its
communique of this morning of Russia’s
unpreparedness owing to Japan’s sudden
precipitation of hostilities, and warning
the Russian public mot to expect immedi-
ate victories, confirms the opinion which
has existed here that Russia will act upon
the defensive until her army is fully mo-
bilized and the equipment of the com-
imissary is in perfect working order. There
are already more than 300,000 men in the
field, but this number will be largely aug-
mented. About 50,000 ‘more are required
to guard the railroad. .

Almost all the private concerns here and
at Moscow and other large cities who in-
tend sending exhibits to the St. Louis ex-
position, have decided not to do so now,
and. are domating the money they would
expend in this work to the Red Cross So-
ciety and other war purposes. Commis-
sioner Alexandrovsky taked with the czar
on the subject of Russia’s abandonment of
her proposed participation in the exposi-
tion, and his majesty agreed with the view
of the commissioner that this be done. M.
Alexandrovsky smiled when he was in-
formed by the Associated Press today of
the report that Japan had applied for
Russia’s space at the exposition.

“Let them have it; we w.ll compete with
Japan elsewhere,” he said.

The work of the Russian Red Cross So-
ciety is being pushed with great vigor.
I'e donations already exceed $5,000,000.
Two or three Red Oross trains will be
dispatched to the far east each week. M.
Alexandrovsky, who will start next Mon-
day to take charge of the Red Cross field
work, will probably establish his head-
quarters at Harbin. The general plan is
o locate general hospitals along the Amur
at Khabarousk, Blagevestchensk, etc., and
transport the sick and wounded back to
these points by the Sungari and Ussuri
rivers and their tributaries, thus avoiding
interference with the military traffic on
the railroads. One feature of Red Cross
operations . which has never before been
introduced during a war will be the organ-
ization of small detachments to accom-
pany the regiment into action. Each de-
tachment will consist of two surgeons,
four students and four body carriers.
Tirst aid to the wounded will be applied
on the battlefield. Baron Korf, who was
secretary to the St. Louis exposition com-
minsioners, is now devoting his eutire time
to Red Cross work as chief of the per-
sonnal division. When explaining recent-

LIVELY TILT IN CONGRESS
0k PHILIPPIRES.

Washington, Feb. 18.—The house today
passed the fortifications appropriation bill.
The Philippine question was the subject
of a brief but epirited discussion while
the bill was under comsideration.

An item ip the bill provided for fortifi-
cations in the insular pomsessions. Mr.
Smith (Dem., Ky.) proposed an amend-
ment to preclude the mse of any part of
the appropriation for fortifications in the
Philippines, holding that an expenditure
of the sum mecessary properly o fortify
the islands was not warranted until the
future of the archipelago shall have been
determined.

Party alignment on the proposition im-
mediately followed, Mr. Williams (Miss.),
the minority leader, taking up the fight
for amendment. He said the dominant
power had not yvet declared iteelf as to the
future of the islands and that he did not
want the lesson taught that ome peopie
might rule another people.

Mesas. Payne (N. Y.) and Smith (Towa)
on the Republican side, seconded Mr. Lit-
tauer (N. Y.) who wus in charge of the
bill, in opposition to the amendment, de-
claring that it wae the duty of this gov-
ernment to afford protection to the peo-
ple of the Philippine jslands. By a strict
party vote of 80 to 82, the Smith amend-
ment was lost.

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NO OUTSIDERS NEED

Hundreds of Mechanics Coming in From

Baltimore, Feb. 18—The currents of
financial rand = general commercial busi-
ness flowed more smoothly in Baltimore
than on any day since the great conflagra-
tion. It was not until the last day or two
that the banks began to send out drafts
on local firms in their hands for collec-
tion. 'I'he bankers reported today that
where bills of lading were attached the
drafts were promptly met, and that of
all drafts sent out about eighty per cent.
were paid. - Matured notes were also re-
ported as being paid. ‘

Insurance experts were in an optimistic
frame of mind today over the prospect
that the aggregate insurance loss will be
considerably smaller than was first ex-
pected. They are now quite confident that

| the loss caused by the conflagration will

not exceed $40,000,000 and that it will not
be under $32,000,000.

It now seems certain that at least a
half dozen streets in the heart of the
business sec.ion of Baltimore will be
widened before rebuilding on them is al-
lowed. The only likely obstacle will be a
lack of money and the finding of tae
necessary funds was the problem which
is engrossing the attention of Mayor Me-
Lane and his municipal associates. .

Varizg's Captain Asks the British Cap-

While the Variag was being sunk her
captain, fearing that the Japanese would
reach the vessel before she settled down,
requested the captain of the Talbot to fire
it ler waterline. This request was also
refused. !

2ussian Officer's Own Invention Killed Him

St. Petersburg, Feb. 16.—Captain Step-
hanof, who was blown up with-the torpedo
runboat Yenisei and who himself invented
.he system for laying submarine mines
which is considered responsible for the
atastrophe, had caused the Yenisei to be
dtted with his device for the rapid laying
;f mines, whereby a trolly line extended
beyond the vessels stern along which the
mines slid out and dropped into their
appointed places. This plan did away with
the cumbersome work of laying the mines
from small boats. The accident was due
to the excessive strain of the Yenisei’s
anchor cables while the mines were sus-
pended pending their immersion. The two
cables snapped and one mine collided with
another.

Jspn's New Warships Arrive.

Yokohama, Feb. 16.—The cruiser Nishin
arrived safely at Yokosuka at 9 o’clock
this morning and the cruiser Kasuga at 11
o’clock.

Mine Blows Up Another Russian Cruiser.

8t. Petersburg, Feb. 16.—The Russian
second-class cruiser Boyarin was blown up
by a mine February 13, in the same man-
ner as was the Russian torpedo transport
Yenisei.  She had on board 197 officers
end men, all of whom, it is understood,
were lost. No details of the disaster have
been given out.

The report circulated here today that
the Russian cruiser Boyarin was blown

and crew, 197 in number, were lost is con-
firmed from a private source.

The Boyarian was 448 feet long, 41 feet
beam and 16 feet draught. She was of
3,200 tons displacement, and ther trial
speed was 25 knots. Her armament con-
sisted of six 4.6 inch guns, eight 1.8 inch
guns, two 1.4 inch guns and three ma-
chine guns. She was also fitted with six
torpedo tubes. The Boyarin was last re-
ported as having taken part in the en-
gagement of Feb. 9 at Port Arthur.

Washington, Feb. 17—The Japanese le-
gation receved t is aft.rnoon from the
foreign office at Tokio, the following de-
spatch giving details of the torpedo at-
tack at Port Arthur on the morning of
the 14th:—

“On the 13th of Fcbrrary, a detach-
ment of torpedo boat destroyers proceed-
ed, braving the .fierce north storm, to-
ward Port Arthur. At 3 o’clock the next
morning the Asagiri, a Japanese torpedo
boat destroyer, amidst a shower of shels
from the ememy’s fort and ships, tor-
pedoed a Russian man-of-war and, farther,
firing on the enemy’s guard boat, safely
returned to its headquarters. The Haya-
tori, another Japanese torpedo boat de-
stroyer, at 5 o'clock of the same morn-
ing, approached to the mouth of the port,
where she found two of the enemy’s men-

-} of-war and, in defiance of their firing, im-

mediately torpedoed ene of them with
effective explosion and safely withdrew.”

Two Russian Battlesh’ps Destroyed.

London, Feb. 18—The correspondent at
Che Foo of the Paris edition of the. New
York Herald, in a despatch in which he
reports the arrival of junks bearing Jap-
anese wounded from the Port Arthur en-
gagement of Feb. 14, considers this to
show that something more than a torpedo
attack took place there.

The correspondent at Tokio of the
Standard reports that two battleships
were destroyed in this attack, while the
correspondent at Tien Tsin of the Stand-
and says, under date of Feb. 17, that a
private despatch from Port Arthur brings
the statement that the Russian squadron
'has again put to sea.

J.ps Capture Two Russian Steamers.

London, Feb. 18—Despatches published
in London newspapers this morning con-
tinue to give descriptions of the embark-
ing of Jupancse troops. In tead of this
embarkation =~ occurring  secretly from
Ujina, as was the case during the Chino-
Japanese war, the transports, according to
despatches published in the Daily Tele-
graph and the Daily Mail, are openly em-
barking troops from Nagasaki, Moji, Kobe
and elsewhere.

A cablegram to the Daily Telegraph
from Nagzasaki says transports are clear-
ing every night from - taese ports for
Korea and ten large steamers were em-
barking troops at Nagasaki last Monday.
All armis of the service are represented,
but the cavalry horses were such sorry
and ecrubby ponies that they were hardly
worth transporting. The embarkations
are all remarkably well managed.

In conclusion, this correspondent says
the harbor of Nagasaki has been mined.

Cabling from Shanghai under date of
Feb. 17, a correspondent of the Daily
Telegraph declares that a combined move-
ment between a Japanese fleet and a large
landing force from Nagasaki is now pro-
ceeding.

The reports that the Japanese captured
the East Asiatic Company’s steamer Man-
churia, as well as the Siberian railway's
stzamer of the same name, is eonfirmed.

Czar Blesses Departing Soldiers.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 17—In the court
yard of the Winter Palace the czar today
reviewed the third battalion of the First
Siberian Rifles, which is proceeding to
the far ea:t. The review took place in
the presence of the czarina, the dowager
empress, Grand Duke Michael, War Min-
ister Kuropatkin, General Sakaharoff,
chief of staff, and a number of court offi-
cials.

After the inspection the rendering of
the natiomal anthem by the band and
cheers from the spectators, his majesty
made a speech to the departing soldiers,
in which he said:—

“I am happy to be able to sce you all
before you leave, and I wish you a good
journey. I am firmly convinced that you
will all uphold the honor of your ancient
reciment and readily risk your lives ior
yvour fatherland.

“Remember your foe is brave, confident
and crafty. From my heart I wish you
success over your opponents. I bless you,
my brothers, and wish you the First Si-
berian Regiment, my first Saraphin pray
for you and accompany you in all your
ways. God bless you.”

The battalion accompanied by its bag-
gage wagons then marched past, the czar
calling out to the men as they went by:
“Good bye, my brothers.”

Russia Will Play Waitirg G.me,

St. Petersburg, Feb. 17—11 p. m.—The
rigid censorship imposed here.upon all
news from the far east completely mask:
the movement of Russian troops and the
plans of those in command, but what is
being done is evidently satisfactory to the
authorities here, as they manifest the ut-
most confidence that when the proper
time ar.ives the enamny will ‘b2 crushed.
They say that the preliminary sea victor-
ies of the Japanese wil. then' be speedily
forgotten. Russia was taken unawares at
the outset and some little time will be
required to comp.ete the mobilization oi
Russian troops. There wil be no dis-
position to meet the evident wish of the
Japanese to rush matters to a decision.

“Russia can afford ‘to wait,” is a com-
mon expression heard here, and time and
patience always have been strong allies
of the empire of the morth. Moreover.
the excessive severe winter weather at the
scene of war, it is averred, also fights on
the side of the czar’s legions as it dia in
the days of Napoleon, when the Russian
proverb: “January, February and March
are among the emperor's ablest generals”
was coined.

At Port Arthur today the thermometer
registered two degrees below zero. The
concentration of Russian troops will pro-
ceed as rapidly as possible, but it is fais
to assume that Viceroy Alexieff will not
take the aggressive until he feels certain
of his ability to administer a decisive de
feat. Therefore, in spite of the extensive
landing operations of the Japanese in
Korea, an important land fight is not con
gidered here to’be imminent, although it
is believed that the passage of the Yalu
river by the Japamese will be disputed.

It is reported in St. Petersburg that
Viceroy Alexieff’s headquarters may be
changed to Mukden, which would be near-
er the centre of military activity, but tais
is not certain. In the meantime troops
are constantly going to the front irom ali
parts of Russia, and some distinguished
officers from the service of the czar are
leaving for the far east. These include
General Zalinski, who is to succeed Major-
General Pflug as chief of staff to Viceroy
Alexieff; General Liapanoff, governor ol
Sa'alin Island in the No th Pacific; Gea-
eral Tserpiysky. General Von Sosonkampf
has been appointed to command the
‘I'rans-Baikal cavalry, which was reported
as going out under Prince Louis Napoleon.

The various socicties throughout Russia
interested in the Red Cross movement are
showing remarkable activity, and judging
from the preparations which are being
made for the sick and wounded, the war is
destined to be a long and bloody one.

'Volunfary contributions to replace the
ships already destroyed by the enemy are
assuming large proportions, one man hav-
ing given the sum of §20,CCO. It was
through a similar movement that the
present volunteer fleet was started after
the Russo-Turkish war.

Critic S+ys Russiars Blundered

The Marine Rundschau, the reuu'-olﬂ"lcial

publication of the admiralty. bas issued
the first of a series of pamphlets designed
to keep German naval officers informed as
to what is happening in the Far East and
the meaning thereof. After reciting .the
preparations on both sides and profession-
al estimates of the strength of the fleets,
the Marine Rundschau says:
_ “The Russians fired the first shot from
the Korietz (off Chemulpo) doubtless be-
cause the Japanese torpedo boats were
creeping near.

“The Russian Port Arthur squadron re-
lied too much on protective nets and obvi-
ously was surprised. The commander
made a serious blunder in having two
ships at Chemulpo and one at Chefoo
(Shanghai?) separated from the main
body. If these ships were sent to observe
the Japanese they did it badly.

“When the Japanese squadron withdrew
(from Port Arthur), February 10, ihe
Russians ought to have followed and have
kept in touch with it by means of swift
scouts, as the Russian commander now is
ignorant of where it went.

“The conduct of the Russian ships in re-
tiring to cover in the inner harbor indi-
cates that they will not again engage the
enemy at sea. In the harbor many of the
Russian guns will not be effective.”

The war despatches do not indicate that
the Russians had a ship at Chefoo at the
time of the outbreak of hostilities, but the
Russian gunboat Mandjur was at Shang-
hai when war broke out and she is still
in the river there. It has been asserted
that two Japanese warships were watching
for her at the houth of the river and it
hag~also been reported that it was de-
ifed to dismantle the Mandjur and take
er further up the river.

Wholesale Arrests of J 1ps

Tien Tsin, Feb. 17-The Russians ex-
plain that the wholesale arrest of Japan-
ese at Harbin and elsewhere was due to
the discovery that Japan had in these dis-
tricts upwards of a hundred spies, of
whom sixty belonged to the Japanese gen-
eral staff.

It is feared that the British steamer
Hsi ping, bound from Chin Wang Tao for
‘Shanghai, with passengers and bullion, has
been capturell. She is five days overdue
and was last seen in Port Arthur Roads.

Japanese Cava'ry Land at Korea.

Tokio, Feb. 17—Eight transports with
Japanese troops from Nagasaki and sev-
eral additional vessels carrying war muni-
tions are on their way to the west coast
of Korea. Detachments of Japanese caval-
ry have already landed at Wiju on the
Yalu river.

Prayers for Russia’s Succ:ss Interrupted by
Bomb Threwzr.

Baku, Russian Trans-Caucasia, Feb. 15—
During a patriotic service in the Arme-
nian church here today, just as the clergy
had ended chanting a Te Deum and pray-
ing for the suceess of the Russian drms,
a bomb was thrown at the officiating
priest. Two persons were killed and sev-
éral ‘were injured.. After the excitement
had been allayed the congregation march-
ed in procession to the residence of the
governor, carrying the Czar’s portrait, and
presented the govermor with a patriotic
address and %3500 for the families of the
victims of the outrage.

An Eye witness’ Accsuat of Chemulpa Battle

London, Feb. 17—In an interview with
the Daily Mail’s Seoul correspondent, Brig-
adier General H. T. Allen of the Philip-
pine constabulary, who was appointed to
accompany the Russian army and who
watched the naval fight aut Chemulpo at
close quarters and afterward rowed around
the Russian ships before they- were de-
stroyed, said: “I have never seen or heard
of anything resembling the effect of the
shrapnel fire. The Variag was literally
peppered in parts as though she had Leen
played ou at close quarters with machine
guns. - Evidently time-fuse shrapnel was
used with blinding bewildering effect. The
heavy artillery work emphasizes the fact
that you fire a tremendous lot and get
little for it.

[HE SCOTIA QUEEH SINK,
BUT CREW LIKELY SAVLD,

Hyannis, Mass., Feb. 16.—After battling
against high gales, great ice fields, bois-
terous seas and zero weather, in Nan-
tucket Sound for more than a weck, the
little schooner Scotia Queen, bound froin
River Hebert (N. 8.) for New York, with
a cargo of lumber, all but succumbed to-
day, after reaching the north side of the
sound, and lies tonight off Bass River full
of water with her crew probably safe on
board the tug Lehigh. It is seldom that
one of the coasting fleet has been sub-
jected to such a severe buffeting irom the
elements. Since last Wednesday the
Scotia Queen has been frozen in the ice,
liberated by a thaw, forced ashore at
Nantucket by the ice fields that -had held
her, blown off by a favorable breeze,
thrown on a shoal again six hours later
by a shift of the wind into the opposite
qgarter.given up for lost by the Muskegat
life savers, and finally worked off the
Tuckernuck shoal and across the ice filled
sound to shelter from today’s blizzard
under Point Gamwmon, where seeming!y
exhausted by her efforts she gradually fill-
ed _\\'ith water just as aid for her crew
arrived. It is thought that with a mod-
eration in the weather she can be pumped
out and so continue on her voyage.

The tug Lehigh was alongside the little
schooner for two hours today but when
she returned to the haibor the heavy ice
prevented those on board from communi:
cating to the shore anything more than
that the schooner was full of water, but
under those conditions, it is not balieved
that the crew would remain oan board.

When the Lehigh returned shortly after
sunset, the harbor was so full of ice that
sh_(: could not get within a quarter of a
mile of the shore.

Hon. Mr. Emunerson has at least the
satisfaction of kmowing that no Liberal
candidate could have won in this city,
and that even in the constituency where
Sir Wilfrid Laurier himself appealed in
bebalf of the Liberal candidate the Lib-
eral majonity was slightly reduced.

Just what effect the rivalry between
Mr. McKeown and Mr. O'Brien for the
Liberal nomination may have. had, it is
impossible to determine. Mr, O'Brien's
friends  were keenly disappointed, and
some of them took no active part in the
campaign. Doubtless this had its effect.
Mr. O'Brien himself doubtless feels that

EXPLAINING IT AWAY.

The Globe appears to be on the eve of
interesting, and “perhaps startling dis-
dosures. In its ireue Jast evening it said: —

“The Globe was flooded this morning
with telegrams from contemporaries east
and west asking for explanations of or
reazons for eomething that occurred in St
John on Tuesday. The interest felt in
the subject is quite complimentary to our
dty, but the better thing for our enquir-
ing comtemporeries to do would be to send
intelligent correspondents here to study
the mituation for themwelves. They would
then be in a position to get some knowl-
edge of it.”

This mystenious suggestion of direful con-
ditionss, which the Glgbe could not prevail
upem iteelf t6 publish to the world throngh
the medium of enquiring newspapern:, east
and west, is further emphesized by a
dedlaration in anmother article, to the ef-
fect that the pecple “gave their vobes very
largely upon mabters operating within the

elementary, to which reference®may be
made in good time.”

L In due time, therefore, the Globe imti-
mates, it will expliin the causes of the
defeat. !

The Gazette, however, offers some infior-
mation on this point, off-hand. Among
the causes it mentions ie the following:—

“It was an error of the highest kind to
enter into the campaign without a morn-
ing paper. It was of course hoped that
thie weakmess wowd be repaired by a sym-
pathetic support from the Globe. This
expectation was almast wholly unfulfilled.
It.placed the party at a terrific disadvan-
tage. 1t was an Election which absolutely
demhanded the we of the fullest educational
methods. Hon. Mr. Blair's speech could
'o'ii}y' ‘be met by the dosest presentation of
the government case. A wealth of detail
smrrounding it mever was placed before
the pubkc. The public heard a great deal
of the cost of the rcad. They ‘required
enlightcnment elsewhere. - The difficulty
t.he St. John man felt was that the road
gide-tracked his city, and was devised sole-
ly in' the interests' of Halifax. We remem-
ber +the feeing of remonstrance with which
we heard the propiosal when it was findt
announced that the line was to proceed
to Moncton. Explanations eubsequently
made by the government recommended the
plan to our sease of fairness. These ex-
planations ~were not sufficiently placed be-
fore the people. -An active press would
have acdomplished this work.”

This is rather unkind to the Globe, for
that journal devoted its whale attention
to “educational mathods,” rempecting the
G. T. P. Does the Gazette vay the Globe
ia mot “an active prend?”

The Gazette goes further, however, and
talks of other issues. “Regarding patron-
age it ways:i—

“Tt will be necessary to place the party
management upon a wider and more repre-
gentative basiz. . The idea had taken roof
that the patromage of the party was con-
trotled by a few persons te advamce welfish
purposes. This notion mny have been an
altogether unfounded owe. It i3 liable to
areep in under the most benevolent com-
diticns. It ds, however, fatal to good feel-
ing in a party. A management should be
established that will be wholly free from
this suspicion.” :

The Gazette concludes its review of the
gituation with an allusion almost as mis-
terious as that of the Globe. It eays:—-

“For Mr. McKeown there is the gtrong-
est wympathy. He has accepted Ii's defeat
without a trace of annoyance. He might
have used words of reproach towards the
panty for its failure to give him'a sup-
port in accordance with the full measure
of ite strength. Mo have dome ®o might
have been unfair to a party that has had
much of late to try its patience.”

Both the Globe and the Gazette, Hon.
Mr. Emmenson, Hon. Mr. McKeown and
their friends, did all in their power to con-
vince the people that the Grand TFrunk
Pacific was the great imme. The pecple
{.took them at their wond, and the result
was the triumphant election of a Conser-
vative. Why mot say so frankly, and ad-
vige the goverirment to abandon that in-
defersible measure, for which there is not
and hak never been any popular demand?

THE BYE-ELECTIONS.

In Muesday's by-elections the ILiberals
held the four seats in Quebec and one in
P. E. Island, but three of them by re-
duced majorities. In Ontario the Conser-
vatives held East Bruce by an increased
majority, and East Lambton also. This
city went overwhelmingly Conservative.

The result is not without significance.
In by-elections the government should
under ordinary circumstances increase its
majorities. That is almost invariably the
qule. Tuesday’s vote in at the least seven
of the eight constituencies does not show
‘this result.

The lesson should not be lost wpon the
government. It is evident that the Grand
-L'-l'runh.--l’ﬁciﬁc programme is not popular,

and #hat I should be abandened. , Had
this been a general election, ihe general
result might have been very serious for
the government. If it still persists in
going on +with the proposed contract,
further modified as proposed in the in-
terests of the Grand Trunk Pacific Com-
pany, there is good reason to fear a
{urther loss of prestige and popularity.
Naturally the Conservatives will make the
most of the result of yesterday’s contests,
quoting it @s an evidence of waning
power. From the Liberal standpoint, re-
membering that these were by-elections,
the net result is not satisfactory. It would
have been otherwise, but for the inde-
fensible transcontinental railway project.
But it is not too late for the government
to profit by the lesson.

RUSSIAN DISADVANTAGES.

The following, from an. article in the
New York Mail and Express, gives a very
good idea of the difficulties that confront
Russia in the fighting on land that musi
be a part of the present war:—

Russia’s main problem of communica-
tion may be likened to Britain’s in the
Boer war without exaggerating Russian
difficulties. It is probable that by Great
Britain’s line, with  its immense equip-
ment of rapid steamers between Ports-
mouth and Cape Town, an egual number
of men and an equal weight of munitions
and supplies could have been delivered on
the fighting line more promptly than they
can by the Trans-Siberian Railway. Pas-
sengers go from St. Petersburg to Port
Arthur in tweénty-one days. Freight or
troops would take much longer; yet the
problem is less, of course, than that of
their transporiation from the capital
would be, for arsenals and bases of sup-
ply exist in Eastern Siberia which are
much nearer the seat of the probable wa#.
However, a month would certainly have
to be allowed in reason for the tramspor-
tation of a battalion or a gun or a box of
bisduit from the home base to the Liao-
‘Pung peninsula.

In this respect the Russian problem re-
peats that of Great Britain in South Af-
rica, where more than half the force was
employed in guarding the communications.

The Trans-Siberian Raiiway is very ill
adapted to the crowding that will be al-
most inevitable. The rails are laid on
notched sleepers and clamped down on
the inside, and by all- accounts the line is
1]l balasted. High pressure may resut
in accidents, and any accident would
block the line, as there is but a single
track. Great precautions have thus far
been employed in working the line,watch
men being stationed at short distances.
But these precautions involve the employ-
ment of a great number of men, at an im-
mense cost for miaintenance. The road
must spend, so to speak, a. large part of
its energies in keeping itself up.

A MODEST NATION.

For the information of those who do
not read the United States papers, it may
be gtated that the mest of the world never
does anything without first considering its
affect upon the attitude of the American
govornment 2nd people. . An American dis-
covered Japan and woke that country up.
Japan then discovered the United States,
and learned all she knows, up to the pres-
ent time. When Russia heard the rumor
that some American officers were on Jap-
amese wanships, a shiver that some people
midtook for an earthquake shock went
through the empire from St. Peterdburg
to Viadivostok. When Secretary Hay of
the U. S. proposed to limit the sphere of
houtilities, everybody forgot that a man
named Balour, who is a premier or some-
thing of the sort in England, had inji-
mated before the whr broke out that this
ghould be dome, and every couniry has-
tened to cable an eager amsent to Washing-
tom, prepaid. Natiomal modesty alone pre-
vents the American newspapemns from as-
gerting what everybody knows to be true
—{hat when the eagle screams the world
quakes.

SLIGHTLY SARCASTIC,

The New York Evening Post, which
very sharply criticized the Panama policy
of President Roosevelt, hands out these
cutting observations:—

“What will he do next?”’ asked people
wonderingly, %fter the president had cut
throtigh the Pamama knot with his sword.
We advise them to keep their eye upon
San Domingo. Naval commanders of ours
art hastening to Dominican waters, with
instructions to do—what? Of course, it
is not yet known; but the Washingtén
despatches speak ominously of the admin-
istmation’s “patience’ being exhausteu, and
its being on the point of “interfering to
put an end to the countless revolutions
in San Domingo.” This, plainly, would be
only an extension of Mr. Roosevelt's
Panama doctrine. He boldly said that
he felt it his duty—owed to civilization,
of course—to spank the maughty children
who were so unruly inthe Isthmian nur-
gery. He enumerated their revolutions.
Could we permit that sort of nonsense to
go on? For his part; no. And now he is
applying his chastising hand to another
revolutionary country. San Domingo is
next to be made to know thaf its man-
ners do not please President Roosevelt.

He is thus apparently going to set up
as corrector of public morals on this hem-
jsphere. He is willing to ‘begin by giving
its spoiled republics a -vigorous exhorta-
tion; he has already in his message to
congress severely stood them up and told
them to be good; but if they pay no heed
to his fatherly advice, why, he is not the
man to spare the rod.

A FRANK ACKNOWLEDGEMENT.

The Globe Wednesday paid a most re-
markable tribute to ita owm lack of in-
fluence as a mewspaper. For days before
the election it published at the head of its
editorial column; two eectiors of the Grard
Trunk Pacific contract, for the purpose of
reaseuring doubtful electors; and dhrough-
out the camppign the Globe, like Hom.
Mr. Emmerson and Hon. Mr. McKeown,
made the G. T. P. the chief issue.
deed, with the Globe it was the only imsue,
for that paper did mot attempt to focce
the fighting on amy other ground. But
Jast night the Globe, in endeavoring to ex-
plain the cause of the Ii'boral defeat, made
this comment:—

“It.ie an unfortunate result of the elec-
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parte of €anads mey feel juelified ip as
euming that it wae a eondemnation of the
great railway policy of the adminietration.
Although that question was much in the
canvane, although the Liberals atpwve
earnest’y to get a favorsble judgment pro-
pounced upon the proposition and were
not succesdtul, it will be found that the
great scheme did not greatly affect the
vpte.” ;

Jn other words, the Globe failed to con«
vince anybedy that the Grapd Trunk Paci-
fic contract shonld be endoreed. The peoe
ple conlinued to hold the same views a#
before, which, by the way, were 2’6o the
(Hobe’s views up to the time Hon. A. G
Bliir dec'ared himesf in opposition to the
measure. *

MR. EMMERSON SPEAKS.

On Tuesday night The Telegraph gave
Hon. H. R. Emmerson @n opportunity to
express his views with regard to the elec-
tion. He replied that there was nothing
to be said, as the people had spoken. The
‘I'degraph’s readers were so informed the
mext day. They will therefore be inter-
ested in the following interview which
Hon. Mr. Emmerson refused to The Tele-
graph; but which he gave to the Halifax
Chronicle. The Chronicle , of Thursday
says:—

“Hon, Mr. Emmerson talked freely to
a representative of the Chronicle about the
result of the St. John election, and seem-
ed to be nowise depressed by the out-
come. He said:— :

“ ‘The result in St. John was due to 2
number of causes, most of them quite
foreign to the general policy of the gov-
ernment. In fact, neither the ‘tariff nor
the administration of public affairs form-
ed any part of the Conservative campaign.
Speakers for the opposition candidate
fought shy of these issues altogether.

“*To understand the situation in St.
John,” said Mr. Emmerson, ‘it is necessary
to realize the effect produced in that city
by Mr. Blair’s withdrawal. Mr. Blair had
been elected in 1900, after a desperate
struggle, and was the head and front of
the equally strenuous local campaign last
year. When, therefore, he’ withdrew from
the cabinet and later resigned his seat in
parliament, the Liberals of St. John were
exceedingly - discouraged. It meant a
breaking up of the party forces in such
a way as to utterly destroy anything like
organization! This was the gondition. of
affairs when the campaign was brought
on, and the Conservatives saw . that an
opportunity had come to them which must
not be neglected. ‘They made their fight
on the Grand. Trunk Pacific. and Mr.
Blair—not" on'the -mepits:-of -the railway
measure, but solely with reference to the
interests of St. John. From every plat-
form they declared ‘that St.. John would
Ye passed by, and the traffic of the rail-
way  carried either to Portland or Hali-
fax. - The strongest -possible appeals in
this direction were made to local interests,
and in a city like St. John, Where the
winter port view overshadows everything
else, this campaign was very effective:

“‘To make matters worse,’ -‘continued
the minister, “we were avithout a morning
newspaper. The Telegraph, which had
been for mapy. years the .chiefcorgan of
Liberal opinion in St. John, .was against
us. This was the direct result of Mr.
Blair’s defection, and had nothing what-
ever to do with political considerations.
‘T'hat journal had been reorganized and
equipped by . contributions from Liberals,
and the men to whom the control had
been entrusted not only turned the paper
against Mr. McKeown, but his personal
friends and family connections were
among the most active opponétits of the
government in the fight. This newspaper
situation, however, will soon be adjusted.
Within a few weeks a new and strong
morning paper will be started in St. John,
and the great disadvantage under which
the party labored in this respect in the
strugzle of yesterday will be removed.

“Apart from these things,’ added Mr.
Kmmerson, ‘it must be bomme in mind
that there were 1,300 fewer votes cast
yesterday than in 1800. These absentees
from the polls were not Conservatives;
they were Liberals. They were the dis-
couraged . and disgusted friends of Mr.
Blair, many of whom felt that they might
stand aside without. damage to party in-
terests. They believed that Mr. McKeown
would be elected. This apathy was known
to the opposition men, and they saw to’ it
that every available Conservative vote
was polled. ‘lhere were mony staunch
and zealous svorkers on the Liberal side,
to whom great credit is due for- their um-
tiring efforts, but in some notable. in-
stances the men who were depended upon
to look after election interests on polling
day were, éither because of indifference
or over confidence, exceedingly negligent.
'here were also cases in which the .con-
dudt of some hitherto reliable men was
open to the suspicion of treachery, and I
was informed of actions on the pa.rt.of
two or three Government employes. whic!
may call for investigation, N .

«vpPhe result, concluded the minister,
‘will do good to the Liberal party in St.
John, Probably the apathetic supporters
of yesterday regret their course by this
time, and will be among the first to under-

take measures of reorganization. There is’

nothing like "defeat to bring about co-
hesion, and svhen the next contest takes
place in St. John it will be safe to pre-
dict a sweeping Liberal victory; for the
conscience of the community is- with the
government. Personally, I cannot re-
proach myself with having done anything
in a positive way which weakened the
Liberal party in the recent struggle, nor
was anything left undome by me which
could have altered the result.”

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RUSSIAN FREEDOM,

The following statements give a very
good idea of the brand pf liberty that
‘passes. currént in Russia:—

Within the last few weeks two con-
gresses, of eminently respectable charac-
ter, have been closed by the St. Peters-
burg police on alieged political grounds.
One of them was composed of teachers
in‘ technical ‘and professional schools, and
was held in the building of St. Peters-
burg University. At one of the sittings
the reader of a paper was recognized as
one of the leaders in the Kishenev riots.
He was greeted with hisses, and as he con-
tinued to read, in-spite of these protests,
he was hustled out of the hall. Imme-
diately. afterwards the acting. prefect and
chief of the capital ordered the congress
to be closed, and all the Jews connected
with it to be expelled from St. Petersburg
within twenty-four hours. The second
congress consisted of medical men, includ-
ing a pumber of doctors from the prov-
inces. Naturally, there was occasional
references to the existing condition of
things in the country. This led to an
announcement from the president to the
effect that the resolutions of the separate
sections of the congress, by order of the
minister of the interior, were not to be
publicly read. This order produced an
outburst of indignation, and some of the
more excitable members began to sing
revolutionary songs, whereupon the police
interfered and began to write down the
names of those present. As might be im-
agined, this proceeding speedily put an
end. to the congress.

“In what is known as the heavy woolen
district of Yorkshire, there are according
to a wool expert,.duzens of manufacturers

who never buy a single bale of raw wool,
and yet®arc known as influential manufac-
turers of woolen goods.”

Acccrding to the National Live Stock
Association of the United States: “The
best shoddy is made frem the remnants
from tailor shops and the contents of rag
bags; the worst, which constitutes the
greater part used in the United States,
comes from rags imported from lurope
which are very undesirable in character.”

In th¢ interest of Canadian wool grow-
ers, manufacturers and consummers,should
not all goods sold as woolens be marked
setting forth the material of which they
are composed, and pold under their true
names—as in the cage of “certain foods in
Great Britain and the United States?

This is a question which will be dis-
cussed at the National Convention of
Canadian Stock Breeders to be held at
Ottawa from the 7th to 11th March, and
we hope that some plans may be devised
to prevent the sale of fraudulent woolens
in this country.

By Canadifn statute no grocer in Can-
ada can offer for sale,s under the name of
butter, any fat dompound that is not made
from milk. Why should not a statute pro-
tect the-buyer of woolens by. compelling
the manufacturer of the goods to state on
each piece of cloth the percentage of pure
wool it contains?

Quartermaster Adams Knows
How the Little Men

Can Do Battle.

ANXIOUS FOR NEWS.

Officer of the C. P. R, Steamer Mon
teagle Tells of His Expstience in
the Chingse-Japan War —Arrived
Here Yesterday and Hadn’t Heard
What the Japs Had Done to Russia.

Albert Edward Adams, genial quarter-

master of the C. P. R. steamer Monteagle,
dindn’t know until Thursday that the Japs
had done some tall things to the Ruwsians,
but Mr. Adams Lod heen on the broad
and briny decp for two weeks and more
and that'« why le was behind the news.
He hailed a Telegraph reporier on board
the ship laust might at the government pier
and anxiousy asked if the Japs and Rus-
shans were “at it” vet. When told of the
fighting eo far and of the way the little
men had kanocked Russion wamhips about
he Zaughed a knowing laugh and then said
he:— :
«J wae in the Chinese-Japancse war and
I teil you the Japs can fight. I wae on
a Chinese cruiscr which the Japs cap-
turod and I ‘spent some menths a pr
oner. But there’s worse, things than bein
their prisoner. Thére were three other
Europeans besidas me and we weve hu-
manely treated, nothing to do, gcod ra-
tions, cigans and toddy.”

Asked hew he came to be.in the war,
Mr. Adams said he had gone from e
Australian home to China and spent eome
years there. He served aboard ehip as
second officer, later entered: the Chinese
customs ecrvice and, when war broke out,
kncawing scmething about gunnery, he war
placad on a small cruiser. Fortuncs of war
made them prioners of the Japs.

After being released, Mr. Adams went
back to Shanghai where he had made his
home for some years and where he had
met a young Englih woman who i now
Mrs. Adems. She had returred to Bristo.
(Bng.) and Mr. Adams decided that was
the place for him, t00, & he resigned his
piace in the customs and a few monthe
later, after a voyage to Vamcouver, and
thenes round Cape Horn in a sailing ehip,
he was married and settled in a home of
hig own in Bristel and that’s where home
ig now.

Mr. Adams’ father fought under Chinese
Gordon in the Celestial dampire territory
and’ his brother was in the Chinese-Jap-
ane-e war, but in ihe land forces.

“The Japs are great fighters,” said he,
“and they ought to win {rom Russsia.”

Over-driving and
illtreating horses were largely due to the
number of small boys driving delivery
teams. He would haye to report some ot
these to the magistrate if they were not
more careful. The number of cruelty cases
reported from all over the province was
not so large as ‘in other.years. Some
cases dealt with Were detailed in the re-
port. He says that animals who are wild
ate sometimes sent down in the river
boats and are treated harshly ‘because it
is difficult te handle them. He suggests
they be slaughteredyby the owners. Dr.
Stockten, Dr. -Friak, -Dr. Simon, Chiaf
Clark and his men, Police Magistrate Rit-
chie, Clerk Hendetsém, the Star Linc, and
Grand Lake steameis; ‘and People’s line
are thanked' for-assistance.
. The statement of eases shows 504 in all
during 1903, of these 338 dealt with hcorses,
179 with cattle, 24 with other animals,
live with fowl and birds, 48 with children
and cthers.

Ten of these were taken into court,
fines were imposed in four and caution
given in six.

The auditors, T..JBarclay Robinson and
T. H. Estabrooks, reported that the ac-
counts showed $H0.32 in the hands of the
late treasurer, John M. Taylor, and $7.13
in the Bank of New Brumswick to the
credit of the acting treasurer, S. Merritt
Wetmore.

A. McDougald reported 29 cases, of which
soven related to horses, three to children
and nineteen to other animals.

Newcastle reported no meetings held,
and very little done.
Rev. Dr. Partridge, . for Iredericton

branch, reported effective work. Bands
of Mercy had besn formed in the public
schools. Contributions had been large,
and there was a credit balance. The sec-
retary-treasurer, Chas. A. Sampson, re-
ported that only two cases had been form-
ally entered at the police court, the charge
being ilitreatment of horSes, and fines
were imposed. Mamy letters of warning
were scent to persons in the city and
country, with good effect. Attention was
given to the shipment of cattle by steam-
ers, and much efifective woric was done in
other directions.

NEW L, C. R, LIGHTING PLANT.

Now Being listsll.d at Moncton--More Light
at Less Cost

An electric lighting plant is being in-
stalled in the I. C. R. yard at Moncton. A
new system 'is being intrcduced, making
provision for more light and at an esti-
mated saving of 33 per cent. The new
plant will be equipped with up-to-date ap-
pliaaces. The new building in which the
plant is - situated is 160x50 feet, entirely
of brick. Two machines are being install-
ed, with a capacity of 2,300 volts and
driven by Robb-Armsirong engines. The
advantages of the new system will be a
better light at an estimated saving of
231-3 per cent. Provision is made for in-
stalling new lights for the next twenty
years.

The machines are of the general electric
type, manufactured in Toronto. It is ex-
pected the plani will be in operation
about May 1.

The first bacon cured in the
new works is now ready for the market.

Annual Mesting of‘ Subscribers

Th.rsday Afternzon.

Report of Secretary-Treasurer Giving De-
tails of the Year's Work, and Showing the
Financ al Standing--Directors Re-elgcted.

The fifth annual meeting‘of the St. John
Branch of the Victorian Order ‘of. Nurses
was heid Thursday afternoon in Qrange
Hall, Germain street, H..D. MecLeod . pre-
sented the secretary treasurer's report,
which was adopted. It began as follows:

St. John, N. B., Feb. 18, '1504.
To the Subscribers of the &t. John Branch
of Victorian Order of Nurses:

In presenting the fifth anuual report of the
St. John branch of the V. O. N., the hoard
of management has to say the work has not
differed materially from previous years.

The visiting nurses, Miss M. A. Miller and
Miss A. M. Pitts, are 8till in the service and
have faithfully and satisfactorlly performed
the work called upon to-do. The various
kinds of work done by the nurses are classed
as follows: .
Medical cases..
Surgical s
Gynecological.. ....
Obstetric.... .. -«
ChronicC..ccoees oo .

The number of new cases to which the
nurses were called during the year was 140,
of these 96. wers paying patients, some pay-
Ing as low as five cents while 44 were non-
paying.

The number of surgical operations attend-
ed was 34, against 15, the previous year.

The total number of cases visiied during
the year was 243, and ol these 306, recelved
more -than one 'visit. ?

The number of physiclans asking for the
services of the nurses increases each year.

It will be seen by the financial swatemeént
that the balance on hand is $1,160.01 against
$1,224.00 last year.

A statement of recelpts and cxpeditures fol-
lows, showing receipts of -$351.74 during ths
year, This with balance ai the beginning of
the year made the total receplia $2,170.74.

The expenditures were $1,160.04, including
$696.25 slaries for regular nurses and $100 for
extra nurses. The report conunues:

. The expenses of carrying on the work of
the order from the date ot its organization to
the present time has been mel by voluntary
subscriptions and by sclicitation of members
of the board; thesgreater pari, however, be-
ing by solicitation—the supscriptions being
given mainly each year by the same citizens.

The board, finding this plan fo raising the
necessary funds could not go on indedinitely
and perform the services demanded, consid-
ered that inasmuch as the services of the
nurses tend to reduce the number of pa-
tients to the General Public Hospital, the
board felt that this was a work in which all
the citizens should participate and according-
ly asked the common council to hear the
board of management of the order ln regard
to a grant being made to assist in carrying
on the work:

The council granted an Interview at which
the board attended and was most courteously
received.

After representations made by the prewi-
dent and other mémbers the request was' fa-
vorably entertained and an order of coumcll
was subsequently passed granting the sum of
$1,000 for the.next year.

As will be seen by the financial statement
the grant of the cliy will not meet our pres-
ent requirements, and in view of that, and
in the hope that. bcfore long we may employ
a third nurse, we will still require to look
to the ecitizens for a measure of the same
generous assistance given in the pest, while
thanking those who have subscribed so free-
1y during the past flve years.

A detailed record of the werk of the nuries
is then given and the report concludes:

War way Estrange Them— An
Interesting Incideut of the Past.

When the present Czar Nicholas was
czarevitch or crown prince, of Russia, he
totived Japan; he was wounded there by
k'the sword of an assassin, and while he lay
suffering on & Russian warghip ' le  was
visited by the great mikado, the “Irperial
Invisibility,” in person, and the mikado,
standing before the pale, récumbent youth,
made him & personal apology for the harm
hé had suffered at & Japanese subject’s
hands. Thereafter the mikado and the
young ezarevitch were close friends.

Japan at the time bad just entered from
a revolution. Previous to the visit of the
czareviteh the ezar hed sent word to the
mikedo that he feared for his son’s wafety
on account of the turbulence that stiil
preveiled there. The mikado had answer-
ed with this message:—

“The czarevitch will be safe in Japan.
I, personally, will be respousible for his
safety. His person suall be as sacred as
my own. I wili answer for his welfare
with my honer.”

Accordingly the csarevitch’s tour was
allowed to proceed. Nicholas weat 10
Japan, and almost ludicrous in their ex-
aggerated thorocughness were the means
that were employed there to guard him.
His food was tested by tasters; three.at-
tendsnts watched his bedroom from with-
out, and two stood at his bedside while
he slept; whenever he journeyed, an ad-
vance guard preceded him to elear the
way; he was encircled, when he iwent out,
by a body of from 60 to 130 of the gov-
ernment police.

Neverthelers the young man was stab-
bed—stabhed by a member of his own
bodygusrd. A fanatical Japanese police
man, drawing his short sword guddenly,
wounded the czarevitch before any one
could intervene. A great tumult at once
ensucd. The bleeding czarevitch was hur-
ried aboerd his warship. The Russian
sailors were armed, and the wership was
put in battle array:

And to this grim, hostile ship the great
mikado, the Meiji Tendo, the Imperial In-
visibility, the 123d lincal descendant of the
Empercr Jimmu, who monnted the throne
in 660 B. C.—to this frowning ship Mutsu-
hito in person hurried. In his royal robes
of red and white he entered fhe czare-
viteh’s statercom. - He bowed low before
the youth lying bandaged on'the bed. Amid
the rustling of silks of Japanese nohles and
amid the clinking of the necoutrements of
Russian captains, the mikado epologized
with profound humility to the czarevitch
for the evil that had been done him by a
subject of Japan. d

1t is not strange that this dramatic epi-
scde should have woven a, friendship of

reat strength between the mikado and
the young man who is now the ezar. The
frierrdship of these two exalted personages
began in blood. : Is it to end.in-a. bloody
war? i 0

The talk of war between Japan and
Russia - makes the mikado’s ‘littie-known
personelity very interesting at this time.

The mikado is 61 years and two months
old. He ascended the throne at the age
of 15. His name is Mutsuhito. His wife’s
name-is Haruko. He has two childrén—
the erown prinee and the Princess Sade.
He was born in the imperial palace of
Kioto, the second son of the Emperor
Komei, the 128d mikado of the Jimmw
dynasty, whioh began in 660 B. C.

His sspect is calm and proud. He has
very brilliant, intelligent eyes. In height
he is above the average of his subjects.
His figure is erect and robust.

His native dress, which he prefers to
European attire, consists of a coat of
heavy white silk brocade with flowing
sleeves, baggy trouscrs of heavy red silk,
and a black silk cap surmounted by 2 pure
gold feather which rises to the height of a
{cot above his forehead.

His people do not call him by his name
of Mutsuhito, which meens. ‘“Gentleman,”
because to do go would seem over-familiar.
Neither do they call him the mikado be-
cause that iz & word—like the English
words ““o’er” end “‘quoth” and “sire” and
“steed”—that is only used in poetry. He
is called in Japan Meiji Tenno, the “ruler
of enlightened peace.”

In his reign Japan has become enlight-
ened. When he ascended the throne his
sountry was elosed to foreigners. He him
eelf, like the hundred emperors, preceding
him, had never gone ontside of the imper
ial gardens. Mutsuhito helped to change
all that. He geve his subject a constitu-
tion. Tle openad Japan to foreigners, in-
viting men of learning from the weat to
come and teach his people. In the Chin-
ese war he tcok part in the campaign,
charing the hardships of the camp like
any comman soldier.—Exchange.

In order to make sure that the

eggs thus purchased are fertile, a number

of them are examined under a microscope.

The eggs are hatched in from four to ten

days, according to the temperature of ‘the

water, and are either shipped on the com-
mission’s cars to various-points for distrib-
ution, or else are. first- hatched and the
new born fishes consigned to the streams.

Nearly all of the suad are distributed in

the shape of young “fry.”
The method of hatching shad ezgs is

wonderfully simple. = They are put into
glass jars, through which, by a siphon
arrangement, a stream of water is kept
continually running. ‘The gentle stream
keeps the eggs perpetually agitated, so
that they are bathed on all sides with
water and escape contact with any foul-
ness tha€ might injure them.  They ave
very delicate, and .are subject to fungus
parasites and other troubles when not
properly manipulated. Shad eggs are
somewhat bigger than buckshot, white
and translucent. As soon as the 'young

“fry’” emerge, they find' their way out

ofgthe jar with the runming water into a
'ge tank, from which they are scooped
ith gauze. nets as they are wanted.

¥ A shad egg is much like a’ hen’s egg in

They failed to
win at thé polls, and then came' the
threatened deluge of strikes, with a war
cry: “We’ll fight until we force an eight-

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Heavy Storm at Chatham.

It is to be hoped that the end of Mrs.
Maybrick’s imprisonment will also be the
end of the case’which .was the most fam-
ous murder trial of thejlast quarter of the
nineteenth century. It has been discussed
pretty steadily ever since James Maybrick
was, fourid dead in his Liverpool home one
day in 1889. Only stuvo often have these
discussions been bitter in the extreme. At
one time, indecd, they had provoked a
spirit in the United States wiich was. in
favor of a quarrel with Britain. In the
United States the responsible journals
abandoned the subject years ago, con-
vinced 'that mo good purpose could be
served by commenting on it, but among
less scrupulous newspapers the case has
been a stock topic at all times. When
it was announced last March that British
justice was ajmost through with Mrs.
Maybrick, there was a flood of articles.
Later on bothh Ambassador Choate and
Secretary Hay announced that taey knew
nothing of the British government’s inten-
tion, and further, that they were making
no efforts on Mr. Maybrick’s behalf. This
was the signal for more Maybrick hys-
teria. A writer in the Buffalo Times ex-
celled his contemporanies in 'the intemper-
ance of his remarks. As had been done
often ° before, = this gentleman—a Mr.
Thorn—made the case a peg on which to
hang a skein of arguments showing that
the British government was rotten to the
core, that the late Queen Vietoria was
personally spiteful against Mrs. Maybrick,
and that King Edward should abucate.
We fear ‘that Mr. Thorn’s egotism may
cause him to che:ish the hallucination that
he thas rescued Mrs. Maybrick.

Mybrick and His Wifs.

Wihile it is probable that, the great ques-
tion of Mrs. Maybrick’s gult or innocence
will never be so plainly established tnat
everyone will be of one mind on it, there
are many facts which have not been dis-
puted. That Mrs. Maybrick was an un-
faithful wife is one of these. That tne
man she betrayed was a brute seems
equally sure. Evidence was presented
showing that Maybrick was not above us-
ing his fists on tne woman he haa sworn
to love and cherish. He had blackened
her eyes, and ordered her out of the
house. Then, when she was going, he
weakened and would not let her go. May-
brick, as may be imagined, did not beat
his wife as a means of taking exercise.
He was jealous of a man named Brierly,
and subsequent events showel that his
suspicions  were well founded. Wihether
Mrs, Maybrick consoled herself with
Brierly because her husband ill-used her,
or fhether her offence led to the other’s
brutality, is a vexed question. Violent
scenes were common in the housenoid, the
two children which had been born to the
couple sceming to have no restraining in-
fluence with either father or mother.
Then, suddenly, Maybrick died. The doe-
tor gave a death certificate, and he was
buried. The gossip of a servant fell on
official ears. There was an investigation.
The body was exhumed and examined, and
Mrs. Maybrick was arrested.

Ada, wife of F. W. Daniel, of Chicago, is
a stepdaughter. Mr. Allan is the last of
three brothers, his younger brother Har-
ris having died a few yearsiago. Of a
kindly, sympathetic disposition, Mr. Allan
will 'be remembered by many as a man
always willing to do what he could to help
a friend and advance the interests of his
native city. He was connected with the
Masonic fraternity in Carleton Union
Lodge, but for a number of years has not
been in active membership.

PUBITY 1N ELECTIONS,

The St. Andrews Beacon Makes a
Plea for New Conditions.

P

The correspondence that recently passed
between the leaders of the two political
parties in Sts John, relative to the use
of money in elections, accentuates 'a de-
plorable feature of our electoral system
and one that has assumed mosat startling
proportions. Conceal it as we may, there
is no denying the fact that, despite all the
pains and penalties that the law provides
for bribery in elections, this form of cor-
ruption is on thes increase. One party is
just as much to blame as the other in this
respect. To such an extent has the evil
grown that unless a man has thousands of
dollars in his pcckets or at his dispesal,
his country must be deprived of his ser-
vices, no matter how well qualified as a
representative he may be or how sincerely
desirous he may be to advance his coun-
try's interests. It is the size of the “bar-
ral” that counts most now-a-days and not

J

the quality of the man. The man withoat
means may by accident jof circumstances
secure a candidature, but the “sinews eof
war” must be found ‘for' him and in o
many cases it is with-the
independence or self-respect. This sould
not be. There ought to be a remedy for
this state of affairs; but where is this
remedy to be found and by whom is ib
to be applied? Stringent laws evidently
cannot provide the remedy, since a way
can generally be found to evade the laws.
To our mind, there is only one way to pro-
vide a remedy, and that is by the respon-
sible men of the two political parties. IE
they will compact together to spend no
more money than the legitimate éxpenses
of the candidates, and if this compact iy
rigidly adhered to, the evil is cured. But,
unfortunately, neither party is disposéd
to trust the other in a matter of this
kind, and so the corruption goes on. while
even the men who are guilty of it deplore
it. We would like to see an- honest at-
tempt made in some constituency to rum
an election without money or without the
exercise of other corrupt influenees. Per-
haps Charlotte county will be able o af<
ford suchsan example when the next eldc-
tion s around. Let us hope that elie
may ASt. Andrews Beacon.
