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LION STALKING.
Tracking the Monarch of the Jungle Very

Dangerous—No If You May
Judge by th- stories Below.

In ' A Tale of Several Lions,*' by 
Hercules 1). Viljoen, in the June Era, 
the author writes :

"Van Aardt came to me and sug­
gested a little lion hunting. Now. 1 
knew lions as well as lie: deliberate 
hunting for a lion uh<> mourns a

The statement is us fallows '
A somewhat broken series of oli­

st rvai ions al l law: on anil various 
other places in Yukon Territory be­
tween I St 15 ami 1S1JS and a continu­
ous series at Dawson during the past 
three years, afford data for estimat­
ing with a fair ‘degree of accuracy the 
average climatic conditions of the 1 
Klondike. The average annual mean' | 
temperature is about 22 degrees; the i 
mean of the three summer months is 
about 57 degrees, July being 01 de­
grees; and of three winter months 10 
degrees below zero, with January 23 
degrees below zero. Spring may be 
said to be opeu towards the end of 
April, the last zero temperature of 
the winter usually occurring about 
the 5th of this month. May, with 
an average temperature of 44 de­
grees, is by no means an unpleasant 
mouth, anil the 23rd is the average 
date of the last frost of spring. 
Daily observations during five sum­
mers indicate that on the average 
the temperature rises to 70 degrees 
or higher on 40 days, and to 80 de­
grees on 14 day s; V0 degrees was re­
corded in Dawson in June. 1HOV. and 
V5 degrees in July of the same year. 
Them temperatures with much bright 
sunshine and an absence of frost dur­
ing three months together with the 
long days of a latitude within a few 
degrees of the Arctic Circle amply 
account for the success so far achiev­
ed by market gardeners near Dawson 
ill growing a large variety of garden 
produce including lettuce, radish, cab­
bage, cauliflower and potatoes, and 
warrant the belief that the hardier 
cereals might possibly be a success­
ful crop both in parts of Yukon Ter­
ritory and in tile far northern dis­
tricts of the Mackenzie River Basin. 
August 23rd would appear to be the 
average date of the first autumnal 
frest, the temperature rapidly declin­
ing towards the close of the month. 
Although night frosts are not infre­
quent in September, the month ns a 
whole is mild with a mean tempera­
ture of 43 degrees. October may be 
fairly termed a winter month, the 
mean temperature being but 22.5 de­
grees, and the first zero of winter re­
corded on the average about the 18th. 
Ice usually begins to run in the Yu­
kon about the second week but it is 
not until quite the end of the month 
or early in November that the river 
is frozen fast. The temperature on 
the average during a winter falls to 
20 degrees below zero or lower on 72 
days, to 40 degrees below or lower 
on 21 days, to 50 degrees below or 
lower on 7 days, and to 69 degrees 
below or lower on two days. In 
January, 1896, 65 degrees below was 
registered at Fort Constantine, and 
in January, 1901, 68 degrees below 
was recorded at Dawson.

Observations of rain ar.d snow have 
until the close of last summer been 
very fragmentary, but it Is probable 
that the summer rainfall near Daw­
son is usually between seven and nine 
inches, and that the total snowfall 
of the autumn and winter is between 
50 and 60 inches.

Dawson being situated near the 
river with high hills or mountains on 
all sides, is well protected from the 
winds and a feature of the town and 
indeed of the neighboring country is 
the long periods of calm weather 
(which occur.

A Fergetten Friand of Coosds.

On April 9. 1841, died Lieut.-Col. 
Joseph Bouchet to, the able topo- 
Ri a piler who indicated what should 
have been the line of tlie. Maine 
bo: ndury. Born in Canada in 1774, 
he was the son of the naval officer 
who helped Sir Guy Carleton to 
make the perilous trip from Montreal 
to Quebec during Montgomery’s in­
vasion. At a very early age he en­
tered the office of his uncle, the Sur­
veyor-General of British North Amer­
ica: then he entered the Provincial 
navy anil served for seme years as £t 
naval officer. Next he joined a Pro­
vincial military corps, and finally, in 
1 t t)4. he became Surveyor-General in 
succession to his unde. During the 
war oi "1812 he rendered valuable ser­
viras, some of his reconnaissances be­
ing particularly during and success­
ful. hi August. 1 H1 I, he sailed for 
England to superintend tlie publica­
tion of his topogra: liiral and geo- 
graph'Cal exhibit and description of 
Camilla. While lie was in England 
he was nominated Surveyor-General, 
under the treaty oi Ghent, to estab­
lish the boundary between the Brit­
ish possessions and the United 
States, liis work in ascertaining the 
position of the several ridges of high­
lands stretching westward from the 
exploring line, which he laid out due

Tamil. Settled in Derbyshire lïefore the 

Deittli of Edward the Conteasor— 

Name Made l-'amouc iu Itei-n of Dd- 
ward the Third—The Present Lurl Wa» 

Ouve Governor-General of Canada,

Who the lirst lutin was that bore 
the name of Sianlvt is a mystery 
that has bullied the most indus! rions 
of the old chroniclers, but it appears 
tolerably certain that the family was 
settled at Stmivley in Derbyshire be­
fore the death of Kdwurd the Con­
fessor. and subsequently beeame alli­
ed with l lie Norman And leys. It was 
not, however, until the reign of lad- 
ward 111. Unit the name was made 
famous by dolm Stanley, whose 
prowess at the battle of I’oietiers 
was remarkable e\en on a day of 
great deeds. The family tree may 
then lie said to have been planted by 
this daring and successful soldier, 
whose next exploit was a combat 
with a French knight that won him 
his brille. Alter I’oivliers, Stanley's 
hardest struggle was at Shrewsbury, 
a battle that had special significance 
for his race, for there Northumber­
land was slain, and amongst his for­
feited lands the kingdom of Man was 
bestowed by a grateful Sovereign up­
on his trusty and well-beloved lieu­
tenant. Sic .John married the heiress 
of Fathom, and thus became possess­
ed of Knowsley, l’rescot, the seat of 
his descendants ever since.

For several generations the family 
is less prominent in our annals until 
we come to Sir Thomas Stanley, 
who married a sister of Warwick, the 
king-maker. He was one of the few 
supporters of Richard Crookback 
who managed to keep his head on his 
shoulders and eventually to get safe­
ly out of the clutches of the tyrant. 
Whether it was Sir Thomas, or his 
brother William, who placed the 
"Crown of ornament ” on Henry’s 
head after Bosworth Field is not cer­
tain; but the victor’s manner of re­
warding these noble brothers who 
had risked their lives for him was 
remarkable. Thomas he created Earl 
of Derby; William he executed for al­
leged complicity in the conspiracy of 
Perkin Warbcek, and hastened to 
confiscate his estates, a step that 
was only too pleasing to King Hen­
ry VII. The earldom of Derby, it 
should be explained, had long been 
merged in the Crown. It was first 
bestowed by King Stephen on Robert 
tie Ferrers, who led the men of Der­
byshire at the battle of the Stand­
ard. Nevertheless historians have 
agreed to consider Sir Thomas Stan­
ley us the first earl. Some time lat­
er the King visited the Earl of Der­
by at Lathom. and it is related that 
when they went on to the housetop 
to view the surrounding country the 
nobleman’s jester whispered, loud 
enough for Henry to hear, "Tom. re­
member Will,” whereat the monarch 
turned pale, so the story goes, and 
hastily took his departure. The lirst 
earl was a careful man and saved 
money, lie was also diplomatic and 
appeared at the Court of Edward IV. 
with both roses entwined in his hel­
met. His second son. Sir Edward 
Stanley, fought at Floddvn. and it 
is to him the last words of Marmion 
are addressed.

Of the succeeding ear's the lifth, 
whom Spencer personified as Amyn- 
tas. died of a mysterious illness, pos­
sibly due to poison, and his brother, 
who was his successor, had been so 
long abroad that it required a law 
suit of several years’ standing to con­
vince his family that he was the 
rightful heir. .lames, the seventh 
holder of the title, suruamed the 
Great Earl, was a brilliant figure in 
the Civil War. His countess was 
worthy of her husband, and her de- 
fence of Lathom with a handful of 
men against a determined host of 
Roundheads for three months «vas 
considered as great a feat in her 
time as the defence uf Mafeking in 
our own clay. In “Poveril of the 
Peak” Sir Walter Scott represents 
her as a Roman Catholic. Worces­
ter, that was Cromwell's crowning 
mercy, sounded the earl’s- death 
knell, for while Charles was safely 
hid in his oak tree, Derby fell into 
tile hands of his enemies, and after 
swift trial was executed at Bolton, 
the town which lie and Prince llupert 
had brilliantly taken by storm some 
years before. It has been said of 
Charles 1. that ‘"nothing in his life 
became him like the leaving of it.” 
Derby’s life was without, stain and 
without reproach, and he met death 
no less firmly than his Royal master; 
indeed, so admirable was his compo­
sure that on the very scaffold he de­
livered an address in praise of primes 
and of laws. which so stirred the 
people that the soldiers l ad difficulty 
in preventing a general uprising in 
his favor, exen as lie laid his head 
upon I lie block. A romance of the 
stage is associated with the name of 
the twelfth Earl of Derby, whose 
second wife was Elizabeth Enrrcii, of 
Drury Lane. This fascinating and 
talented actress is said to have num­
bered Charles ,lames Fox amongst 
her admirers. Inn Lord Derby was 
the man she chose t« in. cry, and 
their union was in ever.' : spert a 
happy one. Tile earl was a noted 
patron of spun, par: icularly of rock- 
lighting, and he was fond of intro­
ducing the birds inio Ids drawing 
room to the amusement of some of 
his friends and the consternation of 
others At Knowsley the thirteenth 
earl, who was an authority on nat­
ural history, formed an unrivalled 
collection of birds and maininalia.

In the fourteenth Ear! of' Derby 
the House of Stanley produced by 
far its most illtisirious member. He 
was Colonial Secretary in 18.TI, and 
left the Cabinet in disgust, when 
‘"Johnny (Lord John Kus-ell) upset 
the coach” by voting for the dises­
tablishment of the Irish Church. 
Doth Disraeli and Lord Salisbury 
held office ill the Derby Administra­
tion of 1852, and six years later it 
fell to a Derby Cabinet to add India 
to the vast possessions of the Crown. 
When the Conservatives made way 
for their opponents Queen Victoria 
bestowed on their chief an extraor-5 
dinary mark of Royal favor by ap

pointing him an extra Knight of the 
Garter, an honor hitherto reserved 
for princes. Nor did his countrymen 
miss the opportunity of paying him 
homage. A great banquet at Liver­
pool was amongst the compliments 
showered upon Lord Derby, and this 
was followed by a review of 11.000 
Volunteers at Knowsley—the Earl 
was far-seeing enough to perceive 
that a great future lay before the 
much abused citizen soldiers. Then 
the Rupert of debate settled down in 
peace to complete his translation of 
Homer’s Hind, but tile country could 
not allow him to plough his lonely 
furrow too long, and soon he was 
back in the political arena, making 
the whole country laugh at his hum­
orous criticisms of Russell’s "meddle 
and muddle” policy. His Inst-ad­
ministration closed in three years by 
his illness and resignation, and he 
died in 1800.

Lord Stanley, afterwards fifteenth 
Earl of Derby, had the unique experi­
ence of being a member of a Cabinet 
presided over by his father, lie was# 
the first Secretary for India, and 
later as Foreign Secretary it fell to 
him to draft the terms for settling 
the Alabama claims. In 1870, as 
Lord Derb)’, he married the widow of 
the second Marquis of Salisbury, for 
whose sake, it is said, he had re­
mained single three and twenty 
years. From the Disraeli Cabinet, in 
which he was Foreign Secretary, 
Lord Derby retired after the Russo- 
Turkish war, strongly disapproving 
the foreign policy of Lord Deaeons- 
fieltl. and went into Opposition. Un­
der Mr. Gladstone he held the seals 
of the Colonial Office until the disso­
lution of 1885, when he practically' 
disappeared from the foremost rank 
of politics. lie was born in 1826, 
and was succeeded at his death in 
lSlffi by his brother, Lord Stanley 
of Vreston.

The present Earl, born in 1841, 
has had a wide experience of public 
life. After holding the posts of a 
Lord of the Admiralty, Financial 
Secretary for War. and subsequently 
to the Treasury, Secretary for War, 
and afterwards for the Colonies, he 
was President of the lloaril of Trade 
in 1886. and two years later went 
out to Canada us Governor-General, 
returning in lX'.l.’L He has been 
Lord Lieutenant of Lancashire since 
181)7.

It has already been shown how r.e 
Isle of Man came into the posses:- n 
of the Stanleys.

CIVIC ENTERPRISE MISSED

much as now, is evidenced in the case 
of our street car service which might 
have been civic property. In cities 
elsewhere that the street car service 
is civic property it is found to be a 
very handsome asset. During the 
year ended May 31st, 1901, for in­
stance, the street car service of Glas­
gow, Scotland, yeilded a net income 
of £117,388 from a gross revenue of 
£489,469, and the street car service 
in Glasgow is said to be a model one, 
with exceptionally low fares. The 
city of Bradford, England, also bene- 
fitted during last year to the amount 
of £9,711 from its street car service. 
In Leeds the last year’s surplus from 
the city trams was £61,797, which 
left a net gain to the city of £40,000 
after paying all charges for interest, 
etc. The year’s income of the Liver­
pool street cars after paying interest 
depreciation and other charges was 
upwards of £50,000. Only a portion 
of the street car system in London is 
under public ownership and control, 
yet the metropolis made a gain last 
year from this source of revenue of 
£37,037. These are earnings which 
in proportion to the size of St. John 
represent such incomes as very greatly 
reduce the taxation, and if the same 
principal had been, applied in this city 
the people might have had a better 
and wider service ere now with much 
more leeway to apply taxation for 
other improvements.—Telegraph.

By the sinking of a yacht near St. 
John last Saturday the city has lost 
two of its popular young men. This 
sad accident goes to prove the wisdom 
of Com. Stewart’s remarks in refer­
ence to life preservers on yachts.

If 
such a rule had been carried out in 
the race last Saturday St. John would 
not now be mourning the loss of two 
bright lives.

At Kunnymede, 
on the Thames, near Windsor Castle, 
the Barons met the tyrannical King 
John and compelled him to affix his 
signature to this the first document 
assuring the rights and privileges of 
tho various sections of the commun­
ity. This definition of the people’s 
rights marked a great stage ill the 
establishment of English freedom. 
The provisions of Magna Chart a arc 
known to the most casual student of 
history, but, as one historian writes, 
viewed in contrast with the general 
conditions of Europe at the time, 
the making good of such claims for 
The subjects seemed 10 imply a re­
markable peculiarity of character in­
herent in English society. With such 
a fact possible in the thirteenth, we 
are prepared for the greater strug­
gles of I lie seventeenth century, and 
for tlv- happy union of law and lib­
erty which now makes England the 
admiration of continental nations.

The letters are written in good

FINEST BRIDGE IN THE WORLD.

To Span the strait of Canto From Cape 
Itreton to Nova Scotia.

The bridging of the Strait of Can- 
so lief xveen Cape Breton and the 
mainland of Nova Scotia is to be 
undertaken at once. The task is an 
immense one, involving great engi­
neering difficulties and an outlay o' 
about. 95,000,000.

J. A L. Waddell of Kansas City 
has been engaged to oversee thJ 
work. lie is a Canadian and a 
graduate of McGill, and has been 
knighted by the Emperor of Japan, 
where he was at one time professor 
ol' cix"il engineering in the VniversUy 
of .Japan.

Air Waddell stated in a recent in­
terview that tin- bridge .would lie a 
cantilever, with a"-l’an of I.Ri'O feet, 
the longest in the world, and have 
a height of 58 feet clear above high 
xvat.-r The bridge will span the 
strait bet xveen Fort Hastings on the 
Cape Breton side, and Cape Por­
cupine on the Nova Scotian shore, 
a distance of 2.R0O fret. Two im­
mense piers will be sunk near either 
shore. in about 1)0 feet of xvater. 
’flu- bridge is designed for double- 
tracking.

A tillin'!, he said would le 
practically impossible. An agree­
ment h.ts been reached between Air 
Waddell and the incorporators, au­
thorizing Mr. Waddell to proceed 
with the work.

A NIGERIA EXPEDITION.

"Brilliant British Capture of a King Bad 
Hie Army.

Events in West Africa have so 
-quickly succeeded each other in the 
last two years that it may be ne­
cessary to recall to memory the ex­
peditions against the King of Kon- 
tagoia which took place during the 
.months of January and February, 
1VQ1. The result of that expedition 
Wy* the capture of the large town of 
Kontagora and the complete defeat 
of the King’s army. The King him­
self, however, and the great propor­
tion of his men escaped in the direc­
tion of Kano, and he collected his 

-forces, numbering about 10,000 men, 
in a fortified camp at Kaya, near 
the large city of Maska. During the 
.year he made himself a terror to the 
towns in the neighborhood, and prac­
tically put a stop to the trade of 
the once prosperous town of Zaria. 
As this state of affairs could not con­
tinue», an expedition known as the 
"Zaria Itelivf Expedition” left Jeb- 
t>a, the headquarters of the Northern 
Nigeria Kegiment, on I-'eb. 5 last, 
with the object of capturing the king 

.and dispersing his followers. This 
expeditionary force left Jebba with 
77 infantry, a seven-pounder gun, 
.and a Maxim gun, under the com­
mand of Major N. 11. C. Dickinson 
(Leinster ltcgimcnt), 1st Battalion 
Northern Nigeria Kegiment, and 
Lieut. Wright (2nd Queen’s), as stall 
officer. Lieutenant Farquhar, R.F.A., 
was in command of the artillery dc- 
tachmfut. At Wushishi, which was 
reached on Feb. 11, a detachment of 

■37 Mounted Infantry under Captain 
Porter (lllth Hussars), was picked 
up, and here also the expedition was 
joined by CapL. Abadie (1st Royal 
Meets), who acted ns Political Offic­
ier. On Feb. 2o Capt. Porter was 
-despatched with the Mounted Infan­
try towards Maska to cut off all re­
treat in that direction. The re­
mainder of the force moved with all 
speed towards Kaya, but they found 
it deserted, and it was entered and 
burnt to the ground/

Capt. Porter on nearing Maska had 
in the meantime found that the j 
King had lied with all his followers, 
and was on his way towards Kano.
In the distance Porter could see the 
retreating army of the Kontagoras,

1 and all hope of forcing them to stand 
seemed gone. However, the Mounted 
Infantry, although tiled out, gave 
chase in the most plucky manner, 
and skirting the Northern wall of 
Maska, Porter, who was opportunely 
joined by Abadie, came up with the 
retreating army some miles along the 
road, all hurrying towards Kano. | 

|lSome resistance was made, but the 
King, on being surrounded by the 
Mounted Infantry, surrendered to 
Capt. Abadie, the Political Officer. 
Meanwhile the Infantry, under Major 
Dickinson, were hurrying tip behind, 
land completely cornered the whole 
[army of Kontagora. The captive 
chief. Ibrahim Sudan, is u nephew of 
the Sultan of Socolo, the second 
most powerful man in the Moham­
medan religion. His cuplure. with 

[the enormous number of lO.uoO men. 
is the greatest blow yet struck at the 
Mohammedan power in Vest Africa. 
The King himself was p> oually es­
corted by Major llickiie- n to Lokoja 
gaol, and his men were s t-t hack un­
der escort lo their nali'< towns.
