Mr. Mulock, whose achievements as 
postmaster-general have given him an 
Imperial reputation; Mr. Fielding, 
whose magnificent surplus of $8,000,000 
for the current year is the last item to 
add to his brilliant financial record ; 
Mr. Paterson, the alble minister of 
customs, one of the old guard of On­
tario Liberalism ; and Hon. James 
Sutherland, the genial and popular re­
presentative of Western Ontario.

The occasion was a gigantic ovation, 
e, marvelous tribute to the personal in­
fluence and intense popularity of the 
statesman whose four years of power 
have been the most brilliant page in 
the history of Canada—that Canada 
•w hich Sir Wil-firid loves with such pas­
sionate fervor, as was ever and again 
made evident in his splendid oration 
of last night.

The rapidity with which the hall fill­
ed up on the opening of the doors was 
simply incredible. The people swept 
through the various doors in hurried 
streams, the men leaping and jumping 
to get possession of good seats. The

It was, 
indeed, a meeting which everyone who j 
took part in it will remember as one 
of the most notable events in which 
they were ever privileged to partici­
pate.

SCENE IN THE HALL.
People began to gather outside! Mas­

sey Hall as early as 5 o’clock. Their 
numbers grew rapidly, until the wait­
ing crowd stretched across the street 
and blocked all the approaches. All 
these people had brought their lunches 
with them in order to be ait the hall 
early. At 6:50 the doors were opened, 
and within live or ten minutes every 
avail able seat was occupied, except the 
top gallery, where the space was re­
served for university students. Not 
only was all the seating accommoda­
tion speedily exhausted, but all the 
aisles and the space to right and left 
of the platform were jammed with peo­
ple. Pressmen arriving at 6:40 and en­
tering by the stage entrance had liter­
ally ito fight their way through a dense 
mob in order to reach the reporters' 
table.

At 7 o’clock nothing was to be seen 
.tout a dense sea of faces, and not an 
inch of space was unoccupied. It was 
a wonderful and impressive sight, and 
nothing like it has ever been witness­
ed before In this city.

Never did a pout lead party 
so much deserve, never did a political 
party go much need, a beating as tne 
Conservative party deserved and need­
ed one at the time of the last federal 
election. The Conservatives were dis­
trustful of each other, disloyal to their 
leaders, and among them were men 
Who were quite right to distrust each 
other. Before long there must be a 
great reconstruction of the Conserva­
tive party, and the exigencies of the 
situation may as well be recognized at 
once. Some of the old leaders can never 
be leaders again, and now is the time 
to get rid of them. If the Conserva­
tive party is to command the respect 
and confidence of the country it must 
have leaders worthy of respect and 
confidence. The Conservative party 
need be in no hurry for office, the cold 
shades of opposition are having an 
excellent tonic effect; but some day, 
and perhaps when least expected, the 
country will need the old party’s ser­
vices. and need them badly, and it is 
Important that by that time the party 
should 'be purified and reorganized. The 
reconstruction will involve not only 
the getting rid of some of the old 
leaders, but the selection of new ones, 
and it must be borne in mind that 
there are no Conservative provincial 
premiers available, so that there is no 
danger of Sir Wilfrid’s blunder being 
repeated by Sir Charles. There are, 
however, plenty of men of character, 
principle and ability available, and the 
sooner their leadership is recognized 
the better for the party and for the 
country.”

The Star editor and proprietor are 
1 (the same as in 1S97. The Conserva­
tive leaders thus invited to get out of 
business because they were unworthy 
of public confidence are still “in it”; 
the promised reconstruction has not 
taken place. But the Star man, swal­
lowing his declarations of three years 
ago, praises without stint all and 
sundry. Has he, too, succumbed to 
the promise of honor and glory if he 
will say that those whom he charac- 

t terized as black three years ago are 
now as the driven snow ? It looks like 
It, and it goes a long way to discount 
all the Montreal opposition organ’s at­
tacks on the present Government and 
its supporters.

Temperance in Sunday Schools—Re­
alizing the necessity of systematically 
presenting to our Sunday school schol­
ars the doctrines of temperance, re­
commended, .that the new Temperance 
Quarterly, -prepared and published by 
the Provincial W. C. T. U„ be Intro­
duced to all the Sunday schools 
throughout the province, through the 
medium of our union, -whose busi­
ness it will be to urge upon the Sunday 
school superintendents and teachers 
the necessity of procuring such. We 
would suggest that in order to facili­
tate this work, the local unions pur­
chase the first set. of leaflets and give 
them to the Sunday school superin­
tendents and teachers in their locality.

Franchise—Whereas, the franchise 
petitions are to be presented at this 
winter’s session of the Ontario House, 
and all possible pressure should be 
brought to bear upon the legislators, 
recommended, that letters foe drifted 
•by the sub-executive and sent to the 
county and city M.P.P.s and the pre­
mier, requesting their vote in favor of 
the extension of suffrage to worqen.

Unfermented Wine—It is now some 
years since any marked advance has 
been made in the reform this depart­
ment advocates. While many churches 
and some whole denominations are free 
from the guilt of representing the 
saving blood of Christ by that which 
is the world’s direst curse, whole de­
nominations, including about 1.600 
Protestant ministers, still cling to this 
relic of the dairk ages. Therefore, re­
commended, that the Wteraturv cam­
paign suggested by the provincial cir­
cular about to be issued, be carefully 
considered and faithfully -worked out 
by our societies. And. that the cam­
paign Include country churches in the 
neighborhood of each society.

Mothers’ Meetings—Throughout our 
province this department has this year 
advanced greatly in the favor of our 
■workers, because it enables them to 
present to the home-makers the claims 
of the various reforme in which we are 
Interested. (Recommended, that every 
union have at least one such meeting 
during the year, giving the programme 
a social purity, narcotic, scientific tem­
perance or household economic trend, 
and that literature in accord with the 
topic toe distributed-
