ON THE ROSARY OF THE BLESSED
VIRGIX.
Venerable Brethren. Greeling und the
Apostolic Benediction.

Concluded from last week.

In order to remove from children this
terrible danger of ignorance the Church
neglects no means of vigilance and care,
and not the least of her helps is that
which she draws habitually from the
Rosary of Mary. In fact, Ly this most
beautiful and most fruitful ol prayers re-
cited in specitied order, there are unrolled
successively,before the mind, and offered
to it formeditation,the principal myster-
ies of our religion ; and first of all, those
which remind ns that “the Word was
made Flesh,” and that Mary, while be-
coming s mothor remained a virgin, and
rendered to God with a holy joy the dut-
ies of maternity ; next, the bitierness of
the Passion of Chirist, the erncitixtion, at
the price of which has been bronglhit about
ths salvation of onr race ; and alan the
mysteries of His glory, His trimuph
over death, Ilis ascension into heaven,
the sending of the Holy (Ghost, and the
magnificent reception of Mary into
heaven, and also the communion of
Mary and of her Son, and of all the
blessed in eternal glory. 'This admirable
collection of mysteries is recalled fre-
quently and periodically to the minds
of the faithful, and, as it were, placed be-
fore their eyes by menns of the Rosary,
which spreads in the hearts of thosewho
recite it religiously and in an ever-fresh
sentiment of piety, and which touches
them and noves them as if they heard
the

explaining to them these same mysteries,
and addressing them all manuer of salu-
tary words ; and in consequence it is not
too much to aflirme that in those places,
families, and nations where the ancient
use of the Rosary has remanined in hon-
our there is no reasun to fear any pre-
judice to the faith from ignorance nnd
pestilential errors.  But there is anather
advantnge no less great which the Church
seeks in the Rosary for her sons; it iy
that they may conform more assiduous-
ly theirlives to the rule and to the teach-
ings of our haoly faith ; for if, as all be
lieve, aecording to asaying divinely in-
spired, Fuith without works is dead{Jumes
il. 20), becouse faith draws its lite from
charity, and charity tends to the fruit-
fuiness of good works, without doubt the
Christain will only draw prolit from his
faith for eternal life according as he ve-
gulates his condact by it.  What shall it
profit, my brethren, if « mun suy he hath
faith but hath not works? Shall faith he abiy
o save him?  (Jamesii. 14). On the
contrary, these men incur much more
severely the rigour of theirJudge, Jesus
Christ, than those who have had the
misfertune of being ignorant of the faith
and of Christain doctrine, those who are
not like the sinners who live otherwise
than they believe, but who, because they
have been without the light of the Gos-
pel, huve a certain excuse—or, at lenst
are certainly less culpable. In order
therefore that the faith which we profess
should rejoice us by its happy fruits it
is necessary that by the very con-
templation of these mysteries by
our hearts our souls should be
excited to the practice of all the virtues,
for this is a devotion fertile in fruits of
salvation which is offered to us by our
Lord Jesus Christ, and which shines in
all its parts as an example to us. This
great and all-powerful God, in the ex-
treme love He feels for us, reduces Him-
self tothe lowest condition of manking—
He lives among us as if one of ourselves,
He speaks familiarly to us, He teaches
both individuals and the multitude, and
instructs them in all justice; He is o
master eminent in His discourses, a God
in His authority; He is lavish in His
gifts to every being throughout the
world, He cures those who suffer from
corporal maladies, and He relieves with
fatherly pity those who suffer from the
much graver maladies of the soul.
Those who are afilicted by poverty or

weighed down by sorrows He calls to
Himself and soothes them with these
touching words: Come to Me all you that
lnbour and ave heavy lkulen, and I will
refresh you (Matt. xi. 28). And, then,
whilst we repose on His breast, He
breathes into us that mystic tire which
He came to convey to men, and He
comnmmnnicates to us something of His
sweetness of soul and of His humility in
order to make us partakers according to
His wish by the practice of these virtues,
of the trne and solid peace which is His:
Learn of Me, for I um meek and huonble
of heart, und you will find rest lo your
goud (Matt. xi.29.) But in return for the
fire of heavenly wisdom which He has
come to light, and for this abundance of
benefits which should have gained for
Him the hearts of all men, He incurs
the hatred of these men. draws upon
Himself the most odious outrages, and
He sheds His blood and yields np His
life fastened to tue cross, desiring no-
thing more ardentiy than to gain life for
them by His own death. It I8 impos-
sible to consider attentively stich grent
and precious evidences of the love of
our Redeemer; it is impossible to medi-
tate upon them without feeling our
hearts inflaned with gratetul love for
Him. Furthermore, the ardour of this
true faith will become so intense that,
the soul of the man being enlightened
and his heart strongly moved, it will
draw him, so to speak, altogether into
the footsteps of this same Jesus Christ,
to whom he will attach himself notwith-
standing all obstacles, even ta say o
him with St. Panl:  Who, thea, shall
sepurate s from the love of Clrist 2 Shall
tribulation *—ar distress ?—or fawine '—
or naledness ?~—or danger 2—or presecu-
jon 2—or the sword 2 (Romans viiil, 35).
Aud 1 live, o, not I but Christ liveth
fn me (Galatinns i, 20). Bot that we
should not succomb from the fear that
the knowledge of our natural weakness
inspires us with, contrasted with the
great example given us by Jesus Christ
both God and man, we propose to our-
selves to contemplate also these mys-
teries with the eyes of the soul, those of
His Most Blessed Mother., She was
descended fram the royal race of David,
but there remained to her nothing of
the riches and the grandeur of her an-
cestors.  She passed her life in obscurity
in a humble hittle village, in a still more
humble cottage, being the more happy
in her retreat and in her lowliness that
she could raise berself with o more free
heart to God and attach herselt with all
her heart to Him as to her =overeign
God.
BUT CRHE LORD 15 WITIL IER,

who 1ills her beart and rejoices her with
His graece; and she hersell is designated

by a heavenly messace to be the
woman of whom would be born in
our humanity, by the virtue of

the Holy Ghost, the Saviour expected by
the nations. The more she wondered at
this sublime degree of dignity, and attri-
butes all the honor tothe power and the
mercy of God, the more profoundly she
hunmbles herself with the feeling of her
own unworthiness, and she declares her-
self with a wholly devoted heart to be the
servant of that God of whom she has Le-
come the mother. And all that she has
religiously promised she executes reli-
giously also and spontaneously, her com-
munity of life with Jesus Christ her Son,
both in tears and in joy, being thence-
forth indissolubly formed. She will ob-
tain thus a degree of glory to which no
one, whether man or angel, will ever at-
tain, because no one could ever be com-
pared to her in merit; and thus there be-
longs to her the crown of the empire of
the heavens, and that of the earth, of
which she will be

THE INYINCIBLE QUUEEN OI' MARTYRS;

and thus also in the heavenly city of
God she will be seated, the diadem on
herbrow threughout eternity, near to her
Son, because she will have drunk with
Him througheut her life, and aliove all
on Calvary, ler overflowing chalice of
bitterness. In Mary, then, God has
given us a model of every virtue perfect-
ly appropriate to our needs, and in con-
templating this model in our eyes and
minds we do not lose courage as we
should do at the sight of the Divine
Majesty ; but, on the contrary, animated
by the affinity of nature, we force our-
selves with the greater confidence to
imitate her. If we give ourselves
altogether, especially with her help, to
this imitation, it will be possible for us
to reproduce in ourselves some imita-
tion of so grent a virtue and so high a
sanctity, and in our turn, by conforming
our whole lives as she did to all the de-

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THE WORKING CLASSES,

We read a great deal about saving the
working classes from the evils of drink,
reforming the Inborers, saving the men
who “earn their bread by the sweat of
their brows.”” We think that a consider-
able amount of injustice is done to what is
called the working-classes, by thus hold-
ing them up as victims of the dread vice
of drunkenness. Experience teaches and
statistics preach, and with no uncertain
sound, that there are more victims of
aleoholism in the ranks of the professional
and business men than ameongst the
working men.

If we ask the question, who compnse
the working classes? we are answered,
‘ the laborers.” It is true that the man
with his pick and shovel on the wharf or
street,.is & laboring man, but very often
it is drink that has reduced him to that
position. Werc it not for liquor he
might occupy a higher place in the ranks
of citizenship. But he is no sampleof
the working classes. Take the mechanic,
the tradesman, the business man, these
are the people who really compose what
is meant by the working clusses; and
these are, almost universally, more
moral, more sober, more exemplary than
the men who belong to the wealthicr
class, Itis mm the two extremes of su
ciety that the woist effects of drink are
to be found—in the lower strata of all
and then in the " upper ten.” We pro-
test against this constant cry about the
drunkenness of the working men. In
very few countries of the world can you
find a better phalanx of citizens than
amongst the workingnien of Canada. It
would be no harm if those gentlemen
who give such off-hand and conflicting
testimonies before the Prohibition Com.
mission were to reflect a little more upon
the ravages that drink is making in the
parlors of the wealthy and in the hovels
of the indigent. ‘The uneclass cannot be
expected to assist in crushing ont that
which has become a portion of their
livez; the other canunot lLe expected to
refrain from what they consider their
only consolation. But the working
classes can do much, and they are daily
doing wonders,in the way of reformation.
The subject recalls to vur mind a few
lines of Denis Florence McCarthy, and
we would advise thoze who should begin
by reforming the upper and jower ciasses,
to read them:

“ Ah! little they know of true happiness,

They whom satlely tillx,

Who flung on the rich breast of laxary,
Eat of the rankness that Kills ;

Ah! little they know of the blessedness,
Toll purchased slumber enjoys,

‘Whbo,stretched on the hard rack of indolence,
Taste of the slcep thal destroys.

PASTORAL LETTER

OF THEIR LORDSHIPS THE ARCH-
BISHOPS AND BISHOPS

Of the Ecclesiastical Provinces ol Que-
bec,of Montreal and of Ottawa.on the
Dutles of Catholics In I’resence ot the
Accusations Directed Axgalnst the
Clergy, In Consequence ot a Scaudal
that Hecently Occurred in Montreal.

WE, By THE GRACE oF Gov AND THE
FAVOUR OF THE APOSTOLIC SEE, THE
ARCHEBISHOPS AND Bignors or THE EccLk-
STASTICAT, PROVINCES oF QUEREC, OF Mox-
TREAL AND OF OTTAW Y,

To the Clergy, Secudar and Requdur, and to
allthe Faithpul of these dioceses, Health
and Benediction iw Our Lord,

Our DEARLY BELOVED BRETHREN -—We
are to-day in presence of a spectacle that
at once afflicts and deeply grieves Us,
The humiliating misfortune of a priest
has furnished an occasion for unjust at-
tacks upon the clergy, violent words and
writings, scandsalous revelations, indis-
crete publications, and a want of respect,
both for religious authority and ecclesi-
astical discipline, such as was, perhaps,
never before known in this country.

Already, the I'nstor of the diocese, in
which the wrong has been done, has
raised a sorrowful but indignant voice to
lament the errors committed, to console
the innocent, to strengthen the weak, to
censure the serious strayings of certain
Catholics, to condemn, in others, a course
equally injurious to the spirit of truth
and the principles of morals, and to re-
mind all of their duties in those days of
trial that we experience.

But, Our Dearly Beloved Brethren,
thanks to the press —a mighty power for
evil ss well as for good—these scandals
have been spread abroad. and have cast
anxiety in the bosom of communities
usually so tranquil in their religions
faith. An uneasiness has crept into the
different classes, the peace of the house-
holds hag been disturbed, and consciences
have been thrown into confusion.

Blinded by prejudices, passion and
calumnies, questions have finally been
raised that concern only those who were
charged with the government of God’s
Church, and who alone have the right to
direct it.

Sad and disquieted, you have turned
your eyes towards your first Pastors, ask-
mg of them encouragement, light, ad-
vice and guidance. Such are the words
of consolation that we bring you to-
day, Our Dearly Beloved Brethren,
and with that instruction We come to
you, in the name of the one who said to
the Apostles, whose successors We are :
“He who heareth you heareth me, he
who despiseth you despiseth me.” (1)

A priest has fallen ; let that notstartle
noralarm your religions trust.  Did not
Qur Lord gay : “Scandals will come ; but

woe to him through whom scandal come-
th.” {2} The history of the Church pres-
ents severnl examples of the truth of
these words. Amongst the cleigy, as
amongst the ondianry faithful, pititul re-
volts have accurred and wiil again occur.
There have beerr and there will again be
found priests unworthy of their sacred
rank, unworthy of their sublime apostle-
ship, unworthy of the Church, their
mother, who gave them sacerdotal birth
and placed in their hands thesceptre of
her powers, while contiding to their care
the sonls under her safeguard.

Human fraility, the violence of pas-
sions, the abuse of holy things, the wiles
of the demon, the too close contact with
worldly seductions, have, from all time,
created many a Judas,who, abusing of his
high position and of the intimacy and
conlidence of the Divine Master to abon-
don him, has violated his oath and be-
trayed his mission.

The Church has lamented over these
shocks, she has suffered from them, but
never on their account has her strength
been shaken, nor her conduct questioned.
The splendor of herincomparable sanct-
ity remained infact, as did her life-giving
influence o sonls, and her regenerative
power. Surrounded with the respect, the
gratitude and theaftection of the nations,
the Holy Spouse of Christ, continued
none the less, throughout the ages, her
work of salvation and her astounding
congnests.

So has the Divine Founder willed it :
in confiding His religion to the, keeping
of week and sinful men, he gave evidence
of itscelestial originand its _sapernatural
prescrvation, He tries our faxth and in-
dicates for us the abuse of liberty by
means of which we may withdraw from
the protection of His sanctifying influ-
ence. Only at the end of time  will the
good grain be separated from the tares,
and the gold from all alloy : to the
Church Triumphant alone is rescrved the
glory of unfailling sanctity in each of
her members.

Moreover, Our Dearly Beloved Brethren,
these revolts, alas! to common, at cer-
tain periods and in certain countries,
thanks to God, are exceptions amongst
our national elergy. It would, therefore,
be neither wise nor just to cover, with
the same condemnation, both a few pre-
varicating priests and the mass of the
clergy, to allow the faultof a small num-
ber to reflect upon all, and toso renson
from tsolated facts that =uspicion might
hover over the whole ecclesiasticul body.

What, then, has not been Onr sorrow,
iet us say it, our just indignation, on he-
holding men, who call themselves Cath-
olies, defencers of religion and of public
morals, taking advantage of a priest’s
fall, deep and humilitating as it may be,
10 cast scorn and instilt upon the clergy
of our whole province. They chose to
speak of that clergy in fanguage that
coulkl not fail to Jower it in the public
estimation ; they neither spared their
blame, nor their contemnt, and every
mail, as it were, brought us fresh con-
demmations and insolent suggestions,
Here we find it described as a cormpt
clergy and in turn a corrupter through
several of its members, there it is pictur-
ed as abody over strong, ostentatious,
both greedy of wealth and nower. The
respect wherewith our people have ever
surrounded their priests, and the zeal of
these latter for the growth of religion
and of piety in the souls of the faithful,
have become the objects of the most
severc criticisms and the most unjust
judgments. .

Playing the demworalizing part of Vol-
taire, these bad Catholics have given this
scandal, which We so0 bitterly lament,
the greatest possible publicity ; it has
been spoken of in a manner that should
bring a blush of shameto all self-respect-
ing people.

Foul writings, thal the merc senti-
menls of honor and of virtue should have
caused to be destroyed, have heen print-
ed, sold, distributed to the public.
Whercfore all this noise, this re-echoing
so waneful for souls and so contrary to
the most elementary laws of morality
and of christian charity ? Wherefore
all these false or exaggerated accusa-
tions ? Wherefore this explosion, sad as
it was unexpected, of more than daring
assertions, of ill-sounding propositions,
of perfidions insinuations, if not to
humble the Church, to discredit the
priesthood, and, thereby, check, or at
least lessen their beneficent action in
the world?

Well, then! Our Dearly Beloved
Brethren, We, your spiritual leaders,

We, ordained by Jesus Christ to watch
over the safety of His flock and to pro-
tect it against the ravages of the wolves,
We. who one day will render an account
of a!l the good that We may have omit-
ted to perform, and of all the evil that
\We may have neglected to prevent, We
say to you: love and respect your
priests; lirstly, because they are worthy
of that love und respect, and then be-
cause your own well-bemg and that of
relirion demand that you do so. .
Who has not heard of our Canadian
cleray, ot their zeal, theirdemtedngss,
their picty and their purity?  Who
dares deny all that they have done in
the past for the conservation and pros-
perity of onr race, since, even as before,
the period of the conquest? That intlu-
ence which they enjoy and with which
they are upbraided, they secured by
means of their charity. courage, sacri-
tices and boundless zeal tor the temporal
and religions interest of the country.
And again, what that clergy has beeu
in the past, it is still the same to-day.
We, who know our priests, arc the most
positive witnesses of their virtue and
their disinterestedness. Therefore o
We deem it Our duty, at this juncture,
to loudly protest against the atlacks that
have been aimed at vur national clergy.
That elergy, We can proclaim it withont
fear of contradiction, has by a zeal be-
yond all question, by & warm and prac-
tical faith, and by a purity of conduect,
attained the rank of one of the most ad-
mirable clerical bodies in the world,

The exceptions thal might he pointed
out, or the wrongs that are denounced,
too often while enlarging them, can
never effice this truth which so consoles
both you and Qurselves. Moreover, the
entire Canadian people themselves, by
their respect and obedience, by their
ardor, on our great national festivals, to
convey their feelings of attachaient and
gratitude, pronounce thereby the most
splendid ealogy of our clergy and avenge
these calumnies.

Another ipcentive for revering your
Pastors, OQur Dearly Beloved Brethren,
is beeause in the life of the church the
respect due Lo the cleigy is of major im-
portance. The country that respects not
its priesthood is on the highway to ruin.
When Voltaire songht to destroy France
and shatter her faith, what course did he
adopt? He began by penning these
treacherous words: “ Yoor priests are not
what a frivolous people 1magine ;” in
the minds of that people lic soweld
seeds of misgivings and distrust tor the
clergy, he pursued them with his ridi-
cule and sarcism, and he accomplished
hi= purpose.

Now, what elseg has been done, Onr
Dearly Beloved Brethren, during the
past few weeks, at the domestic hearth,
on the street and even in the press?
They who played that miserable part
will yet blush for their comleet: but
will they ever fully understand all the
evil they have cansed ?  liere, We can-
nob resists expressing Our deep regret on
finding in our journah=m—with about a
few noble exceptions—an almost com-
plete absence of that sell-control and
that watchfulness thar Christion ethies
require. In that press do we often find
dangerous  publications  reproduced :
there is a culpable, or at least a thonght-
less hurry to publish seandalous scenes,
imaginary adventures, suggestive tales
from the street and the criminal courts ;
impious and unsavory works have their
favorable comments, and thus does the
press, forgetfulof its dignity and its duty,
dishonor itself and betray 1ts mission.

Be not surprised, Our Dearly Beloved
Brethren, st theseverity of Our language.
Were there merely question of Qar own
persons, or Qur own acls, We might
have been silent, after the example of
Divine Master who met with silence, the
ontrages that were showered nupon Him
by the Jews. But the doctrines, the
sacraments and the discipline of the
church are not Qur personal property ;
rather are they a sacred trust which We
should religiougly guard and defend even
at the peril of our lives. Did not .jesus
Christ, 80 mild and merciful towards His
traducers, unmask their ignorance and
hypocrisy when the well-heing of inno-
cent, or unreliable souls required such
action? We, who are His delegates and
representatives, must wrestle with apos-
tolic energy, against the guilty machina-
tinng of those who seek to diminish the
Church’s influence by distorting her
most sacred dognma and the most invio-
lable points of her discipline.

And this, Our Dearly Beloved Breth-
ren, i8 what certain puilty aggressors
have done. Not satisiied with criticising

the priest, and representing under afalse

light the works of piety and charity,
with calumniating our religious com-
munities and embarrassing their devel-
opement, they bave dared to attack, in &
more or less direct manner the holy
sacrament of penance. Some have had
the disgracefulness to produce on that
subject the most revolting passages from
an impious auther of this century: others
have made use of cxpressions whoee logi-
cal conclusion would be the denial even
of the divine origin of that beneticent
institution, or have claimed, like n cer-
tain tyrant whose name has been brand-
ed by history, the right to control its
operation and the power to regulate 1t
according to their whim.

1t is not here necessary to array the
incontestable proofs upon which is based
a dogma, which no Catholic can either
deny, or donbt, without a shipwreck 9(
hisfaith. let Us merely state,and We
are sure to be undemstood, that to the
ecclagiastical authority alone belongs the
important but delicate duty of regulating
the different questions of time, place an
circumstanee with regard to the admin-
istration of one of the most consoling
and salutary of the sacraments of our
holy religion. Doubtless, abuses may
#lide in despite the very minute precan
tions that the most enlightened prud,
ence of the Church may employ ; but i
is for Us, the heads and the first Pastors®
thereof, for Us only to censure and to
punish those lamentable amd exceptional
errings.

But is this all, Qur Dearly Beloved
Brethen ? No ;the same men, who.were
the first and the loudest to ploclaim a
scandal, were the cause of a very greal
one themselves, when in a most direct
and formal manner they ignored the
Catholic hierarchy.

The Church, Our Dearly Beloved Bre-
thren, even ae the family and civilsociety,
has its legitimately appointed leaders.
It Jittle matters who these directors are,
their names, their abilities, or their qual-
ities ; inthe eves of faith they are the
depositaries, of God’s own authority and
the lientenants of Jesus Christ.  When
Our Lord satd to His Apostles : “As my
Father sent me I send you, go, teach all
nations,” MHe gave its powers and its
mission to the episcopacy ; He constitui-
ed all the bishops, and all the priests
chosen and ordained by them, the per-
petuators of His work, His labors and
His teachings. Ina word, He created,
in His Church, ditferent mandates and
rights ; He divided the members of the
Church into two perfectly distinet class-
es : that of the clergymen and that of
the laymen, a division that corresponds
with two clenents in every social budy ;
those in autbority and the masses, thoxe
who govern and those whoare governed.

In the family, is it really fer the son
to command and ehide” In the State is
it the ordinary citizen who legislates and
Judges? In the army,is it the private
who dietates the plan of campaign, who
sounds the charge or the retreat 7 Even
is it s especialiy with the Church. The
Bishops were raised up by the Holy
Ghost to govern her ; howsoever Catholic
the fuithful may be, or may pretend to
be, it is not for them to trace out a rule
of conduet for the episcopacy, much less
to judge and censure it. In all that re-
gards piety, morals and discipline they
in no way spring from the opinions of
men, and they hive no instructions to
take from those over whom God has
placed them usjudges and pastors.

Learn therefore, Our Dearly Brethren,to
respect both in your thoughts and words,
ag well as in vour public and private
lives, this order cstablished by Jesus
Christ. If you find causes for discon-
tentment or complaint, if you deem it in
the general interest to point out disor-
ders or abuses, do <o, it is yourduty : but
always gro before the tribunal of compe-
tent authority, being ever eareful lenst
you harken to the voice of resentment,
anger, or self interest. We then are the

Jjudges, to condemn or Lo absolve,

However, let us remember that if at
times it is necessary to punish, it is also
necessary, when possible, to heal and
spare. The bishup who is n judge, is, at
the same time, a father ; he would be
acting contrary to the will and example
of Jesuig Christ, were he to snap the half-
broken creed, were he to extinguish the
still smouldering torch. TUnder these
trying circumstances he receives special
lights and graces ; the desire of critising
his decisions would be exposing oneselt
to err ; whilst a step scarcely understood
or wrongly appreciated, might be, in
reality, an act of strength, prudence ard
wisdom,

Such, Qur Demly Beloved Brethren,
are the important instructions that We
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deemed proper to give you, feeling ax-
sured that for you, vhom We have ever
found to be docile and obedient Chris-
tiang, they will be both the expression of
the Church’s doctrine and that of ordin-
Ary reason.

Let these salutary lessons enter into
the practice of your every day life ; you
will’ continue to love your clerpy, your
priests and your bishops, to revere them
as the deposituries of divine authority
and as the mandatarics of Jesns Chuist ;
withouti worldliness and without fear of
being mistaken, you will follow their
advice and their wise guidance.

. You will consider it aduty, without that
il be necessary for Us, to-day. to make
use of Our supreme authority and to
have recourse to censuring, to expel
from vour homes and in no way to
encourage the newspapers and periodi-

:ls that have been gunilty of the fanlts
:l(lild the errors that We have just indieat-
ed.

In tine, let us hope, Onr Dearly Be-
loved Breathren, that those Catholics,
whose warmth or misguided zeal lirst led
them into sunch a lamentable course,
will acknowledge their errors, that they
will strive to repair them, and tranquil-
ity will soon return to the bosom of our
suciety.

The present Pastoral Letter will be
read and published from the pulpt in all
the parish echurches and chapels of Our
divceses, the first Sunday after its re-
reception,

St Patrick’s Hall, St Alexander street,
was lilled to overtlowing Tuesday even-
ing, the 11th instant, the oceasion heing
the celebration of the 18nd wnniversary
ol the hirth of Father Mathew by (he
St. Patrick’s T, AL & B Society,

Hon. Senator Murphy presided, and
amongst the invited guests present were
the Rev. J. A, McCallen, 8.5, 1iev. Presi-
dent; Dr. W, 1L, Hingston, Llev.J. Fahey.
Rev. Martin Callaghan. Hon. Chas, .
Doherty, Mr. J. J. Corran, 0.0, MP
Mr. James Connaughton, and others.

The procecdings were opened by an
address by the Hon. Mr, Murphy. In
spenkmg of Father Mathew he said:
Young Mathew wus tirst sent Lo Kilkenny
College, ulter which he was seut to May-
woth to continue bis studies for the
priesthood. He was ordained by the
Archbishop of Dablin on Easter Satur-
day, 1814, He removed 1o the Gity of
Cork, where he spent several years in
laborious work amongst the puor of that
city. His labors during the visitation
of the Asimic cholers in 1833 were un-
ceaslng and are still remembered grite-
fully in Cork.  On_the Iuth April, 1838,
he called » meeting in the parochiul
school-huuse, Cove street, Cork, Lo form
a temperance society, and with the as-
sistance of his friend William Martin, o
Quaker and n zealous upholder of the
temperance cause, he formed the first
Catholic Total Abstinence Society in
Ireland. His perseverance was so untir-
lng that before his visit to America he
had administered the pledge of total ab-
stinence to nearly 6,000,000 of persons.
In compliance with many influential in-
vitations, although in ponr health, he
set out in 1849 for the United States

of America, where le was wel-
comed and received with enthusi-
asm by all classes and denomina-

tions. Our great regrets were that his
failing health would not permit him to
visit Ganada. 1n December, 1851, he rc-
turned to Ireland, where hie spent the
few years he had to live in retirement
near Cork, partially paral---

count of his labors. *“Has Father
Mathew’s work survived him 7 * [¢ has,
and furthermore, he has taught the world
the great lesson that as a rule, alcoholic
stimulants are not only injurious to the
human system, but that drunkenness is
an odious and disgusting vice, that
poverty and misery, diseise and crime
were the oflspring, and that the man who
aitogether abstains is safer than the mo-
derate drinker, that there is no possible
safety for many bt n total abstinence,
amd that there is redemption, social,
moral and physieal, to be fonwd, with
God's help, in the pledge for the most
conlirmed drunkards.  The falacious, bt
long entertained belief, that it was dan-
gerous, if not fatal, for contirmed drunk-
ands to stop ol drinking suddenly has
been exploded by the fact that large
numbers of inveterate drunkards, after
they had taken the pledge of Total
Abstinence, enjuyed goad heslth, living
many years useful members of the
Community.”  These wreat lessons he
has taught ws, and has left it as a
legacy to posterity, which a'l shonld
tearn and put to prolit.  Finally, the
best way of acknowledging our gfcnl in-
debtedness to Father Mathew is for our
soctety Lo redouble s eflurts in the
suige of temperance, and thereby to
prove that his work has survived ‘him,
and that his spirit still dwells in our
mist.

T he Mand =pray {for Fever.

In the treatment of typhoid and mai-
arial fevers, where the heart’s action is
too {eeble to permit the administration
of nntipyrin or phenacetin or antifebrin,
and where an 1mniediate reduction in
the temperature is necessary, Do J, .
Lyneh has for the past fifteen months
emploved the hand spray. He writes in
the Virginia Medical Monthly : I use
anapparatus that throws o continuous
spray, and a solution composed of one
drachim of aromatic spirits of ammonia,
one drachim of table salt to a pint of
warm waler. The patient is stripped
and is sprayed from head to faot. The
upper portion of the body is first sprayed,
and while an agsistant with a towel is
drying this the lower extremities are
subjected to the same treatment. After
the patient has been thoroughly dried he
is covered with a blanket and soon falls
nto o calm, refreshiug sleep, followed by
perspiration, a reduction of the tempera-
ture and a stronger and slower pulse.
The relief thus obtuined is of course unly
temporary, but it is just 8o much gained,
and m the treatment of febrile conditions
experience has taught me ‘that cvery
little is a help.’ "

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THE LITTLE SISTERS.
NEW HOME_I;S_I;—THE AGED.

Accomodation for 300 Old Yeople—No
Distinction Made as to Ruave or
Creed—Extraordinary Success
of the Order In all
Countrles.

The Order of the “Little Sisters of the
Poor” was founded in the yvear 1540 by
the Rev. Abbe Le Pailleur, in St. Servan,
a rmall town in Brittany, and from a
very humble beginning it has become
oneof the most influential manifestations
of charity of the nineteenth century.
The work of the Sisters consists in tak-
ing care of old people, no distinction be-
ing made either on account of race or
creed, the only conditions required from
appheants for admission to any of their
“Homes” heing tiat they are penniless,
and over 60 vears of age. For a consid-
erable tine after their esiablishment
the Little Sisters had to endure ridicule
and ill-treatment. They had to swallow
alt the shame of mendicancy, and were
shupnerd by the former companions of
their childhood. school or work-room.
Nothing daunted, however, they contin-
ued their self-sacrificing work, and in a
short space of time had the satisfaction
of triumphing over all the obstacles that
crossed their path, and are now, perhaps,
the most universally beloved and res-
pected religions community in the w rid
to-day.

Over 5,000 Sisters have entered the In-
stitute, and lived in the spirit of the
Order. They occupy 263 houses in diff-
erent parts of the warld, and take charge
of more than 30,000 poor old people. The
httle seed planted 50 years ago has in-
deed, throngh self-denial and seif-abase-
ment, taken deep root and extended its
branches (having become a large tree)
not only through Europe, but over Asia,
Africa and America as well. How many
souls repose under its shade, and there
sing their last canticle ol thanksgiviug in
the perce and love of God !

The community was approved by the
Jate Pontifl, Pope Pius IX. by a Decree
bearing date July h, 1834, aud the
Constitution under which the

the Apostolic See by a Briefl of His Holi-

ness, Pupe Leo XIII, dated March 1st,

1879,
The Rev. Sister Maric
Mother-General of the Order, who is still

living, being about 72 years of age, was
the first member to enter the commumnity.
She resides at the Mother-house, La Tour

St.Joseph, in France, and will next month
celebrate her Golden Jubilee, or 50th An-
niversary of her joining the Order.

The Little Sisters were introduced into
England in 1851, Belgium in 1853, Scot-
land in 1862, Ireland in 1868, United
States in 1865, Asin in 1882, Australia in
1884, atul Canunda (Montreal) in 1887,

The Home in Montreal is at present in
a rented house on Ferfar street. and con-
tains 83 inmates, whose wants are attend-

. ed to by 9 Sisters. The Home has been
over-crowded almost from the date of its
opening, and the Sistere have often been

ained at baving to refuse many deserv-
ing paor people for want of room. They
will shortly, however, bave the pleasure
of providing accommodation for a large
number when the new Home is complet-
ed. This building, when finished, will be
over 200 feet long, with two wings each
100 feet in length, and a chapel 63 feet.
The main building, chapel and one wing
are now rapidly approaching completion,
and it is hoped the institution will be
ready for occupation before Christmas.
The structure, which is most substan-
tially built, is situated on Seigneurs
street, just below Dorchester street, over-

looking St. Anthony’s Church., It
is three stories In  height, ex-
clusive of mansard roof  and

hasement, and isbuilt of embossed stone,
backed with brick and terra cotta. In
the drawing of the plans epecial atten-
tion has been paid to the laws of hygiene,
rather than to costly and unnecessary
ornamentation of the building. Though
simple in its architecture the Home,
however, owing to its commanding and
well-chosen location, will be 2 credit to
its architect, M. Casimir St. Jean, and
one more monument to be visited in
Montreal.

The establishment of the Little Sisters
of the Poor in the city of Montreal has
supplied & long-felt want. Ample pro-
vision had long been madein favor of
the orphan. the sick, and the various
victims of nature, accidents or passion,

Little
Sisters live has received the sanction of

Augustine,

but the poor, old. disabled man and wo-
nmun whose carnings were jusuflicient tv
furnigh them with the necessaries of life,
were still unprovided for, and conse-
quently left & burden either on their inm-
poverished children or on the publie.
Their only recourse against starvation
being nlins-begging, scores of them were
to be seen every day going {rom door to
door. It is precisely to ofler a shelter to
this class of people that the Little Sisters
of the Poor have, at the request of the
Redemptorist Fathers,aml with the high
approbation of His Girace the Archbizhop
of Montreal, founded a branch of their
Commuuity in this city.

On the 12th inst. a grand bazaar was
opened in the Windsor Hall, and will
continue until the 25th inst. to help the
Little Sisters in paying for the new
Home, and as their's is a cause which
appeals to all, Urotestants as well as
Catholics, none will refuse to aid them,

-especially as this is the tirst time, and

will probably be the only occasion, on
which they will make a public appeal
to the citizens of Montreal for such a
purpose. )

An enjoyable entertainmient takes
place every evening in the Bazaar hall,
with an entive change of programme
nightiv. and is well worth attending.
Those that have taken place already
have given much pleasure and satisfac-
tion 1 the Lirge crowds that have been
present, and we woukl advise all who
have not vet done so to give the Bazaar
wcnll and we promise them that they
wiil spend a pleasant evening hesides con-
tributing (o :omest deserving. ubject.

THE SOCIAL

BEFORE THE POLICE

A Short, But ¥nll Account of the DifTer-
ent Moves Made by ‘‘The True
Witness’® In this Impor-
tant Matter.

It is scarcely necessary for us to re-
capitulate the history of this crusade
against the prevalent immorality 1n
Montreal. It is well known to our read-
crs that no one thought of, or ever at-
tempted to seriously handle the question
until early in July Jast, when Tue Trox
Wirxess opened out with aseriesof articles
that were widely read and largely copied
into other papers. By means of these
bold, but justifiable editorials, we opened
the eyes of the public to the sad state
of things, and enlisted the sympathy and
co-operation of the Citizens League, the
Society for Prevention of Cruelty to Wo-
men and Children, and other bodies. In
Major Bond, of the Citizens League, we
found our most effective allig ; the only
one, in fact, who went on to the close.

At the end of July we secured an au-
dience with the Police Committee, the
members of which promised us a special
meeting to take into consideration onr
suggestions and to discuss a plan of ac-
tiou for the amelioration of the condi-
tion of certain social strata Daring
August and September we hammered
away ; making revelations, telling of the
abuses that were going on, and constant-
ly reminding the Committea of that pro-
mised meeting. Meanwhile some of our
readers imagined that it was & merc flash
in the pan, and that we were not serious.
We did all that could be reasounably
expected of a newspaper. We exposed,
as we went along, every new danger to
the moral health of the city. We were
subjected to considerable criticism and
we went to no end of trouble; tinally,
when it became apparent that the 'olice
Committee was not in any harry togrant
as the promised meeting, in our izsuc of
the fifth of October we appealed to four
Aldernien, whom we knew to be serious
and upright men. At the same time we
warned the authorities that if action
were not taken, we would appenl to the
Council, and then to the electors when
the next election would come about.
‘I'his seemed to take: the next day
Alderman Kennedy moved for the Com-
mittee to grant the meeting, and it was
granted and held on Tuesday afternoon,
the 11th of October instant.

As to the press reports we have a word
tosay. We know not by what motives
they were actuated, but the Ster, usual-
Iy so prompt when it hias a linger in the
pie, compietely ignored the mmtter; the
Guzette gave a very sarcastic account;
the Minerven somewhat unwilling state-
ment of some of the facts and wound up
in & manner that betrays its inspiration ;
the 1litness gave a much fuller report,
but seemed to claim all the credit for the
Citizens’ League and itself, because the
League chimed in when we had the ball
rolling aud because our ‘* only religious
daily ” reproduced a couple of our
articles at the start; the Herald gave
the only entirely fair account ag far as it
went—it was totally unprejudiced and
evidently not at all actuated by any
jealous feeling.

The chalr was cccupied by Chairman,
Alderman Jeannotte, and the members
present were Aldermen Kennedy, Mc-
Bride, James and Gauthier. Subsequent-
Iy Alderman Dufresne came in. Tius
WITNESS was represented by its editor
Mzr. J. K. Foran and the Citizen’s League
by Major Bond. The meeting was lirst
addressing by Mr. Foran, who began by
handing in an application for the licens-
ing of prostitution that was made by a
city doctor, and which bad been given by
the committee to Mr. Foran for his per-
usal. In returning the document he
simply stated that he was entirely op-
posed to any such system and would, if
necessary, be preparedto point out the
dangers of it, and its failure in all Iua-
ropean centers where it had been at-
tempted.

The speaker then proceeded to unfold
the plan which be submitted, subject to
all discnssion, amendment or improve-
ment that might tend to the greater
success of the undertaking. We may
here remark that the Chief of Police was
absent, the chairman stating that ho was
called away upon official business. bMr.
Foran was armed with the articles that
appeared in the TRUE WirNEss and the
evidence to substantiate every line in
them. Bythe tone in which the press

"announced the granting of this special
meeting he understood that he would be

called upon to prove his statements and
accusations ; this he was perfectly pre-
pared to do, but the committee did
not ask for such evidence. Mr. Foran
stated that he did not believe in whole-
sale, sweeping measures; like great
waves they generally recoil, and produce
an opposite effect from that songht to
he effected. He believed in gradual
steps, in commencing by adopting a
system, then by giving authority to the
officers to carry it into eflect, and then
to oblige them to do their duties. Every
move made in that way weuld tend to
strengthen the cause and weaken the
influence of the immorality. To wipe
out every place, high up and low down,
at one stroke, and under the existing
circumstances in a city where impunity
has so long held sway, would expose in-
nocent and respectable people to outrage,
We must be reasenable in our demands
or we may risk getting nothing.

He then proceeded to sugzest that the
committee wonll start out with the sup-
position that there were no disorderly
places; but the very moment that,in
any of the following ways, a place in-
truded itself upon their attention that it
should be followed up until completely
wiped out and its inmates take toan
honest me:uns of livelihood, or else leave
the city. At the first move against the
place the landlord should he so notitied
as that on a second attack, if necessary,
he might be arrested with his tenants as
an aider and abettor. This would pre-
vent. landlords from renting their honses
for immoral purposes, and wonld bea
safe-guard for respectable  localities.
The ways in which a honse could intrude
itself upon the attention of the authori-
ties, are: 1st, by complaints of neigh-
hors; 2ad, by any crime being com-
nitted ; Srd, by music or noises that
might attract the police: Hh, by harbor-
ing minors of either sex; dth, by auy
open public =eandal: and the Gth was
added at the suggestion of Ald, McBride,
by the salc ot liquors,  These pretty weil
cover the whole ground.  Any place not
guilty of any of these six points cannot
well be calted a place of public seandal.
And ali immoral resorts are open at least
vne of these.

The Commitice having unanimously
adopted this resolution, and given iu-
structions to the Chief to carry it in-
to exccution, it now remains simply lor
the citizens, who have complaints to
make, to go amd lay their informa-
tion and they may be sure of re
dress. The report ot the Chiel is there ;
it gives the number of houses of evil res-
ort and the number of inmates and the
nationalities of ench. If thai report be
correct he must have based it upon in-
formation. Having that information it
was his duty to take every means to re-
duce the evil. If he did not do so, bhere-
tofore, it i8 either because he bad not
the authority, or if he had the authority,
he was either unwilling or unable to Jdo
80, Now the Committee gives him, posi-
tively, the power and authonzation, it
remains for him to carry out these in-
structions or show cause for not doing
80. These are the consequences that
flow from the action taken by Tie Teuk
WrrNess,

In concluding Mr. Foran indicated
some most agrant cases ; especially one
on St. Monique street, several on For-
tier and others in less conspicuous local-
ities. Hec showed how much noise wus
made about the chiel’s action in putting
out the inmates and closing up a nutor-
ious house in a most respectable locality.
The fact is the woman of that house re-
mained quiet for a few weeks, ad has
again set up, in another respectable
neighborhood and her place is in full
blast, as bad as ever, under the cves of
the police. )

Major Bond then expressed his ap-
proval of the foregoing ; but said it wis
a kind of ecompromise; he is opposed to
all such compromises in geueral, but
nnder the circumstances, it Is the best
that could be done. He then boldly
said, “You have n lnw, obey it, or change
it; carry it out, or efface it from the
statute and get one that you can exceute.
Give me the power the Chief has, and [
will close up every individual case
named in twenty four hours. Instruct

our Chief to carry out your arderr, and
if he does not do it why, appoint another
man who will.”

Aldermen James, McBride, Gauthier
and Kennedy, with the chairman, went
over each item in detail, discussd the
pros and cons fully, and after expressing
their hearty determination to carry out
the resolution, and to see to its execu-
tion, it was unanimously adopted, re-
corded, and instructions issued to the

Chiel to ree io the eflicient exectlion
thereof. It was pointed out that the
law, as it is, covers all the items of Mr.
Foran’s resolution. “ Very well,” said
Major Bond, *“the law being what it is,
and the Chief having acknowledged in
his reports the existence of these places,
[ venture to say, instruct the Chief to
carry out the law ur appoint one who
will do it.” Considerable criticlam was
made upon the conduct of some of the
force. Alderman James made the very
sensible remark: * We might argue all
week and come to no result : the evil is
there, the object is 1o get rid of it; let us
nwove as far as we can, and cvery step
will lead ws nearer to the end in view!”

This is about the sum and substance
of the ease. There it stands. Hereto-
fore citizens complained in vain and got
no redress; now Tue Teve WiTvess,
with those who aided us, has pushed the
matter to & point never before dared nor
attempted, aud now the citizens who are
annoyved by such places have only to
lay their information and they will re-
celve watistaction. The Committee
thanked Mr. Foran and Major Bond for
their presence, ndvice and help, and the
delegates withdrew. We feel that we
have giined, at least, one grand point :
it remuins for the authorities 1o do their
duty.

REV.FATHER GARFFE.

A MAGNIFIENT LECTURLE ON COLUMEUS,

Tue Cabinet de Lecture was crowded
the other evening on the ocension ol the
soiree given by the cercle Ville Maria 1n
honor of the four hundredth anniversary
of the discuvery of America. Hix Grace
Archbishop Fabire, Mur. O'Bryan, Very
Rev. Viear-General  Dourecault, Hev.
Abbe Colin, Superior of the Seminary,
and other clergvmen ocenpied seats on
the plitform, while the Freneh-Canadian
society filled the hall, Profs, Deique, Fort-
jer and Lalonde contribited the musical
programme. The chief feature of the
evening, however, was the lecture om
“Columbus” by Rev. Abbe Gaflre, the
eminent Dominican, The speaker main-
tained his reputation and his efforts were
extensively applauded.  He spoke for
over two hours and strove to show that
Columbus had amission contided to him
by Gud. “On Iriday, Qctober 12, 1402,
he said, “the first rays of day brokeforth
on one of the grandest scenes of nature
and of humanity. ThreeSpanish sailing
vessels had anchored in view of a land
which no European had before visited,
and that the genius of a man, strug-
gling with the powers of his time, had
predicted, sought for and tinally discov-
ered. That man was Christupher Colum-
bus. Attired in the costume of a grand
admiral, the purple cloak on his should-
ers, carrying in one hand the standard
of the expedition, where shone forth the
image of Christ, and in the other raising
the valiant sword of Castile. Christop-
her Columbus, followed by his oflicers,
laid foot in the name of the Old World
on the tirst shore of the New. Then, as
his followers imitated him, Christopher,
displaying the standard of the Cross, de-
clared that he tuok possession of the
new land in the name of Jesus Christ, for
the Court of Castile. This is the incom-
parable event thie remembrance of which
now brings into this hall the elite of the
city. This is not a vulgar soirec ot
pride ; it is not a performance of music
and literature; 1t is a reunion which
partakes of a patriotic and na religious
character and in which you raiged your
sentiment to God for having four bun-
dred yenrs ago to-day opened a world to
civilization and Chnstianity.” Then he
added : “God permitted that the glory
which His Messenger wanted to reach
Him should fall upon himsell. At the
moment at which we are met, from all
paets of America

to the daring pilot who the lirst of all
crossed the dark sea and carried lis ves-
sel to the end of the Atlantic. Yuu
have been anxious to mix your note in
this concert of harmony and deposit a
crown on the brow of the hero. You
have succeeded and I congratulate you.
In looking over this meeting, I must ad-
mit that the crown is «_wonderful one;
if I can sny something nice of Columbus
if your name, do not be astohished ; 1t
wiil be but the feeble echo of the har-
mony which I feel arises from you.”

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THE TRUE CATHOLIC SI'IRIT.

To-day we publish an admirable pas-
toral lctter, from the .\rchbishops and
Bishops of Quebec, Montreal and Ottawa,
on * the duties of Catholics in presence
of the accusations directed against the
clergy, in consequence of & scandal that
recently occurred in Monireal” In the
opening of that magnificent and mag-
nanimous letter, the high prelates tell
us that “an uneasiness has crept into
the different classes, the peace of the
households has been disturbed, and con-
sciences have been thrown into confu-
sion.” All this in conscquence, not so
much of an isolated case of depravity,
as on account of the additions, ampliti-
cations and exaggerations of certain
branches of the press, in spreading the
news abroad and gloating over it with
a wicked delight. Then, animated with
the true spirit of Christ, they say: * Let
us remember that if at times it is neces-
sary to punish, it is also necessary, when
possible, to heal and spare. The bishop,
who i8 a judge, is, at the same time, a
father; he would be acting contrary to
the will and example of Jesus Christ
were he to snap the half-broken reed,
were he to extinguish the still smoulider-
ing torch.” Then, in conclusion, the
reverend dignitaries of the Church hold
out the olive branch of pardon and peace
to the erring, and extend to the faithful
the talismanic sign of Faith and assur-
ance of Hope as a guarantee for the
future. Thus do they speak: “In fine,
let us hope that those Catholies, whose
warmth or misguided zeal first led into
such a lamentable course, will acknow-
ledge their errors, that they wiil strive
to repair them, and tranquility will soon
return to the bosom of our society.”

You have seen the vessel, builetted by
the waves, in an hour of tempest, sink
down into the trough, her mast-head
scarnely perceptible above’the crest of
the raging billow. Buoyed up with her
own strength and steady under the hand
of an able pilot, you soon beheld the
ship rise again to the top of a mountain
breaker and triumphantly tfuce the gale.
So has the bark of St. Peter, the Church
of Christ, been rocked for centuries upon
the storm-lashed ocean of time; the bil-
lows of infidelity and the hurricanes of
scandal, the firat surging around her and
the second hissing through the rigging;
down, times numberless, she would sink
b:tween rolling masses that threatened

to en«ult her, but pm\exfnl and in-
destructible in her divine origin, con-
struction and equipment, infallible in
the inspired hand of the Viear of Christ
at the helm, glorious and triumphant,
she ever rises to the acme of the next
threatening bhreaker, and fuces the tem-
pest more majestically than before.
Within a few weeks past the Church,
in this Provinee, has received a severe
shock ; her keel grated upon a sand-bar
and the waters were muddied aronnd
her, The tde of thoughtless impulse
had set in and, for a short space, she
wius knocked abont somewhat ronghiy,
But her pilot was firm at his post, aml
her sailors were true to their daties; the
shoal was passed, into purer and more
tranguil waters she @lided, and looking
back her deck, to-day, the wateh-
man ean =ee, in the fast-receding dis-
tance, the plrce of her peril and the
that marked it, dizappearing

from

blacknoess
forever.

Of old an angel of the Lord was =ent
down, and, clothed in robes of incan-
deseent while, he walked through the
fiery furnace with the yvouths ot Lsrael:
atd they eame ont unscathed.  The
enemies of our holy religion, snatehed
up joxinlly a burning brand of scawdal,
and with it set tire to the heaped-up
combustibles that years of constant and
perverted labor had piled in the furnace
through which our young Catholic Cana-
dian clergy were forced to pass. But
the guardian angel of our Province came
down, and, mantelling them in the robes
of their own innocence and truth, suided
their steps, unerringly and uninjured,
through the burning ordeal prepared for
them. And as the gold is but the purer
when it comes furth from the crucible,
so more rich in perfection, more glowiug
in virtue does that clerical body appear,
as it issues from the fiery ordeal that
had fallen toits lot.

The sad event of some weeks ago will
be forgotten, the hand of time will etlace
from human memory the very name of
the guilty one, and the faith of the
people, grown stronger in the presence
of danger, will console all those who
were obliged to sufler from the vilest of
attacks and the most crael of insnlts.
The very names of their accusers, and of
the organs that were their instruments,
will pass away. These clouds of vapor,
arising from the swamps of infidelity,
may float between them and the sun of
Truth, casting a momentary shadow
upon their path; but the mists disap-
pear and the sun shines on: they cannot
approach, even within millions of miles,
the tace of the luminary,

A traveller lights his tire in the woods
and sleeps away the long hours of a
winter night beside it. In the morning
he fans into a tlame the smouldering
embers and, alfter warming himself at
the blaze, continues his route. A few
hours afterwards another traveller comes
by and he finds only ashes where (he
flames burned so strongly but a while
before. Towards evening the snow Ialls,
and 2 second traveller, going the same
road, sees nob eve: the remains of the
fire, nor the foot-prints of the one who
preceded him. So is it with these scan-
dals, They burn fiercely for a time, and
will continue to blaze as long as there
are men to pick up fagots and feed them,
But in a very short time these nien dis-
appear, are cast hither and thither by
the whim of their destiny, and the flame
dwindles down,  In a few weeks another
one coming that way will find only the
grey ashes of that miserable fire, 1na
few months the snows of oblivion will
fall, and the future traveller sees not
even the traces of the scandal, nor the

“footsteps of those who created it.

Despite all, the Church is mereiful,

and she loves to forgive. In that is her

real smength, for it is her most God- hl\e
attribute. Infidelity may create a desert
waste in the world; ©hbut alone amidst
the solitnde the temple of Faith
stands erect, majestic in its proportions,
immutable amidst change, sublime in
its associations, rich in the relies of its
saints, cemented by the blood its
martyrs, pouring forth for ages the v
hroken series of its venerable hierarehy,
and only the more magniticent from the
ruins by which it is surroanded.”

dloceses. We beg of our readers to cares
i’y peruse, word after word, that deli-
cate and paternat letter. Thronghout its
every phrase there is breathed a spirit of
gentle reproach for the erring, of gener-
ons restraint from harsh measures, of
fatherly appeals to the more noble and
more Catholie sentiments of all to whom
its words are adddressed. 1t expresses the
hope that all persons, by whom scandals
have been propagated, may stop and
reason, that in them. as the poel says,
their “heedless, rambling impulse,” may
“learn to think.” The hand of authority,
that might be raised to condemn and to
crush, is checked by the angelic senti-
ment of charty, and instead of hurling
the maledictions of the Church at the
hypocritical enemies of her goodness, it
merely opens out and with index finger
points to the path of sincere reparation,
honest submission and consequent par-
don.

Fither the reader of that letter is a
Catholic or he is not. There is no me-
dium. Il you are not with God and His
Church you are against them. You are
either a real Catholic or not a Catholic
at all, If then the reader 1s a Catholie,
in accord with the spirit as well as the
exterior form of the Church, hie must ac-
knowledge her divine origin : he must
admit the existence of the supreme mis-
sion contided by Christ to His Apostles
and thieir suceessors ; he must recognize
the authority of the hierarchy and the
incontestible right ol its members to dic-
tate the course which the faithful must
follow.

But why all this argament to prove

We have
good reason this week for recalling to
our readers these first principles of our
fuith ; principles which are the pillars of
the whole edifice, and without which it
conld have no pussible existence. The
Divine authority, given by Christ to His
Viear and to his episeapal and sacerdotal
assistants, is the very corner-stone of cur
religion. Submission to that authority
is of the very essence of our creed. We,
therefore, nsk our Catholic readers, they
who undersrand and practice their reli-
gion, to read attentively what follows
and to draw their conclusions.

TIE PRESENT CONVENTION.

Montreal was the selected place for the
tifth biennial, and the ninth convention
assembled at the approxmate hour of
nine in the Cabinet Jde [eclure Parois-
riale, which was handsomely decorated
for the veeasion, the hallbeing gracefully
draped with the tags of all nations and
the platform almoest covered with potted
palms.  After s little delay the line of
procession was formed. headed by the
band of the St. Avn's Youung Men’s so-
cicty, followed by the representatives of
the loeal branchies aud the visitors, led
by His Waorship the Mayor in his chain
ot otfice. The destination was Ste. Anne'’s
church, where High Mass was  cele-
brated by the Rev. Mr. Auclaire.
His Grace Archhishap Fabre gave
his emscopal blessiug to all in church
and Father  Dennelly preached
an clogquent sermon the  text being
tuken trom the 12th ehiapter of the First
Epistle to the Corinthians. He told of
the mystic union that exists in Christ’s
church, where all the parts are blended
into a perfect whole and of the threelold
esgence of religion—a glovious beliet iu
the truth of salvation, a fervent hope
aml power of charity to cement these
two. Let us ali work tor our brethren
in the same sprit of anity that the
‘Great Apostle teaches; for being left
alone man simply drags oul his exis-
lence, while in the union he is greatly
lielped. The clogquent preacher next
touched upon social economies and the
elaborate sehiemes to raise mankind—
the iden betng founded on the conception
of the destiny of man, but anything tall-
ing short of the salvation of man’s soul
tell short of the mark., ‘The preacher
next treated of the advantages of union
as exemplified in such organizations as
the C.MLB.AL, whieh the chureh looked
wver with a paternal care. and which
tended to the best advancement of the
interests of the people, Of course, like wll
uthersocieties this one was susceptible of
mprovement ; butthe present was an age
of improvement, and the socielty present
was well forward in the march of pro-
gress, There wus only one system of ad-
vangement, and that was the system of
Christianity,  Such  societies  welded
together people aud improved their use-
fulness, the nutural tollowing of which
would be the amelioration of the condr-
tion ol 'mankind generally. Then, re-
ferring to the C. M. B, A,,he character-
ized it a legion of men banded together
in the service of God and their fellow
mau, and if only they were faithiul to
the tenets of the feundess of the associa-
tion wounld be worthy of the blessing he
was about to ask {rom Heaven.

Novelties crowd so fast this fall that
they must be presented as they appear
without regard to arrangement. Millin-
ery, especially, is prolific of new ideas,
though many of the hat shapes are a
seasun old. A new use of an old idea is
the adaptation of the rosette to lines of
hat trimming other than silk, velvet and
ribbon. The feather rosetle is seen in
great variety. A white broon aigrette at
lenst ten inches high springs from a
hright yellow feather rusctte three inches
in diam:eter.

Smaller roscttes are 2t the [ront of ai-
grettes and bunches of quills.  Uusualiy
they are mule of the solt, downy breast
feathers. Cloth crowns and large squares
of cloth for folding upon turban frames
have rosectles thrown up in silk moss.
Rhinestone pins are in rosetie form, as
also jet ornaments. The bunches of quills
spreading all ways from a roeette at the
foot are a pretty substitute for the wing.
The quills are cut in every sort of fantas-
tic-shape. A dark blue-green bunch has
the quills wider on one sicde ofthe ribbon
than on the other, then cut down a third
of the length from the top, and jockeyed
off, leaving buth sides of the 11p even,
wnile below one side is much the wider.

Tiny quills made into fan wings are
""joined base to base and the join covered
by a feather slipper bow, with square
buckles of feathers and jet. The [unniest
birds that ever were seen arc¢ made up
irom hends, tails, and wings tba bearno

relation to one another nor toany x__v,pqcies
of bird. These faathered curiosities
have their heads tucked in and out, -and
up and down, in contorted positions that
that the most gymnastic bird in trees
never could imitate. . .

The prettiest new feather is a white
agrette, curled up in a crisp tangle of
feather threads, so tine and delicate that
the aigrette lonks as though made of
spun glass. This spun-glass aigrettes
made the tail to some of the queer birds.
One such has brown wings made of twe
stufly brown chicken feathers, and a
head as green as grass. A big head
that might be an eagle’s. but that 1t 18
a vivid yellow, has neither body mor
wings, but has all gone to tail, which
is a cluster of cream and yellow shaded
ospew feathers that enrl this way and
{,hatl. after rising at right angles to the
ead.

SKETCHES OF SOME GREAT MEN,

The I'ro-Cathedral. the Augustinian’s,
St. Malachy’s, and St, Francle—
Xavler Churches : The Catho-
1le  University: Arch-
bishop  Walsh and
Cardinal Newman.

In Italy the first thing the eabman
will ask the traveller iy **What churches
do you wish to visit 7" He will never be
troubled with such a question in Ireland.
The trath is from an historical point of

. view, these buildings are rarely Interest-
ing. Cousidering the romantic history
of the country it would seem strange to
find them otherwise. It is of late years
that the major part of the populition
were tolerated to worship in costly tem-
ples, or to adore God under other donmes
than the canopy of their lovely blue sky.
Since the repeal of the penal law they
can boast of great progress in the erec-
tion and beautifying of their churches,
The Pro-Cathedral in Marlborough street
has a tine interior. The styie of orna-
ment is Greeian, a little showy, as some
one has suggested.  Dr, Walsh, the well
known Archbishiop of Dublin, ofliciates
here. I had the good fortune to hear him
preach, and was disappuinted in the
man. It happened thus. One Sunday
while admiring, in company with a Bos-
ton architect, the fine Dorie portico that
forms the principal front, a gentleman
approached and  cordially invited us
to enler anmd be seated, it we shonld like
to hear his Grave preacl,”” As Ameri-
cans are held 1o be always in quest of
celebrities, and as his Grace was no
small game to bag, we gladly occupicd
the generous donor’s pew.  Dr. Walsh is
an exceedingly busy man, his able pen
has touched upon ail the phases of the
Trish question. This would be a sutli-
cient task, in itsell, for the strongest
of men, but in addition his Grace contri-
butes numerons articles to the Reviews
on music and biblical eriticism, subjects
as apart as the poies. | had formed an
imaginary Archbishop, a tall, rugged
man, with little posing, and sledge ham-
mer Celtic-oratory. How crroncous was
my conception of the hogie-man of the
Unionia's!

But where was the fairy who gives the
gift ot logic?  Founipped with that gife,
Sexton would have nocqualin England’s
House of Commons to-day.  \s it is his
speeches beeonte tedious and verbose. Re-
petition follows repetition and musical
meaningless words troop in rank prof-
usion, .

Why will not some kind friends sug-
gest to the wizard of Frederick St., old
Horace's dictum of nsing the tile.  The
most beautiful of the Catholie c¢hurches
is that of the Augustinians on Thomas
St. It towers above every otherbuilding
in the metropolis, and shows that the
building genius of the pation has not
suffered the same fute as her sister arts,
Other churches of noteare St. Malachy s
and St.Francis Xavier’s, the former cher-
islred for the kind hearted Dr. Burke. the
Intter as the bome of line preaching,
Savs Mickey to his patrons, “if you want
music go to the Cathedral, if preaching
to St. Francis.” DMost Dubliners will
give ‘he snme advice. - The clergymen
attached to St. Francis are mostly  con-
nected with the Catholic University, and
are noted for their profound scholarship,
and practical methods of teaching, Thig
Liniversity has had a strange career. Its
birth was to be an epoch in the nation's
history,

The greatest master of Eunglish prose,
since the days of Swift, and by far the
most subtle polemic writer in the whole
range of English literature, hecame its
first president.

Have Broken Far Him The Stress

Of A Greal Anxiety.,”

I have read, in some old time, in a far off
Jand, that the fuli of Eve was termed a selir
enlpa, happy fault, inasmuch as it brought
a Redeemer. Might we not take a hint
from that old ascetic writer and pretix
happy to the “ anxiety " that gave us one
of his most interesting books—a book
“in which his reeollections of what Ox-
ford was at its best and his former dreams
of what it might become was happily
blended withh a larger vision of some
greater Oxford in a once more (atholic
land.”  What rare insight Newman
shows in the great pages of his hook.
Taking up the book you may have mur-
mured. that it was the ideas of an aseetie,
one who was not in toueh with is age, a
masler weaver it is true, one whose loom
was antiquated. Take up, read almost at
random one of those luminous pages
and Oh! for the vanity of preconceived
idens. Dreams passawny not so quickly.
You are face to fiice with a grand intel-
leet. vne that has probed humuan nature
to its botttom and brought back to
dazzle your astonished vision a tipogra-

phical map of it. Low Iving lands of

sadness and gladness scparated from
each other by a narrow brook, by some
salled chance hy others Iuck, mountains
of hope while the river of littleness
meanders past all.  If you will sit at his
feet, in order to gain a little of that won-
derful vision of his, your written for
every student who would be a thinker.
“ Let him onece gain this habit of me-
thod, of starting from fixed pomts of
making his ground good as he goes, dig-
ting wishing what be knows from what
he does not. and I eomnceive he will be
gradnally initiated into the Iargest and
truest philosophical views and will feel
nothing but impatience and disgnst at
the random theories and imposing
sophistries and dashing paradoxes which
enrry away half formed and superficial
intellects.,” Newman is an anatomist
who has a thorough knowledge of the
body corporal, a spiritist that has probed
the depths of spiritism.

Not
content with showing it, in all its naked-
ness, he will tell you that it is an cflect,
and the causes ave ** & reckless originality
of thought aund a sparkling plausibility
of argnment: a demand for crude theory
and unsound philosophy, rather than
none at all. It is wsort of repetition tu
the “Quid novi?” of the Arcopagus
and it must have an answer. Men must
be found who can treat, where it is ne-
cessary, like the Athenian sophist, e
omni  scibili, * Grammaticns, Rhetor
Geometres. Pictor, Aliptes, Aupar, Scho-
enobates, Medicus, Magus, omnia novit.”
Guided by such & hand we eusily see the
age ns it 15, and cease Lo wonder ntils
output of the literature of disease.

The bricks
of Birmingham were nearer his
heart than the banks of the Litley,

For the Insh people he treasured a
deep love. They were to him the pure
knights without blame or blemish, who,
in 2 material age, kept aloft the banuer
of that faith whose nobleness and beauty
had encheined him. They were to him
a nation of Sir Galahads, each one * 1air
through faith and prayer.”” To each of
them would he say :

With a single exception he was the one
great Englishman of his eentury, that
has cast aside that inbred Saxon preju-
dice and turning his power{fvl mind per-
ceived the renl cause of strife between
the neighboring islands.

1o at the same time, and who ministered
to the poet's siniple wants, and enabled
him to fullil all the duties of his pilgrim-
age, That done, and body and soul re-
freshed, Tasso, wrote an immortal canti-
cle in honor of Our Lady, 2wl then pro-
ceeded on his way Lo Rome,

When the poet was about  to die, he
called young Rubens, son of the great
printers, tu his beside,

“1 onee gave vour father a little silver
statue of the Blessed Virgin,” he said,
with much difticulty.

“And I have it with e now,” exelaim-
ed Rubens.

A look of happiness came into the face
of the dying man, and be held out his
hand, into which the young man rever-
ently placed the precious little statue.

“Take it back when I am dead,” whis-
pered Tasso. And then, clasping the
sacred image tightly in the hands which
were fast growing cold he prayed fervent-
Iy until the end came. Young Rubens
was profonndly affected by the scene,
and while the body of his father’s {riend
was being horne to its last resting place,
he, instead of ocenpying an honorable
position in the procession of motrners

which following it, was prostrate before
~ an altarof the blessed Virgin in & quiet
corner of St. Peter's at Rome, holding
the little silvar statne and praying for
the soul of Tussn—~Sclected, :

DEAR CARTRIDGE Box,—I write to advocale
for Montreal the formaution of ao Irish volun-
teer reglment, and I hope this will be taken up
by you nnd olthiers who are placed in i position
10 lay the matter betore the proper authorlties
and to find out the names ot the Irishmen of
Moutreal on the subject,

If Lilverpool, London wnd New York have
Irish volunteer regiments, why not Maontreal

If Montreal has a Scolch regiment, why not
an Irish regiment @

I think the preseut time a good one to aygl-
tate for the formation of such a corps, as it s
a wall-known fact that there Is one of the vo-
lunteer reglments In Lhls clty which, (l there is
not a radical change somewhere, wiil have to
be disbanded shortly. There Is a very simple
way ol making the change and torming a regi-
ment which wlll pot only be a credit to Moa-
treal, but to the Dominion at large.

Ifyouand others will udvocate Lhe formation
of an lrish volunteer reglment under the 1ol-
lowing conditions you will not only have the
number of men requlred forthcoming but
twice the number If required.

The regiment to be called the ** Montreal
Irish,” as well as being known by ils number.

The uniform to be the same as the leading
Irlsh regiment inthe Imperial service, viz.,
scarlet Jacket wilh green facings, brdge, crown
and harp entwined with shamrocks, with ap-
propriate motto.

All menmibers to Le Irish born or of Irish de-
scent.

Any Irishman at present serving in other
corps 10 be allowed to exchange and complele
term of service In new regiment. As tothe
holding of & similar rank in new reglment that
Is a matter that can be settled hereafter.

I, myself, belong to a volunteer corps in thls
city and 1 am always ready to do my duty
when called upon ; but still I wouid have more
pleasure and more esprit de corps if I had
green on my uniform instead of a Scotch
ihistle and I cannot see that I can be blamed.

When I found no Irish regiment in this city
I joined the Scotch reglment, tor have they
not always held their own in the tront ranks
of the Brilish army as well as the Irish regi-
ments? but still I often look &t my sleeve and
say 1o wmyself *just « little bit of greenand 1
would feel! more at home,” and ir it should
come to fighting, why it would Ue for the
*honor of ould Irefand,” as well as for the
benefit of Canada, our adopted home.

In conclusion, I hope you will do your best
to bring about the formation of such a regi-
ment in Montreal, the outlines of which I
have given in rather a confused form.
