CANADA.

An Act for giving effect, on the part of this Province, to a certain Treaty
between Her Majesty and the United States of Amnerica.

WaEREAs it is expedient to provide for giving effect, as regards this Pro-
vince, to the Treaty between Her Majesty and the United States of America,
signed on the fifth day of June one thousand eight hundred and fifty.four:
Be it therefore enacted by the Queen's most Excellent Majesty, by and with
the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and of the Legislative
Assembly of the Province of Canada, constituted and aqsembled by virtue
of and under the authority of an Act passed 'in the Parliament of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, and intituled " An Act to re-unite the

Provinces of Upper and Lower Canada, and for the Government of Canada,"
and it is hereby enacted by the authority of the same, as follows:

I. "Whenèêé fhe G6vernor "6f tiiis Proviiîicc shall; by Proclamation, deèlare
that the said Treaty has taken effect according to the terms thereof, the
articles enumerated in the schedule hereunto annexed, being the growth and
produce of the said United States, shall be admitted into this Province free
of duty, so long as the said Treaty shall rernain in, force; except that if at
any time the said United States shall, under the ternis of the said Treatv,
suspend the operation of the third article thercof, so far as this Province is
affected thcîcby, then the Governor of this Province inay, if he sec fit, declare
such suspension by Proclamation, alter which the exemption fioni duty under
this Act shall cease while such suspension shal continue, but the Governor
may again, whenever such suspensýion shall cease, declare the same by Pro-
claiation, from and after which such exemption shall again take effect,

Il. It shall bc lawfhl for the Governor in Council, by any Order or Orders
to be madefor that purpose, to do anything which shall be found necessary
to be done on the part of' this Province to give full eflect to the said Trcaty,
and aiiy such Order shall have the saine efflect as if the object thereof were
expressly provided for by this Act.

III. The Act passed in the twelfth year of ler Majesty's Reign, intituled
" An Act to provide for the free admission into Canada of certain articles

of the growth or production of the United States of America, on certain
conditions therein nientioned," is hereby repealed.

CAP. I.
An Act for giving effect, on the part of the Province of Nova Scotia, to a

certain Treaty between Her Majesty and the United States of America.
[Passed the 13th day of December 1854.]

Whereas it is expedient to provide for giving effect, as regards this
Province, to the Treaty between Her Majesty and the United States of
America, signed on the fifth day Jnne in the Year of our Lord one thousand
eight hundred and fifty-four:

Be it therefore enacted by the Governor, Council, and Assembly, as follows:

I. Whenever the Governor of this Province shall, by Proclamation, declare
that the Treaty has taken effect according to the terms thereof, the articles
enumerated in the scheCdule to this Act, being the growth and produce of the
United States of America, shall be admitted into this Province free of duty,
so long as the Treaty shal reinain in force, any law, act, or statute to the
contrary notwithstanding, except that if at any time the United States shall,
under the terns of the Treaty, suspend the operation of the third article
thereof so far as this Province is affected thereby, then the Governor of this
Province may, if he see fit, declare such suspension by Proclamation, after
which the exemption from duty under this Act shall cease while such
suspension shall continue; but the Governor may again, whenever such
suspension shall cease, declare the same by Proclamation, from and afler which
Luch exemption shall again take effect.

II. It shall be lawful for the Governor in Council, by any Order or Orders to
be made for that purpose, to do anything further in accordance with the spirit



and intention of the Treaty which shall be fonund necessary to be done on the ON A SCoTra

part of this Province to give full effect to the Treaty, and any such Order shall
have the same effect as if the object thereof were expressly provided for by
this Act.

II. When and so soon as the Treaty shall be declared by Proclamation of the
Govenor to bc in force, and to have taken effect according to the terms
thereof, as provided for by the first section of this Act, the first eighteen
sections of the ninety-fourth chapter of the revised statutes, " Of the Coast
Fisheries," together with such provisions of all other laws, acts or statutes
of this Province now in force as are contrary to or inconsistent with the teris
and spirit of the Treaty, are hereby declared to be suspcnded as regards
citizens and inhabitants of the United States of America, and vessels, boats,
and crafts belonging to the citizens and inhabitants of that country, and shall
continue to be so suspended and not in force so long as the. Treaty shall
continue and be in force, any law, act, ,or statute to the contrary notwith-
standing.

An Act for giving effect, on the part of the Province of New Brunswick, to a
certain Treaty between Her Majesty and the United States of America.

WHIEREAS it iS expedient to provide for giving cafect, as, regards this Province,
to the Treaty between Her Majesty and the United States of America, signed
on the 5th day of June in the year of our Lord 1854,:

Be it therefore enacted, by the Lieutenant-Governor, Legislative Council. and
Assembly, as fiollows:

I. Whenever the Governor of this Province shall, by Proclamation, declare
that the saidTreaty.has taken effect according to the ierns thereof, the articles
enumerated in the sebedule to this Act, bcing the growthand produce of the
said United States of America, shall be admitted into this Province free of
duty, so long as the said Treaty shall remain in force, any law, act, or statute
to the contrary notithstanding, except that if at any time the said United
States shall, under the ternis of the said Treaty, suspend the operation of the
third article thereof, so far as this Province is aflected thereby, then the
Governor of this Province may, if he sec fit, dlecare such suspension by Pro-
clamation, after which the exemption from duty under this Act shall cease
w'hile such suspension shall continue ; but the Governor afbresaid;niay again,
whenever such suspension shall cease, declare the sainety Pr'oclamnation, f'tom
and after which such exemption shall again take effect.

2. It shall be lawful for the Governor in Council, by any Order or Orders to
be made fbr that purpose, to do anything further, in accordance with the spirit
and intention of the said Treaty, which shall be found necessary to be doue on
the part of this Province to giye full effectto the said Treaty; and any such
Order shall have the same effect as if, the object thereof were expressly provided
for by this Act.

III. When'and'so soon as the said Treaty shall be declared by Proclamation
of the Governor to be in force, and to have taken effect according to the terms
thereof, as provided for by the first section of this Act, an Act made and passed
in the fifteenth and sixteenth years of the reign of Her present Majesty,
intituled " An Act relfin'tiëCoïiiS 'é Filiè is,~ind for the prevention of
" illicit trade," together with such provisions of all other laws, acts, or statutes
of this Province now in force as are contrary to or inconsistent with the terms
and spirit of the said Treaty, are hereby declared to be suspended, and shall
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continue to be so sus ended, and not in force, so long as the said Treaty shall BaNEW .
continue and be in force, any law, act, or statute to the contrary notwith-
standing

WTUErEAS it is deemed expedient to authorize Free 'lrade withi the United
State% of America, under and b *y virtue of' the provisions of a Treaty cntered
into betivcen Great Britain and the Unitedl States'of Arnerica, signed on the
flfth. day of June one thousand eight hundred and fiffy-four:

I. Be it therefore' cnactcd, by the Lieutenantit-Governor-, Council, and
Assernbly, rEbat whencver thc Lieutenant-Glovernor or other Administrator of
the Governiment of this Island for the tiine being shall receive satisfactory
evidencc that 'the articlesý, herein-after enumerated will be adrnitted'into the
United States of' America by law fi-e of duty, the said Licutenant-Governor
or other adniiinistratorof' the Government of this Island for thc time being is
hereby authorizcd and einpowerecl to issue bis Proclamation declaring that he
bas such evîidence, and thereupon, fron 'thc date of such. Proclamation, the
foilowing articles, being thc grwh n,.p-dc of the U.nited States of'
America ; to wit, grain,, flour, an d'1_i«eéd'týfs of, ail kinds; animais of all
kinds; fresh, smokeýd, and .saltedý meats,;,cotton -wooli; secJq and vegetables ;
uindried fruits ; dried fruits; fish, of al'kinds , j'prôducts of fishl and 'of ail other

creature8 living in the water; poultry, eggs; hides, furg, skins, or tails mU-
dressed; stone or marble in its crude or unwrouight state ; slate; butter, cheese,
tallow, lard ; ornis ; manures; ores of nctals of ail kinds; coal, pitch, tai,
turpentine, a.shes; timnber and lumber of ail kinds,-round, hewed, and sawed,
unnanufactured in whole or in part ; firewood, plants, shrubs, and trees; pelts,
wool, fish-oil, rice, broomcorn, and bark ; gypsum, ground or unground;
hewn or wrought, or unwrought burr or grindstones ; dyestuffs, flax, hemp, and
tow iunmanufactured ; unmanufactured tobacco; rags,- shall be introduced into
this Island frec of duty, so long as the said Treaty shall renain in force'; and
ail the other provisions of the said Treaty shall go into effect and be observed
on the part of this Island with the United States of America.
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
