continue in force there and no longer; AND wIIeRAs at a Sessioni f the Parlianient of Our
Dorminion of Canada, begun and holden in the City of Ottawa. in Our Province of Ontario,
one Of the Provinces of Canada aforesaid, on the sixth day of November, and prorogued on
the twenty-second day of May, in the thirty-first year of Our Reign, a certain Bill, intituled:
t An Act respecting the Treaty between ler Alajesty and the United States of Anierica for
the apprelension and surrender of certain offenders," was passed in and by the Senate and
lieuse Of Commons, and was at the prorogation of the said Session on the said twenty-second

special confirmation thereof. AND WE no by these presents, and according te the provisions
of the said Act of P)arliament of Great Britain and Ireland, of the thirtieth and thirty-first
years of Our Reign, specially confirm, ratify and finally enact and assent to the said Bill ;

The conferences in London, and the correspondence on the subject have been brought te
a definitive issue by the proposal which, after a full review of the circumstanccs, Earl Gran-
vile made on the part of Her Majesty's Government for the consideration of the people of
Canada and of the Iludson Bay Company.

I have received the intelligence that the Hudson Bay Company has, after some
deliberation, deoided upon accepting the terme laid down by the Secretary of State for the
Colonies.

I have directed that the report of the mission, and all the papers connected therewith,
shall be duly laid before Parliament, and I commend them te your serious consideration in
view of the great importance of the subject, no less than in the hope that this long veed
question may be closed without further delay.

I was much gratified by communications from the Governor of Newfoundland, expressing
the desire for admission into the Union which prevails amongst the inhabitants of that Colony,
and especially by his despatch of the 20th March last, covering copies of Resolutions which
have been passed by the Council and Assembly, and which set forth the conditions they con-
sider it desirable to advance.

RESOLUTIONS adopted in Committco of the Wholo on the subject of the Union of this
Colony with the Dominion of Canada.

PreambhIe.
Whereas by the Imperial Act, 30th and 31st Victoria, chapter 3, entitled An Act

for the Union of Canada, Nova Neotii and wciv Brunswick, and for purposes connected
therewith, provision is mado for the admission of this Colony into the Union; it is therefore

1. Reýo/ved/, That it is expedient that this Colony should enter into the said Union as
part of the Dominion of Canada, if an arrangement can be efected therefor, on fair and
equitable terms.

It is the opinion of this Committee that in necordance with the general provisions of
the Quebee Resolutions of 1864, and the said Act as well as in addition to the samo, and in
modification thercof, the terms hereinafter specified, would, as regards this Colony, form a
just basis for arrangement.

Expenses paid by Canada.
2. The charges for the several Officers, Departments and Services enumerated in Sehe-

dule A. shall b annually defrayed by the Government of tho Dominion, together with the
just claims of this Colony for other charges and concessions of like character with those
borne or made by the Dominion with reference to other Provinces.

Pub.ic Debt.
8. The Public Debt and Liabilities of this Colony shall be assumed by the Dominion

Government, and shall be chargeable as those of the other Provinces of the Dominion.

4. There shall be annually nliowed by the said Governnent to the Government of this
Colony for the support of local institutions,-

1. The sum of eighty cents per hcad on the present population, and to incroase with
the populatian up te the nunber provided for the Provinces of Nova &Scoti and Artc
Bruniwick.'. 2. The interest of five per <cnt. on the difference between the actual amount
of the Debt of this Colony at the tine of the Union and the average anount of indebted.
ness per head of the population of Canada, EVva &oia nnd New Brunswick. 3. The
annual subsidy te whieh this Colony would be entitled by 118th Section of the said Act;
and 4th, the sum of $175,000, in consideration of the transfer te the General Government
of the ungranted and unoccupied Lands, Mines and Minerais of this Colony.

Reserved Rigilhts, &c.

5. The transfer mentioned in the foregoing Resolution is subject te the proviso, that
there be reserved te the' Colony the right of opening, constructing and controlling Ronds and
Bridges through any of the said Lands; and the privilego heretofore exerciscd by the people
of cutting wood on ungranted lands; and subjcct further to the reservations and provisos
contained in the eventh and eighth Sections of the Local Act, 7th Victoria, chapter 1.

A. 1869
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6. The preferable laims of Fishermen and Current Suppliers by the present Tnsolvency
Law of this Colony shall be maintained, unless hereafter altered by Local enactment.

Ernniprion from& Frport T'ax.
7. Nn tax shall bo imposed on the Exports of this Colony, unless a similar tai be levied

on all the staple products of the othier Provinces of the Dominion.

Local Defencc.
8. From the condition of the people scat.tered along the coast, nnd their a9vocations in

the Fisheries requiring their absence from homo during a great part of the vear, it is tlie
Opinion of this Colnittee that aj ý,ilitia Serviceo would bo unsuited to their cireuiiistances ;
but it is believcd thîat an efficient Naval Reserve Force may b established on a satisfactory
ba'sis, and an increase in numnbers and grenter efficiency given to the present Volunteer
organization. In the isolatcd and undefended position of this Island the maintenance of a,
Garrison force in Si. John's a at present is indispensable.

Fisheries.
9. As the Dominion Government has by the said Act control over sea coast and inland

My Lon,-I have the honor to neknowledgo your Uespatc1h, No. 85, of the 23rd of
May, transmitting a Bill passed by the Senate and llou.se of Cominions of Canada, I to fix
i the salary of the Governor General," which Bill you have reserved for the signification of
lier ilajesty's pleasure.

I need searcely say that it is with relnitance, and only on serious occasions, that the
Quen's Government can advise lier Majesty to withhold hie Royal sanction from a Bill
which has passed two branches of the Canadian l'arliament. 'l'le prescnt, however, is a
measure which bas important bearings far beyond its first aspect as a more reduction of
expenditure.

The annual salary of the Governor Gencral was fixed nt £10,000, so lately as last year
by the Imperial Act of Union. Within the first few months of the existence of the new Par-
liament of Canada it is proposed to reduce that snlary to ;£6,500.

I fear that the effect of such a reduction, if assented to, must bc prejudicial to the
interests of Canada. The Governor's solary in the Colony of Victoria is £10,000 per
annum; there are several Colonies in which it, is £7,000, in Canada tho amount contemplated
by the Bill under consideration is £6,500. Instead of being, as it ought to be, an object of
the highest ambition, the Office of (Jovernor General is by this proposal placed, so far as
snlary is a standard of recognition, in the Third Class amongst Colonial Governments. The
effect would bc not merely to restrict ler Mnjesty's Ministers in the choice of Governors
General to thoso who may follow the career of Colonial Governors as a profession, but further
to confine the choico even amongst those gentlemen who are still rising, and who would have
to look to other places than Canada as offering the highest reward for approved abilities and
succems.

But the Governor Gencral is the Representative of the Queen and tho highest authority
in a Dominion vast in extent, occupied by.several muillios of people, comprising within itself
various Provinces reently brought together which van only beI knit into a mature and lasting
whole by wise and conciliatory administration. Nor is the po)sition insulated. The Governor
General is continually called upon to net on questions affecting international relations with
the bnited Stafte. The person who discharges such exalted functions ought to possess not.
only sound judgment and wiso experience, but also n established public reputation, le'
should bc qiuhlified both to exercise a moderaiting influence nmongst the different Provinces
composing the Union, and also to beur weight in his relations with the British Minister at
Washington, arnd with the authorities of the Grent Neighbouring Republic.

I am sure that the Queen's Advisers in this Country would at al] times wish to obtain
for Canada a Governor General Fo qualified, but they could not invite his services if the
income of his office is insufficient to neet the denmands on his resources, and te uphold in a
becoming manner the dignity of the Quecn's Representative in Canada.

For these reasons lier Mnjesty's Government have felt it their duty to advise lier Ma-
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ýesty not to pass into Lnw, by giving the Royal Ament, the Bill reserved for ler Majesty's
pleasure, for the reduction of the Governor General's Salary.

Report on the services of the put year, beg leave to report-

That they have examined the accounts of the several. Contractors for the different
servioes, and have found them correct. They have also subjected the vouchers, on which
the printing account is based, to a rigid scrutiny, and found them in accordance with the
Contract.

They have also verified theI-" Printing Account Balance Sheet," as presented by the
Clork of the Committee, with the several accounts as filed in the Office of the Accountant.,
and have certifled it, under their signatures, to be correct.
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The Contractors for the Printing have performed their duties most satisfactorily, and
the sub-Committee take this opportunity of acknowledging the readiness with which those
Contractors agreed to work extra hours and keep their establishment open at night te meet
the reqoirements of the Publie Service. The Contractor for the Binding and for the supply
of the Printing Paper, has also faithfully performed his duty.

The Sub.Committee have also examined the room set apart under the authority of the
9th Report of the last Session, as a joint-room for both Houses, for the reception and dis-
tribution of all printed matter under the control of Your Committee, and found it carefully
fitted up for the proper and systematic classification of all documenta to be received, and
the necesary preparation to ensure speedy and correct distribution of those which are te be
M»ailed; thus ensuring efiwncy as well as economy. The arrangements made for the safe
keeping of the Printed Records, and for ready reference te them are most satisfactory, and
promis te realise the expectations formed.

The Sub-Committee would draw the attention of -the Committec te the 3rd clause of
the Act 81 Vic.; cap. 27, which provides ( that an Estimate shall annually be prepared by
" an Officer for that purpose, under the sanction of the Senate and House of Commons,
"of the umms which will probably be roquired to be provided by Parliament for the
"Printing services during the year commencing on the lst July in each year ;" and beg to
state that in accordance with the above, the Clerk of the Committee has estimated the pro-
bable coSt of the Printing services of Parliament for the fiscal year, from the 1st July, 1869,
to the 30th June, 1870, at 840,000, and which they submit for the approval of the Com-
Mittee, (this sum to cover all charges connected with the Printing services of Parliament,
which the Clerk of the Committee is now instructed to pay). And also, in accordance with
the 6th clause of the said Act, which provides I that the suns voted by Parliament for the
"'Printing of Parliament shall be held by the Minister of Finance, and that for these services
" an aecount shall be opened in one of the Banks of Canada, in such name as the Senate
"1and House of Commons may direct; and such sums shall be paid to the name of the
" person no selected as the work progresses." The Sub-Committee recommend that such
account b. opened in the naine of the Clerk of the Committee, and, as provided in the Act,
"accounted for in the Printing Account Annual Balance Sheet."

The Sub-Committee would also call the attention of the Committee to the fact that the
several Contracta connected with the Printing of Parliament expires with the work of the
present Session, and they recommend that imnimediate steps be taken for the obtaining of
Tenders for the future performance of the services therewith connected by Contract.

Gentlemen :

The several accounts for the Printing services of the Parliament of the Dominion as
well as the vouchers verifying the sane, are now ready to be submitted to the Committee.

I also submit the "l rinting Account Balance Sheet " from the 30th June, 1867, tothe 30th June, 1868, which shows the cost of the above services for that fiscal year, to havebeen 841,771.30, but this balance sheet must not be used to compare statistically with those
Of former years. as they represented the full cost of the whole work pertaining to each

smion in its completeness, whereas this one merely shows the cost of the fiscal year which
closes all accounts peremptorily on the 30th June.

.G
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Parliament was prorogued on the 22nd May, no that the printing of a large portion of
the Sessional Papers was unfinished and unpaid for on the 30th June.

The expenditure, though larger than usual, does not shew the whole cot of the printing
of the first Session of the Parliament of the Dominion, nor the amount of labour which has
devolved on all connected with it.

The number of volumes of printed matter published has been twenty-nine, nome of
them containing one thousand pages; involving the preparing, translating and copying for
the printer, as well as the proof-reading and corrections afterwards-this is independent of
the miscellaneous printing.

I must here also bringto the notice of the Committee the readineus with whioh the
contractors for the printing aceded to my request, during the Reocss, to work extra hours
and keep their establishment open at night.

The Sessional Papers consisted of 17 volumes, nine in the English language and eight
in the French, of which six of the English and five of the French have en bound and
distributed. The remaining six volumes were in an incomplete state, and were destroyed in
the fire which consumed the premises occupied by the contractor for the binding, on the
20th January lut. Their value was 88,748,75, which was partially covered by an ansurance
of $4,000.

In accordance with the recommendation contained in the Ninth Report of the Printing
Committee of lut Session, a room has been set a part as a Joint Receiving and Distributing
Room of all printed matter, for both Houses, and so fitted up as te give every faoility for
accuracy and despatch, and for the proper and safe keeping of the printed records.

All the services connected with the printing have been mot efficiently performed during
the past year, and the accounts of the printers, intricate as printers' accounts generally are,
have bcen rendered by the present contractors, not only for this, but for the east nine years
in suoh strict aooordance with their contracta that there has not been one single disputed
item.

Errors in calculation may cocur, but they must be detected and remedied, before the
accounts can be proved and closed.

With the completion of the work of the present Session, the several contracta for
Printing, Printing Paper, and Binding, will expire, and provision must now be made for the
future performance of those duties.

.Iehiel Duttler Robli, being sworn, said-I know the signature of the present Regis-
trar of tho'Countios of Lennox and Adington. The signature "MI. P. Roblin, Regis-
" trar," te the papr-writing now shown to me, marked A, is of the proper hand-writing and
the signature of the said Rogistrar. I was present at the marriage to which the said paper-
writing refers. It took place at the residence of Benjamin Foote, father of the bride, at the
village of wapani'e, in the County of Lennox. None of the friends of the bridegroom were
present. The father of the bridegroom was not present. lie resided in NApance at the
time. I was one of the subscribing witncsscs to the certificate of the marriage.

Philip John Roblin being sworn, said :-I an a Wesleyan Mcthodist Minister. I know
,John, Ilorace Tvson. The first time I ever saw hiin, was when lie came before me to be
married. It was Mr. Benjamin Poote who came te me at Shannonville, where I was thon
residing in November, 1860, and asked me to go to Napanee to marry his daughter. I went
with him to his house in Napanee, and thcrc found a person calling himself John Jloraee
Stcvenson, and Mr. Foote's daugliter, Mary E. Foote. Under the license which I now pro-
duce, which was theti and there handed to me by the said John Horace ptevenson, I then
and there married the said John llorare Screnson te the said Mary Elizabeth Foote.
Witnesq produces a licenso for the marriage of John 1. Stevenson and .Mary E. Fbote, copy
of which, marked 1B, is hereunto annexed, and aise a certificate of his ordination, signed by
/ij/h J/eddiinq, one of the Bishops of the Methodist Episcopal Church in America, dated
22nd August, '1830, copy of which, marked C, is boreunto annexed, and aiso a certificate
froi tle Ceneral Quarter Sessions of the Peace for the Midland District of Upplqer Canada,
dated 26th April, 1831, to the effect that it appoared to a majority of the Court that Philip
J. 1oblini was duly ordained as a Jeacon of the Methodist Episcopal Church in Canada,
oopy. of which marked 1), is horcunto annexod. The petitioner gave me his ago as uineteon,
and that of the bride as oightocn. I know fle petitioner's father, ho was net prescnt at the
wedding.

Eri Iikens, being sworn, says:-I an a baker. I reside in Napance. I know
Jhohn ilurace Stevenison by siglt, and have se known him since a short time before I heard
of his marriago to Mary E. 1<ote. I havç known Mary E. 1Fote since her infancy. I am
very intinate with lier family. Mary . Foote left Napanee in 1863. The last time I saw
her was in May and June, 1868. It was at the Gold 1UI, Nevada County, State of Cali-
fornia, that I thon saw lier. It was in the lieuse of one John F. Perry. I staid in Perry's
house for about a week in May, and visited there about once a wek until the end of J une.
The said Mary Elizabeth Foote and John F. Perry were thon and there living together as
man an wife. Sie was paasing by the name of Mrs. Perry. She told me that if she had
thought her marriage with John 1lorace Stevenson was legal she never would have married
the said John . Perry. She had one child of ncarly a year old. She told me the child
was born on the twenty-eighth day of July 1867. I saw the child. The said John F. Perry
formerly resided in the Township of Fredcercksburgh, about five miles froin Napance. Ile
left Napance for the last time in 1863.

Milton Villiams, yeoman, being sworn, said :-I have resided for the lest three years in
California. I saw Mary Elizabeth Foote in Nevada County, California, first in April,
1867, and afterwards in 1868, on both occasions near Washington, in that County. On the
first occasion I staid all night at the louse of a man who told me he was John F. Perry, of
Napance, in Canada. lie and Mary E. Foote were then and there living together as man
and wife. She said ihe wai the daughter of Benjamin Foote, of Napance, and that she
knew me, having seen me in Canada. She had no child on that occasion. At the time of
my second visit at the house in March, 1868, she brought out a boy and shewed him te me,
and saithe was hers. Shc recognized Perry as lier liusband. I know that by having seen
them in bed together.

.James IVilliams, yeorgan, being sworn, said :-I know Mary Elizabeth Foote, and knew
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her by sight before sho went to California. I was at John F Prry's bouse at Cherry Hill,
near 0 a8hington, Nevada County, State of California, sho was living with the said John F.
Perry ans his wifo; they acknowledged one another as man and wifo, and were treated as such
by others.

TusspAY, 18th May, 1869.
John Stevenson, being sworn, said :-I reside at Napance, in the Province of Ontario,

I resided there in Noveniber, 1860, when my son was married to Mary, E. F'oote. He was
then:botween sixteon and seventeca years of age. He was born on or about the 23rd of June,
1844. He lived with me, and was going to school, at tho timo of hie marriage- His mar-
riage was without my knowledge or ,consent. He came directly homo on the night of hie
marriage, and I heard of it the next morning. Hfe came home'directly the ceremony had boen
performed. Very early the next iorning, a porson came and told me of it, and I sent for my
son, who was in bed upstairs, and asked him about it, and ho confessed to me that ho had been
married. Ie had not had any connection with the woman, and I so strongly objected te hie
having any that I do not think ho aver spoke or even saw her again. I ment him away te school
in Montreal, within a wook after. My son continued under my control until ho bocame of
ago. I so strongly objcotod to the marriage that I took stops to have a suit brought against
the parties who had become bail for my son to enablo him to obtain tha license. Judgment
was recovered in that suit.

John Horace Sfevcnsnn, boing sworn, said:-I am the Petitioner in this case. I was
married te Mary Elizabeth Foote in 1860. I have nover seon her since, except at a dis-
tance. I have sean John . Perry, but not to speak te him. I was sixteen and livo months
old when I was married to Mary E. Foote. I have nover sean her since sho went to Cali-
fornia, and have never had any correspondance with her or with John P. Perry.

105, sec. 4 ; and
also all similar rights in ayy other part of British North America, not comprised in Ruper/s
iuand, Canada or Hritisi Columbia.

2. Canada is to pay to the Company £300,000 whcn Rupert's Land is transferred to
the Dominion of Canada.

3. The Coipany mîay, within twelve months of the surrender, select a block of land
adjoining each of its stations, within the limita specified in Article 1.

4. The sizo of the blocks is not to exceed- acres in the Red River Territory, and
aggregate extent of the blocks is not to exceed 50,000 acres.

5. So far as the configuration of the country admits, the blocks are to be in the shape
of parallelogramîs, of which the length is net more than double the breadti.

The Rudson Bay Comîpiny mîay, for fifty years after the surrender claim in any
township or district within the Fertile Belt in which land is set out for settlenent, select
grants of land not exceeding one-twenticth part of the land so set out. Thé blocks so
granted to bé deternined by lot, and the Hudson .Bay Company to pay the rateable share
of the survey expenses, not exceeding--an acre.

7. For the piurposc of the present agreement, the Fertile Belt is to bc bounded as fol-
lows: On the south b iy the nitd Statcs boundary; on the west by the Rorky 3'on/ains;
on the north by the northern braineh of the $askatchewan; on the east by Lake Wi'nnépey,
the Liake of te Woods and the waters connecting theni.

8. All titles to land up tthe 8th March, 1869, eonferred by the Coipany, are to be
confirmed.

9. The Company is to be tat liberty to carry on its trade without hinderance, in its
corporate ci):ilty, and1 no excepional tax is to be placed on the Comîpany's land, trade, or
servants, ior any inport duty on goods introduced by them previous to the surrender.

10. Canada is to take over the materials of the Electrio Telegraph at cost price, such

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price including transport but net including interest fbr money, and subject to a deduction
for ascertained deteriorations.

MEMORANDUM.

Details of Ayreecmenit t>etcen the Delegates of the Government of the Dominion aid the
Directors of the fludson Bay Company.

1. It is undeitood that in surrendering to ler Majesty all the riglts, &c., of tho Coi-
pany in any part of 1Rih Xorth America net comprised in Rupert's Land, Canada or
British Columbia, tho Comîpany are to retain the posta they actually occupy in the North
West Territory.

2. It is understood that it will bo a sufficient act of selection under Articlo III, that
the Company should, within twolve moths, naine the number of acres which they will re-
quire adjoining each post. The actual survey to be proceeded with, with all corvenient speed.

3. It is understood that, in the Red River Settlement, the size of the Blocks to bo re-
tained round Upper Fort Garry shall not exoeed (ton) acres; and that round Lower Fort
Garry shall not exceed (tlhrco hundred) acres.

4. It is understood that a list of the Stations round which the Company will require
blocks ofland, with the size of the blocks they will require, shall be made out forthwith,
and communicated to the Canadian Ministors.

5. It is understood that Article V. shall be construed to mean that the blocks shall
front the river or road by which means of access are provided, and shall b approxinately
in the form of parallelograns of which the frontae shall not be more than half the depth.

6. It is understood that the Company may defer the exorcise of their right of claining
thoir proportion of cach Township for net more than ton years after it is set out; but their
claim must b limited to an allotnent from the land remaining unsold at the tin they de-
clare their intention to make it.

7. It is understood that the blank in Article VI. shall be filled up with cight cents
(Canadian.)

8. It is understood that any claims of Indiana to compensation for lands required for
purposes of sottlement, shall b disposed of by the Canadian Government in cotanunicatio n
with the Imperial Goveriîrnent, and that the Company shall b relievod of all respousibility
in respect of themI.

Memorandum of a further agreement between Sir Geo. Et. (artier and Sir Stajj>rd
Northcote.

Inasmuchi as the Northern branch of the Saskatchewoan River in the Northern boundary
of the Fertile Belt, and thorefore any land on the Northern bank is not within the Territory
of which the Company are to have one twentioth part, it is understood that in forming the
Townships abutting on the Northern bank, the Company shall b at liberty to take thoir
one-twentieth of any such Townships, giving up to the Canadian lominion an equal juan-
tity of the portion of lands coining te them of Townships established on the Southern bank.

It is understood Ihat the Townships on tho Northern banik shall not lor tho above
purpose extend more than fivo miles inland from the river.

It is understood that in laying out any publie road, canals, &c , through any block of
land reserved to tho Company, tie Canadian Government nay take without comîpeusaîtion
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such land as is necessary for the purpose, not exceeding one twenty-fith of the total acroage
of the block, but if the Canadian Government require any land which is actually under cul-
tivation, or which has been built upon, or which is necessary for giving the Company's ser-
vante access to any river or lake, or as a frontage to any river or lake, they shall pay the
Company the fair value of the same, and shall make compensation for any injury done to the
Company or their servante.

It is understood that the whole of the land to be appropriated within the meaning of tie
last proceding clause, shall be appropriated for public purpose.

Cartier, Baronet, and the Honorable William McDouigall, C. B., and ou behalf
of the 1ludson Bay Company, by Sir Sta ord Il. Northcote, Governor of that Company,
and approved by His Excellency in Councilas aforesaid-which termas are set forth in a letter
from Sir Frederic Rogers, Under Secrotary of State for the Colonies, of th 9th of March,
1869, communicated to the Delegates by direction of Earl Granville, and in two subsequent
Memorandums, dated respectively 22nd and 29th March, 1869, containing a modification of

ouch terms-and are in the words and figures following:

Terms, as stated in the Letter /rom Sir Frederic Rogers, of 9tIh March, 1869.
1. The Eudson Bay Comnpany to surrender to Her Majesty all the rights of Govern-

ment, property, &c., in Rupert's Land, which are specified in 31 and 32 Vie., c. 105, sec. 4;

and also ail similar riglts in any other part of British North America, not comprised in
kupcrt's Land, Canuda or British Coltmbia.

2. Canada is to pay to the Company £300,000 when Rupert's Land is transferred to
tho Dominion of Canada.

3. Tie Company may, within twelve months of the surrender, select a block of land
adjoining each of its stations, within the limits specified in Article 1.

4. 'Tho size of the blocks is net to exceed - acres in the Red River Territory, nor
3,000 acres beyond the Territory, and the aggregate extent of the blocks is not te exceed
50,000 ncres.

5. So far as the configuration cf the country admits, the blocks are to be in the shape of
parallelograns, of' which the length is not to be more than double the breadth.

6. ihe /w/so, Bay tCompany may, for fifty years after the surrender, claim in any
Township or District of the Fertile Blot in which land is set out for settliment, grants of
land not excecding one-twentieth part of the land so set out. The blocks so granted to be
dete'rmined by lot, and the 11adson Bay Company to pay a rateable share of the survey ex-
penses, not exceeding-an acre.

7. For the purpose of the present agreement, the Fertile Blut is to bc bounded as fol-
lows : On the south by the lUnited States boundary; on the west by the Rocky Mountains;
on the north by the northern branch of the Saskatchewan; on tho east by Lake lVinnipey,
the Lake of' t/w Vods, and tie waters connecting them.

8. All titles to land up to the Sth March, 1869, conferred by the Company, are to be
confirned.

9. Thc Company is to be at liberty to carry on its trade without hindrance, in its cor-
porate eapaicity, and no exceptional tax is to be placed on the Company's land, trade, or ser-
vants, nor any import duty on goods introduced by them previous to the surrender.

10. Canada is to take over the materials of the Eloectric Telegraph at coqt price, such
price including transport, but not including intorest for money, and subject to a deduction
for ascertained deteriorations.

11. The Company's claim to land under agreement of Messrs. Vankoughnet and Bp-
kins to be withdrawn.

12. The details of this arrangement, including the filling up of the blanks in articles 4
and 6, to be settled at once by mutual agreement.

MEMORANDUM.

Details of agrecment bel-cwen the Delegates of the Government of the Dominion and ite
Directors of tie Hudson Bay Company.

1. It is understood that in surrendering t. Her Majesty all the rights, &-c., of the Com-
pany in any part of liritisih North America not comprised in Rtpert's Lmnd, Canada or
Briis/h Columbia, the Company are to retain the posts they actually occupy in the North-
Weut Territory.

2. It is understood that it will be a sufficient act of seloction under Article III that
the Company should, within twelve months, name the number of acres which they will
require adjoining each post. The actual survey to be proceeded with with ail convenient
speed.

3. Lt is understood that, in the Red River Settlement, the site of the blocks to be
retained round Upper Fort qary shall not exceed (ton) acres; and that round Lowver
Port Garry shall net exceed (threc hundred) acres.

4. It is understood that a list of tho St'.htions round which the Company will require
blocks of land, with the sise of the blocks they will require, shall be made out forthwith,
and communicated to the Canadian Ministers.

5. It is understood that Article V. shall be construed to mean that the blocks shal
front the river or rond by which icans of access are provided, and ualal be approximately
in the form of parallelogranis of which the frontage shall not be more than lialf the depth.

6. It is understood tiat the Company may defer the exercise of their riglt of claining
their proportion of each Township for not more than ten years after it is set out; but their
claim must be limited to an allotment fron the lande remaining unsold at the time they
declare their intention to inake it.
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7. It is understood that the blank in Article VI. shall be filled up with eight cents
(Canadian).

8. It is understood that any claims of Indians to compensation for lands required for
purposes of settlement, shall be dispesed of by the Canadian Government in communication
with the Imperial Government, and that the Company shall be relieved of all responsibility
in respect of them.

Memorandum of a further agreement between Sir George Et. Cartier, and Sir Stafford
Northcote.

Inasmuch as the Northern branch of the Sakatchewan River is the Northern boun-
dary of the fertile belt, and therefore any land on the Northern bank is not within the Territory
of which the Company are te have one-twentieth part, it is undorstood that in forming the
Townships abutting on the Northern bank, the Company shall be at liberty to take their
one-twentieth of any such Townships, giving up te the Canadian Dominion an equal quan-
tity of the portion of lands coming to them of Townships established on the Southern bank.

It is understood that the Townships on the Northern bank shall not for the above pur-
pose extend more than five miles inland from the river.

It is understood that in laying out any public roads, canals, &c., through any block of
land reserved te the Company, the Canadian Government may take without any compensa-
tion such land as is necessary for the purpose, net exceeding one-twenty-fifth of the acreage
of the block, but if the Canadian Government require any land which is actually under
cultivation, or which has been built upon, or which is necessaty for ging the Company's
servants access te any river or lake, or as a frontage te any river or lake, they shall pay the
Company the fair value of the same, and shall make compensation for any injury done to the
Company or their servants.

It is understood that the whole of the land te be appropriated within the meaning of
the lat preceding clause, shall be appropriated for publie purposes.

Whosoever by suchi negligence as shall show him to be reckless or wantonly regardless
of consequences, or in contravention of a Municipal Law of the locality, sets fire to any
forest, troc, manufactured lumber, square timber, loge or floats, boom, dam or slide on the
Crown domain or land leased or lawfully hold for the purpose of cutting timber, or on private
proporty, or on any Creek or River, or rollway, beach or wharf, so that the same be injured
or destroyed is guilty of a misdemoanor, and shall be liable to imprisonment in any gaol or
place of confinement for any tine not longer than two years, with or without hard labor.

CLAUSE B.

Whon in the opinion of the Magistrate investigating the charge under the preeding
section, the consequences have not been serious, he may, in hie discretion, dispose of the
matter summarily without sonding the offender for trial, by imposing such a fine, not exceed-
ing fitty dollars, as hé may deem right to impose; or in default of payment by committal to
gaol for any poriod not excoeding six months, or until the fine be paid, and with or without
hard labor.

CLAUSE C.

Whosoever unlawfully and maliciously sets fire to any forest, troc, manufactured lumber,
square timber, loge or floats, boom, dam or slide on the Crown demain, or land leased or law-
fully hold for the purpose of cutting timber, or on private property, or on any Creek or River,
or rollway, beach, or wharf, so that the same b injured or destroyed, is guilÎty of felony, and
shall bo liable to be imprisoned in the Penitentiary for any termn not exceeding fourteen
years and not less than two years, or to b imprisoned in any other gaol or place of confine-
ment for any term less than two years, with or without hard labor, and with or without
solitary confinement.

and with or without solitary confinement.

CLAUSE B.

Whosoever purchases any gold in quarts, or any unsmelted or melted gold or silver, or
otherwise unmanufactured gold or silver of the value of One dollar or upwards,
(except from such owner or authorised person as in the lait preoeding section mentioned) and
dos not, at the sarne time, execute in triplicate an instrument, in writing, stating the place
and time of purchase, and the quantity, quality and value of gold or silver so purchased, and
the name or names of the person or persons from whom the me was purchaaed, and file
the sane in the office of the nearest Commissioner or Deputy Ocmmissioner of mines of the
District, or Officer fbr the Division in the Gold Mining Division, or of ome Inspector or
other proper Officer in that behalf named in any Act in force in the Province in which such
purchase, in made within twenty days next after the date of such purchase, in guity of a
misdemcanor, and shall be liable to any penalty not exceeding in anount, double the value of
the gold or silver purchased, and to be imprisoned in any gaol or place of confinement, other
than the Penitentiary, for any term les than two years, with or without hard labour, and
with or without solitary confinement.

CLAUSE C.

On complaint in writing made to any Justice of the Peace of the County, District or
place, by any person interested in any mining claim; that mined gold or gold bearing quarts,
or mined or unmanufactured silver or silver ore, is unlawfully deposited in any place, or held
by any person, contrary to law, a general search warrant may be iusued by such Justice, as
in the case of stolen goods, including any number of places or persons named in such com-
plaint, and if upon such search, any such gold or gold bearing quarts, or silver or silver ore

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be found to be unlawfully deposited or held, the Justice shall make such order for the resto -
ration thereof to the lawful owner, as he considers right.

CLAUSE D.

The decision of such Justice shall be subject to nppeal ais in ordinary cases, on summary
conviction; but before such appeal shall be allowed, the uppelmnt shall enter into a recogniz-
ance in the manner by law provided in cases of appeal finoi sumumary convictions, to the
value of the gold, or other property in question, thati he will prosecute his appeal at the next
sittings of any Court having jurisdiction in that behalf, and will pay the costs of the appeal
in case of a decision against him, and in case of the defendant appealing, that ho will pay
such fine as the Court may impose, with costs.

1st. That on the fourth day of June instant, His Excellency the Governor General
transmnitted for the inforûnation of the Senate, a copy of the minutes of a conferonce between
a Committee of the Privy Council of Canada and certain Dolegates from the Colony of New-
foundland, on the subject of the Union of that Colony with the Dominion of Canada, and of
the Resolutions adopted by them, as the basis of such Union, which a:re in the following
words, namely :

1. That it'is expedient to provide that Canada shall be liable for the debts and liabilities
of Newfoundland, existing at the time of the Union.

For the purpose cf placing the interest on the publie debt of Newfoundlua4d ion the
saine footing as that of the other Provincos, Canada will, on the request of the Lieutenant
Governor and Couneil of Newfoundland, make arrangements to substitute in lieu of the ex-
isting sceurities which now represent the publie debt of Ne:foundimiîd, the Bonds or Stock,
either of the late Provinco of Canada, or of the Provinces of New Brunswick or Nova
Scotia, issued beforc the 1st July, 1867 ; and will further endeavor to provide that the se
curities of Newfoundland shall be placed on the saine footing as those of the other Provinces,
as investments in which tho Sinking Funds of any portion of' the Debts for which Canada
is now responsible, may be made.

3. Neu lan/and not laving incurred debts cqual to those of the other Provinces now
constituting the Dominion, shall be entitled to receive, by hal' yearly payments, in advance
from the General Government, interest at the rate of 5 per cent. per annum on the difference
between the actual amount of its indebtedness and the indebtedness per head ot the popula-
tien of Nova S'cotia and New Brunswick; the population of Newfoundland being estiiiatdt
at 130,00<).

4. In consideration of the transfer to the Gencral Parliament of the powern of taxation,
the following sums shall be paid yearly by Canada to Newfoundlaud, for the support of its
Government and Legislature, to wit:-$35,000, and an annual grant equal to 80 cents per
head of the aforesaid population, both lialf yearly in advance. Such grant of 80 cents pet'
head to bc augmented in proportion to the increase of population, as may be shewn by each
utbsequu.nt decennial consus, until the population amounts to 400,000, at which rate such

grant shall thîereafter romain ; it being understood that the first eonsus shall bo taken in the
year 1871.

5. in consideration of the transfer to the deneral Government by Nwvfoundland ofthe
nnw ungranted and unoccupied lands, mine and iinerals of the Colony, it is agreed that the
smin Of $150),000 sall each year be paid to Newfbund/and by semi-annual payments, in
advan'e; and that Colony shall retain the right of opening, constructing and controlling roads
and bridges through any of the said lands. and that the privilege heretofore enjoyed by the
inhabitants of Norffundland cutting (free of charge) wood on the ungranted lands of the
Crown, shail continue to be exercised by theni in like manner frce of charge, but the afore-
said reservatins shall be subject to such regulations as may, from time to time, be passed by
the Lieutenant (overnor of Nowfoundland, in Couneil, and which regulations shall be subject
to the approval of the Governor Genoral in Council.
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Such, surrender shall also be subject to the reservations and provisos contained in the
7th and 8th Sections of the Act of the Legislature of Neafoundland, 7 Vic., cap. 1, but
these shall in like manner be at all times subject to approval as aforesaid.

6. It shall be optional, however, for Newfoundland, before entering the Union, to reserve
to itself ail the lands and rights conveyed to the General Government by the last preceding
clause, and in that case Canada shall be relieved of the payment of the aforeaaid sum of
$150,000 per annum.

7. The encouragement, benefits, and protection accorded by the Dominion to fisheries in
other parts thereof shall be extended te the fisheries of Newfoundland, and unless Parliament
shaill inako other provision, the provisions of the Act of the Legislature of Newfoundland, 31
Vic., cap. 1, sec 3, shall remain in force.

8. l addition to the present local water rates and assessments in the Town of St. John,
the water ducs now payable by vessels entering that harbour, as well as the present duty on
coal entering the said harbour, shall be available te Newfousndland, and be applied in redue-
tion of the intercet for which Newfoundland is now responsible in respect of its liability
towards the General Water Company. Such duties on ceal, and water ducs shall be subject
to adjustment from time to time by the Legislature of XNew(undland. On an Address of
such Legislature to that effect, the Dominion Government will issue Bonds bearing interest
at 5 per cent per annum, maturing not less than 15 years from the dates thereof, te be deli-
vered to the Government of Newfoindland for the purpose of funding the aforesaid liability
to the said Gencral Water Company. On a like address, the Dominion Governmcnt will also
issue Bonds to fund the liability contracted in respect of the Harbour Grace Water Company,
all such sums being charged to Newfound(land as part of its debt.

9. The Dominion will provide an efficient è4ail Service between the presont Dominion,
Newfoundland, and the United Kingdom, by saamers adapted and giving adequate facilities
for the convoyance of passengers and cargo.

Tho obligations of Newfoindland with respect to the present Mail Service between
.Newfoundland and Halifax will be undertaken by the Government of the Dominion, and
on the expiry of existing arrangements, other provision will be made for maintaining the
services in a manner equally advantageous to ÀNewfoundland.

Efficient coast steam service, including Labrador, in connection with the Post Office,
will be established and maintained by the Government of the Dominion.

10. Canada will assume and detray the charges for the following services:
a. Salary of the Lieutenant-Governor.
b. Salaries and allowances of the Judges of the Superior Court, the Judges of District

Courts, and the Labrador Judge and Bailiff.
r. The charges in respect of the Department of Customs.
d. Postal Department.
r. Protection of Fisheries.
f Provision for Volunteer Militia, and Naval Brigade Force.
g. Light luses, Shipwrecked Crews, Quarantine and Marine Ilospitals.
h. The Surveyor-Gencral and his Staff [in case the lands shall be transferred.]
i. The Geological Survey.
j. The Penitentiary.

And such further charges as may be incident te and connected with. the services, which by the
British Aorth America Act, 1867, appertain to the General Government, and as are or may
be allowed to the other Provinces.

11. No exceptional tax shall be imposed on any of the exporte of Newfondtand.
12. Newfoundland shall, in eaue the Union take place previous to the next census in

the year 1871, be entitled to be represented by eight Members in the louse of Commons,
and thereafter the reprosentation shall be subject to the provisions of the British North
Anerica Act, 1867.

13. The Union shall take effect on stch day as Her Majesty, by Order in Couneil, on
an Addrens to that effect, in terme of the 146th section of the Britsh' North .America Act,
1867, may direct, and Nerfoundland may in such Addres speoify the divisions, if any, for
which any of the four Senators to which that colony is entita sha be named; the Elettoual
District for which, and the time within which, the first election for Members to serve in the
louse of Commons in Canada, shall tako place.

185
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14. Tho Constitution of the ExeOcutive authority, and of the Legislature of Newfound-
land, shall subject to the provisions of the said Act, continue as they exist at the Union,
until altered under the authority thereof.

15. The provisions in the aforesaid Brùtish North America Act, 1867, shall-except
those parts thereof whioh are in terme made, or by reasonable intendment, may bc held te be
specially applicable te, and only affect, one and not the whole of the Provinces now coni-
posing the Dominion, and except so far as the same may be varied by the Resolutions-be
applicable te NewfounIland, in the same way, and te the like extent, as they apply te the
other Provinces of the Dominion, and as if the Colony of Newfoundland had been one of the
Provinces originally united by the said Act.

Resolved, 2nd. That the House of Commons of Canada have, during the present session
of the Parliament of the Dominion, addressed Her Majesty, praying that Her Mnjesty would
be graciously pleased, by and with the advice of Her Most Honorable Privy Council, under
the provisions of the 146 section of the British North America Act, 1867, to admit New-
foundland into the Union or Dominion of Canada, on the terme and conditions set forth
in the above mentioned Resolutions.

Reaolved, 3rd. That an humble address be presanted te Her Majesty, concurring in the
terms and conditions mentioned in the address of the House of Commons, and praying that
Her Majesty may be pleased, by and with the adviee of Her Most Honorable Privy Council,
under the provisions of the 146 section of the British North America Act, 1867, to admit
N1ufoundland1 into the Dominion of Canada, accordingly.

That on the fourth day of June instant, Ris Excellency the Governor (eneral trans-
mitting for our information, a copy of the Minutes of a Conference botween a Committeo
of the Privy Council of Canada and certain Delegates from the Colony of Newfoundland,
on the subject of the union of that colony with the Dominion of Canada, and of the Resolu-
tiens adopted by them, as the basis of suth union, which are in the following words, namely:

1. That Canada shall bc liable for the debts and liabilities of Aewfuundland existing at
the time of the Union.

2. For the purpose of plaoing the interest on the public debt of Newfoundland on the
same footing as that of the other Provinces, Canada will, on the request of the Lieutenant
Governor and Council of Newfoundland, make arrangements te substitute in lieu of the ex-
isting securities which now reprosent the public &bt of Ni'wfoundland, the Bonds or Stock,
either of the late Province of Canada, or the PFvincesof New Brunswick or Nova &oi,
issued before the lst July, 1867; and will further endeavor te provide that the soeurities of
Newfoundland shall be placed on the same footing as those of the other Provinces, as invest-
ment. in which the Sinking Fund of any portion of the Debt for wlich Caniada is now re-
sponsible, nay be made.
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3. NefoundlandZ not having incurred debts equal to those of the other Provinces now
constituting the Dominion, shall be entitled to receive, by half-yearly payments, in advance
from the General Government, interest at the rate of ô per cent. per annum on the difference
between the actual amount of its indebtedness and the indebtedness per head of the population
of Nora Scotia and New Brunswick; the population of Newfoundland boing eatimated at
130,000.

4. In consideration of the transfer to the General Parliament of the powers of taxation,
the following sums shall bo paid yearly by Oanada to Newfoundland, for the support of its
(lovernment and Legislature, to wit :-$35,000 and an annual grant equal to 80 cents per
head of the aforesaid population, both half-yearly in advance. Suci grant of 80 cents per
head to be auigmented in proportion to the increase of population, as niay be shown by each
subsequent decennial census, until the population amounts to 400,000, at which rate such
grant shall thereafter remain; it being understood that the first ensus shall be taken in the
year 1871.

5. l consideration of the transfer to the General Government by Newfoundland of the
now ungranted and unoccupied lands, mines, and mineralis of the Colony, it is agreed that the
sum of $150,000 shall each year be paid to Newfoundland by semi-annual payments, in ad-
vance ; and that Colony shall retain the right of opening, constructing, and controlling roads
and bridges through any of the said lands, and that the privilege heretofore enjoyed by the
inhabitants of Neufoundland of cuttiug (free of charge) wood on the ungranted lands of the
Crown, shall continue to bo exeroised by them in like manner, but the aforesaid reservations
shall be subject to such regulations as may, from time te time, bo pased by the Lieutenant-
Governor of efoundland, in Council, and which regulations shall be subject to the approval
of the Governor General in Council.

Such surrender shall also be subject to the reservations and provisos contained in the 7th
and 8th Sections of the Act of the Legislature of Newofoundland, 7 Vic., cap. 1, but these
shall in like manner bo ut all times subject te approval as aforesaid.

6. It shall be optional, however, for Newfoundland, before entering the Union, to re-
serve to itself all the lands and rights oonveyed te the General Government by the last pre-
ceding clause, and in that caso Canada shall be relieved of the payment of the aforesaid sum
of $150,000 per aunum.

7. The encouragement, benofits, and protection acorded by the Dominion to*sheries in
other parts thereof shall bo extended te the fisheries of Newfoundland, and unless Parliament
shall make other provision, the provisions of the Act of the Legialature of Newftundlanid, 31
Vic. cap. 1, sec. 3, shall remain in force.

8. In addition to the present local water rates and assessments in the Town of S. John,
the water ducs now payabl vessels entering that harbour, as well as the present duty on
coal entering the said harbor, uIhl be available te Newfoundiand, and be applied in reduction of
the interest for which Newfounadlaind is now responsible in respect of its liability toward the
General Water Company. Suoh duties on coal, and water dues shall bo subject to adjustment
from time to time by the Legislature of Newfoundland. On an address of such Legislature
to that effect, the Dominion Government will issue Bonds bearing interest at 5 per cent per
annum, maturing not less than 15 years from the dates theroof, te be delivered to the Gov-
ernment of Newfoundland for the purpose of fùnding the aforosaid liability to the said Gon-
eral Water Company. On a like address, the Dominion Governmont will also issue Bonds to
fund the liability contracted in respect of the larbour Grace Water Company, al such sùms
being charged to Yeafoutndland as part of ita debt.

9. The Dominion will provide an efficient Mail Service between the present Dominion
Newfoundland and the United Kinom, by steamers adapted and giving adequate facilities
for the conveyance of passengers and cargo.

The obligations of Newfoundland with respect to the presnt Mail Service between
Newfotundlaind and ialgix will be undertaken by the Government of the Dominion, and
on the expiry of existing arrangements, other provision will be made for maintaining the
services in a manner equally advantageous te .Netofoutndland.

Efficient couat steam service, includi'g Labrador, in connection with the Post Office,
will b. established and maintained by the Govornment of the Dominion.

10. Canada will assume and defray the charges for the fbllowing services:

187
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a. Salar7 of the Lieutenant Governor.
b. Salaries and allowances of the Judges of the Superior Court, the Judges of District

Courts, and the Labrador Judge and Bailif.
c. Tte charges in respect of the Department of Custome.
d. Postal Department.
c. Protection of Fisherices.
f. Provision for Volunteer Militia, and Naval Brigade Force.
g. Light Houses, Shipwrecked Crews, Quarantine and Marine Ilospitals.
h. The Surveyor-General and his Staff [in eue the lands shall be transferred.]
i. The Geological Survey.

j. The Penitentiary.
And such further charges as may be incident to and connected with the services, which by the
British North America Act, 1867, appertain to the Gencral Government, and as aro or may
be allowed to the other Provinces.

11. No exceptional tax shall bo imposed on sny of the exports of Newfoundland.
12. Newfoundlandshall, in case the Union take place previous to the next census in

the year 1871, be entitled to be represented by eight Members in the House of Commons,
and thereafter the representation shall b su bject to the provisions of the British North
America Act, 1867.

13. The Union shall take effect on such day as Her Majesty, by Order in Council, on an
Address to that effect, in terme of the 146th section of the Britigh North A nerica Act, 1867,
may direct, and Newfnundland may in such Address specify the divisions, if any, for which
any of the four senators to which that Colony is entitled shall be naned ; the Electoral Dis-
trict for which, and the time within which, the first election for Members to serve in the
Boue of Commons in Canada, shall take place.

14. The Constitution of the Executive authority, and of the Logislature of Nefound-
land, shall, subject to the provisions of the said Act, continue as they exist at the Union,
until altered under the authority thereof.

15. The provisions in the aforesaid British North America Act, 1867, shall-except
those parts thereof which are in terme made, or by reasonable intendment, may bo held to
be specially applicable to, and only affect, one and not the whole of the Pivinces now con-
posing the Dominion, and except so far as the same may be varied by the Resolutions-bo
applicable to Newfoundland, in the same way, and to the like extent, as they apply to the
other Provinces of the Dominion, and as if the Colony of Nefoundland had been one
of the Provinces originally united by the said Act.

The House of Commone of Canada having in the present Session of the Parliament of
the Dominion, passed an Address to Your Majesty praying that Your Majesty would be
graciously pleased, by and with the advice of Your Mot Honorable Privy Council, under the
provisions of the 146th Section of the British North America Act,1867, to admit Newfound-
land into the Union or Dominion of Canada, on the terme and conditions set forth in the
above mentioned Resolutions.

Wherefore, we, the Senate of Canada, fully concurring in the terms and conditions ex-
pressed in the Address of the House Commonu, humbly pray that Your Majesty will be
pleased, by and with the advice of Your Most Honorable Privy Council, under the provisions
of the 146th Section of the British North America Act, 1867, to admit Newfoundland into
the Dominion of Canada.

Which said Address being read by the Clerk, was unanimously agreed to.

The Officiai Return of the distribution of the Statutes having been referred to the Com-
mittee for revision, a sub-Comnittee was appointed for the purpose -to their Report, hereto
annexed, together with the revised Lits of Distribution, numbered from One to Five itinlu-
sive, the Comnmittee respectfully recommends the consideration of both louses.

The sub-Committee of the Joint Committec of both Houses on the Printing of Parlia-
ment, appointed to examine and revise the Return of the distribution of the Laws, beg leave
to Report:-

''hatthey have carefully examined the said Return, and from the information therein
contained, as well as that obtained from every source within their reach, they have prepared
the annexed lista numbered as fbllows: -

1st. Departtimtal. Seat of Government, conprising His Excellency the Governor
General and the several Departments.

2nd. The Province of Ontario.
3rd. The Province of Quebec.
4th The Province of Nova Scotia.
5th The Province of New Brunswick.
These Lists add up to 12,034 copies in English, and 1.966 copies in French, but as

these numbers are made up very largely froin the List of Magistrates, the sub-Comnmittee
conceive that, by their recommiiendations herei after contained, the number of Magistrates
requiring and using the Statutes will be considerably diminished, and consequently that the
edition nay be decreased in like ratio.

In recoinmending the sending of the Statutes to the Jude" and the several Officials, as
in the accompanying Listsit is intended that such are sent oficially and to be continued for
their suceessors in office.

't he sub-'ommnittee would also recommend that the Members of the Parliaznent of the
Dominion have five copies each of the Statutes as at present, and that a Cireular be sent to
eaeh Menber for information as to the language in which he would desire his copies.

The sub-Committee, in recommending the sending copies of the Statutes to the Members
of the Local Legislature of each of the Provinces of the Dominion, their Legislative
Libraries, the Publie Departmenta and their Officiais, trust that, in like manner, the Statutes
of the several Local Legislatures will be sent te each Member of the Parliament of the Po-
minion, the Library of Parliament, the Publie Departments, and the Officiais, in exchange.

The sub-Committee would also recommend that in future the Statutes be net furnished
to the Magistrates except on payment of a sum net to exceed fifty cents per volume, and aise
that arrangements be made to allow all the Publishers of Newspapers and Periodicals, as well
a all Officiais not named in the List, to purchase on the sane terme:- -iltid that Books6llers
be allowed to purchase at cost price, for sale to the Public, at an advance of not more than
20 per cent. beyond the cost.

The sub-Committee would alse recommend that copies of the Statutes be mnt te the
Clerks of the Peace for each Cotnty foi distribution under the above arrangemen't, commu-
nication being first had with them to ascertain the propable number of acting Magistrates and
Officialis requiring copies in each County.

The ternis to which the Delegates from Newfoundiand agreed, and which, it may be
expected, will prove acceptable to the people of that Island, have met with your concurrence.

The basis has been laid for negotiations with the Government of Prine Edward Jlaid.
Moreover, what is not of less importance, seeing that the good-will of the people already

within the Dominion il a matter perhaps of greater, at the least of equal concern with the
acquisition of new territories, you have adopted the precautions of timely and well considered
liberality in order to satisfy reasonable demands and coneiliate attachment in Nova &oia.

The Acts rendering the Criminal Laws uniform will ensure an exact and equal proce-
dure, and cannot fail to be conducive in the highest degree to the publie advantage.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

In Her Majesty's Name I thank you for the supplies you have granted for the Publie
Service. Though the revenue acoruing from Import Duties has not reached the expected
standard, I rejoice to think that a vigilant supervision of the public expenditure lias obviated
lie necessity of imposing any fresh burdens on the people.

Ionorable Gentlemen and Gentlemen :

I will not detain you further than to express the hope that in returning to your homes
you will find the Country blessed with every prospect of an abundant seaston, and that you
will continue your services to the State by encouraging industrial pursuits, diffusing content-
ment and upholding the authority of the law in your respective neighbourlhoods.
