The term refers to a n Uectiou oi building> 
on one of the seven hills of Rome, which 
cover a space of 1,20* * feet in length, 1,000 
feel in breadth. It is built on the spot 
once occupied by the garden of the cruel 
Nero. It owes its origin to the Bishop of 
Rome, who in the early part of the sixth 
century erected a humble residence on its 
site. About the year 1160 Pope Eugenius 
rebuilt it on a magnificent scale. Innocent 
II. a few years afterwards gave it up as a 
lodging to Peter 11., King «>i Arragon. lu 
1305 Clement V., at the instigation of the 
King »»f France, removed the papal 
from Rome to Avignon, when the \ atiean 
remained in a condition of obscurity and 
neglect fur more than t-even years. But 
soon after the return of the pontifical court 
to Rome, an event which had been so ear­
nestly prayed for by the poor Petrarch, 
and which finally took place in 1370, the 
Vatican was put into a state of repair, 
again enlarge*!, and it was thence-forward 
considered as the regular palace and resi­
dence of the Popes, who one after the other 
added fresh buildings to it, and gradually 
enriched it with antiquities, statues, pic­
tures, and books, until it became the rich­
est depository in the world.
