Precaution Against Weeds,

The attention of the ratep\éyers of
Carrick, and particularly the pathmast.
ers, is directed to a clause in the 1911
Pathmaster’s By-law, which reads as
follows: —“That it shall be the duty of
every pathmaster to cause al| noxious
weeds growing on any highway Qr road
allowance in his division to be cut down
as often as shall be requisite to prevent
their going to seed, and also to give
notice in writing to any person owning
or occupying land in his division, where-
on any noxious weeds are growing and
in danger of geing to seed, requiring
him to cause them to be cut down with.
in five days from the service of such
notice, and in case of the refusal or neg-
lect of such persons to do so, or of the
land being unoccupied, the Pathmaster
may enter upon such land and cause
such weeds to be cut down, with as
little damage to growing crops as may
be, and the expense of doing so shall,
if not paid by the owner or occupier of
the land forthwith, be levied and collect-
ed like othe. taxes, and the pathmaster
shall not be deemed to have committed

trespass by such entry, but should any
noxious weeds be growing upon non-res.
ident lands, no notice shall be necessary
previous to cutting down the same.”

Grand Canyon, Ariz.
March 24th’ 1911,
Mr. J. A. Johnston, :
Dear Sir :—

You asked me to write you as soon
as I gota breathing spell along the road
about my trip. Although 1 have seen
lots of interesting things since I left,
yet this wonderful Grand Canyon over-
towers everything else in grandeur and
immensity., Have had to come 65 miles
off the main line to see it and am pleased
I did so. B0

In the first place it is. from 6000 to
6000 feet deep from straight line above
the rim and is from 8 to 13 miles across,
being over one mile deep and 217 miles
in length. In some places walls are
perpendicular for about 2000 feet, then
slant somewhat towards the bottom. I
have read and heard a great deal about
it and have seen pictures of it, but the
shortest way for me to put it is to say it
is simply indescribable and my vocabu-
lary does not contain adjectives enough
to convey even the faintest idea of its
character:; :

When I saw it first it seemed to me
that I became rigid and had to really
realize that the picture before me was
not a dream but a stern reality and no
delusion. Then when I was fully con.
vinced of its real existence I was fill-
ed with awe and admiration. Am stay-
ing 2 or 8 days and’ wish 1 could stay
weeks and even then could not see half
of its beauty and majesty.

The Old World has 7 Wonders which
certainly are very great but are all made
by the hand of man, but America has 7
greater Wonders and all the handiwork
of Nature, and this Grand Canyon of
Arizona is called by competent  judges
the most wonderful of all the world’s
wonders by all odds.

Now John, as I have said, it would be
utterly useless for me to try to . describe
it, for each person sees it from his own,
stand point of appreciation. One wom-
an told me . to-day when | asked her
what she thought of it “It looks wick-
ed” and a man said to me “Well, it cer-
tainly is a big hole in the ground” and
both were right 1 think.

Its vastnesr, its colorings, its pleasing
lines of symmetry and soft harmonious
shadings which comprise all the seven
primary colors and then transpose and
mix these colors into all conceivable
blendings and combinations giving pos-
sibly over a hundred shadings—and then
some. Colors, which I presume, are
nowhere else to be found on the whole
earth on such a grand scale, Massive
walls that have no counterpart, rock
forms that dazzle and bewilder and
seem to unfold the stone book of crea-
tion, and 1 cannot describe it better
than to say it appears to me as a joy
and a pain, a delight and a sorrow, as
something that is seen at a look and yet
requires a lifetime to comprehend.

Now I think I can understand why
and where the Hopi, Pueblo and Nava-
ho Indians get their soft, pleasing, har-
moneus and natural colors in all of their
work in making blankets, baskets, and
pottery so pleasing to the eye.

People go down the trails at the im-
minent risk of their lives and return on
those little borros which are 80. sure-
footed, but if one should happen to miss
his foot at some points, it would would
precipitate itself and rider to from 100
to 1000 feet below where they would
strike some landing then roll to perhaps
another 1000 feet, but accidents are
rare.

Am told it takes 7 miles of winding
trail to get to the bottom. People on
foot generally go down one day and ex-
plore, stop all night at the hotel at bot-
tom and return rext day—round trip
with borros and guide cost $4.00 and 50
cts for luncheon and several people go
daily. I felt my life was too valuable
(for me at least) to risk it on so narrow
a margin, so I slid down the trail to the
depth of what was marked 1500 feet
from the rim and it seemed to me that
I had to hang on with hands, feet and
eye winkers to keep from falling, and at
that short distance it appeared to me as
if the rim pierced the clouds. I was
very tired when | regained the top.
One would not believe an animal could
80 down the steep narrow and zigzag
path unless he sees it perform the trick,
and nothing could induce me to try it on
their backs,

Cottages situated about half way down
on the plateau 18 x 22 feet with white
roofs appear from above not. larger than
a ladies small white handkerchief
spread out on her lap. Think of looking
at a white sign board 18 x 22 ft half a2
mile away! and from above would
scarcely notice them had our attention
not been called to them,

I started out to write youonly a few
lines about the Canyon, but it seems I
cannot stop and could go on for days
describing its new features at every
move one makes, if [ had the days to sit
here at the hotel El Tovar and look out

over it as its increasing beauty; colors

and angles unfold themselves.
it seems like a huge paint pot - with '
enough colors to paint the world, and at
gunset this evening it fairly outdid itself
in its splendor of colors and bewildering”
in awe and majesty and makes one think
of a number of rainbows all - broken up
and arranged in pleasing effects. -

Now if I do not know when to stop
you can at least quit reading it if you do
not like it, and as | promised to write to
80 many friends while I would be gone,
please hand it to some one who , would
be interested with it. ;

- FISH RECIPES.

.Oystqr Pie.—Line  g,deep baking
dish with a good pie crust. . One
quart of oysters, the small kind
will do. Put a layer of the oysters
on the bottom. Season with salt
and pepper and a little parsley or
usé a little celery seed, then a lay-
er of sliced potatoes, then add a
layer of pie crust up in small piec-
es, then another .ayér of oysters,
until the pan is nearly full. Add
the liquid. Cover with a crust on
top, make séveral holes in top, and
bake about ome hour. This is a
good dinner. with little work and
wil Iserve a family of six.

Baked Opyster Loaf.—One and
one-half pounds of round beefsteak
and the same quantity of fresh lean
pork, ground fine. Add to the
ground meat one quart of fresh oy-
sters, three eggs, and eight soda
crackers rolled fine. Salt and pep-
per to taste. Mix all together into
& loaf and bake one hour, with one
pint of water. Baste frequently.

Lobster Patties.—One cup cream’

sauce, one .cup lobster meat, a
slightgrating of nutmeg, one tea-
spoon lemon juice, salt-and pepper
to taste, one egg yolk. Puff paste
patty shells: Make cream sauce by
blending in a saucepan two table-
spoons of butter with the same
quantity of flour; then when smooth
add half a cup each of milk and thin
cream., Stir till boiling, cook five
minutes, and then put in the sea-

.soning and lobster cut into dice.

Heat thoroughly and just before

serving, add the yolk of the egg.

Fill the shells and serve.

Fish Chowder.—For a party of
six, three pounds of fish, cut into
small squares, one dozen potatoes,
and six onions, sliced. Fry one-
fourth pound salt pork, cut in thin
strips; put all intu a stewpan and
oover with water. Cook slowly un-
til tender. Add one quart of sweet

- milk and one pound of milk crack-
—e1s, and let it remain until it comes
to a boil. Serve hot.

Sauted Oysters.—Wash and pick
over one pint oysters, add one pint
stale bread crumbs, salt and pep-
per to taste, add one egg lightly
beaten ; let them stand fifteen min-
ntes, then lay by tablespoonfuls in-

to a frying pan with a little hot but-
ter. Brown well on both sides,
serve asgioon as possible.

Fish Salad.—Break cold cooked
halibut into convenient pieces, re-
moving all skin, bone, and fat;
marinate with terragon or spiced
vinegar and set to one side for an
bour; arrange on lettuce leaves and
serve with mayonnaise or sauce
tartare.

Shirred Oysters.—Chop twenty-
five large oysters fine, add the bea-
ten yolks of two eggs, two table-
spoonfuls of cream, sufficient dry
bread crumbs to thicken, and salt
and pepper to taste. Fill the clean-
ed shells with the mixture. Put
little pieces of butter on top and
bake in a quick oven until lightly
browned.

APPLES.

Gateau of Apples.—Stew five or
six large apples, peeled and cored,
with one cup sugar, juice and grat-
ed rind of a lemon ; stir until they
are a thick, dry marmalade; turn
into a mold and leave till cold.
Serve with boiled custard and whip-
ped cream.

Buttered Apples.—Pare and core
some apples without breaking them ;
put half a pint of water and a cup
sugar on to boil; let boil up once
or twice, then simmer the apples
carefully until tender ; lift out gent-
ly and arrange on a dish; place a
small ‘piece of butter on each and
a little apricot jam on top; pour
the syrup round. ’

Apples a la Paysanne.—~Butter a
pie dish, peel as .nany apples as
will go in the dish, core them and
put a little butter in each; pour
one-half pint water and one glass
cherry brandy. Bake one-half hour
and serve.with powdered sugar.

Apple Cream.—Peel and core six
large ‘apples, stew with a little
water two ounces of raisins and the
grated rind of a lemon till quite
soft. When cold add a glass of
sherry and put in 4 pie dish; beat
the whites of three eggs very stiff,
add a little sugar , spread it over
the apples, and bake in a slow oven.

Apple Souffle.—For this pare and
slice six or seven gocd juicy apples
and stew in a closely covered jar
without a-drop of water, then beat
to a pulp and add two tablespoon-
fuls of fresh butter and onc cup
sugar. When cool whip in the
yolks of three eggs; whip up the
whites (an extra white is an im-
provement) very stiff and whip into
the pulp along with one cup of fine
bread crumbs; flavor with nutmeég,

baked in.. Serve with lemon or
custard sauce. .

If you wish to freshen a faded
yoke of an evening dress which may
be used for the remainder of “the
season, try painting the figures with
oil paints or dyes. A sheer white
dress may be treated with a setn-
cil design in roses.:

A sailor’s bag of white canvas
makes an excellent laundry bag for
a boy’s room. Besides being strong
and washable, it will prove attrac-
tive to the boy and an inducement
to keep his room shipshape.

When children’s waists become
too small or short or too small in
the armhole, rip the shoulder seam
and set in elastic webbing. This
will not only make the waist com-
fortable again, but will give added
length to the petticoat.

When making pieces of hand em-
broidery try adding a mark of your
own. Small cross stitch designs are
pretty and not too noticeable.

When sewing one the sewing ma-
chine, if the thread breaks easily,
soak spool and all in water for
about two minutes. This rule ap-
plies to any quality of thread.

In making dresses of silk or any
light weight material, instead of
French seaming them simply baste
the seams up in the usual way, then
hem them on the foot hemmer. This
makes a smaller, neater finish than
French seaming, and you have the
seam sewed up and finished with
one stitching. When one has a
number of dresses to make, especi-
ally skirts with many gores, this
will be found to be an immense
saving of time and energy, and will
be much nicer than French seam-
ing or overcasting, as the seam will
not draw.

VALUABLE HINTS.

If a quick dessert is wanted, use
popovers. As the. batter is poured

into the tins, add a piece of fruit to
each; served with a simple syrup;
these popovers are delicious.

Kid gloves may be cleaned, when
slightly soiled, with a small piece
of oiled silk wound tightly about
the finger and rubbed vigorously
over the surface of the glove.

When the head of a hatpin comes
off if it is of glass, porcelain or
wood, melt a bit of resin, stick the
pin into the resin, insert it in the
ornament, and it will hold well.

A delicious hard sauce is made
with the usual tablespoonful of
butter, creamed with a cupful of
sugar and two tablespoonfuls of
whipped cream beaten in at the
last.

For starching muslins, ginghams
and calicoes, dissolve a piece of

cloves, ‘or grated lemon rind; beat

all lightly until it looks like frothed |
cream; bake in a buttered dish in!

a mcderate oven for nearly an hour:
keep dish covered until within ten

alum the size of a hickory nut for
every pint of starch. This will keep
the color bright for a long time.

When your hot-water bottles leak
do not throw them away, but fll
with hot sand. Make the sand hot |
in the oven and pour into the bot-|
tle. It will keep hot much longerl
than water.

When dusting ceilings and walls
it is a good plan to fit the broom-
head with a bag, provided with a
string to draw. it close. With this
the ceiling and walls can be con-
veniently dusted.

A good silence cloth for the din-
ing table can be made wiht a double
thickness of white flannel laid with
the soft side on the inside and
quilted on th e machine ; edge ‘with
a binding of white tape.

Mutton drippirg will not set hard
and suety, as it usually does, .if
directly the fat is poured from the
baking tin, the vessel containing it
is put at the back of the stove and
allowed to stay there until the stove
itself cools.

When oysters are left over from
stews or creamed mixtures they can
be chopped and used as salad or
croquettes. For the former the
tye must be removed, and it is bet-
ter to do so for any cooking where
the whole oyster is not essential.

Celery  Relish-—Chop in trav
with chepping knife all parts of
celery not usable on the table ag
sticks. Pack in pretty bowl and
sprinkle over it a sugarspoon of
granulated sugar and dash of salt.
Press down and nearly cover with
pure cider vinegar. Let stand one
day before using.

A good wal to save eggs which
have been broken through accident

is to press the edges of the shells
together, then cover with parafin.
If the shell is too badly broken to
save in this manner, beat the nggs!

INTERNATI(—)N—AL LESSON,
APRIL 2. :

Lesson 1. — Elisha Heals Naa-
man the Syrian, 2 Kings 5.
Golden Text, Isa. 45. 22,

Verse 1. By him Jehovah had
given victory unto Syria—Naaman
is unknown to history except
through this story, and we are un-
certain whether victories over As-
syria are meant, or conquests of
Israel. Either is plausible. Syria
had already felt the power of the
expanding kingdom of the -Assyri-
ans, while Israel, on the other
hand, had suffered from the depre-
dations of the Syrians. A’ well-
founded tradition, supported by
Josephus, makes Naaman the sol-
dier who, at the battle of Ramoth-
Gilead, ‘‘drew his bow at a ven-
ture,’”” thereby killing king Ahab.

But he was a leper—This more
than offset his rank, the honor in
which he was held by the people,
the favor he had won from Ben-
hadad, and his great courage. The
strange thing about his affliction,
however, was the fact that it did
not cause his isolation, as would
have been the case in Israel.

2. The Syrians had gone out in
bands—Being little encumbered, it
was easy for them to make a raid
upon an unprotected section of
country and make off. with plunder
before they could be. followed.

3. Would that my lord were with
the proph~t—This is a commentary
upon the attractive character of
Naaman, which made a little girl
fond of him, and a king furnish ex-
travagant sums for his cure, and
the servants solicitous of his wel-
fare (verses 5 and 13).

5. A letter unto the king of
Israel—He fook it for granted that
the king could command the ser-
vices of this man of God. Little
did he know of the independent
spirit of the prophets. The gift
which he sent along with the letter
was an immense one, no less than
$50,000 of our money.

7. The king . . . rent his clothes
—Nothing was said in the letter
about the prophet, and Jehoram
could see in the message only an
occasion for a quarrel, and there
was nothing he dreaded more than
the hostility of his warlike neigh-
bor. It seems strange that the
thought of Elisha did not occur to
him, for the invasion of Moab had
brought him into special promin-
ence before the king, and even a
little maiden knew about his works
of wonder and ‘believed he was
equal to an incurable disease like
leprosy.

11. Naaman was wroth—-His pride
and patriotism had both been hurt.
First, he was made to stand as a
suppliant at the door of the house
of Elisha (9). Then, instead of be-
ing received by Elisha in person,
as his rank would seem to demand,
he was greeted by a messenger (10).
But the prophet was determined to
humble still farther this man who
came with such ‘show of worldly
pride (compare verses 5, 6, 9). Let
him bathe in the Jordan if he would
be clean. This was a climax of of-
fensiveness. - Why was it necessary
to take this long journey of thirty
miles and to wash in a muddy
stream like Jordan, when his own
Damascus was famous for its clear
and beautiful streams, its Abanah
and Pharpar (12)? Naaman had
expected to be received with great
deference and cured by some sort
of magic (11).

13. My father-——-An unusual term
of affection and respect. Surely,
they reasoned, a man of such cour-
age would not have shrunk from
some great and difficult test. Why,
then, should he refuse this easy and
humble one?

14. His flesh came again—There
was no thaumaturgical power in the
waters of the Jordan, but there was
power in God, and that power be-
came available to Naaman, because
he obeyed in humility of spirit.

15. The cure had two immediate
results: (1) Naaman’s acknowledg-
ment of Jehovah as the true God,
and his remarkable decision to give
himself to the service of Jehovah.
(2) His gratitnde which impelled
him to return the entire distance
and urge upon Elisha the accept-
ance of a present. And now, thor-
oughly humbled (notice his words,
thy servant), Naaman is admitted
into the presence of Elisha, and
the latter’s hope is realized, that
this warrior should know that in
Israel was a prophet, a man of
God, and not a mere cunning ne-
cromancer like those in Damascus
(corupare verse 8).

16. He urged him to take it, but
he refused—Such gifts were cus-
tomary at heathen oracles, and
were not prohibited in the casé of
the prophets (2 Kings 4. 42). But
Elisha, living as he did a life of
few wants. could afford to abjure
ail rewards in the solemn language,
As Jehovah liveth before whom I
will receive none. This
would impress Naaman with his
superiority to the sorcerers, as well
as liis disinterestedness.

17-19. These verses' present two
naints over which there has arisen
some controversy: (1) The meaniag

‘of Elijah and Ahab).

of the two mules’ burden of earth.
It seemed to Naaman that even the
soil presided over by such a God
must be sacred. It was a universal
belief that the god of each land
could be worshipped only on his own
_soll., Similar semisuperstitious feel-
ngs are not uncommon to-day. (2)
Naaman’s wish to be forgiven when
he. attended his king as heretofore
in the temple of Rimmon to worship
there. This was a real difficulty.
The captain of the king’s host had
made: up his mind to serve only
Jehovah, and yet, in the prosecu-
tion of his official duties, it would
be necessary for him to follow the
king’s example and bow down be-
fore the image of the Syrian god
of thunder. The answer given by
Elisha shows that he took the cor-
rect view of this request, looking
upon it as the sign of a fine consci-
ence rather than as a compromise
with evil. There is a warning here,
however, that we must beware of
an external conformity to a system
in which we do not believe.

20. My master hath spared this
Naaman the Syrian—The words are
uttered in contempt. The foreigner
had received an enormous boon for
nothing, and the narrow, covetous
spirit of Gehazi rebelled against
such fanatical sentimentality.

As Jehovah liveth—By using the
same religious symbol which his
master had employed in refusing
the present, he adds blasphemy to
meanness. Sacred words become
degraded when uttered lightly to
no purpose.

21-24. Having stifled the voice of
reason and of conscience, it was
not hard to pass on to lying and
fraud, and a treacherous act that
compromised his master and friend
and did much to annul the high-
mindedness which had prompted
him to spurn the offer of money.

25. Stood before his master —
Once more the servant of Jehovah
confronts the evildoer like an ac-
cusing conscience (compare the case

With the exception of the organg
of the Pan-German League, the
‘German press is trying to make the
four years’ sentence meted out hy
the Leipsic court to Capt. Bernard
Frederic . Trench and Lieut. Vivian
Ronald Brandon as pleasant as jos-
sible. One writer, Herr Reinlold
Cronheim, even gives his own re-
miniscences of his incarceration for
three months at Glatz, where Capt.
Trench has been assigned to ‘‘agree-
able and comfortable -quarters, from
which he is able to enjoy the magni-
ficent view offered by the surround-
ing mountains.”’

Meanwhile, Lieut. Brandon, from
the window of his apartment at
Wesel, ‘‘has a beautiful view of the
Rhine, which flows past the town.”
Both English prisoners have plenty
of reom for outdoor exereise in their
respective fortress prisons, whila
they are privileged to enjoy the
pleasures offered by the library,
gymnasium and other conveniences
at Glatz and Wesel.

Here is Herr Cronheim’s intere
esting account. of his three months”
‘“‘honorable custody’’ in Glatz:

EXCELLENT HOTEL.

“I arrived at Glatz from Berlin
and went to an excellent hotel,
where I slept before presenting my-
self to the commanding officer of
the fortress, Gen. . Next
morning I expected to meet a ‘fire-
eater,” but instead of that I saw
before me a benevolent-looking,
chivalrous old man, who logked at
me through his eyeglasses. The
General said to me: ‘Your arrival
was announced, but I cannot yet
put you up in the fortress. I
thought you would come to-morrow
or the day after, and have not yet
had your room heated. It is ex-
tremely cold in the fortress now.
Just wander about the town to-day
meanwhile I will have. all prepara-
tions made for your reception, and
toward evening everything will be
ready for your visit.” The General
then mentioned several regulations,
saying that whenever allowed leave
beyond the fortress boundaries pri-
soners must not go beyond a radius
of two miles.

‘“Toward evening I ascended .a
steep hill to - the .fortress, and
knocked at the heavy portal, where-
upon a sentry appeared,.I said: “I
am a new prisoner,” and the sentry
replied, ‘I know everything; your
room is well heated, and the lamp
is lighted.” I was ushered into an
immense room lighted by a petro-
leum lamp suspended from the ceil-
ing. - In the background was a
camp bed, and near'it a stove, a
small table, two chairs and a wash-
stand. Since that time the condi-
tions have changed radically, and
now prisoners in the fortress have
much’ more luxurious quarters. A
few minutes later another soldier
entered the room, saluted, and re-
ported himself for service. Up till
this moment I had not fully realiz-
ed the luxuries of ‘honorable cus.
tody’ in the fortress. This soldier
had come to place himself at my
disposal and to aet-as my valet dur-
ing my period of detention.

THE FIRST EVENING.

“That first evening I sent my
visiting card by ‘my soldier valat
to all the other gentlemen in ‘hon-
orable custody’ in the fortress, and
begged them to retur.egymy call per-
sonally, and witho® -delay. It
would be improper for''me to men-
tion the names of my guests at the
barquet which ensued, because
many of them are to-day occupants
of high offices and have been recipi-
ents of notable marks of distinction,
but that liberal measure of freedom
allowed us by Gen. ——.  Cer-
tainly the fortress is not an ideal
place of residence, but since I was
there I have often been seized with
a longing once more tg be there and,
to enjoy that magnificent outlook
over the mountains which presents
itself to the lover of nature. In
winter and spring one can have a
fine time at Glatz, even if one be a
British captain convicted of espion-
age.”’

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THE WORLD’S WIHEAT.

Suramary of the International Agri«
cultural. Institute.

A new publication of the Domin-
ion Department of Agriculture is a
monthly bulletin called ‘‘The Pub-
lications of the International Agri-
cultural Institute.”” It undertakes

to republish or summarize the most
important articles which appear in
the three monthly publicat: of
the institute, viz.: " “e Bull. . of
Agricultural - Statisi.cs, The Bulle-
tin of the Bureau of Economics, and
Social Intelligence (agricultural or-
ganization, co-operation, etc.), and
the Bulletin of Agricultural Intel-
ligence and Plant Diseases.

The most interesting data in the
Canadian Bulletin under review
are those relating to the cereal
crops in the southern hemisphere,
viz.: Argentina, Chili, Australia
and New Zealand.. The total pro-
duction of wheat in these four coun-
tries for the year 1910-11 is given
as 269,161,000 bushels, as compared
with 249,643,000 busheis for the year
1609-10. The latest figures for Ar-
gentina are 136,310,000, against 131,-
032,000 last year. For Australia
89,736,000 bushels, against 90,642,000
last year.

In the northern hemisphere the
areas sown to winter wheat for the
ten countries so far reported are
10 to 30 per cent. greater than the
previous year. France is an excep-
tion, showing a reduction of 10 per
cent. in the area sown to winter
wheat. Great Britain shows an in-
crease of 7 per cent.

A recapitulation of the world’s
wheat production for 1910, as com-
pared with that for 1909, is present-
ed as follows:—

Northern hemisphere—1909,
230,221,000 bushels; 1910, 3,
032,000 bushels.

Southern hemisphere—1809, 247,-
528.000 bushels; 1910, 249,632,000
bushels.

Other countries (from the Dors-
busch  Agency)—1909, 168,656,000
bushels; 1810, 163,200,000 bushels.

AFTER 22 YEARS.

Body of Guide, Perfectly Preserv-
ed, Yielded up by a Glacier.

The body of a guide, perfectly
preserved, has been yielded up by
one of the Swiss glaciers after a
period of twenty-two years. In 1888
the guide fell into a crevasse. His
body was lately recovered, its ap-
pearance unchanged by its long im-
prisonment in the ice.

There have been other cases of
the bringing back of a long-lost
body held for years in the close em-
brace of the ice, says Harper’s
Weekly. One of the first instances
on record relates to the Hamel ac-
cident, which occurred in 1820.
Several guides were swept down by
an avalanche and hurled into a
crevasse.

Hamel prophesied the glacier
would yield them up in the course
of one thousand years, but Forbes

believed that the end of the glacier
would be reached by the bodies in
forty years. This statement was
considered bold, but its accuracy)
was borne out by the event. In
forty years the flow of ice brought
the bodies to light.

In 1866 Henry Arkwright was lost
in a glacler. In just thirty-one
years his brother received a tele-
gram from the Mayor of Chamouni
stating that the body had been
found. Every article of clothing
was intact. His name and regiment
could be read clearly on his hand-
kerchief, and his gold pencil-case
opened and shut as easily as when
he had last used it, three decades
before.

Registration AOf and

Deaths.

The attention of the Municipal Clerks
and Medical practitioners throughout
the province is called to the defective
births and deaths vhich are being sent
to the Registrar General. [t is the in-
tention of the Registrar-General to com-
mence a series of prosecutions with a
view to remedying the following breach-
cs of the Vital Sthtistics Act.

(1) Inregard to births—These must
be registered by the parents within
thirty days. They nmiust also be reported
forthwith by the Medical Practitioner in
attendance, Any violation of the above
must be reported by the Division-chis-
trar to the Registrar-General,

(2) In regard to deaths—The case of
death inust be fully stated as required
by the schedule either by the Medical
Practitioner last in attendance or in
case of no physician being present by
the Coroner who viewed the body or
held an inquest. Al other information
regarding the deceased shall be fully
given by the occupant of the house -in
which the death occurred,

(3)© On the first days oszmuary, April
July-and October the quarterly returns
must be promptly made by the Division-
Registrar to the Department otherwise
the County Crown Attorney will be
notified to take summary proceedings,

The Rural Phone.

There are some things about which
there can be no two opinions. One of
these is the rural telephone. No sound
argument can be adduced against it, [t
is cheap for the serviee rendered. Its
benefits in any rural community cannot
be overestimated. It removes isolation,
encourages sociability, and is of advant-
age in many ways in economizing work
and minimizing the _difficulties under
which many farmers labor., To advocate
the rural phone, therefore, is to stand
up for something that is of inestimable
benefit to the whole country. A com-
munity without a rural phone service
is not availing itself of all the privileges
of modern civilization as it should.
There should be such a service in every
rural district. In cities people who once
get a phone into their homes think life
hardly worth living without one. If
this be true of the city where one can
fraternize with his neighbor over the
back fence, how much more true is it of
the country where broad acres separate
the farmer from his nearest neighbor.
The rural phone has become an integral
part of the rural life of this country, and
the farmer or the community that is
without its advantages does not realize
what he misses. For $lvor $12 a year a
farmer can buy more real benefit and
comfort for himself and family in a rural
phone than he can getby a similar in-
vestment.in any other way.

Dr. Snow. ‘‘Not a single particle
of knowledge has been added by
these ridiculous experiments to our
comprehension of cancer. The pro-
pagation of mouse tumors consti-
tutes a perfectly monstrous bluff
on the part ot the gentlemen who
indulge in ti's form ot research.’”’
DUE TO WURRY.

After reviewing the various forms
of cancer, Dr. Snow rclated his ex-
periences in treating the disease.
One of the most common forms,
carcinoma, the most frequent cause
of fatal results, he said, was induc-
ed primarily by worry, care and
trouble.

‘“Cancer,’’ said Dr. Snow, ‘‘dif-
fers from all other diseages in that
it cannot possibly be diverted by
hygiene or sanitation. It is caused
by the wear and tear of modern
civilization. All cancer is local,
and begins in a single cell extend-
ing itself by a multiplication of the
cells.”’

The physician expressed the be-
lief that alcchol was productive of
certain forms of the disease. The
use of opium in moderate but con-
tinuous doses, he said, had bene-
ficial results in curing or retarding
the ravages of the growth. He
placed no faith in theories of here-
ditary cancer, and stated that an-
other fallacy was the belief that it
had some relation to the soil or to
certain forms of food, such as to-
matoes or pork.

HOW TO CHECK ITS RAVAGES.

‘“The mortality from this disease
has increased all over the world.
In Great Britain and Ireland it
killed 16,813 in 1880 ; the deaths ad-
vanced to 32,941 in 1900 and 37,841
in 1905. How can this great mor-
tality be checked? The answer is
extremely simple. A great many
of these cases should be arrested.
The answer is to educate the doc-
tors to understand cancer scien-
tifically and educate them as prac-
tical surgeons.

“There is no disease to which less
attention is paid in medical schools.
There ought to be special cancer
licenses and special ~examinations
on the subject. By such simple
means as that you would in a short
time greatly retard the terrible
ravages of cancer.”’

A. despatch from Chicago says:
Two telegrams from the War De-
partment in Washington were re-
ceived at the headquarters of the
Chicago reeruiting stations on
Thursday urging that the officers
take immediate steps to enlist all
possible recruits promptly. The first
telegram said: ‘‘Large number of
infantry recruits required. Make
special efforts accordingly. By or-
der of Adjutant-General.”’

Men were sent out with 10,000
handbills, across the tops of which
were printed in large red letters:
‘“Men wanted.”” Printers were or-
dered to produce fifty thousand
more of these bills and they were
distributed throughout Chicago on
Friday.

ICE IS HEAVILY PACKED.

Opening of Navigation at Montreal
Likely to be Late.

A despatch from Montreal says:
All present indications point to a
late opening up of navigation to
Montreal this season.
