likened to two inseparable friends
that never tire of the company of each
other. Tobacco has been «called the
golfers’ moral crutch, and when the match
goes all ‘the wrong way, it is a great solace’
to defeat to seek thesbelher‘ofaneishbqur
ing bush or bunker, and hold couft with
ruffied mind at being soundly if unexpect-
edly bedten, and each inhalation of ‘the
smoke seems to act as a gentle, mothmz
sedative to the j; mg nerves.

As thé Highland sang when pre-|
sented with a rich new tartaeplaid, " this
is no”'my plaid, bonny though the colofs’
be,” so the golfer, deprived of his tobacco,
fels an‘'aching void in his erjoyment of
the ganie on the links, while the best
form he can™ show in playing against a
better-équipped opponent is grudgingly
recognized as being hardly an adequate
recompense for havmg to endure the
sacrifice.

Is tobacco injurious to the golfer -‘when'
engaged'in a round of the links? Does it
diminish the keeness of the eyé or shock

the sureness of the hand? 'l‘hue qnes-

to

tobacco on his nerves and his generall
system of play. But there are. theorists
who point out in sonorous accents the
primrose path of dalliance into whiclt the

smoker descends and - how hurtful the'’
practice must eventually become.

However true these warnings may be,
they are at lesst mot very new. No
modern has penned a more vigorous
argument against thc use of tobacco in all
its forms than that learned and querulous
golfer, James VI. Did not that royal
monarch describe the use 'of tobactco as
being a branch of the sin of drunkenness,
while he deplored that the sweetness of
man'’s breath seould be wilfully corrupted
by this stinking smoke? Yet the world
at large has smoked quite a lot of tobacco
since that Kingly fulmination was uttered,
and it is at least doubtful whether golfers
and others'who persist in the practice are
so-much the worse for it.

SMOKING ON THE LINKs

There is, however, one aspect of the
smoking quest which a fairly long obser-
vation of life on the links seems to have
established. It is that the pipe is more
easily managed than either of the other
torms of smoking. The smoke does not
get into the eyes; it is. less liable to be
blown down the throat, and into the
nostrils by sudden gusts of wind. The
respiration of the player controls the in-
take and the output better with the pipe
than with the cigar or cigarette. The
shots can be played better, it is claimed,
with the pipe in the mouth than with the
cigarette or the cigar.

‘ The case of Walter T. Travis is used as
a proof of the rule, rather than the ex-
exception. Travis invariably has a big
black cigar in his mouth when on the
links, but this is cited as an example of
rare ability, or, rather, of special immun-
ity fwom the ills which are suffered by
o}her golfers who attempt to emulate his
e€xample. It is also said that Travis
ke€ps the long black c:gar between his'
lips more as a foil to the nervous tension
than a real soothing enjoyment for the
{ove alone of the weed. Probably without
his cigar when playing Travis would feel
like the scheolboy mentioned by Sir
Walter Scott.

This boy could only repeat his lessons
satisfactorily whed™he was ‘enabled to
fumble a button on hi$ jacket. When
some of his companions maliciously cut
off the button one day, the poor boy, for
lack of the familiar consoling influence of
his button, broke down hopelessly under
the interrogations of the master.

CONDITION OF GRAIN AND HAY CROPS
In the three Atlantic provinces con-
ditions at the end of June were generally
satisfactory, nearly all grain crops being
reported as over 90 p. c. of the standard
representing a full crop in Prince Edward
Island and Nova Scotia and between 85
and 90 p. c. in New Brunswick, Quebec
also shows a condition of about 80 p. c.

weather it is desirable to have something
that will stay on the leaves so that they
will be protected until it stops raining and
thus prevent the tops being eaten. At
the Central Experimental Farm a mixture
of Paris green and arsenate of lead is used
in the préportion of 8 dunces Paris green,
13 pounds paste arsenate of lead (or 12
ounces dry ar$enate of lead) to 40 gallons
of water in order to get the advantase of
both poisons.

Note
was taken of the favorite basking places
of the seals on the Fraser sandheads.
One of these was mined with high ex-
plosives and charges of metal were placed
in cans below the surface of the sand,
which the next high ‘tide smoothed over.

The next day nearly 200 seals gathered
on the sands and the explosive was
touched off by a battery from which wires
led to the seal ground.”

Hon. L. J. TWEEDIE
Hon. L. J. Tweedie, K. C., formerly

Premier of New Brunswick, and after-
wards Lieutenant Governor, died quite
suddenly at his home in Chatham, on
Saturday evening, aged 67. Mr. Tweedie
had been in ill health for some years.

Of Irish and Scotch parentage, the son

of a Methodist minister, Mr. Tweedie
was born Nov. 30, 1849, at Chatham, was
educated at the Chatham Grammar School
and Presbyterian Academy, studied law
and was admitted to the bar in 1871.

He

was a forceful speaker and an astute
leader. As alawyer he held an excellent
position on the North Shore.

Mr. Tweedie had served as a senator of
the University of New Brunswick and of
Mount Allison, as a director of the Hali-
fax school for the blind, and had been
president of the Miramichi Agricultural
'and Exhibition Association, and of the
North'American Fish and Game Protec-
tive Association. He was a generous
supporter of St. Andrew’s Presbyterian
church, of Chatham. He had always
taken a keen interest in the volunteer
militia, was a member for many years,
and was awarded the long service medal
by the late King Edward VII in 1903.

In 1876 Mr. Tweedie married Miss
Agnes Loudon, daughter of the late
Alexander Loudon, ‘of Chatham, who
survives her husband. There are also
four sons and two daughters. The sons
are Fred M., manager of ' the Miramichi
Foundry and Marcine works, and former
mayor ; Murray and Joseph L., at home,
and Lieutenant Arthur H3 now in England
with the 104th Battalion. The daughters
are Mrs. J. Stuart Benson, of Chatham,
and Mrs. E. McEwen, of Rochester, N: Y.

PROF. JoHN FLETCHER
Prof. John Fletcher, M. A, LL.'D,
one of Toronto’s léading - educationists;
died at his home, 532 Huron street,
Toronto, July 15, in his 68th year, after

having suffered for some months from =
complicated internal trouble.

Born in London, England, Prof. Fletcher
at an early age came to Carada; he was
educated at Upper Canada College, and
was “head boy.” He graduated from
Toronto University with the degree of
B. A, taking the gold medal in classics in
1872. For three years he filed with suc-
ces the post of principal of Yarmouth
Seminary, in Nova Scotia, which he re-
signed in 1875 in order to prosecute
classical studies under more favorable
conditions in Balliol College, Oxford. In
1879 he was appointed professor of classi-
cal literature in the University of New
Brunswick, Fredericton, holding this post
until 1881, when he left to accept the
classical chair at Queen’s University,
Kingston. Fourteen years later, in 1895,
he became professor of Latin, Toronto
University. He was elected a member of
the Ontario Advisory Council of Educa-
cgtion in 1909, and was a Senator of the
University.

Prof. Fletcher was the joint author of
several Greek and Latin text books. He
is survived by his wife, daughter of the
late Andrew Inches, Deputy Surveyor-
General of New Br ick ; one daughter,
Miss Margaret Fletcher; and four sons
Grant and Hugh, Toronto; Alan, Mon
treal, and Capt. Ormund Fletcher, medi-

N Friday, July 13, there was tabled

in the House of Commons; Ottawa,

a report on investigations of cold storage
companies conducted by Mr. W. F..O’Con-
nor, the Labor Department’s Cost of Liv-
ing Commissioner. The report has not
yet been printed for general arcuhq«m,
and only extracts from it have - appeared
in the daily press. The report appears to
be quite damnatory of the cold storage
companies, who are said to have created
a monopoly in certain kinds of foods and
to have inflated enormously their price to
the ultimate consumer. Action must be
taken on the report, action that need not
be delayed or influenced in any way be-

dissolved. It is a matter for the Executive,
or for Departmental procedure, and no
time should be lost in probing it to the
very bottom, and providing—by criminal
prosecution if necessary—the relief that
isdemanded. . .

In a foom in her own
home she opened the Ca&tage Craft Shop,
where she sold rugs and homespun.
From their attics and store Tooms the
people got down their ' grandmothers’
looms and began to weave, first, home-

would use native art on mmve materials
that it would open up & niew ﬁeld\m hand-
work. She told the women to embroider
pictures of their every day life. ¢

Nature is the teacher. She shows
grace of design and harmony of coloring.
There are no stamped patterns for the
work. The farmer’s wife looks at the
thing she is most familiar with and re-
produces it on her rag mat .or homespun
bag. " The exalted idea of city life,” says
Miss Mowat, " actounts for the bad taste
attributed to the country.” When the
country woman iouows her own natural
instincts she creates a work that the city
woman appreciates and takes back to her
heme in the ugly, sordid city as a remind-
er of the fresh, clean country.

From a small,start Miss Mowat now
has more than seventy workers. She has
branches, each under the supervision of a
competent woman, all over the county.
Lately she has established a branch in
Calais as a centre for Washington County,
Me. In the autumn she hopes to increase
her radius of activities still farther.

The other day I visited the Cottage
Craft Shop at Beech Hill and examined
the work for the year...

The first thing I noticed was the pile of
rugs, both hooked and woven. There
were many designs, roostérs, bunches of
flowers, ducks, fruit, winter scenes. - The
two that I admired most were a yachting
scene, and a typical farm scene—a httle
house and a big barn.

The bags, the idea for which originated
with Miss Edith Townshend, are rainbow=
hued, some are woven with bright wools;

others have crocheted flowers and berries ;

applied ; while most fascinating are the
ones with the embroidered pictures; one
with a flock of chickens, another with a
country village, a third an old fisherman
rowing out to his weir, The most at-
tractive was a farmhouse interior where
an old couple sat winding wool, on the
floor was a braided rug, a bird hung in a
cage, geraniums were on the window sill,
and on the wall was the motto  Bless
Our Home.” . .

On one table I saw two bed spreads
that were really lovez' One was knit,
the other crocheted. Beside them were
the toys. Of these I shall mention only

These were made by the
country children during the long winter
evenings on the farm.

COST OF PRESERVING GREATLY
EXAGGERATED
———
Women now Determined to Save the Fruit
Crop.

Present Price of Sugar Adds Only 13 cents
to the Cost of Putting Up a Quart Jar
of Preserves.

] Last summer, many women did not put
up their regular supply of homemade Pre-
serves; and bitterly they regretted it
They became scared at what they called
the high price of sugar. When sugar
reached 74 cents a pound, they let the
strawberries and cherries go by. When
sugar sold at 8 cents and 83 cents, they
permitted the luscious peaches; pears,
plums and apples to rot on tiresground.

But never again. This summer will
see a_genuine, old time revival in home-
made Preserving; because the women of
Canada now realize what a foolish extrav-
agance it was to do without Preserves;
especially when the increased cost of put-
ting them up is infinitesimal.

As a matter of fact, every woman can
prove—with her first lot_of Strawberries,
that the increased cost of sugar is surpris-
ingly small. ;

Turning back the files of papers pub-
lishing market prices, we find thatin 1912,
1913 and 1914, up to the optbreak of war,
the average price of granulated sugar was
53 cents a'pound. To-day, the best gran-
ulated sugar retails at 84 cents. Thisis
an average of 3 centsa pound for the
whole of the country.

A quart jar of preserved berries or fruit,
;equires ‘bat_haif a pound of sugar; so
that the increased cost of preserving, due
to the increased cost of the sugar, is only
13scents a quart, compared with the cost
of preserving before the war when sugar
was unusually cheap.

Now is the time for the women of Can-
ada to come gallantly to the aid of the
countrys and help to conserve our food
supplies. The fruit trop this year, pro-
mises to be a record one, bgth in quality
and quantity. Foreign markets being
closed because of the shortage in trans-
portation, it rests almost entirely with our
homemakers as to ‘whether this crop
worth. millions is to be a source of profit
or a complete loss.

JANE AUS'I’EN AFTER A CENTURY

———

HE hundred years that have elapsed

since the death of Jane Austen have
seen a steady growth in her fame. Little
appreciated by the readers of her own
time, she has captured the regard of later
generations by almost insensible degrees,
until to-day she holds by her works as
secure a place in the affections of*an
admiring literary host as ever her engag-
ing virtues and lively mind won for her
person in the hearts of her friends. A
woman of deeply domestic nature, whose
life was passed in the tranquil seclusion
of an English countryside, she knew little
about the mighty issues which were shap-
ing at a distance, and was concerned
about them nothing at all. When she
died, on the 18th of July, 1817, Europe
was still reeling from a cataclysm second
only to that which is rending the world
‘to-day. Her novels i ignore it as complete-
ly as though the French Revolution had
been one' of those sudden storms that
" mar a summer holiday, and 'the Napole-
onic wars a striggle for native ascendency
'in the wilds of the Sudan. No faintest
breath from the battlefield blows over
their pages, no hint of the travail in which
a new order was born disturbs their lively
chatter ; they are novels of s pure

- Nothing of a dialectician, Miss Austen
possessed so unerring a psychological in-

.stinct, and so exquisite a feeling for the

rational, that in the whole range of Eng-
lish fiction there are few, if any, novels
whose characters are more consummately
mixed in the proper proportions of life
than are hers. They are :absolutely true
not only to nature, but also to their in-
herent character, perfectly individualized,
essentially discriminated in all their traits,
and subtly differentiated, the one from
the other, not through any fundamental
dupanty of type, but by a nice adjustment,
to environment. In the ability to trace
the intricacies of ' sentiment, to depict
charatcter playmg through the medium of
ordinary, uneventful life, aud to project
idiosyncrasy in just relation to tempera-
ment, Miss Austen stands unrivalled by
the writers of an earlier day, and unsur-
passed except by the greatest of her suc-
cessors. It is the triumph and the
measure of her art that, having drawn
solely upon the local and the common-
place for its material, it should by virtue
of its lovely spirit and sure prescience of
the genuine, have lifted that material out
of the realm of thelocal and the common-
place into that of the universal and the
aptvnung

. There is perhaps no more outstanding
tnit of Miss Austen’s work than what
may best be described as its chastity. It
i8 not that it is free merely from the inde-
cencies of the earlier novelists, and the
vulgarities and crudities of their succes-
sors, but as well from artistic exaggera-
tions and melodramatic excess. If Miss
Austen had, in the words of Scott, a
“talent for describing ifwolvements and
feelings,” she had no less a talent for re-
straint. She never overdid, never carica-
tured, never romanced ; her plots are as
free from artificial or forced incident as
her characters from distorted emotion or
ovet-emphasized. traits.' She was as in-
capable of creating a personality which
was merely the embodiment of a “humor”
as she was of arranging a situation which
had-no counterpart in the habit of society.
In an age that revelled in the bizarre, she
never deviated from the homely. Her
stories move with the symmetry, the
simplicity, and the ordéred procedure of
life, producing their effect by the play of
a gracious humor, the sprightliness of
their dialogue, and the sweet reasonable-
ness of their development. Writing pure-
ly for the joy of writing, Miss Austen had
no moral to impress, no ethical precept to
enforce, except the superiority of sense to
sensibility, and of generosity and openness
of mind to pride and prejudice. Her phil-
osophy of life is a very ‘simple one, com-
pounded of love and kindliness, and quick-
ened by an unwavering aversion to the
petty and the mean. Its rule of conduct
cannot be better summed up than in the
words of that most charming o;heﬂero-
ines, Elizabeth :Bennet, thé h who
by her lovable raillery, her animated
spirit, and her irrepressible humor has

iy "'Ptide and Prejudice” a special
title to the affections of Miss Austen’s
adorers. "I hope” she says, “I never
ridicule what .is wise and good. Follies
and nénsense, whims and inconsistencies,
do divert me, I own, and I laugh ‘at them

and simple, restricted in their scope, but
perfect of their kind,

To her contemporaries, fed on the
highly spiced literature for which Wal-
pole’s * Castle of Otranto” had furnished
the model, and to which Mrs. Radcliffe’s
lurid concoctions had given so enormous
a vogue, Miss Austen’s quiet tales lacked
the flavor which their jaded palates
craved. The Gothic romance that held
the field when her novels first appeared
had lived by sensation, by fantastic cir-
cumstance, and through surcharge of
emotion alone; Miss Austen’s fiction, on
the other hand, abjured the exciting and
the weird, and moved in consonance with
the humdrum events and commonplace
personalities of r.he actual world. To her
keen sense of humor and nice perception
of the reasonable, the “sensibility” that
battened on hysterical invention was a
grotesque phenomenon, as lamentable as
it was ludicrous, to be frowned down at
évery turn. Against it she levelled the
shafts of a delicate irony and a good-
humored laughter, and to its romantic
yearnings she opposed the dictates of her
sturdy common-sense.

With the sure instinct of the artist, she
turned to thé ‘Hampshire countryside
which made her world for the scenes and
figures of her- canvas. If, living in a
small mxghbourhood whooe pulm buc

lunitsofitsungehervuion was exceed-
ingly clear. She saw, and saw with as
perfect an appreciation of its whims and
its foibles as of its cheerful friendliness
and ease, the rural England of her day,
and reflected with an extraordinary
fidelity to truth its pleasant round ‘of
homely happenings, its visiting and danc-
ing, its loves, its aspirations, its extrava-
gance, and its underlying solidity and
worth. = She accepted as unquestiopingly
as her associates accepted them the social
values of her little world, in so far as
they concerned the necessity to happiness |
ofa fixed income, the advantages of birth

In the lustory of the English novel Miss
Austen’s work marks the beginning of a
new epoch. It first gave to the novel of
manners, whose possibilities Frances Bur-
ney before her had revealed, and whose
pliability to a didactic pursose Maria
Edgeworth during her time was proving,
the form to which all aubsequent fiction
of the sort has adhered. From it dates
the subordination of incident te character,
and of character to psychological neces-
sity. With it the novel acquired a sym-
metrical plan and a method whose salient
{characteristic was the development of
plot without reliance on fortuitous hap-
pening. It demonstrated onte for all the
subtle dramatic properties of an undra-
matic narrative, which, using detail ‘with
scrupulous parsimony but with entire
inevitability, spoke with the accent of
actual-life. Miss Austen’s style was a
happy medium for her form, like her
tales, limpid, unforced, and self-contained,
warming at times to eloquence, but on the
whole almost inpalpable in its simplicity.
Wm. Dean Howells has remarked of
Miss Austen that * her readers are nearly
all her adorers ; she has become a passion
and a creed, if not quite a religion.” 'As
to the merits. of the ‘various: articles of
their faith, her worshippers will always
diﬂerexit opinions. * Pride and Pre-
tle first of her niovels, wmten at

€ able period, mtbe most. ‘Universally read

and ‘the 'most generally loved of her
stories, though there will always be found
some to dispute its title to précedence
over “Emma” and *“ Persuasion.” Cer-
tain it is that, however her other master-
bieces may rival it, none can surpass it in
the charm of its humor, the fidelity of its
portrayal, and the discrimination of its
characters.

There is no .mofe il-
luminating, as there is no more generous,
tribute to Miss Austen’s powers than that
of the great contemporary who survived
her, and whose work stands to-day as
supremely above all of its kind in English
literature as that of Jane Austen stands
above all other fiction of her period but
his. "That young lady,” wrote Scott
some few years after her death, “had a
talent for describing the involvements and
feelings and characters of ordinary life,
which is to me the most wonderful I
ever met with. The big Bow-wow strain
I can do myself like any now going; but
the exquisite touch which renders ordin-
ary commonplace things and characters
interesting from the truth of the descrip-
tion and the sentiment is ‘denied to me.
What a pity such a gifted creature died
so early!” A pity, indeed, for When she
died at forty-two Jane Austen ‘was still

writing at her best and sweetest. —AMY
