The victorious troops of the Ger-
manic allies were given an ovation
when they entered Lemberg. The
city is described as having been little
damaged with the exception of a big
fire in the western part, where the
Russians ignited some petroleum and
benzine tanks, the railroad station
and a number of adjoining factories.
The city apparently had not been
touched by the artillery fire of the
Russians and Austrians.

Captured officers declare that even
until very recently the fall of Lem-
berg had not been regarded as a re-
mote possibility by the Russians. The
fortifications of the city had been
modernized by them in every way.
The loss of Lemberg deprives the
Russians.of their last strong support-
ing point on Galician soil. The moral
effect ofths occupation will also be
considerable. It is now being recalled
in Berlin that three months ago Em-
peror Nicholas declared that the fail
of Przemysl, in connection with the
occupation of Lemberg, coxz:;tl}uted
an overpowering victory for the Slavs.

Muscovites Have Big Task
to Retreat, Thinks
“Times”

London, June 24—The Times' mil-
itary correspondent, dealing with the
fall of Lemberg, points out that there
are five Austro-German  armies
marching eastward on a broad front
or endeavoring to force a passage of
the middle Dniester. A sixth army
under Archduke Joseph Ferdinana,
according to the correspondent, is
posted on the Tanew River with a
mission to protect the left flank of
the main armies. There are also,
he says, German troops in the angle
of the San and Vistula Rivers, while
between the Vistula and the Pilica,
| General Von Woyrich’s army links
tup the main operating armies with
the German forces in Poland.

“If the Grand Duke Nicholas can
strike Joseph Ferdinand hard on the
Tanew,” says the correspondent, “the
face of affairs may change. But
there is no news that there are Rus-
sians in sufficient strength on the
Tanew to embark on such operations,
failing which the scfurity_ of the
Austro-German main army is reason-
ably assured. ;

“With the fall of Lemberg it may
be assured that General Ivanoff will
fall back on the line of the Sereth
and Bug Rivers and it may require
hard marches and hard fighting to

accomplish this.”

Ofticial Note From

Paris Tells of Suc-.'

cesses m Land Operations on North
Side of Peninsula—Over Five Hun-
- dred Prisoners Taken.

Paris, June 24.—An official note
made public in Paris to-day gives de-
tails of land operations on the north
side of the Dardanelles between June
1' and June 8, and recites that as a re-
sult of attacks by the French and the
British a gain of from 150 to 400 yards
along a front of over a mile was made.
British troops took over 500 prison-
ers.

The text of the communication fol-
lows:

“Qur offensive movement during
the last two weeks of the month of
May had been gradual, the line mov-
ing forward in small sections and
making its way from one vantage
point to the next point of support.

“But on June 4 the whole line was
ordered to attack. The idea was to
keep the enemy occupied at all points
simultaneously, thus preventing him
from bringing up reserves at any one
point, and at the same time giving
our men further opportunity to oOr-
ganize the positions already captured
by them. g

“At about 11 o’clock in the morning
the bombardment of the enemy posi-
tions was begun. Owing to a long
period of dry weather, huge clouds of
dust were thrown up by the shells
and were blown back to our lines by
a north wind, a condition which mad=
our firing difficult. The enemy made
only an occasional reply to the hail of
our ‘75" guns, Toward noon our
aeroplanes reported that all of the

| enemy’s batteries had been silenced.

Our infantry, at a given signal, rush-
ed from the trenches and from the
sliffs which dominate the Gulf of
Saros in the direction of the deep ra-
vine at Kereves Dere. As the allies
advanced the bayonets of the men and
the swords of their officers gleamed
under the bright sun. The principal
attack was made upon the Turkish
position located opposite the British
trenches. British soldiers charged
these trenches of the enemy and
found that a majority of Turkish de-
fenders had been killed by the Melin-
ite shells. Without stopping at the
first success, our allies charged again
and were successful in occupying the
second line of trenches. At this point
they were given support, which per-
mitted them to turn about and attack
and capture a Turkish redoubt which
sill held out. They took alse further
positions situated on the.right and
the left of the first line of trenches
and gained ground approximately 500
yards in depth.

“The French charged simultaneous-
ly with the British against the Turk-
ish positions situated in front of
Kereves Dere. The first line soon was
taken as was also a Turkish fortress
which, with the ditches surrounding
it, was heavily fortified by barb wire
entanglements. We called this fort
“Haricot.”

“The result of our attacks gave us

Miss
Couts thinks women should take more
interest in the school boards, also n
starting domestic science classes in
public schools. Medical inspection was
one of the subjects Miss Couts dealt
very lengthily with, pointing out the
necessity for giving the young extra
care, now so many of the adults are
| being killed in the present war. She
thinks the women’s institutes should
see that the young people have plenty
| of healthy recreation. She thinks doc-
| tors, ministers, teachers shouid co-
| operate to see that healthy and pro-
| per recreation is provided.

We were told that in Toronto alone
| ive hundred widows are compelled
| to leave their homes in order to earn
| enough to live, leaving their child-
| ren to drift. Eventuaily they drift in-
| to the police courts. Miss Couts ad-
i vocates having district representatives
|to whom mothers may go for help.
| She thinks women’s work in the
| home should be entitled to more
| than clothes and board, also that wo-
| men should sit on juries in order to
| have the same justice meted out to
| women as is given to men. She thinks
women should alter their attitude to

their fallen sisters, and should show

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH«
WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

FMHE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a
quarter-section of available Dominiou land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberia. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be madeq
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but nof
Sub-Ag~2ncy), on certain conditions_

Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 aeres, on certain conditions. .A
habitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinivy.

In certain districts a homesteader im
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead.  Price
SUOU per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three years after earning homestead pat-
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre-
emption patent may be obtained as soon as
homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead In certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months im
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres apd
erect a house worth $300.

Tre area of cnltivation is subject to re-
duc_on in case of rough scrubby or stony
lan« Live stock may oe substituted for
cullivation under certaln conditions.

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THE SITUATION.

Speculation is rife as to what will
next happen .after the occupation of
Lemberg by the Austro-German for-
ces. As in the case of Przemysl, the
Grand Duke Nicholas did not seek to
make long defence, preferring rather
to keep his forces intact during the
withdrawal from point to point. And
let the fact not be lost sight of that
during the falling back movement the
Russians have not yielded one inch of
their own territory, but land which
they had previously occupied by their
first successful offensive. Through it
all Petrograd appears very cheerful,
and simply makes the official an-
nouncement that the forces of the
Czar have “continued their retreat to
a new front.” As one Petrograd cor-
respondent points out, the Grand Duke
has still one thousand miles of terri-
tory in which to manoeuvre, the while
he continues his “wearing down” tac-
+ics with reference to the foe.

The French continue to nibble away
in excellent fashion and the Italian
forces have now run into an expected
check, with severe fighting.

Transcending to a large extent the
Jatest war news is the important
speech of Lloyd George in the British
ITouse in his new capacity as Minister
of Munitions. It was known when the
little Welshman accepted the position
that with characteristic vim and en-
ergy he would soon make himself felt
and so it has proved. In the clear cut
and forcible language of which he is
so eminently capable, he has put it up
to the labor leaders to see that the
lack of sufficient munitions of war is
speedily remedied. If they cannot,
within seven days, show an improved
ability to deliver the goods, then com-
pulsion will be used and union rules
superceded. It is to be hoped that his
plain statement will bring about the
vitally necessary results.

SIXTY-FIVE YEARS OLD.

Lord Kitchener, more familiarly
known as “K. of K.” in connection
with his Khartoum campaign, is sixty-
five years of age to-day. For a birth-
day present it is recorded of him that
he said he did not want congratula-
tions, but men and munitions. That
would be an eminently characteristic
remark of a man who all his-life has
been wedded to the army, with not
even home ties to detract from that
devotion, for, like Balfour, another of
the outstanding figures during this
time of Empire crisis, he is a bachelor.
It is also recorded of him that he
would rather have unmarried men
about him, because they are not dis-
tracted by thoughts of wife and chil-
dren; but this is probably a yarn.

Another incident related of him is
that when he went to the War Office
to take up his new duties he queried
an attendant, “Is thefe a bed here:”
“No, sir.” “Then get one.”

As a young officer Kitchener very
nearly got into trouble because with-
out leave he crossed the Channel to
get into the Franco-German tussle.
His subsequent promotion was not
very rapid, but when the chance did
come he made good with rapid strides.
His iron will was fully exemplified
when as commander-in-chief of the
forces in India he ran foul of Lord
Curzon, then Viceroy, and won out.
His administrrative qualities from a
civil standpoint he exemplified in
Egypt.

Like most men of prominence he
has his fulsome admirers, who rank
him as a second Napoleon, which he
isn’t, and his detractors, who declare
that he has feet of clay and that his
inscrutability is not the reticence of
genius, as in the case, for instance, of
Von Moltke, but a cloak for over-
estimated qualities. Lord Northcliffe,
through his many papers, commenced
latterly to promulgate the latter idea.
It is generally understood that he had
a reason—that when Northcliffe called
on him to say that he had gone to
vast expenditure to have correspond-
ents at the front and was tired of the
censorship, that “K. of K.” responded
in very direct and conclusive terms as

“If you need assurance, sir, you may
like to know that you have the loyal
support of all decent people in the
country.”

This undoubtedly expresses the
matter. “K. of K.” is not an individual
of lovable qualities, such, for instance,
as those which endeared the late Lord
Roberts to everyone, but it was he
who cleared up the Boer war in the
stern way whi¢h “Bobs” did not pos-
sess, and by common consent he is
the man most fitted for the present big
job. That is why throughout the
Empire he will receive birthday trib-
utes even if he doesn’t want them.

JOHN BULL IN EARNEST

Just how much John Bull has made
up his mind with regard to preventing
war supplies reaching Germany, 18
pointed out by the Journal of Com-
merce, Montreal. Two directors of
the weil-known doncern of William
Jacks & Co., of Glasgow, have been
sentenced to pay a fine of $10,000 each
and to be imprisoned for six months.
Canada is interested in the matter, in-
asmuch as the firm have large trans-
actions with this country, and the
goods which were supplied to the ene-
my were a cargo of iron ore shippzd
by the Nova Scotia Steel and Coal
Company from their mines at Bell Is-
land, Newfoundiand. Jacks & Co. are
agents for the company, and through
them quite a business was done in the
shipping of iron ore to Germany. The
breaking out of the war, of course,
put an end to this business. There
were, however, at that time, three ca:-
goes of ore on their way across the
sea. Two of these cargoes were inter-
cepted and diverted to British ports,
It was claimed that similar efforts
were made as respects the Norwegi~n
ship which carried the other cargo,
but the captain, whether intentionally
or through misunderstanding, is not
at this moment apparent, went to Rot-
terdam, where the cargo of ore fell
into the possession of German agents,
and in due course found its way to
the furnaces of the Krupp steel works.
It is evident that the court which
heard the case was not satisfied that
Jacks & Co. had done all that they
should have done to prevent the car-
go falling into German hands.

BATISH LABOR

none could have been more modest
or unpretentious, = She had a bene-
volent smile for France. She walked
arm in arm with Great Britain
through the Chancelleries of Europe.
We really thought an era of peace
and good will had come. At that
moment she was forging and hiding
away enormous war stores to attack
her neighbors unawares and murder
them in their sleep.

“If that trickery is to. succeed, all
the bases of international good-will
will crumble to dust. It is essential
for the peace of the world that it
should fail and 4t is up to us to see
that it does so. It depends more
upon Great Britain than on anyone
else to see that it fails.

“One of the pillars of good gov-
ernment is that evildoing shall be
punished; that is equally true in the
sphere of international government.
Valor alone will not achieve success,
or the valor of our brave men at tne
front would have achieved it long
ago. We must strain every resource
of the machinery of organization at
our disposal so as to drive convic-
tion into the heart of every nation
over the whole world that those gov-
crnments who deceive their nelghbgrs
to their ruin do so at their peril.

Mr. Lloyd-George admitted that the
shortage of munitions was serious, in
view of the standard set up by this
war. This fact, he continued, was
doubtless as well known to Germany
as it was in England. _

“The duration of the war; the toll of
lif= and the amecount of exhaustion
created by the war; ultimate victory
or defeat depends upon the supply
of munitions,” the minister declared.
“That is cardinal. Where the allies
are making progress on any part of

the line, it is due to their superiority
in munition. The allies.have super-
iority in men, both in numbers

and in quality. I have been told that
the central European powers are turn-
ing out 250,000 shells a day. We can
not merely equal, but if. we are in
earnest we can surpass that output.”

Continuing Mr. Lloyd-George re-
ferred to his recent interview with
Albert Thomas, who holds the post
similar to his own in France, and said
he had been very much reassured as |
to what France had fione and could
do in this regard. “If we can within
the next few. months,” Mr. Lloyd-
George went on, “produce as much
ammunition as can the French estab-
lishments, the allies will have an
overwhelming superiority in the first
essential of victory.”

“The = Germans undoubtedly— we
may as well recognize it—anticipated
the duration of this war as no one
else has done. They realized it
would be a great trench war, and
they had organized an immense sup-
ply of machinery applicable to these
conditions. We assumed that victory
was due us as a tribute from fate.
Qur problem is to organize, not to
take it for granted. To do this the
whole engineering and chemical re-
sources of this country and of the
empire must be organized. When this
has been done France and ourselves
will overlap the entire Teutonic out-
put.”

WILL TAKE MONTHS.

“It will take months before we can
obtain the maximum ‘output,, Mr.
Lloyd George .went on. “Existing
firms are unable to deliver goods in
accordance with agreement, because
they cannot obtain  the machines.
It is entirely a question of labor. 1f
I could lay my hands on an adequate
supply of skilled labor I could double
in a few weeks our supply of ma-
chine guns.

“I cannot forecast Germany’s’ next
move. If she swings her forces from
the east to the west, it is vital for
the lines of our troops and in order
to enable them to maintain their
positions every available machine
should be produced. It is essential
that trade union restrictions which
interfere with a great output of muni-
tions shall temporarily be suspended
at once. There must be a stoppage
in slackness and an end must be puat
to the practice of employers pilfering
each otner’s men. There must be av
strikes or lockouts during the war.”

Dealing with the difficulties which
he had to overcome, the Minister of
Munitions said he -early recognized
that existing armament firms were
inadeuqate to supply the new or old
armies . A vast improvement already
had been made by inviting business
men to organize in their own locali-
ties, For instance, through local or-
ganization in one town alone, 150,000
shells monthly already - were being
turned out there and these figuras
were expected to rise to 250,000.

Great Britain, Mr. Lloyd ‘Georage
said, would be organized into ten
munition areas. In London, he said,
there would shortly be another Wool-
wich arsenal able to turn out prodi-
gious quantities of war material.

ON DECENTRALIZATION

he intended to rely largely upon de-
centralization, and real progress, he
said, already had been made since the
establishment of the Munitions De-
partment, L

“With regard to the supply of ma-
terial,” Mr, Lloyd George said “it may
be necessary to take complete control

sure that valuable material is not
wasted in non-essentials, In the
meantime the department is procur-
ing full information regarding stotks
of raw and semi-manufactured metal.
“I am sorry to say,” the Minister
continued, “that there are indicati.nrs
of the holding up of supplies of mu-
terial in certain quarters for highe:
prices, This is the cause of serious
delay and this practice must be
brought to an end. We must appeal
to the men at a time of dire peril ‘o
put forward their whole strength in
behalf of their fellows now in the
field and to rely upon the nation to
see that they have fair play at the
end of the war.

I have a guarantee from the em-
ployers that no advantage will be tak-
en of any relaxation in the regula-
tions. As many skilled men as pos-
sible will be brought back from the
ranks in the army, but the task wiil
be difficult, as the men prefer figh*-
ing to working in the shops. The
trade unionists have promised to ge*
all the munition workers the Gove:n-
ment reugires in seven days, to g
anywhere needed to turn out muni-
tions. If the scheme succeeds the:e
will be no need for compulsion, whizh
will be so much better.” :

Mr. Lloyd George pointed out that
he will have the power to enforce
contracts entered into by the volun-
tary army of workers and to main-
tain discipline in the yards. A muni-
tions court will be established to de-
cide disputes and there will be a lim-
itation in the profits of the establish-
ments working for the State.

Mr. Lloyd George peroration was
received with prolonged cheers.

TALKS IN BILLIONS

Sir Richard Ashmore Cooper, a
member of a large chemical manu-
facturing concern, who previously had
frequently complained that the Britizsh
War Office, by refusing to deal with
responsible agents, had neglected to
obtain large available supplies of
munitions, made the specific declara-
tion that-he was in a position to offer
the Government jthree million shells
made in England, 8,000,000 shells macea
in Canada and 10,000,000 shells made
in the United States.

Sir Richard also said he haa one
billion rifle cartridges and two mil-
lion rifles for delivery commencing
with October, and added:

“If this offer is not accepted I want
to know the reason why.”

Mr. Lloyd George, replying to Sir
Richard said the War Office had ask-
ed Sir Richard to give it the names
of the firms which were prepared to
supply such large quantities of muni-
tions. The result of this, the Minis-
ter added, was the receipt of the name

HOPELESS TASK
TO FORCE THE
GRAND DUKE

He Has One Thousand Miles of
Manceuvring Ground and
Can Wait.

1By Bpecial Wire Lo the Courler.

London, June 24-= Discussing the
situation, which nccessitated the Rus-
sian retirement in Galicia, the Morn-
ing Post’s Petrograd correspondent
says:

“The Russians now realize that the
war is still in its preliminary stages.
The enemy’s national military organ-
ization is so admirable and complete
that the allies must have time—many
months, perhaps years, to wear down
the enormous initial advantages ot
Gernian aggression. 'The Kussians
believe the end is more than ever
sure, but still very far off.

“The Galician campaign shows that
Germany at last has realized the
mistake made earlier in the war of
ignoring Russia, which really, of all
the allies, was best prepared for war,
and therefore, ought to have been

dealt with first. The Germans can|

repair their initial error only by
bringing Russia to a decisive 'battlc,
but Russia has a thousand miles ot
manoecuvring ground before vital
parts of the nation can be reached,
rherefore, Germany has a hopeless
task in attempting to force the hands
of Grand Duke Nicholas. :

“Lemberg really is a very seconad:
ary matter both from the German
and the Russian points of view. The
Russians will not accept battle until
the Germans commit some fatal er-
ror, but will continue the polu':y of
wearing down the Germans until the
time comes for a general move by
all the allied armies.”

Cruiser Hit
and Escaped
Undamaged

By Special Wire to the Courier.

Berlin, June 24.—Official announce-
ment was made here to-day that a
German submarine had qttacked on
Sunday, June 20, a British ax:mored
cruiser, apparently of the Minota 1
class, at a point about 100 mites from
the Firth of Forth, Scotland. The
cruiser was hit by a torpedo, but the
effect of the attack could not be as-
certained by the crew of the subma-
rine. =
A despatch from London last nigat
conveyed official announcement that
the British cruiser Roxburgh had
been struck by a torpedo in the Norta
Sea last Sunday. The damage sus-
tained was not serious nor were thece
any casualties. The cruiser proceeded
under her own steam.

It is evident that the London de-
spatch of last night and the above
message from Berlin refer to the
same incident. The Minotaur and the
Roxburgh type of cruisers are ve:y
similar. The former is 490 feet long
and the latter 450 and each has four
funnels and two masts.

“In the region to the north of Ar-
ras last night passed relatively calm-
ly, if we except the territory to the
north of Souchez, where the can-
nonading never ceased. The-enemy
bombarded Arras, the hospital of the
Holy Sacrament being particularly
damaged. Some sisters and some of
the nurses lost their lives.

“The number of prisoners made
since June 14 in the region of the
Fecht River now amounts to 25 offi-
cers, 53 under officers and 638 men.”
