He said that in view of the re­
port of the chief of police as pub­
lished in Saturday’s papers and of 
the meeting of the Police Board on 
Thursday next, he felt that he must 
speak his convictions. He did not 
speak merely as a citizen of Brant­
ford, but as a Christian minister,'and 
he therefore, spoke from the pulpit. 
Every citizen, he said, ought to do 
all he could to" make his city the 
best city. He had shown last Sunday 
that law and its enforcement made 
better conditions than if these were 
lax. “The police of a modern city," 
said the minister, “are a strong force 
for good, if they are the right sort, 
and if there are enough of them. 
Our policé, in Brantford are the equal 
of any. quality, but there are not 
enough of them. We give our Brant­
ford police an impossible task. The 
chief and his men deserve the high­
est credit for what they do, but our 
growing city cannot be properly 
policed by so small a force. I am 

that all, good citizens will sup- 
VPÎt«Itte J>$li£e board if it on Thurs­
day evening increases the number of 
policemen. Further the salaries 
should also be increased, and they 
should have more days off than- thev 
now have. We here at worship, are 
free for this one day in seven. We 
should try and -get this for others or 
as nearly as this as possible.”

“I should like to stop here,” said 
Mr, Lavell, “but one wore! more is 
needed- I am compelled, from what 
1 have seen and heard and read since 
coming to Brantford, to conclude 
that â number oJ the' city council are 
opposed to the increase of the police 
force and of their salaries, either for 
the saving of taxes or for other rea­
sons Which are even less Creditable. 
Such a position is astonishing, and I 
am amazed to think that men elected 
by the citizens could so oppose fhe 
interests of law and order. I earn­
estly hope that the police board ill 
not -'allow itself to be influenced by 
this section of the council.” In clos­
ing his remarks Mr. Lavell urged his 
hearers.,.to back the board positively 
an<j actively in the best interests of 
the city.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN 
NORTHWEST LAND 

REGULATIONS.
ANY person who is the ou.e head 

if a family, or any male over 18 
years old, may nomest --1 a quarter 
lection of avauaoie Dominion land in 
Manitoba. Sasuatcnewan or Alberta. 
The applicant must appear in perron 
at the Dominion Land Agency or 
Sub-Agency for the District. Entry 
by proxy may be made at any agency 
on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughte-, brother or 
sister of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence up­
on and cultivat'm of the land in each 
of three years. A homesteader mav 
live within nine miles of his home­
stead on a farm of at least 80 acres, 
solely owned and occupied by h:m by 
by his father, mother, son, daughter 
brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader 
in good standing may pre-empt a 
luarter-section alongside his home­
stead. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties 
— Must reside upon the homestead 
jc pre-emption six months in each of 
six years from date oi homestead 
-ntry (including the time required to 

homestead patent), and culti­
vate 50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted 
bis homestead right, and cannot obi 
tain a pre-emption may enter for a 
inrchased homestead in certain dis­
tricts, price $3.0C per acre. Duties— 
Must reside six months in each of 
hree years cultivlle fiftv acre* and 

erect a house worth $300.00.
