We have had and still have in this
province a large number of idle farms
which could be acquired for cash at a
very low rate. Some are extra good,
some are fair to middling. Our pro-
vince can borrow money cheaply.
Could she do better than acquire
those properties or such of them as
could be purchased cheaply, hold
them in fee sitiple and say to the
young man qualifying in our agricul-
tural college: Here son, occupy one of
our farms, stock it at your own ex-
pense, improve it to our satistaction
year by year, pay interest only the
first two years, and anoual instal-
