A large number of brokers have suffered
considerable financial loss through the
arrest of Rochette. They had been in
structed to buy up shares in his con
cerns, which showed a tendency to slump.
Accordingly on Saturday they bought up
$400,000 worth, and received from Ro
chette cheques on the Bank of France,
but payment of the cheques was refused
by order of the court.

The news of the arrest caused a panic
in the provincial branches of the Credit
Minier et Industriel Bank, directed by
Rochette. Depositors clamored all day
at the branches, but no money was paid
out to them.

Rochette conducted a big
newspaper, e Financier, at
$30,000 a month, by
which he was better able to dispose of
stock in his various companies

One of the. directors. of the Credit
Minier states that Rochette’s affairs are
solvent. He says that Rochette has
nearly $2,000.000 deposited in the Bank
of France, which is sufficient to meet all
liabilities, and the Credit Minier and the
Franco-Spanish banks have the working
capitals of all Rochette’s companies in
their safes.

that our deposits have held their own
so well In studying ihe annual re-
ports sent home by our branch man-
agers, I find the decline in deposits
repeatedly explained by the attrac-
tions of sound investments,
owing to the financial stringency, were
to be purchased at most favorable
prices, and also to the opportunities of
lending money in the West upon mort-
gage at high rates of interest. Notes

In circulation show a decrease of
£87.000. At no time during 1907 did
the circulation expand to the level of

respond. In Canada, fortunately, con-
traction had commenced long before
the time of trouble in the United
States, a contraction which was by no
means voluntary on the part of the
community, but which was enforced
by the banks. After some years of
prosperity there had been the usual
tendency to advance more rapidly than
even the favorable conditions of the
country justified, and even before the
end of 1906 this had been evident to
those whose business it is to preside
over the banking Institutions of the
Dominion. The demand for money was
keen before the close of 1906, and as
the monthg paesed on in 1907 there
was a genera] stringency felt in every
department of business. The resour-
ces of the banks throughout 1907 were
employed up to the limit of safety, and
they found it necessary to refuse ad-
ditional advances, and strictly to hold
their customers within limits This
was indeed fortunate, for the resuit
was that when the storm burst in the
United States, Canada found herself in
a safe position. The stringency of
money continued, and even Increased,
with a consequent depreciation in the
value of securities and a declded eheck
to mercantile business; but this con-
dition of affairs did not come to them
svddenly, and so, happlly, although
the trouble was very nigh at hand,
the people remnined calm and faced
the situation with most commendable
good sense. ‘At no time was there any
trsce of panic in Canada. The banks
did their utmost to supply all the leg!-
timate needs of their customers, and
the customers recognizing the gra-
vity of the situation, reduced their re-
| quirements in every possible direction.
| The result must be regarded as emi-
nertly satisfactory by ali concerned,
and especlally by the Dominion Gov-
ernment, which has now seen its bank-
ing system, originated with much care

and skill, and subsequently elaborated |

with the assistance of the Bankers'
Association, pat to 2 most severe test,
and emerging from it with complete
success. The occasion may serve to {i-
lustrate the vaiue of close and Intimate
, consultation between the Government
and the Bankers' Assoclation., thus
working harmoniously together for the
good of the community.

The wheat crop was a disappoint-
ment. Owing to the length and ex-
cessive severity of the winter 1908-7,
the crop was late and consequently ex-
posed to early frost. It was at one
time estimated that, nowithstanding the
damage thus done to the crop, the re-
sults of the season to the farmer would
be as good as in the preuceding year,
owing to the greatly enhanced price of
wheat.

‘We were invited to join in the guar-
antee on the extent of $300,000, and
having regard to the fact that all the
circumstances had been carefully
welghed by the leading banks in Cas
nada and that the proposal to wind
up the Sovereign Bank was approved
by them with the best means of in-
formation at their disposal, we felt
that it was our duty to join with them
in taking the steps necessary to p¥e-
vent the suspension of payment. At
the same time we feel that it is an
open question whether it is wise for
other banks thus to intervene anl
ward off the consequences of unsound
banking. This s the second time
within fifteen months that we have
been invited to take our part in ren-
dering such assistance, and though we
have consented to do so under guid-
ance from strong local opinion, we are
not convinced that such action is for
the real good of the country. It ap-
pears to us that such intervention,
thus repeated, Is sure to weaken the
sense of respunsibility amongst those
who direct and manage banks eva&wy-
vhere, and also that it must tend to
encourage carelessness amongst da-
positors and the community generally.
And now, before 1 conclude, you will
expect me to say a few words re-
specting our future prospects; and
this is the most difficult part of my
task. The influences which we mugt
coneider do not have their origin in
Canada alone, or even principally in
Canada We have still to consider
the after-effects of the crisis in the
United States. There are apparently
some on the other side who consider
that those effects are merely tempor-
ary, and that industry and commercd
will suffer no set-back, and although
we do not share this opinion—and the
evidence of decreasing rallway traf-
is dis-

justified by the strong
power shown in the p
oountry. If, on the o

follows, as we ourtalves expect, a
period of duliness, or even of depres-
sion in trade, In the United Statas,
this can hardly fall to affect business
in Canada, for the trade relations be-
tween the two coun s are close and
intimate We also remember
that trade in European countries has
certainly passed high-water mark, and
that we have already entered upon a
period of diminishing activity In
Canada itself, as I have already point-

OLYMPIC GAMES.

UM FOR

Accomodation for 70,000 Spectators
Around Track That Is Three
Laps to the Mile.

London, March 24—With the Olympic
games, whioch this year are to be decided in
Enpgland for the first time, in addition to the
usual calendar of sporting events, the coming
season should prove by far the busiest ever
known in British sporting history.

The council of the British Olympic Asso-
clation, which is almost entirely composed of
representatives appointed by the governing
assoclations of sports in Great Britain, have
contracted with the Franco-British Exhibi-
tion to erect at Shepherd's Bush, on the exhi-
bition ground, a magnificent stadium capable
of accommodating 70,000 spectators. This was
begun in September last and is now rapldly
approaching completion.
