VICTIMS

OF THE BLIZZARD.

Western Pennsylvania Swept by Icy Blast—Death In Its Path—
Brakeman Blown From Train—Firemen Fight Fierce Fire.

(A, P. Despatch to the Times.)

Pittsburg, Dee. 31.—“King Zero” took
a large toll in Western Pennsylvania
yesterday and last night, several persons
dying from the effects of a blizzard
which swept the Allegheny Mountains
and the head of the Ohio River valley.
Relief now in sight is welcomed by the
State, county and munieipal authorities,
as the call for assistance from charitable
institutions and bureaus has been ex-
traordinarily large, and the relief supply
so far inadeuate to the demands.

From all parts of .the western section
of the State come reports of uqnprece-
dented low mercury records. In Greater
Pittsburg the temperature reached 3
degrees below zero, this being a record
for the past fifteen years for this time
of the year.

At Irwin, Pa., the thermometer re-

corded a 10 degree below mark, the
coldest Dec. 30 for ten years. At New
Castle 10 degrees below marked the

coldest day for eleven years, and Con
nellsville reported 8 degrees below. A
partial list of the persons dead from
exposure during the past two days fol-
lows:

Men
want groceries and dry goods, and stores
for the supply thereof are opened in ex-
act proportion to the evident need. But
the bar goes ahead of any natural de-
mand, and tries to create an unmatural
ore. It does this by flaunting temptation |
before unwary youth, who would be |
comparatively safe if they had not to |
pass so many mantraps. The mainstay of
the saloon is the treating system. The
habit of treating flourishes only where
two things happen to coincide; a chance
meeting of friends, and the immediate
proximity of some place where they
may tipple together. The impulse to get
into a maelstrom of excessive drinking
may vanish as quickly as it arises if,
before they can gratify it, they have to
walk half a mile.

As to consumption of liguor at home,
that cannot be checked under Provincial
law. Our present object of attack is the
licensed bar. Banish the bar, and you do
away with three-fourths of the evils of
intemperance.

As to unlicensed sale, we have no right
to assume that there would be any. Un-
der the present Provincial Government
illegal practices of every kind are being
reduced to a minimum.

As to loss of taxes, it has continually
been shown, with plenty of statistical
proof, that the additional burden which
any citizen would have to meet would
be much more than counterbalanced by
his share in the prosperity always at-
tendant upon the removal of our chief
source of m.:_ie loss.

While salt beef is not as nutritious
nor so digestible as fresh meat, it has
its place. At times it is craved in the
same way that good ham appeals to the
appetite satiated with steaks, chops and
roasts. It is especially good in warm
weather, with fresh vegetables, and
many people prefer to salt it at home.
It takes but little time to make a cold
brine, and if it is strong enough so that
a small portion of the salt will not dis-
solve, no matter how much it is stirred,
then it is in good condition. Cut the
weet into pieces not over six inches
thick and do not let them lie in the brine
too long, leause the meat will then be
too salt and hard.

A scum rising on brine is a sign that
it is not in good condition. Scald it and
add more salt, sugar and saltpetre, keep-
ing the original proportions of each, or
else throw it away, for it should not be
used unless in perfect condition. Let the
meat lie in the brine three or four days
when it will be sufficiently salt. 1In
large stone jar mix four cups of rock
salt, one-half ounce of saltpetre and one-
half ecup. of brown sugar with four
quarts of cold water. Stir until the solu
tion is as complete as it can be made,
then lay in the pieces of meat that have
been rubbed over well with salt. Lay a
plate on the meat and a stone on that,
then cover the jar.

What pieces to buy for corning is the
next question. Some housewives select
a solid piece from the round, but it is a
mere common way to buy cuts from the
forequarter. That part called the rattle
rand and also the brisket are each cut
in three pieces, and all are excellent for
corning. The price years ago was low,
but for some time past no cut of beef is
inexpensive, unless it may be the shin
bone.

Beef that has been in brine but a few
days is best put into boiling water to
cook. As soon as the water-boils again
skim well and set back where it will
simmer until very tender. Corned beef
is much better if eooled in the water in
which it is cooked. If beef is very salt
it is better to put it on in m»ld;\uh-r.
but in either case cook slowly. When

heei is to be pressed place it with the !

Set another pan on the beef
and a flatiron in it for a weight.

Then put the chopped
fruit in a saucepan, pour in enough of
the water which the figs and prunes
were plumped in to cover the fruit, and
stew gently for five minutes, adding a
level cup of granulated sugar. a pinch
of cloves and one of cinmamon and the
fruit juice. Take from the fire and fill
the pie plates, which are at hand a!
ready lined with paste. When the pies
are all filled, put a lattice of dough
across the top of each and set in the
oven to bake. Serve hot.

COCOA SPONGE CAKE.

This is a small recipe, to be baked in
a single loaf bread pan lined with oiled
paper. Beat two eggs separately. Sift
together three times one cupful of
flour, one-fourth cupful of cocoa and
two scant teaspoonfuls of baking pow-
der. To the beaten yolks add a cupful
of sugar, then alternately the flour and
stiff whites. Add a teaspoonful of van-
illa and one-third cupful of boiling wa-
ter. Bake slowly. Ice with plain boiled
icing.

OYSTER COCKTAIL.

Take. three pints of oysters, one-half
cup tomato ecatsup, the juice of three
lemons, ten tablespoonfuls of oyster li-
quor and half teaspoonful of tabasco
sauce. Mix all together an hour before
serving, and chill. Serve in punch
glasses.

FRENCH ROLLS.

Sift one pound of flour and rub into
it two ounces of butter. Beat three eggs
very light; add a tablespoonful of strong
yeast and an even teaspoonful of salt.
Cover the dough and set it near the fire
to rise. It should be light in an hour.
Put it on a paste board and divide into
smal' rolls of round cakes. Lay them in
a baking pan and bake in a quick oven.

BLACK FRUIT CAKE.

Systematic Plan to Clean House.
In housecleaning do not undertake too
much at once; clean one room, or a set
of rooms, at a time and observe order
in doing it. Dress practically in loose,
neat clothes that will admit of stoop
ing, reaching, stretching and lifting. A
waist with a comfortably low neck and
short sleeves, attached to a short skirt
is an ideal garment for this sort of work.

ing them. The work will move much
more rapidly and with a great deal less
inconvenience if all these supplies are
on hand before the actual work is com-
menced.

If the colors have become faded
and dim it may be worth while to use
prepared ox-gall, a tablespoonful to a

If the walls are papered and need
cleaning they should receive attention
before the floors are wet.

To clean papered walls a mop A"[
cheesecloth strips, about an inch wide
and nine inches long, made fast to a
light handle, is the best thing to use.
Brush the paper well with it. Another
method, not always so satisfactory, be-
cause it will not reach the corners so ef-
fectively, is to have half a dozen cheese-
cloth bags with drawstrings and fitted
to a broom and with them to go over
every inch of the paper with a mixture
made of cornstarch, whiting and powder-
ed fuller’s earth. Then shake all powder
from the broom and with a canton flan-
nel bag over the broom go all over the
walls again, wiping in long straight
strokes. As soon as it is soiled change
for a fresh one. Another method, more
laborious, however, is to take thick erust
slices from a stale loaf of bread, and,
beginuing at the top of each width of
wall paper. rub downward with long,

London, Dec, 30.—(C. A. P. Globe.)—
No single issue can be said to dominate
the campaign. Yet Mr. Joseph Cham-
berlain’s manifesto is striking because
it brushes aside the constitutional ques-
tion as mnon-existent and concentrates
its power on tariff reform. Here it is
recognized Mr. Chamberlain displays his
old-time capacity for going to the root
of things. A year back tariff reform
would have been the great issue, &
the result, judging from all the signs
available, would not have been doubtful.
The astute Ministers produced the bud-
get, and scotched fiscal change for the
time. It now remains for the Unionists
to follow ~their great leader and en-
deavor again to make every other issue
of secondary importance.

The Liberals laugh at Chamber-
lain’s “attempt to revive the colonial
aspect of tariff reform.” They main-

tain that what started as a great im-
perial movement has become purely a
domestic campaign in favor of pro-
tection, and demand the particulars
of the tariff scheme which is to save
the dukes the necessity of paying out.
They also profess to be grateful to
those peers who are defending the
rejection of the budget for helping
to keep the constitutional issue to
the fore, and jestingly declare that the
Government postponed polling for two
days to allow at least one more speech
from Lord Curzon.

Mr. Balfour, speaking at Hadding-
ton, said the Unionist party were con-
fident in its cause. It represented the
maintenance of institutions which must
be preserved, and stood for security and
enterprise in the maintenance of the
fleet. While refusing to draw the colo-
nies closer, the Government has reintro-
duced home rule, which would be utterly
subversive to Britain’s position among
the nations of the world. The Unionists
also stood for fiscal reform. He would
not say the whole difficulty of unem-
ployment would be solved by tariff
reform, but the really serious part, the
unemployment of competent workmen,
would be diminished,

SCOTLAND AND THE LORDS.

CANADIAN
NORTHERN.

Rapid Extension of the Line in the
Great Northwest.

Branches Built and Towns Spring-
ing Up All Over.

The Work in British Columbia and
Eastern Ontarie.

There could not be better indi-
cation of the great outlook for busi-
ness in Canada in 1910 than the pro-
gress made during 1909 by the Can-
adian Northern Railway, which has
completed and brought into use four
hundred and eighty-two miles of line
in five Provinces, and has graded
three hundred and ninety-eight miles
ready for steel at the opening of next
season.

What this kind of railway exten-
sion means to the eastern manufac-
turer and trade may be gauged by the
case of Kindersley, the first individ
ual point on the Saskatoon-Calgary
line, which came into existence early
in October. Within nine days of the
first sale of townsite lots a Board of
Trade was organized to promote the
business interests of the district, and
a month afterwards there were one
hundred and twenty-five buildings in,
the town, with the following buginess-
es established: Four general stores,
two hardwares, three restaurants, one
blacksmith, six lumber vards, barber,
poolroom, laundry, two real estate
agents, two machine men, four coal
dealers, three livery barns, two doc-
tors, two druggists and an hotel al-
most completed, which when finished
\vlill accommodate two hundred peo-
ple.

The town of Zealandia, which did
not exist in September, 1908, has four
elevators for the accomgpodation of
the 1909 crop; and Rosetown, which
only received regular railway service
in October last, has three grain ele-
vators.

The three hundred and five miles
of track that have been laid in the
prairie Provinces are distributed over
seven branches, and grading has been
finished on seven others, the most
notable of which are the lines, (1)
from Prinoce Albert to Shellbrook, to
be extended later to North Battle-
ford and to Crooked Lake, one hun-
dred miles northwest of Prince Al-
bert where immense lumber mills are
being built; (2) the branch from
North Battleford to Jackfish Lake and
Turtle -River, north of the Saskatche-
win; and the line from Vegreville
southward, which will in 1910 reach
Calgary, joining the Saskatoon-Cal-
gary line about eightv miles north-
west of the famous Alberta ecity.

At BShellbrook a considerable town
has already grown up, in anticipation
of the arrival of steel, and at Jack-
fish Lake there is a similar develop-
ment.

News in Brief 3
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The snow that came last week made
Christmas a very bright day. Although
the morning was stormy, it did not pre-

been graded in the Turtle Mountain
district. Between Lake Manitoba and
I.ake Winnipeg, the Oak Point branch
hae thirty-six miles ready for steel.

To facilitate the delivery of grain
to Port Arthur next season the six-
mile ctut-off and grade-improvement
at Kakabeka Falls, on which much
progress was made last season, will
be completed next summer,

For Garry station at Winnipeg, the
finest railway depot in Canada, which
ia being built by the Canadian North-
ern Rallway, and of which the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway will be a ten-
ant, will be ovened in the spring.

The congtruction programme for
1910 has, of course, not vet been de-
termined, but the indications are
that the vear will be a record one for
the Canadian Northern. The line
from Saskatoon to Calgary will, ne
doubt, be completed, and also the
Vegreville to Calgary line, which will
be joined at Camrose with the ex-
tension from Edmonton.

The guarantees of the Sazkatchewan
and Calgary Governments voted last
winter provide for several hundred
miles in addition to those already un-
undertaken; and especially for ex-
tensions into Southern Alberta. Then,
of course, the recent British Columbia
elections have made the Canadian
Northern a live transportation factor
on the Pacific slope. According to
the ante-election agreement, made by
Mr. D. D. Mann with the British Co-
lumbia Government, construction of
the line from Yellowhead Pass to the
coast will begin within three months
of the passing of the Act of the Leg-
islature impleménting the agreement.

The year has also been notable in
Eastern Canada. The Canalian
Northern Ontario Sudbury-Port Ar.
thur line has been «<xtended thirty
miles beyond Sellwood, so as to give
better access to the Gow ‘Ganda silver
land than has hitherto been possible.

Ottawa has been connected with
the Canadian Northern Quebec line
by fifty-eight miles of railway to
Hawkesbury, constructed under the
charter of the Canadian Northern,
because it is on the south side of
the Ottawa River.

There has also been completed
eleven miles from B8t. Jacques to
Rawdon. The completion of the
eighty-nine miles in Quebec is the
largest addition that has been made
to the mileage of the French Pro-
vince, during the last ten years.

The yvear has aiso seen the com-
mencement of the second Canadian
Northern Ontario line out of Teronto,
the hundred miles of the Toronto-Ot-
tawa line being now in the contrac-
tor’s hands. This line iz to form part
of the Canadiau Noiihern comnection
between Montreal, Ottawa and Buf-
falo, and will, it is expected, be ready
for operation early in the fall of 1910.

Twenty-two miles of grading on the
Edmonton to Athabasca Landing line
were completed in 1909. In south-
eastern Saskatchewan ninety miles
of steel have been laid westerly from
Maryfield, near the Manitoba nd-

Cheered to the echo by three hundred
of his loyal supporters and showered
with congratulations on  his splendid
business administration of civie affairs
during the past year, Mayor McLaren at
the complimentary dinnér tendered his
workers in the Armory Palm Gardens
last night reeeived an ovation suech as
few men who have occupied the office of
Chief Magistrate of Hamilton have been
accorded. s

Young fellows, whose fighting blood
would ‘g gvelcomed a battle on Mon-
day, and seasoned veterans, their hair
frosted by the winter of time, gathered
around the four big tables that ran the
Jength of the hall and listened with sat-
isfaction to the tribute to His Worship,
in which men of every political stripe
united. In many respects it was a nota-
ble gathering and unmique in Hamilton’s
mitcipal history.

Seated at the head table on either side
of the toastmaster, R. T. Stecle, were
most of the members of this year’s Coun-
cil and a pumber of the Mayor’s chief
Jlieutenants. At the outset the chair-
man sounded the note of peace and good
will and requested that the speakers in-
corporate it in their addresses. In the
course of his remarks he thanked the
newspapers for their assistance in many
movements in the public interest. “Fre-
quently, though,” he said, “when it
comes to a question of some public con-
cern they forget their good manners and
rap each other on the knuckles. Some-
times it is overdone and occasionally to
the detriment of the city. We should
forget our differences and make our
motto, ‘Hamilton first, last and all the
time.””

He is a
maodel Mavor, of whom the city may well
be proud.”

Cliairman Peregrine, of the Finance
Committee, added his congratulations.
“If there had been a fight,” he said, “1
awm sure the Mayor had his ammunition
stored away and that the guns were
pointing in a certain direction when the
battle was called off. I do not think we
have ever had in Hamilton's history a
man who has been as careful in his ad-
ministration of civic affairs as AMayor
McLaren has been in 1909.

1t was only a few years ago
that young Edgar was a struggling in-
surance agent and stock broker in
Montreal, but once he got going along
the road to success he went at an awful
pace and in' a few years had ac-
complished a task that made even thet
quict old bankers sit up and take notice
of what was going on about them,
Things  kept on happening so fast
with “Mackay’ in connection with enor-
mous sales of the securities of the Mexi-
can Light and Power Company, the Mex-
ico Tramway Company and the Rio de
Janeiro  Tramway, Light and Power
Company, that the first thing his con-
freres on the Montreal Stock Excvhange
knew was that he had not only sue-
cecded in getting the support of such a
prominent London banking house as
Sperling & Company to take a very sub-
stantial interest in the very promis-
ing concerns he was identified with, but
that he had become a member of the
firm, and that, in the futuré, it was its
intention to pay particuler attention to
things Canadian.

1. In those days—About midsummer
A. D. 26 John the Baptist began his min-
istry and continued a half year before
Clhirist_appeared as a public teacher.
Jesus was still living at Nazareth. John
the Baptist-—He was the son of Zachar-
ias and Elizabeth, both of the priestly
trile (Luke 1: 5.)  Elizabeth was a cou-
sin of Mary, hence John and Jesus were
second cousins, John was consecrated
as a Nazarine (Luke 1: 15), according
to the vow given in Num. 6. All that we
know of his history from his birth to
the beginning of his public ministry is
contained in the verse, “And the child
grew, and waxed strong in spirit, and
was on the deserts till the day of his
showing  into lsrael” (Luke 1: 90.)
Preaching—John was divinely commis-
sioned, therefore he had a message.

—Repentance includes sorrow  for sin
and and a turning from it. To repent
implies a change of purpose and that
new purpose shown by right conduct.
Kingdom of heaven—The Jews were
looking for the Messiah dnd expected
him to establish a kingdom of earthly
splendor. Their views were wrong, but
they maintained tiem tenaciously. ‘T'he
new kingdom was fo be spiritual. Christ
was to be King, to rule in the hearts of
men. At hand—It was only a few
months, or possibly a few days, before
the King would appear to establish the
kingdom.

3. This is he—>Matthew refers now to
the propheey concerning John. Esias—
This is the Greek form of the Hebrew
name lIsaiah. The prophecy occurs in
Isn. 40: 3. The voice—Attention is not
drawn to the person of the speaker, but
to the message.
