Imperial Parliament.—After a heated 
debate in the Commons yesterday Mr. Fos­
ter's amendment to the supplementary 
vote was withdrawn, but a division took 
place on the motion to go into committee 
on the credit, resulting in the motion being 
sustained by 295 to 96. The minority con­
sisted of the extreme Radical section of 
the Opposition and some Liberals, 
the bulk of the party abstaining 
from voting. The House went into 
committee and immediately adjourned until 
to-morrow. Sir Stafford Northcote, in the 
Commons, and Lord Derby, in the Lords, 
continued the report of the Russian ad- 
van o^on Constantinople and the occupation 
of sonie forts on the line of defence, and stated 
that an explanation had been asked of St. 
Petersburg, the Czar’s attention being 
particularly drawn to his statement in July 
that the Turkish capital would not be occu­
pied unless the military situation made it 
necessary. Sir Stafford stated that there 
was good reason to believe telegraphic com­
munication with Constantinople had been 
interrupted, some of Mr. Layard’s tele­
grams being delayed, some sent by a - 
circuitous route, and some not being 
received at all. Sir Stafford read a 
letter to the House from Lord Beaconsfield 
branding the Daily News despatch from 
Adrianople stating Server Pasha had af­
firmed Turkey had been promised by him­
self and Mr. Layard that England would 
intervene an “infamous fabrication.” 
Lord Derby further stated the Turkish 
troops had been compelled to evacuate a 
port on the Sea of Marmora and 
that the Porte was greatly alarmed and 
could not understand Russia’s actions. 
The Servians, his lordship announced, were 
also reported to be advancing on the rail­
way towards Salonica and had destroyed a 
place called Viauja. The Porte was still 
ignorant of some of the terms of the 
armistice, although tive days had 
elapsed since its signature.

In certain circles at the Rus­
sian capital England’s action is considered 
a breach of neutrality, and would justify a 
declaration of war, which at the present 
moment would be very popular. The Rus­
sian Government, however, has not 
adopted this view, but on all sides 
it is acknowledged the situation is ex­
tremely critical, and any want of tact on 
the part of the British Cabinet would 
precipitate a conflict. At Berlin the action 
of the English Government has produced 
the profoundest impression, and it is ques­
tioned whether Russia thereby has not be­
come possessed of the right to march on 
Constantinople. In fact a Berlin special 
says Gortschakoff has notified the Powers 
that since England considers it necessary 
to send a fleet to Constantinople to protect 
Christians, Russia has also a right, with the 
same object, to occupy the Turkish capital 
from the land. All may depend, a Vienna 
correspondent thinks, on which Power 
can telegraph to the seat of war soonest. 
Dispatches received at Vienna on Saturday 
night declare the Porte denies permission 
has been granted to the English fleet to 
pass the Dardanelles, and Austria is said 
to have also applied for a firman for her 
vessels to enter Turkish waters if one is 
granted to England.

In the Imperial House of Commons 

on Monday Sir Stafford Northcote stated 
the Government had not changed its 
intention regarding the despatch of the 
fleet to Constantinople, but there had 
been some delay. In the Lords, 
the Earl of Derby expressed his belief that 
the Porte would grant the necessary per­
mission for the fleet to enter Turkish 
waters, and that three other Powers had 
applied for a firman to ascend the straits. 
The Times points out that Lord Derby 
laid particular stress in his state­
ment upon the fact that the other 
Powers might not consider it ad­
visable to avail themselves of their firmans, 
in which case it says England would be 
face to face at Constantinople with Russia, 
alone, and everything would turn upon the 
character of the latter’s occupation, which 
if similar to the German entry into Paris in 
1870 need not cause alarm, but if an occu­
pation in force were to take place with no 
apparent limit in point of time, thfcn the 
Government would have thrown upon 
it a grave responsibility. Certain 
limits have been laid down which should 
Russia go beyond the Government will 
have to act promptly and boldly.

obliged to contemplate the entry of a por­
tion of her troops into Constantinople for 
the protection of Christian residents.

Austria does not object to the retroces­
sion of Bessarabia if Roumania retains the 
mouth of the Danube, and does not acquire 
Widdin as compensation.

Russia has notified Austria that among 
the questions withdrawn from the consid­
eration of the Conference are the reorgani­
zation of Bulgaria, the occupation of Bul­
garia by the Russian troops, and the rean­
nexation of Bessarabia. This note has 
given umbrage at Vienna.

Prince Bismarck has notified the Parlia­
mentary leaders he will postpone answering 
the interpellation on the foreign policy in 
consequence of the continual changes in 
the aspect of the Eastern questions.

A Constantinople despatch says Sab- 
doullah Bey, the Turkish Ambassador at 
Berlin, has been appointed second delegate 
to conduct peace negotiations in place of 
Sadyk Pasha. Vefik Effendi informed the 
Chamber to-day he hoped to communicate 
the peace conditions four days hence. He 
declared if the British fleet passed the Dar­
danelles he would protest and cast the re­
sponsibility for the consequences upon 
England. •

Rome, Feb. 12.—In reply to cable ques­
tions from several foreign Courts, the Papal 
Nuncios have been instructed to announce 
the funeral of the Pope will be privately 
celebrated in the Sistine chapel Feb. 16th, 
17th, and 18th, consequently persons at­
tending the service will do so in a private 
manner.

The first subject on the programme was a paper 
from Mr. Real, of New York, on the 
PAST, PRKSKXT, AND FUTURS OF CHKESB AND BUTTER.

Mr. Real, not being able to be present, had for- 
worded his paper, which was read by the Secretary, 
Mr. Hegler. The general tenor of this paper was 
exceedingly encouraging to dairymen. It showed 
that while almost ail other enterprises were in a 
depressed state, dairying continued to be prosper­
ous. If dairymen would only produce a first-class 
article of butter and cheese, nothing was more sure 
than that satisfactory results would follow. Oleo- 
margarin, as well as poor butter and cheese, must be 
superseded by a good article placed within the reach 
of all.

Mr. Farrington paid a just tribute to the excel­
lence of Mr. Real’s paper, and earnestly urged upon 
the attention of dairymen the imj>ortanee of in­
creased attention to the manufacture of their goods, 
expressing himself as confident in the permanent 
success of dairymen by so doing.

TIIB BEST PACKAGE FOR BUTTER.

Mr. Weld, of the Farmers' Advocate, took the 
opportunity to ask what kind of package was the 
best for butter to send te market, which was 
answered by

Prof. Arnold, who said that as fai as his observa­
tion and experience went, no kind of wood firkin or 
tub was equal to white oak. Whatever the 
kind of wood the package was made of, 
it must be first soaked in cold brine, 
the longer the better, and then in boiling hot brime, 
which had the effect of first extracting the sap and 
filling up the pores, making it impervious to the air, 
which was very important.

THE IMPORTANCE OF TIIE DAIRY INTEREST.

Rev. W. F. Clarke hoped that more efficient 
means would be take* to draw the subject of dairy­
ing to the attention of farmers generally, so that 
they could be convinced of its superior advantages 
over that of grain raising or cattle for beef, both as 
to increaing their income and keeping up the fer­
tility of the soil.

MONTHLY MEETINGS.

Hon. Harris Lewis, of New York, recommended 
monthly meetimrs to be held in different parts of the 
country, and said that in this way many could be 
reached and influenced who did not come out to the 
annual conventions.

THE PRODUCE OF MILK.

Mr. Ahiiley asked what was the reason that some 
makers produced a pound of cheese for every ten 
pounds of milk, or less. Was it on account of ship­
ping while sweet ? Some makers in his section 
guaranteed a pound of cheese for every ten pounds 
of milk. He had lost considerable by one of his 
factory men failing to do so.

This led to an animated discussion, many fac­
tories reporting their average for the last year, in 
nearly ail of which it was over ten pounds. The 
conclusion arrived at was that the cheese in Mr. 
Ashley’s section being shipped at twenty days would 
weigh more than that kept longer ; the pasture be­
ing better would also improve the milk.

Prof. Arnold gave an instance of a dairy in Maine 
that he visited where it required less than nine 
pounds of milk to one pound of cheese, and the 
cheese was of a superior quality, but when he made 
enquiry he found that a large proportion of their 
cows were Jerseys.

Evening Session.
ON COOLING MILK.

Prof. Arnold was called upon to give an address 
on cooling milk for the dairy. He recommended 
such a treatment of the eow that the milk wouldn't 
require cooling. Plenty of food within her reach, 
without travelling through the hot sun, a good 
supply of pure water, careful and slow driving, and 
milking in the shade were of far more importance 
than cooling the milk. If well aerated by being 
carried in open cars, well ventilated, a five-mile ride 
would be better than a carriage of half a mile with­
out such veatilation. Cooling and agitation were 
both necessary to expel animal odour, and prevent 
fermentation.

Mr. Losskk had provided all his patrons with cool­
ing troughs, which were found very efficient and 
gave entire satisfaction. He had applied for a patent 
for his process.

Mr. Farrington considered Mr. Lossee’s method 
as quite practical and satisfactory.

Hon. Harris Lewis being called upon gave one of 
his characteristic speeches, full of wit and humour, 
on cooling milk.

Rev. W. F. Clarke followed with some exxellent 
remarks on the same subject, suggesting ston* base­
ment stables as a suitable place for milkiug cows 
during the hot season, ànd asked the opinion of 

Prof. Arnold, who said he had found it toanswer 
well and recommended the practice of soiling _ 
possessing great advantages, and not the least was 
that of keeping the cows from being exposed to the 
heat and travelling after their food.

CARE FOR IU COW.

On motion of Mr. Weld, of London, seconded by- 
Mr. Cass well, a resolution was passed by which the 
Convention recommended for the purpose of in­
creasing the value of dairy products, that trees he 
planted along roads where cows are driven, and in 
pastures where they run, or artificial shades hb 
erected.

The President announced an interesting pro­
gramme of exercises for to-morrow, after which the 
Convention adjourned till 9.30 a.m. to-morrow.

Mr. Chancellor Harman said any appeal 
against the election should be put in 
writing and presented to the Bishop.

Mr. Kerr replied that in accordance 
with the rules of the Synod, he would pre­
sent the appeal in writing, which he aid. 
The document was signed by Mr. Kerr and 
read as follows :—

I appeal against the election of Archdeacon Whita­
ker, and against his being declared elected Suffragan 
or Coadjutor Bishop of this Diocese, because two- 
thirds of the clergy entitled to vote were not present 
and did not vote, and that the canon law provides 
that unless two-thirds of the clergy entitled to vote 
be present and vote, and two-thirds of the parishes 
entitled to vote be represented, two-thirds of the 
votes of each order shall be necessary to determine 
the choice, and that Archdeacon Whitaker has not 
received two-thirds oi the votes of each order.

A consultation ensued between the 
Bishop and Mr. Chancellor Harman be­
sides other members of the Synod. It 
lasted for about ten minutes, when

Mr. Harman said that he was desired by 
h's Lordship to state that ho would give 
his decision on the appeal at 10.30 in the 
morning, to which hour the Synod was ad­
journed. If his Lordship’s opinion upheld 
the appeal another ballot for the election of 
a Coadjutor would be imar jdiately pro­
ceeded with. 1

Speaker’s gallery, completely filled with 
ladies sa it was, looked particularly bright.
Chief Justice Richards,' acting for the 
Governor-General, having called the Com­
mons to the Senate, dismissed them to 
elect a Speaker. Ob their reeseemh
Mr. Patrick, the Clerk, proceeded to 
the returns of elections which had taken 
place since last session.. Sir John Macdon­
ald objected that he had no power to do so, 
hot when Sir John sat down Mr. Patrick 
concluded the reading. Mr. Mackenzie 
then proposed that Mr. Anglin be elected 
Speaker of the House. Sir John Macdon­
ald rose to speak, but had not spoken for 
more than a few minutes when, without 
notice or intimation of any kind, the Min­
isterial members elected since the close of 
last session trooped in and took their seats, 
entering by the door opposite the Speaker’s 
chair. The Opposition members elect 
then entered from the opposite side of the 
Chamber.

Sir John then resumed his speech, and 
made an argument on the Speakership- 
qnestion such as no other man in Parlia­
ment is capable of making with equal point 
and force. Briefly, he contended that it 
Hu been the rule in England, since 1688, 
that a member .elect cannot take his seat 
unless intro iuced by two members. That 
rule had never been abrogated and never 
violated. When a little while ago Dr- 
Kenealy presented himself to the House 
of Common* as' member-elect for the 
borough of Stoke-upon-Trent, the Speaker 
refused him introduction unless in the 
usual form by two members, and as he 
could not get two members to do the ser­
vice for. him, Mr. Disraeli, then leading the 
House of Commons, moved that the rule 
be suspended in that particular case. Such 
introduction Sir Jobn held to be necessary 
except where the House was unanimous in 
allowingit to be departed from. He strongly 
censured the Government for their proposed 
violation of constitutional practice. He 
also commented forcibly upon the indecency 
of putting in the Speaker’s chair one whom 
the Government had corrupted, and who 
could not be expected, therefore, to deal 
fairly as between the two parties in the 
House. The iniquity of their conduct 
would ring throughout the country.

. Mr. Mackenzie said he was never 
more astonished in his life than when he 
listened to the speech of the hon. member 
for Kingston. His contention that Mr. 
Anglin was not entitled to be elected 
Speaker of the House because he had not 
been introduced, could not be said to hold 
water. Would it be believed that the hon. 
gentleman himself had never been intro­
duced to the House, and therefore stood 
tainted with the same disability as that of 
•which he accused Mr. Anglin. (Laughter 
and cheers.) If Mr. Anglin was ineligible, 
then the hon. member for Kingston was 
not entitied to vote in that House. 
(Laughter.) In effect, if this matter were 
to be gone into, the elections of a great 
number of gentlemen would stand a chance 
of being invalidated. Fortunately they 
would, most of them, be able to show that 
they had been properly elected. The hon. 
gentleman has been very emphatic on the 
12th rule of the Standing Orders, but 
although he thought the application of it 
was unnecessary in the case of Sir John, 
it was absolutely requisite in the case of 
T. Warren Anglin. (Laughter.) If the 
rule was good for one it was for sill.

Sir John Macdonald—It is same in all
C&Mr. Mackenzie read the rule and oon- 
Wdcd roder the circumstances it was 
important to apply it. _ We had, however, 
an authority to quote unite beyond ques­
tion, namely, Sir T. Erskine May, the 
great writer on party practice, who said in 
a communication to him, Mr. Mackenzie, 
as follows :—“ It appears to me that as 
there are official records of the resignation 
of his seat by the Speaker, of his 
re-election, and of his having only taken 
the oaths, the Clerk in the absence of the 
Speaker may properly communicate these 
records to the House. It is not improbable 
that objections may be raised to any depar­
ture from the accustomed course of pro­
ceedings, but I can’t think it would be 
justified by the exceptional circumstances 
of the present case. It was quite a mis- 

v take to institute a comparison, ss the pre­
vious speaker had done, between that 
House and the English House of Commons. 
The circumstances under which they met 
were wholly different. They could not 
pretend to conduct their business by the 
rules adopted ' in the proceedings of the 
House of Commons in England, tile mem­
bers being sworn were entitled to come into 
the House and take their seats, and he 
was glad to be able to quote the distin­
guished example of the member for King­
ston in support of the view he had taken. 
He (the speaker) had acted upon that 
view, although he was entitled to retort on 
his opponent that if the argument which 
had been advanced was of any weight, he 
(Sir John) had no right to be m the House 
at all. (Laughter and cheers. )

Gentlemen of the Honte of Common» :

In again, summoning you for the despatch 
of business, I am glad to be able to say that 
nothing beyond the ordinary business of the 
country requires your attendance.

It afforded me great pleasure to have had 
an opportunity before my departure from 
Canada of visiting the Province of Manitoba 
and a portion of the. outside territories, 
which visit I accomplished during last 
autumn. I have now had the advantage

I am happy to be able to say that the 
arbitration on the Fishery Claims under 
the terms of the Washington Treaty has 
been concluded.

Canada’s products and manufactures at the 
great exhibition to be held at Paris during 
the current year. A further estimate will 
be required to meet the expenditure. His 
Royal Highness the Prince of Wales, as 
chairman of the British Commissioners, has 
assigned a most prominent place to Canada 
in one of the mam towers, where a Cana­
dian trophy is now being erected.

A very disastrous fire occurred in June 
last in the City of St John, which caused 
the destruction of a large portion of the 
city, including all the public buildings 
owned by the Dominion Government My 
Government deemed it necessary to contri­
bute $2p,000 to assist in relieving the im­
mediate wants of the people who were ren­
dered destitute by so appalling a calamity.

spectively. It is believed that the addi­
tional information now obtained will enable 
"toy Government to determine which route 
is most advantageous from Tete Jaune 
Cache to the sea. Full information will be 
laid before you at an early day of the ses­
sion’s work in this and other directions.

I am happy to be able to congratulate 
you on the abundant harvest reaped in all 
quarters of the Dominion, and I rejoice 
that under this and other influences there 
has been some improvement in the revenue 
returns, thus indicating, I trust, that the 
commercial depression that has so long 
afflicted Canada in opmmon with other 
countries is passing away.

My attention has been called to some 
imperfections in the existing system of 
auditing the Public Accounts, and a 
measure providing for their more thorough 
and effective supervision will be submitted 
for your consideration.

toba is sure to attract a larger number of 
settlers every year, and aa much of the 
prosperity of the Dominion depends on the 
rapid settlement of the fertile lands in 
those territories, it is desirable and neces­
sary to facilitate such settlement as much 
as possible.

Oil in Lanark.
A Company which has been formed to 

bore for petroleum in the county of Lanark 
is composed of capable and influential citi­
zens, whom we should scarcely think would 
risk their money without at leasts “fair 
show.” And yet we see no encouragement 
for them in Sir William Logeais Geology ot 
Canada. He says, indeed, èiat oil d 
exist in two different geological horizons 
Canada—an upper one, as at Petrolia, and 
a lower one, as at Gaspe. Here it may be 
mentioned that the difference in geological 
age between Lanark and Lambton, is im­
mense, the former being centimes unnum­
bered older than the latter. But the prac­
tical point is that nowhere in Canada has 
oil been found in the lower horizon in pay­
ing quantities. Even in the upper horizon, 
that of Petrolia, large supply is limited to 
two or three concessions, and a range of 
two or three dozen lots east and west. 
Such “indications” as have been found 
in Rainham, near Lake Erie, and on the 
shores of the Georgian Bay, near Colling- 
wood, have been met enough, to cause some 
raople to" sink money. Even Oil Springs 
îad but a brief day, and Both well is now 
to be remembered by oil men chiefly for the 
money that they lost there. But for any 
place in the county of Lanark to make as 
rood a show of oil as Bothwell did is simply 
leyond all human expectation. And stm 

Bothwell was a gigantic failure, as far as 
oil was concerned.

Lords.”

LIBEL ACTION BY AN EDITOR.

your correspondent 
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In the Court of Appeal at Westminster, 
the case of Leyman v. Latimer and others 
came on. This was an appeal from the de­
cision of Barons Cleasby and Pollock in 
tiie Exchequer Division, who held that it 
is libellous to call a man a “felon” who 
has been convicted of a felony, but has un- 
dergpne his sentence and is thereby placed 
in the position of aman who has received 
the Queen’s pardon under the Great Seal. 
The libels complained of were contained in 
certain paragraphs in the Western Daily 
Mercury, wherein the plaintiff, who is the 
editor and proprietor of the Dartmouth 
Advertiser, was spoken of as “ a convicted 
felon,” and again as a “ felon editor.” The 
defence was a justification on the ground 
that the plaintiff had been convicted of 
stealing feathers and had been sentenced 
to twelve months’ hard labour. To this 
the plaintiff replied by admitting the con­
viction and sentence, but pleaded that, 
having endured the sentence imposed by 
law, he became in the same situation as if 
he had been pardoned by the Crown. To this 
reply the defendants demurred. The action 
having gone to trial before Lord (then Jus­
tice) Blackburn without a jury, that learned 
judge gave judgment for the defendants on 
the ground that the statements complained 
of were literally true. A rule for a new 
trial having been obtained, came on to be 
argued with the demurrers. The Court 
below held that, upon the authorities, it 
was clear that the plaintiff’s contention as 
to his status after having undergone his 
sentence was correct, and that it was an 
actionable libel to call him 44 a felon editor." 
With regard to the words, “he is a oon- 
Jcted felon,” their Lordships differed from 
the view taken by Mr. Justice Blackburn, 
who held that they meant only that he had

He had obtain­
ed casks tearing an imitation of the well- 
known brand, and, filling them with some 
other stuff, had sent it in fulfilment of an 
order for the real thing. The principal 
Irish distillers have united in offering a re­
ward of £500 for a conviction of offenders 
in a similar way of business.

and Messrs. AUsopp A Sons that the mat­
ter ia worth their looking into. There is 
no doubt that tens of thousands of bottles of 
ale are sold bearing the brand of Alleopp or 
Bass, but which have no other connection 
with the firms. This is especially the case 
in small towns. It is not a matter diffi­
cult to manage. A retail dealer having 
obtained a supply of the labels with s cor­
responding quantity of ale, may go on fill­
ing and sending out the returned bottles 
till the labels drop off. Some painstaking 
upholders of the truth, having finished a 
pint bottle of Bass or Allsopp, are accus­
tomed to take a knife and cut down the 
middle of the label. But few will take this 
trouble, and the fraud prospers. It would 
be worth the while of our great brewers to 
devote some atti ntion to this matter. A 
conviction such as that obtained in the 
whiskey case at Chester would have a very 
wholesome effect.”

A GOOD IDEA.,
An interesting social experiment is about 

to be tried in Edinburgh. A 44 Sanitary 
Protection Association” is in course of for­
mation, with the object of giving sound and 
cheap sanitary advice to its members. By 
clubbing together, the body will do at 
small cost what would cost each member a 
considerable sum but for the application of 
the co-operative principle ; and the recom­
mendations made will be subject to the 
control not only of a professional man of 
high standing, but also to that of a body of 
men of many professions, who will form 
the council of management. The Associa­
tion will retain the exclusive services of 
one or more young but well-trained en­
gineers, Vho will act under the general 
superintendence of a consulting engineéfeof 
high standing. The premises of each mem­
ber will, in the first instance, be very tho­
roughly inspected, and a report furnished, 
giving, if need be, specific recommendations 
as to improvements in drainage, venti­
lation, and water supply, with estimates. 
Any alterations in lus sanitary fittings 
which the member makes, with the ap­
proval-, of the Society’s officers, will be 
supervised by them. The first inspection 
of each house will of course be of special 
importance ; but although sanitary appli­
ances are once set in order there is no se­
curity that they will remain so. There 
are numberless ways in which drains may 
go wrong, in their legitimate as well as 
illegitimate use, and to guarantee continued 
efficiency periodic examinations must be 
dude. The engineer of 
wffl inspect evyy member’s 
year, and give a report u 
Besides these privileges, » member about 
to build a house may rAeive advice on the 
sanitary merits of his architect’s plans, or 
one about to buy or hire a house may send 
tiie engineer of the Association to report 
upon it. All the inspections will be ear­
ned out ou general tines laid down by the 
consulting engineer. The fees charged will 
be regulated m proportion to the rental of 
the buildings, examined in such a way as 
to prevent the abuse of this rule.

RUSSIAN DEFENCES IN THE BLACK SEA. .

Manthorpe Bey, the English commodore 
of the Turkish flying squadron, has return­
ed to Fera, and reports that Sebastopol is 
practically impregnable against a sea at­
tack, even if it were made by the whole 
English navy. Sebastopol is defended by 
huge earthworks, armed with 35-ton guns. 
The Bey also reports that Kertsh is im­
pregnable, and that the Russian artillery 
fire exhibits good practice, several shells 
having, at different times, burst on the 
decks of the Turkish ironclads, fortunately 
without doing any injury. He speaks of 
the Turkish sailors as being courageous 
fighters, as well as good seamen. ~

PAUPBBS IN SCOTLAND.
The actual number of 

classes in receipt of relief 
May last in Scotland waa 100,640, being a 
decrease cf 2,018 from the previous year.

A BIG REFORM IMPENDING.

The London correspondent of the Leeds 
Mercury writes :—441 believe the Corpora­
tion of the City of London have agreed at 
last to accept the inevitable, and that be­
fore long a bill may be expected which will 
promote a thorough reform of London Gov­
ernment.

The inven­
tion is not only of value as s new means of 
oral communication, bnt it gives us a new 
instrument of research of extreme delicacy. 
Far tiie examination of certain kinds of 
electricity, it is the most sensitive yet in­
vented, and it has rendered evident cur­
rents which, though suspected, have 
hitherto eluded the grasp of the electrician. 
It is, indeed, the extreme delicacy which 
originates the difficulties that lie in the 
way of its practical application lor commu­
nication. As a generator of a species of 
current hitherto unknown, it is, too, a 
source of electricity novel 
For several months the
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that a flash of lightning in the 
hood of one sad causes electrical 
ances which produce sound at the other 
end. So minute are the amplitudes erf the 
vibrations of the disc that all attempts at 
measurement have so far failed. Mr. 
Preece takes a hopeful view of the 
possibility of bringing the telephone into 
general use.

The Daily News says that on Tuesday 
night communication was established be­
tween the House of Commons an# tiie 
Daily News, in Beuverie street, by means 
of the telephone, which was specially at­
tached to the ordinary telegraph wires run­
ning between the House and the Daily 
News office. Conversation was distinctly 
audible, and part of the Parliamentary de­
bate and summary in its issue of yesterday 
was received by this agency.

A correspondent of the Glasgow Herald 
writes :—“An amusing and highly success­
ful telephone experiment was msde at 
Wishaw yesterday. Mr. Mitchell, draper, 
has a theory that ‘all the talk about mag­
netism and electricity in connection with 
the telephone is merely to hood-wink the 
public. ’ All that is required to conduct 
sound, he says, is merely a connection of 
4 any kind ’ between the tells. To illus­
trate this he yesterday supplied himself 
with a couple of old tin coffee canisters 
and a two-penny ball of twine, and along 
with a number of friends went to the Pub­
lic Park to experiment. A hole was bored 
in the bottom of each of toe coffee canis­
ters, and the twine being opened ont (about 
200 yards) a canister was fixed to each end, 
with a common shirt button to pflsvent the 
cord from slipping. Mr. Mitchell now an­
nounced the telephone to be in working 
order, and applying his mouth to one of 
the canisters, a newspaper reporter put his 
ear to the other, ana was immediately 
greeted, in clear and distinct tones, with 
4 How do you do ?’ A regular conversation 
was then carried on for about a quarter of 
an hour. Several songs were sung, and in 
such as 4 Auld Lang syne,’ the words were 
clear and distinct, while in songs with 
rollicking airs, such as 4 Paddy, saÿa she, 
but you Bother me, ’ the words, from 'the 
rapid succession in which they followed 
each other, were not so easily made out. 
In the evening the same * instrument ’ was 
tested in houses on opposite sides of the 
street, and the result was equally success­
ful."

Bartholomew—to France ; other branches 
of the building trade have gone to Belgium, 
and I know a case wnere a week ago a 
banker here sent for the man of whom he 
had ordered a new set of books, and com­
plaining of the delay was told that for a 
month after Christmas it was impossible to 
get such jobs done in London ; but that he 
expected the books in question over from 
Belgium the next day. The Canard Com­
pany is getting the fittings of their new 
steamer Gallia made in Japan. Whom 
the goda would destroy they first make 
mad. Every trade has its Joseph Arch', 
and it ia easy to see that the not very dis­
tant result is a more dangerous collision 
than yet has occurred between capital and 
labour. But, I may here note, it is not 
only to European states that the un­
settled condition of English trade has driven 
those whose duty it is to supply the public 
with the necessaries of every day life. Pins 
are coming from the United States, and in 
every shop where such things are sold 
American calico ia offered as the best and 
cheapest. As an Anglo-Canadian, jealous 
of imperial prestige, I feel exasperated by 
the apathy of the over-educated doctrin­
aires who fail to see the signs of the times, 
and wrapping themselves in a panoply of 
ethics and metaphysics preach, preach, 
preach till the hard common-sense of the 
country is drowned in thl daily, weekly, 
and monthly torrent of pseudo-philosophy. 
I have not come to that point when I am 
content to hug myself on living 5,000 miles 
off, and to vote England what the witty 
Fijian called it, “a civilized humbug, 
made up of thirteen shilling trowsers, coun­
terfeit coins, adulterated food, secret poi­
sonings, baby farming, and a divorce court. ”

I think there are few such enjoyable 
methods of spending a wet morning in Lon­
don as doing the' now animal exhibition of 
old masters at Burlington House. It is to 
the Academy, which opens in May, what 
Shakespeare is to Miss Braddon. An ac­
quaintance with even the outline of half 
the history and biography on the walls is 
itself a liberal education. The first 
gallery of this year’s collection of pictures, 
lent by the art-worshippers and old fami­
lies ofEegland, ia devoted to works of the 
Norwich school branded by John Crome in 
1805. This great artist began life as an er­
rand boy, went on to sign painting, be­
came a drawing master, and so attracted 
the attention of the county magnates, and 
eventually founded the first provincial as­
sociation of artists in England. A large 
number of his pictures, chiefly sea views, 
landscapes, nver-bank pieces, and wood- 
scenes sketched round Norwich, are on 
view. Scenes on the Yare and Wenaum, 
at Lakenham, Yarmouth, Thorpe, and Car 
row Abbey should make the room a favour­
ite lounge for Eastern Counties' people. But

West, Canaletto, and Gains­
borough challenge a more devoqt attention. 
Among Sir Joshua’s are the Countess of 
Spencer; the Girl and Kitten, Lord Ash­
burton, apd in the centre at the top of the 
room 44 on the line” is his picture of Lady 
Cockbum with her three boy children, 
James, George, and William, the first- 
named being the grandfather of Sir Alex­
ander, the present Lord Chief Justice of 
England. The artist was so proud of this 
picture that it ia the only one with the ex­
ception of his Mrs. Siddona, on which ap­
pear thejwonl», “Reynolds, pinxiti” The 
story is told that after Sir James had al­
lowed an engraving to be made of the pic­
ture, he was so dissatisfied that he protest­
ed against its publication, whereupon the 
engraver, ignoring the anachronism of the 
transatlantic macaw on the pedestal, ef­
faced the name and substituted “ Cornelia, 
mother of the Gracchi.” It is a carious 
thing that all the three children succeeded 
to the baronetcy. The naked baby in its 
mother’s lap, one child on her right arm 
and the other looking over her left shoulder 
constitute a group that it surpasses mod­
ern drawing to imitate. On each side of

son’s too dangerous fascination. But as­
suredly the great admiral could plead the 
witching beauty of his foe in extenuation 
of her conquest. Few sailors—or any other 
man—but would strike his flag to those 
witching eyes and rosy lips. Whether I 
was most in love with the three-quarter 
life-size figure, seated at the entrance of a 
cavern gazing carelessly at the sea, in a 
straw hat, white dress, and blue sash— 
simplex munditiis—or with the possibly 
overcoloured figure seated on a balcony, 
arms crossed, large black hat, black over­
skirt, red petticoat, white neckerchief, 
and checked shawl, I don’t know ; but, 
reclining on the easiest of lounges, I 
thought how “happy one might be with 
cither.” In No. 3 gallery the eye is in­
stantly caught by a life-size portrait 
by Gainsborough, of a gentleman skating, 
and the funny thing'is that the skates are 
of tiie very latest pattern adopted by 
modem performers. Next to it, and oc­
cupying tiie pride of place in the room, is 
Sir Joshua’s beautiful picture of Cymon 
and Iphigenia, lent by the Queen. The 
subject is from Boocacio’s tale. The idiot 
down Cymon, suddenly inspired with love 
at the sight Iphigenia, whom Cupid shows 
to him, lying almost nude in a bower of 
foliage. Mr. Ridout, of Toitnto, has a 
mezzotint engraving of this valuable work. 
Vandyck ana Rubens are largely repre­
sented in this room'; the former being seen 
at special advantage in two portraits of 
Henrietta, wife of Charles I., one lent by 
Lord Clarendon, the other by Lord Port- 
arlington. Thé bust of the Queen, ex­
ecuted by Princess Louise, and presented 
to the Academy, is here too, and is the 
most faithful likeness I ever remember to 
have "seen chiselled in marble. In another 
room, the most striking picture on the wall 
is Hoppner’s portrait of the prize-fighter, 
Richard Humphreys, the conqueror of 
Mendoza ninety years ago, executed with 
such rare skill and of such wonderful col­
ouring that, in admiration of the man, his 
pugilistic attitude, so out of time with the 
present estimate of the prize ring, is quite 
lost sight of. Curiously enough, next to 
this representation of the physical world is 
the spiritual representation of Mrs. God- 

king from the clouds upon her two 
little girls, by Gainsbourgh, a celebrated 
licture, but not a pleasant one. There is 
Villiam Pitt in a blue coat by Gains- 
ourgh, and Sir Coutts Lindsay’s portrait

Having an order for the House, and 
fluffing myself at London Bridge at 3 p.m.

Utile floating piers are attached, the classic 

■bridges which span the river in close pro*- 
unity to the iron viaduct» giving access to 
Cannon street, Lndgste Hw/and Chafing 
Cross, and which only derive new nobility 
from the contrast, the various histone 
buildings on the river front, and the grand 
panorama to be seen on either hand when 
the rapid Utile craft is rounding the 
river’s curve, midway between the towers 
of Westminster and the dome of St. Paul’s, 
are all features in the trip that make it in 
my eyes the best pennyworth of travel in 
the world, even if one is not taking it in 
the natural course of getting to a special 
destination. The Rnsso-Turkiah interro­
gatories of Mr. Childers having been pleas­
antly and frankly answered by Sir Stafford 
Northcote, I found myself a listener to a 
very dry debate. Lord George Hamilton 
is, they say, a very promising young 
man. He is Under Secretary for 
India, and had to propose the appointment 
of a select committee to enquire into the 
circumstances of that country. I thought 
his maimer jerky and unhappy, and his 
matter badly arranged ; while hie youth 
was in his way talking on a subject which 
had been the theme of discussion and argu­
ment ever since his elders had taken their 
seats in the House. Very kindly, how­
ever, did Mr. Fawcett handle his lordship, 
and Mr. Bright let him down easily, 
though unable to refrain from a satirical 
allusion to Lord George’s statement 
that “ there was a deal of un­
necessary and unwise agitation about 
Indian affairs out-of-doors. ” It was 
a grand sight to see the bland and 
courteous old demagogue in low and pol­
ished accents suggest, with a patriarchial 
wave of his hand, that he had often heard 
gentlemen on the Government benches de­
precate talk out-of-doors ; but that possi­
bly the Under-Secretary had not seen so 
much of popular agitation as he himself 
had, and he would take leave to tell him 
that he knew of no great reform and no 
great measure that had not been first 
clamoured for by the people and obtained 
by influence tiiat had its origin out-of- 
doors. The house filled the moment John 
Bright rose and emptied when he took 
his seat. Mr. Fawcett’s style of delivery 
is clerical, and of the very worst at that ; 
he indulges in a series of sing song out- 
of.tane cadences, over which he seems to 
have no control. When speaking in 
his natural voice, that is to say, when the 
extravagance df his modulation had landed 
him in an emotional stoppage for want of 
breath, and he was obliged to make a new 
start, his style reminded one of Mr. Gold- 
win Smith, and his matter and argument 
much more so ; but there are very lew 
men in the House who could match the 
cynic of Toronto either for thoughts or the 
way of expressing them.’ His style would 
exactly suit a Westminster audience, but 
a disbeliever in Party Government can 
scarcely hope to acquire a seat there or at 
Ottawa. In looking round I was much 
struck by the number of front-rank Eng­
lishmen who know and are known in To­
ronto. I saw Lord George Hamilton in his

rich torn and address his neighbour en 
front Government bench, who instantly 
jumped up with the alacrity of a lamp­

lighter and returned with a glass of water. 
It was his colleague, Mr. W. H. Smith, 
whom I have seen on a Toronto cricket 
ground. On the other side of the 
young Under-Secretary was Sir Staf­
ford Northcote, with whom I had 
once made the circuit of Lakes 
Simcoe and Conducting. Immediately 
opposite waa Mr. Childers, whose visits to 
Canada are ceasing to be as those of angels, 
and next to him Mr. Forster, whom I had 
once at his own urgent request taken to 
aee a horse trot at the half mile track op­
posite the Lunatic Asylum at Toronto. 
Lord Hartington, too, who for one so 
young must require an immense amount of 
sleep—for sleep he did actually and with­
out affectation during every word of the 
Under-Secretary’s speech and Professor 
Fawcett’s reply—was across the Atlantic 
during the Civil War, when it will be re­
membered he made the mistake of placing 
the Southern colours in his button-hole at 
a fashionable hall in Washington, not 
knowing whereof he was guilty ; but as is 
his way—just to oblige a charming and de­
signing young lady.

The cotton yield of the Southern States 
for 1877 will reach 4,750,000 bales. This 
is nearly 300,000 bales more than that of 
1876. The last season was a most favour­
able one, and but few complained of worms, 
caterpillars, and rest. The cotton plant 
continues to bloom till chilled, and flowers 
mature into rolls of cotton in sixty days. 
In 1(76 the killing frost that ends the ma­
turity season occurred Oct. 3rd, while last 
year it held off until Nov. 12th. The 
thirty-nine days additional of maturing 
season were a great boon to planters.

The late Victor Emanuel, says the Lon­
don World, had one frightful failing—he 
shot foxes.

The English military journals have been 
busy with discussions about abolishing 
regimental colours—a proposition enough 
to make the hair of old-fashioned martinets 
lift their shakos off their heads with 
horror and indignation. However, though 
these gentlemen stick stoutly to the time- 
honoured silk streamers as embodiments of 
the presence of the Sovereign, incentives 
to chivalry and valour, Ac., thé advocates 
of their abolition have something to urge 
on behalf of a change. The colours 
of a regiment, they contend, at­
tract a concentration of the enemy’s 
fire, which in these days of arms of 
precision is attended with serious disad­
vantages, besides which various regiments 
—such as the 60th Rifles, the Rifle Brigade, 
tiie Royal Artillery, the Royal Engineers, 
and most of the cavalrygegiments—have ne 
colours, and yet exhibit neither want of 
pluck nor esprit de corps. The intention of 
the authorities to abolish military stan­
dards seems, however, as yet to rest on 
nothing more substantial than an ere 
rumour, and it is probable that no change 
will take place for the present. In France 
at present much discussion is going on, not 
on the abolition of colours, but respecting 
what shall be the flag of the future. In 
France they seem to hold fast to the 
tradition that troops require some rallying 
sign, and that tho nag, with an appropriate 
badge or device, makes men take pnde in 
regulating their conduct, so as to prevent 
any slur being cast on the corps to 
which they belong. When King 
Louis Phillippe was proclaimed at 
the Hotel de Ville he accepted 
the tri-ocloured flag. The eagle, however, 
was removed and made way for the Gallic 
“ rooster,’’perhaps to show the amountof do­
mestication such a paternal regime was about 
to introduce. In 1848 the Gallic “rooster” 
was again hidden under the Phrygian 
cap of liberty, and the standard was em­
broidered with the following inscription :— 
44 République Française ; Liberté—Egalité 
—Fraternité." Many have suggested that 
the flag of 1848 might again be taken into 
use, while others think it would be better 
to offer a certain premium for an appro­
priate design, so as to have something new 
under the Third Republic. If “standards” 
of every hind should be abolished every­

of knowledge, of statesmanlike capacity 
there is in our ranks. See what the 
Grit Party is reduced to at this hour 
because of the inferior material the 
Grit electors sent to our legislative halls.

THE DOMINION PARLIAMENT.
When the only Speaker of the House 

of Commons of England that was «ver 
tainted was brought to task for his 
offence, he fled the Chamber before the 
hour of his formal deposition from the 
high office, and slunk into private life, 
mover again to return to the august as­
sembly he had dishonoured. The modern 
“ standard,” however, has abolished all 
seeh false modesty. Our Mr. Speaker 
in these days accepts a subsidy from the 
Government, and when he is found out 
he is permitted to retire gracefully, is 
relieved of the pains and penalties of his 

. misdemeanour, and at the earliest oppor­
tunity is re-installed into the chair, 
while the representative Reformers of 
the country throw up their hats for 
Purity and the Independence of Parlia­
ment.

The palpable disqualification under 
which Mr. Anglin laboured aside, there 
is no doubt the manner of his re-election 
was unconstitutional The argument of 
Sir John Macdonald on this point was 
complete and convincing ; and it was 
but false sympathy that prompted the 
majority to over-ride the ancient prac­
tice in order to restore the ex-Speaker 
to the position from which he fell by his 
own deliberate act He who suffers 
through wilfully breaking the law while 
in the pursuit of gains which he knows 
are forbidden him, is not much of a 
martyr ; and the sympathy the House 
wasted on Mr. Anglin was neither 
becoming its dignity nor creditable 
to its self-respect. But graver, 
if possible, even than' this reward­
ing of corruption in high places, 
was the disregard exhibited oy the sym­
pathisers for the rules which regulate 
the election of the Speaker. The ma­
jority not only honoured one who had 
dishonoured the House and himself, but 
persisted in doing so in defiance of the 
constitutional practice of Parliament 
governing the election of clean and un­
tainted Speakers. It was an unhappy 
proceeding and one that says but little 
for the political morality of the Cham-- 
her.

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NUISANCE OF 
UTTERANCES.

The Insolvency law is extremely 
popular in the Province of Quebec, and 
when M. Laurier was seeking re-elec­
tion at the hands of the electors 
Drummond and Arthabaska he was 
ported to have announced that the Gov­
ernment intended to repeal it either this 
session or at a subsequent session. 
On Monday the new Minister was con­
fronted with his words, and he declared 
that he had been misreported or misap­
prehended.

grants, in fact, are

What do we find m our own locality ? 
Men who live upon the line of the coloniza­
tion roads, and whose interests are bound 
up in the settlement of the country, are 
overlooked, and persons are appointed for 
political purposes, though they have no 
knowledge whatever of road-making. Ex 
amples of this kind occur every year. 
When these men visit the scene of their 
labour they have to depend upon the prac­
tical settlers for information and instruc­
tion how to proceed. A trip over the 
Hastings road last fall gave evidence of this 
fact. Upon enquiry where a ghod job had 
been done we found that it was the result of 
the knowledge and brains of those who 
lived in the locality rather than that of the 
Government overseer. Travel from one 
end of the road to the other, and it is the 
universal complaint that men are sent on 
who consume the cream of the grant in one 
way or another, while the skimmed milk is 
all that is left to use on the roads. That 
which is left, after the hungry officials have 
been handling the money-bag as li 
as possible is scattered over miles i 
miles of road in making what are termed 
repairs, but which are washed away by the 
first rain-storm.”

NINTH.
Mast ai Ferbetti camejjnto the world 

at a stirring period of its history, and 
he has left it at a time when stupendous 
events are on the Isards. When he 
first saw the light on the Adriatic coast 
in 1792, the red bonnet of Liberty was 
raised in France and Europe was on the 
brink of a series of great and bloody 
wars. As he fell asleep, rich in his 
nearly ninety years, the eyes of 
men were turned to the Bast, and the 
world stood awaiting the opening of 
even a more tremendous tragedy than 
that which ushered in Napoleon. 
Among' the Appennine peasantry there 
is a legend that “ he who is bom on the 
“ eve of strife shall die on the ere of 
“ strife, and his life shall be a con- 
“ stant viril and dolour even unto the 
“ end.” Pius the Ninth has in all 
things fulfilled this tradition which the 
vine-dressers among whom he was raised 
in noble estate so implicitly believe. 
Insurrection, civil strife, arid strife with­
in the Church, vexed him from the day 
he Vas elected to the Papacy to the 
end ; and his death, as we have said, 
occurred in the midst of the gravest 
European crisis of modem days.

So much has been written of the dead 
Pope of late, that it would be idle at 
this time to give the history of his life. 
He has seen his great enemy Victor 
Emmanuel laid away ; and has followed 
him through the night of death .as closely 
as though he had loved him. A new 
King reigns in Italy, and on the selec­
tion of a successor to Pros the Ninth 
depends much of the future of that 
kingdom if not of Europe. At a time 
fraught with such momentous events, 
the electing body will doubtless act with 
deliberation, unless they have already 
chosen the man. Whoever he may be, 
the task before him is one of great mag­
nitude and difficulty. To direct so vast 
a machine as the Roman Catholic Church 
is in itself no slight effort, but when to 
mere church government are added the 
complications of nations and the 
troubles of a whole continent, the bur­
den becomes one for which a very Atlas 
is required.

THE PAPAL ELECTION.
On Sunday the collect Pro digendo 

Pontifice, that the Almighty may be 
pleased to grant a worthy pastor for the 
Church, was said throughout the Catholic 
world, and it will be repeated daily until 
the Conclave has chosen a new Pope. 
There are three modes for electing a 
Pope : by inspiration, by compromise, 
and by ballot. The first is to be used 
when the Cardinals by previous arrange­
ment or otherwise unanimously agree on 
one of their number. The second form 
consists in leaving the appointment to a 
committee of the Sacred College. The 
third is when the Conclave proceeds by 
secret ballot On this occasion it is pro­
bable that the election will be by inspi­
ration, as it is understood that a suc­
cessor to Pius the Ninth was chosen 
in November last when his Holiness was 
believed to be in extremis. The Con­
clave meets ten days after the death of 
the Pope. As Pius the Ninth died on 
the 7th inst. tiie Conclave will meet on 
the 17th. After preliminary religious 
services, the attendants and others are 
dismissed and each Cardinal standing 
before the altar with his hand on 
the Gospels takes this oath in Latin, 
“ I call to witness Christ the Lord 
“ before whom I slia.ll Maid at the grpat 
“ day of judgment, that I intend to cast 
“ my vote for him who before God I 
“ think ought to be elected.” Three 
scrutineers are then chosen by lot and 
the balloting begins, supposing that tiie 
election is not by "inspiration. Each 
Cardinal is provided with a blank ballot 
and on this he writes the name of his 
candidate, affixing also a verse or motto 
besides a private seal by which he, but he 
alone, can identify the vote. Receiving 
these, the scrutineers call out the motto 
and the figure of the seal and then the 
name of the Cardinal for whom the bal­
lot is cast.- The ballots are placed in a 
chalice, and if two-thirds are cast for a 
Candidate, he is elected ; if none of the 
candidates receives two-thirds, the bal­
lots are burned and another vote is 
taken. There are two ballots a day 
after the first, which is taken at nine 
o’clock of the night of the meeting of 
the Conclave. When a candidate gets a 
two-thirds vote, he has to/ reveal his 
own ballot to prove that he has not voted 
for himself. All the ballots are then 
burned as before, and the Conclave 
rises, saying : “ Let the will of the 
“ Holy Ghost be done,” and spends the 
night in the cells set apart for the mem­
bers in praying for the new Pope. .

The Sacred College consists at the 
preeeiit time of sixty-three cardinals, 
viz. : six of the order of bishops, forty- 
eight of the order of priests, and nine of 
the order of deacons. It is generally be­
lieved that Cardinal Brno has already 
been, fixed upon as the successor of the 
dead Proa. He was bom at Alessandra, 
in Italy, in 1826, and was appointed 
Cardinal in 1866. ft was he who com­
piled the Syllabus. He is a profound 
scholar, and a man of vast intellectual 
power and great experience in Church 
government As an orator, he has no 
equal in Rome ; and Cavour once said 
of him when he was but a humble 
ecclesiastic, that “he could teach state- 
“ craft to Europe.” Cardinal Brno’s 
grandmother was an Irish lady.

The Voters’ List Act.
On Monday afternoon Mr. Fraser in­

troduced the Government’s bill respect­
ing the Voters’ List. The bill makes the 
lists final for the purposes of a scrutiny 
only, not, as by Mr. HbndiNs’ bill of 
last session, for all purposes. For in­
stance, if a person not qualified as a 
voter happens to be put on the list, and 
if his name passes without appeal and 
he votes knowing that he is not entitled 
to the franchise, the vote holds good so 
far as a scrutiny is concerned, but the 
fraudulent voter is liable to the penalty 
notwithstanding. The exceptions as to 
the finality are as follows, viz. : Per­
sons guilty of corrupt practices ; per­
sons not - entitled to voté bÿ Reason of 
ri6h-residence after the revision of the 
list ; income voters who have not 
paid their taxes ; and persons dis­
qualified under sections 4, 5, and 6 
of the Election Act—i.e., judges, 
sheriffs, &c. Last year’s lists can 
be complained or appealed against 
until the 1st June, notwif" 
that they have been already revised, 
not complained against m that time, 
they become final under this bill. "If 
complained against, they must be re­
vised by the 1st August. It is made an 
offence by this bill for any person to 
illegally jirocure himself to be placed on 
the assessment roll or to have any duly 
qualified voter omitted from it. The
bill also provides that farmers’ sons en­
titled M wto under the Farmers’ Sons 

Act of last session must be 
on the list by the assessor, and if 

omitted their flames can be placed 
thereon at the instance of any voter in 
the electoral district.

Cumulative Voting.
There was a large gathering of working.
en' in Toronto on Tuesday evening in 

response to the proclamation issued by the 
Mayor, calling a public meeting to consider 
Mr. Bethune’s bill providing for cumulative 
voting, now before the Legislature. The 
proceedings were most orderly, the large 
audience quietly and firmly protesting 
against what was termed an obnoxious 
measure.

A great deal is being said at present in 
many parts of Scotland, and particularly 
in Glasgow, as to the illegality and vied of 
“ Enterprise Sales,” or to nse more popular 
language, the sale of merchandise by lot­
tery.

Doubtless the Conservatives could 
boast of many recent victories in Quebec, 
but he challenged them to the next general 
election.

Mr. Langetin commented on the hypo­
crisy of the Liberal party on the O’Donog- 
hue Amnesty Question. He condemned 
Mr. Laurier for importing religious matters 
into the House, and indignantly denied 
that he or the Conservative party of Que­
bec brobght religion into political. discus­
sion. He spoke at some length on several 
other questions.

Mr. Desjardins dealt with the religions 
question, giving proof after proof of the 
efforts made by the Liberal party to draw 
the clergy of Quebec to their side, and re­
marked that he had left that party mainly 
because of its hypocrisy on this subject. 
He- also discussed the trade question, con­
demning the Government for its inaction.

Mr. Bourreau, in his maiden speech, 
charged that Mr. Laurier had stated at 
Stanford that he had been offered a seat in 
the Cabinet in 1876, and that the remark 
had been made the subject of discussion 
at the time.

Mr. Laflamme was understood to argue 
that if a full amnesty had not been granted 
to Riel and Lepine, it was due to the con­
duct of the late Administration.

Mr. Mousseau resumed the debate on 

the Address this afternoon. He commented 
upqn the great disparity between the pro­
mises and the performances of the Minis­
terial party and their utter failure to do 
anything to satisfy the public sentiment of 
the country.

He severely reprimanded the Minister of 
Inland Revenue for having alleged that the 
Conservative party of Quebec desired to 
form a Catholic party, and said it was 
hardly possible he could have made the 
assertion except in the heat of temper. It 
was the Liberals who had gone from bishop 
to bishop, from presbytery to presbytery, 
from priest to pnest seeking for a Catholic 
party. Why, in Jacques Cartier the Minister 
of Justice made a speech in which he 
swallowed the syllabus, Pope, bishops, 
and priests, and declared himself the very- 
best Catholic living. The fact was the 
Liberals had tried to frightened the Pro­
testants of Quebec, but the Protestants

He repeated 
hie denial as to his Halifax speech, de­
clared that Dr. Topper’s use of General 
Doyle’s letters was base, and that after 
they were written he had been reconciled 
to tile General by his own wish end desire.

Referring 
to the failure of the Government to select 
a western terminus for the Canadian Pacific 
Railway and their dilatoriness in pro 
ceeding with this great enterprise, 
he showed what private enterprise, 
had done in the United States to connect 
the two oceans by rail, and declared it was 
not imprudent of the late Government to 
have pledged themselves to complete it 
within ten years. He entered at some 
length into the financial mismanagement of 
the Government, and sharply rebaked the 
Finance Minister for the shameful lan 
guage need by him in reference to his op­
ponents at the recent picnics. He closed

Mr. Huntington said the Government 
did not defend themselves as had been said 
by the member for Bagot by asserting that 
the Opposition had done the same things 
as they when they wer# in office. Gentle­
men opposite were very happy over the dis­
qualification of Messrs. Jodoin and Walker, 
but they seemed to forget that their own 
leader had been unseated, and might have 
been disqualified but for a charitable con­
struction of tne Act by the Judge who tried 
his case. He claimed that the Liberal 
party had always striven for ourity of 
elections while the Conservatives had to be 
forced into any measure having that object 
in view. It was true many Liberals had 
fallen by the way in consequence of the 
operation of the law, but was that 
to be charged to his hon. friend the 
Premier, who had striven to ele­
vate the standard of public morality ?

Dr. Tupper said he had never listened 
to so daring and presumptuous a speech as 
that to which they had just listened. 
Sir Francis Hincks had well described the 
gentlemen opposite as an ‘^organized hypo­
crisy,” and there was not a single principle 
they had ever professed that they had not 
trampled under foot. They gloried in 
their shame. They hunted out in the 
ranks of their opponents men they had de­
nounced as most corrupt, and joined hands 
with these men in the Government of the 
country. They condemned the late Gov­
ernment for extravagance, and lavished the 
public funds themselves with a reckless­
ness unparalleled in the country. Why 
was there no reference in the Speech to 
the state of the finances, as they had had 
on a previous occasion Ï They had not 
been told that the two millions deficit of 
last year would be supplemented by another 
million and a half, and this in face of the 
fact that three millions and a 
half of fresh taxes had been imposed 
upon the people. And yet the gentle­
men opposite talked of economy, no 
alliance with Local Governments, no elec 
tor&l corruption, Ac. These used to be the 
cardinal principles of the Grit party— 
where were they now! He pointed out 
how Mr. Alfred Jones had driven Mr. Wil­
liam Ross out of the Government to bring 
in Mr. Vail, his partner, who in ! the first 
year of office paid himself and his partner 
$10,000 of public money and $24,000 in all, 
and the pnOee paid were not only extrava­
gant but scandalous. A principle of the 
Grit party, he said, was that there should 
be entire separation between the General 
and Local Governments. He read extracts 
from Mr. Mackenzie’s and Mr. Blake’s 
speeches in favour of this principle, bnt as 
numerous instances proved they had 
trampled it in the dust. He defended his 
conduct in bringing Nova Scotia into the 
Union, and reviewing Mr. Jones’ course 
directly charged him with having practised 
personal bribery at the last election ; and 
the Government by making his seat secure 
for the session by an amendment which 
they made in the Election Act, put it out 
of the power of the electors to protest suc­
cessfully against his corrupt return to the 
House. He read from Hansard the views 
of Mr. Jones and Mr. Mills on the question 
of sugar refining and asked how these two 
men sitting side by side in the same Cabi- 
inet reconciled their divergent views to 
each other and the country. Mr. 
Jones, too, before being appointed Min­
ister had written a letter to Sir Fran­
cis TTineks which was an able vindication 
of Protectionists' views. Where are those 
views now!

Mr. Mowat said it was to entitle Jus­
tices of the Peace to receive fifty cents for 
hearing a case, whether there was a con­
viction or not, the law at present allowing 
this sum only when there was a conviction. 

The motion was carried.
The House went into Committee of the 

Whole on the bill to provide for employing 
prisoners without the walls of common 
gaols.

Mr. Mowat said he wished to add two 
sections to the bill, one being that an ac­
count of all money earned by the prisoners 
should be kept, and a second that a pro­
portionate distribution of it should be made 
between the corporations sustaining the 
gaol.

The hill was amended accordingly.
The Committee rose and reported the bill 

with certain amendments.
Mr. Pardee moved the second reading 

of hiabill to preserve forests from destruc­
tion by fire.

Mr. Miller held that the season in 
which firing was prohibited should 'he 
longer than required by the bill.

Mr. Pardee said he would agree to 
any amendment which might be thought 
necessary .in committee. At the same 
time he must say that he had taken practical 
advice as to the duration of the close season 
alluded to by his hon. friend the member 
for Muskoka. He believed the result of 
the bill could not fail to be beneficial. He 
believed there was more lumber destroyed 
annually by fire then by the axe, and 
thought some sort of trill was undoubtedly 
necessary.

Mr. McDougall thought that the Crown 
Lands Department .Should settle that 
some provision be made to prevent 
persons from settling on lands which were 
really not fit for settlement. There should 
be more control over the lumber parties, 
and lumbermen ought to he required to 
cdlléct the inflammable material, brush-

Mr. Bethune said that as the law 

stood at present magistrates were reluctant 
to convict in many cases for fear of having 
an action brought against them. Parties 
in rural districts often had to take the 
trouble of appearing before city magistrates 
to have their cases justly disposed of, the 
magistrates in their own district bring un­
willing to convict.

Mr. Lauder thought the great objec­
tion to the Bill was that the police magis­
trates were not compelled to be residents of 
the locality in which they exercised their 
authority. The only reason he could see 
for each an omission was that tiquer cases 
were apt to cause a great deal of local feel­
ing, and now and then the position of the 
police magistrate would he rather an incon­
venient one.

This would prevent magistrates from dis­
missing h case contrary to evidence, and 
would leave for the stipendiary magis­
trates only extreme cases to deal with.

Mr. Cameron said it was only right 
that magistrates should he protected from 
liability to civil actions from their inter-

Mr. Bell introduced a deputation from 
the City Council of Toronto.

Mr. Harman, City Treasurer, was the 
first speaker. He referred to the terms of 
the Assessment Act with regard to the 
various lean and building societies doing 
business in Toronto and throughout the 
country. The present system of taxation 
with reference to these institutions was 
altogether unsatisfactory. He proposed 
that the stockholders ought to be taxed, 
and not, as at present, merely the divi­
dends. Some plan ought to be arrived at 
by which the assessment should fall upon 
the corporation, and make them deduct a 
fair and just share of the dividends. There 
ought to be an arrangement by vHiich the 
assessor might go direct to the Corporation 
and say “ You are to deal with us, instead 
of the bondholders dealing with us indi­
vidually.” Out of $8,000,000 of capital, 
said the speaker, we cannot reach more 
than $640,000 ; we can only tax the divi­
dend. But even of this amount allowed 
by the Legislature, it was impossible,» at 
the present moment, to reach more than a 
small portion. He would notjny whether 
these exemptions were right or wrong; bnt 
taking the Act as he found it, he asked 
that some better means should be granted 
for its enforcement. The present arrange­
ment was a fraud and a myth, and it was 
impossible, at present, to reach one-third 
of the amount allowed by the Act. Mr. 
Hannan then passed on to consider the 
question of exemptions with regard to per­
sonal property.

Aid. Hallam also spoke briefly. He 
said that the personal property to beat 
ed in Toronto was $6,995,904. No one 
would imagine that this was one-tenth of 
the personal, property in the city of Toron­
to. He would tax real estate ; for 
everybody must have houses"» live in ; and 
he would lay a tax on business ; but he 
hoped that the present plan of taxing in­
come, with all perjury and fraud which ac­
companied it, would be done away with 
once and forever.

Mr. Miller said it was not in the power 
of the House to lay a business tax.

Mr. Hallam replied that pow­
ers could be obtained. The practice 
was in force in Lower

ments. He thought municipal taxation 
was the first subject that ought to come 
before the House, and if they took it up in 
earnest and managed to reform all that was 
wrong in its method, they would win for 
themselves immortality.

Taking this view of 
the case, I think the conviction should be 
sustained, if the evidence was insufficient 
to establish the fact that the appellant 
sanctioned or allowed the gambling for 
money.” The conviction was, therefore, 
continued, and the appeal dismissed with 
costs.

The deceas­
ed was the mother of a large family. , The 
fire was extinguished afterwards.

The Associa­
tion meet twice a year, at the call of the 
directors.

The report of Mr. Jessup, Superintend­
ent of Education in British Columbia, for 
1875-76, is published, and contains 
interesting items. It shows a school popu­
lation in the various districts then organ­
ized (the number of dirtricts is much larger 
now) of 2,714 Protestants and 2,063 Roman 
Catholics, making a total of 4,777, between 
the ages of 5 and 16 years. The number 
of children attending the schools during 
the year was 1,595 Protestant and l,0o9 
Roman Catholic, making a total of 2,664 ; 
the aggregate average was 815 Protestant 
and about 640 Roman Catholic, making a 
total average attendance at 30 Protestant 
and 21 Catholic schools of 1,455 pupils.

There are twenty-one Universities in the 
German Empire, with 20,229 students, of 
whom 2,500 do not attend any lectures, 
of the 17,729 others, more than one-third 
follow the lectures on Phüosophy (includ­
ing the Sciences.) The faculty of Theology 
has the least number of students, being at­
tended by only 2,223. Berlin University 
has the largest attendance at lectures, hav­
ing 4,597 students. Strasbourg University 
is eleventh on the list and Rostock is the 
last with only 114. The number of Pro­
fessors paid by the German Empire is 1,300. 
The Universities receive about £500,000 
from the Imperial Government, but this 
sum varies, for in 1875, Strasbourg alone 
received £200,000. The other German 
Universities, situated beyond the confines 
of the Empire are Basle, (Switzerland), 
Doxpat, (Russia), Vienna, Innsbruck, 
Prague, and Czemowitz, (Austria), so there 
are altogether twenty-eight of them in 
Europe.

But they can claim a 
far higher antiquity, for Mr. Chisholm 
traces their origin to the Babylonians or 
Chaldæans, who, as units of length, used 
both the cubit and the foot. These were 
subsequently adopted by the Egyptians, 
who introduced eohsiderable variety, so 
that there is no little confusion between 
the different kinds of cubit and foot. The 
natural cubit, of about 18 inches, and the 
foot, which was two-thirds of this length, 
were transferred to Greece, and, the cubit 
having fallen into disuse, the foot became 
the ordinary standard of the Romans. At 
the same time the double cubit, which was 
equivalent to three feet, would appear to 
have survived in the form of the ell of med­
iaeval Europe, and in that of our own yard. 
As all these measures were originally de­
rived from the proportions of toe human 
body, some caution is necessary in refer­
ring their origin to remote antiquity 
rather than directly to the length of toe 
forearm or of the foot. It must be admit­
ted, however, that the coincidence of length 
among all civilized nations is very striking. 
The derivation of the pound weight is 
more complicated. The earlier Tower 
pound appears to have been of Roman ori­
gin, bemg presumably identical with the 
Greek-Aaiatio mina, while the hundred­
weight corresponded to the talent or weight 
of a cubic foot of water. Subeequehtly the 
Troy pound was substituted, and for com­
mercial transactions, the pound avoirdu­
pois, from toe old French pound of 16 
ounces. It is evident, however, that our 
weights and measures in the dark ages were 
in an unsettled state, and subject to arbi­
trary alterations at the will of the mon­
arch.—The Saturday Review.

It is a very 
small insect, belonging to the order of Dip- 
tera, or two-winged flies, and ia numbered 
among the gall-mes, although it does not 
produce a gall. Its head, antenne and 
thorax are black. The bony is of a tawny 
colour, simulated with black, and bearing 
some fine, short gray hairs. The wings 
are black, but tawny toward their base.

There are two annual breeds of this de­
structive pest—the first having for its 
period the fall, winter, and early spring ; 
the second, the remaining pert of the year.

The fly deposits her eggs in the months 
of August, September, and October—vary­
ing in different latitudes and in different 
seasons—on the blades of the young 
wheat plant, in the furrows of 
the upper surface. They are of a 
pale red colour, marked with darker red 
spots ; twenty or thirty are often found on 
a single leaf. They hatch in about four 
days, when the young lame crawl down 
the leaf and stem to the base of the sheath 
at the crown of the roots.

If the stubble be burned before the flies 
commence to appear, the greater portion of 
the brood will be destroyed, and compara­
tively few left to produce the succeeding 
brood, which conceal themselves during the 
winter in the roots beneath the ground.

In one of the roots sent for examination, 
as stated in the sbovs communication, 
eleven of the “flax seeds”—not eggs— 
were closely stowed away ; the number 
being ample to entirely destroy the plant. 
The field from which the roots were taken 
was very badly infested, and the crop, I 
think, must have been wholly destroyed.

The Heasian fly, like many other of our 
insect foes, has its periods of abundance, 
during which time the wheat crop has vir­
tually to be given over to their attacks. 
After having been very nnqaerous for a 
term of years, usually the severe^ parasites 
that prey upon them have so multiplied

CURE FOR HOG CHOLERA.
Mr. David Graham, one of the oldest 

settlers in this vicinity, states that crude 
petroleum is s dead shot fpr hog cholera. 
He has made a practical test of this remedy 
upon his own hogs and also upon the herd 
of John Byers, near Langworthy, a year 
or two ago. Mr. Byers had lost at the rate 
of ten or a dozen a day, but not one died 
after the petroleum WAS administered. 
This fact is remarkable to say the least. 
The petroleum was given in doses of two 
or three spoonsful for pigs and half a pint 
to hogs a year old. Seventy hogs were 
cured with two gallons. MV. Graham says 
he has also used this remedy on cattle and 
horses, and invariably with the most grati­
fying results. If other parties test Mr. 
Graham’s 'specific we* would be glad to 
hear from them as to results. —Anamosa 
(Iowa) Eureka.

IMITATION BUTTER.
Complaint has been made, both. by 

butter-makers and dealers, that the in­
creasing manufacture of “tallow butter,” 
or oleomargarine, has had an effect to re­
duce the market value of ; genuine butter. 
The makers of oleomargarine have adopted 
the plan recently of mixing a small amount 
of cream and dairy butter with their pro­
duct. The result is that the article thus 
manufactured cannot be told, even by 
dealers, from genuine butter* It is stated 
that 40,000jiound» of this butter is used in

M. Mege Mouriez made many experi­
ments several years ago in the attempt to 
find a substitute for butter, which might 
be used in the French army and navy. He 
came to the conclusion that the milk 0f a 
cow came from her fat, and that, by melt­
ing beef fat at a temperature correspond­
ing with animal heat, an oil could be ob­
tained wuich would bq discovered to be of 
the same substance as that which may be 

in dairy milk by means of a micros­
cope. Pursuing these • experiments his 
hopes were realized, inasmuch as this oil of 
fat when churned yielded a product which 

s accepted by the French authorities as 
a substitute for butter. Five years ago 
the manufacture of this product had made 
considerable progress in France and Ger­
many. It grew mto general'use on coast­
wise European steamer*, and was exclu­
sively used ia the French navy, notwith­
standing occasional protests. Three years 
ago the United Stttee Dairy Company 

'used the right of its manufacture in 
wuntry, and the first factory was start­

ed by the Commercial Mas " 
Company of New York, which

ter usually is. If is shaped in pound moulds 
and packed in firkins, with no visible evi­
dence that it is anything but dairy butter 
except the word “oleomargarine" placed

ri the bottom in small letters. After 
melting process is begun, everything is 
conducted with the utmost cleanlineas^out 

the floors, the stairs, the railings, the win­
dows, and everything one might touch, is 
sticky with tallow. This establishment 
uses 200,000 pounds of fat daily, and from 
this amount can be obtained 100,000 
pounds of oleomargarine, besides the lan 
quantify of stearine for candles, and ti 
tallow fat, which is also utilized. Only a 
small portion of the "où obtained is made 
into butter. The greater part is shipped to 
Europe, direct from the pier of this com­
pany, on the North river.

Some market ia found among the
OLEOMARGARINE CHEESE-MAKERS, 

who are engaged in the manufacture in al­
most every one of the middle, and many of 
the western States. The largest of these 
cheese factories is in Chenango county, 
N.Y. Besides this, there are, perhaps, 
twenty other factories in all, from which it 
is estimated that 150,000 cheeses are daily 
produced. In manufacturing cheese, the 
oil is mixed with skim-milk. It can be 
handled then aa if all milk, and the pro­
duct can scarcely be detected from ordi­
nary cheese. Another market for the oil 
is claimèd by the manufacturers to be open­
ing among the farmers themselves ; who, 
seeing that they can mix it with their 
cream, are sending in orders to have it 
shipped them in tierces. The oil cap be 
bought for fourteen cents a pound, and 
when mixed with a pound of cream will 
yield in churning a pound of butter.

Besides the oleomargine factory in New 
York, there is a large establishment in 
Philadelphia, which produces about 16,000 
pounds s day. One has also been in opera­
tion for some time in Baltimore, and others 
have been established recently in Chicago, 
St. Lonis, Cincinnati, Boston, Piteburgh, 
Providence, and New Haven. It is be- 
lieved that the present daily manufacture 
of tallow butter is 250,000 pounds, while 
the starting of contemplated factories will 
soon increase the amount to 300,000 pounds. 
The shipments of the oil to Europe 
are largely to Holland, although Eng­
land takes considerable. Quotations from 
London prices current show that oleomar­
garine is generally preferred to all second­
ary grades of butter, whether of American 
or home manufacture, and the prices range 
only from ten to twenty-five shillings lower 
for a hundred weight than those of the best 
cream butter. The principle of ita manu­
facture ia so simple that the United States 
Dairy Company, which owns the patent for 
this country, finds its rights usurped on all 
sides, and while the figures given above re­
late to the traffic earned on under the 
patent, no idea can be gained as to what 
extent the article is made by unlicensed 
persons. In this city alone two large fac­
torise are known to be in operation outside 
of the patent, and tire United States Dairy 
Company is obliged to keep detectives on 
the watch to report others to them. Three 
detectives are continually kept on the watch' 
near each of the two factories mentioned ; 
bat no entrance can be made, and there­
fore no infringement can be proved. T^Js 
company has brought suits against persons 
for infringement in a dozen different places. 
Its detectives are scattered about the coun­
try wherever there is a factory under the 
patent, for at these places other factories 
immediately surine ud.

THB DARDANELLES.

History si Turkey’s Claim to Owe «Be 
Straits Against Ships of War.

(From the Feu York Herald.)
Turkey has always maintained that no 

foreign vessels of war should be allowed at 
any time to pass the Dardanelles, but to 
this principle Russia has never assented, 
except under circumstances when no other 
course was left open. Russia has long as­
pired to be a great naval power, and has 
consequently striven to reach the sea coast. 
To the north she has succeeded, but the 
Baltic, which is half the year closed by 
ice, does not satisfactorily fulfil the required 
conditions, and she naturally turned her

2es to the Mediterranean. With difficulty 
e obtained possession of the northern 
and eastern shores of the Black Sea, but 

her designs there have been only partly 
realised, for the only outlet from the 
Buxine to the Mediterranean lies through 
the Bosphorus and the Dardanelles, which 
the .Turks, up to a recent period, opened 
and closed according to their good pleasure. 
Russia would, of course, prefer having in 
her own possession the keys of this import­
ant passage. In many respects it must be 
disagreeable that the Sultan should he able, 
without employing a ship of war. to block-tout employing a ship of 
ade effectually all her southern ports. 
There is scarcely any nation of any conse­
quence that would patiently submit to this 
condition of things, and it is to relieve her­
self from this hindrance to her proper de­
velopment that Russia, after a bloody war, 
has exacted from the Porto the right of 
passage through the Dardanelles, and to 
this concession the English Government 
objects and talks of and prepares for war to 
prevent.

DANGERS APPREHENDED BY ENGLAND.
It may be said that the possession of 

Constantinople has been the dream of 
sian ambition from the earliest times, and 
that in her hands a road would open up for 
the invasion and conquest of British India. 
“The Dardanelles is a vital question for 
Russia” waa the remark of the 
able and veteran Chancellor Nesselrode. 
“ It is the key of my house,” was 
the emphatic observation of the Emperor 
Alexander L The historian Gibbon declares 
that the promontory of Thrace, which 
stretches out to the Propontis and is placed 
between two seas, was unquestionably the 
most eligible situation in Europe for found­
ing a city which might aspire to universal 
dominion. It is argued on the British side 
of the question that Russia, established at 
Constantinople, would give her complete 
supremacy over central Asia. All disaffec­
tion in the Caucasus, Circassia, and Georgia 
would be subdued forever, because all hope 
of successful resistance, all possibility of 
obtaining succour from without, would be 
at once extinguished. Persia, for the same 
reason, would cease to be an independent 
kingdom, and the road to India would-then 
be open te Russia, with all Asia at her 
back. Farther on the same side it is urged 
that entire freedom of the Dardanelles 
would give to the Czar the means of acquir­
ing an almost unlimited naval force, and as 
an effective blockade of the straits cannot 
be maintained throughout the year, it would 
be at any time in his power to throw the 
whole weight of his disposable force on any 
part of the Mediterranean so aa to com­
mand that sea for any purpose he might 
deem necessary. Under such circumstances 
all security for the Suez canal would be 
dissipated, and Great Britain would find, 
it is feared, that the fatal sentence “too 
late ” had once more to be pronounced. All 
these reasons, so generally quoted, are be­
lieved to be more or less visionary, aa well 
as the more serions apprehension of a Rus­
sian invasion of Hindustan. The idea of 
transferring the capital from the Neva to 
the Bosphorus has never been seriously 

■tained. England desires to maintain 
at all hazards her manufacturing and com­
mercial supremacy, and. thinks that by 
giving the great Northern Power access 
through Turkish waters to the public leg

THE TREATIES FROM 1809 TO 1871.
The first fortifications armed with heavy 

at the Dardanelles were erected to 
the middle of the seventeenth century to 
afford protection against the Venetians, 
who frequently inflicted severe and humili­
ating defeats on thSTurkish squadrons, and 
more than once ravaged the coast within 
sight of Constantinople. With the decline 
of «be Venetian power the defences were 
strengthened, and as Ottoman authority 
was supreme and undisputed in the Black 
Sea there seemed to be no good reason why 
foreign ships of war ehonldpaes through the 
Straits, and until after Russia conquered a 
firm foothold on theshores of the Enxine the 
right claimed by Turkey was not seriously 
disputed. The first time it was formally 
acknowledged was in 1809. In the treaty 
between Great Britain and the Porte, 
signed in January of that year, it is pro­
vided :—

“ As it has been for all times forbidden 
for ships of war to enter the canals of Con­
stantinople—viz., in the Straits of the Dar­
danelles or that of the Black Sea—and 
as this ancient rule of the Ottoman Empire 
must be hereafter observed in the time of 
peace by all Powers whatever, the British 
Court promises to conform to this prin-

S)uringthe Egyptian war, in 1833,-the 

English and French fleets were not permitted 
to enter the Dardanelles, and m 1841 the 
five Great Powers, including Russia, main­
tained the rule relative to the closing of 
the Straits. The Treaty of Paris (1856) 
again confirmed the principle, with the fol­
lowing additional article :—

“ The Black Sea is neutralized ; its 
waters and its ports, thrown open to the 
mercantile marine of every nation, are 
formally and in perpetuity interdicted to 
the flag of war either of the Powers 
possessing its coasts or of any other Power, 
With the exception of vessels at the mouth 
of the Danube. ”

Finally, at the Conference field in Lon­
don in 1871, after the conclusion of the. 
Franco-German war, to reconsider the 
treaty of 1856, and at which the clause last 
quoted waa abrogated, the representatives 
of all the Powers agreed on the appended 
article :—

1 The principle of the closing of the 
Straits of the Dardanelles and the Bos­
phorus, such as it has been established by 
the separate treaty of 1856, is maintained, 
with power to his Imperial Majesty the 
Saltan, to open the said straits in time of 
peace to the fleets of the friendly and allied 
Powers in the event that the execution of 
the stipulations of the Treaty of Paris 
should require it.”

The Dardanelles are defended by very 
strong modem fortifications, mounting 
many hundreds of guns, a great portion of 
them of immense calibre. The works have 
been unsuccessfully assailed on two occa­
sions, and, as will be seen, two American 
ships of war passed through to Constant!-

ELPHINSTONE’S ATTEMPT IN 1770.
The first attempt to force a passage 

through the Dardanelles and capture Con­
stantinople was made in 1770, during the 
reign of Catherine H. Her designs were 
truly gigantic, being no less than to 
drive the Mohammedans from Europe. A 
formidable fleet was equipped in the 
Baltic and sailed for the Mediterranean. 
It was placed under command of Orlofl, 
who had with him Captain Elphinstone, a 
Scotchman, a naval officer of experience, 
who had been placed at the disposal of the 
Empress by the British Government Ap­
pearing off the coast of the Mores, the 
Greeks everywhere rose in arms, and fear­
ful butcheries beoaqae frequent. The 
Turkish fleet having retired to the Bay of 
Tchesme, it was blockaded by the orders 
of Elphinstone, and in an attack that fol­
lowed was totally destroyed by fireships. 
He then proposed thp forcing of the Dar- 

i Orloff refused to accede to hie 
request. The Scotch commander now, 
with only his owp vessel, passed the bat­
teries and entered thé straits. Such s 
bold stroke as he suggested would 
have been successful/ as the 
at Constantinople by the tidings from 
Tchesme was extraordinary, and the fortifi­
cations had been neglected. Every mea­
sure, however, was taken by the Turks 
for tiie security of the capital. The Sultan 
despatched the Baron de Tott, a French 
engineer, with, the Grand Vizier, to 
strengthen and defend the straits. The 
proceedings of the two were characteristic. 
The Vizier began by whitewashing the 
walls of the old " forts, expecting to make 
the Russians think that tne works which 
looked so bright and clean must be new or 
newly repaired. The French, engineer 
erected four batteries, two on the Euro­
pean and two on the Asiatic side, so as to 
place any vessels that endeavoured to pass 
under a cross fire. Fifteen thousand 
troops were thrown into the forts and the 
approaches 'put in a most effective condi­
tion of defence. Elphinstone, being un­
supported, was obliged to join the main 
fleet, and soon after returned to Russia, en­
tirely disgusted with the hesitancy of the 
commander-in-chief, yrhe was charged with 
being actuated by motives of jealousy. All 
subsequent efforts to reach Constantinople 
were futile, but in the peace that followed 
Catherine obtained large territorial acquisi­
tions At the present moment it may be 
opportune to state that a stipulation to pay 
an indemnity to defray tee expenses of 
the war was never liquidated.
BAINBRIDGB’s VISIT TO CONSTANTINOPLE.

An American vessel of war was the first 
to pass through the Dardanelles and pro­
ceed to Constantinople without the permis­
sion of tee Ottoman authorities after Rus­
sia established its power in tee Black Sea. 
The great maritime governments of Europe 
had long been in tee habit of bribing or 
paying tribute to the Barbary States to re­
spect tee law of nations, and it was per­
haps too soon to expect that America, a 
country that had so recently been a colony, 
should be the first to {refuse compliance 
with the degrading custom. At all events, 
in May, 1800, Captain Bainjtmdge was 
appointed to tee frigate George Washing­
ton, which was ordered to carry a large 
amount of tribute to the regency of Al­
giers. After the completion of tins mis­
sion the Dey compelled him by threats of 
capture and declaration of war to convey 
an Algerine Embay to Constantinople. 
When the Geotge Washington entered the 
Bosphorusdre felt some embarrassment as 
to the course he should, pursue. He had 
no firman ; his country" was hardly known 
at the Ottoman Forte, and he might be 
delayed weeks negotiating for permission 
to go up to the city. From this dilemma 
he relieved himself by the happy and 
prompt expedient of a seaman. The forts 
were armed with cannon, carrying immense 
balls of stone, and pointed in a manner to 
command tee channel. These guns, however, 
were stationed in such a manner as to be 
entirely useless the moment the ship was, 
out of range. The rest of the defences of 
the straits at the time ware very imma­
terial. As this vessel approached the 
castles he made the naval preparations for 
anchoring. When nearly up with them 
she commenced firing a salute, which waa 
instantly retorted from the shore, and at 
this moment, when the frigate was partially 
concealed with smoke, sail was made, and 
before the Turks could recover their sur­
prise, being totally unprepared for a thing 
so unusual, she was beyond their. reach, 
On reaching Constantinople the officers who 
came on board declared they had never 
heard of such a nation aa the United States. 
Bainbridge replied that the George.Waah- 
ington belonged to tile “ New Worfd,” and 
the answer was accepted as satisfactory. 
He remained nearly two months at tee 
capital and was treated with much distinc­
tion. Bainbridge was censured for yielding 
to the menaces of the Dey of Algiers;' but 
excused himself on the ground that fie con­
sented to go to Constantinople with'the 
view to show the American flag and neve 
the way for a treaty. —

SIB JOHN BGCKWUMrM’S HOLD DASH.

a large military force to defeat the ascen­
dency of the French at Constantinople and 
cause a powerful diversion of the French 
forces in favour of Russia. Accordingly a 
numerous squadron, under Sir JohnDuek- 
worth, was despatched to force the Dar­
danelles. and, if certain term» should not 
be acceded to by the Turkish Govern­
ment, to bombard Constantinople. On 
the 19th of February the English 
fleet of seven line-of-bsttie ships entered 
the straits and, encountering a small Otto­
man naval force, overcame it, drove it 
ashore and homed the vessels. On the 
Mxt day Duckworth appeared before 
Constantinople itself, having received 
hardly any damage on the way For a 
moment tee whole city lay at the disposal 
of the British Admiral. The flames of the 
au nrnn^ shiP n°t, however, intimidate 

Turks, but roused and united them in 
a determination to resist aggression and 
preserve the capital from destruction.

THE ADMIRAL’S NARROW ESCAPE.
Negotiations were opened by the Turks 

for the purpose of temporizing. The Sul­
tan, accompanied by Sebastiana, appeared 
at the places most proper for the con­
struction of redoubts. Men, women, and 
children, Ulemans, Sheks, and Dervises, 
Mussulmans, Greeks, and Armenians, 
laboured night and day at the construction 
of batteries and trenches and the mounting 
of heavy guns. Within a few days the 
whole aspect of the shores changed as if by 
magic. Interminable fortifications and 
rows of cannon frowned down on the 
British fleet. Twelve line of battle ships 
and nine frigates filled with troops lay in 
the canal, with sails bent ready for action. 
An army of 200,000 men, destined to march 
against the Russians, and an immense 
number of 'gunboats and sloops, converted 
into fife ships, were also prepared to act 
against the invaders. Duckworth, seeing 
mmself outwitted, gave orders for tee re­
treat of his squadron while there was a 
chance. For thirty miles, reckoning tee 
windings of the channel, the ships ran the 
gauntlet of an incessant fire, and of such 
a fire, it is said, as never was seen before. 
“ Stone balls weighing seven or eight hun­
dred pounds, broke down the mssts, crash­
ed in the decks, snapped the rigging and 
amazed the hearts of the sailors. The hills 
smoked from end to end and the roar of the 
artillery rolled from side to side. In 
another week,” Duckworth declared in his 
despatch, “ any return would have been 
impossible.” The entire British squadron 
would have been captured or destroyed. 
a Yankee sails up without permission.

One year later another American vessel 
appeared and boldly entered the straits 
without asking permission. Her action ap­
pears to have caused a large amount of in­
dignation among the .Ottoman officials. 
The affair is described in a letter from Sir 
Robert Adair, thé English Ambassador at 
the Porte, to Lord Bathurst. He wrote 
February 10, 1810, as foUows “ It ap­
peared during the course of my represent­
ations that a large American ship, painted 
exactly like a frigate of twenty guns, passed* 
through the Dardanelles under her own 
colours and came up to Constantinople.
I cannot describe to your Lordship the de­
gree of offence which this proceeding has 
given the Turkish Government. America 
having no treaty with the Porte has no 
right to frequent even the Scabes under her 
own flag. But to pass the Dardanelles 
with her pennant flying at the main, with 
all the parade of a ship of war (as tee 
Turkish report complains), was taken as an 
affront which, should be punished by the 
instant confiscation of the ship and cargo.

The progress . ■ _________ r__ ______
has brought the question of opening the 
Dardanelles once more forward to a posi­
tion of the highest importance, and upon it 
may turn tee issue of peace or war between 
Great Britain and Russia. There is a cer­
tain degree of vagueness in the Czar’s pro­
positions relative to the straits, but the 
English Ministry pretend to see in them a 
design to overthrow all the guarantees that 
have at any time been made to secure the 
interests of the Empire. If Russian men- 
of-war are granted the right to pass through 
the Dardanelles the last defence of Con­
stantinople, it is contended, will be taken 
away. In the recent debate in Parliament 
on the address in reply to tee Queen’s 
Speech, the Chancellor of the Exchequer 
declared that England would never con­
sent to a separate agreement regarding the 
Dardanelles, and tee Duke of Argyle (Op­
position) on the same occasion remarked 
that the navigation of the passage must be 
a European question, “but if Turkey 
ceased to be a European Power an altera­
tion of the rule respecting the passage of 
ships-of-war would be a necessity.” On 
the day preceding tee assembling of Par­
liament a large meeting was held in Lon­
don, at which letters were read from'the 
Duke of Westminster, Lord Durham and 
several other leading men expressing sym­
pathy with its object. The following re­
solution was adopted :—“ Believing that 
no artificial restriction should be placed 
upon the free' movement of tee Russian 
fleet stationed in tee Black Sea out of the 
supposed regard to the interests of Great 
Britain, we desire to record our opinion 
that tee Straits of the Dardanelles and 
Bosphorus should be opened to tee war 
ships of all nations ; and while we would 
oppose tee creation of any exclusive privi­
légia being granted to either Russia or 
Turkey as regards the navigation of these 
straits, we desire teat the settlement of 
this question should be made mon the 
broad ground of the interests of Europe, 
and not of the interests of any one country 
in particular.” •
