FUNERAL
—AND—

A GHASTLY SCENE.
Thoneand» nocked to Witness » Negro 

Burned to Death at the Stake.

Paris, Tex., Feb. 1.—Henry Smith, the 
negro who assaulted and murdered Myrtle 
Vance, the three-year-old daughter of 
Henry Vance of this city, on last Thurs­
day night, was burned to death at the 
stake in this city to-day in the presence 
of 15,000 persona.

When the telegram reached here yes­
terday from County Attorney Sturgeon 
telling of the arrest of Smith at Ozon, 
Ark., and asking for protection, a commit­
tee of twenty-five citieene left on a special 
for Texarkana to meet Mr. Sturgeon and 
escort the negro here. These citizens 
took charge of Smith at 8.30 o’clock this 
morning. A special car was placed at 
their disposal.

All along the route there were crowds. 
At Texarkana a mob of 2,000 persons had 
gathered around the railway station when 
the train arrived. The gnards surrounded 
Smith, and with cocked revolvers forced a 
passage through the crowd to a train in 
waiting to convey them to Paris. The 
mob swarmed about the coach, on the 
platforms, and upon the roof of the coach. 
They demanded that the sheriff compel 
Smith to appear at one of the windows.

In order to satisfy the curiosity of the 
crowd and with the belief that bis ap­
pearance might appease them, deputy 
sheriff Shanklin ordered the negro to 
show himself at the window. The negro 
obeyed, and his head had hardly pro­
truded through the open window before a 
bystander made a savage lunge at him 
with a big knife. The negro quickly 
withdrew his head and sank back into a 
corner of the seat. The deputy sheriff 
and gnards then drew their revolvers and 
swore they would kill the first person 
who made a violentdemonstration.

The mob withdrew a short distance 
from the train and asked for another 
view of the negro. Deputy sheriff Shank­
lin again ordered the negro to show him- 
celf. This he did, remaining in full view 
of the crowd for about three minutes. 
District attorney Birmingham then 
mounted the platform of the coach and 
made an impassioned appeal to the mob, 
asking them to respect the law and leave 
the authorities at Paris to deal with the 
man.

He was followed by deputy sheriff 
Shanklin, who also asked the mob to al­
low them to take their prisoner to the 
scene of the crime. The leaders of the 
mob, after a short consultation, agreed to 
let the train proceed. They gave three 
cheers for the deputies who had captured 
Smith, and a few minutes later the train 
started for Paris.

Smith seemed indifferent to bis fate at 
first, and could not be brought to under­
stand that fearful vengeance would come 
upon him. When he was told that his 
death was inevitable, and would come by 
the most cruel manner human ingenuity 
could devise, he weakened and begged the 
officers to save him.

He first asked to be spared, and then 
sought any other death than burning. 
He was told that this was impossible, for 
the people last night at a mass meeting 

determined on his fate. He said he 
wanted to be shot. When asked if he 
was willing to have Mr. Vince shoot him, 
he said he was not, and asked that mar­
shal Shanklin do that work.

He was told Mr. Franklin could not 
and would not kill him. His next choice 
of his execution was mayor Cate. He 
finally asked that col. C. M. Ragland be 
allowed to shoot him, bat the citizens in­
sisted that he must die at the stake.

When the train pulled up at the Texas 
Pacific station, 15,000 persons were there 
to receive him. Hundreds of people had 
ponied into the city from the adjoining 
country. The word had been passed from 
lip to lip that death by fire was to be the 
penalty.

Curios and sympathizing alike came on 
trains and waggons, on horse and on foot, 
to see the sight. Whiskey shops were 
closed, unruly mobs were dispersed, and 
schools were dismissed by a proclamation 
from the mayor.

When the train stopped, bon. H. B. 
Birmingham of the escort made a brief 
address. He said :

flames shot up, Smith was seen to sway 
back and forth.

Then he became still, and all thought 
ho was dead. The fire burned the ropes 
that bound him, and he fell upon the burn­
ing "platform. He then began to roll 
about the platform. It seemed impossible 
that anything could live in that furnace,

To the surprise of all, with a desperate 
struggle he pulled himself up by the rail­
ing of the scaffold, stood up, passed hie 
hand over his face, and then jumped from 
the scaffold and rolled out of the fire be­
low. Men on the ground thrust him into 
the burning mass again, and life became 
extinct.

Hundreds had turned away in horror 
from the spectacle, but thousands shouted 
with satisfaction and with demonstrations 
of delight People were here from every 
part of this section. They came from Dal­
las, Fort Worth, Sherman, Denison, Bon 
ham, Texarkana, Fort Smith, Arkadelphia 
and a party came from Arkansas, where 
Smith was captured. Every train that 
came in was unloaded"!» its utmost capa­
city.

T|>ere were demands at many points 
for special trains. When the news reached 
hero yesterday of the arrest it spread 
throkgh the country like wildfire. At 
every country town an vais and bells were 
sounded. People poured in here in a con­
stant stream all night and day on horse­
back. After the execution the throng dis­
persed quietly.

On Thursday last Smith picked up lit­
tle Myrtle Vance near the residence of 
her father, policeman Henry Vance, and, 
giving her candy, carried her through the 
central portion of the city to Gibbon’s 
pasture, just within the corporate limits.

He was asked by several persons what 
he was doing with the child. He replied 
that she was Mr. W illiams’s little girl and 
he was carrying her to the doctor. Ar­
riving at the pasture, he assaulted the 
babe, and then literally tore her in pieces.

It was in revenge, because her father 
had arrested him recently. Covering the 
body with leaves and brush he lay down 
and slept through the night by the side 
of his victim. About seven o’clock Fri­
day Morning Smith awakened, went to 
the hohse of hie wife, and compelled her 
to cook him some breakfast. She asked 
him what had become of that white child.

He replied : “I ain’t seen no white 
child, and don’t have nothing to do with 
white folks.” He ate his breakfast and 
was net seen any more until his capture.

About two o’clock on Friday a mass 
meeting was called at the court house and 
captains were appointed to search for the 
child. As soon as the body was discovered 
the railroads put up bulletins offering free 
transportation to those who would join in 
the search.

Posses went out in every direction. 
Smith was tracked to Detroit on foot, 
where he jumped on a freight train and 
left for his old home in Hempstead county, 
Ark. To this county he was tracked and 
captured. He denied everything at first, 
but blood stains revealed hie crime. Then 
he confessed.

Paris, Tex., Feb. 3.— Everything is 
quiet here. All who participated in the 
horrible torture of the negro, Smith, 
boldly proclaim the part they’took in the 
a flair and say they have no fear of arrest. 
The ashes of the funeral pyre were raked 
over, and many persons carried away but­
tons, bones, etc., as relics of the affair.

“Fellow Ct—zens: There is not an 
officer on this train who has any control 
over the prisoner, Henry Smith. Twen­
ty-five of your citizens went in reply to 
telegrams from your county attorney to 
meet him and see that the prisoner was 
protected and delivered here without in­
jury. We have done that thing ; we have 
not deceived or misled you ; we are not 
officers, but merely citizens ; we have no 
authority to hold this prisoner against 
you or any one, and shall make no effort 
to do so. As citizens we merely wish to 
surrender the prisoner. We believe you 
will do what is right. Whatever may be 
done, let it be done as the people of Lamar 
county have done everything, in a law- 
abiding, peacable and patriotic way. We 
cannot, if we would, resist the thousands 
assembled here. The prisoner has ad­
mitted his guilt in the presence of a dozen 
good and true men. This is all we can 
say.”

Smith was placed upon a carnival float 
in mockery of a king upon his throne, and 
followed by the immense crowd, was es­
corted through the city so that all might 
see the monster. He was firmly lashed 
to the seat.

The line of march was up Main street 
to the square, down Clarksville street to 
Church street, thence to the open prairie, 
about three hundred yards from the Tex­
as and Pacific station.

Here a scaffold ten feet high had been 
erected. Around this was a surging throng 
for 150 yards in each direction. A cold 
drizzling rain was falling, that froze as it 
fell.

The cowering wretch was forced up the 
steps, where he was pinned to a stake. 
His coat and shirt was torn off him, piece 
by piece, and thrown to the crowd, where 
they were eagerly seized as relics.

When stripped to the waist, Henry 
Vance, the father of Smith’s victim, 
Vance’s son and two uncles of the child 
gathered round and began to thrust red- 
hot irons under his feet. Every contort­
ion of bis body and every groan that 
caped his lips brought forth shouts of ap­
proval.

Vainly he begged for mercy ; vainly he 
protested that he did not know that it 
was Vance’s child he killed. The red-hot 
irons burned into his flesh deeper and 
deeper. He uttered terrible cries. Final­
ly the irons were rolled up and down the 
abdomen and on the back and arms. The 
crowd kept shouting its approval to the 
torturers.

The climax was reached when the irons 
were thrust into Smith’s eyes, burning 
them out Then the irons were thrust 
down hie throat. The Vances then de­
clared their vengeance satisfied.

Then combustible material was placed 
under the scaffold, oil was poured over 
Smith and the platform, and a match 
applied. For a time he was enveloped in 
smoke. As this disappeared and the

THE ESKIMO IDEA OF HELL.

A WOMAN'S CRIME.
Mr* A. ». Cameron, Attempts Suicide 

While la JalL

The Eskimo idea of a place of future 
punishment or reward is thoroughly in 
keeping with their religion. Nearly 
everywhere the Eskimos hold the same 
religious ideas, though in Greenland and 
Labrador they are with few exceptions, 
nominally at least, Christians. The whole 
world is, according to the pagan Eskimo’s 
belief, governed by inuad, supernatural 
powers or owners, each of whom holds 
his sway within natural limits. Any 
object or individual may have its, his or 
her inua, though generally speaking the 
idea of inua is limited to certain localities 
of passions, such as a mountain or lake, 

strength or eating. The soul, for in­
stance, is the inua of the body. The 
earth and the sea, they believe, rest on 
pillars and cover an underworld accessible 
by various mountain clefts, or by various 
entrances from the sea. The sky is the 
floor of an upper world to which some go 
after death, while others—good or bad — 
have their future home in the under­
world. Here are the dwellings of the 
arsiseut—the people who live in abun­
dance. The upper one, on the contrary, 

cold and hungry ; here live the ars- 
sariut, or ball players, so called from their 
playing at ball with a walrus head, which 
gives rise to the aurora borealis.

The mediums between the inua and 
mankind are the angakoks or wizards, 
who possess the peculiar gift of angakoonk, 
or the state of “ being angakok,” which 
they have acquired by the aid of guardian 
spirits called tornat, who again are ruled 
by tornarsuk, the supreme deity or devil 
of all. They also invoke a supernatural 
influence which is called kusiunek or 
ilieeenek, which may be translated 
witchcraft. This is believed to be the 
mystic agency which causes sudden sick­
ness or death. In the folk-lore of the 
Greenlanders, as of other nations, divine 
, ustice manifests itself in the present life, 
though they have a faint belief in reward 
or punishment in the future world, ac­
cording as the individual has behaved in 
this.

Mrs. A. D. Cameron, now in jail at 
Annapolis, changed with wilful murder of 
her husband at Bridgetown, made a double 
attempt to commit suicide on Saturday 
by taking an overdose of morphine and 
also by cutting her throat with a razor, 
which she had procured from the jailor 
for the ostensible purpose of cutting her 
corns. The medical attendant of jail was 
immediately summond and found an in­
cision on the throat three inches in length 
and the jugular vein severed, from which 
a quantity of blood had flowed, necessitat­
ing the taking of several stitches. Pros­
tration ensued from weakness caused by 
loss of blood, continuing all night and 
most of the next day. She now refuses to 
take any nourishment. A strict watch 
has since been placed on the prisoner.

An indefinite postponement of the court 
has been made, as the prisoner will be in­
capacitated from attending. Her brother, 
a lawyer from Maine, arrived here on 
Saturday and, with council engaged for 
the defence, will watch proceedings on be­
half of the prisoner when the examinaton 
begins.

A later despatch than the above says :
“Mrs. Cameron has rallied during the 

day and it is thought the trial will 
proceed at Bridgetown tomorrow.”

Twenty-five years ago Jennie McNichol. 
a vivacious 16 year-old, but fully developed 
girl, came down from Eastport, Me., to visit 
her married sister at Golden ville, Guys- 
boro. She is well connected, and is a 
sister of A. McNichol, lawyer, of Calais, 
Me., and Colin McNichol, lawyer of East- 
port. The gold mining boom was at its 
height in Goldenville, and there were 
many eligible suitors for the hand of the 
handsome girl. She chose Alexander D. 
Cameron, a well-to-do merchant and 
gold miner, who was double her age. 
Cameron was madly in love with his wife 
and settled money on her. Subsequently 
he met with reverses in buisness, but Mrs. 
Cameron’s nest egg constantly increased 
until today she has $16,000 in her own 
right. Fifteen years ago they came to 
Bridgetown, started in buisness and did 
well. Mrs. Cameron became intimately 
acquainted with O. T. Daniels, a young 
lawyer, and made him her attorney for 
the management of her property.

The Camerons had no family and Dan­
iels went to board with them. Three 
years ago Cameron began to break up 
from nervous troubles, became a complete 
wreck and addicted to quinine wine. 
Lawyer Daniels, who is municipal clerk 
of the county of Annapolis, continued to 
be Mrs. Cameron’s intimate friend.

Last year Cameron assigned and Dan­
iels arranged the compromise of fifty cents 
on the dollar with the creditors. It is 
alleged that the policy on Cameron’s life 
was also made payable to Daniels, as trus­
tee. Mrs. Cameron sold ont the store and 
went to Maine to visit her friends. Soon 
after her return, in October, stories of re­
newed ill treatment were current and 
then she sent her husband over on the 
bay shore to live with a fisherman’s fam­
ily, telling her friends he would only live

short time, and she continued to board 
in town. She paid his board some months 

advance, bat though only five miles 
distant, never visited or wrote to him.

Meanwhile he began to recover. Three 
weeks ago, on the strength of an old pre­
scription from the alleged doctor at East- 
port, she obtained some laudanum and 
morphine from the same druggist. Two 
days after this, she started to visit her 
husband on the seashore. On the way 
she remarked to the driver that she had 
dreamed that her husband would not live 
until February 1, but she found him in 
fairly good health. She remained there 

week.
On the morning of the 26th nit., they 

quarelled and he left the house. He was 
brought back and she gave him a cup of 
tea. She says his hands were so feeble 
that he could not hold the cup, and she 
held it while he drank. Very shortly he 
fell into a comatose condition, remaining 
so for thirty- hours, and then died.

After death, Mrs. Cameron arranged to 
forward the remains to the other end of 
the province, Pictou county, for inter­
ment ; but the Free Mason lodge investi­
gated the rumors of foul play, intercepted 
the body at the railway station, had an 
inquest and post-mortem, the result of 
which, was to show, that the deceased, 
died of morphine poisoning. Thereupon 
Mrs. Cameron was arrested.

her arm with a pin. She also managed 
to let several of the stitches out of the cut 
in her neck, which the doctor again re- 
sewed.

ONCE A POWERFUL NATION.

The Important Past of the Now Pitiful 
Timorous Maahonas.

! on account of internal dissensions, and 
finally became a prey to the Zulu hordes, 
The descriptions which Dos Santos gives 
of the Makalangas of Manomatapa cor­
respond exactly with the habits and 
customs of the present inhabitants. He 
tells of the annual sacrifice to the spirits 
of their aheestors, the intercessors for 
them between God and man, the beer 
drinking, the iron smelting, the Mashona- 
land piano, the weekly day of rest during 
the ploughing season, and other customs 
which identify them with the people of 
to-day. Mr. Bent has also been able to 
avail himself of the writings of Arabian 
historians who lived 1000 years ago, 
whose descriptions of the

MANNERS AND CUSTOMS OF THE PEOPLE

living in this region connect them with 
the present race. Hence it seems very 
clear that the country now called Mash- 
onaland has been inhabited for at least 
1000 years by the ancestors of the present 
barbarous race, a race which at one time 
had power and some degree of civiliza­
tion, due probably to its intercourse with 
foreign traders; but it has again fallen 
into a condition of barbarism. During 
the ploughing season every sixth day is 
called God’s day, when the people abstain 
from work. The day is invariably de­
voted by the men to drinking beer and 
lying idle on the rocks. The Mashona 
piano consists of more than twenty iron 
notes, fixed to scale on a square piece of 
wood and played on a calabash to bring 
out the sound. The natives are a musical 
race, and easily pick up tunes to play on 
this instrument. The anthropologist evi­
dently has an inviting field for research 
in the study of the Makalanga, whose 
language is as yet little known. The 
natives are very reserved with regard to 
their customs and religious observances.

A ROMANTIC STORY.

A Widower and Widow Who Never Saw 
Each Other to Wed in Halifax.

Two anxious arrivals were expected in 
Halifax last week. One is a widower 
from North Sydney, and the other a 
widow from Newfoundland. Never hav­
ing seen one another and being about to 
get married, their natural curiosity to 
see each other and know what the future 
husband or the future wife looks like has 
by this time doubtless been fullly aroused.

The story is a romantic one. The gen­
tleman in the case is a telegraph operator. 
He has been a widower for about five 
years. The lady has been wearing the 
weeds a little better than half that 
time. She is expected on the next 
steamer, and the pair will be married at 
once. The couple became acquainted in 
rather a peculiar manner. The operator at 
one of the Newfoundland ports is a friend 
of the prospective bridegroom. He is al­
so an acquaintance of the widow’s, and 
while holding a flash light conversation 
with his friend at North Sydney, incident­
ally spoke of the lady. The operator at 
this end of the cable became interested 
and through the friend in Newfoundland 
a correspondence was struck up, mutual 
understandings and photos exchanged and 
a proposal of marriage extended and ac­
cepted. Arrangements were made and 
the lady is now on her way to Halifax. 
The groom elect was to have arrived last 
night, but did not do so. He is supposed 
to have stopped off near Truro to see his 
daughter who is married there, but he is 
likely to be on time for the steamer and 
the ceremony.— Halifax Echo.

FROZE TO A TREE

Frightful Experience of Two Men In » 
Missouri River.

James Matthews and Dr. Williams, of 
Memphis, Mo., are the heroes of a remark­
able adventure from which they barely es­
caped with their lives. On a recent morn­
ing they set out to cross Wolf river in an 
old bateau at a point where the stream is 
half a mile wide, and when about sixty 
yards from the bank, where the water was 
very deep with a swift current, their boat 
sank and they were left struggling in the 
icy torrent. Matthews managed to reach 
a tree and pulled himself up to a seat on a 
stout limb. Dr. Williams was swept past 
this refuge, and could do no better than 
clutch the pendant branch of another tree. 
He was too much benumbed to reach the 
trunk, and was afraid to let go ; so there he 
stayed half submerged in freezing water, 
while his companion shivered on a limb 
near at band, but unable to render him 
any assistance. There they remained for 
several hours, when at length their cries 
were heard and a rescue undertaken. It 
was necessary first, however, to build a 
boat, and this took six hours more, and it 
was not until they had passed nearly ten 
hours in their perilous situation that they 
were finally taken off. Dr. Williams’ 
hand had frozen to the limb he grasped, 
and it was necessary to bring the limb 
away with him, But for freezing to it he 
would have been swept away and drowned.

RUINS OF A TEMPLE.

Theodore Bent has made some surpris­
ing discoveries with regard to the in­
habitants of Mashonaland. Eight years 
ago Montague Kerr described these 
natives as a very timid people living 
among the rocks and crannies of the hills, 
where they kept a constant outlook for 
the approach of the dreaded Matabeles. 
Their enemies for many years had kept 
them in a state of terror. Mr. Bent says 
that in spite of their timid nature, he be­
lieved when he saw them last year that 
their race had seen better days, as they 
retained traces of a higher civilization in 
their skill in smelting iron, their carvings, 
and musical instruments. They called 
themselves the Makalanga, a name which 
did not signify much to the explorer 
until he returned to civilization. When 
he began to read the works of early 
Portuguese travellers. In the book writ­
ten three hundred years ago by Dos San­
tos, who was a far more careful and ac­
curate writer on Africa than most of his 
contemporaries, Mr. Brent was astonished 
to find this statement referring to the 
region of Mashonaland : “All these 
Kaffirs they call Mocarangas, because all 
talk the Mocaranga language. The Mon- 
amatapa and all his vassals are Mocaran­
gas, a name which they have because 
they live in

THE LAND OF THE MOCARANGA,

which is the best and most polished of all 
the Kaffir languages I have seen.” Here 
we have the same name as Makalanga by 
substituting, as the Portuguese always did 
r for 1. Other conclusive testimony with 
regard to the identity of the two peoples 
bas been discovered by Mr. Bent, and it 
may be regarded as established that 
the timid Makalangas of to-day are 
the descendants of the once powerful 
organization known in the sixteenth 
century as the empire of Monomatapa, a 
wonderful Kaffir organization like the 
Matabeles of to-day, which fell to pieces

Leonard Nase, the husband, has sent to 
the St. John papers extracts from the let­
ters written by the late rector of St. 
Lake’s church, St. John, to Mrs. Nase, 
and a few extracts from Mr. Nase’s ex­
tracts are printed below.

I am not so very bad a 
hand at it and will write you an occasional 
little poem if you don’t object. Let me 
try my hand now. [Here follows poetry.]
. . . How many, both men and women, 
don’t love their husbands and wives, but 
seek for their affinités—that piece of 
human flesh (whoever owns it and to 
whomsoever it legally belongs) which 
magnetically and electrically attracts 
it. . . .”

NOW SHE IS VENUS.

“ You yourself are a Grecian goddess, a 
kind of Venus, a goddess of love.” . . . 
Venus is considered the ideal figure for a 
woman, and I am mighty sure you will 
come near her.

GAGETOWN.

There rises a huge wall, seventy-five 
feet high, enclosing a square court of which 
the side is 470 feet long. Part of the wall 
having fallen into ruins, has been rebuilt 
from the ancient materials, but the whole 
of the north side, with its beautiful pilas­
ters, is perfect. As the visitors enter the 
court they stand still in astonishment at 
the extraordinary sight which meets 
their eyes, for here, crowded within those 
four walls, is the native village of Tadmor.

It was natural enough for the Arabs 
to build their mud huts within these ready­
made fortifications, but the impression 
produced by such a village in such a 
place is indescribably strange. The temple, 
so to speak, is eaten out at the core, and 
little but the shell remains. But here and 
there a fluted Corinthian column or group 
of columns, with entablature still perfect, 
rises in stately grace far over the wretched 
huts, the rich, creamy color of the lime­
stone and the beautiful mouldings of the 
capitals contrasting with the clear blue of 
the cloudless sky. The best view of the 
whole is to be obtained from the roof of 
the naos, which, once beautiful and adorn 
ed with sculpture, is now all battered and 
defaced and has been metamorphosed into 
a squalid little mosque. To describe the 
view from that roof were indeed a hopeless 
task. High into the clear blue air and the 
golden sunshine rise the stately columns ; 
crowded and jumbled and heaped to­
gether below, untouched by the gladden­
ing sunbeams, unrefreshed by the pure, 
free air, lies all the squalor and wretched­
ness of an Arab mud-hut village.

The bare idea of the government 
of the province, or its leading lumbermen, 
unfolding their future plans to the corres­
pondent of the Sun is so absurd that, 
were it not for obvious reasons, one would 
be almost led to believe that the Sun 
man’s business associate had penned the 
article in question some evening in the 
full of the moon when the Sun man was 
too “tired ” to be down town.

That the above yarn was sent from 
Fredericton to the Sun is not to be won­
dered at, but it is a matter of surprise that 
a paper with any regard for its reputation 
would publish such nonsence. When the 
government decide to change their policy 
they will no doubt make it known in due 
time, through the ordinary methods; and 
if the sentiment of the people in regard to 
the giving away of the crown lands of the 
province by previous administration is 
regarded, the government will no doubt 
be very careful about losing control of 
what few timber limits have been left to 
the crown.

CRISP VS. CURRIE.
Ancient History Which Becomes Very 

Modern.

(St John Sun.)

It is understood that Dr. J. M. Gardiner, 
now of New York, but formerly of Scotch - 
town, is one of the witnesses who will be 
invited to be present when the Currie- 
Crisp investigation is re-opened in this 
city. As will be remembered a statement 
of Dr. Gardiner was put in evidence at 
Fredericton by the prosecution. This 
statement was intended to show that the 
young woman mentioned the name of 
Mr. Crisp to Dr. Gardiner when she first 
disclosed her situation to him in the 
early winter preceding the connection of 
the name of Mr. Currie with the affair. 
There is said to be a striking conflict of 
testimony in regard to this portion of the 
case. In his defence at Fredericton Mr. 
Crisp produced a document which he de­
clared to be an exact copy of an affidavit, 
the original of which is among the records 
of the court before which it was presented.

The document begins with the words : 
“ Dr. J. M. Gardiner, being duly sworn, 
deposed as follows,” and sets forth that 
some time in November, 1884, the defend 
ant was hailed by the mother of the 
woman in question, who explained that 
her daughter was ill ,and that subsequently 
he called on her, when she disclosed her 
situation. He asked her to giye the name 
of the father of her unborn child. The 
affidavit then proceeds : “ She said Mr. 
Carrie. I said D. D. Currie ? And she 
said yes. Up to this time I did not know 
that Mr. Currie had ever been at her 
house ; that he had ever written her a 
letter. In fact I had never seen or heard 
the man and only knew him by reputa­
tion. And I will add here that this was 
the first time I was ever alone with the 
girl in my life, she never having stepped 
her foot into my carriage or sleigh since I 
had been in the neighborhood. I then 
asked her what she wanted to do in the 
matter, and 'She said she did not 
know. She was afraid to let her lather 
or mother know, as she said they were 
so hard upon girls who had been that 
way. I then gave her my promise that I 
would say nothing about it, and went 
away. Sometime after this I called again 
and asked her if she had made up her 
mind what course to pursue. She said, 
No ; and asked me what she should do. 
She said she had written to Mr. Currie 
that she was sick, and gave me his ad­
dress as Albert, Albert Co., N. B. I then 
said, Would it not be well for me to write 
to Mr. Carrie stating your condition ? She 
said, Yes. I then went to my boarding 
place and wrote to Mr. Currie something 
like the following :
Rev. D. D. Currie :

Dear Sir.—Please give me your ad­
dress at once as I have important business 
to communicate—business connected with 
E. M. Respectfully yours,

Dr. J. M. Gardiner. 
Scotchtown, Queens Co., N. B.

Some few days after this I was at the 
post office, and in a conversation with Geo. 
Upton, the teacher, I learned that Mr. 
Currie’s address was Hopewell, Albert 
county. I then wrote him another letter, 
much the same as the first, directing 
to Hopewell. In about two weeks from 
that time I received a letter in a printed 
railroad envelope with the following : “D. 
D. Currie, Albert, Albert Co., N. B.” The 
affidavit continues with the statement 
that Dr. Gardiner wrote Mr. Currie the 
particulars as stated by the young woman, 
showing that he was the responsible 
party, informing him that the girl’s friends 
knew nothing of the circumstance and 
asking what course the writer should pur­
sue.

The affidavit then proceeds :
There was nothing in the letter asking 

him for a settlement or a mention of 
money in any way, shape, form or man­
ner. I simply asked him what course I 
should pursue.* After writing the above- 
mentioned letter, the thought struck me 
whether I ought to send him that letter 
without any one seeing it, and the more 
I thought it over I became convinced that 
it would not answer to do so. Accordingly, 
the next day I went to Lakeville and 
called upon James S. Jewett, with whom 
I formerly boarded, and asked him if he 
could keep a secret, and he said yes. I 
then showed him the letter. At my re­
quest Mr. Jewett then put the letter in 
his pocket. I wished him to take it to 
Fredericton, and he afterwards told me he 
mailed it there. I have never seen the 
letter since I handed it to Mr. Jewett.

r. Currie says through the public press 
“ that her trouble was caused through her 
relations wilh a visiting American doctor, 
and that blackmail failing, he was made 
the victim of an unprincipled woman.” I 
will state, first, that no blackmail letter 
was ever written by myself to Mr. Currie. 
That there was no mention of four hun­
dred dollars nor one hundred dollars, nor 
two cents, and he knows it as well as Mr. 
Jewett and myself ; and if he says it is so, 
then he is a liar. There was no mention 
of a settlement in any way, shape, form or 
manner. So help me God.

In closing I will say that I am a be­
liever in the Christian religion ; that I am 
a believer in future rewards and punish­
ments, that I am innocent of the chargee 
Mr. Carrie has caused to be published, 
and if I am the father of that child then 
may God blast me through time and to all 
eternity.

(Signed) J. M. Gardner, M. D.
Personally appeared before me this fifth 

day of September, A. D., 1885, J. M. Gard­
ner, M. D., and swears this to be a true 
statement of the case.

Amos P. Thompson, J. P.
The following is the testimony of Mr. 

Jewett referring to the foregoing :
James S. Jewett, being duly sworn, de­

posed as follows : “ I saw the letter that 
Dr. Gardner wrote to D. D. Currie, carried 
it to Fredericton and mailed it at that
office. This letter stated that Miss-----
had made an acknowledgment to Dr.. 
Gardner . . . and that D. D. Currie 
was the father of her unborn child. That 
at present neither her father nor mother 
knew anything of her situation, nor the 
public at large, and closed by asking Mr. 
Currie what couise he should pursue in 
the matter. There was no mention in the 
letter of a settlement; neither was the 
word money made use of in any way, 
shape, form or manner.

Sworn to before me this 18th day of 
August, A. D., 1885, Amos P Thompson,J,l*.

(Signed) James S. Jewett.
It would appear by the above that an 

attempt had been made to fasten the 
charge upon Dr. Gardner.

In regard to the Currie-Crisp case, the 
announcement made by a contemporary 
that the committee had decided to admit 
the reporters at the next session is incor­
rect. No such conclusion was reached, 
and it is the present opinion of the auth­
orities that the discipline does not allow 
the trial to be public.

In the champion bonspiel at Trwro on 
Friday, the Thistles of St. John were de­
feated by the Truros ; score 32 to 30 in 
favor of the latter. «

Richard Sullivan of Boston, has intro­
duced a resolution into the Massachusetts 
legislature, for reciprocal commercial re­
lations with Canada.

J. Wesley Slipp cut one of his feet badly 
with an axe while splitting wood in his 
door yard at Woodstock on Tuesday. Dr. 
Hand dressed the wound.

The Nova Scotia legislature has been 
adjourned until March 16. The coal deal 
bill and ten other measures were assented 
to by the lieutenant governor.

Fire Thursday morning in the building 
246 Purchase street, Boston, occupied by 
Heckman, Bissell & Co., hides and leather 
dealers, caused a loss of $11,500.

The Manitoba and Northwest members

Thursday’s holocaust at the insane 
asylum, Dover, N. H., was one of the 
worst fatalities which ever happened in 
the state. Forty inmates of the asylum 
perished in the flames.

A Pittsburg jury Tuesday evening in the 
trial of Jack Clifford, charged with killing 
Connors.Pinkerton detective atHomestead 
during the riot of July 6th, rendered a 
verdict of “ not guilty.”

In a notice to persons interested in the 
Maritime Bank case, it is stated that all 
claims against the bank in the form of 
notes or otherwise must be filed on or be­
fore the first day of April next.

All the railroads in Colorado are badly 
blocked by snow and the train service is 
demoralized. Snow slides are numerous. 
An avalanche that occurred between 
Ouray and Porter killed four men.

The Hawaii matter is now engaging the 
attention of Great Britain and the-United 
States. Though England has made no pro­
test, yet should the United States attempt 
to annex the island war will likely ensue.

Yesterday the worst blizzard in years 
raged throughout the Northwest. The 
Illinois Central Railroad is blocked east 
from that city across the entire state. The 
blockade is general on all roads in that 
section.

Despite all the sensational stuff sent out 
by the enterprising correspondents, there 
is absolutely nothing new concerning the 
New Brunswick governorship. The gov­
ernment have more pressing matters on 
their hands just now.

In the Imperial House of Commons 
Tuesday night the amendment to the 
Queen’s address, expressing regret that 
the government had taken no measure to 
alleviate the agricultural depression, was 
rejected, 272 to 232—a strict party vote.

The house of Oliver Pattis, three miles 
north of Bellaire, Mich., was burned Tues­
day night. Three children were roasted 
to death, their ages being 12,10 and 6. A 
boy named Taylor had been playing with 
the children and it is feared he was burned 
too.

Wednesday the Whitney syndicate bill 
became law. Yesterday the price of coal 
was advanced by all dealers in Halifax 
Nova Scotia 25 cents a ton. By this time 
next year the full increase of one dollar a 
ton, intended by the syndicate, will be in 
force.

TheViking ship,intended for the Chicago 
Worlds fair, was launched at Christiana 
on Saturday, amid great enthusiasm, 
Admiral Karen, commander of the Nor­
wegian navy, and numerous naval officers 
were present, as well as a multitude of 
other spectators.

An unholy traffic in young women in 
the eastern provinces has been exposed 
by the newspapers at St. Petersburg. The 
girls are duped by the alleged agents of 
the Chicago World’s fair, and once over 
the border are sent to brothels in Con­
stantinople and Vienna.

The number of people who have been 
drowned by floods in Queensland, Aus­
tralia, is very large. The swollen river is 
covered with wreckage, from which a 
horrible stench arises, doubtless caused 
by the dead bodies of human beings and 
animals entangled in the mass.

Fred, the ten-year-old son of James 
Simmons, night watchman at Christie 
Bros, factory, Amherst, while playing in 
the factory last Wednesday, ran his hand 
over the buzz-planer while it was in 
motion, resulting in the hand being com­
pletely severed from the arm at the wrist.

Thursday morning, at Dorchester, H. C. 
Hanington, eldest son of Judge Haning- 
ton, was joined in marriage to Miss 
Charlotte Peters, daughter of W. I. Peters 
of Winnipeg. The ceremony, which was 
a quiet one, took place at Trinity church, 
and was performed by rev. J. R. Campbell.

The body of William Butler (colored) 
was found hanging to a tree riddled with 
bullets, five miles from Paris, Texas, Tues­
day. He was stepson of Henry Smith, 
who was cremated there Feb. 1. He had 
refused to divulge Smith’s whereabouts, 
while search was being made for him.

Two men were killed outright and three 
seriously injured Tuesday afternoon by 
the falling of a wall at the Rolland ruins, 
Montreal, left by the great fire of Friday 
morning. The men were engaged pulling 
down the wall at the time. The killed 
were Therien and Lecour; the most serious­
ly injured Mardi, Thibeaudeau and Giroer.

The liberals held their first caucus Tues­
day morning at Ottawa. There was a good 
attendance and the best of feeling pre­
vailed The general business of the party 
was discussed, tariff reform being the prin­
cipal topic. The indications are that live­
ly work may soon be expected. The trade 
question will be brought prominently for­
ward, probably next week.

FINDER OR BUCK.
Was There a Revision î if aot, Why ttbtT

A little childish abuse of Wm. Wilson is the 
sole reply to a statement recently published 
iu the Herald respecting the very careless 
way in which the business of the county of 
York is conducted. As Mr. Wilson has no 
connection with the articles published, the 
criticism of that gentleman falls Very flat. 
However, there is another matter in these 
accounts which calls tot an explanation. 
In looking over pages 87 and 88 of the audit­
or's report it will be seen that Southampton 
(Finder’s parish) did not have a revision of 
the electoral lists previous to last council­
lor’s election, at least there is no account of 
it in the report.

The law dealing with elections for coun­
cillors says that :

" The revisors shall befpre the first day of 
September in each year, meet and prepare 
from the assessment list an alphabetical 
list of qualified electors in their parish.” A 
clause of section 10, page 43, of the county 
bye-laws reads as follows : “ If the revisors 
neglect to revise the list, or willflilly trans­
mit an incorrect list, each such revisor shall 
pay a fine of eighty dollars.”

It is clear from this that a revision must 
have been made in the case of Southamp­
ton; if not, Messrs. Binder and Lockhard 
are not lawfully elected, the officers which 
they have appointed in the parish are not 
legally qualified, and it would appear that 
the collectors would have difficulty in col­
lecting taxes. This is one view of the case. 
Anotjger is that the revision has been made 
and (t^eome reason the account, averaging 
$60,-has been omitted from the report mak­
ing the total returns incorrect. There 
are two sides to the question, the revision 
was not made, or the cost has been omitted; 
in either case the fact is apparent that very 
little if any care is takeh by the officers in 
dealing with the affairs of the county.

For Rockland, Maine.—A large business 
is being done at Belyea’s Cove, McDonald 
point, Van wart's wharf and other places in 
Queens county, getting out cordwood for the 
Rockland, Maine, lime burners.

An Invention.— Eben Miller, carriage 
maker, has invented a novel arrangement 
for holding up the shafts of carriages and 
sleighs when not in use. It does the work 
•well, is not at all costly and will probably 
have a large sale. He has applied for a 
,pa tent.

At Blackville.— Mr. Gibson has about 
2,000,000 ft. of logs at his mill and will prob­
ably increase the amount to 3,000,000 by the 
close of the winter. This will ensure a good 
summer’s sawing. A large furnace is to be 
built to burn the refuse from the mill.

Denies the Impeachment.— Mrs. Nase de­
nies the soft impeachment, which has been 
going the rounds of the press, that she ever 
was kissed by Mr. Gilbert, or that she sued 
him for and recovered $200 damages. She 
says she should know. This is the lady 
whcue behavior with the rev. Mr. Stevens, 
of S^Uolm, has made her the subject of the 
latest sensational articles.

Soldier Politician.— Dr. Bethune. of 
Cape Breton, a member of the opposition in 
the Nova Scotia house of assembly and a 
major of the 94th battalion, is taking a short 
course term at the C. R. I. school here. The 
doctor is a firm opponent of the late coal 
deal and is a man who is well able to ex­
press his views on the subject.

In the Toils.— Newton Lee is in the toils 
again. He was arrested on Wednesday for 
an assault on Mrs. Linforth and Mrs. Rus­
sell at the Lin forth residence. Mrs. Linforth 
had a sleigh in her possession which Newton 
claimed as his, and a discussion ensued, 
which led to the assault. The case came up 
for trial before Mr. Marsh on Friday morn­
ing. ________________

A Capable Official.—One of the most 
painstaking and careful officials of Queens 
county is jailer William Brander. He keeps 
the building in the cleanest and tidiest shape
and in the many responsible duties con­
nected with the position, he does his work 
without severity and with a just regard to 
law. Mr. Brander is the right man in the 
right place.

School House Burned.— At seven o’clock 
on Wednesday morning the village school 
in No. 3 district, Stanley, was destroyed by 
fire. All the scholars requisites, books, etc., 
were destroyed and but part of the furni­
ture saved. There was an insurance on the 
building of $450, which will partly cover 
the loss of the house. A new building will 
be erected at once.

New_J£ntebprise.— A company with a 
fair of capital and considerable ac­
tivity lias been foimed for the purpose of 
developing the coal fields of New Bruns­
wick. This company will ask for legislation 
at the coming session of parliament to en­
able them to construct railway and wharf 
facilities at Grand Lake, and for the owning 
and conducting of all necessary vessels for 
shipment ortlie product.

Through Train.— It appears to be the in­
tention of the C. P. R. to run a through 
train between Woodstock and St. John, 
crossing the railway bridge here. The curve 
on the Gibson side is about completed, all 
the sleepers being in place and about two- 
thirds of the rails put down. Should the 
through train prove a fact it will be a loss 
to Gibson as well as to Fredericton, while 
Woodstock and St. John will receive a bene­
fit. Railroading does not appear to have 
many advantages to offer this city, but 
rather the reverse.

DEATH OF MRS. HARRISON. „
She Passed Away at Half-past Nine 

Last Night.
The conversazione which was to have 

taken place at the university last evening, 
the 10th inst., had to be postponed on ac­
count of the serious illness of Mrs. Harri­
son, wife of Dr. Thomas Harrison, chanchil- 
lor of that institution. Although she had 
been in failing health for the past two years, 
and was gradually getting weaker it was 
not thought that the end was so near, but 
by seven o’clock it was evident that she 
would not live many hours. Friends gath­
ered at the bedside and all that medical aid 
could do was done but at half-past nine the 
dread summons came and she quietly passed 
away. Deceased was a daughter of the late 
John 8. Taylor, of Sunbury county, and 
was much esteemed by the people of this 
city as well as by past and present students 
of the college who speak of her kindness in 
the highest terms. Mrs. Harrison was a 
niece of Sir Leonard Tilley.

The funeral will take place on Monday 
afternoon at 2.30 o’clock, and will be at­
tended by the students in a body. Her sons, 
Darlington, who is near British Columbia, 
and Arthur in Cincinnati, will not be able 
to attend. The Herald extends its sym­
pathy to the bereaved family in their sad 
affliction.

Marysville News.
Thomas Morrison has begun ice cutting, 

nearly opposite the Baptist chnrch.
Messrs. Bubar and Estabrooks are finish­

ing the interior of the reform Baptist church.
Several rooms in the cotton mill have 

been doing night work to keep up with 
orders. :

This is the quiet time at Marysville if 
there is any quiet season, the rush and 
boom will begin again in a few weeks.

The cost of the proposed sidewalk to the 
F. C. Baptist church is placed at from $250 
to $500, according to the width.

The women’s aid society in connection 
with the Methodist church had a successful 
concert in the hall on Thursday evening.

Alex. Gibson’s crew at Cross Creek are 
sending down their lumber by train. It is 
of superior quality, both soft and hardwood 
logs being of the very best.

Thos. E. W heeler has decided to further 
improve his system of passenger traffic be­
tween Fredericton and Marysville, and has 
started an accommodation service as fol­
lows s A ’bus will leave Marysville at 8.30 
a. m., and 1.30 p. m., returning will leave 
Fredericton at 11 a. m., and 5 p. m. Jos. 
Wheeler will run on the old time table.

DEFAULTERS.
The Collectible Taxes Not So Large as at 

First Appears.
A committee has been appointed by the 

city council to devise some plan whereby 
delinquent taxes may be collected. It is a 
step in the right direction. Last year’s re­
port shows something like $9,000 not col­
lected, part of which is for taxes of 91 and 
90. It always happens that names are 
placed on the assessors list for sums which 
it is impossible to collect. The parties may 
have left town, or disposed of their property 
or some other reason may be given. This 
will reduce the total delinquent list at least 
one half, and the balance, it is likely, 
the committee may collect. Some are taxed 
too high, so they claim, and refuse payment 
at all, and these are allowed to slip along 
into the defaulters’ list without being placed 
in a collector’s hands. The total in the re­
port of last year is not a showing of what is 
collectible, at the outside the amount may 
be placed at $2,000 for the three past years. 
The committee will prove a benefit to the 
city if they are able to place this amount in 
the treasurer’s hands.

iey Welton's Case.
The church council summoned to advise 

the congregation of the Main street, Baptist 
chnrch, St. John, with regard to their future 
relations with the rev. Sydney Welton, who 
has figured so prominently during the past 
two months in connection with the grave­
yard insurance case, returned the following 
finding on Wednesday night 

Resolved, That in consideration of the 
public scandal caused by rev. Sydney Wel- 
ton’s connection with certain insurance mat­
ters, that we, without expressing an opinion 
as to his guilt or innocence of the charges in 
the indictment tried in the St. John county 
court, recommend the Portland Baptist 
church to withdraw fellowship from him as 
pits tor and Christian minister.

Marysville Busses.

Nashwaak Bridge.—The work of tearing 
down the old bridge at the mouth of Nash­
waak is being pushed on. It is a difficult 
work, as some of the piers have to be tom 
out down to the foundation. They have 
been built upwards of twenty-five years and 
are tilled with sand and clay washed in by 
the river. This clay is frozen solid and is 
very difficult to remove. Dynamite has
been used but with little effect, as it found 
escape between the logs. However, the top 
work is all down and some of the foun­
dations ready for re-building.

A petition from the livery stable keepers 
of this city was presented at Tuesday night’s 
meeting of the council, complaining that the 
Marysville bussmen interfere with their 
trade, and asking that a bye law be passed 
that would prevent these bussmen doing 
city business. A committee was appointed 
to visit the liverymen and arrange a suitable 
bill. It is thought by many that it will be 
impossible to frame a law that will contain 
the necessary protection. The Marysville 
bussmen say that they are ratepayers of the 
county of York and fully entitled to drive 
through the streets of Fredericton. If the 
bussmen and stable keepers could arrange 
the matter themselves it would be more sat­
isfactory to all.

Investigation Wanted.
And now its a policeman. A letter from J. 

B. Gunter, reflecting severely on the con­
duct of officer Phillips of the police force, 
was presented at last meeting of the city 
council, asking that the matter be investi­
gated. It was referred to the police com­
mittee. All that can be learn ed at present 
is that the trouble arose when a recent case, 
in which the writer of the letter was a 
prominent figure, was entered at the police 
court. Something was said perhaps in 
a joking way respecting the case and an in­
vestigation is the result.

Baptism.—There were baptism services at 
the F. C. Baptist and Baptist churches on 
Sunday last — three candidates at each 
church.

MORE RASCALITY.

LttkB Lawson and Dr. Huntley Aoonsod 
of Graveyard Insurance.

The Eastport Sentinel, of the first instant, 
contains the following sensational article 
respecting two well known men of this 
county :

F. S. Milliken, esq., general agent fdr 
eastern Maine âhd New Brunswick, of the 
Kennebec Life Insurance Co., of Waterville, 
this state, has recently returned from a visit 
to a town on the Vanceboro, Woodstock 
and Ëdmundüton division of the C. P. R., 
in the adjoining province of New Bruns­
wick, after having successfully accomplished 
a very good piece of detective work. A 
short time since Mr. Milliken received 
notice from the home office of his company 
that a case requiring investigation had oc­
curred at or near Canterbury station, oh 
the above road, and for him to proceed 
there and quietly obtain the facts, without 
letting it get noised about that such was 
his mission.

Canterbury is a small village clustering 
about the railway station of that name ; it 
contains a church, a store or two, and a 
hotel, of which latter one Luke Lawson is 
proprietor and landlord, also a prominent 
man of the village. Seven miles distant in 
a clearing of the forest which surrounds 
Canterbury, is à backwoods settleihent 
known as Hartin. At this latter place, up 
to last November, a man named John Me1 
Canny with his wife, And a large family of 
children, had made their humble home. 
Fourteen miles distant, in another direc­
tion, is another settlement known as Eel 
River, where a certain medical practitioner, 
whose office bears the sign of Dr. Hnntley 
over its door, has ilia dwelling place. These 
three are the dramatis personae, in what 
was thought would ptoVe a very lucrative 
Venture, if the unexpected did itot happen. 
But alas for “ best laid plans f ” etc., the un­
expected did happen, hence this story of a 
barefaced attempt at that kind of insurance 
known as graveyard.

John McCanny was a farmer and woods­
man, and managed thibugh habits of indus­
try to support his family in fairly comfort­
able circumstances, until the ravages of that 
bane of our northern climate, pulmonary 
consumption, had reduced his strength and 
brought him near death’s door. The phy­
sician at Canterbury had exercized his skill 
in combating the dread disease, and was 
finally compelled to acknowledge there was 
no help for McCanbÿ this side of the grave 
—this conclusion being reached in the early 
spring of last year.

Evidently McCanny’s thoughts were 
turned to providing some means of support 
for his family, so soon to be left without a 
father ; for with the help of Lawson and Dr. 
Huntlÿ, an insurance of $1000 on his life 
was affected in the Mutual Reserve Fund 
Life Association of New York, on the 5th 
day cf June last, and one month later one 
of $4000, “a straight life,” in the Kennebec 
Mutual Life, Mr. Milliken’s company.

Of this latter, $2,000 was to be paid to 
Lawson, the balance going to Mrs. McCanny, 
in case of her husband's death. As the 
first did not concern Mr. Milliken he made 
no enquiries as to its provisions, leaving 
that to be attended to by the agent of the 
interested company, who was making an 
investigation at the same time Mr. Milliken 
was prosecuting his. The application for 
the policy of insurance was in the hand­
writing of Lawson, who in some way it 
would seem, had been deputized, by the 
regular agent to secure business for ttie com­
pany, though it appears the agent witnessed 
the signature of McCanny to the document.

By the regulations governing the risks of 
the Mutual Life none but those between the 
ages of 18 and 55 years, were eligible to in­
surance. In the application McCanny’s age 
was stated to be 54, but upon investigation 
it was found that he was over 67. After 
lingering through the summer and autumn, 
McCanny finally died early in November, 
less than five months from the date of the 
last insurance, and was buried in a coffin 
upon whose plate the conspirators were care­
ful to have the age to correspond to that 
given when the assurance was affected. The 
above, in brief, is the story which Mr. Milli­
ken’s quiet investigation brought to light ; 
and while his mission was only to ascertain 
the facts as far as they had a bearing upon 
his own company's interests in the affair, 
yet much there was that came under his 
observation, to convince him that a more 
or less extensive system of graveyard in­
surance is bein g carried on in the out-of-the- 
way sections of this state and the province 
of New Brunswick, and should be very 
carefully looked after by the companies 
doing business in those parts. The Kenne­
bec Mutual has positively refused to pay 
one dollar on the claim, and are prepared to 
substantiate all statements made above and 
more, if called upon to do so. This case is 
second on' - in importance to that at St. 
John, where but recently the principals 
have been sentenced to the penitentiary for 
a term of five years for a like crime.

POOR MABEL STEVENS.
Am rens on Trial for Killing Her 

Adopted Daughter.

BURNED TO DEATH.
Father, Mother, and Two Children Perish 

In the Flames.
[Miramichi Advance.]

There has been no such burning of human 
beings in Northumberland county, N. B., 
as that of James Flynn and a portion of his 
family in their dwelling at St. Margaret’s, 
Richibucto Road, on Monday night last, 
since the great Miramichi fire. The femily 
consisted of James Flynn aged about 47 
years, his wife (he had been twice married) 
Catherine—a daughter of John Flannigan— 
aged about thirty, three sons, Patrick, 
James and Peter—the eldest about tweuty, 
the youngest 13, an infant and an adopted 
child, the seven year old daughter of An­
thony Daly, widower, of Chatham.

Flynn was a farmer and lumber operator. 
He was lumbering this winter on the Bay 
du Van River, nearly five miles from his 
farm, which bordered on the same river at 
the bridge spanning it on the Richibucto 
road. He cime out of the woods from his 
lumber camp on Saturday, intending to re­
turn on Tuesday, but his eldest sons, Pat­
rick and James, remained at the camp. He 
was, therefore, at his dwelling on Monday 
night, together with his wife, his son Peter, 
the babe and the little Daly girl.

The house took fire in or about the kit­
chen about midnight, and the boy, Peter, 
who slept upstairs, as also did the Daly 
girl, was awakened—doubtless by the smoke 
or noise—although some accounts state that 
he said his father called him and told him 
to run across the bridge and alarm the 
nearest neighbor, Thomas McGrath, who 
lives on the nearest farm just over the 
bridge. The boy got out of a lower window, 
after giving the alarm to the little girl, and 
ran to McGrath’s. One account says he 
could’t get out by way of the kitchen 
because of the fire and went to his father’s 
bedroom, and that his father helped him 
out of the window there. But another and 
more probable account is that he got out of 
a window other than his father’s bed-room. 
If he thought his father called him he must 
have been mistaken, for when Mr. McGrath, 
who was accompanied by his two boys, 
reached the house he found Flynn’s bed­
room window closed, and on opening it 
found him in bed and insensible. McGrath 
tried to arouse him and to pull him out, 
but was prevented from doing so by the fire 
and dense smoke in the room. He was 
obliged to leave him to his fate. There was 
no means by wh'ch anything could be done 
to save either house or inmates, and the 
four indicated perished in the flames, a few 
charred portions of the bodies being found 
in the ruins when all was over.

It is evident that neither Flynn nor his 
wife were awake during the fire, and that 
they died of suffocation before the fire 
touched them. It is said the remains of the 
little girl were found on the same spot as 
those of Flynn, his wife and the babe. It 
is needless to dwell upon the shock that the 
terrible calamity lias given to the people of 
the whole community, and especially to the 
relatives, friends and neighbors of the 
burned people. James Flynn was a hard­
working man, good neighbor, and one of 
the most respectable residents of the parish 
in which he lived; and the calamity by 
which bereavement has come to his sons, 
to tbe the esteemed family of John Flanigan 
and Mr. Daly, will not soon be forgotten.

The inquest at Moncton concerning the 
death of Mabel Hallett Stevens was con­
cluded on Monday afternoon.

W. F. Best, of St. John, gave evidence to 
the effect that he had made a complete 
analysis Of the stomach and found no evi­
dence of poison or anything prejudicial to 
life. The stomach appeared healthy, with­
out any evidence of inflammation or dis­
coloration through decomposition.

The jury, after being out one hour and a 
half, brought in the following verdict :

“We find that Mabel Glennie Hallett 
Stevens came to her death by a shock, the 
result of ill treatment frofti Jane Stevens, 
wife of B. T. Stevens.”

The crown prosecutor, Mr. Chandler, at 
once pat himself in telegraphic communi­
cation with attorney general Blair, and, act­
ing upon instructions on Monday evening 
about seven o’clock, put Mrs. Stevens under 
arrest charged with murder.

Mrs. Stevens is retained in custody in her 
own residence by officer Rawlings, the 
magistrate having advised that course.

The finding of the coroner’s jury and sub­
sequently the arrest* produced intense ex­
citement, and the street in front of Mrs. 
Stevens’ residence Was lined with people 
for some tinie before and after the arrest.

The preliminary examination commenced 
Tuesday morning before stipendiary magis­
trate Wortman. The information was laid 
by Robert Hallett, father of the deceased 
girl, and charges that Jane Stevens, wife of 
H. T. Stevens, on the 4th of January last, at 
Moncton, did feloniously kill and slay one 
Mabel Glennie Hallett Stevens.

Robert Hallett was the first witness called. 
He gave about the same testimony as at the 
coroner’s inquest. About the only new 
point brought out was that when witness 
visited his child at Mr. Stevens’ house on 
the morning of the 4th of January, after he 
heard of her death, her hands were tied in 
position across her breast. He did hot notice 
that the hands were covered; nor did he 
notice any discoloration or marks. He had 
never known that Mabel was troubled with 
a weak heart. Mr. Hallett, on cross-exam­
ination, swore that he repeated the ex­
act words of Mrs. Stevens’ remarks to him 
concerning spoons and other matters at 
Royal hotel the night before Mabel’s death.

The only new points brought out in the 
cross-examination of Robert Hallett in the 
afternoon were, that when the witness first 
saw the corpse, the hands were tied across 
the breast, but he noticed nothing else about 
the hands. He had occasionally seen Mabel 
on the street and at Mr. Stevens’ house, and 
know of no reason why he might not have 
seen her oftener. He would not swear he 
had not seen Mabel alone in Mr. Stevens’ 
house. Mabel had never said anything to 
him of any ill treatment. He had seen her 
twice a short time before Christmas.

Dr. James D. Ross testified to being called 
to see Mabel and finding her dead. His 
opinion was that she bad not been dead an 
hour. He said he allowed Robert Hallett 
to believe he was present when his daughter 
died because it appeared to comfort him.

Undertaker Tuttle told of the burial, and 
then an adjournment was made.

The examination was resumed on Wed­
nesday morning when Enoch W. Sleeves, 
harness maker, testified to his selling a little 
girl, fair complexion, apparently about 
twelve years of age, a rawhide whip for Mrs. 
Stevens on the 3d of January last. He also 
found by reference to his books that he had 
in previous cases sold whips to Mrs. Stevens 
and charged them to the firm of H. T. 
Stevens & Co.

Dr. Purdy was called Wednesday after­
noon. He had assisted at the post mortem. 
The marks on the body were all of the same 
character with the exception of one under 
the eye. The latter appeared to have been 
made before death, while all the others were 
after death. It was thought they were post 
mortem, the result of decomposition, be­
cause he examined them under a glass and 
found them mere discolorations. The high­
est authorities lay down that no medical 
man can tell whether marks on a body are 
anti-mortem or post mortem, and no man 
would be justified in giving a decided 
opinion.

Dr. Dunlop followed. He quoted a num­
ber of authorities on sudden death. He 
quoted Delafield and Pradon, fourth edition, 
3, to show that sudden deaths of persons, 
apparently in good health up to the time of 
death, are often particularly obscure. On 
many of them we have to acknowledge that 
we can find no sufficient cause for the death. 
This is, of course, due to our imperfect 
knowledge, but it is much better in such 
cases to avow our ignorance than to attribute 
death to some trifling reason. Taylor’s 
principles and practices of medical juris­
prudence, vol. 1, page 88, was also quoted to 
show that livid patches, the result of de­
composition, are often mistaken for violence 
before death.

Rose Landry, washerwoman, at Mr. 
Stevens, was the only other witness ex­
amined. This witness being French re­
quired an interpreter. She swore to wfrat 
Mrs. Stevens told her on the morning of 
Mabel’s death that she was sleeping. (This 
was between eight and nine). That Mrs. 
Stevens told her afterwards she had locked 
Mabel in her room because of trouble about 
some missing spoons ; that once she saw 
Mrs. Stevens strike at Mabel with a broom­
stick, and that after Mabel’s death she swept 
up some ashes in Mabel’s room which Mrs, 
Stevens told her were thrown where Mabel 
had been sick.

The examination was resumed Thursday 
morning. Dr. Mitchell, of Dorchester peni 
tentiary, was the first witness. He testified 
to being present at tbe examination of the 
body of Mabel Glennie Hallett Stevens and 
was strongly of the opinion that the marks 
on the legs, posterior and those on the hips 
and the bruise over the left eye were ante­
mortem marks. He believed, from the 
position of the abrasions, that discolorations 
were caused before death by the appliance 
of some instrument whilst the body was in 
a nude condition.

Margaret Marvin was next sworn. She 
lives in St. John, but last fall, about the 
time of the local election, was at Mr. Stevens’ 
house part of two weeks dressmaking for 
Mrs. Stevens ; worked one. week from Mon­
day till Friday, and another week from 
Monday till Wednesday. Had seen the 
girl Mabel twice ; once she was dusting in 
the dining room, the other time she was 
coming into the house, about noon. She 
had a conversation with Mrs. Stevens about 
Mabel. Mrs. Stevens came into the room 
where she was, and said she had a great deal 
of trouble with Mabel ; she had taken some 
dusting cloths and had told falsehoods about 
it. Another time she came into the room 
with a riding whip in her hand. She said 
she had asked Mabel about the cloths, and 
Mabel had told her they had caught fire 
when she was cleaning the bird cage ; that 
Mrs. Stevens said, “now Mabel, that is a 
lie, and I will whip you.” Then Mabel said 
she had burned the cloths, and Mrs. Stevens 
said she then whipped her for lying.

Thursday afternoon Miss Marvin was 
cross-examined at some length. She ad­
mitted that she had had some trouble with 
Mrs. Stevens about spoiling some dress 
materials and had come from St. John to 
make a statement concerning the whipping 
which she had forgotten momentarily when 
giving her direct evidence.

Mrs. Severine White gave evidence, when 
the proceedings were brought to a sudden 
termination by the next witness fainting in 
court when about to be sworn. This wit­
ness was Sophie Cormier, a former servant 
at Mr. Stephens’, who fainted at the close of 
her examination at the coroner’s inquest.

The evidence is all in, and should Mrs. 
Stevens be put on trial it will likely be be­
fore county judge Landry at the adjourn­
ment of the local legislature, and not hold 
it over for the next summer’s circuit court.

Pueely Imaginary.— A local paper re­
cent''». published what purported to be an 
interview with Mayor Drysdale of Wood- 
Stock. Mr. Drysdale says tbe interview as 
published is purely imaginary and is lack­
ing in tbe essential element. This state­
ment of the mayor’s is hardly necessary as 
few who read the article believed it,

HUSBAND POISONER.

Facts Respecting the Tragedy at An­
napolis.

Mrs. A. D, Cameron was lodged in jail at 
Annapolis Friday evening, the 23rd instant, 
to await her examination before the magis­
trates on Tuesday. She arrived in charge of 
the sheriff by evening train. She pleads in­
nocence, but admits having the thirty grains 
of morphine in lier satchel which she says 
her husband took out when she was absent 
from the room. That she came back and 
ascertained the facts and threw away the 
balance of the morphine. Mr. and Mrs. 
Cameron were not supposed to have lived 
happily together. He failed in business 
afcojt a year ago, leaving nothing for his 
creditors, the most of the property being 
gobbled up in her favor. His life was in­
sured in her favor, which policy, it was said, 
was made payable to a young barrister of 
Bridgetown, who boarded with them. 
There is an unsavory episode connecting a 
rising professional man of the town with 
the breaking up of their conjugal felicity. 
The stomach of the dead man is to be sent 
to St. John for analysis, which will take 
about two months.

Mrs. Cameron was a native of Calais, Me., 
and has a brother in that city practising law. 
Her examination began at Bridgetown be­
fore W. M. Forsyth on Tuesday last.

This case is likely to assume proportions 
equally with Mrs. Maybrick and Lizzie 
Borden. The public feeling in Bridgetown 
is decidedly against Mrs. Cameron. The ac­
cused is a lady about forty-four years of 
age, rather thick set, dark complexioned, 
large features and dressed expensively. She 
is fhirly good looking while viewed from a 
distance.

Her late husband, A. D. Cameron, was a 
native of Pictou county, and did business 
formerly in Sherbrooke. He came to 
Bridgetown about fifteen years ago, and 
conducted a general business. He was 
about fifty-eight years old and had no 
family. He was always quiet and unas­
suming in manner, and always bore a good 
reputation. She sent him to board at 
Hampton, a settlement on the Bay of 
Fundy shore, while she boarded in Bridge­
town. He was slightly affected with soften­
ing of the brain, although he was getting 
better.

Mrs. Cameron attempted suicide Saturday 
night, first by taking morphine, end then 
cutting her throat with a knife. She was 
found bleeding in bed at ten o’clock at 
night by the jailor’s wife. Dr. Withers has 
stitched up the wound. Ten min utes longer 
would have ended her career. She is doing 
better.

The interest in the preliminary investi­
gation of Mrs. Cameron, before stipendiary 
Forsyth, at Bridgetown, for the alleged 
poisoning of her husband continues una­
bated, some persons coming a long distance 
to hdar the evidence and see the prisoner. 
So far the examination of William and 
Daniel Sheehan, Mrs. Walter Saunders, 
Rupert D. Taylor (druggist), and one or 
two others has been taken eliciting nothing 
further than has before been made public.

Flossie Hoban, a girl of 14 years, was 
called, but as she did not know the nature 
of an oath, objection was raised by the 
counsel for the defence and her evidence 
was not taken.

On the whole the evidence so far has been 
favorable toethe accused and public opinion 
is turning in her favor.

The examination will not be finished 
this week, as there is yet a number of wit­
nesses to be called.

J. M. Owen, assisted by J. G. H. Parker, 
appears for the crown, and J. J. Ritchie, E. 
T. Buggies and Roscoe, Q. C., for the de­
fence. ______________
