topic in the New England Maga­
zine, Allen French, seems to be one 
of such individuals. f‘ An educated 
people," says he in one of the 
digressive paragraphs of his article, 
“ were not easily satisfied with the 
divine right of either sovereigns or 
clergy. For the people of the 
Netherlands were the earliest of 
any to know the Bible in their own 
language. We are told that before 
there was a Bible printed in English, 
the common people of the Nether­
lands had bought twenty-four edi­
tions of the New Testament and 
fifteen of both Testaments. What 
would be the effect on such a people 
of the sale of indulgences ? Every 
town and village was placarded 
with the graded tariff of pardons 
for crimes committed, or about to 
be committed.” It is hard at the 
present day to acquit of intentional 
malice a writer who makes asser­
tions like the foregoing ones, and 
more difficult still is it to understand 
how a magazine pretending to any 
sense of fair dealing or to correct in­
formation permitted such calumnious 
assertions to appear in ppcf disfigure 
its pages. Mr, French, as the con­
text shows, is writing of the Re­
formation period ; and he ipakes, 
more or less explicitly, three state­
ments. Jge impljas that the ûgtbo 
lie ChuroblMglrt the^RxRrineri 
thé divine right of kings gnd that 
Protestantism contradicted that 
teaching. He wants his readers to 
infer that prior to the Beformation 
there were few vernacular versions 
of the Bible printed, and that it was 
in countries where Protestantism 
flourished early that these few 
vernacular Bibles were to be found ; 
and, finally, he openly declares that 
indulgences, not only for sing com­
mitted but for sine contemplated, 
were publicly sold by the Gatholid 
Church.

versions of the Bible were by no 
means confined, in the days of which 
he writes in this article of his, to 
the Netherlands and England, aa be 
apparently wishes his readers to 
infer. Why, away hack in bis day, 
Eusebius of Cmsarea affirmed, in his 
“ Oratio de Ladibus Constantin!,’’ 
chapter 17, that the New Testament 
had been translated into all the 
dialects of the barbarians. St. 
Jerome dwells upon the numerous 
translations made before his time as 
affording so many mesas of proving 
the integrity of the sacred text. 
France, Spain, Italy, Florence, 
Borne, Naples, and numerous other 
countries and cities had vernacular 
versions of Holy WrV, the Old and 
New Testaments included, long be­
fore the period of which Mr. French 
speaks. “ In the eighth and ninth 
centuries,” says Hal lam in hie 
“ Middle Agee,” chapter IX., “ when 
the Vnlgate had ceased to be gener­
ally intelligible, there is no reason 
to suspect any intention in the 
Church to deprive the laity of the 
Scriptures, Translations were freely 
made into the vernacular languages 
and, perhaps, read in the church es."
“ Before Luther was born," wflies 
Maitland, on page 506 of hie “ Dark 
Ages,” “ the Bible had been printed 
in Rome, and the printers had the 
assurance to memorialize his Holi­
ness, praying that he would help 
them off with some copies. It had 
been printed, too, at Ifaplee, 
Florence and Piacenza ; and Venice 

alone had furnished eleven edition». 
No doubt we should be within the 
truth if we were to say that beside 
the multitude of manuscript copies, 
not yet fallen into disuse, the press 
bad issued fifty different editions of 
the whole J^atin Bible, to gay 
nothing of Psalters, New Testa­
ments and other parts." And the 
same writer also asserts that in the 
so-called Dark Ages the Scriptures 
were more accessible to the people 
and were more used by them than 
some modern writers—among whom 
Mr. Allen French must be classed— 
would have folks supposé.

Mr. French, in this last assertion, 
shows himself ignorant aa well aa 
malicious, He does not even know, 
anparenlly, what an indulgence la. 
He apeaka of indulgence! aa “ par­
dons for crimes,” whereas every­
body of ordinary intelligence knows 
that Indulgences (n no sense consti­
tute pardons for sins of any sort 
peat, present, or to tore, but are 
simply remissions, in paçt or whole, 
of the temporal punishment due to 
sine. When such an authority as 
Professor Fisher of Tale, who will 
not be accused of undue bias towards 
the Catholic Church, publicly as­
serts, as he did on a late occasion, 
that it ia a monstrous calumny for 
anyone to charge the Catholic 
Church with Over having sold in­
dulgences, that statement may be 
cited as envoient contradiction of 
Mr. French1» calumny, without ad­
ducing the numerous other Pro­
testent evldenoas that might readily 
be advanced «I it* falsity, Fisher 
may be quoted also 16 refutation of 
Mr. French’» implication that the 
divine right of kings was a Catholic 
teaohlng.

Weeding Their Way-Seek-

Bishop Rotter, the head of the 
Episcopalian sect in IJew York, 
contributes to the current number 
of Munsey’s Magazine an article 
which bears the misleading and 
arrogant title of “ An American 
Cathedral "—as if we bad qo other 
cathedrals I—and in which he out­
lines the plans which his co­
religionists entertain regarding the 
cathedral \yhioh they are erecting 
in Greater New York. In reading 
this paper the average reader will 
have little difficulty in seeing that 
Doctor Potter, although hg makes 
no open admission of the fact, vir­
tually wends his way back to the 
attitude of the whole Christian 
World, before the birth of Pro­
testantism, occupied with regard to 
the character befitting the temp'ee 
wherein God is worshipped. The 
Bishop acknowledges, tacitly at 
'east, that Protestantism made a big 
mistake when it declared egeinet 
beautiful churches and their proper 
adornment, though, out of » desire 
doubtless to’ be as easy as possible 
with bis religious gugeetors, he 
pleads that it was because “ they 
were weary and impatient of e con­
ception of religion which made it to 
consist largely in costly and splendid 
ceremonial and in a pampered and 
indolent hierarchy ”-—a conception 
that had no existence outside of 
their own disordered and rebellious 
intellects—which made them build 
meetingthoueee '< plain to austerity, 
and bleak in their destitution of any 
structurel enrichment." Out Pro­
testant brethren of the present day, 
however, have in a large measure 
recovered from the lolly of their 
forefathers In this matter. Bishop 
hotter, who may be said to speak 
for them, not only declares against 
the plain, unadorned end homely 
meeting-housse | he wants a oath, 
edral which will compere with those 
splendid minsters which Catholic 
faith apd generosity erected at 
Rouen, at Salisbury and at Durham, 
not to mention a multitude of other 
places; and fcare the very plain 
language bp uses jn speaking of 
American Protestants and their 
meeting-houses : " We Americans
are said to be the most irreverent 
people in the world, and of the 
substantial truth of that declaration 
there oqn qqt bf the smallest doubt, 
Rut did it ever occur to us to ask 
bow it has all o -me about 7 It ia 
time to stop talking of the influence 
of Puritan traditions to descendants

It is plain to be seen that Doctor 
Potter, in this usparing but never­
theless merited criticism of1 the 
iverage Protestant church, dissents 
/ery strongly from that Pro estant 
-dea which inspired the spoliation, 
in the days of the Reformation, of 
he splendid temples which Catholic 

faith and piety had erected and 
ledioated to the worship of God. 
Plain, too, it is to be seen that he 
idvocates a retain on the part of his 
eo-religioniate to the attitude towards 
religion which all Christendom 
then held, when it considered 
nothing too rich or too costly for 
the temples of God. Doctor Pot­
ter is evidently wholly unacquainted 
with our Catholic cathedrals and 
churches ; or he leaves them out of 
consideration altogether, for he 
asserts " that there qre not five 
ohufoh eiifioes in the United States 
which tor dignity, monumental 
grandeur and nobility of conception 
or proportion are worthy of being 
mentioned.” That statement may 
or may not bold good of Prq testant 
churches, bqt it uartainly does not 
pply to our Catholic ones ; and with 

all the wealth at their command, it 
is very much to be doubted if the 
New York Episcopalians, when they 
have erected their cathedral in that 
city—for which, if we are 
mistaken, Ca holio artists have 
supplied the designs—-will possess a 
ohnroh that can compare with the 
stately and beautiful St. Patrick’s 
Cathedral on Fifth avenue. It 
certainly will not be " an American 
cathedral,” as Bishop Potter calls 
it, for it will necessarily he an 
Episcopalian place of worship, and 
the Episcopalians in New York by 
no means constitute the whole Am­
erican people. A cathedral, further­
more, supposes a bishop>4» valid 

V » Land oqtside uf J»«s own sect 
it will oe difficult to find anybody 
who believes in the validity of the 
episcopal orders of the prelate who 
will officiate in this Protestant 
cathedral. And bail! it as beauti­
ful, aa costly and as gorgeous as 
they may j adorn it inside and out 
aa they will with the aid of their 
wealth, and surround it with every­
thing calculated to enhance its ap­
pearance, this Episcopalian church 
will still represent “ an utterly frag­
mentary conception of the Christian 
religion," and lack one thing with­
out which there will be nothing in 
it, to quote Doctor Potter’s words 
again, " to hush speech, to uncover 
the head, to bend the knee.” Per­
haps, though, in after years, when 
thle cathedral rears its stately form 
In upper New York, our Episco­
palian brethren who are building it 
after thg manner snd in imitation 
of that Catholic faith which erected 
the great ministère thgt th<« struc­
ture copies more or less closely, 
will retrace their steps still further 
backward, nor pause until they re 
turn again into the fold of that 
Ohnroh which Christ commissioned 
to continue his work, and in which 
alone He abides in the Sacrament 
of the altar.

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Progress of the War.

The progress of the war con­
tinues to be as great a conundrum 
as ever. Such intelligence as 
comes to us from the front is more 
contradictory and conflicting than 
ever. The Americans are still in 
doubt as to whether or not the 
Spanish squadron, under com­
mand of Admiral Cervera, is still 
in the harbor of Santiago de Cuba. 
On June the 1st we were informed 
that the American fleet, under 
Commodore Schley, had been can­
nonading the batteries at the en­
trance of Santiago harbor, all the 
previous day. Following this, it 
was said the American ships had 
been engaged with the Spanish 
squadron. It was said the fight 
had been very severe, and lasted 
the greater part of the afternoon. 
Washington advices regarding; 
the matter, of course, indicate/ 
that the advantage was on the side 
of the Americans. Indeed it was 
said-.the .victory was believed 
to be greater than that of Dewey 
at Manila! We were told the 
batteries were silenced, and that 
the Americans sailed into the har­
bor, while half a dozen mines ex 
ploded about their ships, without 
doing any damage. The following 
day we had word from Washing 
ton that nothtng had been receiv­
ed at the navy department to 
throw any light upon the engage 
ment at Santiago, and all the sue 
ceeding despatches have gone to 
show that there was no battle at 
all. Among the reports in connec 
tion with this alleged engagement, 
was one to the effect that a couple 
of torpedo boats from the Spanish 
fleet went out the harbor on the 
night previous to the day on which 
the alleged engagement took place, 
to reconnoitre ; and that they 
were discovered by the American 
ships. The news of this alleged 
engagement and American victory 
had scarcely cooled off when in 
telligence of a kind altogether dif 
ferent, came to us. We were in 
formed from Washington that Ad 
mirai Sampson’s fleet had formed 
a juction with that of Commodore 
Schley, in front of Santiago ; 
but notwithstanding this fact 
there was no likelihood . of 
any aggressive steps being 
taken until the military ex 
pedition sent from the States 
should arrive at Santiago. This 
expedition was said to have left 
Tampa, and was said to comprise 
20,000 troops, and 50,000 more 
likely to follow. This move on 
the part of Admiral Sampson left 
at Havana only enough vessels td 
make the blockade effective, while 
a few ships were assembled at
Tampa to act as convoys for the 
transports. This was the news 
we had on the 2nd inst. On the 
3rd we were gravely informed 
from New York, by way of diver 
sion, that the American fleet had 
renewed the attack on Santiago, 
and that the rebels from Sanguano 
camp had attacked the city in the 
rear ; and that a bloody fight was 
raging. On the 4th we were told 
the attack on Santiago was still 
in progress. It was also said a 
United States auxiliary cruiser, 
well armed, attempted to force 
the passage into the harbor ; that 
the Spaniards allowed her to cross 
the first line of torpedoes, but be­
fore she arrived at the second line 
they discharged a torpedo which 
broke a great hole through her 
side, causing her to sink im 
mediately, bow first This intelli­
gence was immediately amended 
to the effect that the sunken 
vessel was the collier Merrimac, 
and that she was sunk by the 
Americans on purpose to block 
the channel, so that the «Spanish 
ships Could not escape. There 
was a crew of eight persons on 
board the Merrimac and they 
were taken prisoners by the 
Spaniards. It is now said they 
are to be exchanged for an equal 
number of Spanish prisoners in 
custody of the Americans. Later 
advices say that the Americans 
are now convinced that the whole 
of Admiral Cervera’s squadron is 
not in Santiago harbor.. Other 
advices say that another Spanish 
squadron has sailed from Cadiz, 
and may. be expected to turn up 
in West Indian waters almost any 
time. Indeed it is reported that 
strange ships have been seen by 
fishermen off Martinique. This, 
in brief, is the war news as we 
have it up to the 7th, . It will 
certainly be admitted that, if it 
does not contain much intelligente 
of » very definite character, it 
undoubtedly has the merit of 
variety. The latest war news 
says that one battalion of engi­
neers, three batteries of artillery, 
three regiments of infantry and a 
number of heavy siege guns were 
landed west of Santiago de Cuba 
on Saturday. Another despatch 
says a great battle at Santiago is 
expected to occur on Friday, when 
the United States troops are ex­
pected to reach Santiago, Mean­
time, we are told, the navy will 
wait for the military expedition 
to take up a position. The Am­
ericans have published their plans, 
so say the reports. They are to 
the effect that Santiago is first to 
be occupied by the United States 
army, and Porto Rico is to be in­
vaded later. That looks nice on 
paper. On the heels of all this 
comes the following report from 
Gibraltar: It is reported here 
that the Spanish fleet commanded 
by Admiral Cervera has returned 
to Cadiz after completing a series 
of manœuvres which formed the 
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dummy fleet at Santiago. _ It says 
that auxiliaries were painted to 
represent cruisers which have 
really gone to the Philippines.

When the franchise bill passed 
by the Dominion House of Com­
mons reached the Senate, Senator 
Miller gave notice of his inten­
tion to move an amendment to 
the effect that an appeal from the 
revising officer would lie to a 
judge, in those Provinces where 
such appeal is not already pro­
vided for by Provincial statute. 
Accordingly when the bill was 
considered in committee Senator 
Miller moved his amendment, 
which after a vigorous discussion 
was carried by a vote of 34 to 13. 
The bill, consequently goes back 
to the Commons, for concurrence 
in this and other amendments, or 
refusal to concur in the same. 
We shall see what the result will 
be. Referring to the discussion 
on this bill, Mr. S. D. Scott, the 
excellent correspondent at Ottawa 
of the St John Sun and Halifax 
Herald has this to say: “The 
Minister of Justice declined 
accept some of the amendments 
proposed by Senator Ferguson 
to the Franchise Bill as well as 
the one proposed by Senator 
Miller in regard to the appeal to 
judges from the reviser. But 
some of the suggestions of Mr. 
Ferguson, Mr. Mills was glad to 
accept, and he ought to have been 
grateful for them all. It would 
have been good enough party 
politics for Mr. Ferguson and his 
colleagues from the Island in the 
Senate, and for Mr. Martin and 
Mr. McDonald in the other cham­
ber, to have allowed the bill to go 
through without any Prince Ed 
ward Island amendment. The re­
sult would probably have been 
the disfranchisement of every hu 
man being in Prince Edward 
Island, and the production of 
beautiful object lesson of the in 
dnstry and capacity and care of 
the Minister of Marine.

Mr, Macdonald and Mr. Martin 
pointed out that clauses in refer­
ence to the voters lists had no 
meaning so far as Prince Edward 
Island was concerned because 
there were no voters lists. The 
Solicitor General, who worked 
like a beaver over his wvful task 
made an effort to straightei

thod by which these special votes can 
be taken account of by tbe returning 
officer. Senator Ferguson suggests 
that the bill be amended to provide 
that in the province of Prince Ed­
ward I. as elsewhere all votes should 
be given personally. Mr Mills appear­
ed to be grateful for this suggestion. 
Still another difficulty arose over the 
oaths to be taken at the polls. The 
t^l provides that the oath used in 
Provincial elections shall be adopted 
in the case of a man who has occa­
sion to swear that he has not voted 
before in the same district. Under 
the form that this bill would have es­
tablished the elector would only 
need to swear that he had not voted 
in the local electoral district where 
the poll was held. As there are four 
or five local districts in each Dornin 
ion district it would appear that 
man might vote several times for the 
same candidate. Mr. Mills, who i 
very profound, but not very quick ol 
apprehension, was induced to see the 
point of this objection and set him­
self to work to provide an oath to 
auit the case. These are some 
the corrections which Senator Fergu­
son has succeeded in making. They 
were absolutely necessary to make 
the bill at all workable in his own 
province, and if tbe government 
Sir Louis Davies have the instinct 
gratitude they would be devoutly 
thankful to their opponents who have 
kept them from making themselves 
objects of ridicule from Tignish 
Souris.”
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things put, ond Sir Louis Davies, 
whose loose habits of thought are 
better adapted to reckless attack 
than to constructive legislation, 
confused the matter with various 
suggestions.

Under the bill 
as introduced ip tbe Senate, if a 
question arose in the trial of a pe­
tition or a recount touching the 
qualification of a voter in Prince 
Edward Island it would be pos­
sible to ascertain whether be had 
a right to vote. But after that

The case 
was one of great cruelty, and he would 
see what could be done about it. Pre­
mier Laurier commeridéd Mr. Bell for 
the manner in which he had opened 
the discussion, bnt thought Sir Hibbert 
was rather too anxious to condemn tbe 
government. If the Crow’s Nest com­
mission report did not cover the case it 
might be necessary for the government 
to go farther. Rose Robertson called 
the attention of the honse to the fact 
that a copyright bill bad been intro­
duced in the British house of lords by 
Lord Herschell and had passed the sec­
ond reading. Under this bill simnl- 
taneons publication in the United States 
and Great Britain would give the copy­
right in the British empire. Other pro­
visions, Mr. Robertson said, wogld de­
stroy the- Canadian eopyright system 
and restore the former conditions.

Hon. Messrs. Laurier and Fisher 
promised to consider the question. In 
supply Mr. Borden of Halifax brought 
np the case of the yonng man Dartt, 
convicted of mnrder at Trnro and set 
free by tbe decree of the minister of 
justice.

A copy of 
this confession had been sent tp. the 
judge who tried tfoe page, hut without 
waiting his report on it, the govern­
ment had not ordered a new trial but 
had turned the prisoner loose altogeth 
er. Judge Kiici.ib’s report said that 
this conieseion did pot agree with the 
evidence. Hon. Messrs. Lanrier and 
Daviea defended the action of the 
crown, by asserting that the evidence 
waa consistent with tbe innoçpnce of 
the accused' and that under the cir 
cams tances it would have been judicial 
murder to allow the sentence to have 
been carried ont. Messrs. Borden 
Tapper and Powell replied that it was 
not necessary either to hang Dartt or 
set him free. Bnt that the new matter 
discovered should have been submitted 
to a second jury. Tbe foonge got into sup­
ply late in the evening. On the item 
for Weet India steamship service Mr. 
Ellis asked whether the government 
were making an effort to secure a bet­
ter class of ships, Sir Richard Cart­
wright said that the service was under 
contract, bnt that he would make a 
note of it.

thither.

This amendment was lost by a voteof 
44 to 28 on a straight party division, 
The bill was reported. The house then 
went into committee on Hon. Mr. Mul- 
ock’s civil service superannuation bill. 
Mr. Mulock was loudly applauded by 
the opposition when he announced that 
in deference to their appeal he had de­
termined to accept the view that the bill 
should not apply to officers now in the 
servies unless they elect to go under the 
new system. He proposed now to 
amend the bill by providing that all 
civil servante now in the public employ 
shall, if they choose, remain under the 
present superannuation system. An. 
other amendment provides that interest 
will be paid by the government at four 
per cent, on deductions under this act, 
instead of five as under the original bill. 
There was some discussion on this am­
endment. Mr. McMullin moved that 
the rate be three per cent, instead of 
four. He had some difficulty in getting 
a seconder. At length Rogers, patron, 
seconded the amendment, which was 
lost by a vote of 5 to 2.

NINETY DEATHS

Bear Silent Witness to the Ravages of 
Kidney Disease.
