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A Big Scandal.

*  What looks like -a big
steel of public money, in con-
nection with railway building
crops out in the report of the
commission, appointed by the
Hazen Government in New
Brunswick, to enquire into
the doings of the New Bruns-
wick Central Railway com-
pany and the New Brunswick
Coal and Railway company.
These companies, under vari-
ous names, and with many

. vicissitudes . have been in
operatfon *for Some yedrs.
Over $800,000 in subsidies
had been paid to these com-
panies by the Provincial Gov-
ernment, and about $190,000
by the Dominion Govern-
ment. No satisfactory ac-
count could be got from the
interested parties during the
existence of the Liberal Gov-
ernment in New Brunswick,
and it had long been suspect-
ed that much of the money
had been misappropriated.
Mr. Pugsley, now Minister of
Public Works, was for many
years the principal director of
the financial operations of
these companies. He was a
part of the time Attorney-
General of the Province and
latterly Premier.  The Pro-
vincial Secretary, for the
greater part of this time was
Premier Tweedy, now Lieut.
Governor of New Brunswick.
It had been hinted that both
these had profited unduly by
their connection with these
works, Premier Hazen after
assuming the reins of office,
appointed a commissicn to
investigate the whole busi-
ness, The commissioners
were ; Judge Landry, of the
Supreme Court of New Bruns-
wick, Fulton McDougall,
Manager of the Bank of
Montreal, at Moncton and
Mr. N. I. Teed of St.
Stephen. After examining
all available data and sum-
moning many witnesses, the
commissioners presented their
report which was recently
submitted to the New Bruns
wick Legislature. =~ The re-
port certainly seems most
damaging to Pugsley,
Tweedy and George Mc
Avity. It holds these men
accountable to the Province
for the misappropriation of
$134,000 of the moneys pass
ing through their hands in
this connection. The - ex-
haustive report of the com-
missioners covers about eight
pages of an ordinary news-
paper, and concludes as
follows :

To briefly sum up this
whole matter :—

We have waded through a
chaos of disconnected ac-
counts, and have carefully
weighed all the evidence sub-
mitted, as well as studying all
the ~ documents, Orders-in
Council, etc. Having thus
patiently labored to ascertain,
if possible, the true facts of
the case, we find a number of
leading features governing
the operations to which we
call special attention.

First—It is clear that the
enterprise was chiefly pro-
moted by two members of
the Government, the con-
trolling influence of one of
whom was clearly evident
from the beginning to the end.
It is true a Company was
organized without any cap-
ital, which existed in name
only, whose shareholders
never attempted to influence
its policy.  Having every-
thing to gain and nothing to
lose they left the control to
the ex officio directors, as the
Government was putting up
all the money. The Com. |
pany never performed the
functions usually exercised by
an incorporated Company—

the Government of this Pro-
vince, whatever may be claim-
ed for it in theory. The pol-
icy of granting Government
assistance to any Company,
whose shareholders have not
on their own account a dollar
at stake, is unsound if not
vicious.

Second—On the face of it
the motive of the promoters
as stated was to develop the
coal mines of Queens County.
Responsible and respectable
men from various parts of the
Province were obtained to
lend their names as Directors;
and from the fact that $430,-
ooo authorized capital was to
be distributed as Founders’
shares, we conclude that the
interested parties had visions
of ultimate large profits, with
absolute certainty of no, per-
sonal loss, * B g

Third—As shown in the
earlier pages of this report,
the coal mines failed to
materialize. It was found
inexpedient to even attempt
to develop the mines in a
large way. Thusatan early
stage original visions of
profit-making must have de
parted, and a decision called
for as to the abandoning of
the expenditure of the $250,-
ooo intended for the coal
development. However, it
would seem that the prospect
of spending large sums of
money under cover of the
Company was too alluring to
be resisted, accordingly a
stage name was adopted, and
the New Brunswick Coal &
Railway Company’s existence
was continued. How much
better it would have been for
the Province had these
moneys been expended direct-
ly by the Government, and a
yearly account of the expen-
ditures published in the pub-
lic accounts.

Fourth—It is also clear to
your Commissioners that it
was never - the intention of
those _controlling the Com-
pany to keep books of ac-
counts for public information.
For there was never any
complete  working organiz-
ation of ‘the Company, or
special offices secured where-
by method and system could
have been pursued. The
misuse made of the moneys,
the fact that the advances far
outran, particularly in the
earlier stages, legitimate ex-
penditure, made it imperative
that to conceal the truth no
uniform system of hook-keep-
ing be adopted. Itis claim
ed the Barnes Construction
Company kept books, which
could not be produced, but
we are by no means satisfied
that they were not destroyed,
or that they were not inten-
tionally concealed.  From
the evidence before us and
from a careful study of the
bank accounts and other
matters by which we could
trace the disbursements of
moneys, we have no hesitation
in stating that, especially dur-
ing 1902, the mopeys used
up and liabilities incurred far
out stripped any legitimate
expenditure that was being
made, the difference wé be
lieve to have been misappre
priated, otherwise sufficient
money would hayg been on
hand to have paid current
bills, leaving the ' Govern-
ment in this respeet a clear
sheet when taking over the
road in 1903.

Fifth—In ordinary course
of business the Company's
interests and those of the
Province, from whom it re-
ceived all its resources, would
have been in a business gsense
antagonistic. Therefore we
believe good business de-
manded that the Provincial
Secretary and the Attorney-
General remain outside the
Company. Then as members
of the Government they
would have been ina posi-
tion to have seen to it  that
stipulations safeguarding the
Provincigl treasury were lived
up to; as it worked oyt, by
their position in the Company
as members of the Govern-

they thus did all the capital
invested. By their presence
in the House of Assembly,
on the other hand, they were
able from their knowledge
and control of the Company's
affairs to present such state-
ments as were necessary to
allay the suspicions of the
Legislature, and conceal from
the country the true state of
affairs.

Finally—We believe the
Directors of the Company,
and especially the ex officio
directors, are responsible to
the Province for an account-
ing. They should be called
upon to submit an account
showing the expenditure of
$958,799.75 or at least that
portion of it supplied by the
Province. What steps should
be taken to enforce_this find
ing we hardly feel cailed
upon to determine,

We find, putting the most
charitable construction on the
entire transaction, that $134,-
035-35 stated in our recapi-
tulation, following Statement
“C" given as unaccounted for,
was misappropriated, and di-
verted from its proper and
legitimate channel,

Considering that the doors
were never locked—that
nearly a million dollars were
tossed about without any
special guardianship, or any
reasonable prospect of any
one being called upon to ac
count, that temptation in its
most seductive form was con-
tinually in the path of the
politicians interested, it is not
very difficult to understand
how an amount even larger
than $134,035.35 might well
have been switched from its
legitimate course. The $39,-
ooo underfaid Evans and
Elkins on their option, we
have not the slightest doubt
forms part of the total short-
age,

As to who personally got this
money we are unable to state.
The want of records 'as shown by
illustrations given in a former
part of this report, the fact that
the Secretary, Mr. George W.
Allen, and a director, or solicitor,
Mr. A. I. Trueman, had died be-
fore the investigation began,
greatly enhanced the difficulties
of discovering anything definite
on the above point. Then too
many of the leading actors in this
drama did not in their evidence
disclose with any certainty their
relations with transagtions with
which their names appear in
written docnments. A notable
case was that of Mr. C. N, Skinner,
whose memory appeared almost a
blank as to his acts and the rea-
sons therefor., Even the amount
of the remuneration he had re-
ceived had passed from his mind.
We cannot hut believe that had
Mr. Skinner felt more personal
responsibility in the duties he
performed and better appreciated
the ones in which we were en-
gaged his memory would be much
improved,

Leading witnesses, with almost
unfailing monotony, referred us
to the two deceased officers of the
Company, Mr. George W. Allen
and Mr. A. I. Trueman, when any
critical point as to the disposal of
moneys was in question.

We have beeome painfully gon;
vinced after examining the evid—
ence and the documents submitted
to us thab in the expenditure of
the public funds, provided for this
enterprise, every person charged
with a public duty in connectign
with the same, has been culpably
negligent in the disgharge of such
duty. The degree of cylpability
attached to each individgal has,
perhaps, not been the same, Some
were guilty of negligence in ac-
cepting positions of trust and in
not acquainting themselves with
whab is transpiring in regard to
same, byt gllowing others, unques-
tioned, to undertake the sole dis-
charge of duties, the responsibility
of which they themselves had as-
sumed, They lepgt their names
and allowed the moral influence of
their high standing in the cow-
munity to assure the Province that
legitimate business methods would
be followed. The Provincial Sec-
retary and the Abtorney-Qenernl,
ex-officio directors, who were 8pe-
cially appointed by the Legisla-
ture to watch the Company’s do-
ings in the interest of the Prov-
ince, we consider, by their conduct,
open to the gravest censure. Itis
trge the Provincial Secretary was
pob sutisfled with matters as they

were going, for more than once we

seem he had assisted to call into
play forces he could not control,
if he wished to do so, and the

(bcnds were in due course guaran-

teed and the moneys spent under
the conditions stated in this re-
port:

Accompanying this reporf we
beg to hand you the evidence as
taken and transcribed by a re-
porter, and all the documents in
our possession in relation to the
case.

A return brought down to

the Dominion House of
Commons, the other day,
shows what an expensive

business for the cou the
borrowings of the %eral
Government have beea, For
instance, in October last the
Government was under the
necessity of borrowing five
million pounds sterling in
London. The cost of putting
through this transaction was :
—412,500 for commissions
to financial agents; 450,000
commission to underwriters ;
£12,500 commission for ar-
ranging underwriting ; £11,-
504 for brokerage ; £889 for
advertising, printing, freight,
etc.; £32,543 for “other
charges,” making a total of
&600,000 for negotiating this
loan,

The tax-payers of Canada
have had to pay upwards of
$600,000 as commission on
one of Fielding’s loans. But
there are others, as the infor
mation, given in the House
the other day will show. Mr
Perely had asked about the
loans coming due, and Mr.

The Making of Canada.

SeNaTOR MoDoNarp WriTes SoMe INTER-
ESTING Facrs Asour CONFEDERA-
TION,

To the Editor of The Montreal Gaszatte:

Bir,—My attention has been called to
certain statements ina volume of essays
on public guestions recently published,
fo the effect thet the framers of the con:
stitation of thig country sought ta draw
& distinction between the Queen and
Her Majesty’s Government, and that
while they deaired to continae their
allegiasnce to the Sovereign of Great
Britain and Ireland, as distinct from
her ministers, they looked forward to
Canada becoming independent of -any
form of imperial control, and of attain-
ing & footing of political equality with
the United Kingdom itself.

As one of the two snrviving ¢ Fathers
of Confederotion #—the anly one at pre-
sent in the Dominion—I think it my
daty to say that this statement i based’
on an‘entire misconception of “what
sotually took place atthe confersnce
beld in Charlottetown and Quebec in
the months of September and October,
1884, of both of which assemblies I was
a member, actually present snd taking
part throughout, I can state thiss
not only from my recollsction, but I
have notes taken by me both at Charlot.
tetown and Quebec which confirm my
statement,

The Oharlottetown conference met to
discuss legisiative union of the Mar-
itime Province only, bat that was found
impracticable. While the conferenc:s
was in session, the Canadian ministers
arrived, and when the special businees
of the Maritime delegates was conclud-
ed, an invitation was extended to them
to meet us in the conference room in-
formally, as we were not apgthoriged to
to discuss our legislative difficulties with
therg.

Beveral pessions were held, st which
they explained their own political
troubles, and broached the aubject of
a larger union of all the provinces un-
der the Crown of Great Britain. All
expressed their firm belief that if gnch
8 nnion pould be brought abont it wonld
strengthen ogr connestion with the Un-
ited Kingdom. Such sn ides sg form.
jng a " nation” ors ' State’’, separate
from the Imperial Government was
never entertained, so far as I know, by
anyone—there was no idea of any
organic change in our relations with the
Mother Country, nor of any separation
from the United Kiggdom.

It was not nntil the Quebec confer-
ence that the term “ Dominion” was
envolved in preference to confedsrated |

provinces, nationality or state, or other |

names suggesied as appropriate—aind
whep used did not mean & country sep-
arate from Great Britain—but these
words were used in a restricted sense as
applied to a dependency of the United
Kingdom.

One or two brief references to the
published reports of the proceedings
will make this abundontly clear.

For example, the resolation moved at
Quebec by S8ir (or, as he was thten,
simply the Hon.) John A McDopald de-
fining the powers of the General Legis-
latare, contained the words * saving
the sovereignty of England.”

“ That it shall be competent for the
General Legislatnre to make laws for
the peace, welfare and good government
of the Federated Provinces (ssving the
sovereignty of England), etc.”—Pope’s
Confederation D cuments, p. 22.

The Hon. George Brown declared
that if the movement for Colonial Un-
ion would endanger the connection
with the Mother Country that had so
lang and happily existed, it would
bave his firm opposition, adding *‘ Our
relation to the Mother Country thers-
fore does not enter into the question.”
—Whelan, pp. 30-81. -

My distingnished colleagne, Sir
Charles (or, as he then was, Doctor)
Tupper is on record as saying that:

““A Union of the North American
Provinces wonld elevate their position,
consolidate their iuflaence and advance
their interests, and at the same time
continue their fealty to the Mother
Country and their Quesn, which feslty
is the glory of us all.”—Whelan, PP-
10-11.

Bir George Cartier was equally explict
After alluding to the new Confederat-
ion as a nation, he hastens to add:

“I don’t mean & nation distinct from
the Mother Country —Whelan, p. 119

When 8ir John A. McDonald explain-
ed the scneme of nnion to the Canadian
Parliament in the first session after the
Quebec conference, he defined with
great claaness and precision the fature
relation of the Confederation towards
the Mother Country:

‘“The colonies are now in & transition
state. Gradually a different colonial
sys‘em is being developed, and it will
becoms, year by year, less a cass of de-
pendence on our pari, and of over-ral-
ing protection on the partof the Mo-
ther Country, and more a case of
bealthy and cordial alliance. Instead
of locking upon ug as a merely depen-
dent colony, England will havein us s
friendly nation—a subordinate, bat still
a powerfal people—to stand by her in
North America in peaceor in.war. The
people of Australia will be sach another
subordinate nation. And Eangland will
have this advantage, if her colonies pro-
gress under the colonial system, as I
believe they will, that though at war
with all the rest of the world, she wil
bs able to look to the snbordinate nat-
ions in ailiance with her, and owning
allegiance to the same sovereign, who
will assist in enabling Ler again t; meet
the whole world in' arms, as she has
done before.”—Debates on Confedsra-
tion., 1865, p, 44.

Ten years later we find him saying in
the House of Commons:

“Those who dislike the eolonia] con-
nection spoke of it as a chain, but it is
& golden chain, and I, for one, am glad
to wear the fetters.”—Debates in Honse
of Commons, 1875, p., 981.

In & state paper drawo up by him in
1879 he distinctly affirmed in so many
words that :

“ Her msjesty’s Government is un-
questsonably tne supreme governing
power of the Empire.” —Sess. Pap. 1880,
No. 105. p 5.

Finally, in the last speech delivered
by Sir John A. MeDonald in England
be is reported to have gaid:

¢ Bpesking for the Dominion of Can-
ada, I may say that we are ready to
increase the respongihilities, We are
ready to join the Mother Conntry in
her offensive and defensive league; to
sacrifice our last man and 1ast shilh~
in defence of the Empirs an4 th i

Such were "the sentiments towards
Great Britain which inspired the men
who drew up the Conatitation of Canada
sentiments which I am glad to belisve
bave animated in egual degree thair
saccessors in the Government of the
Dominion, withoat distinction  of
party, to the present day.

A storm which developed Tharsday

¢ afternoon cansed an immense amount

of damage thronghout Ontario and the
West. A regnlar blizzard prevailed
destroying the lines of communication
blowing down buildings and resulting
in serions injuary to many persons. At
London, s chimney on the Aberdeen
School craghed throngh the bnilding,
barying three hundred children under
the debris. The Fire Department was
called out and althongh the wild panic
prevailed, all theé children were rescaed
only five being injured—one of these
may die. Every city in Weatern Ont-
ario reports buildings blown down or
uoroofed, while falling chimneys made
walking very dangerons. In Toronto
&0 agea woman was lifted bodiiy by
the wind and hurled against s wagon,
being badly injured. A plank blown
from a load of lumber seriously huri a
pedestrain. At Guelph, the front was
blown out of St. Patrick’s School,,and
many peérsons narrowly escaped injury,
In Buffalo, one man was killed and
scores hurt by the falling debris, while
the property damage iz immenss,

Considering the very disagreeablas
weather, the Easter market on Satnr-
day was well attended, a large namber
of people had come to the city by train,
and busigess was fairly brisk., Apart
from an abundance of choice meats, the
market display was not very large.
There certainly was a fine display of
exnellent meat.

Brown hed
their stalls well stocxed with ghoice
beef, mutton, efc,, and did a rattling
business. All the butcher stalls had
fine stocks and did good business.

“ Well,” replied Sir Wilfrid, “I
shall quote thiw: ‘To the paure all
things are pure,’ and the corollary
of this is that to the impure all
things are impaore.” He added
bitterly that to Mr Foster, like many
others, all things are impure. * He
thinks other men are dishonest if he
himself is not very sure of his own
ground.” If recklessness and cor-
ruption existed in the departments
it was not a case for a demand of
investigation, but for a vote of cen-
sure, He denied that it was the
right of parliament to look into the
administration, That was the duty
of the administration itself, He did
not admit there was any inefficiency
or recklessuess in the departments.

MR. BORDEN.

The opposition cheered heartily as
their leader rose to reply. He would
only refer to the recent unfortunate
incident, be said, except to observe
that when Sir Wilfred told the house
it was his duty to set a good example
it was regrettable the right hon, gen-
tleman had not set a good example in
the first instance.

Proceeding, Mr. Border declared
that every statement of Sir Wilfred as
to there having been a full investigat-
ion by the civil service commissioners
was unfounded in fact. And with
that Mr Borden proceeded to quote
from the report where the commis-
sioners declared * it was absolutely
impossible to inquire into every de-
partment,” that “ with its large staff
of 500 employes it would require
months to inspect the interior depart-
ment;” that ““in the short time at our
disposal it was impossible to visit the
Northwest and see how the lands and
timber were admiunistered,” and finally
after alludiog to the departments left
uninvestigated, the commissioners ad-
ded: “But to do the work “with ' any
pretentions to thoroughness would
take much more time than would pro
bably be agreeable to the govern
meat,”’

At this last quotation the opposit-
ion applauded enthusiastically, and
Mr. Borden proceeded to ask bow, in
the face of this, Sir Wilfred could say
that the investigation bad been com-
plete and that everything was right in
the department.

“Oh,” put in Mr. Boyce, “to the

After the laughter which this sally
provoked bad subsided Mr Borden
went on to quote remarks of the com
missioners as to the militia depart-

The Folly of Trust.

(Montreal Gazette,)

The coroner's inquest iato the re-
cent railway wreck at Brandon devel-
op=d the fact that the primary cause
was identical with that at Harriston,
Ont., last fall, for which one man was
recently sentenced at Guelpb to eigh:
montbs’ imprisonment. In both in.
stances tbe man failed, At Harris-
ton he escaped; at Brandon bhe was
one of the-men killed. In this latter
instaoce a irain was ordered by the
despatcher to use the south instead
of the north track commonly used,
The orders were received by the con-
ductor form the despatcher in the us
ual way, and he communicated them
to the engineer. So far the rules
were carried out. The conductor at
the inquest swore that he bad so de-
livered them in the hearing and pre-
seace of the fireman. He, however,
acknowledged that he had failed to
make bis brakeman acquaiated with
them, as was his duty. - The settidg of
the switch was part of the brakeofan’s
duty, and on this day, not having been
apprised of the change of tracks, he
set it as usual for the mnorth bound
track, aloog which the train. proceed
ed, a collision following, and three
men being killed, two of these being
the engineer and fireman on the train
in question, Primary blame for the
disaster rests, of course, with the en
gineer, and to a minor extent with the
fireman, takiog it for granted that he
heard, as he should, the orders deliver
ed by the conductor to the engineer
Secondly responsibiliy rests with the
conductor. He failed to notify his
brakeman in the first place, and,
secondly, he failed to see that the
order was carried out, as he is in-
structed to do by the rules, At the
inquest he explained his negligence by
sayiog that be had unbounded confi
dence in his engineer, This was pre=
cisely the explanation the conductor
of the train at fault at the Harristco
wreck made. ,The engineer in tha
case explained that be forgot, and this
was evidently exactly what the engin-
eer in the. Brandon case also did.
The Brandon jury found that the en-
gineer, who was killed, was to blame,
and, despite the evidence, wholly ex-
onerated the conductor. It is stated
the verdect was received with great
entbusiasm, and this assists to an un-
derstanding of how the jury came to
render a finding evidently at variance
with their duty. The conductor in
this instance was guilty of dereliction
of duty, and the fact may not be con
troverted. He depended upos: his
engineer, Asthe conductor in the
Harriston wreck put iit; “ We railway
men trust each other; we expect that
the other will do his duty.!  This was
what this man did, in@olalion of the
rules, placing his own life, the lives of
his comrades and the lives of the pas
sengers on his train io jeopardy. The
railway will never be safe as long as
men eutrusted with the operation of
trains pursue this misguided policy of
trusting one another. The price of
that trust can be found in almost
every cemetery in Oanada.
