THE AGRICULTURE OF HU­
RON AND BRUCE.

At THIS particular aaason of the year, 
when farmers, « a general thing, an tak­
ing » breathing spell, and thinking over 
their prospecta, it might be well to derote 
s short space to the consideration of the 
present oonditioç of the Agriculture of 
oar fine eoantiw. We an thoroughly 
eonrinoed that too much attention cannot 
bo paid to this important subject. Oar 
whole prosperity may be said to hinge 
open the eneoe* of the Agriculturist.— 
The merchant, the mechanic, the manu­
facturer, the publisher, erery little trades­
man, must, end, in fact, does depend upon 
the products of the enterprising farmer 
for the wherewithal to keep the wheels of 
materiel progress in motion. lienee, the 
whole community should be deeply inter­
ested in the producer of brad. There is, 
however, a reciprocity of benefits between 
the producer and he who converts hie raw 

iteria! into real, marketable wealth that 
is sometimes lost sight of. The farmer is 
not, by any means, an independent being. 
He wants a highway over whioh hie fruit* 
may he transported, his artificial wants 
most be supplied, he must, if he wish* to 
keep pace with the age, be provided With 
the very but and newest implements of 
husbandry, end hence, alao, he must be 
dependent, to a very great extent, upon 
the enterprise of the shipper, the mer­
chant, and the manufacturer. The fanner 
may-feel that he snpports the non-predue- 
er, but ho should never forget that the 
latter is of coonderoble importance in the 
social compact—always supposing him to 
be, however, something better than a mere 
drone.

A great many of our farmers ere, just 
now,undergoing the throes of despondency. 
They have to work very herd, end while 
crops have not been so abondant for two 
or three years pest as they were formerly, 
tho prices realised have been relatively 
lower. They feel disgusted end declare 
that farming doet not pap—that they 
mast engage in some o'her pursuit, or 
leave the country. Ah, if they only knew 
how many there are in “ other pursuits ” 
who know not how to make both ends 
meet, they would give op that part of the 
id*, end as for laving the reentry they 
may go farther and fare worse. If they 
go to tho Western States they *n buy 
land ehrapci, no doubt, but they meet 
there put up with extremely low prie*, as 
well as pay their share of in enormous 
war tax—to»y nothing about the ehsnee 
of being drafted into Mr. Lincoln’s armies, 
should they renounce their allegiance to 
good Queen Victoria. To ell euoh des­
pondent souls we say, stick to Canada 
while you can make a living at all—work 
away industriously and patiently—keep 
out of debt as much as you possibly can ; 
sod above all things avoid mortgaging 
your farms unie* driven to it by the direst 
necessity. This is the rock upon which 
thousands of our farmers have wreaked 
their hop*, this is the ineubuKthat now 
weighs us down and paralyses our beat 
energies. A few y*n ago Canada en­
joyed a degree of prosperity which lured 
farmers on to their own ruin as it did 
others who had nothing to do with farm­
ing, end we are now realising the bitter 
fruits. We need not enlarge upon this 
branch of our subject In many cas* it 
u too late to atone for what is put, and 
we only allude to the painful truth in 
order that we may strive to profit by the 
bitter experiences we have paaaed through.

There is, thank good news, a brighter 
side to the picture. No man of observant 
intelligence ean have witnessed the agri­
cultural demonstrations of the put ywr 
without being convinced that these reun­
ite» are making good solid program iu the 
theory end practice of socccufnl forming. 
What a vast stride hu been made in the 
agriculture of Huron sines wo became 
first acquainted with it. Then we made 
our little «tearing! in the bush, used the 
old-feehiooed three cornered drag between 
the stumps, harrowed in oar turnipe with

The Coral Islande.

Until the “facts” of science are a litte 
firmer baeed than many of them at tbe pres­
ent time seem to be, it may be well not to 
place entire reliance on what tho servants 
mil as. Chambere’e Journal of a late date 
says M It ie necessary to advert lor the sake 
of eorrecting it, to an erroneous impression, 
now exploded in the scientific world,but which 
yet obtaius among a very large class—an 
impression which began to be made after 
Captain Cooke'a voyagea ol discovery—to 
the effect that coral islands were the work of 
coral animals—coral insects as they are often 
improperly called—commenced bv them at 
the bottom of the sea, and increased gradually 
in height until it reached the surface. It is 
now known that this is not the cose. On the 
face ol it, it seemed strange that one particu­
lar spot in the bottomless sea should be se­
lected for this work in preference to any 
other ; that land should be raised in such a 
way as these tolls are raised, with its precipit­
ous sides sheering down into untstnomsble 
depths abruptly,showing no signs of anything 
like gradual ascent. It is uow conjectured 
upon evidence so strong as to turn conjecture 

, into certainty, that these eoral crowns which 
deck the ocean are but the diadems of sub­
merged mountains yet sinking ; that tbe spot 
which the corals have ebosen to make their 
home there is tbe head and crest of some 
monarch of overflown ranges, thrusting itself 
towards the surface ef tbo sea. as the Jura or 
the Alps thrust their giant heads into the 
air.”
