Watters, of St. Peter’s, has
received from M. C. Cameron, M.P., an
axquisite and valaable gift,being a cruci-
lix aud chalice, procured at Tivola,
Italy, by Monseigneur T. Kirby, bishop
of Tita, and sent from his residence, the
Irish college of historical note, and spe-
cislly blessed by His Moliness, Pipe
Leo XIIL, for the recipient, Rew. Fr.
Watters. The gift was-eonsigned to M.
C. Cameron, M.P., threugh the agency
of Mesers. Hanaly & Cix ,bankers, Bome.
The crucitix is of ebony, artistically in-
laid with Mosaic work in eardinal and

 blue diamonds, on which: are represented

the. different implements- of torture used
at thd crucitixion. The figure of Christ
crucified is of ivory, of exsjuisits work-
manship, the crown of thorns being par-
ticularly tine. The centre of the cross
surrounding the hend, is ornamented
with rays representing the halo of glory.
The base of the crucifix is sarmounted
at the top by two amgels seatgl at wither
corner. In the centre is a gilt shield, on
which the “Ecce Homa' is represented.
Around -the bottom. of the base is repre-
sented in gilt the Via Ciwcis, and is
supported by lion's claws of gold. On
the top of the eross is a scroll with the
letters L. N. R. L The cerners of the
crucifix are handsomely finishad with
gold.* The chalice is of gold, and is
about 1} fues high. The Imse has a
wreath of leaves encireling it, among
which "heads of angels are interspersed,
and above these stand the figures of
Abraham, BMoses and Aarow, the pillars
of the Mosaic law. The cemtre of the
chalice is composed of pillars, in which a
statuette of the Madouna siands, sur-
mounted by the cup, on which “‘Our
Lord’s Supper” 18 beautifully represent-
ed in the chasing.

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HURON'S DISGRACE.

The Respectable Press Denounce
the Tredsurer's Shame-
ful Dismissal.

The Seaforth ‘“Kxpesitor” on the Situation
—Au Article that all eur Friends Should

As will be seen by the proceedings of
the County Council of Huron, which we
publish in this issue, that body, by the
casting vote of the Warden, dismissed
the unty Treasurer and appointed
another in his stead. This, it will be
admitted by all, is a very grave proceed-
ing, and one which should not be taken
except under very extraordinary circum-
stances. Now, do the circumstances of
the case justify this action ? As no
reason for 1t is given in the resolution
passed by the Council, in order to a pro-
per understanding of the procecdiny, it
will be necessary for us to recite the cir-
oumstances which led to. the very ex-
traordinary and exceptional conduct of
the Council. As is generally known
Mr. Ross, the gentleman so summarily
dealt with, accepted the position of Pro-
vincial Treasurer, and occupied the dual

itions gf Provincial Treasurer and

reasurer.for the county of Huron. This
was his sole and only offence so far as we
are aware. It was not even charged, it
dare not be charged, that he had in the
slightest particular neglected any .1 the
autles, for the: performance of which he
is employed and paid by the county. On
the contrary, wone can deny that for the
past twenty-four years he has served the
county faithfully, efficiently, and to the
entire satisfaction of all. At léast, dur-
fing that long period, not one single com-
plaint has ever been made against him
in Council, or in any other public man-
ner. More than this, it is susceptible of
easy proof, that by his superior care and
skill as a financier he has on different
osecasions saved to the county thousands
of dollars, whicl. many a less skilled
ofticial could not have done. This isa
fact which has been admitted in open
. Council over and over again, and is 80
well known to every person that it is
scarcely necessary te mention it. Surely,
therefore, this is a record which is not
only creditable to him as an official, but
should entitle him to at least common
courtesy and decent treatment at the
hands of those whom he had so faithfully
served. Has he received this from the

c unty souncil of Huron 7 We let their

own minutes speak for them. This “re-

cord shows that the council, in its dying
hours, and without a moment's notice,
at one stroke and by one motion, dis-
missed an old, faithful and well tried
public servant against whom ne accusa-
tion reated, by appointing.an untried and
inexperienced man in his stead, and, as
if to add insult to injury, they appoint a
committee from their number to receive
the books from the auditors and hand
them over to the new official when he is
prepared to receive them. They did not
even give him an opportunity to resign.
* A more diabolicalloutrage was never per-
g,etmted by a deliberative body. Had

r. Ross been a defaulter, or even an
embezzler, instead of an honest and
faithful gfficial, he could not have been
treated é a more summary or disre-
spectfulfiani.er.

We have said that the ouly oetensible
reason for this extraordinary proceeding
is that Mr. Ross holds the dual positions
of Provincial and County Treasurer.
This is true, but there are other reasons
which do not appear on the surface. One
of these is, that Mr. Ross is an uctive
politician. He is a Reformn representa-
tive in Parliament and a member of a
Reform Government. The two ring-
leaders in this movement were at differ-
ent times opponents of his for the repre-
sentation of West Hufon in the Local
Legislature, and each suffered an ignom-
inious defeat at the hands of the elector-
ate, while Mr. Ross triumphed and con-
tinues to grow in public favor.

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THE CONSPIRATOR MUST GO.

In our last issue- we referred to. the
infamous conduct of the moribund
&Qounty Council of Huron for 1883 in
wantonly dismissing the county treasur-
er, Hon. A. M. Ross without caure, so
that a wornout Tory political hack
could be hoisted into position in his
stead.

This he purposed doing of his own voli-
tion, although one of his predecessors
in the office of Provincial Treasurer, Hon.
8. C. Woed had continued to act in the
capacity of treasurer of Victoria during
his incumbency of the higher position.
These words were uttered in the pre-
sence of all who attended the nomin-
ation—the President of Goderich Lib-
Con. Association being amongst the num-
ber.

Such being the case, and the intention
of the county treasurer. in the matter of
placing hie resigration, being known,the
usual courtesy extended to any retiring
officer, of heing allowed to send in his
resignation at any time before the ex-
piration of his term should have bzen

not adopted by the majority of the
County Council, and the treasurer of
Huron, who had served the county faith-
folly for about a quarter of a century,was
summarily dismissed at the beck of a
reckless band of conspirators who found
they had a majority at their back upon
whom they counld depend. -
To-day theve dwell in the county of
Huron four well-thrashed Tory candi-
dates for parhamentary honors. Their
names are William Joseph Russell
< Holmes, Thoe, E. Hayes, Patrick Kelly
and Frederick W. Juhzston. "The two
- first named have been defeated in East
Huron, and the two latter have been on

O'DONNELL HANGED.

Loxpox, Dec. 17.—O'Donnell _was
this morning within the precincts
of Newgate Prison. The black flag was
hoisted at four minutes past 8. There
was not an exceedingly large crewd out-
side the walls, and those that were .
ent seemed possessed with a -tolicl in-
difference to the resu't. Arrangerents
had been perfected for repressing any
hostile demonstrations, but all passed off
quietly. His brother was among the
crowd.

O’Donnell
felt comforted yesterday because of hear-
ing that the unexpended balance of the
American funds subscribed for his de-
fence would be divided among his wife
aud dependent' relationa.

Loxpox, Dec. 17.—0'Donnell was no-
tified at 7:30 a.m. to make ready. He
was igned, and expressed
great sorrow for his outburst of temper
in the dock a. the conclusion of the trial.
He said he had felt the greatest animosi-
ty for the witnesses who appeared

nst him, but that haq now disappear-

. _After the communion was adminis-
tered to the condemned mian,

BINNS, THE HANGMAN,
entesed the cell, and O'Donnell submit-
ted to the operation of pinioning witha
smile and without a murmur. The pro-
cession then mioved toward the scaffold.
O'Donnell walked with great firmness
wnd without the-assistance of the ward-
ers;"who stuod close atound him. He
declined assistance in ascending the steps
of the scaffuld. Father Fleming was by
his side, and repeated the service of the
church for the dying and held a crucifix
before O'Duntiell’s gaze. The prisoner
then took his place on the drop under the
rope, the slack of which was held up ov-
er his head by a piece of thread. He
was perfectly calm and looked around
unconcernedly. Bians was self-possess-
ed and fitted the noose around the neck
of the comdemned man exactly as Mar-
wood used to it it. He pulled the lever
as the neighboring clocks were striking
eight. O'Donnelilfell eight feet and the
rope hardly quivered. According to the
surgeon,

'\ DEATH WAS INSTANTANEOUS,
there being scarcely any muscular move-
ment of the hanging form. The streets
in the vicinit of ewgate were packod
with people, {m the crowd was quiet and
ox'dm",yeo The Irish element was not con-
icuous. As the moment forthe execu-

tion approached the crowd swayed up
against the prison wall. The police,
however, moved rapidly through the
multitade and cleared the roadway.
The clouds began to break as the hour
of eight approached, and when the black
flag was run up it waa distinctly,display-
ed against the rising sun, There was no
demonstration when the flag was hoist-
ed, although suppressed excitement
marked many faces.

0'DONNELL'S BROTHER
occupied a doorway opposite the prison
in vlgw of the flagstaff upon Which his
eyes were rivetted. He wept bitterly
and was an object of deepest interest
and ouriosity.  The crowd pressed so
closely upen him ' thiat the police had to
interfere for his protection. . When the
black flag was hoisted he removed his
hat and remained some moments appear-
ently praying, his features working pain-
fully. o stayed on the spot some time
after the execution, and to the people
who lingered around he said, in a hoarse
voice, **My poor brother, he has died
as bravely as man ever died.” This was
received with cries of “Yes.” He then
departed and the crowd dispersed. The
bog; hung foran hour when it was cut
down and removed for the inquest.

Sister Allin was the daughter of John
and Elizabeth Treble, who, like Zacha-
rias and Elizabeth of New Testament
fame, werd ‘‘both righteous,” having
been converted to God in their youth
amongst the Wesleyan Methodist in Eng-
land, and subsequently uniting with the
Bible Christians in the township of Col-
borne, Ontario, where the subject of this
sketch was born. :
Possessed a gentle and amiable dispo-
sitson, Elizabeth Aun early manifested
an interest in spiritual things, attending,
with her parents, the social as well as the

ublic means of grace, but it was not till
Eer 16th  year that she experienced that
change which enabled her to cry, Abba
Father. This blessed experience was re-
ceived during a gracious revival ir. the
Colborne circuit, under the united labors
of the late Father Green and Bro. H. J.
Nott, much of the fruit of which still re-
mains. From this time forward Sister
Allin was an exemplary Christian, and
devoted her energies in body and mind
to the causé of Christ. She was married
to Wm. Allin about 13 years ago, and
our brother now mourns the absence of a
true helpmeet, yet he sorrows not as
those wit"]lont hope, but speaks of the
sustaining power of that grace which
fitted his beloved partner for the skies,
and the anticipation of & happy re-union
by-and-by. By the death of our dear
sister six little ones are, in their years
of helplessness, deprived of that greatest
of earthly boons, a pious mother, but
that mother committed them with the
fullest confidence to the care of that
Friend who ne’er betrayed a trust.

Other doctors were called in, and all that
medical skill could do, but the blow
might not be warded off. #When it be-
came evident that sho must die she felt
no fear, but calmly commended herself
and those loved ones whom she must
leave behind to the All Father. I visit-
ed her about a week before her death
and found her rejoicing in the God of
her salvation. I said to her, *‘Did you
feel no alarm when you first thought you
should die 7’ “‘Oh, no!"” she said, *‘I
had not a fear.*” For two or three days
previous to her death she was in a semi-
unconscious state, but continued to pray.
Having taken leave of her husband and
friends, and bidden them meet her in
heaven, she seemed only waiting till the
Master should come. @r remains were
taken to Zion church, where the writer
addressed those who had come to pay
their last tribute to departed worth upon
the contlicting desires of the Christian,
Phil. i. 23, after which she was followed
to the Colborne cemetery by a large
number of sorowing friends. Besides
her husband and children she leaves an
aged mother, several brothers and sister,
and a large circle of friends, who feel the
poorer for her removal from eath. But
remembering that it is but a little while,
may they patiently submit and faithful-
ly labor, and so all meet her in the Fath-
er's house above.
