MOHAMMED RECHAD, SULTAN’S
BROTHER, IS THE NEW RULER

Enthusiasm—His Ultimate 
Fate Hangs in Balance

Younger Element of the Young Turks 
Party Demand His Death—They 
Thirst to Avenge Murdered 
Fathers and Mothers and Ravish­
ed Wives and Sisters—Sheik Ul 
Islam Orders Deposition of Abdul 
Hamid, When Decision of Nation­
al Assembly is Made Known to 
Him—Sultan is Captured and 
Taken to Palace on the Bos­
phorus.

Constantinople, April 27—Sultan 
Abdul Hamid was deposed today, put­
ting an end to a reign marked by 
bloodshed and internal dissention and 
by half a century of defying civilized 
Europe and the decencies of interna­
tional relations. His brother, Mo­
hammed Reehad.was immediately pro­
claimed the new ruler amidst scenes 
of wildest enthusiasm.

“Tyrannv has fallen; hail to Rech- 
nd.” was the greeting which heralded 
the new ruler of Turkey from the va-t 
throng w.hich surged through the 
streets of the capital. The ceremonies 
of Reebad’s enthronement, extended 
through the entire dav and great feasts 
will be held through the night. A 
salute oi 21 guns sounded the birth 
of a new era for Turkey. There is 
still douibt as to what will be the fate 
of Abdul Hamid, there being a high 
feeling against hint, and the excite­
ment is so intense all through the 
city thafc more hlortahed ia-feared.

Guns boomed forth the glad news and 
excitement burst all bounds. Troops 
o; the Young Turks, quartered round 
Yildiz Kiosk and other parts of the 
city, gave vent to a clamorous acclaim 
to the new rules. The Young Turks 
entered the Yildiz Kiosk last night 
and seized the sultan and escorted 
him to Cheraghan'palace on the banks 
of the Bosphorous. His entourage was 
also seized.-

The Lion of the Hour.
The lion of the hour in Turkey todav 

is Gen. Schefke> Pasha, who command­
ed the Young Turks when they enter­
ed the city. It is believed the ob­
ject in taking the late sultan to the 
Bosphorous palace was that he might 
hi' batter protected. While general 
order prevails a rising oi the fanatical 
Moslems is feared.

The overthrow of Abdul Hamid’s 
regime is the greatest victory of its 
kind in modern history. The secret 
history of Turkey is filled with the 
wholesale bloodshed of those who pre­
sumed to criticize the sultan or his 
government. In hi» armies spies or 
agents reported every indiscreet word 
or action and the fact that the Young 
Turk movement flourished, in spite 
of all efforts to stamp it out, and fin­
ally triumphed so signally, points to 
the marvellous awakening of the pop­
ulation.

High Priest Orders Deposition.
When the decision of the National 

assembly was conveyed to Sheik Ul 
Islam, chief hierarch of the Moslem 
faith, he decreed the sultan should 
be deposed.

Precautions are being taken to pre­
vent an attack on A/xlul. One of the 
higher leaders among the Y’oung Turks 
said that the older element of the 
Young Turks would have been con­
tent to heVb gained the new sovereign 
without meting out capital punish­
ment to the former ruler,. ,but the 
younger element is not1 so charitable 
for they.have murdered fathers and 
brothers and ravished wives and sist­
ers to avenge on the most hated man 
in Europe.

10,000 Reactionary Prisoners.
A vigorous search continues in the 

European quarter. It is estimated 
now that at least 10,000 prisoners are 
in the Young Turks’ hands. Those 
liable to severe punshment such as 
the rebellious Salonicah Ghasseus- 
have be, n securely roped.

FIGHT TO KEEP FLORENCE
KINRADE OFF THE STAND

George Lynch Staunton Denounces Methods of Crown at Inquest in 
Order to Have Coroner’s Warrant For Arrest of Miss Kinrade 
Quashed by Divisional Court. Describes Scene at Inquest as a 
Scandal. Was Like an All-Night Theatrical Performance.

Toronto, April 28—At the end of an 
hour and a half’s strenuous argument 
this morning, George Lynch Staunton. 
K.C., had not completed his opening 
argument before the Divisional court 
for an order quashing the warrant- 
issued by Coroner Anderson in the 
Kinrade case, to compel the attend­
ance of Florence Kinrade at the in- 
ouest. Towards the close he declared 
that Florence Kinrade had twice sworn 
that she had told all she knew Ih con­
nection with the affair.

“Suppose,” said Justice Magee,-“the 
crown has reason to think that a wit­
ness fias not told everything, and he 
has said that he has told everything, 
is that any reason for not calling him 
back?”

“Then indict him." snapped Mr. 
Staunton. “L" they dd call a witness 
back, then they know something and 
don’t need to call him back. The <5fily

Chancellor Boyd objected that this 
evidence could not be used against a 
witness.

“In the coroner's court ifo one is charg­
ed," said Mr. Staunton, “and they can

Ottawa, April 27—At a special gen­
eral meeting of the Federated Boards 
of Trade and Municipalities of Can­
ada this afternoon, a resolution was 
passed declaring that the Georgian 
Bay ship canal was a practicable pro­
position and was necessary to the ex­
panding transportation interests of the 
Dominion, which Ahe government 
should at once undertake to construct, 
and that in the event of the Dominion 
government being unable to immedi­
ately finance such a work as a na­
tional undertaking th eseheme should 
he handed over to a private corpora­
tion to be carried out, providing that 
the public interest was sufficiently 
safeguarded.

The officers and the council of the 
Federation were appointed a delega­
tion to present the resolution to the 
premier tomorrow. This gathering 
was for the express purpose of deal­
ing with the canal scheme and it was 
qne of the most notable conferences 
ever held in Ottawa. Corporations 
and municipalities from the east to 
the west were represented.

The conference was disposed at first 
to indorse the proposal of an English 
syndicate, headed by Sir Robert Perk- 
ings and Sir Alexander Henderson, !c 
construct the canal at an estimated 
cost of a hundred millions, provided 
the government guaranteed the inter­
est on their bonds oi 3 1-2 per cent. 
The government and company would 
share equally the revenue from the 
tolls charge, which would be under 
government control and the govern­
ment would reserve the right to take 
over the scheme at the cost to the 
company on a day’s notice. How­
ever ,the course indicated by the 
resolution was adopted.

25,000 VICTIMS OF 
MOSLEM FANATICS

Estimate of Christians Massacred in 
Asia Minor—Tribesmen Com­

mit Appalling Atrocities.

Beirut, Syria, April 25—Twenty-five 
thousand is the latest estimate of -the 
number of Christians masacred in the 
governmental district of Adana .and 
thousands have been killed in the 
towns of other districts. How many 
have met their deaths at the hands 
of the fanatic Moslems cannot be 
even estimated now.

Adana Was a Hell.
Adana, Asiatic Turkey, xda Constan­

tinople, April 27.—Rev. Herbert Ad­
ams Gibbons, of Hartford, Conn., a 
missionary stationed here, was an eye 
witness of the scene of terror and de­
struction of the center of the Moslem 
uprising. He says: “The erltire vil­
lage of Adana has been visited by a 
terrible massacre of Armenians, the 
worst ever knoxvn in the history of the 
district. The terror has been univer­
sal and the government is powerless 
to check the disorders.

“Adana was a hell. The bazaars 
xvere looted and set on fire. There was 
continuous and ceaseless shooting and 
killing in every part of the town, and 
fires raged in many quarters.

"Moslems of the neighborhood began 
pouring into the city and notwith­
standing our protests the Vali distri­
buted arms to these men, alleging that 
they were Turkish reserves.

"Missionaries of the Central Turkey 
•mission had assembled for a district 
conference in the center of Adana on 
the day of the outbreak. They re­
ceived and protected hundreds of re­
fugees in the American seminary for 
girls and courageously endeavored to 
pacify the warring element.

“It is said that they spread with

STORM 1$ GENERAL 
THROUGHOUTWEST

Four and a Half Inches at Noon 
—Indications Point to a Break 

—Barometer Rising.

From the head of the Great Lakes 
to the foot of the Rocky Mountains 
the west was Wednesday subjected to 
a heavy fall of snow. From telegraphic 
information received in the morning 
indications were it would continue 
for 24 hours. The storm reached Ed­
monton after -midnight, being preced­
ed by a strong southeast wind. Up 
to noon the fall registered four 
and a half inches. At the meterologi- 
cal station on Fifth street, the barom­
eter is rising, which indicates clearing. 
For ten days there has been very little 
variation in tht barometric pressure. 

Tracks Kept Clear.
The storm, xyhile accompanied by a 

strong wind from the east, lias not 
brought low temperatures with it, and 
it is rapidly melting on the streets. 
The: street railway maintained an 
uninterrupted service. The sxxreeper 
xx-as kept in commission through­
out the day, and no delay in the run­
ning time of the cars was caused, 
caused.

While a snoxv storm on April, 28 is 
not exactly usual, it is not by any 
means unprecedented in the Canadian 
West. The old-timer in Alberta does 
not view today’s downfall of the beau­
tiful with a feeling of alarm. His 
long experience in tlve country and 
his faith in the supremacy of Alberta 
sunshine does not incite him to grum­
ble or ex'en to become facetious. Ho 
recalls snow storms of other years 
and decides there is no cause for worry 
oxrer the flurry of this morning.

It Had to Come.
“A real good snoxv storm has to 

come about this time every year,” 
said H. W. McKenney, M.P.P. for 
Pembina, when asked this morning as 
to his opinion of the weather."

"This snoxv storm will settle the. 
air,” he stated to a Bulletin "represen­
tative. "With a change of moon and 
the usual storm over we are entitled 
to look for fine weather and I think 
we will get it.”

“In the old days farmers used to 
welcome a snoxv storm suck as this. 
The unfortunate part of it, hoxvever.

done. • The storm used to come later 
than this when most of the spring 
wheat xx-as in the ground. With the 

tracks after xvarm, bright weather after the storm 
the grain sprouted very fast and 
splendid crops were the result. The 
storm at this stage- certainly puts 
spring very late, but it is not too late 
yet. .

The Safety Limit.
“Old Bil Gust used to say that spring 

wheat sown before May 24th was safe 
enough,’’ continued Mr. McKenney. 
“The seeding is two weeks later than 
last year now, but if fine weather fol­
lows farmers will have all their seed- ' 
ing done before Bill Gust’s safety 
limit is reached. My experience is 
that whenever the seeding season is 
accompanied ’by a heavy snow storm, 
excellent crops are the result.”

Mr. McKenney, who is one of the 
oldest of the old timers, of St. Albert, 
recalled the thirty years or so since 
he quartered in Alberta, and said that 
a big snow storm in April xvas'a com­
mon thing in the old days. It usually 
came before April 15, but on May 27 
fifteen years ago, the farmers, woke 
up to find two feet of snow on the 
ground. The seasons of recent years 
are not so frequentel by snow storms 
as they used to be years ago.

The Storm of 1865.
“The heaviest fall of the beautiful 

that I ever saw,” said Mr. McKenney. 
“was on the fifth of June, in the year 
1865. All traffic Was stopped for a 
week between Winnipeg and St. Paul, 
where immigrants were making their 
way into Manitoba in the old Red 
River carts.”

Mr. McKenney thought that a snow 
storm at this stage, ten years ago. 
xvould have been a calamity in the 
Edmonton district. Then the farmers 
did not practice mixed farming as they 
doxv now and a failure of the wheat 
crop meant that they were practically 
ruined. Now with their horses, cattle, 
hogs and poultry, what they loose on 
one branch oi farming they' make rip 
in another. He did not think, how-- 
exrer, that it xvould be wise to sow a 
large acreage of spring xvheat this 
year.

“The country xvill be all right, snow 
storm or no snoxv storm,”. said Mr. 
McKenney, in concluding the inter­
view.

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MURDERER SAYS THAT HE HAS
NO MONEY AND NO FRIENDS

Life Convict Barrett Conducts Cross Examination of all the Witnesses 
at His Preliminary Hearing for the Murder of .Richard H. Stedman. 
His Plea is That He Was Refused a Doctor Though Ill all the Time. 
But For Warden McCauley He Would Again Have TT«H Axe in Hand.

“I was sick all the time; I could 
not walk because of shortness of 
breath, and I was never allowed by 
the deputy warden to see the doctor ; 
I was sharpening an axe and the 
deputy warden came into the carpen­
ter shop; he sneered at me and I was 
so aggravated that----- ”

In these words at his preliminary 
]tearing at the Edmonton penitentiary 
on Saturday afternoon was Life Con­
vict Gary R. Barrett telling his story 
simply of the murder of Richard H. 
Stedman, when he was stopped by 
Magistrate Cowan, who warned him 
that what he said was being taken 
down and might be used against him 
at his trial.

"It is nothing but the truth,’’ was
the reply.

The hearing of the evidence at the

were none present but those conduct- 
ing the trial, the guards, witnesses 
and representatives of the press. 
Crown Prosecutor Cogswell represent­
ed the Crown and no lawyer was pre­
sent. for the defence.

The convict Barrett, twice a mur­
derer, now serving a life sentence for 
the shooting of his 12-year-old step­
son in Prince Albert, has been close­
ly guarded since the awful deed of 
April 15th. The result of his con­
finement has told upon him, and he 
appeared on Saturday with pale and 
attenuated face. As the hearing 
progressed his muscles twitched and 
lie occasionally fingered his prison 
cap to conceal his nervousness.

Barrett is a man of medium height 
and 55 years of age. He is clean 
shaven and- is slightly stooped. A 
prominent forehead and a full head 
on top, coming down to much smaller 
size below the ears, does not show 
any sign of abnormality, nor does it 
indicate that- he possesses the traits 
that make him guilty of the terrible 
record which he has established.

He took a keen interest in the trial 
and cross-examined all the witnesses 
at some length. His defenqp, if de­
fence it be, is outlined in his opening 
words as quoted above. During his 
questioning of the witnesses he spoke 
in a low voice and appeared to be 
slightly deaf. No action of his dur­
ing the hearing betrayed the brutal 
nature he has shown, but all the time 
he was in the guarckroom he was 
closely watched by the prison offi­
cials who knew him best, and any 
threatening movement would have 
resulted in instant seizure. As he 
conducted his cross-examination, 
from all of the witnesses who knew 
anything of his case hç secured the 
admission that he had beeli com­
plaining of illness all winter and had 
not been allowed to see the physic­
ian.

Friends and No Money.
“Are you ready for your prelimin­

ary trial,” Magistrate Cowan asked, 
after Barrett had been brought in and 
given a chair.

He "told of being sum­
moned from his office by Instructor 
Pope, who told him that the Deputy 
Warden had been hit by an axe. 
When he went to the carpenter shop 
he found Stedman on the floor, being 
looked after by two of the convicts., 
While the witness was passing Bar­
rett, the latter said : “I wouldn’t have 
done it if he had let me see the doc­
tor.” Barrett was standing about 
twenty-five feet away from where the 
deputy warden lay. Warden Mc­
Cauley also told of the removal of 
Stedman to the hospital ward, theij 
summoning of the penitentiary phy­
sician, Dr. Fori in and the holding of 
the post-mortem examination.

A Keen Cross-Examination.
The prisoner was asked by the 

magistrate if he had any questions to 
ask the witness. Barrett at once1 
rose to his feet and addressed the 
warden :

“Now, 'Mr. Warden, didn’t I say 
that I done it in self defence?”

“You told me something about 
wanting the doctor to see you and 
Stedman not letting him,” Warden 
McCauley replied.

“I told you that I done it in self- 
; defence,” Barrett reiterated*. “I was

Barrett : “I won’t say anything but 
the truth.”

Magistrate : “But I feel it my duty 
to warn you of this matter.”

Barrett : “Oh, thank you, ' thank
you !”

The magistrate then asked the pri­
soner if there were any more ques­
tions he wanted to ask and he con­
tinued :
“'"Have you ever seen a quieter man 

than I was?”
“No, I have not.”
‘Have you ever heard me mak| 

any complaint?”
“Only about ntrt being allowed to 

see the doctor."
Barrett, continuing: “I have never 

seen the doctor blit once, on March 
5th. I have been that sick that I

Magistrate Cowan : "I want to in­
form you again that you shouldn’t 
make those statements in your own 
defence at this time.”

“AIL right, sir, thank you, I won’t 
say any more if you think I have 
said anything I oughtn’t to say. Of 
course, I am telling no lie."

Frank Pope, instructor in the car­
penter shop, tojd of Deputy Warden 
Stedman coming into the shop at 
10.23. He went to where the witness 
was seated and the latter showed 
him a ch ai nr he had fixed. A moment 
later he heard a dull thud and saw 
No. 135, the prisoner, withdrawing 
an axe and going back to the place 
where he was when the deputy war­
den came in. Witness shouted to 
No. 135 to put down the axe and he 
replied “I won't hurt you, Mr. Pope.” 
The convict* ran up to help him lift 
up Mr. Stedman, and then he rushed 
away to tell the warden, telling the 
convicts to take care of the injured 
man. Besides No. 135, there were in 
the room Nos. 163, 44, 1M and 144. 
When he came back the deputy war­
den was laid on a bench, but expired 
as he was being removed to the hos­
pital day ward. Guard Shell then re­
moved the prisoner to the cell block. 

Barrett Continues to Examine.
Barrett being asked if he had any 

questions, again rose and inquired :
“Didn’t you know I said I was sick 

all the time?"
“Yes.”
“And wanted the doctor?”
“Yes.”
“And I couldn’t get him?”
“You could see him by reporting 

sick and being placed on the sick 
list."

“Do you remember that I was 
brought to the hospital?"

“Yes; I remember the time."
“Well, I was never allowed to see 

him after that.” '
“You might go on the sick list.”
“You know I couldn't go to the sick 

, list and go to my cell, as I was so 
leick I couldn’t stay there. “You 
know that tne day before I killed 
Mr. Stedman you gave me an easier 
job, because of my shortness of 
breath.”

The witness replied that he got the 
easier job by the orders of the de­
puty warden.

“You know that I couldn’t lie down 
in the cell?’’

“Yes, you said that.”
“And I would have had to lie down 

there if I’went on the sick list?”
“Yes."
“You never knew a prisoner more_ 

faithful than I was?”
"You were all right."
“And I didn’t try to run away after 

the affair?”
“No.”
“Do you remember speaking to me 

about medicine?"
“I don’t remember any conversa­

tion.”
“And you said you would get me 

the medicine and the deputy warden 
would never know?"

“I never said that.”
“Yes, you did."
“And do you remember that I was 

sharpening an axe when the deputy 
warden came in?”

"You were putting an edge on the 
axe.”

"And the deputy warden sneered et 
me and I was so aggravated at him
that” ----- “but,” said Barrett as he
was stopped by the magistrate again 
starting to warn him, “you warned 
me before and I won't say anything 
else.”

A Convict’s Evidence.
Everett P. Neil, known as convict 

No. 44 in the penitentiary and a work­
man in the carpenter shop, told of 
ttm murder. Afterwards Barrett said 
“If the deputy had used me right it 
wouldn’t have happened.” After the 
attack the witness and No. 163 rushed 
up to assist the instructor and the 
other two boys also came up to help 
but went back to tlieir places again 
to waitch Barrett. The dying man ask­
ed twice for the warden and for In­
structor Pope, then he asked the time 
and the witness told him it was 10.25. 
A few moments later Warden McCau­
ley and the guards came.

Cross examined by Barrètt
"Y'ou know Î was sick, all the win­

ter?” -
“Yes, I lieafd you say you *ere.'

The Ceroner’s Evidence.

Dr. Alex Forin, coroner at the in­
quest and penitentiary physician, told 
of being called and reaching the pen- 
tentiary at 10.50 on the morning of the 
murder. He found the deputy warden 
dead, with a wound-on the back of his 
head. He held an inquest and had 
Drs. Hislop and Biggnr make the post 
mortem examination.

“Do you remember seeing me be 
cause of illness?” Barrett asked in 
cross examination.

“I remember seeing you some time 
ago:"

“Yon never saw me but once?” —
“I don't remember.”
“Yon told me 1 was troubled with 

asthma and my tubes were clogged 
up?"

‘I told you you were troubled with 
asthma.

“And you told Mr. Truscott to rub 
my breast with ointment?"

“I can’t remember the orders I 
gave.”

And the deputy warden came to 
arid told you to give me some cough 
medicine?"

“No, I don't think he did; he nev-r 
interfered with my work.”

'Well he said that and there were 
two other prisoners present at the 
time.”

“Do you remember what treatment 
you gave me?"

“I remember you were on the sick 
list and I gave you what treatment 

thought best. I don’t remember 
now what the treatment was but you 
got what I thought best at the time.”

Dr. J. A. Hislop gave evidence on 
the post mortem and testified that the
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of til* wound described on the- head.
Cross Examined by Barrett.
“Just tell me how long was the 

wound on the back of the head?”
“Four and three-quarter inches.”

Warden Takes no Chances.
"Weil-then it would be impossible 

for that axe to make that wound,” 
said Barrett and he made a motion 
to have the axe, which was resting n 
a table some feet away, handed to 
him. Crown Prosecutor Cogswell 
reached to pass it over but Warden 
McCauIly was on his feet in an in­
stant and seized it saying “No, you 
wont let him have it, that aXe has 
doue enough damage already.” Be­
fore the case was begun the magis­
trate had said it would be unneces­
sary to bring in the axe and the ward­
en had remarked if it were in the 
room that he would have Barrett hand 
cuffed. Shortly after the hearing had 
begun the coroner arrived bringing 
with him the weapon with which the 
murder was committed and he laid 
it on the table where it remained dur­
ing the taking of the evidence.

Dr. Hislop spid that the wound 
could be made by the axe, produced, 
but the prisoner contended that it 
was another weapon that he used.

This ended the taking of evidence 
and the magistrate enquired if Barrett 
would like the evidence re-read to 
him.

“I would like it read over again” 
he replied, '*Uf it would not oe too 
much trouble."

“Well it would be considerable 
trouble" said the magistrate.

"Well, never mind then, thank 
you” was the reply.

Murderer Makes Statement.
The customary warding a» to any 

statement the prisoner might make 
being used against him was read over 
by the magistrate and Barrett was ask­
ed if he had anything to say to which 
he replied, "I wish to say that Mr. 
Pope denied that he said anything to 
me about getting medicine but he did. 
Of course he denies it and all there s 
is my word whether he did it or not

of March and
get them.”

“It is not necessary to say now un­
der what conditions I djd not get 
them,” he replied in answer to a 
question from Warden McCauley.

The warden said that the prisoners 
were all locked up for the night and 
if No. 144 had to be got the case would 
have to be adjourned. Barrett then 
waived his claim ior the evidence of 
that witness.

He was then committed on a charge 
of murder for trial at the June as­
sizes of the Supreme Court which op­
ens on Tuesday, May 4th.

It] 
was vile stuff. The deck was clear- j 
ed each night and a modem, Monte i 
Carlo sprang up. Any game could be 
played, and all were backed by the 
petty officers of the ship. The games 
ran from .twilight till morning and 
$10,800 would be a reasonable esti­
mate of tire amount drawn in by the 
bankers. Few of the games were- 
straight. The ship’s baker sold pies 
at 25 cents a piece, the ingredients 
of which were charged against the 
soldiers’ general mess and did not 
cost him a penny.

“As high as $500 is paid for posi­
tions on the transports if it is known 
that the men are to be paid while on 
board. The salary is but $75 or $100 
for the entire trip. The premium is 
the" same as a gambler pays for pro­
tection to the police, but he does not 
get nearly the protection, on an aver­
age, which is given the crooked dealer 
and monte man on^ a United States 
transport.”

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IMPERIAL NAVAL POLICY.
Militarists will hardly regard Lord 

Milnrer as indifferent to the cause of 
imperial defence. Bu.t ’those of them 
•who . have been gnashing their teeth 
because the Canadian Government 
does not begin annual contributions 
of money or battleships to Britain will 
hardly levy on his speech’in Toronto 
last year ior arguments in favor cf 
their own proposal or against the pol­
icy of the Government. Lord Milner 
declared in Toronto definitely and 
frankly that he did not favor the pro­
posal of the dominions contributing 
money to buikl up one fleet in Brit­
ish waters. This for the reason that 
the donations would be the end o' 
the matter so far as the Dominions 
were concerned. Having paid their 
share of the cost they would leave 
the ‘building of the ships, their man­
ning and management in the hands 
of the home authorities. It is fair to 
conclude that he would regard the do­
nation of 'battleships in the same 
light.

In this policy of paying and doing 
no more there would be nothing in- th ■ 
nature of training for the over-sea 
states in the business- of self-defence. 
The real business of defending the 
Empire would be left in the hands 
of the admiralty in London. The fleet 
would be manned and officered and 
directed by them and the “colonies” 
would have no more to do with the 
real matter of Imperial naval defence 
than the people of China.

There is litftle likelihood of course 
of the over-sea Dominions doing any­
thing -of the kind as a settled policy 
Unless the present war-scare fizzles 
out too soon New. Zealand may send 
over the promised cash contribution 
under the delusion that a crisis is 
on which permits no time for consid­
eration and the determination ol fixed 
and permanent policy. But neither 
New Zealand nor any of the other Do 
minions is likely to adopt this as a 
contmqçus policy. They would on’y 
do so on the .basis of representation 
on .tile admiralty in accord to thcii 
oontri butions, and this représenta 
,t>on -would be so small ae to be mean­
ingless. It might tickle Canadian 
pride to have another added to the 
honorable duties Vf the high commis 
sioner, but practically rt (vould dc 
ilttle more. The combined over-sea 
representation would be "too small to 
exercise any really vital influence ir 
shaping Imperial naval policy. About 
all the Dominion’s representatives 
oonkl do would be to protest and re 
sign when they disagreed with tih 
proposals ci those who knew more 
about the needs of the situation than 
they did themselves—-not a very use 
ful way either of aiding the cause of 
Imperial defence or of promoting goof 
feeling among the imperially feder 
ated nations.

If the present- were an emergency 
and time forbade the planning of1 fixed 
courses of action the proper thing V 
do—the only safe thing to do—woul-, 
■be to give money, to give it quickly -. 
to leave the construction, equipment 
and handling of the ships absolute".;' 
in the hands of the British admiralty 
Butt the present is not an emergency 
At most it is only an awakening to 
■recognition that unless twe adopt pre 
ventive measiircs we may have a:

The Mail arid Empire never shows

T. P. should build a railway from 
Winnipeg to the Pacific a* that Can­
ada should build a railway from the 
prairies to the Atlantic.

The Japanese association of 
Los Angeles, representing 10,000 Jap­
anese in Southern California, had 
possession of all the available launch­
es and excursion boats, wliidh they 
had chartered, and the Japanese vis­
iting the vessel outnumbered the Ann 
ericans ten to one.

BRITISH INHERITANCE TAX

The Wills estate aggregates $15,000,- 
C00 tin which the government takes 
more than $1,590,000 as its inheritance 
tax. In addition to this sum which 
is paid by the executors of the estate, 
each heir will have to pay a stiff tax 
ior the privilege of inheriting. To die 
rich in England is not a disgrace, but 
it’s expensive.

During the past 
four years, 5,293 licenses have been 
extinguished. Statistics prove that ar­
rests for drunkenness decrease as sa­
loons are closed.

Monday's Session.
Ottawa, April 20.—Glen Campbell 

the Conservative member from Daup- 
I bin, who was the hero of the end if 
last weeks’ budget debate, was made 
to look small for a six-footer in the 
first day of this week’s debate. In 
his speech of Friday Mr. Campbell 
was reckless in his use of language 
about the Saskatchewan valley and 
Manitoba Land transactions. He ac­
cused a member of the House, whom 
he did not name, of getting $50,000 
profit and Premier Walter Scott, < f 
Saskatchewan of getting a $10,000 
stock certificate. Dr. Neely, Liberal 
of Hum bolt, tonight repudiated the 
one and discredited the other trans­
action. He was able to show that 
Premier Scott’s hands were clear of 
the transaction charged against him. 
As for the value of the charges against 
an unknown member, Dr. Neely did 
not think it would be as seriovtsly con­
sidered as the statement Glen Camp­
bell made in his election that he 
(Campbell) had bribed an official with 
$2,000 to obtain a closed grazing lease. 
A eelf-confessed briber had as definite 

position in the eyes of the people 
as had the men whom he bribed. Or. 
Neely handled himself and his sub­
ject with the confidence and certain­
ty of an bid parliamentary hand. Glen 
Campbell took the doctor’s bitter 
medicine with the worst possible grace 
and evidently suffered under his 
treatment. Hon. Walter Scott occu­
pied a seat in the speaker’s gallery 
throughout the evening.

Hon. A. B. Aylesworth introduced a 
bill making any member of the Yukon 
Bar eligible for appointment to the 
territorial bench.

Has U. S. Been Ignored.
Hon. R. L. Borden asked if there 

was any truth in the report that Can­
ada ignored several requests from the 
United States to define her position 
regarding the Hecate Straits between 
Queen Charlotte Island and the Brit­
ish Columbia main land. Mr. Borden 
quoted a Washington despatch to the 
Toronto Globe.

The premier stated that, there had 
been some correspondence -between Ot­
tawa and Washington on the subject 
but he could give no further inform­
ation.

Several bills were given third read­
ings including that providing for the 
incorporation ol the Canadian Medical 
Association.

The Minister of Finance informed 
Claude McDonnell (Conservative 
South Toronto) that the supplemen­
tary treaty with France, passed by 
the Senate, but awaits the sanction 
of the deputies, now adjourned and 
the treaty would be simultaneously 
presented to the House of Commons 
for approval.

Replying to J. D. Taylor, (Conser­
vative New Westminster” Hon. Lem­
ieux said the department had no in­
formation concerning Siberian labor­
ers being brought in to work on the 
G.T.l*. under contract. Also that I. 
C. Budd, of Princeton, B.C., had sent 
a postal note of $100 to Bill Miner at. 
the penitentiary, where it was placed 
with the other $149 taken from Miner 
when arrested in the Bank of Mon­
treal to Miner’s credit.

generated into a squabble over party 
politics. Although some thirty speech­
es were delivered, there were lew 
striking declarations from either sides 
oi the house. In fact, the discussion 
wandered so far away from matters 
of trade and finance that the ministers 
and members lost interest in it, and 
it closed without the customary speech 
by the leader of the opposition and 
the reply by the minister of customs.

The House went into committee on 
Mr. Fielding’s resolution and report­
ed progress. It will be disposed of 
today when the consideration of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific loan will be re­
newed. The discussion tonight chief­
ly centered on a refutation by the Con­
servatives on Dr. Neely’s charges that 
the Manitoba attorney-general prosti­
tuted his office during last election.

The -budget debate was continued by 
E. M. MacDonald (Liberal, Piet on), 
Wm. Wright, (Conservative Muskoka) 
and D. D. Mackenzie (Liberal Cape 
Breton). The Nova Scotians expres­
sed themselves as opposed to the pro­
posal in the Payne tariff for recipro­
city in -coal. They claimed that while 
the duty imposed was but a slight bur­
den on Canadians, the benefit to East­
ern Canada was great.

Hon. Sydney Fisher’s bill to cre­
ate a permanent commission on the 
conservation of the natural resources 
of Canada was given a second reading. 
The Minister of Agriculture explained 
that the conservation conference ,. t 
Washington, at which Canada was re­
presented, had recommended the es­
tablishment of a permanent commis­
sion to look after the resources of this 
country and this bill was the result. 
The commission is to be composed f 
thirty-two members and a chairman. 
Three of these will be appointed by 
the Federal government, one from 
each province, usually the minister 
ill charge of the lands of the province 
and twenty members appointed by or- 
dcr-in-council, the commissioners will 
not be paid and will receive only their 
travelling expenses. There will be an 
office in Ottawa under the civil ser­
vice, in charge of a .secretary.

CONTRACTORS SUEING COMPANY

Guelph and Goderich Line Fighting 
Claims for Half a Million.

Toronto, Ont., April 26.—With a 
row of six legal experts to present the 
case, and a good sized wagon load of 
books and papers to examine. Justice 
Briton commenced hearing in the non- 
jury assizes today of an action where­
in the plaintiffs claim $523,574, and 
defendants put in a counter claim of 
$250.000. The plaintiffs are Michael 
A. Pigott, of Hamilton ; Herbert E. 
Larkin and Alex. Sangster, of St. 
Catharines, while the defendants are 
the Guelph and Goderich Railway 
company. Work was completed in 
August, 1907, at a total cost Of $1,117,- 
115. Of this they have received $593,- 
540, leaving the balance claimed, 
namely, $523,574, including extra 
work. The railway company has of­
fered them $109,000 in full payment, 
which they refuse.

FREIGHT STEAMER STONED.

Took a Non-Union Crew Out of Cleve­
land—Strike May Be Ordered.

Cleveland, April JO The first lawless­
ness in ^connection with the mariners’ 
strike occurred hero this morning, when 
the steamer Walsh left port. The Walsh, 
with a non-union crew, i took on a cargo 
of coal at Irish town dock. Crowds gath­
ered along the docks and the big freight­
er was stoned -from the time «shè passed 
Main avenue -bridge until she reached 
the piers. Aside from a number of bro­
ken windows, no damage was done 
aboard the ship. The Walsh Sailed 
tonight.

Shipping masters and officers of trans­
portation companies have had Consider­
able trouble getting sailors aboard, the 
boats, but it is claimed that eight-four 
men were shipped here since Saturday. 
Arms were placed aboard the steamers - 
Gary, Fitch, Carnegie, Yosemite, Paine, 
McGcan and Walsli. The officials of the 
cooks’ union say all their members will 
leave the boats as soon as the, seamen 
strike, and the sailors expect to get or­
ders in the morning.

Pasha, the grand vizier, today pre 
suited to thé Sultan the resignation o* 
the Cabinet recommending him to call 
the piesidents of the Chamber and 
Senate to confer with him regarding 
the nomination of a new Grand Viz­
ier. Later Koutchouk Said Pasha an­
nounced that, at the request of Par­
liament, the Cabinet has temporarily 
withdrawn its resignation.

He 
would be handsome if lie had lgss 
flesh about his face, which gives him 
a bloated "appearance. It is a Turkish 
mark of good Irving and shows a lack 
of physical exercise. The new sultan 
was dressed "in an European suit, a 
heavy frock coat, tightly buttoned, 
and his trousers were of the plaid 
that w as fashionable 15 years ago. He 
bears a remarkable likeness to Ab­
dul Hamid. Although he is 64 years 
of age he carries his age. well,

/ Who the New Sultan Is.
Prince Reschad Effendi is a brother 

of the deposed Sultan. He was born 
November 3, 1844. and is the direct 
heir to the Turkish throne in accord­
ance with the law of the Turkish Em­
pire relative to. succession. Upon as­
suming the reigns oi power Reschad 
will probably take the name Abdul 
Medjid Effendi. ,

Reehad Effendi has beep on un­
friendly terms with his brother for 
more than twenty-five years. Abdul 
Hamid, soon after his ascension to 
the throne, resolved.to sever all con­
nections with tlie other members of 
his family, and his bitterness against

Constantinople, April 28—The reign 
of Abdul Hamid IT ended with his 
deposition and the accession of his 
tyither, Mehomméd Reehad Effendi. 
a sf MAh aWmeti V—a Variation bf Me- 
hbmfned—it béing considered inappro­
priate-to assume the precise name of 
the prophet. The two houses of,par­
liament meeting as a patronal assemlo 
ly approved tile decree of. déposition
vliich Was read by the Sheik UT Is­

lam, chief of the Ulemas, andisupreme 
judge on ecclesiastical questions. The 
document recites that Abdul Hamid’s 
acts were contrary to" the sacred law 
and set forth a long list of crimes, 
the whole making a terrible indict-j 
ment. The assembly chose Mehom- 
med Reehad as sultan and appointed 
committees to notify the dethron -d 
sovereign and his successor of its ac­
tion. The firing of 103 guns announc­
ed to the waiting people that a new 
sultan had been proclaimed.

The ceremonies connected with the 
transfer of the power were simple. The 
newly chosen ruler came from his pal­
ace in gala attire, marched through 
the streets, lined with troops and 
cheering thousands and took the oath 
at the war office. He then proceeded 
to the parliament and later went to 
the Dolmabagtsche palace "as head oi 
the empire, where, for so many years 
he had practically heén a prisoner. 

Martial Law Relaxed.
Martial law has bo?n relaxed and 

the people gave themselves over to 
celebrating the victory of the Young 
Turks party and the end of Abdul 
Hamid’s reign. Many buildings were 
Illuminated and thousands of rounds 
Were fired by the soldiers for joy. 
General good humor prevails " every­
where. The question of the new cab­
inet has not been settled, but it is 
thought that Ahmed Riza will be 
grand vizier while some of liis associ­
ates probably will be Hitrna Pasha, 
the former premier, as minister of the 
interior; Djavid Bey. as minister of 
finance; and Rifaal Pasha, as minister 
of foreign affairs.

Abdul Hamid "is a prisoner in Sal- 
orie.a, the stronghold of thé Young 
Turks. He was removed last night by 
special train. Eleven women of his 
harem are with him, apparently thov- 
ed out by the Yoimg Turks, because 
of fears of an.' attempted rescue'. 

Religious Outbreak Feared. 
Constantinople, April 27—There is 

grave reason to fear an outburst of re­
ligious fanaticism taking Hie form of a 
massacre of Christians in some-parts of 
the country. .Nevertheless..the transfer 
of the Sultan pas been .effected . strictly 

a con- -Ul Moslem traditions and with greater 
decency than was displayed in the cir­
cumstances of Alxlul Hamid’s en­
thronement, more than tlijrty years ago. 
The young Turks say they possess over­
whelming

determination of the Young Turks that 
the reactionary leaders fear to make 
"an" "open break. The sultan’s down­
fall Is' the result of the joint Work of 
the national assembly, whir hsecretlv 
voted in favor of the deposition, and 
the religious edict of Sheik Ul Islam 
approving anc} legalizing the deposi­
tion".' Tlie Young Turks formally took 
possessibn today of the palace with 
th ■ enthronement of the dethroned 
sultan's brother. Foreigners were 
warned not to interfere, but many 
braved the dangers of the streets to 
look upon the excited throngs.

Have Been Trying to Communicate 
With us For Ages.

Paris, April 26—While Prof. Bick­
ering, at Harvard, is reported to have 
proposed a plan for signalling to the 
planet Mars by means of large mir­
rors, Martians are probably already 
signalling to us.

In the opinion of M. Camille Flam­
marion, “every condition points to 
the probability that Mars is inhabited 
by animal life.” He said today, “but 
the time probably has not yet come 
for us to successfully signal them, 
though it may be that they long havo 

ibeen aignallilig us. :-
“All cosmological studjés go to show 

that Mars is older and has attained a 
greater development than the earth. 
The Martians are probably infinitely 
superior intellecttially to us, wlio have 
not yet lie-roed to conduct affairs, and 
spend three-quarters of our resources 
ill maintaining engines of destruction.

‘Martians were probably trying to 
communicate with the earth millions 
of years before our mammoth and cave 
men period. Never having received a 
reply, they possibly concluded that, 
the earth was not inhabited by crea­
tures of intelligence. In my opinion- 
communication will not be established 
in our time but perhaps will be at a 
far distant day.”

SPLIT IN UNIVERSITY QUESTION

Commissioners Investigating Manito­
ba University Disagree on Ques­
tion of Religion.

Winnipeg, Man.. April 25.—A leng­
thy report signed by Justice Cameron 
and W. A. McIntyre, two members of 

commission of seven appointed by 
the Provincial government to inquire 
into the university question. Evident­
ly, it is a minority report, and is in­
teresting on account of thee rumor 
that the commission was hopelessly 
split on the question of religion. The 
report advocates the establishment • f 
a complete university to be adminis­
tered by governors appointed by the 
province and maintained from public 
taxation.

Discussing the religious question, 
the report declares that denomination­
al colleges should not, have control 
of tlie university nor any part of the 
curriculum. It recommends that scho­
larships should be awarded as a re­
sult of examinations and cl^ss records 
ctimbined, rather than by afbit-rary 
examination. It also recommends 
the .widening, of the university sphere 
that it may improve all people, the 
extensions being governed by the nec 
essities of the people. Finally it re­
commends the acceptance of students 
and standings private, institutions 
that the governors think deserving, 
such institutions being dropped if. 
they fail to live up to the standard. 
The majority* report is a Waited with 
peculiar interest, in view* of the evi­
dent split.

CITY Will GO INTO 
INSURANCE BUSINESS

W|ll , Insure City Buildings Up to 
Forty Per Cent, of Their Cost and 
Give Another Forty Per Cent, to 
Insurance Companies — Council 
Favor Sunday Street Cars.

'Eke city council ia- regular session 
Tuesday decided that the city 
should go , into the imisurance busi­
ness, and if the scheme works out 
satisfactorily it will meqn that in a 
few years the city will be carrying 
ell its own insurance, independently 
of insurance companies. The first 
step in this direction was taken last 
evening, when a report of the com­
missioners recommending that 40 
per cent, of the value of city buildings 
and contents be placed with insur­
ance companies and that another 40 
per cent, be carried by the city, was 
adopted. The city will insure their 
share at the regular rates, the pre­
miums to be set aside to form a 
general insurance fund, from which 
the city’s share of any loss may be 
paid.

This insurance scheme was sug­
gested two years ago, but the coun­
cil did not see their way • elear , to 
adopting They felt then that the 
risk for the first few years would be 
too great, should a disastrous fire 
among city buildings take place. 
This has been overcoine, however, by 
the city carrying only half of the 
risk at the outset and gradually as­
suming the full risk as the fund into 
which the insurance premiums is 
paid grows.

At the present time some $188,400 
insurance is carried op. city buildings, 
for which the city pays $3,293.50 each 
year in premiums. A rough estimate 
places the value of the buildings in­
sured at $475,000. If these are in­
sured at 80 per cent, of their value 
the premium paid at 2 per cent, will 

, be $7,600. One-half of this will be 
paid by the city, which means that 
$3,800, or thereabouts, will be put 
into the insurance fund every year 
under the system adopted last even­
ing.

Commissioners’ Recommendation. .
The commissioners’ report On this 

question of the insurance on city 
buildings and their contents, which 
was adopted, was as follows :

“Tour commissioners recommend 
that insurance to the extent of 40 per 
cent, of the value of city buildings 
and contents be placed with insur­
ance companies, and that the city 
carry the balance of the insurance up 
to 86 per cent. Of the value, the pre­
miums at the regular rates being set 
aside to form a general insurance 
fund. from which the city’s share of 
any loss may "be paid.

Wanted Half*Holiday.
A number of the merchants of the 

city petitioned the .city council to 
declare a half ho)idày on Thursday 
afternoon on account of the hospitil 
bazaar. They stated that they were 
willing to close their stores. The cornu 
c;: decided, that.the city was getting 
a little too large to declare holidays 
in this way, but they will offer no 
objection should the petitioners wish 
to close their stores. *»

Deadlock Over Market Site.
The city council discussed the ques­

tion of a suitable bay market site in 
the city at some length last evening. 
A large number, of proposed sites in 
the east end of the city were submit­
ted and the outcome was a deadlock., 
one half of the council favoring one 
site and the other half- the other 
site.

The choice lay between a site in 
block 1, Norwood, which will cost 
$49,200, and a site on Queens avenue 
to cost $36,000. The Queefts avenue 
site consists of lots 170 to 177, with 
360. feet frontage on First street, and 
lots 118 to 121 with 1,000 feet frontage 
on Queens avenue. Those favoring 
the Queens avenue site for the hay 
market were Mayor Lee and Aid- 
Fraser, McKinley and Gariepy, while 
those supporting the Norwood site 
were Aid. Armstrong. Molnnis, Man,, 
son and Lundy. Aid. Agar was not 
present. The matter «ill probably be 
brought tip for further consideration 
at the next council meeting.

Routine Business.
The proposal of the owners of Glen- 

ora sub-division to erect bridges in 
the Groat estate if* the city would ex­
tend a ear line to their property was. 
laid on the table for the present.

The city engineer was authorized 
to purchase gravel from Strathcona 
and from Wests w»v and Mandera un­
til such time as the Huff dredging 
company could supply suitable gravel.

The matter of establishing the C. 
N. R. grades in the city was left in 
the hands ôf the commisioners.

The application of Wm. M. Leonard 
for assistance in his projected tour of 
Canada and the British Isles with 
limelight views of Edmonton, was 
laid on the table for one week when 
Mr. Leonard will probably explain 
his scheme more fully.

The communication from A. Boud­
reau, M.P.P.. of St. Albert, regarding 
the grading of the road to St. Albert, 
was filed. The commisioners are ex­
amining %ito the cost of grading the 
city’s share of this road.

The Exhibition association were 
granted fire protection during the fair 
to be held here in July.

The communication from the medi­
cal health officer regarding the loca­
tion of manholes in various parta of 
the city was filed.

The ladies in charge of the hospital 
bazaar were granted tree light for the 
Thistle rink during the bazaar this 
week,

W. jSijnpsoty was appointed a per- 
-rpanent constable on the city police 
foBce upon the recommendation of 
Chief JLancey,

The Edmonton Creche was given a 
grant of $85 .per month to -assist in

The report of the finance committee

$188,400 $3,293.50 
Aldermen Favor Sunday Cars.

Steps will- be taken during the next 
few weeks-to secure the operation of 
Sunday street cars in Edmonton. At 
the council meeting last evening, Al­
derman Gariepy moved that the city 
solicitor be instructed to draw up 
the necessary by-law providing for 
the operation of street cars on Sun­
day, at the same time as the bylaw 
was prepared for the purchase of the 
McDonald property on McDougall 
avenue for $45,000 for a city hall and 
market site. All the aldermen were 
in favor of the operation of street cars 
on Sunday, except Alderman Lundy. 
It is understood that petitions have 
been prepared and will be circulated 
among the ratepayers of the city ask­
ing for Sunday care. After the neces­
sary by-law has been passed by the 
city council it will be submitted to a 
vote of the ratepayers and a two- 
thirds majority is necessary to carry 
it.

To Clean Up the City.
-The city council decided to get- aside 

one or two days during the month of 
May in which every property owner 
is expected to clear his property of 
all unsightly rubbish and waste 
material. The fixing of the" date wjU 
be left to the commissioners and will 
probably be May 13 and 14, the latter 
day being Arbor Day.

Awnings Must be 6 Feet, 6 Inches.
AM awnings in the city must be at 

least 6 feet, 6 inches from the sidewalk 
and the iron rods or supports must be 
7 feet, 6 inches. This was decided 
upon as a result of a petition of sev-. 
eral merchants in the city to, liave the 
minimum height of a.wnings reduced 
from 7 feet, 6 inches, to 6 feet, 4 
inches.

Commieioner Butchart reported that 
59 awnings in the city were examined 
yesterday. Of tnese 9 were under 6 

• feet high, ten were an even 6 feet 
and the balance ranged from 6 feet, 1 
inch, to 6 feet, 11 inches. Sixteen of 
the merchants who signed the peti­
tion had frwtiings under the height pe­
titioned fer. The council decided to 
give the merchant every possible ad­
vantage of shade and at the same time 
to protect pedestnails. They accord­
ingly Sited the minimum height as 6 
feet, 6 inches.

Citizens Not Enthusiastic in Financ­
ing Complainant Side of Case.

Montreal, April 27—The first day of 
the Montreal royal commission did 
not prove very exciting, being chiefly 
devoted to the securing of data and 
laying a foundation upon whidh to 
proceed later on. It is expected to be 
a very protracted siege, if sufficient 
funds are forthcoming, but the citi­
zens do not seem to be very enthusi­
astic about financing the complainant 
side of the case, and though the citi­
zens’ committee has asked for $6,000. 
it is stated that little more than ten 
per cent, of this sum has been put up 
yet. An odd feature of the thing js 
that while so far the investigation has 
been almost entirely in French, the 
money has been mainly subscribed by 
English-speaking citizens.

St. John’s Nfd.. April 27—The 
Daily News prints a sensatiotial story 
claiming that exrPremier Sir Robert 
Bond, although appanetnly antogrtos- 
tie to conféré ration, has been quietly 
negotiating through Hy, J. Crowe, a 
company promoter, with;. Sir Freder­
ick Borden, representing the Cana­
dian government. In substantiation 
the News prints letters showing that 
Mr. Crowe tried to tempt J. F. Dow­
ney. a> supporter of Premier Morris, 
to break the deadlock in the house, 
offering him the speakership for the 
session, and the deputy ministership 
of marine and fisheries subsequently ; 
also letters from Ex-Premier Bond to 
Mr. Crowe confirming the offer. Mr. 
Crowe’s correspondence contains ' a 
statement that Ex-Premier Bond had 
drawn Mr. Crowe’s attention to a 
loophole in last fall’s manifesto where­
in Ex-Premier Bond declared he would 
not consider confederation,, except, at 
the desire of the people.

J. F. Downey gave the story away, 
because Ex-Premier Bond was trying 
a confederation plot on Sir Edward 
-Morris. Mr. Downey claims that in 
December .Mr. Crowe asserted that he 
was intermediary between ex-Pre- 
mier Bond and Ottawa, and thryfc iav- 
orable terms had been definitely ar­
ranged, including the assuming by 
Canada of the Newfoundland debt, 
acquiring the Reid -company’s railway 
which was to be handed to thé Inter­
colonial railwdy, and large expendi­
tures for marine development aggre­
gating millions in the next two de­
cades. The Bond supporters are wild, 
and xsay it will absolutely destroy 
Bond’s chance of regaining control of 
the government.

Says Is is Absurd.
Ottawa, Ont., April 27.—Sir Fred­

erick Borden has made the following 
statement in respect to the story pub­
lished in a Montreal paper to the ef­
fect that Sir Robert Bond, ex-Premier 
of Newfoundland, had through a cer­
tain Harry J. Crowe, been negotiat­
ing with him (Sir Frederick) with the 
object of bringing Newfoundland into 
the Canadian confederation : “Mr. 
Crowe, who comes from Bridgetown, 
N.S., is an old friend of mine. He 
went to Newfoundland years ago and 
acquired large timber areas there. Na­
turally enough, he eompiunicated 
with me and especially with regard 
to the entry of Newfoundland into 
the Canadian confederation. There 
was nothinjj, of course, in all this but 
a mutual interest in the rounding out 
of confederation. However, as to the 
intimation that Sir Robert Bond was 
at all concerned ih the matter, I may 
say that Mr. Crowe, in his letters to 
me, invariably spoke of exJPretnier 
Bond as being the chief opponent of 
confederation : Mr . Crowe was \a busi­
ness man with large interests in the 
colony, and as a Canadian would na­
turally express Ms views on this larger 
question of confederation to me, a 
fellow Canadian. That there was any­
thing in our correspondence to justi­
fy the charge that interference was 
contemplated in the local politics of 
Newfoundland is simply absurd."

BILL MINER IN OTTAWA.

TAFT TO ^/fSlT ALAékA

If He Does He Will Be First Presi­
dent to Make Trip.

Washington, D. C., April 26.—Presi­
dent Tate will visit Alaska if he comes 
to the Pacific Coast this summer, ac­
cording to an announcement made to­
day at the White House. According 
to his present plans, the President 
will start from Washington soon after 
August 1, and tour the coast from Al­
aska to Lower California, returning 
east via Arizona, New Mexico, Texas 
and Louisiana. Before making his 
trip he will go to his “summer capi­
tal” at Beverly, where he will spend' 
June and July.

Railroad officials were requested to 
estimate the cost of the President's 
Western trip. It was stated that from 
rought estimates the first trip would 
piobably cost about $17,000. The ex­
tent of Taft’s Western trip is contin­
gent upon a congressional appropria­
tion of ,$25,000.

He will be obliged to go to heavy 
expense, as he will have to have spec­
ial trains, secretaries, stenographers 
and guards. .

If Taft visits Alaska he wilF be the 
first president of the United States to 
make the trip. He trill be accompan­
ied by liis wife throughout the tour. 
According to his plans, the President 
will visit the Seattle exposition, the 
National Irrigation Congress at Spo- 
Vkfife, the Trans-Mississippi Congress 
at Denver and the -C.A.R. convention 
at Salt Lake.

ALL MINES IN SOUTHERN 
ALBERTA WILL BE IDLE

The Result of a Coal Shortage Which 
Must Ensue Within the Next Two 
Weeks Will be Great Loss to the 
Farmers—Principle Involved in 
Strike is That of Closed Shop.

Premier Scott’s Dignified Reply.
Ottawa, April 26.—Premier Scott, 

of Saskatchewan, who is in the city 
today, was asked if he had any reply 
to make to the charge laid by Glen 
Campbell, Dauphin, that while a mem­
ber of Commons he had accepted a 
gift of $10,000 worth of stock in the 
Saskatchewan Valley and Manitoba 
Land Company for his services in get­
ting a bill put through parliament. 
Mr. Scott said he had no replay to 
make. The charge had been made 
during the last election and had been 
withdrawn. There nas ibeen a ses­
sion of the legislature since and the 
matter had not even been referred to.

Lewis’ Daylight Bill Reported.
Ottawa, Ont,, April 26.—The day­

light saving bill promoted by E. M. 
Lewis, and which was referred to a 
specal committee of the Commons, 
was reported this morning with at) 
amendment that it should go into 
operation from the first Sunday in 
April to the first Sunday in Novem­
ber. Mr. Lewis announced that nine­
teen boards of trade in Canada had 
passed resolutions favoring the mea­
sure. ' During the period mentioned, 
it is proposed tq advance the clocks 
one hour in order to gain more day­
light during -the working days. It 
will be asked to make the bill a gov­
ernment order.

Fire Destroyed Valuable Saskatoon 
Storage Building and Contents.

Saskatoon, Sask., April 27—Oil 
warehouse on mill track, where the 
Saskatoon Storage and Forwarding 
Company store their consignments of 
goods, was completely destroyed by 
fire this aftefnoon. rTlie building was 
tilled with lubricating , oil, gasoline 
and other inflamable substances, die 
property of the Winnipeg Oil Com­
pany, and contained not less than 
three carloads of material. The fire 
brigade arrived on the Spot immedia­
tely after the alarm was given, but 
were unable to render any assistance 
whatever owing to the inflamable na­
ture of the contents of the building 
and to the fact that the nearest hy 
drant was 4,000 ft. away. The contents 
of the storehouse were insured.

Suit Over B.C. Timber Deal.

a mill, at Chase, B.C., near Kamloops. 
The suit is a conflict Over an agree­
ment, each side claiming that the 
other .violated its terms.

Notorious Bandit said to'Have Visit­
ed Relatives—Col. Sherwood
Doubts Story.

Ottawa, April 27.—That the notor­
ious Bill Miner was in Ottawa Satur­
day, April 17, and remained here for 
several hours, that he was in the 
house of David McNab, 12 Redpath 
stree,t and that he left the Redpath 
home for Carleton RJaee, where he re­
mained for a time, to turn to a ham­
let near Ottawa, where he is now hid­
ing, is the sensational story that the 
Evening Journal published this even­
ing.

The Journal says that McNab saw 
the local police. Chief Detective 
Dicks, interviewed tonight, bore this 
out, but says the name given was not 
McNab. He referred the man to Col. 
Sherwood, head of the Dominion.- Po­
lice. McNab is a man the greater part 
of whose life was spent in the West. 
He was always intimately acquainted 
he jsays, with Bill Miner, who, he 
claims, is his kinsman. Interviewed 
by the Journal, he said that Miner 
came to his house in broad daylight. 
The man refuses to give his reasons 
for giving information that may lead 
to Miner’s arrest. Regarding Miner’s 
escape from the Westminster peniten­
tiary, McNab claims that he is con­
versant with every detail of the sensa­
tional escape. '

The sister superior­
ess is at the Hotel Dieu in a precari­
ous condition, but there are hopes for 
her recovery.

Calgary, April 2&-That all the coal 
mines in Alberta/with the exception 
of one small one at Frank, are now 
idle, is the statement of P. L. Nai- 
smith, manager of the Lethbridge col­
lieries, whq arrived here today. Mr- 
Naismith did not feel inclined to dis' 
eus s, the strike to any great extent.

“Frank Sherman has called all the 
men out,” lie said. “They are now 
out at. Taber and everywhere else, with 
the exception of a .small mine' at 
Frank, and the wire le principle involv­
ed is that of the closed shop.”

Asked as to the probability of seri­
ous tie-ups in railroading and other 
industries if the strike continued, he 
vouchsafed only the one word, a very 
decided “undoubtedly."

“It means but one thing," he aver­
red later, “and -that is a prolonged 
general strike of all the eoal miners 
in Alberta.”

Mr. W. F. Little, elf the Canmore 
mines, fs also in the city. Beyond 
saying that he hoped for the good of 
everyone concerned, cither directly 
or indirectly, that the trouble would 
be speedily ended, Mr. Little had no­
thing to say.

Effect Will be Serious.
If the present strike, of the coal min­

ers in Alberta keeps up for even ,s 
brief two weeks more, serious results 
to railroading and agricultural work 
in the province will ensue. Already 
engines in the local yards are being 
fired by eoal briquettes, as the sup­
ply of ordinary steam coal is-rapidly 
diminishing.

At Maeleod the Canadian Pacific 
has evidently been preparing for a 
shortage, as vast heaps of coal have 
been laid along the tracks. In- the 
opinion of the railroad men, however, 
this is not sufficient to last over two- 
weeks.

Around Lethbridge, and all thpougl 
southern Alberta, steam plowing out­
fits. with a number of contracts on 
hand, will be unable to fulfil them r! 
the supply of coal is not kept up.

At Nanton several of the plows have 
already been tied up temporarily, and 
the difficulty experienced in getting 
enough coal to keep them going for 
even a short time longer’has warned 
those operating them that it will be 
orlly a matter of days before they are 
forced to discontinue the work until 
after the strike.
"Should this turn out to be the case 

the loss to the farmers vrill be » 
large one. as they have been invest: 
ing heavily in machineiy this sprint- 
and should they not be able to break 
and seed as much acreage as they an­
ticipated, they will not be able to 
meet their notes when the latter fall 
due.

AUSTRALIA SHIPS SUBSIDY.

Steamship Company Awaits Action of 
Federal Government in Regard 
Thereto.

Vancouver, B. C., April 26.—Be­
cause the Dominion government has 
not yet signified its intentions with 
respect to the extension of the sub­
sidy of the Canadian-Australian steam­
ship line, operating steamships be­
tween Vancouver and Sidney, the bus­
iness of the line is at a standstill. 
The present subsidy will expire in 
June, and pending some settlement 
of the matter one way or the other 
the company finds itself in a position 
of being unable to advertise sailing 
oj- contract for business from Austra­
lie after the July sailing from Sidney. 
This means the loss of many thous­
ands of dollars in Heights and con­
siderable prestige as a passenger 
route. Months ago the Union Steam­
ship company of New Zealand, oper­
ating the Canadian-Australian line, 
applied to the government at Ottawa 
for an increase in the amount of the 
subsidy paid for the transportation 
of mails. On its part the company un­
dertook to establish a twenty-one day 
service -by placing^ faster steaers 
on the route. It ,is"now lamed that 
the Federal government this month 
informed the Union Steamship com­
pany that no increased subsidy would 
be granted.

MODERN SOCIAL CONDITIONS.

Mrs. Rose Pastor Stockes Does Some 
Plain Talking in Boston.

Boston, Mass., April 26.—Mrs. Rose 
Pastor Stockes, speaking at Maverick 
Church, East Boston, said : “The 
critics of Socialism have said that 
Socialism is a man leaving his wife 
for an “affinity,” but that is not the 
case. I think that it will be neces­
sary to abolish the Republican and 
Democratic parties in order to stop 
a man from taking an "unaffinity" 
and getting rid of hts wife. Of course 
it is impossible for a man and wo­
man to live together as husband and 
wife, even if they are married by the 
law of the state, if they do not love 
each other.

“There are in this country 1,000,000 
married women working, because 
their husbands do not earn enough 
to support them and their children. 
There are also 2,000,000 little chil­
dren working their lives away in fac­
tories and mines to eke out an in­
sufficient family wage. There are 
50,000 women in New York City liv­
ing shameless lives, -because they can­
not exist on the wages paid in the 
factories and sweatshops of the city.

“I recently met four women who are 
on the streets, and they told nie they 
could earn more money on the streets 
of New York than they could earn 
in the factories.”

Prohibition in Florida.
Tallahassee, Fla., April 26.—The 

house of representatives today, by 53 
to 16 votes, passed the McMillan 
State-wide prohibition bill, which nas 
passed the senate. The measure now 
goes back to the senate for concur­
rence in two minor amendments. The 
bill submits the question to the voters 
of Florida in 1910.

Automobile Man Fined $3,600.
Halifax, April 26.—E. L. McDonald, 

manager of the Halifax hotel, was 
condemned by a Jury today to pay 
$3,690 damages to the widow of Isaac 
Hutchings, who was killed by Mc­
Donald’s automobile some months 
ago, the owner being in charge at 
the time. Mrs. Hutchings had sued 
for $10,000.

Awful Condition of Youngster Who 
Lived in a Single Room.

Woodstock, Ont., April 26—High Cojint.v- 
Constable Ben Hobson brought to the 
House of Refuge last night seven of the 
eight children found in the horrible 
quarters occupied by Elizabeth Davis 
arrested at Richwood on Monday after­
noon, charged with bigamy, and Martin 
Cronkwright, -with -whom she was living, 
and to whom she had been last married, 
charged with vagrancy.

The eighth child, the eldest, was left 
at Paris, where he is working. The chil­
dren were in terrible shape and incon 
ceivably dirty. Their hair was infested 
with vermin, and Mrs. Murray, matron 
of the refuge, took a pair of horse clip­
pers and removed the -hair of all. Then 
bodies were literally black with dirt, 
and apparently they had not been wash 
ed for months. Their clothing was n 
rags and very filthy.

The children range in age from three 
years ,to fifteen years, and with the ex­
ception of one who has lost an eye, by 
an accident, appear to be intelligent and 
sound phsically, though they are dwarf­
ed mentally and physically by their ab­
solute lack of training.

The children did not know the taste 
of milk, and did not like it at first. 
They are in charge of the Children’s 
Aid Society, and will be placed in 
homes.

The family of ten had one bedroom, 
ten feet square, and littered up with 
rubbish at that. People -of the neighbor­
hood knew of their condition, but were 
disinclined towards taking any action.

It is said that when the woman mar­
ried Cronkwright in Paris last Feb­
ruary, having two other husbands alive, 
the couple borrowed money for the li­
cense and proffered the minister ten 
cents, the extent of their. wealth, as 
his fee. He declined it. The man says 
he married the woman to get someone 
to look after his children, and she 
brought her five by former husbands, 
and they went into partnership.

Drowned Fording Belly River.
Lethbridge, -Alberta, April 27.—Da­

vid Davidson, a young Scotchman, 
was drowned this morning fording 
the^ Belly river neor this city with a 
team and wagon. The body has not 
yet been recovered.

Lethbridge. April 27—The miners 
and operators, held a conference last 
night at Taber.

The Seven Unseated Aldermen Appeal 
to Court of Appeals.

Montreal, April 26.—À new phase 
in the famous case under which the 
seven leading city aldermen of the, 
finance committee were unseated and 
disqualified on. a technicality was 
opened today when the court of ap­
peals unanimously oecided that- they 
would hear an appeal on the ground 
that the proceedings were broader 
than mere quo warranto: But while 
the aldermen have apparently gained 
an advantage they have really burn 
ed tlyeir ships behind them. They had 
appealed to Quebec for legislative aid 
to upset the decision of the courts and 
get their seats back. But now that 
the court of appeal has taken up the 
matter, the legislature cannot act, as 
the case is still subjudice and by the 
time the court of appeal has dealt 
with the matter the legislature will 
have prorogued so that if the judg­
ment goes against them they will be 
finally unseated, disqualified for two 
years and condemned to reimburse 
the city nearly $3,500.

Toronto, Ont., April 27—The Church 
of England in Canada is no longer 
without an official head, and the ec­
clesiastical province of Canada again 
has its archbishop. At the meeting 
of the House of Bishops of the Gen­
eral Synod yesterday afternoon, the 
Most Reverend Samuel Pritchard 
Matheson, Archbishop of Rupert's 
Land, was elected Primate of all 
Canada and representative on the 
general consultative body of the 
Lambeth conference. Rev. Canon 
Phair, of St. John’s College, Winni­
peg, was appointed secretary of the 
House of Bishops in the place of the 
Bishop of Toronto, resigned. Thir­
teen bishops were present at the elec­
tion—Archbishop Hamilton, of Ot­
tawa; Archbishop Matheson, of Ru­
pert’s Land ; Bishop Pinkliam, of 
Calgary ; Bishop Reeve, of Toronto; 
Bishop Dunn, of Quebec ; Bishop 
Dumouli, of Niagara; Bishop Thorn- 
loe, of Algoma; Bishop Mills, of On­
tario; Bishop Williams, of Huron ; 
Bishop -Stringer, of Yukon ; Bishop 
Homes, of Athabasca; Bishop Far­
thing, of Montreal, and Bishop 
Sweeney, of Toronto.

Archbishop of Ottawa.
No action was taken in regard to 

tile appointment of a Canadian bishop 
for China. In the morning, the 
House of Bishops of the province of’ 
Canada elected Right Reverend Chas. 
Hamilton, Bishop of Ottawa, as Arch­
bishop of Ottawa and Metropolitan of 
the -Province of Canada. Eight bis­
hops were present—the bishops of 
Montreal, Ontario, Algoma, Niagara, 
Toronto, Huron, Ottawa and Bishop 
Reeve. Rev. / W. M. Loucks, rector 
of St. Mathewfs, Ottawa, was elected 
secretary aj^d registrar of the. House 
of Bishops, instead of the Bishop of 
Toronto. The House adopted a re­
solution of sympathy with the family 
of the late Archbishop of Toronto. 
The Archbishop of Ottawa was ap­
pointed chairman of the board of ex­
aminers of divinity degrees. Immedi­
ately preceding the election, Holy 
Communion was celebrated in St. 
James’ Cathedral, most of the bishops 
being present. • -

The New Primate.

Born in 1853 and educat­
ed in his native province, he has 
filled the posts of canon and dean 
of the cathedral at Winnipeg, co-ad- 
jutor bishop to Archbishop MacRae 
and since 1905 Archbishop of Rupert’s 
Land.

TWO BOYS BURNED TO DEATH

In House in Centre of Vancouver’s 
Busiest Section.

Vancouver, April 26.—Two small 
boys, Charlie aud Alfred Miller, aged 
five and four respectively were burned 
to death this evening while hundreds 
of people walked within 50 feet of 
them, unaware of the tragedy. The 
Millers lived in a small frame house 
fronting on an alley off Hastings 
street, opposite the Carnegie library 
and in the heart of the city. Both 
parents were .away working until late 
and the children were alone in the 
house when the blaze starter. The 
flames must have cut off their escape 
to the front door at the first moment, 
for the children were hudled
together under a ’OTTTtor ’ of the bed 
upstairs. They were quite dead when 
the firemen* snatched their still smok­
ing bodies from the wreckage qf the 
little home.

Quebec, April 26.—Sir Lomer Gouin 
has given notice that- he -will move a 
resolution setting forth that: “Where­
as the territory of Ungava in question 
in one- of the resolutions above set 
forth and adopted by the Parliament 
of Canada at its last session, geogra­
phically forms part of the province of 
Quebec and it is in the interest of 
that territory, as well as in that of the 
province, that it be annexed to- the 
territory of the province of Quebec :

“Be it resolved : That the lieuten­
ant-governor-in-council respecting the 
annexation of the province of Quebec 
of all territory situated to the north 
of the northern frontier of this pro­
vince and extending to Hudson's 
Straits, between the bay so named 
and the Atlantic Ocean, or the strip 
of territory which may, belong to 
Newfoundland, along the shore of 
such ocean., including on the west 
coast the archipelagos and islands ad­
joining the mainland, as well as the 
following islands and groups of is­
lands : Ottawa, Sleepers, Baker’s

He was one of the four captains cho- 
en to navigate the Nile river in Egypt 
it the time the expedition was sent to 

relieve Gordon in 1884, where he dis­
tinguished himself.

On returning from the Nile he took 
part in the Riel rebellion in 1885 He 

as captain of the Hudson Bay steam 
boat Northcote, and during the battle 
of Batosh the steamer was fired on by 
the Indians and half-breeds, who were 
ambushed on the banks of the Saskat­
chewan river. The crew were barri­
caded behind bulwarks of baled hav 
and sacked oats. Captain Segers was 
in the pilot house and steered the 
steamboat while under fire to a point 
of safety. Ninety bullets were found 
in a bale of hay that carricaded the 
front of the pilot house. On this occa­
sion he was wounded three times. For 
his services on the Nile and in the 
Riel rebellion he received three med­
als.

During the period that he was em­
ployed by the Hudson Bay he made 
trips on the Athabasca river. Great 
Slave lake and down the Mackenzie 
river as far as Fort McPherson, which

In 1897 Captain Sçgers resigned from 
tile service of the, Hudson Bay com­
pany for the purpose of taking a party 
to the Klondike.

OLD METHODIST PARSONAGE.

Another old relic of the early days "n 
Edmonton is passing away. Workmen 
Monday commenced tearing down the 
old log building on McDougall avenue 
south occupied by W. A. Hall, auction­
eer. This biulding was erected in 1872 ;n 
connection with the old Methodist mis­
sion house which stood on the site of 
the present McDougall Methodist church. 
It was used as a residence for the early 
Methpdist ministers and missionaries.’ 
Rev. Geo. McDougall lived in the build­
ing for a number of years and among 
those who lived there later are: Rev. 
Mr. MeLachlan, Rev. Mr. Yeoman’s Rev. 
Mr. Glass, Rev. Mr. Saunders and IteYT 
Geo. long. The building was sold in 1891 
to Matthew McCauley. In ’93 it was 
moved to its present site on McDougall 
avenue and in 1901 Mr. McCauley dispos­
ed of it to Messrs. Grierson and Bish­
opric to be used for business purposes.

BAKERS IN COURT.
As the result of a tour of inspection 

in the bakeries of the city last week 
by the police department to round up 
those who were selling bread below 
the regulation IX pound weight, two 
bake shop proprietors appeared in 
the police court this morning.

In one case the proprietors pleaded 
not guilty and were defended bv H. 
H. Robertson. City Solicitor Èown 
prosecuted, but though the bread 
weighed was shown to be belbw the 
regulation weight the magistrate dis­
missed the case, holding that the 
police officers had not proven that the 
short-weight bread taken from the 
bakery had been offered for sale.

In the other case, one of the* pro- 
pretors appeared and pleaded guilty. 
He contended, however, that he did 
not defraud the public, as the bakers 
were all cutting weights and he had 
to do eo also to meet competition. 
He was fined $10 and costs.

HEAD OFFICE IN EDMONTON.
The Globe Lumber Company, a 

large building supplp firm, of Revel- 
stoke, B.C., which does an extensive 
business throughout Alberta, is con­
templating moving the head offices of 
the company f^om Revelstoke to this 
city .

S. AvMundy, of the Mundy Lumber 
Company, and Alex McRae, general 
manager of the Globe Lumber Com­
pany, are in the city today for the 
purpose oi locating a site, provided 
a suitable one is available. To a 
Bulletin representative, Mr. McRae 
said that the firm does a large busi-' 
ness in Alberta towns along the 
C.N.R. and the C. and E. lines, and 
intends to make Edmonton a distri­
buting centre for the province. The 
list of builders’ supplies will include 
tar paper, window sashes, doors, 
laths, scantling and all lumber ma­
terial. , Nearly all the directors -of 
the firm are mill owners in British 
Columbia, ant from there the supply 
house in Edmonton will be stocked as 
required.

The representatives of the company 
were driven about the city this morn­
ing by Manager MoCulla, of the King 
Edward Hotel. They are anxioos to 
secure a good-sized property in the 
neighborhood of Eighth or Tenth 
street, where they will be close to 
railway facilities.

WORKING ON BIG DITCH.
D. F. McArthur, brother of J. D 

McArthur, the Winnipeg contractor, 
was in the city Sunday arranging 
some business matters here and left 
for Calgary in the afternoon. Mr, 
McArthur lias been awarded the con­
tract by the Southern Alberta Irriga­
tion Company to build the company’s 
big irrigation canal south of'Calgary 
The main irrigation canal on which 
work is now starting commences near 
A. E. Wyndliam’s, on the big Bow, 
and continues down the eoitth side ot 
the river to Queenstown, where 
Snake Valiev will be dammed to pre­
vent the water from running hack 
to the river and will form a big re 
servoir or lake, which ia to be known 
as Lake McGregor.

It to estimated the main canal will 
have a capacity of 1,000 cubic feet per 
second, and it will take 180 days to 
fill the big reservoir. The water in 
Snake Valley is to be raised to the 
height of about forty feet. This re­
servoir will hold 360,000 acre feet of 
water, sufficient to cover 360,000 
acres one foot deep.

OLD OFFENDER SENTENCED.
Fred W. burch, who has already 

put in a number of terms for larceny, 
forgery, drunkenness and other 
offences, came up before Magistrate 
Cowan Monday afternoon on a 
charge of theft of a watch chain and 
cuff links from a C.N.R. official, who 
stays at the Brunswick Hotel. The 
evidence showed that he had been at 
the hotel during the afternoon and 
that he had sold the chain to a 
jewelry man, but no trace could be 
found, of the cuff links. Burch took 
the stand on his own behalf and told 
a long story of misfortune and hard 
luck. Time and again he had en­
deavored to reform, but all to no 
effect, for each time something turn­
ed up to upset his good resolutions.

N. H. Jock, an old-time packer on 
Western trails is a guest at the Penden 
nis, having come in last week from Mac­
leod River where he is doin# homestead 
duty on a horse ranch. Some fifteen 
year or so ago he conducted a trading 
post at the Yellowhead Pa»s and made 
regtltai trips to Edmonton for supplies.

Mr. Jock is one who can probably give 
more definite information about western 
development than can be gleaned from 
railroad officials. He says that the G. 

'T. P. will not lay a tie west of Macleod 
until the line west from Edmonton is 
constructed that far. At the present 
time the tie camps west of the river are 
not working on account of this decision 
on the part of the G.T;P. He thinks it 
a wise step on the part of the company 
as the freighting, of supplies west of 
Macleod would cost an enormous figure. 
The settlers there charge $30 per "ton for 
their hay. With the track to Macleod 
river completed the contractors can get 
all the hay they want for $9 per ton.

The tales of the scarcity of furs and 
the hardships endured by the Indians 
during the past winter were fully corrob­
orated by Mr. Jock/ For the past few 
weeks, he said, bears have been quite 
plentiful and the Indians have been liv 
ing on bear flesh.

“The immigrants who arrived this 
week are a very superior class, men 
of good physique, bright, young and 
intelligent. Many of them have 
brought with them from $100 to $1500 
and in all cases we advise them to 
place their money in the bank. We 
require a good class of servant girls 
who can get work at from $10 to $20 
per month in good homes. In fact 
100 can find employment as soon is 
they arrive."

During the latter part of last weak 
the Immigration Hall was filled to 
overflowing. Among those who came 
in were a party of twenty-nine Swedes, 
twenty-two Hollanders, seven English, 
three Hungarians,- and some people 
from Austria. Germany, Scotland and 
Eastern Canada. These people are go­
ing out with land guides to look up 
homesteads. All guides taking out set­
tlers to locate on land are required to 
report at the Immigration Hall so 
that a record of the people and the 
places to which they are going may 
be kept on file.

REAL ESTATE ’CHANGE.
About twenty ■ representative real 

estate brokers of Edmonton met in 
the Board af Trade rooms yesterday 
afternoon to further discuss the pro­
posal to establish a real estate ex­
change in the city. President S. H. 
Smith occupied the chair and called 
for a report of the committee appoint­
ed to draft a constitution. The com­
mittee reported that considerable cor­
respondence lîad been done with ex­
changes in other cities, but that the 
rate of commission which members of 
the ’change are to receive for their 
services to property holders had not 
been decided. It was decided to 
make J. R. McIntosh chairman of a 
special committee to arrange the real 
estate tariff.

By the establishment of the ’change 
the real estate men of Edmonton 
hope to put their business on a more 
honorable basis. The constitution 
will be a code of laws, which all mem­
bers will feel in honor bound to ob­
serve. The ’change will not be in 
any sense a close corporation, but it 
will be very difficult for a curb 
broker to do business with Edmonton 
property holders in the irresponsible 
manner in which some have been 
doing in the past.

THE NEW HAY MARKET.
The location of the new hay mar­

ket was discussed for some time Tues­
day night at the City Council and is 
still pending owing to a deadlock be­
tween the aldermen. Six options ror 
property have been submitted to the 
city commissioners for properties lo­
cated in the east and north ends of 
the city. The two moat favorably con­
sidered arc the ones in block 1, nor- 
wood and north of Heiminiek street 
between Queens Avenue and First 
streets running to Rat Creek. The dif­
ferent options were as follows ;

Block one, Norwood, facing on Nor­
wood1 Bulevard and First street, ap­
proximate price $39,200; are a 4.36 
acres exclusive of lanes.

BOARD OF TRADE RESOLUTIONS
When the delegates of the Edmonton 

board of trade attend the Associated 
Boards of Trade congress in Saska­
toon on June 15 and 16, they will have 
eleven very important and nicely 
framed resolutions to submit for the 
approval of the convention.

A special meeting of the bbard was 
held in the -board of trade rooms Tues­
day evening to discuss the resolutions 
which have been drafted by the board 
of trade council. It was decided that 
no limit need be placed on the num­
ber as similar resolutions will prob­
ably be sent from other boards and 
the resolution committee of the con­
vention may deal with them as îs 
thought fit.

President- Dow sett occupied the 
chair and besides Secretary Harrison 
there were qyesent nearly a score of 
the most prominent members of the 
board. The resolutions were as vigor­
ously debated as if they were about to 
be placed on the statute books of the 
country. The .president informed the 
members, thsft resolutions were not 
to become law immediately and might 
nevej acquire a statutory distinction 
ex'en although endorsed by the con­
vention at Saskatoon. This curtail­
ed the debate on several of the reso­
lutions.

O. M. Biggar introduced a resolu­
tion which called upon a property- 
holders who wished to make a sub­
division i(>T build-ng lots where people 
.were expected to live, to appropriate 
one acre in every five for breathing 
spaces. -Several things were pointed 
out by the real estate men present- 
H. Milton Martin said that one-quar­
ter of a sub-division was taken up now 
by streets and -lane allowances and 
that the sub-divisor could not be ex­
pected to make additional appropria­
tions for public parks.

A Step Farther.
K. W. McKenzie pointed out that 

it was sinifljjy going a step farther than 
the resolution passed at St. Albert four 
years ago in connection with townsite» 
laid out by the government. There 
the sub-division of the townsite had 
to include park allowances but in Mr- 
Biggar’s resolution each quarter sec­
tion sub-division had to have accom­
modation for parks.

That the principal was an infringe­
ment of public rights- was the view 
taken by J. L. Studholme. Quarter sec­
tions not yet sub-divided would have 
to submit to restrictions which were 
not required of other sub-divisions' al­
though the benefit would accrue to 
them.

A. T. Cushing felt that the publie 
had a right to the reservation ,of a 
certain /portion of land,, the value of 
xyhich tiiey created. He thought that 
one acre in ten should'be reserved for 
breathing spaces.

K. W. McKenzie was fust of the 
opinion that the proportion of .the 
park allowance to the sub-division 
should be left open, but alter hearing 
the point discussed moved that the 
proportion be one in ten. This was 
carried.

The name of lj[ .M. E. Evans was 
attached to a resolution calling for 
a conservation of resouyes of the Do­
minion. The motion was carried as 
an endorsution of steps the Federal 
government had already taken along 
this line.

Another resolution was for facili­
tating the collection of small debts in­
troduced by Mr. Dowsett. Mr. Me- 
George carried a resolution to - the 
effect that the general secretary of 
Uie Associated Boards of Trade should 
forward to each hoard the resolutions-
