It improved the cure in a wonderful
way, and in a still more marvellous
manner increased the price all over
the Continent of Europe. Branded
Varmouth herrings are now sent all
over the Continent, principally from
Hamburg—not a barrel is opened for
inspection, every one relies on the
prand. It is an old saying that
“honesty is the best policy.” The
only successful method in business is
the honest one. If we are to prosper
as fish curers we must follow the
methods of those who have been suc-
ccssful in the same line, and adopt

Rosebery’s Resolutions

Our cable despatch conveys the in- |
telligence that the House of Lords
vesterday passed Lord Rosebery’s
third resolution by a large majority.

It will interest our readers to per-
use the terms of this resolution and
we embody it. It runs as follows:— |

“That the necessary prelimin-
ary of reform and reconstitution
of the House of Lords is the ac-
ceptance of the principle that the
possession of a Peerage shall no
longer in itself give a right to sit
and vote in the House of Lords.”

It is not surprising that the House
of Lords adopted this resolution as it
is essentially the same as the con-
clusion arrived at in 1908 by the
House of Lords Select Committee,
which was that,

“Except in the case of peers of
Blood Royal, it was undesirable that
the possession of a peerage should
of itself give the right to sit and vote
in the House of Lords.”

Lord Rosebery was the Chairman
of this Commiteee, and has been long
prominently associated with propa-
ganda of reformiing the membership
of the House of Lords. In a speech
he made in Edinburgh on September
20th, 1907, he set forth his ideas.

“I have never been able to defend
the present House of Lords. I have
stoutly attacked it; I have constantlyi
endeavoured to reform it; but, on the |
other hand, I am from the bottom of
my heart and soul convinced by every
jota of political and historical experi-
ence of which T am possessed that a
second chamber, and effective second
chamber, is necessary both to the wel-
fare of this country and to the due
maintenance of the constitution. I
am not a House of Lords man, Isam a
Second Chamber man.”

The present debate commenced on
the 14th instant, when Lord Rose-
bery introduced three resolutions of
which he had given notice on the 9th.
The full motion is as follows:—

1. That a strong and efficient Sec-
ond Chamber is not merely an integ-
ral part of the British Constitution,
but it is necessary for the well-being
of the State and the balance of Par-
liament.

2. That such a Second Chamber can
best be obtained by the reform and re-
constitution of the House of Lords.

3. That the necessary preliminary
of such reform and reconstitution is
the acceptance of the principle that
the possession of a Peerage shall no
longer in itself give a right to sit ax_ld
vote in the House of Lords.

toper and in preventing the moderate
drinker from developing into a drunk-
ard can be decided only after the new
regulations have had a fair trial. But
the failure in one clause in the ac-
complishment of its object is a fore-
gone conclusion. I refer to the
abolition of the C. O. D. system, so
far as it applies to the liquor trade.
The object of it is to prevent liquor
being sent into local option districts
by train. The futility of that clause
nmiust have been apparefit to any one
who gave the matter a moment’s con-
sideration and the only effect of its
enforcement will be the transference
of part of the business from the New-
foundland Express Co. to the Gov-
ernment Postal Money Order Depart-
ment. Instead of the Railway Agents
collecting the amount of the C. O. D.
and forwarding it to the shipper by
means of the Company’'s Express
Agents, the purchaser will the
amount to the local post master, and
telegraph his order to..the .veadot,
who goes to the General Post Office
and collects his cash before shipping
the goods.

Lord Rosebery’s
Plan of Reform.

LONDON, March 22.
The large majority by which the
House of Lords to-day carried Lord
Rosébery’s third resolution, which
deals with the hereditary principle,
is rather the registration of pious
opinion than the forerunner of any
effective reform of the second cham-
ber.
