When a carpet is to be cleaned it U 
well to remove all grease spots first 
This Is best done by scriibblhg them 
well with a clean brush dipped In 
warm, strong soapsuds. When the 
scrubbing process Is finished wipe 
the spots well1'With a cloth dipped In 
ammonia water.

To clean white marble put a lump 
of soda about thé size of an egg Into' 
a pot containing half a plbt of water 
and a teaspoonful of soft Soap. Heat 
It almost to boiling ahd paint It on 
the marble while hot. Leave It on a 
day or two and then wash off with 
warm water and a clean flannel.

A splendid filling for sofa cushions 
may be made by taking a dime’s 
worth of cotton batting, cutting it in­
to small squares and heating It in a 
baking pan In the oven for half an 
hour, care being taken not to let it 
Scorch. Bach little square will pull 
Up to twice its size and will be light 
and fluffy as a feather.

Cracked porcelain can be admirably 
mended If It can be tightly tied or 
clamped together, with edges per­
fectly dry, and is then boiled for at 
least an hour in skim milk. Remove 
the milk from the Stove and let the 
porcelain stay In It until the milk is 
cold. If this is properly done the 
pieces will Stick firmly together and 
the crack will be bard to find.

Nuts are very nutritious and If 
eaten at proper times prove a good 
substitute for meat. At this season, 
However, they are not generally of 
good quality and ahould only be 
served , salted or In cooked dishes. 
Olive oil, cream and butter are all 
nourishing and ahould be Indulged In 
freely. Macaroni, spaghetti ahd the 
various noodles are hot only healthy, 
but easily digested by the weakest 
stomach.

ACTING PREMIER'S SPEECH.
Hon. D. Morison was next called 

upon. He said in part that he re­
gretted that he was not prepared to 
address the teachers, not having been 
invited till a short time before the 
meeting opened.

Education had 
made great strides in this country 
the past 40 years, and if he was ask­
ed to mention the most potent fac­
tor in bringing about this improve­
ment he would say that the day on 
which the Christian Brothers landed 
on our shores the dawn of the new 
era of education began. It is credit­
able to you teachers, then said Mr. 
Morison. to accord so much applause 
'o the mention of the name of the 
Christian Brothers in connection wit't 
their putting this hall at your dis­
posal to hold these sessions. The C. 
H. E. has alone splendid work in ad­
vancing the cause of education. There 
are faults in the system, however, 
and one is this: The teachers, es­
pecially in the ontports, know that 
their reputation depends on the num­
ber of passes that their pupils may 
gain under the C. H. B. Exams. All 
their attention is concentrated on 
this. They therefore- from .a sense 
of self-preservation pick out their 
cleverest pupils and give most of 
their time to. them during the school 
hours. This must necessarily re­
sult in the other children not receiv­
ing that attention which they would 
get under different conditions. Emu­
lation was a good thing but it could 
be overdone.

The Fogota Sails,The first session of the Nfld. Teach­
ers' Convention. 1911. opened at the 
Aula Maxima, St. Bonaventure’s Col­
lege. at 10.30 this morning. There 
were about 400 teachers present— 
men and women. The hall was taste­
fully decorated with flags. On the 
platform were His Honor the Admin­
istrator, Sir W. Horwood, _His Lord- 
ship Bishop Jones, Hon. D. Morison. 
Acting Premier; Rev. Canon Bolt, 
School Superintendents Blackall, 
Hanraban aud Burke; Mr. Richards. 
Mr. Guilfoyle. Mr. Ryan and LL-CoI. 
Rees. The President of the Teach­
ers' Association. Mr. R. H. Richards 
(Carbonear). having introduced the 
Administrator. His Honor proceeded 
to address the gathering. He regret­
ted the absence of His Excellency 
the Governor who, he had no doubt, 
would have been pleased to attend 
such a meeting. Sir William, how­
ever. on His Excellency's behalf, 
welcomed the teachers and hoped 
they would spend a pleasant and 
profitable time in the city. He him­
self was glad to express his indebt­
edness to the teaching profession as 
men and women who contributed so 
much to the welfare of the country. 
He paid a glowing tribute to many 
of the old teachers of the country, 
the men of the C.C.C.S. and the old 
Irish schoolmasters who did so much 
good work in the community when 
the conditions were more unfavorable 
than what they are to-day. Such 
men as Roddick. Adam "Scott and 
Rev. Bro. Slattery are deemed to be 
held in kindly remembrance by ali 
who took an interest in the teachers' 
work. The inauguration of the C. H. 
E. was mainly due to the efforts of 
Dr. Pilot and Rev. Bro. Slattery. The 
Ç. H. E.. however, was. not immune 
from criticism. No doubt it had done 
goed work and had given great im­
petus to education. Reading, writing 
and arithmetic does not include ev­
erything. The principal object of 
education should be to fit young peo­
ple for the practical work of life and 
tuild up a character on foundations 
of horesty. morality and honor and 
all that tended to make good citizens. 
The present denominational system is 
capable of achieving all these good 
results. It is feared, however, that 
the C H. E. Exams, are open to criti­
cism on the grounds that they lead 
to too much of what is known as 
cramming. Another phase of tile 
educational system that needed atten­
tion was the question of putting edu­
cation within the reach of every boy 
and girl in the country. There many 
sparsely populated settlements where 
the number of children seemed too 
small to justify the erection of a 
schgpl. How to provide for this 
want is a subject that is well worth 
consideration. No doubt education 
had made great progress the past 20 
years. This is plainly shown by the 
C. H. E. Exams, returns and the Im­
proved class of school buildings. 
Other proofs were the desire on the 
part of the authorities to meet the 
demands of the teachers and their 
advancing system of training, as evi­
denced in what he had seen in Mr. 
Barnes' excellent training school. 
The present gathering is the great­
est proof of all and shows that the

received adequate training for their j 
work. The time is come when every- I 
one in the profession should be able 
to get the necessary training for the 
work and be fully equipped to help 
to build up the general prosperity of 
our Island home. The pension for 
teachers worn ont in the service is 
another subject that must be agitat­
ed. They would then be able to have 
an assurance that they would not end j 
their days in the Poor House and j 
would be the better able to discharge | 
their duties. Besides, the teachers of j 
experience and ability would be kept j 
in the profession and their experi- ! 
ence be used in helping to build up i 
a good Christian character in the i 
minds of the children of the coun­
try. In the outports, too, the child- j 
ren must have play grounds near the i 
school for physical development. A j 
sound body is necessary In order to ; 
have a sound mind and is the basis i 
of a good education that will achieve j 
results. Next, the question of toe i 
increase of salaries must be consill- j 
ered. The cost of living has gone j 
up and the salaries of most teachers 
are too small ot keep up the dignity 
of the profession. Teachers therefore 
are going away to Canada and the 
States every quarter to better their 
condition. We should try to retain 
these teachers by giving them an ade­
quate salary. He agreed with the 
Administrator that the C. H. E. had 
done good work, and by means of its 
efforts the time was come when no 
child will grow up without without 
an elementary education. The C. II. 
E., whilst doing much good, was pot 
an unmlxed blessing. There are some 
disadvantages. Too many young men 
have to go to Canada and the States 
to get work after going through the 
C. H. E. Exams., and while die 
young man may be the gainer, the 
whole country "la suffering 'jy the sys­
tem. He thought that boys should 
be able to learn navigation and to 
take command of a vessel and to be 
able to find their way about on the 
ocean. When men want captains 
now they can’t get them in the coun­
try. We should have a system of 
education that would give our young 
men a technical knowledge of the 
principal industries of the .country. 
He concluded by thanking the teach­
ers for coming In such large num­
bers and giving their Association a 
status it never had before. He also 
thanked the Christian Brothers for 
the use of the hall and ask?d all the

At night owing to the rain the 
scheme of outdoor illumination had 
to be abandoned, but the schoolroom 
was brilliantly lit up with numerous 
candlee and colored lanterns, and 
shone out brightly through the fog.

The next day. Friday, opened unpro­
pitiously, but ls the day advanced Na­
ture grew more genial, and by 11 
o’clock the weather was all that could 
be! desired. Decorations were still 
more evident than on the previous 
day, and advantage was taken of the 
fine weather to atone for the disap­
pointments of yesterday.

As Thursday was the Children’s 
Day, so Friday was given up to the 
old people of the island, those who In 
all probability will have passed away 
before the occurrence of another 
Coronation. Accordingly, early in the 
afternoon groups of the oldest peo­
ple in the settlement might be seen 
merrily trooping towards the school­
room. At 4.30 a splendid tea was 
served of which 40 partook. The old 
ladies and gentlemen made the most 
of their opportunity, and displayed a 
picnic-loving feeling that showed 
clearly that they were in their second 
childhood. It was an unique occa­
sion, and one that will leave a strong 
impression on heart and mind. At 
6.30 the old folk wended their way- 
home, and preparations were then 
arranged for the night. The school­
room was placed in order and beau­
tifully decorated for the special Coro­
nation Entertainment. The bonfire 
was put in readiness. The young 
men got ready their guns. At 8 
o’clock the entertainment began. Long 
before the opening hour the school­
room was packed, and standing room 
was all but unobtainable. Several 
were present from Newtown. Mr. 
Geo. B. Carter occupied the chair, and 
the Coronation Choir of 20 voices, 12 
male and 8 female, rendered a pro­
gramme of special Coronation chorus­
es and patriotic songs, interspersed 
with gramophone selections, the lat­
ter being provided through the kind­
ness of Mr. Charles Norris. During 
the entertainment a collection was 
taken up, and sufficient was realized, 
together with the amount in hand, to 
defray the expenses of the celebra­
tion, which for so small a settlement 
were considerable. The entertain­
ment lasted One and a half hours, and 
was brought to a close by the sing­
ing of “God Save the King.” Thun­
derous cheers were given for Their 
Majesties King George and Queen 
Mary, His Excellency the Governor, 
and others.

DICKS <a CoImmediately after the entertain­
ment the bonfire was lit on the Bon­
fire Hill, and was the source of at­
traction until volleys of guns were 
heard resounding from the “Look- 
Out." This was kept up until two 
hundred guns had been fired. Then 
the concluding feature of the celebra­
tion began—the firework display. The 
fireworks were provided partly from 
the funds, but mostly by the Govern­
ment, who, when applied to, dispatch­
ed a large and splendid assortment, 
which did much to enliven the cele­
bration, and bring it to a brilliant 
close. It was the first time fireworks 
were ever seen on the island. Tht 
display was an unsurpassed success.

Throughout the whole night fine 
Illuminations added to the eclat of the 
occasion. A number of coloured lan­
terns were suspended in mid-air be­
tween the church tower and the 
school flagstaff; and the schoolroom 
and the old Parsonage were lighted 
up brilliantly with numerous twink­
ling candles. The whole settlement 
was a scene of excitement and 
joviality; complete unanimity pre­
vailed, and not the slightest accident 
occurred to mar thé pleasure.

The Coronation of King George the 
Fifth has been well celebrated on this 
island; the celebration was only ren­
dered possible by the unanimity, en­
thusiasm, and kindness evidenced by 
all the citizens without exception. 
The Manager tenders his sinceresl 
thanks to the many who assisted him 
and who are too numerous to mention 
In detail. When such hearty good­
will prevails, responsibility becomes a 
pleasure, and all can congratulate 
themselves upon enjoying a celebra- 
llon worthy of the inspiring occasion 
and one that no one will soon forget.

Seeing that the population of Pin­

chard’s Island numbers less than 
400, all of whom are extremely busy 
at this season, it might be thought 
that it enjoyed few Coronation festi­
vities. Such is a mistake, for thf 
writer ventures to assert that no­
where throughout the Empire was the 
auspicious occasion celebrated with 
more general enthusiasm and greater 
success.

On Wednesday, the eve of the Coro­
nation the children of the settlement 
assembled in the schoolroom at 7 
p.m. and listened to the Governor’s 
Coronation Message.

King George’s Coronation Day

displayed at the moat prominent 
positions.

At 10 o’clock a special Choral Cele­
bration of the Holy Eucharist took 
place at Newtown - in St. Luke r 
Church, and in the highest act ol 
Christian worship, the blessing oi 
God was implored upon the Ruler ol 
our vast Empire. The Rev. J. T. His- 
cock was the celebrant, and delivered 
an instructive address on the Corona­
tion, on the Sacrlng of the King.

At 2 p.m. the children assembled in 
the school accompanied by theii 
teachers. A short while later a pro­
cession was formed, every boy undei 
11 bearing a flag. Under command of 
the teachers and others, the long pro­
cession paraded over the place, sing­
ing as heartily as the fog and the 
wind and the rain would allow, 
verses of "God Save the King” and 
“Home, Sweet Home."

To test Solignum as a preservative for Wood against the at­

tacks of Worms, we tried a piece cf 2 x 4 Spruce, about two feet 
in length, by painting one-third with Solignum, leaving tlie 
balance clear wood, this we suspended by a wire through the 
centre, in the water about one foot from the bottom, imme­
diately over a pile of stones the remains of a sunken wharf 
( which is the place where our Wharf Shores are eaten off first) 
for Three Months.
