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The Coal Preblem.

The cold spurt of the

week-end will naturally

have its effect on coal

consumption which will |*

continue to in-
crease if we have many recurrences
of it during the next six weeks. The
important duty imposed on the Coal
Committee is to see that the supplies
of $8.00 coal be eked out until the Al-
conda coal arrives here.
is due at the beginning of February. |
The problem of keeping-the supply of
coal at as low a price as possible
is a difficult one, no matter what may
be done in ‘Newfoundland. The ad-
verSe factors are mainly thoss outside
the control of the Newfoundland Gov-
ernment. An article in the Canadian
Mining Journal by Mr. F. W. Gray
gives much information of the condi-
tions in Nova Scotia. He says that at
the beginning of the St. Lawrence
season that the Dominion.Coal Com-
pany had lost no less than fifty-five
per. cent. of its seasoned chartered
tonnage by Admiralty requisition, and
in addition this Company lost at sea
the chartered vessels Kron Prins Olaf,
Easington and St. Kilda, and its own
two vessels the Cacouna and Cabot.
Nova Scotia has also had its coal out-
put handicapped by the enlistment of
3,075 men to the end of November out
of 114,500 workmen employed about
the collieries at the beginning of the
war.. Moreover, the demands for coal
have been increased by bunkering the
fleet of transports constantly running
between Canada and Great Britain, the
coaling of cruisers, and the manufac-
ture of munitions. The writer states
that 640,000 tons have been used for
making steel and shells. In addi-
tion a large quantity of coal has been
used in the manufacture of 11 million
pounds of explosive Trinitrotoluene.
These facts are sufficient to show that
the difficulties of supplying coal in
quantities sufficient for households,
stores and factories at as low a price
as possible are very considerable,
and every effort should be made to
aid the Government and the Citizens’
Committee in doing the best possible
under the circumstances.

Feeding the Germans.

An agitation is going on

in Engalnd for a stricter

embargo on supplies be-

ing sent to our enemiesby

neutrals, principally the
Americans, and it is alleged that con-
siderable laxity is exercised by the
Foreign Office for fear of offending
the United States. It is. contended
that the Navy could do much more
than they are doing if given . a free
hand. Facts and figures are not avail-
able to show whether the supply
reaching Germany is so considerable
as to be worth while cutting off at
the expense of any friction that might
ensue with the States. But before
taking any steps of the kind, it would
be incumbent to see that supplies
reaching Germany from Great Brit-
ain are cut off first. This appears not
to be so, as regards cocoa, if the fig-
ures given in recent issues of the
London Daily Mail are correct. Ac-
cording to these figures, it would ap-
pear that Holland, Denmark and
Scandinavia in 1912, obtained all told
about 2,700,000 1bs., and in 1913 about
2,600,000 1bs., while in 1915 up to Dec.
21st, they imported from Britain 24
million 1bs. The figures in regard to
Denmark which has a land frontier
with Germany are particularly illum?
inating. In 1913, ' Britain exported
50,782 1lbs. to Denmark, wheéreas in
1915 up to December 21st, the export
was 10,430,419 1bs. So long as the

Hiscock,
crippled into this port last evening,
The steamer has been under charter
to the Standard Oil Company for the
past seven or eight months carrying
kerosene oil in barrels to Havre from
the United States for the French
Government.

BUSINESS SECTION DESTROYED.

CHRISTIANIA, To-day.

The business section, with numer-
ous wholesale houses, several of the
largest hotels, a number of schools,
the electric plant, banks and news-
paper buildings, was partly burned.
The difficulties of 2,000 persons, now
without homes, were increased by the
fact that the largest storage houses,
filled with provisions for supplying
the surrounding country, were burnecd
down. It is harder to obtain grocer-
ies to-day than at any time since the
outbreak of the war. Bergen never
was so flourishing as at the Beginning
of the present year, these conditions
being due largely to the increased
merchant marine.

FATAL EXPLOSION ON U.S. SUB-

MARINE.
WASHINGTON, Tao-day.
An official navy despatch repo~ -
three men killed and eleven injured

by an explosion on the E-2 to-day at
the New York navy yvard. The sub-
marine-E-2 was built in 1910, displac-
ed 420 tons and was 160 feet long and
13 feet beam. She was driven with
two screws, equipped with four tor-
pedo tubes and was capable of travel-
ling 14 knots on the surface and 11
knots submerged.

A despatch to the Temps from Sal-
onika dated Friday, says Colonel Boko-
vitch, the Serbian Minister of "War,
before leaving here for Brindidi on
the Greek torpedo boat, completely
reorganized the army of one hundred
thousand men. The Minister said the
Bulgarians were advancing .into Al-
bania under the greatest difficulties,
owing to lack of roads. He added,
despite the Italian disembarkation in
Albania, it will be necessary for the
Serbs to leave the country. Another
despatch from the same correspond-
ent, dated Saturday, says the provi-
sioning of the Austro-German, Bul-
garian and Turkish troops and the
transport of their artillegy and muni-
tions is so difficult that it is esti-
mated they will not be ilj§a condition
to take the offensive agaimst the En-
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correspondent adds aerial reconnaiss-
ances have made known the disposi-
tion of troops of the Central Powers
and their allies.

DISPERSED 400 ARABS.

CAIRO, To-day, via London.

A column from Matrum dispersed on
Thursday four hundred Arabs, who
had bee nlocated forty miles from Ma-
trum. ;The Arabs ‘showed no resist-
ance and fled at the approach of our
forees.

BOWLES DENOUNCES GREY.

LONDON, To-day.

Thos. Gibson Bowles,  well known
as an authority on Maritime Law, in a
speech here to-day severely criticised
what he termed the ineffectual meth-
ods of the Foreign Office against Ger-
many. Sir Edward Grey, British For-
eign . Secretary, said Bowles, had held
the opinion that Germany must not be
starved. For a decade he had .tried
to surrender our - Maritime rights.
He went to the Hague in 1906 pre-
pared to abandon the rights of con-
traband search and capture in return
for an illusory promise of universal
disarmament, and even to-day he is
hampering the right and duty of the
fleet to inflict loss on -the enemy for
the bogy of the fear of neutrals. The
British blockade of Germany, he said,
would be completely effectual if the
navy were allowed to make it effect-
ual. If they were left alone, the navy
would certainly end the war.

Thé King of
Saxony, Ministers and Municipal of-
ficials as well as a great number of
people greeted the arrival of the train
enthusiastically. The King went on
board the train and rode as far as the
Austrian frontier.

FLOOD CONTINUES IN HOLLAND.

LONDON, To-day.

A despatch to the Central News,
from Amsterdam says the floods in
northern Holland continue their devas-
tation, the town of Prumerend which
is less than ten miles from Amsterdam
is under water at many points and the
flood is three feet higher than on yes-
terday. Everywhere in the flood sec-
tion bodies of cattle drowned can be
seen floating. Only trees and farm
houses are above the surface of the
water. The bodies of 12 persons who
were drowned in Marken were washed
ashore to-day at Volendam.

LONDON BUDGET.

LONDON, To-day.
The Turks are now being attacked
by the Russians and British in Cau-
casus. The Russians, greatly rein-
forced, are on the offensive along a
front of almost a hundred miles, while
in Mesopotamia the British have for-
ced the retirement 'of the Ottoman
troops along both banks of Tigris Riv-
er to the South of Kut-el-Amara, and
still are closely pressing them on the
east and north. Constantinople re-
ports near Karadach the Russians
were defeated with heavy casualties,
while Petrograd asserts that at some
unnamed place a large number of
Turkish officers, men, war materials
provisions, eight guns; and eight ma-
chine guns were captured by the Rus-
sians. Successes for ''the Russians
fighting on Persia are also claimed by
Petrograd in its official report. Pet-
rograd makes the firsé announcement
that Germans are fighting with the
Turks in this region. The Turks re-
treating along the Tigris are these
who have held back General Aylmer'’s
column proceeding up the River to the
| relief of the British in Kut-el-Amara.
On other fronts except in Montenegro
-little fighting is in progress. The af-
fensive of the Russians in east Gali-
cia and along Bessarabian .front has
again died dozvn. On the . line in
France and Beélgium operations con-
sisted mainly of artillery duels, mean-
ing mining work. Big British guns
have thrown shells into Lille. Berlin
says only slight damage was done to

this aid and the manner in which it
will be rendered is not known. Semi-
official Oyerseas News Agency of Ber-
lin discredits the announcement that
the French submarine Foucault sank
an Austro-Hungarian Cruiser of the
Novara type in the Adriatic, since no
Austro-Hungarian ship is missing,
and says the News Agency, the Fou-
cault must have sunk a ship of the En-
tente Powers by mistake;

'THE BARALONG NOTE AND CAPT-
AIN PAPEN’S CONSPIRACY.

LONDON, To-day.
The morning newspapers comment
extensively on both Germany’s note to
Great Britain concerning the Baralong
incident and the papers seized from
Capt. Von Papen, former German Mil-
itary attache, at Washington. The
Baralong note in general is charcter-
ized as a piece of 'legal pettifoging,
which will not likely get much support
in the United States. The Daily
Chronicle expresses the belief that
only a small part of the evidence
found on Capt. Von Pepen has yet
been revealed. Americans have had
plenty of time to appreciate the novel
developments of the functions of ac-
credited diplomats, says the Daily
Chronicle, but direct evidence like
Capt. Von Papen’s banking documents
deserves to make a great impression.
If tears off the last mask as far as
the former military attache is con-
cerned and cohvicts him by the proof
of his own papers. It seems impos-
%ible, ‘says the Daily News, to make
German opinion. realize how the out-
side world looks up cruel pedantry,
which substitutes shifty adherence to
the letter of the law for any kind of
respect for its' spirit, but Belgium,
Poland, Serbia and Armenia are per-
manent examples of the operation of
international law as made in Germany.
President Wilson long ago pointed
out that the destruction of helpless in-
dividuals was inherent in the nature
of submarine warfare as conducted by
Germany, but a real answer of Ger-
many always has been, that she can-
not be expected to -waive her trehnical
rights out of mere sentimental re-
gard to humanity. The Times speaks
of Von Papen’s letters as of consid- |
erable value as further illustrations of
German diplomatic action in neutral
countries. The newspapers add that
while the letters seized from James
¥. J. Archibald did not contain proof
that any member of Austrian or Ger-
man Embassies was directly concern-
ed in the promotion of outrages, the
evidence of such connection would
seem to be afforfded, by the Von Papen
document. 164
The Times concludes: Von Papen’s
unlimeted contempt for ‘“Idiotic Yank-
ees” was proclaimed'in the Archibald
papers, - The present documents show
how widely it was shared and how
openly it was expressed by his col-
leagues.

PALL MALL GAZETTE DISUUSSES
AMERICAN PRESS REPORTS.

LONDON, Jan. 15.

The Pall Mall Gazette, discussiug
American press reports regarding the
attitude which the United Stat:s may
adopt with regard to the Dblockade
question, says if Count Von Berns-
torff succeeds in obtaining a quid pro
quo, for the outward recantation by
Germany of her acts of piracy, and
succeeds in enlisting the United States
as one of Germany’s allies in her ef-
forts to rule the world, we may ex-
pect iresh attacks upon our interpre-
tation of internaticnal law. - If Pre-
sident Wilson should elect to walk
the road so obligingly constructed for
him by Berlin, it is well he should
realize where it is going to lead him.
The British Empire which i§ shedding
blood, and not ink, for the vindica-
tion of neutral rights, has reached a
stage in conflict where technicalities
will not be allowed to restrain legiti-
mate ‘weapons of warfare. Our right
to prevent supplies from reaching the
enemy 18 absolute, and if the progess
assunies fresh disguises, oit is the
business of international law to strip
them of’ and not to be fettered by the
wording of its former rescripts. ' No
British- Government would dare to re-
lax its grip on Germany now in de-
ference to unrests and threats of out-
siders who are chiefly interested in
what profit they can make out of the
world’s agony. The blockade in fu-
ture must be tighter instead of looser
and nothing will impart to it a sterner
temper than. any external interfer-
ence.
