The desire lor peace has become more 
widespread and articulate since the 
revolution, but it is based on entirely 
different conceptions from those en­
tertained during the old regime. These 
new conceptions have nothing to do 
with premature peace with Germany, 
as a matter of fact they have not yet 
taken ar.y definite form, simply eman­
ating from the spirit of democracy 
which wishes to build a foundation 
for a durable world peace. The idea 
of a separate peace died here with 
the old regime.

In 
Moronvilliers area several German at­
tempts against our trenches and 
small posts in Hurtebise section to­
wards Mount Comillet and on Cham- 
brettes failed under our curtain of 
fire. Elsewhere, quiet night. During 
tlie night enemy aeroplanes dropped 
several bombs in Dunkirk, Nancy and 
Belfort regions; no victims and only 
insignificant damage. Chalons and 
Epernay were also bombed, several 
victims among civilians. During the 
night of 28-29 our armoured aero­
planes executed several operations, 
numerous projectiles being dropped 
on Pont Feverger and Bethenville 
stations, and on bivouacks near 
Epoye.

THE SUBMARINE MENACE.
LONDON, April 30. ' 

Replying to questions in the Com­
mons to-day, Sir Edward Carson, 
First Lord of the Admiralty, said as 
the number of German submarines 
bad been increased, the danger to 
shipping must be expected to increase 
in proportion. As a matter of fact 
during April, he said, the loss to ship­
ping in the English Channel had been 
less than in any of the preceding 
three months. This was partly due to 
the increase of submarines in other 
areas and partly as a result of the 
increased number of patrol boats in 
tlie English Channel. Generally, the 
First Lord said, the losses- were in­
creasing.

PETAIN’S APPOINTMENT POPULAR 
PARIS, April 30.

The appointment of General Petain 
as Chief of Staff is generally welcom- 

I ed as a timely reform which has long 
I been advised by military experts. Pe- 
! tain as technical adviser to the Gov- 
1 ernment will occupy very much the 
; same position as General Sir William 
Robertson in London, and will be re­
sponsible for the general conduct of 
operations wherever French troops 
are. In addition to this appointment 
it is understood the Government con­
templates various other measures of 
reorganization based on examination 
of the military situation and lessons 
taught by recent operations.

America on the Irish question. The 
Daily News adds, the message very 
properly avoids discussion of the 
terms of the Irish settlement. The 
whole topic of an Irish settlement 
continues to figure largely in the 
press. The parliamentary corres­
pondent of the Chronicle says to-day 
there is a better hope for settlement 
this week than at any time since the 
war began. He adds that the senti­
ment in Parliament and the country 
in favor of some solution is so strong 
that the Premier will have a power­
ful backing from men of all parties 
if he decides to take bold action.

AMERICA AND THE IRISH QUES­

TION.
LONDON, To-day.

Interviews given by a number of 
Americans on the Irish problem and 
published in English papers were the 
subject of questions in the Commons 
to-day. Major Newman, Unionist, 
asked whether the Government was 
aware that statesmen and public men 
of an allied nation had been invited 
to give through the medium of the

Champagne region the French troops 
captured several fortified lines of 
trenches in the neighborhood of Mont 
Carniclet to a depth of five hundred 
to a thousand metres, according to a 
war office report issued to-night. The 
text of the statement reads: In the 
Champagne after spirited artillery 
preparation our infantry at 12.40 
o'clock delivered an attack against 
the German lines on both sides of 
Mont Carnillet.

LONDON, To-day.

A British official communication is­
sued this evening says: An attack 
made by the enemy during the day 
upon our new positions between Mon­
chy Le Preux and the Scarpe River 
was completely repulsed. Hostile ar­
tillery has been active on both banks 
of the Scarpe. There was great ac­
tivity in the air yesterday. During 
the night bombs were dropped with 
effect on a number of points behind 
the enemy's lines, causing several 
fires and" in one case a large explos­
ion.

In the course of the fighting ten Ger­
man airplanes were brought down 
and ten others driven down out of 
control.

the Petrograd garrison hitherto held 
in the capital by order of the Provis­
ional Government to be in readiness 
to oppose any movement against the 
revolution, may henceforth be sent to 
the front if needed, provided author­
ity is first given by the Council. k A 
new general alliance of military and 
naval officers has been constituted at 
Petrograd with the aim of assisting 
the higher command in organizing the 
army on a new basis for the object 
of attaining victory.

AMERICA FORMALLY TAKES OVER 
GERMAN SHIPS.

WASHINGTON, To-day.
By a unanimous vote the Senate 

passed a resolution last night provid­
ing for the transfer to the American 
Government of the title avd posses­
sion 'of the enemy ships in American 
ports and for their use in commerce 
under direction of the Shipping Board.

AMERICAN OIL TANKE t SUNK.
LONDON, To-day.

The American armed steamer and 
oil tanker Vacuum has been sent to 
the bottom by a German sub. and it is 
feared an American Naval Lieut, and 
his gun crew of nine men perished in 
the disaster. The captain and several 
of the crew of the Vacuum are known 
to have been drowned. Returning to 
the United States from a trip'to Eu­
rope the Vacuum encountered off the 
coast of Ireland the sub. which gave 
her her-death wound. Scant details 
of the sinking are available and it is 
not known whether the Americans 
were able to bring their guns into 
play on it or if the vessel was tor­
pedoed and sunk unwarned. This is

WAH SUMMARY. „
LONDON, To-day:

The expected battle in the Cham­
pagne region of France/, following 
days of acute gun preparation by the 
French forces, which was answered 
almost shot for shot by the Germans, 
has at last broken, seemingly syn­
chronizing with the somewhat lessen­
ed activity on the part of the British 
against the Germans on the Arras 
front The French on Monday east­
ward from Rheims launched an at­
tack over a front of about four mileà 
from south of Seine to the east of 
Mont Cernillet, and captured sevèral 
fortified German trenches. Delivered 
at midday the offensive was swift and 
Sharp and at its conclusion the French 
line 'had been driven forward into 
territory previously occupied by the 
enemy to depths ranging relatively 
from 500 to 1,000 yards. Simultane­
ously to the eastward a thrust by tlie 
French northeast of Mont Hant nettèd 
them a gain of about two-thirds of a 
mile and placed them virtually 
astride the Moronvillieres-Faurcy 
road. That the fighting in this region 
has not yet been brought to a con­
clusion is indicated by an official 
statement by the Paris war office 
which announces that artillery duels 
of violence are still going on. There 
has also been a continuation of great 
artillery activity from St. Quentin to 
the Oise, along the Chemin Des 
Dames northeast of Soissons. Little 
news concerning the situation along 
the front from Lens to St. Quentin, 
where the British for several weeks 
have made notable gains, has been 
vouchsafed in the last official coiril 
munication, the London war office on 
Monday night merely mentioning the 
repulse of the German attack east of 
Arras betw'een Monchy le Preux and 
the Scarpe River. A Berlin communi­
cation dismisses the Arras sector with 
the assertion that Monday saw only 
an artillery engagement of varying 
intensity, but goes to a considerable 
extent into a descriptiop of the san­
guinary operations on Saturday at 
Oppy, which it is still asserted, re­
mains in German hands north of the 
Douai road. British casualties in this 
fighting are declared have been over 
6,000, while more than 1,000 prisoners 
and forty machine guns were captur­
ed and ten tanks destroyed.

CANADIANS MAKE ANOTHER GAIN
Canadian Headquarters, France, (by 

Stewart Lyon, special correspondent 
Canadian Press.)—Another crease in 
front was ironed out to-day. Enemy 
trench elements were captured north 
and east of Arleux, bringing our 
troops in this sector close up to the 
wire defences before tlie vilage of 
Fresnoy. German gunfire is increas­
ing in volume as the menace to their 
positions becomes more serious.

GETTING DOW*. TO BUSINESS IN 
WASHINGTON.
WASHINGTON, To-day.

Preliminary exchanges of views 
have been completed, and the members 
of France's War Mission, and repre­
sentatives of the U. S. began detailed 
conferences to solve the infinite num­
ber of difficult problems related to 
American co-operation in the war. 
All day long the conferences were in 
progress. The most important was at 
the White House between President 
Wilson and Rene Vivlani, head of the 
Mission. No information regarding 
the nature of the talk, which lasted 
an hour, have been made public, but it 
was understood to be a general dis­
cussion of the needs of France and tlie 
part the U. S. can best play in help­
ing the sister republic in their strug- , 
gie against the Germans. Other con­
ferences between officials of the 
Naval Department and the naval sec­
tion of the mission, Headed by Ad­
miral Chocheprat, and between repre­
sentatives of the War Department, es­
pecially officers of the General Staff 
and members of the military section 
headed by Marshal Joffre, and by 
American* Finance experts. Members 
of tlie economic section of the Mission 
would leave Washington on Thursday 
to visit Chicago, and later would go to 
Kansas City, St. Louis, Springfield, 
Illinois, Philadelphia, New York and 
Boston. At the conclusion of the tour 
the party will return to Washington.

When Britain’s foreign minister step­
ped to the tomb of the great Washing­
ton and laid thereon the wreath which 
the British nation sent, his act 
marked something more. No one 
thought then of the independence 
of the United States but of 
the victory her greatest man had won 
for the cause of freedom, justice and 
the equality of men in the sight of 
heaven. In the cause of freedom, 
justice and equality America is to­
day allied with Great Britain, and 
among its champions “a new nation 
takes its place.” When Arthur Bal­
four placed on Washington’s tomb 
the token that bore the British flag 
the breach that had existed for a hun­
dred years and more was healed for­
ever.

Hindenburg Lines.
(By Henry Dalby.) *

Lloyd George says that the most 
characteristic of all Prussian institu­
tions is the Hindenburg line, a line 
drawn on territories of other people, 
warning them that the people of these 
territories sli^ll not cross it except 
at the peril of their lives. For fifty 
years it lias been thrown across Eu- j 
rope in many lands. Recently it has 
been drawn along the shores of Am­
erica and Americans have been for­
bidden to cross it. They have had a 
series of Hindenburg lines in France 
and the French and British troops 
arc constantly mapping it and tying 
it in knots and shoving it backward. 
The only way left for the Wooden 
Man to straighten out the Hindenburg 
line effectively is to make a bee line 
for Berlin; and it will not be long 
before he does this—of course for 
strategic reasons and in accordance 
with the Hlndepburg plan of cam­
paign. There is a story of a self- 
satisfied individual who stepped on a. 
banana peel and then took a seat on

the sidewalk. Instead of getting 
cross and using a lot of wicked words 
as common people might have done; 
he remarked proudly: "That is the 
way I always do it." So with Hin­
denburg every time he runs away he 
claims a great strategic victory and 
proudly observes: "That is the way 
I always do it” Then like the war­
rior of the classic age he pours out 

I copious libations (not on the ground 
| though) In honor of the great god 
Force.

We must not holler, because v/o are 
not yet out of the wood ; but in the 
German' camps there Is 'more'whim­
pering and cursing than shouting. 
All the recent happenings, big and 
little, seem to make for the straight­
ening out of the Hindenburg bee line 
for Berlin. The great victory at Vimy 
means one of two things. Either 
about CO,000 German casualties or the 
German troops individually are very 
anxious to surrender. It is all very 
well for a German general to per­
sistently vociferate, “We have won 
the war! We have won the war!" 
but I doubt if that kind of thing de­
ceives anybody even the unfortunate

Huns it is chiefly intended to deceive. 
The falsity and the motive of the lie 
are too apparent. These Berlin mag­
nates have not the ghost of an idea 
beyond saving the Hohenzollern dyn­
asty and that is one to which the 
Entente Allies will never consent. It 
is tacitly admitted by all but Prussian 
lunatics that there is no longer any 
question of German victory; it is no 
longer possible to look for a "as you 
were” settlement. It would be an 
unpardonab'e sin fnr the Entente to 
recognize the Imperial German Gov­
ernment in any negotiations foi 
peace. It would bo a sin not only 
against their own people but against 
the German people. It is the Hohen­
zollern interest which is keeping 
Germany, Austria-Hungary, Bulgaria 
and Turkey in the war. The war was 
started in the interest of the Hohen­
zollern ambitions and it is our boun- 
den duty to see that no other war is 
ever started to serve the interests of 
the Hohenzollerns or any other royal 
autocrats. There should be no such 
thing as an autocratic government 
left in Europe and especially in Prus­
sia. I believe in allowing every na- i

tion the right to deal with Its own af­
fairs exclusively but a Prussian au­
tocracy is not an exclusively Prus­
sian affair; it menaces the rights ct 
every nation on earth. It is the nature 
of the beast. There will be a Hinden­
burg line around Prussia until the 
beast Is killed.

COLIN CAMPBELL
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The Rising Sun 
Daze the Germans.

AND THEY WERE STIFF AND COLD

The Splendid Dash of the French as
They Swept Forward and Captured
the linn Ttranches.

(By Henry Wood.)
With the French Armies in the 

Field, April 20.—From a nameless 
hill to-day I saw the endless maze of 
German trenches. . It represented 
three years' work of millions of men, 
countless tons of barbed wire, num­
berless carlCads of steel plates. Miles 
of concrete fortifications marked it, 
and thousands of bomb proofs, many 
fitted with electrical plants, equipped 
with most costly modern convenien­
ces.

These the French captured intact. 
The ardor of the advance, the irre­
sistible sweep following the batter­
ing down of the preliminary works 
by the terrific hail of French artil­
lery, drove the Germans out. Most 
of these positions were taken on 
Tuesday. Then the fighting centered 
in the Rheims St. Souplet sector. The 
French advance was executed over 
ground which curiously aided them. 
The Germans occupied the crest of a 
hill so strongly fortified that in the 
plain below the French had hereto­
fore not been able to advance since 
the battle of the Marne.

But the French shell bombardment 
was so destructive that in fifteen min­
utes after leaping out of the trench­
es, the French infantry occupied the 
German positions on a front of more 
than two-thirds of a mile, advancing 
forward more than a mile and a third 
in an hour.

Despite this terrific artillery fire, 
the positions were so dotted with 
machine guns that there was brisk 
lighting. The French settled down 
during the night. At dawn, just as 
the brilliant sun crept over the horiz­
on glistening on the snow, the French 
dashed forward. The Germans, blind'- 
ed by the glare of the sun, and dazed 
with cold, were unable to use their 
machine guns before the French were 
upon them.

A Russian brigade which took the 
oath of allegiance to the new provis­
ional government shortly before go­
ing to action, distinguished itself in 
one attack of the offensive to-day.

A Big Boom is Coming
PROSPEIRITY AFTER THE WAR.
It is predicted by many people that, 

when the war is over, there will be 
great distress throughout the land; 
but we may regard this view as utter1 
ly misleading.

"All the men and women now en­
gaged on war work will be discharged, 
and, in addition, there will be mil­
lions of men coming back and look­
ing for employment—it will be terri­
ble," say the croakers; while the fact 
is we have every reason to expect that 
after the war we shall enter an era of 
prosperity such as we have never 
known before.

This may sound too good to be true, 
hut the lessons of the past alt show 
that a nation emerging successfully 
from a great war at once proceeds to 
enjoy a huge trade boom, and to grow 
wealthier than ever.

In 1815, for instance, when, with the 
battle of Waterloo, England ended the 
great French war that had lasted 
twenty years, she was faced with what 
was then an unprecedented National 
Debt, and did not receive a penny in­
demnity.
\ The Fighters Turned Farmers.

Prices had risen fearfully during the 
long struggle; suffering was great 
among the poorer classes of the popu­
lation. Yet no sooner was the war 
over than mills and factories began to 
spring up on every hand, trade ad­
vanced with magic strides, the great 
banks began to be founded, and it was 
then we began that industrial suprem­
acy which we have maintained ever 
since.

In 1865, when America finished up 
her Civil ^far, which, being fought at 
home left ta great part of the country 
devastated, and her commerce entirely 
dislocated, it looked as though trouble 
was in store for the States, but the 
South had hardly surrendered before 
the fighters turned farmers with dou­
ble energy.

Every kind of factory was started,

And toe Worst is Yet to Come—

immigrants poured In, daring spirits 
set'out to open up the West, boom 
cities sprang up like mushrooms dur­
ing the night, and America’s com­
merce and wealth grew till It reads 
now like a fairy tale.

For an Instance from the East, in 
1904 Japan made an honourable peace 
with Russia after a war for which 
she had prepared for ten years. 
To cope with so strong an ad­
versary Japan became a nation In 
arms; all classes made large sacri­
fices for victory'; the losses In men and 
cost in money were extraordinary, and 
as she got no Indemnity to help her, 
nothing but distress seemed ahead.

The Inspiration ol Victory.
But with the close of war she at 

once set to work to copy Western 
methods in trade, as she has copied 
them in naval and military affairs. In­
stead of turning out only Oriental 
stuff she competed against the West 
In manufactures, and soon she was a 
great exporting country. To-day she 
is able to supply the Allies with arms 
and munitions of war.

For a last instance, Italy, In 1861, 
ended a string of wars with Austria 
and gained Independence and unity 
under one king. Poor before and dur­
ing the struggles, she was penniless 
after them, but under the inspiration 
of newly won victory work of all 
kinds was undertaken and an enorm­
ous trade expansion resulted. Agri­
culture and urban industry both grew 
apace, and from a country that the 
Great Powers ignored she became one 
of the strongest in Europe.—Pearson’s 
Weekly.

Coupled with the extra pay, 
it is also understood, will be a Resolu­
tion expressing the contrition of the 
Government tor not fulfilling the 
promise made to the Firemen when 
the House was last tn session. We 
hear that the amount voted by the 
Government in addition to the quota 
to be contributed by the City Council 
will increase the Firemen's wages $10 
per month.

HENRY BLAIR.
What Our Boys

Did at Monchy.
LONDON, To-day.

(Through Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.) 
—Sir Edward Morris, Premier of 
Newfoundland, informs Reuters that 
he has received from the Right Hon. 
Walter Long, Colonial Secretary, a 
despatch in which General Allcnby 
nfakes special reference to the gallan­
try of the Newfoundlanders in the re­
cent fighting in' France. The General 
says, “The Newfoundlanders did gal­
lant work, repelling very heavy coun­
ter attacks by the Germans. Their 
casualties were high, but they show­
ed splendid staunchness and fought 
like heroes. The Divisional Com­
mander reports that the Germans 
Were advancing and the eastern de­
fences appeared weak, whereupon 
the Commanding Officer and the re­
mainder of the Headquarters gunners 
'signalled, nnd proceeding as rapidly 
as possible to the southeastern cor­
ner of the town the Commanding Of­
ficer climbing a laddei saw the Ger­
mans Jumping Into our starting 
trenches. His small party then ran 
across to a garden fence, losing some

men as they crossed, but getting cov­
er in a sort of ditch. From there 
they were able to fire all day at close 
range, getting the trench nearly in 
enfilade, and accounted for a large 
number of Germans. I have person­
ally recommended the good work of 
this battalion and of the Commanding 
Officer, his headquarters staff in par­
ticular. By his promptness and per­
sonal bravery he avoided what might 
have been a very serious situation."

HAIG PRAISES NEWFOUNDLAND­
ERS.

LONDON, To-day.
Commenting on General Haig’s la- 

teet" attack on the western front the 
Times expresses gratification that in 
General Haig’s report mention Is 
made of certain units, particularly of 
the gallant conduct ot the men from 
Newfoundland. "There Is a small 
community very remote from the 
world," says the Times, "but the Is­
land’s fighting men in the British ar­
my have blazoned Its name upon the 
imperishable records bt the Empire."

GENEROUS LOAN FROM U. 8. TO 
ALLIES.

WASHINGTON, To-day.
Additional loans will be made to 

France and Italy totalling between 
$200 million and $300 million. The 
United States will soon make a loan 
to Belgium the amount of which is 
not yet to be determined. Unofficial 
estimates of the size of the Belgian 
loan place it approximately at $150 
million. Indications are that the 
French and Italian loan will be made 
within the present week, the Belgian 
loan probably not to be made until a 
somewhat later date.

GREAT PROGRESS AT WASHING­
TON.

Arthur J. Balfour dined informally 
with President Wilson at the White 
House to-night, and afterwards the 
two statesmen had the first intimate 
talk since they met a week ago. In 
that week Balfour has announced that 
there is no thought on the part of the 
Allies of asking the United States to 
enter into a formal alliance for war 
against Germany. A loan of $200 
million hat', been made to England. 
The French Commission have ar­
rived. The War Army draft bills have 
passed both houses of Congress. In­
formal conferences have established 
an agreement of principles between 
Britain,- France and the States on 
military, naval, economic and financial 
matters. The three Governments 
have come to know each other both 
às to strength and weakness, and 
Il\e lines have been laid down for the 
most effective co-operation possible 
toward the defeat of German auto­
cracy. These things are understood 
to have been revised by the President 
and Balfour with the idea of taking 
stock and seeing particularly where 
Britain’s experience could further be 
of value to the U. S. To-night’s 
meeting marked the half way point in 
negotiations with the British War 
Commission. It came at the conclu­
sion of eight days of Investigation 
and statements and at the beginning 
of formal conferences to work out de­
finite understandings. As a result

both Wilson and Balfour were able to 
speak with detailed knowledge of the 
position and desired the other to lay 
the ground for the major decision to 
be worked out later. Balfour remain­
ed at the White House until after ten 
o’clock, then accompanied the Pre­
sident to the Pan-American Building 
to attend a reception given there by 
Secretary Lansing in honor of the 
French Commission. The British 
Commission centered its attention to­
day on the subject of ships and muni­
tions. The military and naval con­
ferences continued to-day but with­
out any definite announcement.

A Public Playground 
in the Bills.

(By Albert Marple, in the May Popu­
lar Mechanics Magazine.)

Public playgrounds are common— 
every enterprising city of any im­
portance has them—but the play­
ground camp, located far away in the 
hills where the clang of the street 
car and the nerve-racking hustle of 
business are not known, is new, at 
least so far as its general use is con­
cerned. Such a camp is now being 
conducted by the city of Los Angeles. 
It is - strictly a municipal affair, be­
ing conducted by the people for the 
people, the aim being to make it pos­
sible for residents of that city, who 
would otherwise be kept at home, to 
secure a short stay in the hills at a 
moderate cost. Although this muni­
cipal camp has been in progress for 
more than five y Cars—this being the 
sixth summer—it is the only one of 
its kind in thq world, so far as is 
known. It has passed the experi­
mental stage and is now a regular de­
partment of the city's “work.”

The outing at the camp is remark­
able in itself, but the most astonishing

stay at camp a charge of $7.50 is made, 
while for the single week $5.50 is 
charged, these prices including “feed," 
transportation, baggage—everything. 
The camp is located about 85 miles 
from the city. Sixty-five miles of this 
distance Is made by electric car, this 
being from Los Angeles along the foot 
of the most beautiful of foothills to 
San Bernardino, at which place a 
change Is made from the electric cars 
to immense motor stages.

At the camp the campers get "three 
squares" every day, served in cafe­
teria style in the immense dining room 
overlooking the beautiful stream and 
covered by Immense pines. One thing 
le required of the camper every day 
nnd that la one hour's work, this be­
ing spent In helping to keep the camp 
clean, or In the kitchen. A trip of 
tills kind to the average camp—and 
everything at this camp Is up to the 
standard—would cost between $30 
and $35 for the two weeks’ outing.

Each of the camp cabins is equip­
ped with sanitary beds, table, chairs, 
etc. They are grouped a satisfactory 
distance apart around the main lodge, 
which is a large nlstic affair. This 
contains a large living room with 
mammoth fireplace, where the “resi­
dents" assemble in the evening for 
good times; the library, the office, etc. 
Close at hand, and . completely sur­
rounded by trees, is the 50 by 100- 
ft. new concrete-lined swimming- 
pool, the baseball diamond, the cro­
quet and tennis courts, the exercising 
ground, etc.

Whiskey and War.
Whiskey is one of the articles which 

mankind can very well do withoift, 
whether there is war or peace, plenty 
or scarcity. It is not a food, but its 
manufacture requires large quantities 
of grain which at this time can be 
used to much better advantage in the 
manufacture of bread than in the pro­
duction of intoxicating beverages. 
This fact is recognized by the distil­
lers themselves, who proposed to the 
Senate Agricultural Committee a vol­
untary restriction of the manufac­
ture of liquor to the extent of divert­
ing 15,000,000 bushels of grain a year 
from the distilleries to the bakeries, 
as well as permitting the use of 40,- 
000,000 to 50,000,000 gallons of molas­
ses and other materials in food chan­
nels instead of in the manufacture of 
alcohol. The experience of Russia 
with vodka, and England with beer 
and spirits, has warned the liquor 
manufacturers of the United States 
that war and whiskey do not mix well, 
and they hasten, therefore, to offer 
concessions before Congress decides to 
proceed with restrictions still more 
far reaching. The spokesmen for the 
liquor interests were willing for the 
imposition of a heavy tax in order to 
produce the result set forth and to 
forestall a prohibitive law which is 
quite possible. They used their old 
arguments that the suppression of the 
liquor trade would throw thousands of 
persons out of work, while bad results 
would follow any severe restrictions 
on the manufacture of alcohol. The 
labor problem need not enter very 
seriously into the case. There is 
plenty of work—and much better 
work — available for persons who 
might be forced out of the manufac­
ture of Intoxicating drinks. What 
Congress will do In the matter Is prob­
lematical at present, but every citizen 
can form a committee of one to sen 
that he consumes no whiskey or beer 
while the war lasts, without waiting 
for governmental action. A cessation 
of the demand, It that cessation be at 
all widespread, will be followed by a 
smaller production,—From Pittsburg 
Chronicle-Telegraph.

Winter Fishery
BIG SHORE VOYAGE.

Ves.-" Is did well the past winter on 
the western banking grounds and the 
shore fishermen, especially at Rose 
Blanche, had a phenomenally success­
ful voyage. Virtually all the fish 
taken were disposed of green, and 
shortly after being landed, to Ameri­
can and Canadian agents, who were 
on the coast all the season. In conse­
quence of the keen competition 
amongst the buyers the fish fetched 
fancy prices. There was not as much 
oil manufactured tills year at Rose 
Banlclie as heretofore.

Citizens’ Commillee
Chairman Mr. A. Soper presided at 

last night’s meeting of the Citizens’ 
Committee. The section dealing with 
the Pensions for employees were pass­
ed with slight amendments. Section 
335 which reads: —"No official or em­
ployee who Is dismissed by the Coun­
cil for misconduct shall be entitled to 
receive hny payment from the Pen­
sions Fund” was amended to read 
that any person dismissed for a crim­
inal offence would be given back the 
money he contributed towards the 
fund without interest; dismissed for 
other causes before the end of two 
years, no interest will be allowed. Any 
person voluntarily leaving the service 
after two years would receive his 
money back with Interest at 3 per 
cent. The sysfem of paying bonuses 
to employers came up for discussion 
and the opinion of the Committee was 
that the practice should be discon­
tinued.

The consideration of tjie Secretary’s 
report on the new Municipal Bill was 
the next order of business. The re­
port, though not yet finally decided 
upon, contains much of interest to the 
citizens of St. John’s, and when com­
pleted will be a document worthy of 
the Citizens’ Committee. Half the re­
port was gone through last night and 
with but few exceptions was passed 
as written. When completed the 
Telegram will publish the same in the 
interest of the citizens of St. John’s.

The next night of meeting will be 
Monday night at 8 o’clock.

Another "Chimney
Alarm.

At 8.35 p.m. yesterday the Central 
and East End Fire Companies were 
summoned to the residence of Mr. 
Joseph Pippy, Freshwater Rd., where 
the burning of soot caused some 
sparks to fly from the chimney. On 
reaching the scene they found their 
services were not required. A few 
sparks from a chimney are not suf­
ficient to call out the fire companies 
when the application of a bucket of 
water will quench the fire.

Constable O’Flarehty, who was doing 
special duty on the South West Coast, 
with headquarters at Rose Blanche, 
while the winter fishery was on is 
back to the city. During his absence 
he figured in a few smuggling epi­
sodes, we learn.

The petition for a Charter of Incor­
poration presented by Trinity College 
of Music was heard before a Court of 
Privy Council, the Marquess of Crewe 
presiding, on March 14th. The peti­
tion was opposed by the Royal Aca­
demy of Music, the Royal College of 
Music, the City Corporation (on behalf 
of the Guildhall School of Music) and 
the Incorporated Society of Musicians. 
Counsel for Trinity College of Music 
.repudiated imputations that the Col­
lege was a commercial undertaking. 
The College founded its application 
for a Royal Charter on its historical 
record, its character, the educational 
value and etexnt of its work, its sound 
financial position and its ability, the 
charter being granted, to establish a 
School of Music of the University of 
London and also a general standard of 
education for teachers of music and an 
effective register of teachers. The 
Guildhall School of Music, in op­
posing the application, alleged that 
diplomas of Trinity College of Music 
were no true Index to the value of the 
musical training received, and that it 
was essential that music should as far 
as possible be excluded from the 
sphere of commercial speculation. 
The Royal College of Music stated 
that the institution now conducted by 
Trinity College had had a chequered 
career. In support they brought for­
ward Sir Edward Clarke's phamplet 
published in 1880, in which Trinity 
College was described as a joint-stock 
trading company, doing a considerable 
business in the manufacture and dis­
semination of certain titles. The Roy­
al Académy of Music stated that the 
business of Trinity College was for ex­
amination, not education. Counsel for 
Trinity College of Music protested 
against the allegations made against 
the character of the examinations. 
The petitioners considered that Trin­
ity College should now have the same 
standing and charter as the Royal 
Academy and Royal College, with a 
view to co-operating with these bodies 
in the standardisation of music teach­
ers. The Court eventually adjourned 
for a fortnight.

Shortage ot Fishermen
Never before was it as difficult as it 

is now to get fishing crews, owing 
mostly to enlistments in the various 
forces. Planters from different parts 
of the country are offering the highest 
wages on record to secure trapmen, 
but without success. The conse­
quence is that the codfishery will be 
prosecuted this summer very much 
short-handed and this condition ap­
plies all over the Island, including the 
Labrador.

Ireland Divided
Against Himself

Gasgow Herald: Irish Nationalists 
and their friends took advantage of 
the passing of a resolution of sym­
pathy with the new Russian Demo­
cracy to allege once more a want of 
consistency in congratulating for­
eigners—even though they happen to 
be valued Allies—on the attainment of 
their aspirations after freedom, 
while still refusing to recognize the 
legitimate aspirations of the majority 
in Ireland. There is, however, no 
parallel between a country which has 
required to emancipate itself by vio­
lent methods from an age-long despot­
ism with a country which can enjoy 
the largest possible measures of lib­
erty to-morrow if it will tell a bewild­
ered Government and democracy how 
its aims are to be ^chieved. Ireland is 
a house divided against itself, and if 
that division persists neither the Brit­
ish nor any other conceivable Govern­
ment, nor any external authority to 
which it may experimentally delegate 
powers of pacification can succeed in 
allaying unrest by concilatory pledges 
and promises and producing concord 
and harmony. Nevertheless the Gov­
ernment, in spite of the risks of fail­
ure and a consequent aggravation of 
the situation, have decided on their 
own responsibility to make another 
attempt. Ulstermen, it pointed out, 
are not adamant, and- arrangements 
with Ulster would be facilitated if the 
Nationalists would publicly avow that 
they were prepared to act. Thus the 
Nationalist party holds the future of 
Ireland in Its hands to make or to 
mar.
