‘BIG EXPLOSION IN CHICAGO.

CHICAGO, March 20.
An explosion of grain dust rocked
the entire southern section of Chica-
go early Saturday night, wrecked one
of the world’s largest grain elevators;

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American Duty
on Herring.

Whether the vetoing of the
Fordney Tariff Bill—one of the
last official acts of President
Wilson before giving place to
his Republican successor—will
dissipate the agitation amongst
United States fish dealers for a
protective tariff on fish coming
into the ports of the Union in
foreign bottoms is open to
doubt.” For be it well assured
once American fish' firms and
fishermen become wedded fo the
idea that a protective tariff will
be of the,utmost benefit to
them, and prevent rivals from
underselling them in their own
markets, it does not matter
whether Republican or Demo-
crat rules at the White House,
a demand will be made on the
Administration for the placing
of .a high duty on foreign fish.
The American. fishermen do not
uphold competition on an equit-
able basis, nor do they seek it.
They see in it the ruination of
their fishing industries in the
Atlantic and Pacific Oceans, or
at least they believe that dis-
aster will follow if their intef-
ests are mnot protected.” The
consumer is not considered, nor
if the fishing classes get their
way will he be allowed to pur-
chase cheap fish. The fisherman
in insisting upon protection
against outside competition has
no consideration whatever for
the consumer, who is in the
majority, but who apparently
does mot count, ‘and has no
privilege whatever in making
an equal demand—and with
more force—that he is entitled
to the cheapest and best items
of fish, as well as other foods.
Yet to look for his own rights
is a matter entirely for the con-
sumer, but it does not appear
that he has yet made any pro-
test against the action of the
United States Fish Dealers’
Association which requested the
imposition of an extra duty on
foreign fish coming into United
~States ports for home consump-
tion.
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There appears to have been

a diversity of opinion amongst
the fish representatives who
went to Washington some time
-~=ago, as to whether or not salt
~and pickled herring should be
dncluded in the extra- tariff
Zategory, and also as to whether
the duty should be increased on
bthcr varieties of fish. The
sum of the tariff rates asked for
Dy the protectionists was two
‘rents per pound on pickled her-
Ting, three cents on. salt ‘codfish
and thirty per cent ad valorem
‘on salmon. The rate on herring
“was requested by Capt. A. W.
“Thomas, Viee-President of the
Franklin Packing ‘Company, of
Port Ashton, Alaska, and - was

at a less rate in’ United ‘States
than the home product. East-
ern | dealers expressed them-
u\m 85 against any such pro-
poged duty as Mr. Thomas had
auwe Their argument was'
that .the United States-Alaskan
fisheries can not supply the de-
mand, the packing done in Alas-
ka and on Cape¢ Cod forming
only a small percentage of the
requirements. Newfoundland is
the sourge from which the great
supply of herring for U. S. mar-
kets is drawn, and a duty of two
cents per pound on pickled her-
ring, would mean four dollars
per barrel for ordinary packages
and more for Scotch cure, a rate
at once prohibitive and discrim-
inative. At 'present salt and
pickled herring are on the free
list of the United States tariff,
and as the American fisheries
cannot supply the demand, but
must purchase from Newfound-
land. Scotland or Norway, New
York dealers are not too anx-
ious to have the tariff on these
fish - raised. . Newfoundland is
interested as well, and with
practically a monopoly of the
herring production of the North
American continent, it will be
wise to watch closely any move-
ment that may take shape in
the form of the erection of a
tariff wall against *this indus-
try by the United States and
adopt measures to combat it.

The Stad-
ijum was bought at St. John, N.B., last
month by Mr. F. H. Ellis, for use as an
ocean going tug, and after undergoing
repairs at Halifax, she left for this
port, via Leouisburg. It is believed
she left the latter port on Thursday
last,.and .being. caught in the N, E.
gale of Friday night, was running for
shelter when disaster” overtook her.
The Stadium was 118 tons gross, and
well equipped for the work she was
intended for, and the loss to the own-
ers, when starting on their new ven-
ture, is a severe one. Amongst the
passengers on the tug was Mr. F. H.

How a Bread Exhi-
bitien is Conducte'd.i
To determine just what is good
bread in the fullest sence of the term,

and just what is not, is by no means
the simple task that it appears, partic-

' ularly when there are on exhibition

anywhere frcm 100 to 1000 loaves, but
in view of the forthcoming competi-
tion to be held at Carbonear next
month it may be of interest to our
readers to know the modus operandi.

‘When the loaves are received at
destination they are dmmediately
taken charge of, the name and “ad-
dress of the sender removed from

them.and ¥arefully recorded, and then -

a number is assigned to each loaf.
Thus it is that when the judges enter
the room where the bread is display-
ed all that they see before them is a
huge array of loaves each bearing a
~number. This at once removes all
question of partisanship in their deci-
sions.

After carefully examining each in-
dividual loaf, the judges select the
twenty or thirty loaves that show an
apparent superiority over the others.
They are then cut and the texture

Not a
wlieel has turned on the Sydney and
Louisburg railway, a subsidiary of
the"Dominion Coal Co., since Satur-
day noon, with the exception of one
regular express. The closing of the
collieries leaves this usually busy coal
road without a pound of extra freight
to Emove. The order to close all Cape
Breton collieries of the Dominion
Coal Co. follows on the heels of Pre-
sident Wolvin’s statement on the bad
condition of the coal market, and it
is feared here that the bottom of the
decline has not yet been reached.
About ten thousand railroad workers,
miners and other classes of labor are
affected by the shut down order.
