LONDON, Nov. 26.

A chorus of vehement protests 
against renewal of warfare in Ireland 
in the event of the present peace 
negotiations collapsing is raised by 
morning newspapers following» meet­
ing yesterday of Premier Lloyd George 
and Sir James Craig. In this Confer­
ence the British Cabinet Chief inform-, 
ed the Ulster Premier that Sinn Fein 
Ireland had refused to swear allegiance 
to the Crown, in return for an Ulster 
agreement to enter an all Ireland 
Parliament "The Government cdnnot 
engage in civil war with the Irish na^ 
tlon if the people of Great Britain are 
determined that there shall be no war 
declared the Daily News. The Dally 
Herald, Labor Organ, says, "A new, 
war would outrage the morals of the

whole world and would never receive 
the sanction of the British people. The 
Trades Union and Labor movement 
must resist to the utmost further re­
ference to the arbritrament of force." 
Men of all parties are urged by the 
Dally Express to rally to the defence 
of an Irish settlement It asserts that 
nothing but public opinion can ac­
complish this result. The Westminster 
Gazette says It believes that British 
people are "quite determined not to 
fight anybody In Ireland in the Inter­
ests of anybody else In Ireland." Fur­
ther developments are awaited with' 
keenest anxiety.

Search for
Sunken Treasure.

Search for sunken treasure amount­
ing to three million dollars which has 
been at the bottom of the oc4hn eleven 
years is vigorously going on at a 
point sixty miles east of the Virginia 
capes, where the steamer Merida 
went down following a cillision. The 
treasure hunters on the salvage ship 
Ripple believe they have found the 
wreck of the sunken vessel, and ex­
pect soon to recover the fortune 
abandoned when the vessel sank. 
The Merida’s treasure consists of a 
large quantity of silver, about quarter 
million dollars lb -gold and a quantity 
of precious stones. She was sunk In 
May, 1910, when bound from Mexico, 
via Havana, for Ne* York, by the 
steamer Admiral.

ST. ANDREEVS SOCIETY ATTEND.
St Andrew’s Society last night at­

tended a special service at the Kirk 
held in commemoration of the day of 
the Society's patron Saint which falls 
on Wednesday next. The Society par­
aded In a body to the church, having 
first met In the Halt The musical part 
of the aervlcd was of a very Mgh or­
der, under the direction of.Professor 
Moncrieft Mawer, After a tew words 
of kindly welcome, Rev. Robert J. Pow­
er, M.A., Minister of St. Andrew's and 
Chaplain of St Andrew's Society, took 
for his text, St. John 17: 2 and 3. This, 
said the speaker, was John Knox’s 
text, Where he “first cast anchor." Mr. 
Power's subject was '“Hie Makings of 
Knox." Knox has bçen regarded by 
many as Scotland's greatest son. 
Thomas Carlyle says: “In the history 
of Scotland I can find but one epoch. 
It contains nothing of world Interest 
at all, but this Reformation of Knox. 
This that Knpx did for his nation was 
a resurrection as from death. The peo­
ple began to live. Scotch literature 
and thought, Scotch Industry—James 
Watt, David Hume, Walter Scott, Ro­
bert Burns—I" find John Knox acting 
in the heart’s love of everyone of these 
persons and phenomena. I find that 
“without him they would not have 
been." As this great Scot’s life was 
passed In review every Scotchman’s 
heart beat Just a little faster. It was 
a noble tribute to a noble soul. The 
chief events of that stirring time were 
recounted. We visited St. Andrew’s in 
1546 and’ saw George Wishart burned 
at the stake because he dared to be 
true to his conscience and his God. We 
stood in Holyrood palace and heard 
the stormy Interviews between the 
Queen and the Reformer. The story of 
Knox’s death as told by Richard Ban- 
natyne was particularly touching. 
“This Is Life Eternal that they might 
know Thee”—Knox had cast his anchor 
third and throughout the stormy, 
stressful days it had held, and even 
at the end there was no dragging of 
the anchor. On a whole It was a great 
service, and it will long live in the 
memories of those privileged to at­
tend.

' Archdeacon Bridge.—Died February 
29th, 1856, the Venerable Archdeacon 
T. F. R. Bridge. Having passed his 
exams, and taken his degree at Ox­
ford, was ordained Deacon-and Priest 
in England, and served as Curate'for 
a short time.. He came then in 1832 
as. Tutor to the sons of Sir Thomas 
.Cochrane, Governor. ^ At the request 
of the parishioners he was appointed 
by Mr. Carrington curate of Saint 
John's. Mr. Carrington was Incum­
bent and Rector. In 1834, he married 
hjiss Sarah Dunscombe, daughter of 
Mr. John Dunscombe, on the death of 
Mr, Carrington he . was ,appointed by 
Bishop Spencer to the vacant Rector­
ship, he was made by Bishop Spencer 
his Vicar General and Ecclesiastical 
commissary. He devoted all his time 
and talents and labours and prayers 
to the service of God and the Church, 
in his parish and in the whole Island. 
In 1840, by Bishop's wish-he visited 
England, and was instrumental in ob­
taining through the S.P.G. an addition 
to the staff of clergy. He made great 
efforts for education, in connection 
with the Newfoundland School Society, 
of which he became Superintendent in 
this ■Colony. On the arrival of Bishop
Field in 1844, he was re-appointed. In and it was postponed till the 4th

«.the

1860 he was at the Consecration of the 
Cathedral. Made Archdeacon of New­
foundland and Labrador his labours 
brought Mm to a state of great debil­
ity, ending in an âttack of fever. The 
congregation subscribed to a purse to

the sick-night and day. After the 
Cholera, he was mainly the cause of 
the founding of the Church of England 
Asylum for Widows and Orphans. In­
tended in the first instance for the re­
lief of sufferers by Cholera. His death 
was a public loss. Flags were at half 
mast on all vessels, and business 
plhces closed their shutters. The 
House of Assembly adjourned until 
after the funeral, and the Speaker and 
members accompanied his remains to 
the grave. His Excellency the Gover­
nor attended the funeral. His parish­
ioners undertook the éxpense. of the 
funeral, and raised a fund for the 
widow and children. He left nine chil­
dren, of whom the youngest was only 
18 months old. A beautiful preacher, 
besides his work in the.-Cathedral he 
attended Quidi Vldi, thus officiating at 
four services a day and preaching 
three times on Sunday. On the 12th 
there was a “Haul for the Cathedral." 
he stood exposed to the cold. Next day 
visiting the Hospital he got wet. Sun­
day he preached at the Cathedral 
morning and afternoon, but was very 
ill," and went home to bed from which 
he never rose. He fell asleep in the 
Bishop’s arms surrounded by all the 
clergy in St John’s. The funeral of 
Archdeacon Bridge was arranged for 
the 3rd March, but a storm prevented

Nile’s "Green Water.”

Obituary.
B. C. BREHM.

The death of Balthazar C. Brehm 
occurred yesterday at the residence of 
his father, Mr. R. A. Brehm, Circular 
Road. Deceased had been" ill for but 
a short time previous to his death. 
He was 56 years of age. The late 
Mr. Brehm came here from Halifax in 
1866 with his parents and was educa­
ted at the Methodist College. He 
later entered commercial life and at 
the time of the Boer War enlisted

“Green sea" on the ocean and 
“green water” on the Nile have two 
quite different meanings. The clear, 
unbroken wave that sweeps over the 
deck has no relation to the unpleas­
ant product of the upper part of the 
great river. About April 15, the Nile 
begins its annual rise. A month la­
ter the effect is felt at Khartum. A 
most curious phenomenon accompan­
ies this increase in the appearance of 
"green water.” It used to be thought 
that the color came from the swamps 
of the Upper Nile, lying isolated and 
stagnant under the burning tropical 
sun, and polluting the waters with 
decaying vegetable matter. With the 
spring rise this fetid water was sup­
posed to be swept in to the streams 
to make its appearance in Egypt. 
This theory was abandoned some 
time ago. The green water is caused 
by the presence of innumerable num­
bers of microscopic algae, offensive 
to the taste and smell. They have 
their origin way up in the tributaries, 
and are carried to the Nile, where the 
hot sun and in the clear water they 
Increase with amazing rapidity, form­

ing columns from two hundred and 
fifty miles to five hundred miles long. 
The weeds go on growing and dying 
and decaying until the turbid flood 
waters put them to an end, for they 
cannot exist save in clear water.

Internal Heat of Earth
The United ‘States Geological So­

ciety has newly completed a study of 
earth-crust temperatures all over the 
country, and has found quite a number 
of hot spots where volcanic heat is 
manifestly accountable for records ob­
tained in deep mines and by lowering 
thermometers Into artesian wells. For 
instance, in the mines of the Comstock 
Lode, in Nevada, the temperature at a 
depth of only 2,590 feet is 145 de­
grees—undoubtedly due to hot vol­
canic material down below. At a depth 
of flue miles, says a scientific cor­
respondent, there must he a veritable 
furnace of molten rocks. Taking an 
average all over, the temperature of 
the earth’s crust rises one degree, In 
going down, for every sixty feet of 
depth. But in places it rises much 
faster. Ât Lead ville the rise is one de­
gree for every seventeen feet, and at 
Swedp Corners (Col.) it is one degree 
for every, eight feet—owing, as Is sup­
posed, to a volcanic cause. In the 
Snake River Valley of Idaho, the ex­
istence of numerous hot springs is re­
ferred to water that comes up boiling 
rock strata. Many wells in Bwyhee 
County yield warm water, plainly ow­
ing to lava flows, the region being one 
of comparatively re ;out volcanic ac­
tivity. .

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Who Were the
Original Scots? Buy Your Rubbers atOne of the most Interesting features 

of the recent meeting of the British 
Association at Edinburgh was a dis­
cussion on the origin of the Scottish 
people, which brought the geography 
and the anthropology sections to­
gether under the presidency of Lori 
Abercromby.

Professor Sir Arthur Keith, Lon­
don, said it was 11,000 years since 
Scotland was free from ice and fit for 
habitation. The North Sea was then 
an ordinary, bay, with a shore connect­
ing Scotland and Scandinavia; and on 
both the Danish and Scottish shores 
were found remains of a Marpoon peo­
ple. The inhabitants of the High­
lands and Western parts of Scotland 
and the inhabitants of the inland parts 
of Scandinavia were branches of the 
Nordic or northern fair stock. Recent 
researches have made it certain that 
the Scot and Scandinavian could be 
traced to a common source, and he be­
lieved that the darker hair and eyes 
of the modern Scot, as compared with 
the Scandinavian, might not be due to 
later Mediterranean admixture, but 
to the Scot retaining to a greater de­
gree the complexion of his palaeolithic 
ancestor. Round heads came later. The 
Celtic and Teutonic tongues might be 
modifications of the speech which 
reached Western Europe in the mouths 
of the round-headed neolithic invaders.

The Roman invasion left no ap­
preciable mark on the Scottish people. 
But in the fifth century, when the 
Romans were gone, both Eastern and 
Western Scotland were busy with 
visitors. Scots came from Ireland, 
and for 500 years afterwards settlers 
came from across the North Sea. The 
Piets, Celts, and Saxons of Scotland 
were all of one breed—the descendants 
of the pioneer race which settled in 
North-Western Europg when the last 
ice-sheet lifted. The round heads were 
the only intrusive element.

Three Elements Blended.
Professor Bryce, Glasgow, held that 

Scotland was part of the northern area 
in which the fair people had acquired 
their characteristics. On this fair stock , 
had been super-imposed the neolithic j 
and Bronze Age intruders. These 
three elements, blended in different 
proportions, made up the pc-m’-tion 
of pre-Roman times. Later invader's 
were of the same blended stocks.

Dr. Tocher gave statistics he had 
prepared after taking head measure- . 
ments, ets., of thousands of soldiers, 
school children, and lunatics. He 
found the greatest proportion of red­
headed people in the North East of 
Scotland. He held that the evidence 
available was not conclusive that 
modern man was taller than prehis-. 
torlc man. !

A paper was read by Professor W. 
J. Watson, In which he showed that 
the Celtic peoples were early oc­
cupants of Scotland. Some of the an­
cient tribes were called Boar and Cat 
peoples. In modern Gaelic, the Duke 
of Sutherland was called “Duke of 
Cats.” The "Cats” gave their name to 
Caithness and included the Sutherland 
people.

Other speakers contributed to the 
discussion, including one who corn- 
tended, on the authority of the Abbe 
Breuil, that there were two Harpoon 
peoples in early times—one which 
came from the Baltic area and were 
fair, and one which came from West­
ern Europe and were dark Iberians. 
At the very beginning, Scotland had 
thus fair, and dark peoples. They 
mingled with the Cro-Magnons, who 
appeared to have given the Scottish 
people their great average height and 
their high cheek bones.

There are found animals that roamed 
centuries ago, when ferns grew to the 
size of giant trees and glaciers were 
making valleys, and there too lé one of 
the few unexplored portions of the 
world.

Thirty-six years ago Great Britain, 
Holland and Germany divided the is­
land on paper, and with the exception 
of a few trading spots on the coast 
little change has byn made.
