WELLINGTON COUNTY ASSIZES.

CniBF JUSTICE WILSON, PRESIDING.

April 28.
Pnrsons vs. Leeson—Withdrawn.
Sullivan alias Jack Dunn, was ar­

ranged at two o'clock, and in answer to 
the charge of rape pleaded “Not 
Guilty.”

A true bill was brought in against 
John O’Donnell for assault with intent 
to evade arrest. He was arraigned and 
pleaded “Not Guilty.”

Orr vs Cameron.—Action for the re­
covery of timber purchased by plaintiff 
from defendant and left in the woods. 
Defendant alleged that the full amount 
had been carried away by plaintiff.

What calamity is About to , overtake 
Sir John now ? It was remarked that 
shortly after Frank Smith bought him 
the gold-headed walking cane, he was 
walked out of office in disgrace ; now 
some admiring Croesus, probably antici­
pating that he may hayo to find a seat 
somewhere else than in Parliament, steps 
in and buys the ex-Premier a chair. Is 
the avenging Bowel! going to move for 
Sir John’s expulsion, on the ground 
that he assisted Riel to become a “ fugi­
tive from justice,” and is therefore an 
accessory, and unfit to bo a momber of 
Parliament ?—London Advertiser.

Narrow Escape of a Light-House 
Keeper.—Mr. Hill light-house keeper .at 
Griffith’s Island, Georgian Bay, had a 
narrow escape from drowning on Tues­
day evening. He left tho light-house in 
a small boat, and was making his way up 
tho bay, when, some distance south of 
Presque Isle, his boat was caught in the 
ice and crushed so as to render it danger­
ous to remain in her.

Up to a lute hour the pro­
peller had not returned.

Interesting Letters from the Late 
Dr. Livingstone.—Mr. John . Living- 
âtoné of jJstuwid received .on Tuesday 
Wo letters from bis brother, the late Dr. 
Livingstone, ami covering eight pages of 
closely written foolscap. One is dated 
Man ne m a or Ciinitml County, April and 
November, 1870 : the other one is dated 
Lalco Uaugwoolo, December, 1872 ; and 
both marked private and confidential. 
Tho Doctor mentioned meeting with 
Sfaulty, whom he styles hie '* Good Sam­
aritan,'’ sent by James Gordon Bennett, 
of tho Now York Herald, and whose con­
duct while there, was beyond all praise. 
The Doctor finishes his last letter by 
saying : " If tho good Lord above gives 
me strength and influence to complete 
the tusk, I shall not grudge my "hunger 
and toil ; and above all, if He permits 
me to put a stop to the enormous evils 
of this island, the slave trade, I "shall 
bless His name with all my heart. The 
Nile sources are valuable to me only as a 
means of enabling me to open my mouth 
among men.

How Sullivan Would Have Escaped 
from Jail and How the Officia's 

Prevent I.

When Sullivan alias Jack Dunn com­
mitted the outrage with which all our 
readers are but too familiar, tho commu­
nity were so incensed that nothing 
would have prevented his being dealt 
with in a very summary and unceremo­
nious manner. Fortunately or unfor­
tunately, however, he escaped the fury 
of the mob, and the seeming, impracti­
cability cf his capture tended to abate 
the excitement. But his re-appearance 
here as a prisoner of justice was the oc­
casion of another outburst of public 
sentiment in, tho immense crowds that 
attended his examination ; and ever 
since he was committed for trial our 
citizens have been eagerly looking for 
his appearance in tho dock. The in­
terest in Sullivan-Dnnu will be intensi­
fied by the announcement of his most 
daring attempt at escape from the gaol 
in broad day-light on Tuesday. It is 
somewhat doubtful whether the vigoi ous 
endeavors of this prisoner would have 
resulted in his being once more a free 
commoner ; but Sullivan is possessed of 
an extraordinary amount of strength 
and daring, and it is gratifying to know 
that his uncommon diligence was met 
by prompt action on the part of the gaol 
officials.

Sullivan was incarcerated in the fourth 
cell from the door in the south-west cor­
ner of the gaol, the apartment contaih- 
ing no furniture except an iron bedstead, 
about seven feet long, with slats running 
lengthwise about two inches wide and 
one-eighth inch thick, riveted to the 
cross-pieces from the sides. The corri­
dor was entirely bare, except that it was 
provided with a spittoon and a box about 
two feet high, which served as a seat for 
the prisoner. Sullivan is the only occu­
pant of the ward. In the morning be­
fore breakfast his cell is opened, and he 
is allowed the run of the corridor, which 
is about seven feet wide and extends the 
full length of eight cells. After he has 
partaken of breakfast, and his room' has 
been cleaned, all the cell doors are 
looked with the exception of tho one at 
the extreme end opposite the door,which 
is used as a wash room and water closet; 
The wall of this cell, which forms the 
partition between it and the water 
closets in the north-west corner of the 
building, is composed of stone, strongly 
cemented, and about two feet thick.

The modus operandi of the ingenious 
prisoner is supposed to be as follows : 
He took the rounded iron cover off the 
spittoon, and breaking it in two, pro­
bably with his heel, saved the pieces and 
took them to his cell when the turnkey 
locked him up for the night. Here he 
put these semi-circular irons to use in 
prying upon the Ipng slats of the bed­
stead, and succeeded in wrenching one 
of them from its fastenings. Then in 
the morning when bis cell door was 
opened and the turnkey had gone for his 
breakfast, Sullivan carried this slat to 
the wash room, intending to make use of 
it as a coal chisel and hammer combined. 
Nothing unusual occurred at breakfast 
time ; but it is presumed that as soon as 
the turnkey had gone, Sullivan com­
menced operations. He started with the 
corridor wall, and standing on the box 
took hold of the iron ventilator, about a 
foot and a half square, and succeeded 
in pulling it out. This was poor satis­
faction, however, for there was still a 
strong stone wall to be broken before 
either daylight • or the hope of escape 
could be seen. Finding all further ef­
forts here useless, and fearing that his 
position exposed him to the eyes of the 
turnkey, who might pass the door at any 
moment, Sullivan relinquished this plan. 
The next move was to the wash room, 
where operations were commenced on 
the wall before noticed. The prisoner 
hadn’t now much time at his disposal, 
and he appears to have made tho best 
use of it. lie broke a hole in the plaster 
about three feet wide, in a sort of cir­
cular shape, and used the bed-iron to 
loosen the large boulders of which the 
wall is composed. He succeeded in tak­
ing several of these out, and left a hole 
quite large enough to admit his body,and 
over a foot deep.

When the turnkey took Sullivan’s 
dinner up shortly after 12 o’clock, he 
noticed some dust at the far end of the 
corridor, but did not suspect that it was 
caused by the prisoner, who oamo to din­
ner as usual, having his face clean and 
hair combed, and in general good trim.

Two o’clock was the time for his ar­
raignment before Judge Wilson to an­
swer to $he charge for which he was in­
carcerated. At that hour the turnkey, 
Mr. Taylor, came up to open the door of 
the corridor, and was bewildered by 
finding the whole apartment filled with 
dust, which was thickest at the end op­
posite the door. Ho called to tho pri­
soner that he wanted him, and Sullivan 
retorted “ Wait till I wash ipy hands 
and face.” “ No,” said Taylor, “ come 
right along ; there is something going on 
here.” The prisoner, finding that dis­
cretion was the better part of valor.came 
forward, very flushed and excited, and 
went down stairs, where a body of four 
constables took him in charge and led 
him, in his dusty and dirt-begrimed con­
dition, to the Court house.

When he had gone, Taylor imme­
diately communicated bis suspicions to 
Mr. Mercer, keeper of the gaol, and they 
two went up to the corridor and made an 
examination. The result of their inves­
tigation was a disclosure of the facts wo! 
have mentioned. When they found the 
bed iron it was broken in two, but it is 
difficult to say whether the prisoner had 
broken it in his own cell before com­
mencing his operations, or after ho had 
made the attempt at the coir id or wall.

The prisoner was absent about half an 
hour, and on his return he was searched, 
and one of the pieces of the spittoon 
was fouud in his coat pocket. Had the 
force that conducted him to the Court 
hotfse been any weaker than it was, there 
is not much doubt an attempt would 
have been made on the constables that 
took him in charge. The other part of 
tho spittoon cover could not be found, 
and it is presumed be threw it between 
the walls through the ventilator.

Sultivan’s coolness under all circum­
stances is very remarkable. and when 
our reportofleS the corridor not long

after this last “ desperate venture,” the 
prisoner was lying on the bed in his cell 
quietly reading what appeared to be a 
literary volume somewhat after the style 
of “Good Words.” He is now pre­
vented from troubling, as his bedstead 
was taken away, and he was shackled 
and manacled last night, and locked up 
in Lie cell, from which he will not have 
aoceus even to the corridor.

Red Chaff Wheat 
Wo find that some of tho farmers have 

ieen considéraby exercised over a para 
;raph which appeared in this paper some 
•eelta ago, cautioning farmers against 
[rowing the red chaff wheat, as it is very 
mpopular with millers and wheat buyers, 
ho will not pay so much by 10 cents a 

inshel for it as they will do for other 
ipring wheat. Wo made tho statement 
m tho testimony of several of these 
ai'lers and buyers* who all agree 1 as to 
;ha inferior quality of tho wheat in ques- 
iion. Since then ono. or two farmers 
ave waited on us, and,given their views 
u tho subject, and they say that the 

loss in price for this, particular kind of 
heat is mord than mi do up 

ly tho additional yield. Ono farmer 
ear Preston states that his experience 
f the red chaff is that it will yield on 
,u average 25 bushels per acre, wiicd 
ither spring wheat, cuch as liio Glasgow, 
ill only yield 15 bushels per aero. He 
,lso maintains that the objectionable 
nalilies of this wheat, which millers com­

plain of, will by successive sowing dis­
appear just as they did in regard to tho 
the!1 kinds of spring wheat introduced 
,nto tho country some years ago, and 
iow almost universally sown.

One or two correspondents in the 
irnssels Post have taken this matter up 

kith spirit, and give their views in that 
paper. Ono who signs himself “ Clod­
hopper ” says :—“ We have heard these 
same millers raise thé same cry against 
the Treadwell whea't when it first came 
Into-use in this part of the country. They 
paid that it could not be ground at all, 
that it was like sand or Indian corn moal 
and would not make flour. Tho Tread­
well wheat needs no recommendation ; 
what would farmers of this country have 
[lone without it ? And now that our 
kind of spring wheat has run out, we 
must have a new variety. Our. Glasgow 
wheat as ho calls it, has run out. We 
ban only raise from ten to fifteen bushels 
per acre of it, whilst twenty to twenty, 
five of red chaff can be raised per acre on 
the same land with the same treatment. 
Lt only requires to bo sowed a few times 
lo bring it to perfection,as other varieties 
nave been brought before by our soil.” 

Another writer in the Fame paper says: 
-‘.‘Although it may not be as profitable 
vmanufacture into flour, I think it can 
e easily shown that it is a great deal 

boro profitable to the farmer, even 
plowing he may have to sell it for ten 
ents a bushel less than tho Glasgow 
kheat. The Glasgow wheat will not 
verago more than 15 bushels per acre, 
rhilo red chaff will yield at least 25* 
ushols per acre, making a gain of

extent, and is alto­
gether a most undesirable wheat for 
milling purposes. We do not rc commend 
farmers to sow it this year, at least to 
any «considerable extent."

Having now given both sides of the 
question, we leave the matter in the 
hands of the farmers to pursue fcwhat 
course their judgment and .interest 
dictate.

DOMINION • PARLIAMENT^
Ottawa, April 28.

Mr. Bunster presented the report of 
the Select Committee on the British 
Columbia tariff, recommending greater 
protection to agriculturists than was 
afforded by .the Canadian tariff, and the 
enactment of one specially suited to the 
necessities of the Province.

Mr. Mackenzie said the report could 
not be received, as it suggested a change
in the tariff. ...___

Mr. Ross [Victoria] moved that the 
House, on Thursday next, go into Com­
mittee on the whole to consider certain 
resolutions providing for the establish­
ment of a Military College in one of the 
Garrison towns. Carried.

Mr. ^Cartwright moved that the House 
go into Committee of the Whole on 
Thursday next to consider certain reso­
lutions on the subject of raising, by way 
of loan, for the purpose of the construc­
tion of the Canada Pacific Railway, and 
,the improvement and enlargement o£ the 
Canadian Canals, a sum of money not 
exceeding £8,000,000 sterling. Carried.

On the motion of MfT* Dorion, the 
House again went into Committee on 
the Election Bill.

Mr. Wood suggested that twenty-five 
should be required to nominate instead 
of ten, and that §100 should be deposit­
ed at the time of nomination.

Mr. Dorion consentefl to adopt the 
number twenty-five.

The 20th clause was amended so as to 
make it compulsory, instead of optional, 
with the Returning-officers to require 
affidavits to the qualification of the 
nominator.

On clause 24, allowing candidates to 
withdraw at any time before the close of 
the pool, a discussion ai-ose. It was 
finally carried as it stood.

On clause 26, relating to the form of 
the ballot-paper,

Mr. Abbott advocated the system in 
force in Ontario and Great Britain, on 
the ground that it afforded greater 
facility for the punishment, if not the 
prevent'd’,of personation and fraudulent 
voting. He moved in amendment that 
each paper shall have a number printed 
on the back, and shall have attached a 
counterfoil with the same number on 
the face of it.

Mr. Dorion said the desire of the Gov­
ernment was'simply to provide the best 
system. He quoted from the evidence 
sent from South Australia to England, 
showing that the system he proposed 
had worked well there, that there was 
very little personation or fraudulent 
voting under it, and that the advocates 
of the ballot there were unwilling to 
make any change which would endanger 
its absolute secrecy.

The amendment was put and lost, and 
the clause, as it stood, was carried.

Mr. Dorion said he thought Judges 
ought not to mix in politics. ^Thc clause

w** Mr. Palmer moved that the 40th 
clause, prohibiting women from voting, 
be struck out, so as to leave the matter 
in the hands of the Local Legislatures.

Mr. Dorion assented, and the clause 
was struck out. •

Clause 44 was amended at the sugges­
tion of Mr. Blain, by giving poll-clerks 
as well as Deputy Returning-officers 
facilities for voting.

Clauses 46, 47, 48, and 49, referring 
respectively to the form of oath where 
there arc no voters’ lists, the mode of 
voting, the despatch of the ballot-papers, 
anil the return of unused ballots, were 
passed without amendment.

Mr. Dorion consented to hold over the 
clause for consideration.

With reference to clause 65,
Mr. Dorion said in reply to a suggestion 

of Mr. McLennan, that he would consider 
the advisability of allowing the candid­
ates to bf> present at the investi'ftfioa 
which would take place in the event of the 
ballot-box being lost.

On the 72nd clause,
Mr. Dorion moved as an amendment, 

that in addition to the penalty therein 
stated, the official shall bo also liable for 
all other damages occasioned by his 
milfeaeanoe or. contravention of this 
Act.

Upon clause 76.
Sir John A. Macdonald contended that 

personation should be made a misde­
meanour.

Mr. Dorion said the difficulty was to 
get a parson to complain against ? a man 
who had been guilty of peraonating. 
Under.thib Bill, the Judge who was try­
ing an election case, if he found that a 
person was giiilty of personating, could 
summon the man before him and fine 
him without any information being laid. 
He moved an amendment to the clause 

. rendering the offence punishable by irc 
prisonment as well as by fine ; and the 
clause, as thus amended, passed.

. The 78th clause was amended by pro­
viding that a corrupt act by an agent 
shall not render a candidate ineligible, 
unless such net shall Lave been done by 
the agent with. the consent of the 
candidate.

Upon the 90th clause,
Mr. Colby suggested that the latter 

portion of it allowing a candidate to 
furnish entertainment to electors at his 
residence, should be struck out.

Aftrr some discussion.
Mr. Dorion agreed to .let the clause 

stand as it was.
" A section was added to the clause re­

pealing any former Acts requiring a real 
estate qualification of candidates for the 
House of Commons, and providing that 
no such qualification be required in

The various schedules attached to the 
Bill were then passed with verbal amend­
ments, Mr. Dorion promising to adopt 
a suggestion for the addition of an oath 
by an elector, giving a duplicate vote, 
that he does not know of and has not 

t connived at the original personation. 
The Committee rose and reported pro­

gress, and asked have to sit again.
