road, and these have met with much 
greater success in their efforts than 
was. expected by even the most san­
guine of the promoters of the 
scheme. It was#expected at first 
that they would have to devote .a 
week to every place for organization, 
but euch interest has been aroused 
in the matter than at many points.. 
a much less time has sufficed for 
the organization of the local com­
pany. T.he amount of shares to be 
taken up before the loeal company 
may be organized is 112. At many

W-hen the general company has 
been organized it is expected that 
the -work of the local organizatiqns 
will be left entirely to the local peo­
ple themselves and the United Far­
mers, having succeeded in establish­
ing the managing concern in the 
shape of the general company, will 
let the local unions continue the 
work themselves to the best of their 
ability.

revision of the tariff at the present 
time is not oalled for and would be 
contrary to the general interest of the 
country.

OVERHEAD TRANSMISSION 
WILL BE THE RULE UNTIL 

MONEY BECOMES EASIER
The efforts of Commissioner Graves 

toward -the abolition of overhead trans­
mission wires in the congested down­
town districts have bepn impeded by 
the lack of funds. It was the in­
tention of the commissioner to place 
underground conduits in the lanes be­
tween Ninth, Eighth and Seventh 
avenues, from First street west -to 
Second street east, and so minimize 
the danger in caseo f fire, but the 
work has been postponed because of 
lack of money.

And the city’s financial condition is 
no better now than when the mayor 
went to New York early in April. The 
treasury notes put in the hands of .the 
Bank of Montreal recently are not yet 
sold, and the city has -been advised 
to dispose of as many bonds as -possi­
ble on this side of the Atlantic. At 
the city council last night two bylaws 
were passed, one to validate the 'issue 
of treasury notes for -the Bank of 
Montreal, and theo ther to recon- 
eolidate all the 20-year general issue 
for payment in Canadian currency.

“There is no money to do anything 
with,” said -Commissioner Graves, “and 
it may be that th-te work cannot be 
done at au ”

the house of commons got a surprise 
today in the form of Hon. W. T. 
White's annual budget statement. It 
was not expected until Thursday, but, 
owing to the eerious illness of his 
mother which necessitates his de­
parture from the capital, the minister, 
with the concurrence of the opposi­
tion, was permitted to make his state­
ment today without giving notice.

The most striking feature of the 
statement ie a record surplus of $55,- 
000,000. This immense surplus the 
minister estimated will allow the gov­
ernment to pay $33,000,000 of special 
expenditure chargeable to capital ac­
count, provide $1,300,000 for sinking 
fund and leave $23,300,00 which could, 
if necessary, be applied to the reduc­
tion of the national debt. The total 
revenue of the fiscal year just closed 
Mr. White place dat $168.250,000, an 
increase of more than $32,000,000 over 
the revenue of the previous year and 
a sum equal to the entire revenue of 
the Dominion twenty years ago. The 
surplus last year was slightly under 
$38,000.000. »

For the current fiscal year which 
will end on March 31, 1914, Mr. White 
estimated a total expenditure of about 
$179,000,000. To this must be added the 
supplementary setimates yet to be 
brought down, railway subsidies, etc. 
There was also the sum that would 
be necessary to start construction of 
the three Dreadnoughts. The total 
estimated expenditure would be close 
to $200,000,000 though a considerable 
amount of this would- not be spent. 
The minister believed that the rev­
enue for the current year despite the 
large proposed expenditures iveuld 
meet all obligations,

The minister made some reference 
to the stringent financial conditions 
which have existed during the year 
and predicted that improved condi­
tions would prevail before many

North Country Opening Up and 
a Very Desirable Class of 

Immigrants Is Coming
On hie way to Banff for a few days’ 

holiday, Charles Olin, M. L. A. for We- 
taekiwin, passed through Calgary yes­
terday.

Mr. Olin is one of the best known 
members in the local house, and was 
re-elected by a bdg majority at the 
recent election. He is one of the few 
foreign members, but his ability has 
placed him in the front rank of the 
legislators of the province.

“Everything points to a very bright 
year all over Alberta,” said Mr. Olin, 
in discussing the general situation, on 
Sunday. “Financially, I think that a 
great imorovement is already notice­
able. Money is getting easier and with 
the shipping out of the great quanti­
ties of grain tied up in the elevators 
here and at the lakes it will become 
even more easy. The big financial 
stringency is past, and there is money 
now available for legitimate business 
purposes, although the banks are still 
holding- back on real estate speculators. 
Personally, I think that this is a great 
boon to the country, as it will help 
to keep down inflated values and re­
sult in a more substantial growth and 
building up of the country generally.”

Mr. Olin will remain at Banff for 
a few days before returning to Wetask­
iwin. He states that conditions 
throughout his district are excellent; 
that there is a steady stream of high 
class settlers invading that territory, 
and that the districts all through his 
constituency are rapidly opening up 
and developing.

“It will be a good year for Wetaski­
win and for every ^district in Alberta,” 
he said. “I look for an especially big 
development in Northern Alberta this 
year, as the opening up of that country 
by the railroads and the advertising 
the whole of Alberta and especially the 
north country has received during the 
past few years is having its effect, and 
there Is a constant stream of very de­
sirable immigrants from Great Britain, 
Europe and the United States pouring 
into this country.”

MANY POPLARS PLANTED AT 
LETHBRIDGE ARBOR DAY

Philadelphia, May 11.—Helen Kefller 
fs a militant suffragette.

They cannot hope to get anything un­
less they are willing to fight and suf­
fer for it. The pangs of hunger during 
their hunger strikes simply ' are a 
sample of the sufferingthey must ex­
pect.

‘But I am a militant suffragette be­
cause I believe suffrage will lead to 
Socialism and to me Socialism is the 
ideal cause.”

After Premier Asquith's outspoken 
deliverance on the suffragette ques- 
flon, -he can no longer expect an in­
vitation to spend the week-end at 
Patnkhuret Villa.

Lethbridge, May 12. — Arbor Day, 

1913, will long be remembered by ‘the 
children and citizens of Lethbridge, as 
one of the most pleasant and profit­
able ever spent.

Two thousand Norway .poplar trees 
were distributed throughout the city, 
and every boy and girl attending school 
in the city received a fine spec îen 
of this hardy variety of poplar.

Several of the churqhes received 25 
trees each, for planting on their res­
pective grounds, and the Woman’s 
Civic club also received 25 for beauti­
fying the cemetery.

The exercises at all the schools were 
very interesting and impressive. The 
children seemed very much interested 
in the demonstrations given, and de­
lighted in receiving their trees. Many 
brought something with which to wrap 
the roots, which showed' their atten­
tion to the instructions the teachers 
had given them. All were anxious to 
get to their homes, and during the day 
many were seen digging the holes and 
putting in the trees according to in­
structions. With each tree was given 
a card with the compliments of the 
donors, the Hudson’s Bay Company, 
and full directions in the care, plant­
ing and trimming of this variety.

The trees were all beautiful speci­
mens of the Norway poplar and aver­
aged about eight feet In height.

At the Hudson's Bay store over 400 
extra trees were given away to the 
general public. It was not necessary 
to make a purchase in order to receive 
one, Mr. Dodman thinking that this 
would spoil the whole effect of the 
gife.

The Hudson’s Bay Company aim to 
make Lethbridge one of the most 
beautiful cities in Western Canada, and 
their interest is genuine, not mercen­
ary.

With shipments averaging 1,000 gal­
lons per day, Didsbury ships more milk 
into Calgary than any other town in 
the province, and as the result of this j 
dairying industry on the part of the ! 
farmers of the Didsbury district, about i 
$8,60*0 per month finds its way from the 
pockets of Calgarians to the farmers 
and merchants of Didsbury.

This is the statement of J. E. Stauf­
fer, M. L. A. for that district, who was 
one of the out-of-town visitors to hear 
Elbert Hubbard lecture in this city on 
Saturday night.

“We have one of the best, if not the 
best, mixed farming districts in Al­
berta,” said Mr. Stauffer, “and if it 
were net for the farmers of Didsbury 
the people of Calgary would face a 
milk shortage all the year round. We 
average 1,000 gallons a day shipped to 
Calgary, which means approximately 
$8,000 per month coming in to the farm­
ers from the people of this city.”

Mr. Stauffer spoke very optimistic­
ally of conditions all over Alberta and 
especially in his own district, . which 
is one of the best settled districts in 
the province.

“Real estate in the town of Didsbury 
and through the farming districts 
around is beginning to move,
“and business of all kinds is picking : 
up and will continue to pick up from j 
now on. We have one of the most I 
prosperous districts in Alberta, arid ( 
merchants and bankers predict a rec­
ord breaking year all round. Person­
ally, I look to see our town and dis­
trict go ahead as it has never done 
before, especially as the farmers are 
going in more extensively for mixed 
farming than formerly.”

Seeding Nearly Completed.
The Didsbury district covers a large 

tract of very fertile country, and, al­
though the recent wet weather has de­
layed seeding to some extent, the farm­
ers have made good headway with their 
work.

“Seeding is about _60 frer cent fin­
ished in the tfismet immediately 
around Didsbury,” said Mr. Stauffer, 
“but in the Carbon district it is even 
further advanced. I think that it is 
about 75 per cent over there, and all 
the farmers are making preparations 
to break more ground this year than 
ever before.”

The provincial government is also 
recognizing the importance of the dis­
trict which Mr. Stauffer represents, 
and through the efforts of that mem­
ber a great deal of work in the way 
of telephone extensions will be done 
this summer. Already gangs of men 
are at work in and near the town, and 
a lot of new districts will be served 
with rural lines this year. This is 
also true of the districts around Car- 
stairs, Acme and Three Hills, where 
arrangements have been made for the 
building of many miles of telephone 
lines this summer.

“The government men are already at 
work,” said Mr. Stauffer, when ques­
tioned on this matter, “and, although 
wet weather is delaying them a little, 
we look for a lot of work to be done 
this season. The district is well set­
tled up, very fertile, and the farmers 
are anxious to have the telephones and 
they are going to get them.”--------------- --Q------------------

Alfonso Watched Aviators
Paris, May 12.—King Alfonso of 

Spain tonight ended his visit to France 
and departed for Madrid. His leave 
taking of the French capital was with­
out incident. This afternoon the 
Spanish monarch visited the Aero­
drome at Buc, and was a highly in­
terested spectator of daring flights by 
aviators in heavier .than air machines, 
and of the evolutions of dirigible bal­
loon*.

Berlin, May 12.—It is more import­
ant, in order to remain in the German 
diplomatic service, to make wise se­
lection of your father than to serve the 
crown with distinction. In other words, 
the efficient diplomat without a title 
apparently must give way to the aspir­
ant of noble birth.

The case of Admiral von Hintz illus­
trates the point. The admiral is Ger­
man minister to Mexico, but it is now 
reported that he is coming home on ac­
count of “illness.” Unless he regains 
his health he will not return to Mexico, 
but probably will retire from the dip­
lomatic service.

During the days of the street fight­
ing in Mexico City that resulted in the 
triumph of Diaz and Huerta, the sailor 
diplomat displayed marked courage. At 
the steering wheel of his automobile 
he went everywhere in the fighting 
zone, rescuing Germans who were in 
danger. His energy was unfailing, and 
his presence and advice were of ma­
terial aid to German subjects. Fur­
thermore, Admiral von Hintz succeed­
ed in obtaining from the Mexican gov­
ernment punishment for the murders 
and a heavy indemnity for the families 
of Germans murdered at Covadenga.

Previous to his duty in Mexico the 
i admiral was the personal représenta- 
I Live of Emperor William on the staff 
| of the Russian emperor at St. Peters- 
I burg. His services were so valuable 
In this position that the Mexico City 
post was given him in the nature of a 
reward. At the same time Emperor 
William Slanted him a patent of no­
bility for his services in Russia.

But the admiral is not noble by birth, 
and for several months past a cam­
paign has been conducted against him 
by certain newspapers of aristocratic 
connections. It is openly declared that 
if he does not return to Mexico this 
campaign, and not a convenient “ill­
ness,” will be the cause.

1,00 for Montreal and Quebec. Seven 
hundred more left for New York by 
the Anchor line. Thaugh the grand 
total of emigrants in one day has 
been exceeded, the total bound for 
Canada ports is the highest o-n record. 
Shipping companies report full book- 

to the end of June.

“More business is coming into Cal­
gary from the United States at pres­
ent than ever before at this time of 
the year. The rush of immigrants has 
begun early and the shipments of 
freight are also a little earlier this 
year and are larger than ever. This 
should be a good year for Alberta if 
the present conditions keep up, and 
there is every indication that they 
will,” said P. H. Scanlan, commercial 
agent of the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. 
Paul Railway company, who arrived in 
Calgary yesterday on one of his regu­
lar business trips.

Although making his headquarters at 
Scanlan is well 

known all over the Northwestern 
States and Canada, and is one of the 
best known railroad men on the con­
tinent. He has been making regular 
trips through Western Canada for 
years past, and stated yesterday that 
conditions in Calgary impressed him 
as being much better than they had 
been for some time past.

“This is general throughout the 
West,” said Mr. Scanlan! “The rail­
road development of the past few years 
in Western Canada especially has been 
phenomenal, and anyone who makes 
periodical visits here can not help but 
be impressed with the many changes 
made in even a few short months. In 
Calgary the changes are remarkable, 
and I firmly believe that this will be 
a city of 100,000 people in much less 
time than even the most optimistic 
Calgarian has any idea.”

According to Mr. Scanlan, there will 
be several excursions of farmers from 
the United States to look over West­
ern Canada this year and the immi­
gration from all sources will be bigger 
than ever.

A person who is
hard of hearing can go to a dinner 
party and attend strictly to the menu 
without having to sidetrack the salad 
course in order to finish a long-winded 
anecdote.

Deafness ie caused by a failure of 
the ear drum to respond to the long 
roll, and may be due either to a punc­
ture or lack of a belt tightener on the j 
sound waves. The process of hearing, j 
as is well known, is caused by waves i 
of sound striking on the drum of the ; 
ear and bounding back in the forrfl of 
thought. When the ear drum leaks, 
the sound waves pass on through to 
the other ear and escape with a loud 
“Hey?”

Deafness causes its devotees to break 
into the conversation at unexpected in­
tervals with post-mortem remarks 
upon subjects that have been thor­
oughly threshed out. When a deaf man 
attends lodge, he is liable to break out

Newfoundland Seal Fishery
St. Johns, Nfd„ May 11—The New­

foundland setal fishery of 1913 closed 
yesterday with a more successful rec­
ord than that of last year. Figures 
made public today show that 272,965 
seals, valued at $494,406, were caught 
by the fleet of 19 ships, manned by 
3,608 men. Last season’s catch was 
175,128 seals, divided among 22 ships 
and .4,176 lyien.

No ships were lost during the sea­
son, and no serious accident occurred, 
though three of the vessels were dis­
abled temporarily in a gale. Two, 
deaths from natural causes represent -, 
ed the only loss of life during the two 
months’ cruise.

Should Soon Be Able to Wipe Out Debt, Says Mr, Hunt— 
“Y” Wants More Help and Less Criticism, Says Mrs. 
Kerby—National Secretary Outlines the Work in Other 
Countries

The Y.W.C.A. parlors were crowded 
last night with interested men and 
women gathered to hear the reports 
of the various branches of work for 
the past year and to meet Mise Saund­
ers, the national secretary of the "Y”.

The opening remarks were made by 
Mlass Campbell who spoke of -the good 
work done by the ”Y”, and thanked the 
president and board for all their atten­
tion and kindness. This was second­
ed, emphasis being put on the home­
like condition of the building, making 
girls feel that they did not want to 
leave it till they got married or died. 
It was also suggested that there was 
room in Calgary for several Y.W.C.A. 
buildings.

Mrs. Underwood responded, thank­
ing the girls in the name of the board 
and assuring them that their work 
wae done out of love for the girls.

Ten new names to be put on the 
board were read and' adopted, ae fol­
lows: Mrs. Budd, Mrs. Hunt, Mrs. Tony 
Mrs. Sayer, Mrs. Van Wart, Mrs. 
Woodhall, Mrs. Langford, Mrs. Lament 
and Mrs Carter Mies a Pinkham was 
suggested in place of Mrs Freeze this 
being left till next meeting

60 Women Have Net Quarrelled
The president, in her address, said 

that the “Y” did not represent a mere 
boarding house, there was a bigger 
and deeper meaning to It, and letters 
received from girls and their mothers 
revealed that meaning

A great thing to be said of the past 
year, was, said Mrs. Underwood, that 
the 60 women on the board had not 
once quarrelled but had settled all 
matters amicably, saying what they 
toad to say to and not of each other.

Miss Glass in her report said that 
the best way to know the ”Y” and its 
work was to visit it—ae figures could 
not express adequately what was be­
ing done. She hoped, she said, that 
the "Y” would become the rendezvous 
for all classes in Calgary that they 
might form some estimate ef its true 
worth.

The average attendance in the main 
building, according to Miss Glass’ sta­
tistics, wae 69 per month and in the 
annex, 49 per month. 1163 transients 
had stayed during the year while 558 
persons had been directed to other 
rooms.

Fifteen hunrder and seventy-nine 
ladies had applied for helpers and 890 
girls had been placed in situations. 
The Travellers’ aid had met 3,058 
trains and assisted 8,287 persons, while 
118,092 meals had been served.
Not Just Place for Big Wage Earners

Much had been said against the ”Y” 
Miss Glass remarked, and there were 
those who called It a place merely for 
girls who could afford to pay good 
Prioee. From things that she could 
remember and without actual notes, 12 
girls had left without paying, with a 
result of a loss of $146, while 10 girls 
who could not pay had been taken in. 
In another oase two country girls who 
were ready for normal but could not 
afford to pay board had been given 
some free till they obtained school 
positions from which they are now 
making up the deficit.

Other business girls had had to go to 
the hospital and always the doctors’ 
and hoep'tal bill had been paid and the 
“Y” bills left till the girls ooud settle 
them.

With regard to the clubs Miss Childs 
spoke enthusiastically of the Harmony 
club for young married women, and the 
literary and Dickens, the gym and 
swimming clubs.

Miss Mcllradle read the treasurer’s 
report showing a balance of $2,287.

Mise Saunders’ Address
The guest of honor for the evening 

was Miss Saunders, the notional sec­
retary of the Y.W.C.A., and in her 
opening remarks she spoke of the 
great good always obtained by unity 
and co-operation, and added that the 
“Y” work was spreading and growing 
all over the world. Though branches 
were already estamlished in 30 coun­
tries, embodying many nationalities 
and churches.

Mies Saunders said she would speak 
chiefly of these, starting with Great 
Britain. The ”Y” movement was start­
ed in Britain in 1866 by two women— 
Miss Roberts and Lady Kinnaird, the 
former of whom held bible meetings, 
while the latter, recognizing the need 
of housing accommodation for girls 
opened a sort of boarding housemore 
especially for the nurses returning from 
the Crimean war.

Although the boarding house idea 
started in Britain, Miss Saunders 
stated that that part had now com­
paratively little to do with the ,'Y’’ 
work there as there were not the same 
boarding problems in Great Britain 
as in other countries.

The “Y” Work In Bulgaria
Passing to Bulgaria she said that a 

«Y’’ had been founded there two years 
ago and had done much good. This 
had been the result of two women peti­
tioning the ”Y” conference in Berlin 
to found a ”Y” in Bulgaria and her 
Miss Saunder’s sitter had become the 
first secretary.

Eight hundred girls were In the 
university of the capital alone, and 
those all Interested in teh idea of a 
“Y" had formed clubs, started western 
games, and when the war broke out 
and the universities were shot down, 
many of them with Miss Saunders 
volunteered as Red Cross nurses, en­
during privations unspeakable but tak­
ing light and help to many sufferers.

Work in Other Countries
In Cairo there was much work being 

done, Miss Saunders said, many Euro­
pean girls’ flocking into the city to 
business or to become governesses. The 
dangers for white girls were very great 
and a home place an dpeople to appeal 
to were absolutely necessary.

In India the work was also tremen­
dous. But Miss Saunders passed to 
Japan, where the girls- are taking hold 
of western ideas in business and edu­
cation faster tha nany like country. 
They are employed in telephone ex­
changes, as ticket sellers at stations, 
and in banks and offices of all kinds. 
Industrial problems are great, especial­
ly among the mill hands, many of 
whom are brought from up country 
and bound over for three years, being 
put on long shifts and kept prisoners 
most of the time. In Tokio alone 1,500 
girls are in schools and colleges, and 
as there are no residential buildings, 
boarding house accommeiotlon is a

crying need. The ”Y" is opening pure­
ly Japanese hostels fo rthese students 
and alsi arranging meals as these are 
hard to get In decent places. Many 
Japanese girls are becoming Christians 
but this, too, is a difficult problem as 
marriages are still arranged by par­
ents and Japanese etiquette forbids the 
girl to discuss the man she is to marry, 
whether he be Christian or not 
persons are endeavoring to put a stop 
to this custom but so far without suc­
cess.

Work In Canada
The “Y” has branches in 26 Cana­

dian cities but theer is work for many 
more.

Besides the meeting of trains, e sec­
retary has been appointed to meet all 
boats at St. Johns and Quebec, going 
among the immigrants and giving them 
addresses of people in the cities to 
which they are bound.

The “Y” endeavors to deal with the 
great boarding problem of the west, to 
help the girls physically with "gym”, 
swiming and walking clubs; to aid 
them socially by providing a home, 
and by developing them in every way. 
Spiritually, too, it tries to satisfy the 
soul hunger of all girls and this, Miss 
Saunders added, is often done best by 
personla friendships formed in "Y’s” 
and heart to heart talks between the 
girls themselves.

In closing, Miss Saunders wished 
the Calgary Y.W.C.A. all good things 
for the future.

Y. W. C. A. Shames Y. M. C. A.
Among those present was Mr. Hunt, 

who, in expressing his pleasure at 
the reports given, said that these 
shamed the Y. M. C. A., as their books 
showed a deficit Whether or no 
women should have a vote might be 
decided by the excellent management 
of the “Y.” He thanked Miss Saun­
ders for her address, and said he had 
helped her i* trying to collect the 
$10,000 which she wished Calgary to 
give ae Ite share of $18,000 to be got 
from Canada -toward “Y” work over 
the world. Mr. Hunt added t-hait he 
would like to eee the Y. W. C. A. 
debt wiped out. One man, he said, 
had gone out one day and inside half 
an hour had talked two men into giv­
ing $10,000 each to the Y. M. C. A., 
not by asking them what they would 
give, but in ordering them to put down 
that $10,000 each. If this could be 
got for the Y. M. C. A., why not a 
similar amount for the Y. W. C. A.? 
Mr. Vanliner agreed with Mr. Hunt, 
aid said that if more men were pres­
ent to hear of the work done, the 
money could be got.

That ladles were changing and sur­
prising even -themselves in -the way 
they were going into business and 
various world’s work was the opinion 
of Mr. Bamont, who added that men 
would soon have to "go some" to keep 
up with them. They had to meet seri­
ous problems in business and social 
life, -but 'he -thought most of them were 
capable of surmounting all difficulties. 
The "Y” certainly helped, he said, and 
was doing great work by making for 
high womanhood, high motherhood 
and their high national life.

Mr. Underwood owned it was true 
that the Y. *W. C. A. had beaten the 
Y. M. C. A., but added that the Y. W. 
charged for its -meals, while the Y. 
M. gave .them away. He said, how- 

I ever, that the women had done good 
work, and might do better still with a 

| bigger kitchen. Miss Glass had de­
veloped beautifully, he thought, and 
so had all the other helpers. He 
thought that women should have 
buildings equally with men, for given 
similar opportunities many of them 
would come out all right. They could 
rule -the world, he said, but not by 
breaking windows; they -could rule 
men, and that was everything.

Rule World, But Not Pockets
In proposing a vote of thanks to 

the various speakers, Mrs. Kerby 
begged to disagree with Mr. Under­
wood. She owned that woman could 
rule the world, but said it was less 
easy to rule men’s pockets, and she 
much doubted if the debt' could be 
cleared for some time at least. Con­
tinuing, she told a tale on Mr. Under­
wood who was one of five men to 
whom two trembling women had gone 
some seven years ago, and had asked 
that they might be given leave to rent 
a house which would be used es a 
home for girls. After much wise 
questioning he had said: "All right, 
go on, but at the end of six months 
you’ll be $300 in debt." "We were not 
at the end of six months," said Mrs. 
Kerby, “nor are we at the end of seven 
years.” If men would turn out to 
our meetings1 a little more and criti­
cise our actions a Little less, conclud­
ed Mrs. Kerby, we would get on a lot 
better.

Mr. Terrill also complimented the 
board and staff on their excellent 
work, after which the business came 
to an end, and all present adjourned 
to the dining room for refreshments.

Porte to Procrastinate.
Uondon, May 11.—The Turkish dele­

gates have arrived iji Bondon for the 
peace conference.

Dispatches from Sofia indicate that 
the Turks are trying to delay the 
conclusion of peace by refusing to ac­
cept the peace terms drawn by the 
ambassadorial conference. The Bul­
garian government, however, has noti­
fied Greece of its determination to 
permit no further delay in the sign­
ing of the peace treaty.

Friction between Bulgaria and 
Greece still menaces the situation. 
The mixed commission appointed by 
the two governments with the object 
of reconciling the rival claims over 
the disputed towns and territories in 
Macedonia have failed to reach an 
agreement. Two sets of representa­
tives have arrived at opposite and ir­
reconcilable conclusions.

Eggs to Retailers, Bringing 
Them Straight from Farm, 
Selected and Packed

EXPERIMENT MAY BE MR. EGGLESTON SAYS THEY 
MADE PROVINCE-WIDE WILL CONTINUE TO COME

Start Will Be Made Within a 
Month and Farmers Will Get 
Better Prices — Cost Will 
Not Be Reduced for Con­
sumer Except in Winter

The provision of fcresh egg's for the 
(Vrarv market is a question now oc- 
cupyink the attention of the United 
farmers of Alberta. A scheme which 

been thought eut by Secretary 
Lodheuse will, it is expected, be put 
in operation within a month, by which 
he farmers will provide to the re- 

Ljiers of the city a constant supply 
0f fresh eggs, which will all of them 
be guaranteed.

Thef armers are now getting ready 
a special set of boxes which will each 
hold a dozen eggs. These will be 
specially packed and shipped to the 
citv by the farmers themselves, and 
will come direct to the retailers, who 
wm receive the eggs more expe­
ditiously than heretofore. The work 
of the wholesaler, which in the past 
has often led to the eggs being brought 
to the consumers long after being laid 
and hardly quite fresh, will thus be 
obviated. This will mean much to 
the purchaser of eggs. There will yet 
be another advantage to this class, 
which is to a large degree the whole 
community, that the eggs will all be 
selected and each will come with a 
special mark or stamp, not only on 
the egg, but also on the case, which 
will guarantee its soundness and fit­
ness for food.

Experimenting in Calgary
The plan, which is to a large extent 

in its embryo ' stage, will be worked 
out in experiment, and if successful 
will be extended to the other consum­
ing markets of the world as well as 
Calgary. The work of collecting t!he 
eggs, packing and shipping will be 
entirely in the hands of the local or­
ganizations of the United Farmers, 
while that of distributing will be left 
to the hands of the retailers. The 
plan has been taken up by the Retail­
ers' association of Calgary, and the 
experiment will toe run between these 
and the United Farmers’ associations 
at Gleichen and other points along 
the line near Calgary. Within a month 
it is expected that there will be about 
50 cases of eggs shipped daily to the 
market here. Instead of eggs taking 
many days to reach the market, it is 
thought that with this "scheme in op­
eration eggs should never take more 
than seven days to reach the mark art 
for which they are designated.

Cheaper Epqw in Winter 
It is not thought that the price of 

the egg will be any cheaper for the 
consumer at (the start. For the sum­
mer at least it will continue about the 
same, and the better price will go to 
the farmer who will be out consider­
ably for the work -of packing. In 
the winter, however, it is expected 
that if the scheme works well the price 
will toe reduced, for the reason that 
there may be a constant supply of 
good eggs, which is more than is at 
present realized for the winter ma/r- 

i ket This will tend to make winter 
eggs as cheap as summer, which will 

! most welcome to the housekeepers 
| of the city.

The start will be made with the 
l scheme within itiie month, and If all

And That They Are Getting 
Away from Plague of Taxes; 
Resolutions Will Not Stop 
Them; Charles P. Taft on 
the "Canadian Peril."

(By W. G. Eggleston)
Portland, May 11.—Charles P. Taft,

, the bewhiskered “angel” of Prof. W. 
H. Taft’s political fortunes, owner of 

, The Cincinnati Times-Star, stockholder 
! in traction and other public service 
I corporations, big landlord in Texas and 
! bigger land-grabber in Mexico, is be- 
! ginning to see the Canadian peril to 
j Uncle Sam's country. Not so long ago 
j he printed a silly editorial in his paper 
I on the tax laws and tax conditions of 
! Western Canada, and then refused to 
print a correction. But in his paper 
of March 26 he says:

Far from abandoning or even re- 
i laxing their efforts to induce Ameri­

can immigration into the agricultural 
sections of the Dominion, the Cana­
dian immigration officials are likely 
to display more determination than 
ever to secure such colonists.

Canada has made up its mind that 
the American immigrant with agri­
cultural experience is decidedly the 
most desirable that it can hope to 
obtain. There have been sentimental 
reasons for preferring immigrants 
from “home,” and the picture of a 
great Canada peopled largely by men 
and women born under the British 
flag is still an attractive one. But 
the belief is rapidly growing that this 
is only a dream, impossible of reali-

Well, yes; the Canadian immigration 
officials know a good thing when they 
see it; they have found out that the 
American farmers know a good thing 
when they see it put up in an attrac­
tive package ; they wish to settle up 
Western Canada with American farm­
ers because American farmers are best 
for Canada, and they are coming after 
American farmers in a steady, sys­
tematic manner. They have a lot of 
American farmers over there, and they 
will have more this year, and next year, 
and so on.

Louis W. Hill said in a recent inter­
view that “we are daily losing the best 
farmers we have in the Northwestern 
States,” and that “they are flocking to 
Canada.” He Is correct in both state­
ments. And “Brother Charlie’s” paper 
continues:

An official of the Canadian Pacific 
railroad has just returned from Eng­
land, firm in the oenvietion that that 
country is* not a good field for the 
Canadian immigration recruiting 
sergeant. He finds that less than 13 
per cent of the population of the 
United Kingdom is engaged in farm­
ing, and that for the most part the 
British immigrants likely to be per­
suaded by glowing reports of euc- 
cees to be won to the new country 
are of pretty peer caliber. They are 
not the men that Canada needs, 
whereas the Americans from the 
farming districts of this country pos­
sess all the desired qualifications.

Several Acres of Land.
That is correct. Mr. Dennison, man­

ager <xf tht land department of the 
Canadian Pacific, had just left for 
England when I called to see him in 
Calgary on Dec, 23. The Canadian Pa­
cific ha*s several acres of land In Mani­
toba, Saskatchewan, Alberta and Brit­
ish Columbia—about enough to accom­
modate the whole agricultural popula­
tion of California, Oregon and Wash­
ington. It has just put water on a 
vast tract—an empire of land—in 
Western Alberta and Eastern British 
Columbia and it wants American farm­
ers. It announces that it is not sell­
ing any land to speculators.

In addition to the inducements of­
fered by the Canadian Pacific, the 
western provinces are offering a few 
inducements. Among other induce­
ments is “exemption of all farm im­
provements and personal property from 
tax.” That looks good to the Ameri­
can farmer, because he doesn’t know 
that it means “Single Tax” until he 
gets to Canada. As long as he is on 
this side of the boundary line he thinks 
single tax will blow him up, strip him 
of his possessions and toboggan hiim to 
the almshouse. After he sees what it 

: really is, he likes it and writes back 
to his old home for his neighbors to 
“come on to Canada.” And “Brother 

I Charlie” says again:
The Taft Comment.

The offering of still greater in­
ducements than in the past to Amer- 

I icans is not at all unlikely. Under 
such circumstances the current of 
emiaration is almost sure to increase. 
As has been frequently pointed out, 
what is Canada's gain because of this 
movement is our loss, and if that 
loss goes on increasing the problem 
of checking it will demand our most 
earnest attention.
Again is “Brother Charlie” correct. 

His assertion that the problem of 
checking that American emigration to 
Western Canada “will demand our 
most earnest attention” shows that he 
has been burled for a few minutes in 
deep thought, and anything that will 
make him think, even for a few min­
utes, is worth the money. You notice 
he has discovered that what is Can­
ada’s gain because of the American 
emigration is “our loss.”

Still, “Brother Charlie” need not be 
cast down, for the worst is yet to 
come ; more Americans jare going, and 
a string of resolutions reaching from 
Lake Superior to the Pacific Ocean 
won’t stop them. They are getting 
away from a plague of taxes.

The depot did not present such an » 
animated spectacle as on Sunday, for 
the obvious reason that Calgary people ; 
had to be at work during the day and ! 
had no time for going to meet the 
train. Yet there were some there to 
welcome their friends, and the num- : 
bers arriving gave the place quite a 
busy appearance.

The bulk of those coming in yester­
day went right through to the coast, 
and only a few stayed off at Calgary, 
so that within the last few days Bri­
tish Columbia has done well in the 
way of adding to its population, and 
;-ts numbers have been materially In­
creased, more perhaps than any other 
part of the Dominion.

After a whole week during which no 
mail came in from the Old Country, 
yesterday brought a welcome change, 
and the mail which arrived was speci­
ally big, arid proved all the more wel­
come after the days of waiting through 
the lateness of the ocean liners.

HOME REUNION ASS’N.

Moose Jaw, May 12.-—Within sight 
of Moose Jaw a cyclone travelled over 
four farms this morning, leaving sun­
dry damages in its wake. No perman­
ent buildings were blown over but 
outhouses, wagons and buggies, etc., 
figure in the losses.

The cyclone 
died out after racing seven miles and 
was about half a minute in duration.

SOME CLAIMS A HUNDRED 
YEARS 0L0

The International Tribunal for 
Arbitration of Claims Begins 
Its Sessions at aWshington

Washington, May 11—Great Britain 
and the United States will begin to 
clean the diplomatic slate on Tuesday, 
when the t international tribunal for 
the arbitration of outstanding pecun­
iary claims between the two nations 
will hold Its first meeting here under 
the presidency of Henri A. Fromageot, 
of France. The tribunal, created by 
a special agreement, negotiated by 
Former Ambassador James Bryce, and 
Former Secretary of State P. B. Knox 
in 1910, will udiciially settle claims of 
private persons of the two nations, 
some of them dating back to the war of 
1812.

There has been no judicial settlement 
of any such claims since 1853. The 
settlement of the large number of ac­
cumulated cases will relieve the Am­
erican state department and the Brit­
ish foreign office of the private de­
mands, which are constantly being 
urged for settlement. The claims list­
ed for hearing at the opening session 
of the tribunal are chiefly those In 
fa^or of or against Canada. They re­
late to seizure of American fishing 
vessels (and Canadian sealers, collis­
ions, contracts in the Yukoh territory, 
South Africa, India and other sub­
jects.

PRESBYTERIANS TO BUILD 
IN PLEASANT HEIGHTS

The Home Reunion Association will 
hold a meeting on Thursday to deal 
with a number of application for aia 
under its auspices. The association 
has now widened its scope for its 
work and instead of being as formerly, 
the Imperial Home Reunion Associa 
tion, it is now pure and simple the 
Home Reunion. Previously the associ­
ation merely gave assistance to famil­
ies from the old country who wished to 
reunite here in Calgary, the father or 
one member of the family having come 
here in advance. Now the same privil­
ege and aid is being extended to immi­
grants from every country and on 
Thursday evening at the meeting there 
will be considered applications for the 
first time for the bringing out of fami­
lies to be reunited here from other 
countries in Europe and elsewhere than 
England, Scotland and Ireland.

Rich Widows For Arsene
London, May 12. — A Florence de­

spatch to The Daily Express says that 
Prince Arsene, brother of King Peter 
of Servia, will marry this week Mrs. 
Hugo Pratt, a rich American widow.

Much interest attaches to the new 
Presbyterian church which is to be 
built at Pleasant Heights. The congre­
gation is hardly a year old, yet it al­
ready numbers 100 members, and is full 
of life and activity. It is confidently 
expected that the church will continue 
to grow rapidly, and the building which 
is now being built, though small, will 
gradually be replaced by one of much 
greater dimensions. The cost is to be 
$4.000, but such is the enthusiasm of 
the members that a great deal of the 
work is to be done by voluntary labor. 
The lumber has all beto provided free by 
The lumber has all been provided free by 
lots on which the building will be erect­
ed were a present from Alderman Wil­
liam Ross. There will be seating ac­
commodation for about 500 people in 
the new church and it is expected that 
that will do for a few years at least, 
and then the woodén structure which 
is being put up will be replaced by a 
more substantial building when the cir­
cumstances warrant it.

Paris, May 11.—Advicëff' from East­

ern Morocco say that General Alex has 
occupied Kasbahmsoun, abdut sixty 
miles from Fez. This is an important 
new* step in the Occupation of Morocco 
opening up a route between the Riff 
and Atlas country.

Seated at a 
table on the lawn where the document 
was signed were Health Commissioner 
Francis B. Fronczak, Henry P. Emer­
son, superintendent of education: Her­
bert A. Meldrum. president of the 
Chamber of Commerce; City Clerk 
Harold .1.

Gram and Dr. W. H. Heath of the 
health department, and B. Herbert 
Blakesiee. executive secretary : all of 
whom are active workers in behalf of 
the congress, which it is planned will 
be the biggest effort ever made in this 
country toward bringing school hy­
giene before the world.

Mrs. Jones, 
his wife: Mary Jones, their daughter, 
Master Jones, their little son; Arthur 
Moore, a dental inspector: Miss Maud 
Van Wert, a dental nurse; William 
Brooks, dentist: Miss Metta White, 
dental assistant: Robert Jarvis, a phy­
sician: Miss Martha Johnson, teacher; 
Miss Ella Whitehead, principal.

There is also in the company a large 
number of school children. Several in­
terior scenes and one exterior scene are 
shown, including a dining room, a 
school room and a reception room at 
a dental office. The story of the film 
gives in detail the suffering of John 
Henry Jones from a bad tooth and his

names of Burns and Pelkey will be associated. 
Bums is to be the manager; Pelkey is to do the 
fighting.

Ever since Tommy Burns lost the title to Jack 
Johnson and announced that he would retire from 
the ring he has been on the lookout for a man who 
would be the recognized champion of the world. 
Two years ago he picked up Jack Lester and made 
him famous. As long as Lester was under the 
wing of Burns he prospered- He went over to Aus­
tralia and defeated Bill Lang, the recognized Aus­
tralian champion. But his prosperity did not agree 
with him. He repudiated his contract with the 
former champion, and from that day began to slide 
down the incline, until now he is back where he 
started. Less than a month ago he was knocked 
out by A1 Kaufman, who has been defeated by 
practically every aspiring white hope in the busi­
ness. Bums and Lester parted company a year 
and a half ago.

Burns was disappointed in Lester. His hope 
of regaining the heavyweight crown by means of

The Tariff Changes
Mr. White next referred to the tar­

iff changes. He said it was not de­
sirable that important changes should 
be made late in the session as it was 
only proper to leave the importing 
community an opportunity to make 
contracts in advance. The tariff, lie 
said, was marked by many anomalies 
but its two outstanding principles were 
that it should provide by indirept tax­
ation a revenue sufficient for the re­
quirements of the people and that it 
should be so framed as to build up in- 
dustires and to clntribute generally 
to the prosperity of the people and 
the Dominion as a whole. Having re­
gard for the proaeperlty of the country 
as shown by the last trade statistics, 
Mr. White said that there was un­
doubtedly a consensus of opinion that 
anything in the nature of a general 
revision would be contrary to the gen­
eral interests o| the country.

West Indies Agreement
Mr. White then spoke at some length 

in explanation of the West Indies 
agreement along lines already familiar 
to those interested in the matter. The 
effort to increase trade with other 
colonies, he said, was a matter which 
had received the approval of both 
sides of the house. As already an­
nounced in conection with the consid­
eration of that agreement Pdr. White 
said that the duty would be imposed 
on raw cocoa beans, lime juice and 
fresh limes when imported from for­
eign countries but they would be ad­
mitted free of duty from the West 
Indies.

Hon. Frank Oliver askeed for the 
difference in the rate of duty on re­
fined sugar as proposed by Mr. White 
and Mr. White stated that the rate 
under the old duty was 83 cents per 
hundred pounds and $1.24 general. The 
new rate would be 80 cents preferen­
tial and $1.07 2-3 general. W. F. Mac- 
lean inquired if the immense tariff 
disturbances which are likely to take 
place in the United States would in­
volve any changes in our fiscal policy.

Mr. White replied that he would 
prefer to wait to see what the Ameri­
cans did before making an announce­
ment.

E. W. Nesbitt asked why the value 
of ditching machinery which was al­
lowed in free was placed at $3,000. 
Mr. White said it was understood that 
the cost of such machinery for farm­
ing. purposes was from $2,000 to $2,700.

Reduction in Yarns
Mr. White also announced the 

reduction in the duty on certain yarns 
which were used as raw material by 
a number of Canadian manufacturers. 
Formerly there was considerable con­
fusion in regard to e classifying these 
yarns. The customs' department had 
made a ruling placing the duty at 10 
12 1-2 and 15 per cent. As this yarn 
was really used as raw material it* had 
been decided to reduce the rates to 
7 1-2 and' 10 per cent.

Mr. White then took up the question 
of the lead bounties which ran out on 
Juno 30, this year. In 3903 a lead 
bounty of 75 cents per hundred pounds 
was arranged for five years providing 
for an expenditure of $5,000,000. In 
1908 of this amount $1,700,000 was un­
expended. Mr. Fielding extended the 
bounties until June 30.

there is no solid American vote but 
that the Americans in the country for 
the most part supported the govern­
ment while the Americans in the 
cities for the most part opposed it.

Strictly speaking, there is no Ameri­
can vote. No foreign-born Citizen 
votes in a provincial contest in Al­
berta until he has sworn allegiance to 
King r' eorge, and the day he does that 
he 1 nee a Canadian, and, in many 
cases as good a Canadian as any 
reader of these lines. Whatever may 
be true of arrivals of a few months’ 
standing I have found no pro-Ameri­
canism in our naturalized citizens. On 
political issues they divide much as 
do native Canadians, particularly on 
matters of tariff; the city-dweller, 
with a picture of great industrial 
centres in his mind, favors protection, 
while the farmers reads of the price 
of oats in the United States and votes 
for reciprocity.

In referring to the fact that most 
of the cities voted Conservative he 
explains the vote in the three southern 
cities to some discontent because the 
government has launched out on a 
campaign of northern railway de­
velopment before extending the roads 
to the far south. He explains the 
vote in Edmonton to disaffection 
among Liberals.

New York, May 12—Except for a 
bear drive which enlivened trading for 
a time in the early afternoon the stock 
market was lifelesss.

The sugar stocks were heavy, selling 
apparently by reports regarding the 
probable action on the sugar schedule 
in the new tariff bill.

MONTREAL MARKET
Montreal, May 12. — Local stocks 

displayed no inclination to work out of 
their rut with the beginning of the 
new week; business continued little 
more than onminal and the course of 
prices—if “course” is applicable to a 
market virtually at a standstill— re­
mained as aimless and uncertain as 
the closing days last week.

With London closed and New York 
backing and filling in a now familiar 
style, there was no outside influence to 
inject any new implse into the market.

WINNIPEG WHEAT TRADING 
SLOW IT OPENING

Favorable Weather All Over 
Canadian Wheat Belt Has 

Bad Effect on Prices
Winnipeg, May 12.—Liverpool and 

continental grain markets were closed 
for Whitsuntide holidays, consequently 
there were no cables. The home mar­
ket opened unchanged to 1-8 higher, 
with easy tone, wb<le American mar­
kets opened weak, being unchanged to 
-4 lower. The weak opening was at- 
rifouted to favorable weather over the 
vheat belt* of Canada and the States 
nd heavy receipts.
Later there was a fractional ad- 

ance on the strength in corn and oats, 
>ut sagged near the close on some 
ealizing. Winnipeg closed unchanged 
o 1-8 lower on October.
Minneapolis opened unchanged to 

L4 lower, and closed 1-4 lower to 1-8 
to 1-4 higher.

Chicago opened unchanged to 1-8 
lower, and closed 1-8 higher to 1-4 
lower. The cash demand was quiet 
and in face of the heavy receipts of­
ferings were light. Exporters were 
not buyers. Inquiries were slow.

Oats, which have been stagnant for 
some time, were active and sold 3-8 
to’ 5-8c higher, while flax alao shared 
in the improved feeling. American 
oats market 1-2 lower, and Winnipeg 
oat* closed 3-8 to 1-2 up on the op­
tion, and 1-2 to 3-4 higher on cash.

HELPED TOUTE 
BILL MINER

Just Seven Years Ago Last 
Night, and It Was Raining, 
When Calgary Contingent 
Started After Famous Gun­
fighting Highwayman

TWO DAYS AFTER START 
MINER WAS A PRISONER

Former Sergeant J, W, Wilson 
Famous Mounted Policeman, 
in Reminiscent Mood, Tells 
Story of Pursuit and Cap­
ture of Miner and- His Gang

Seven years ago last night, with the 
rain pelting down in exactly the same 
manner as it was yesterday, and un­
der the same cloudy skies and threat­
ening weather, Calgary’s contingent of 
Royal North West Mount el Policemen 
enlisted to aid the British Columbia 
authorities in tracking down and ar­
resting “Bill” Miner, the notorious 
train robber, who held up and robbed 
the Imperial Limited near Ducks, B. 
C., started out On their ride thr ugh 
the mountains, from Kamloops, B. C.

The Calgary policemen left Kam­
loops at 6.30 in the evening ot May 
12, 1906, and two days later, or, to be 
exact, on May 14, shortly after 1.30 in 
the afternoon, they came across Miner 
and his outlaw companions. A gun 
fight, in which “SXorty” Dunn was 
wounded, and in which Colquohoun 
and several of the policemen had nar­
row escapes, followed, and less than 
half an hour after they had çaugh,t 
up with the rib hers the policemen were 
on their way back to civilization with 
them.

Sergeant Wilson's Story
“It doesn’t seem like seven years ago 

tonight, but that, is just what it was.” 
said Ex-Sergeant J. J.„ Wilson yester­
day in commenting on the anniver­
sary of the arduous- ridé through; the 
rough mountain country whiclj. ended 
in fresh laurels for the mounted police 
and imprisonment for. the train rob­
bers.

“I remember the start we made,” 
continued Wilson. “We had intended 
taking our own. horses from Calgary, 
but that would have- delaÿed us à fpw 
hours, so we just took o‘ur. accoutre­
ments and saddles and travelled as;fiist 
as a special- > train: ;COÛ-ld. take Vis.-/toT 
K9.mlp0.ps. Horses were waiting-for. 
us there, but they were all green 
bronchos, and when we saddled up 
we had a real wiki west exhibition- 
for about fifteen minutes, Horses were 
standing straight tip in the air; slip­
ping or bucking all ove'r the plade, 
or else crashing through fhe fence of 
the corral and endeavoring in every 
possible way to unseat their riders. I 
suppose, it made.a ^riiow for tfoe-
crowd, but we were aiixibus 'to' get

started, for we were then three days 
behind the robber*. Finally we got 
away ,-and I don’t think any of the 
men on that ride will ever forget iL 
The country was new to us. It was 
in pant of the wildest of the British 
Columbia mountain coufn-try, and we 
were out after men who had proven 
that they Would take desperate 
chances and were afraid of nothing. 
It was lucky for us that we surprised 
them. They had ridden hard and 
thought they were safe from pursuit 
for awhile, but we had pushed our 
horses to the limit and caught up with 
them when they were taking a day­
light nap after dinner. We crept up 
and had them covered, but they put up 
an attempt at fighting. That was 
how Dunn came to be wounded.”

According to the sergeant the horses 
of both the robbers and the -policemen 
were done up before the return journey 
began. “We couldn’t get a trot out 
of them,” he said. “They Just stum­
bled along and the men were as bad 
as the horses. I think it was only 
the excitement that kept us going, and 
When we finally reached a house the 
men judt tumbled out of the saddles, 
turned the horses and prisoners over 
to another party, and then slept on the 
bard floor. Some of them were asleep 
before we got anything to eat, for we 
had ridden, hard over rough country, 
without ^topping to eat or sleep, ex­
cept whàt eating ànd sleeping we got 
on horseback, -and they were all in. 
It was one of the hardest jobs we ever 
tackled, and good luck played more 
than, a little in our making such an 
early capture and without any loss of 
life. tl was only because Miner and 
his companions thought that pursuit 
was miles behind them that we caught 
them napping. If we had ridden up 
when they were awake some of us 
would never have copie back, for they 
were all dead shots and willing to take 
any sort of a chance to get away.”..

Although Wilson refused to. talk of 
his share in the proceedings, the offi­
cial annals of the mounted police show 
that he and his men took up a cold 
trail a week or more after the robbery, 
and outrode and outfigured the clever­
est train robber on the Amelcan con­
tinent.

Ancient Criminal History
The trail of the bandits, their sub­

sequent sentence to Imprisonment for 
life, followed by 78 year old Bill 
Miner’s sensational escape from the 
penitentiary' at New Westminster and 
his capture again some 1 years later 
after he had " held up and robbed a 
train in Georgia, are. now matters of 
ancient history. Miner is now serving 
a life sèntence in ; Georgia, but the 
mountain people among whom he made 
his home in British Columbia, and to 
whom he posed as a prospector, still 
talk in tones of the highest admira­
tion for the white haired -old man who 
was in the habi-'t of bringing candies 
from town for the children and keep­
ing them all supplied with pocket 
money.

“They weer all with [Miner and has 
companions,” said Wilson yesterday, 
“and had the weather been better and 
opr party had not been supplemented 
by a posse of British Columbia pro­
vincial police, a rescue would have 
beeh attempted. We were warned of 
one, but the strength., of the guard 
made those behind <he schema lose 
their nerve. A*s ft was, we weren’t 

[."feeling quite happy until we got the 
prisoner» behind the bars at Kam­
loops. Even then there was danger 
of them getting afvay," and they would 
have had all the outside assistance 
they wanted çinçe, they made the hills 
again, foi* thé people ‘looked upon them 
as heroes more than anything else.”

Sergeant ’Wilson still has the auto­
matic gun presented to him by Miner 
when he , vislfed the ••old .man In the 
penitentiary some.years later, on which 
occasion, the old prisoner grimly re­
marked- that lie was sorry he had abi 
time “to un limber and get the old gat 
into action”' -before the -police surprised 
them. _ .

IN MILITARY MATTERS THE 
KAISER IS SUPREME

Berlin, May 12.—While as to ordlhary 
affairs the Kaiser is subject to the 
law in the same manner as his hum­
blest subject, there is one department 
in which hi* power is practically absol­
ute—his power as commander-in-chief 
of the army. His supremacy in this 
regard has just been re-affirmed by 
a judgment of the Kammergericht, af­
firming thé judgment of a provincial 
court in an action brought to protect 
a patent right.

Eight years ago the Kaiser issued an 
order reciting the introduction of sabre 
carriers attached to cavalry saddles. 
A Berlin inventor declared the sabre 
carriers to be an Infringement en his 
patent and they could not be used 
without his permission, and he brought 
an action for damages and an injunc­
tion against the carrying out of the 
imperial order,,

A provincial court found against him 
and, the Kammergericht has affirmed 
this judgment. The appelate court de­
clared that irrespective of whether the 
patent be infringement or net the 
plaintiff has no standing and that the 
Kaiser In issuing any order affecting 
the equipment of the army is exer­
cising his supreme military power.

He 
views with alarm the steady growing 
tendency on the part of Britishers to 
leave their native land and sees in It 
the striking of a severe blow against 
the backbone of Great Britain as re­
presented by Its agricultural and man­
ufacturing Industries.

That all these emigrants should he 
kept in the country and provided with 
work and adequate remuneration Is 
the stand taken by Lloyd George and 
If can manage It he will kill emigra­
tion to a large extent. He made a 
stirring appeal to the opposition to 
treat the land question as a national 
one and keep It outside party politics.

PIPE ORGAN WILL FIND 
PLACE l/N NEW THEATRE

Interior Decorations Will Be 
Finest in Western Canada 
and Seating Capacity Will Be 
1,500 — Shares Will Be 
Offered to the Public

Calgary is to have the finest picture 
house in the west and one of the finest 
on the whole continent. It will be erect­
ed on Eighth avenue at" a cost of over 
$100,006. The site has elraedy been 
chosen and work has already started 
on the new house pust east of the 
Victoria hotel. It is expected that the 
work will be campleted early in the 
fall and the house will be opened to the 
publis about the beginning of Septem­
ber, the building permit having been 
taken out yesterday.

The house will be named the Allen 
theatre after the promoters, the chief 
being J. Allen of the Canadian Film 
Exchange. The theatre will however 
not be connected with any other 
theatre and will be an entirely new 
feature. One feature about it will be 
that it will be owned and controlled 
by local men. A joint stock company 
is to be formed at an early date and 
a number of the shares will be open to 
the public fo rpurchase in the theatre. 
The company will be capitalized to the 
extent of $120,000 and the shares will 
be $10 each. Announcement of th^ir 
being open to the public will be made 
in due course.

The new theatre will have seating 
capacity of 1,500 people which is much 
in excess of any picture house in Cal­
gary. There will be many seats on the 
ground floor and there will also be a 
balcony. About 300 reserved seats will 
always be to be had in the thearte 
for those who are more particular. 
The whole place will be furnished in 
the most uptodate and approved style, 
the plans having been prepared by 
those who have had the fullest exper­
ience in these matters. The floor will 
be inlaid an dthe panelling will be of 
the most exquisite workmanship, while 
the pillars will be after a new style 
with what is known as the groin ceil­
ing, in whic hthe capital curves away 
on three sides.

There will be a ladles waiting room 
on the ground floor at the entrance and 
this rpay be made use of without the 
necessity of entering the theatre itself. 
The company which is now promoting 
the theatre are the owners of a number 
of the best theatres in the west mostly 
known as the Rex and Monarch in 
Winnipeg, Moose Jaw, Regina, Edmon­
ton and Calgary.

A special feature of .the new house 
will be the fact that it will house the 
first pipe organ to be erected in a 
picture show in this city. The organ 
will give full scope to the best music 
being provided at the house and will 
no doubt be a great attraction to a 
section which does not usually fre­
quent the moving picture show.

FRANCE HAD HUGE DEBT

tee of the "French Senate in i'ts report 
published today says that France’s de­
ficits in 1912 and 1913 together with 
her treasury notes of $33,000,000 com­
pel the government to find $160,000,00-0 
moire than the receipts to meet the ob­
ligations of 1912, in which are included 
$20.000,000 made necessary by the pro­
jected three years’ army service bill.

The deficits have come about in spite 
of fresh taxes totalling $189,000,000 and 
the government’s income from the to­
bacco monopoly in 1912.

WOMAN SUFFRAGE LOSING
FAVOR FAST IN ENGLAND

Special Gable to The Albertan.
London, May 12. — The National 

league, which is opposed to woman 
suffrage, finished a canvass today of 
the north St. Paneras and Worcester 
electorates. The former district, which 
has a voting list of 9>524, cast 4,520 
votes. Of this number 3.387 Voted 
against woman suffrage and 1,119 for 
it. Fourteen voters declared them­
selves neutraL

Worcester has a voting list of 10,022. 
Of this number 5,292 declared their 
views. There were 4,070 votes against 
granting women the vote and 1,204 in 
favor of the proposition. Eighteen de­
clared themselves neutral.
