In connection with the formation* ol 
new Provinces in the 'Northwest Terri­
tories, the question of separate schools 
is prominently coming to the surface 
and it is possible that we shall have a 
repetition in that country of the agi­
tation which affected Manitoba some 
years ago—an agitation so strong and 
e0 widespread in its influence that it 
was" considered to be the cause of the 
downfall of the Conservative Govern­
ment in 1896. At the time of the or­
ganization of the Territories, provision 
was made in the Act for the carrying on 
of separate schools as they existed for­
merly in Manitoba, and as they exist 
now in Ontario and other of the Prov­
inces; and the queetion arises of t^e 
separate school system being carried 
forward and incorporated iu Provincial 
autonomy. There was a considerable 
French-Canadian element in the Nortn- 
west Territories, which is the reason 
the arrangements in the other Provinces 
were carried into effect there. At the 
time of the organization of the Terri­
tories. that element formed a consider­
able percentage of the population. Now, 
owing to the rapid increase of population 
through a large immigration, the per­
centage of Catholics is small and grow­
ing smaller. There is a number of mat­
ters difficult to adjust in connection 
with the formation of a new Province 
in the Northwest, bat it will probably 
be found that the most difficult and deli­
cate of all will be the settlement of the 
question as to whether there shall be 
separate schoola or not. The Catholic 
minority, as in Manitoba, are claiming 
that by taking away the separate 
schools, their constitutional rights are 
affected and they will probably make a 
strong appeal 40 the 'Dominion Govern­
ment to have those rights respected. The 
Toronto Globe, iu order to thoroughly 
inform its readers on the subject, is 
publishing a series of letters by a spe­
cialist on the sttbject.

“stands out tm strong relief against the 
background of her (history. The most 
essential difference between contempor­
aneous Russian life and that of western 
(European countries is the absence of

•possessing special privileges and eter­
nally .warring for their preservation as 
has been the case everywhere else in 
Europe. The Classes in Russia were 
almost, completely leveled by the libera­
tion of the peasants ifi 1861 and the es­
tablishment of land (Zemsykr) institu­
tions. Now the interests of all are com­
bined in the ‘Zemstvo* and the highest 
class, the nobility, working side by side 
with the others, has taken upon itself 
Obligations toward all the other classes, 
often subversive of its special interests. 
This equality of all classes is compre­
hensible 'because all suffer in different 
degrees the deprivation of rights, both 
property and personal In Russia, with 
the present .bureaucratic police regime, 
literally, no one except the highest in 
the bureaucracy has any guarantee of 
the monrow. Practically, therefore, 
there is a conflict of Russia with 
small party of the ‘highest.’

“Usurpation of .personal nights began 
long ago and it continued its process of 
absorption, only sending back something 
occasionally until Von Plehve came. He 
was the apotheosis of the idea of ao 
rights for the entire population. Von 
PIChve (became the true historical suc­
cessor of iMateuta Skuraloff.

“This is tiie thresh hold of revolution, 
but revolution itself has not begun. For 
it we lack organization and experience. 
We must hâve ten or twenty years of 
such crimes as have recently occurred to 
teach us how to lead am attack proper­
ly. The masses must be educated. Jan. 
22 taught us much, for with it began 
•that hatred of the people toward the 
•military without which the. future vic- 
ory of the peaceful citizen is inconceiv- 

We -have already heard the cries 
of the crowd addressed to the officers, 
“hangmen,” “murderers.” When that 
same cry, coming from the soul, shall 
(resound like a colossal chorus through­
out Russia, then shall we be able to say 
that we have crossed the threshold of 
a revolution.”

Mother Perishes In a Heroic 
Attempt to Save Child’s 

Life,
ADDRESS IN, IREFLY.

•In moving for the address in reply 
to the Speech from the Throne, Mr.
Ross (Fernie), expressed recognition of 
the distinction accorded his constituency 
in the appointment which had been 
tnade for this time-honored task. In re­
lation to references to agriculture and 
horticultural prosperity, he observed 
that the agricultural industry yielded 
greater returns for the capital invested 
than any other. It was a matter for 
congratulation that the province had se­
cured such recognition for the merit of 
its horticultural products as had been 
'won by our fruit exhibits in competition 
*with the world in the old country.

The mining industry showed encour 
aging results. The total returns for the 
year just closed amounted to $20,000,- 
000. The general result, he believed, 
was equal to that of 1901, the banner 
year of the mining industry. His dis-1 
trict yielded over 11 per cent, of this 
general result, the output amounting to 
something like $2,210,000. During the 
year better prices, had prevailed for 
metals and zinc, hitherto unsaleable had 
become a marketable product, a fact of 
great importance to those districts pro­
ducing zinc-bearing ores. Referring to 
the lumber industry, he commented upon 
the efforts now being made at Ottawa 
to secure some adequate protection, and 
expressed the hope that the local gov­
ernment would see its way clear to make 
certain changes in regard to the title of 
timber lands so as to allow holders to 
have something of a more permanent 
and tangible nature, and he believed 
something of this kind was in contem­
plation. Passing to a consideration of 
the financial conditions, he pointed out 
that the present government acceded to 
power facing a debit balance of $71,- 
£29, and in addition to this contracts 
which had pledged the credit of the 
country to the extent of about $800,000.
And yet today, at the end of its first 
fiscal year, the government was able 
to show a surplus of revenue over ex­
penditure amounting to $27,706.95.

A 
similar resolution was the feature of 
last year’s session.

It provides for a memorial addressed 
to the -President and Congress of the 
United -States “requesting that they, bj 
treaty or otherwise, enter into negotia­
tions with His Majesty’s government of 
Great Britain looking ito some joint ac­
tion for the preservation of Niagara 
Falls from further waste and -diversion 
of tie waters thereof.” The preamble 
declares “that it is now generally 
derstood, from estimates based' upoû 
careful examination of the situation, 
that there are in contemplation^ many 
schemes to abstract from the Niagara 
Falls and the river above the cataract 
of Niagara Falls, water for the manu­
facture of power for commercial pur­
poses, 'which threaten not alone to de­
spoil this natural scenic wonder of its 
beauty and grandeur, but to imperil the 
very existence of the American falls,” 
and refers to a suggestion looking to 
the imposition of an annual state tax 
upon the use of this water for commer­
cial power purposes, “which, if consum­
mated, will tend to discourage and lega­
lize permanently the policy of despoiling 
the falls.”

ASHINGTON, Feb. 13.—Not in 
recent years has. the House 
of Representatives witnessed 
such a spectacle as it did to-w

day with Messrs. Sullivan, of Massa­
chusetts, aud Hearst, of New York, as 
the central figures. Both indulged in
personalities of the gravest character, 
and so stirred the house as to arouse 
among certain members a feeling of 
greatest indignation. Mr. Sullivan heap­
ed upon Mr. Hearst a tirade of denun­
ciations, while the latter, by implica­
tion, charged Mr. Sullivan with 
pficity in a murder.

The affair grew out of the recent dis­
cussion of the freight rate question in 
the house, when Mr. Sullivan inquired 
of Mr. Lamar, of Florida, who was 
favoring the Hearst bill, why Mr. 
Hearst did not defend his own bill, this 
being followed by a criticism of Mr. 
Sullivan in the New York American and, 
Journal. Several appeals were made to 
Speaker Cannon to cause the two men 
to desist in their abuse of each other. 
Speaker Cannon, however, allowed them 
to proceed. Mr. Sullivan entirely con­
cluded, but in the case of Mr. Hearst 
the speaker, on reconsideration, noting 
the temper of the house, decided that 
an accusation of homicide against a 
fellow-member was not parliamentary 
because it was calculated to provoke 
disorder and disturbances almost im­
mediately thereafter. Mr. Hearst took 
his seat, hurling defiance aud declaring 
that it would be his -pride to continue 
his hostility to individuals such as he 
charged Mr. Sullivan to be.

ARIS, Feb. 13.—The international

TO RAH) ROOKERIES.
Unprotected Russian Islands May Be 

Invaded This Season.
Thn destruction of the Russian fleet 

by the Japanese, and the failure of the 
Baltic squadrons to realize its plans, 
will leave the seal rookeries of the Rus­
sian Behring Sea waters unprotected 
next summer, says the Seattle Post- 
In-telligencer. As a consequence if is 
expected -that there will probably be a 
recurrence of the raids on the rookeries 
which took place last year. The Japa­
nese sealing fleet is a large one, aud 
it has always been persistent m its seal­
ing efforts. 'All of the Japanese sealers 
fly the Japanese flag, tout the majority 
are owned by foreign residents of Ja­
pan, -principally Englishmen, Germans 
and Americans. The crews are Japa­
nese and generally the masters.

Last year in August a number of 
these vessels raided the rookeries on 
Robtoen Island as soon 
guards had abanw. .Id them. Five 
schooners took 1,600 skins each m that 
raid. Raids made on tihe Copper Islands 
failed, as the guards were still at their 
position. A San Francisco schooner, in 
charge of an American, made an ex­
tensive cruise among the Russian rook­
eries and picked up a large number of 
skins. There are now outfitting at Brit­
ish Columbia ports several vessels which 
will strike for the unprotected rookeries. 
Americans generally are credited - with 
owning these vessels. With the wily 
Japanese sealers it is expected that the 
rookeries will probably be worked over 
as never before.

situation, according to reports from the 
interior, is everywhere improving even 
in Poland. Here <aill danger of a re­
newal of an acute stage seem to have 
been passed. All the works with! tihe 
exception of tihe Putiloff Iron Works 
and .two others (have resumed work.

The imperial ukase summoning a 
joint commission of masters and work­
men, chose® by themselves, to investi­
gate the causes of discontent among tihe 
laborers was .posted a-t all the works to­
day, creating a favorable impression. 
The government has increased wages 
at all the government Shops and also tihe 
pay of tihe railroad employees from fif­
teen to twenty per cent.

Projected factory legislation was dis­
cussed by the committee of ministers to­
day. One of the most important decis­
ions reached was that supervision of in­
dustrial life shall remain within tihe 
province of the ministry of finance. The 
committee decided -to instruct the finance 
minister forthwith to frame a scheme 
for tihe improvement of the lot of the 
workmen ; tihe solu tion of outstanding 
questions including an endeavor to de­
crease the working hours; the alteration 
of existing laws as affecting economic 
strikes not accompanied by public dis­
turbance; medical assistance for work' 
men and the limitation of the receipts 
and duties of factory inspectors. The 
’committee decided to submit the above 
suggestions to the special committee un­
der the presidency of the minister of 
finance, which -will take the evidence of 
both masters and men.

-St. Petersburg, Feb. 13.—A despatch 
from General Kuropatkin, made public 
today, says : ‘*Early in the morning of 
February 12 three hundred Japanese 
cavalry attacked a bridge near Feng 
tzkongu and damaged thirty yards ot 
the railroad. Train service was resum­
ed after some delay. The Japanese 
bombarded Poutiloff (Lone Tree hill) 
and Sekheyau with siege guns Febru­
ary 11. One officer was killed and sev­
eral were wounded.

ON1 DON, Feb. 14.—The first day’s 
proceedings in parliament left 
rather a decided impression with 

the lobbyists that the gov­
ernment will manage to hold 
out until the end of the session. 
Its executive programme, devoted main­
ly to social reforms, will he fairly popu­
lar, while the avoidance of difficult ques­
tions, such as that of the redistribution 
of seats, and Premier Balfour’s firm­
ness in thrusting aside the fiscal pro- 
Mem, all will tend in the same direction. 
On the other hand, the Liberals appear 
to be as distant as ever from any ap­
proach to unanimity on the vexed ques­
tion of the leadership.

The scene in the gilded chamber on 
the arrival of Their Majesties was most 
picturesque and brilliant. The Prince 
and Princess of Wales had already tak­
en their places, right and 
throne, w-hen the King and Queen, splen­
didly attired, and attended by court 
functionaries, entered. Having led the 
Queen to a seat on his left, the King 
seated himself on the throne and com­
manded the attendance of the Speaker 
and members of the House of Commons.

SPEECH FROM THE THRONE.
On the arrival of the Speaker and 

Commons, the King arose and read the 
speech in a dear firm voice.

The only reference to the war, which 
His Majesty said, “unhappily contin­
ues,” was to announce that “my gov- 
eranent has ibeen careful to observe in 
•the strictest manner the obligations in­
cumbent on a neutral power.”

The lengthiest paragraph devoted to 
the Balkans says: “The situation con­
tinues to give cause for anxiety. The 
measures adopted at the instance of 
the Anstro-Russian government have 
•brought some amelioration in the state of 
the disturbed districts, but the measures 
have still to be sumnlemented by radical 
reforms, and especially of the financial 
system before any permanent improve­
ments can be effected in the administra-, 
tion of these provinces of the empire.”

The short ceremony then ended. The 
King and Queen retired to the robing 
room and the procession was reformed 
and Their Majesties returned to the 
palace by the same route over which 
they had arrived.

NIGHT SESSION
The first hour and a half of the 

night session was taken up with desul­
tory speeches in the debate upon the 
address in reply to the speech from the 
throne. Premier Balfour arose at 
10:30 o’clock to reply to Sir Henry 
•Gampbedl-Bannerinan.
Justified the government’s action in 
Thibet, said it was the ministry’s de­
sire to maintain the friendliest rela­
tions with Afghanistan, and that ne­
gotiations to that end were proceeding 
satisfactorily; touched on Chinese la­
bor in South Africa, and repeated Lord 
Lansdowne’s pronouncement with re­
gard to the future of the South Afri­
can colonies. He also defended the 
sugar question. Replying to Sir Hen­
ry’s assertion that the government was 
too feeble to carry out an effective pol­
icy, Mr. Balfour said the decision lay 
entirely with the house whether effec­
tively it would carry out the mandate 
of the people and the duties entrusted 
to it by the sovereign.

IN THE LORDS.
The Prince aud Princess of Wales 

were present at the resumption of busi­
ness in the House ’of Lords. Lord 
Chancellor Halabury read the King’s 
Speech, and the Marquis of Winchester 
(Conservative), moved the address in 
reply to the Speech from the Throne.

Earl Spencer, the Liberal leader, re­
ferring to the war in the Far East, said 
it was the desire of Great Britain to 
see the end of the war, and he trusted 
His Majesty’s government would not 
lose an opportunity to end the conflict.

Foreign Secretary Lansdowne said 
the government would avail itself of 
the first opportunity to do so, adding 
that an attempt ait intervention would 
retard the object desired. Great Bri­
tain has endeavored, not unsuccessfully, 
to maintain the strictest neutrality.

In regard to the question of contra­
band, the government, Lord Lansdowne 
continued, had upheld the policy of se­
curing the narrowest possible restric­
tions of the definition of contraband 
articles.

The announcement is made by Senator 
Lodge that he will not make a state­
ment iu answer to the letter of the 
President, which charged that the rati­
fication of the arbitration treaties with 
the amendment adopted was a step 
(backwards aud not a step forward. ‘’So 
(far as I know no one is coing to make 
a statement on that subject," said the 
senator. Secretary Hay has not yet 
communicated to the representatives of 
the powers here with (whom he had ne­
gotiated treaties. The. action of the 
■Senate Saturday in amending the con­
ventions, and it is probable that he will 
not do so. permitting them to take no­
tice for themselves of what has occur­
red, which they have done. The con­
ventions are now in the custody of Mr. 
’Allen, the librarian of the state dqpart- 
iment, and unless he receives orders 
from Scretary Hay they will remain in 
the files of the department and will not 
receive further diplomatic treatment. 
Other conventions similar in terms nnd 
scope to the arbitration treaties just 
acted upon by the Senate, have been in 
progress of uegotirtions between the 
state department and some of the ter- 
eign ministers, but these negotiations 
have now been completely suspended, 
and the Japanese treaty, signed Satur­
day morning, will be the last of the list.

RAPID TELEGRAPHING.

Interesting Experiment Made 
London and Parie.

paris, reo. 10.—interesting experi­
ments were made yesterday between 
Paris and London with a new télégraph­
ie apparatus. The inventors, Poltaka 
and Virag, claim that the instrument 
can transmit 40,000 words an hour with 
the help off clerks. The messages arrive 
in writing instead off telegraphic char­
acters.

The telegraphic apparatus referred to 
is the invention off Antin Poliak and Jo­
seph Virag, Hungarians. It was tested 
in 1899 over a wire between Rada Pest 
and Berlin, (but did not realize the 
claims set up for it at that time, which 
have now been modified greatly. For 
transmission by this apparatus, the 
characters reappear as photograms at 
the receiving office where they are trans­
cribed on regular message blanks and 
prepared for delivery.

Advices were received by the steamer 
Tiemont, which arrived yesterday, of a 
dramatic incident during the recent Rus­
sian cavalry raid on Ydnkow and the Jap­
anese communication south of Llaoyang.
A Japanese infantry company under Capt. ( 
Y.isuhara was surrounded by about three 
thousand Cossacks near Anshantien at a 
commissariat depot. There was a Chinese 
house near, under cover of which the Jap­
anese made a desperate stand for seven 
hours. They were driven out and recaptur­
ed the Chinese house, driving out a portion 
of the enemy with bayonets. In the night 
the itussians set fire to the house and the 
defenders were compelled to retreat. Cap­
tain Yasuhara and others, who were se­
verely wounded, were unable to escape. 
Ihey committed hari-kari and threw them­
selves into the flames. A surgeon named 
Namba was wounded and also failed to re­
treat. In spite of the fact that a Red 
Cross band was attached to his arm, the 
Russians arrested the Japanese surgeon 
and threw him into the flames of the burn­
ing house. Several other wounded Japan­
ese were treated in the same way. A 
lieutenant and a few men finally effected 
their retreat to Anshantien.

The question 
now arises: Who was responsible for the 
obtention of the ships during the period of 
controversy t That question has not been 
settled, and In all probability the parties 
will gp to court about it.

An inquest was held yesterday after­
noon at which a verdict of accidental 
death was returned. Dr. Itobertson, 
city health officer, who had been called, 
gave evidence that the men died of pois­
oning by gas which entered the Mood, 
preventing its oxygenation. Mir. G. A. 
Kirk said that at 8;20 on Sunday morn­
ing he went to the kitchen andL found 
that the domestics had not been there 
as usual. He went to the door of their 
room, rapped, and got no answer. Think­
ing they might have gone to the city 
the previous evening and not returned, 
he walked to the house again.

‘Davis and I>ambsou think that never in 
the history of the white occupation of 
the state has the* run of salmon been so 
large as this year. It has increased reg­
ularly every year -for the past ten. I 
have just seen a letter from Lambson 
to the board in which he states he is 
forced to closs the Mill Creek station 
ou account of lack of room to hold eggs. 
He has taken thirty million there, and 
says he could have taken sixty million 
if he had had ample accommodations. 
The take of eggs at Battle Creek hatch­
ery has passed the thirty million mark, 
and they will reach, if they do not pass, 
your own mark of forty-eight million, at 
that station. Although the capacity of 
the Sisson hatchery has been greatly 
enlarged, Mr. Shelby fears he cannot 
handle all the eggs obtainable. Baird 
hatchery has taken over eleven m 
and was closed for lack of room. Con­
trast these conditions with the years 
when the latter was the only hatchery 
on the river and was closed for four 
years for lack of eggs. Undoubtedly 
this is the result of our efforts, ©ahnon 
are being shipped to the markets today 
from • Clarksburg, and they are spawn­
ing on every riffle from Chico north. 
No one has ever seen them so large or 
so numerous as now. Breeding from 
large males only has wrought the for­
mer as we expected. The Oregon, 
Washington and British Columbia peo­
ple should ‘get next to themselves* and 
their fish, or else there will be a period 
of ten years or more of inactivity in 
their salmon business, as there was in 
ouns.”

These facts are worthy the careful 
consideration of every one interested in 
the salmon industry. What was accom­
plished on the Sacramento river can be 
duplicated on the -Fraser by the adop­
tion of the same means there adopted, 
to-wit, adequate protection of the fish 
on the fishing and spawning grounds, 
and honest and intelligent operation of 
the hatcheries. And it cannot be ac­
complished in any other way, and the 
sooner the fishery interests appreciate 
this the sooner they will cease operating 
at a loss, and place the industry on a 
profitable and lasting basis.

al Lew Wallace, author, formerly Am­
erican minster to Turkey and veteran 
of the Mexican and civil wars, died at 
his home tonight aged 73 years.

The health of General Wallace had 
been waning for several years, and for 
months it has been generally said that 
his vigorous constitution could not 
much longer withstand the ravages of 
a wasting disease.

For more than a year he has been 
unable to properly assimilate food, 
and this, together with his extreme 
age, made more difficult his fight 
against death. At no time has he ever 
confessed the belief that the end was 
near, and his rugged constitution and 
remarkable vitality have been respon­
sible for prolonging his life. Besides 
his physician only Mrs. Wallace, his 
son, Henry Wallace of Indianapolis, 
and his son’s wife were present. / 

When told by his physician that he 
was dying, General Wallace was per­
fectly quiet, and his last words were 
expressions of cheer to his grief- 

rlcken family. Bidding them fare­
well, he said: “I am ready to meet my 
Maker,” and lapsed into unconscious­
ness, from which he did not recover.
