Doing Well—Their Hopes Strengthened.
Washington, July 7.—The follow­

ing despatch was sent by the 
geons in charge |to the consulting sur- 

this afternoon : One p.m.—During 
the past 24 hours the president has conti­
nued to improve slowly. As anticipated, a 
slight rise in temperature and a slight in­
crease in the frequency of the pulse occurred 
during the afternoon and evening. At 8 30 
p.m. the pulse was 104, temperature 
100-6, respiration 23. But in accord-

with this diurnal movement both ed. 
the pulse and the temperature were 
again diminished this morning, and 
showed some improvement over yester­
day at the same hour. At 9 a.m. the pulse 
was 94, temperature 99.1, respiration# 23.
We anticipate, of course, a similar move­
ment for some days to come, and so to-day 
find at 1 p.m. the pulse 100, the tempera­
ture 100.8, and the respiration 23. Last 
evening at 9.30 \ grain of morphia sul­
phate was administered hyperdermically, as 
the president slept very well during the 
night. In addition to chicken broth and 
albumen he had yesterday afternoon a small 
quantity of scraped beef tenderloin, 
which, ‘however, he did hot relish very 
much. This morning he is taking oatmeal 
gruel and milk at intervals of two hours, 
with relish. A yellowness of the akin, so 
common after wounds of the liver, developed 
to a slight degree yesterday, but is not more 
marked this morning. We do not attach a 
great deal of importance to this symptom, 
except in so far as to confirm the opinion 
already formed of the nature of the wound. 
Altogether, we feel that the patient has 
done as well as could reasonably have been 
expected up to the present time, and our 
hopes for his ultimate recovery have been 
strengthened by the events of th 
days.

low mètti i cat ion between Offices. 135 BIG FIRE AT CINCINNATI.

Half a Million Dollars Worth of Property De­
stroy 3d—One-Man Deal and Five Seriously 
Injured.

Cincinnati, 0., July?.—This afternoon 
a fire broke out in Marqua & Son’s children’s 
carriage manufactory, and within 5 minutes 
the entire building, a five-story brick, was 
in flames. It was in the midst of some of 
the largest furniture factories and other 
inflammable buildings. The fire quickly 
leaped across to the Union furniture factory 
ana to Clostermau’s large chair ( factory ; 
then it caught in Mader’s lirge 
furniture factory adjoining Ulostemian’s, 
and subsequently extended to Ttesor’s 
foundry. -The first four are a total loss. 
There were wild rumors of great loss .of life, 
but at present only one person, Charles 
Peat, is known to be dead. So far as 
known five persons are injured, three 
severely. The loss will probably reach half 
a million df dollars. The fire is still raging 
in lumber piles, but there is no danger to 
the adjoining building.
LATER—GREATER LOSS OF LIFE FEARED.

A most perplexing uncertainty exists 
regarding the loss of life. All the women 

saved, but twenty-four men are still 
unaccounted for, and the horrible possibility 
exists that they may all have been cremated 
in the building.

LE AND RETAIL THE MONETARY CONFERENCE.

J^OR CHILDRENS SO LID ^LEATHER SCHOOL The Silver Question Discussed—A Proposal From
6 Italy—The Dutch Delegate Appeals to Eng­

land to Join the League.
Paris, July 7.—At the monetary con­

ference yesterday, the Italian delegate 
stated that Italy "was willing to enter into a 
league with the Latin union and the United 
States for a limited coinage of silver for five 
years, on condition that Germany suspends 
the sales of silver during that period, sub­
stituting silver for small gold coins 
and small notes, and making silver 
an unlimited legal tender at the 
ratio of lfi^^to 1 of gold, and on condition 
that England makes silver a legal tender 
to a higher amount ; the minimum quota 
of mintage of each state to be proportion­
ate to her population, with the option of 
exceeding that minimum on certain con­
ditions.

The Dutch delegate, construing the offer 
of England to maintain the free mintage of 
silver in India as an admission that even 
a partial bi-metallic league could make the 
price of silver steady, strongly appealed to 
England not to incur the responsibility oLa 
perilous failure by holding aloof from the 
league, and exhorted her to crown her ad­
vocacy of free trade by perfecting the in­
struments of exchange.

At the close of the sitting the president 
suggested that the date for the final sitting 
be fixed.

London, July,7.—The Postsays : “It is 
reported that the variation from the pro­
posal to chin silver freely, originally made 
by thè United States, to the effect that 
they would coin freely up to the limit of 
their own annual production, as they are 
noiv practically permitted do by the B 
silver bill, has been looked on with more 
favor by France and other countries in the 
convention than previously. On this 
understanding as regards America, 
couoled with undertakings by Germany, 
India and the Bank of i England/ France 
and other countries in the Latin convention, 
and probably Holland, will undertake to be 
bi-metallic. Such a proposal by the United 
States is, we believe, before the conference, 
or rather before the chief powers interested, 
who are negotiating directly behind the 
conference.” The Times says the present 
suspension is becoming most injurious to 
the exchange of business with the east.

Mr. Gladstone stated in the house of com­
mons that the government jnade 
gagement and conferred no authority on 
the British delegates to the monetary con­
ference to make any alteration going beyond 
the present law of currency/Vhich they had 
no intention of changing.

The French and American delegates are 
agreeing upon a formula for an adjournment 
of the conference w hich will open a way for 
diplomatic negotiation, and arrange for the 
reassembling of the déliâtes next spring.

Some of the attending physicians are in­
clined to agree with the anatomist.

Dr Bliss says that while they have not 
thought it prudent to probe deeply in search 
of the ball, either immediately after the in­
fliction of the injury or since then, he did 
on Saturday probe the wound very gently, 
and traced the course of the ball about 
three and a half inches.

Jlie president v has passed the first great 
danger period, and we think, and we are 
justified in thinking, that the danger from 
peritonitis is passed. It should have ap­
peared before if it was to have come. 
There has been no dangerous inflammation, 
and we have earnest hopes that there will 
not be. Another crisis time will be on Fri­
day or Saturday, and probably a little be­
fore. These danger periods will return at 
certain well-known medical intervals until 
the wound is fully healed. The people 
ought not to be misled. Hopeful indica­
tions do not of necessity mean that the 
president will get well ; they mean that he 
lias a chance of life—a favorable chance, a 
hopeful chance, and that he is determined 
to make the most of it.”

NATIONAL AND CHURCH EDUCATION IN 
ENGLAND. mi

AT West. eNational education makes slow progress 
in England. The act of ten years ago, which 
proposed to substitute the state for the 
church, has not accomplished all that its 
friends hoped or that its opponents feared. 
Twenty years ago all the churches 
united in support of the voluntary system, 
but in 1870 the Episcopalians, Roman 
Catholics and W'esleyaus alone continued to 
regard it with undivided favor, 
others caressed their preference for the 
national or school board system, under 
which the churches as such had no direct­
ing voice. This was in its main features 
the Canadian system. But Englishmen do 
not take readily to it, fob while the

YONGE STREET PAYEMENT.
The board of works held a'star chamber 

meeting yesterday forenoon. The members 
and officials were disposed to be reticent 
about the business transacted, but a World 
reporter learned that the matter under con­
sideration was the Yonge street pavement.

the offer be accepted, the money to come 
out of the $8300 voted for contingencies in 
the pavement contract.

The committee adopted the recommenda­
tion, which will likely receive fall and free 
discussion in the council.

Jack Sheppard and a Pal In the Tolls—An 
-Audacious Bobbery.

The police authorities at No. 3 station 
were electrified yesterday morning on re­
ceiving the startling statement that an au­
dacious highway robbery had been commit­
ted on one of the west end thoroughfares. The 
statement was imparted to them by a man 
who had witnessed the entire occur­
rence. While walking along the street he 
saw,some distance ahead of him, a man pros­
trate on the boulevard apparently in a state 
M intoxication.
