‘It issurpassing strange in this age of en-

lightenment that our educationalists in
fashioning their scheol programs should so
persistently neglect to provide for what is
of vital importance. It will be readily
acceded that everything cannot be taught
in the schools. NNor, even were it desir-
able, a smattering of everything. The
oumber of subjects is too large, and ihe
range of each too wide. And life itselt is
not long enough for a man to master all, or
even, except rarely, more than ome of the

‘ One science only will one genius fit,
80 vast is art, 80 narrow human wit”,

Bat if he cannot master all in their full.
ness the next best thing is to endeavor at
least to master the elements of those of
vital importance to himself asa man. We

have besides the three r’s in our schools a’

smattaring of nearly everything else from
the alpha to the omega of subjects save on
that the most important subject of all:
the laws of health, The children are,
however, taught all about the invertebra of
the mastodon, the gills of fishes and the
functions of birds’ galls and gizzards, but
scarce ever a word about the structure of the
human frame. We have seen used here
and there such works as Gheikes on Physio.
logy, but they deal with the abstruseness of
the subject, and the knowledge is so much
learned amd useless lumber to the pupil.
And so we have this result: children who
leave school able to tell you about the nerv-
ous system of an ant cannot tell you what
function their lungs or their liver play in
their own organization,

We are not now, let it be understood,
advocating a system that will lead to a
deluge of quackery: but we do say it
is disgraceful that the elements of practical
physiology are not taught in the schools.
Fancy all that might, with untold benefits,
be taught regarding the laws of health and
the functions of the body ; how this prac-
tice and that practice are injurious and
why. The writer at the age of 20, and he
was not particularly stupid, did not know
that his pulse-beat registered the throb of
his heart. This is only an example in
point. How beneficial would it not
be to teach the children the danger
menasing their health it while pursuing se-
dentary employment they neglect to take
certain exercise ; how injurious to their
digestive organs—and how many a blue-
faced dyspeptic it produces, to tarry over
the luxurious board late in the night ; the
evils of sudden exposure while in a heat,
and the wherefore; and the ordinary
methods to be adopted under ordinary
troubles of the system. A thousand and
one things in the same strain would be
proper subjects for teaching in the school
under the heading health, and then when
the pupil grows up to manhood he would
not walk through the world with his whole
body & moving mystery to himself.

We do not propose here such an innova-
tion as would  trench upon the doctor’s
ground, though even if we did it would be
more than justifiable. The object is not to
make people the curers and surgeons of
themselves, but to teach them what they
ought to do, and what they ought not to
do, to retain health and avoid falling inte
the hands of the physician. “‘The proper
study of maokind is man.”
