A Scett Act Meeting at Metropelitan
Church Last Nighs,

The Scott act mass meeting at Metropo-
litan church last night was well attended:
Rev. Dr. Sutherland, president of the
Toronto conferemce, occupied the chairs
and expressed his approval of the act’
Rev, Mr. Aunis of Btrpg: read a resolutions
the gist of which was:

“That this meeting desires to record an
emphatic the action of the
dominion senate in the sale of beers and
wines in the counties and cities where the
Scott act is in o) n, as unwarraonted,
uncalled for and detrimental to social
crogress and morality; that we strongly
denounce the action of thege irresponsible
legislators in attempting, in the interests
of the nefarious liquor traffic, to force upon
our country. retre ve and oppr
measures in spite of the ballot protests of
loyal citizens and the earnest petitions of
suffering women and children; and that we
call upon the members of the house of
commons, as the chosen protectors of our
homes, as honest men, as true patriots,
and as christian legigla! to refuse their
concurrence to the pro outrage.”

Mr, Annis, in moving the adoption
of the resolution, observed that Gladstone,
the greatest of England’s statesmen, said
intemperance was the greatest curse of his
country,and of this country the same could
be said. ' For every church there were
foor groggeries, and for every minister
there were six bartenders. Every year
there died in the country 7000 people, the
victims of intemperance, The opponents
of prohibition said préhibitory law was an
interterer of British liberty,but as a matter
of fact all laws interfered with liberty.
The temperance movement was marching
on, and thelast enemy to be destroyed was
the senate.” [Applause.]
~J. B, seconded the resolution
and it was unanimously carried.

Hon. J. B, Finch said the only feature
of the license law that proved a success
was the prohibitory restrictions, and
thought it would be well to make a
prohibitory law . throughout. The laws

larceny were not a complete success
yet nobody thought of repealing the laws
because they were partial failures.

Major Steele’s Last llﬁle-nt — A
Plucky Eight Hours' Battie—Three of

His Men Wounded—A Terrible Story
Teld by a Halfbreed. pire

WiNNIPEG, June 10,—A despatch dated .

Middleton’s Camp, June 6, and brought by
coarier, shows the general with his troopg
to have been at noon of that day 40 miles
northeast of Fort Pitt, and about 10 miles
from the position where Big Bear fought
Major Steele, - The seven camps of Big
Bear have already been passed and it hag
been found necessary to keep pioneers
ahead towiden the trail in the bush through
which he is taking flight. \

Particulars .of Captain Steele’s las
encounter with Big Bear shows that
Steele had eighty men, when they ‘were
suddenly attacked by 300 of Big Bear’s
Indians, 60 miles morth of Pitt. Steele
opened fire. It was a thiokly wooded spot,
and it was im ble for horses to get
through. Steele put out a white flag.
Rev. Mr, MacKay spoke to Big Bear to
release the prisoners, Big Bear said:
“Never, 1 will fight to the last.” The
firing recommenced and was kept
up hotly for two hours,” The white
flag was hoisted again by Steele,
as he thought the Indians wanted to parley.
They were then 100 yards from each other,
across & small stream. Big Bear was
asked to release the prisoners, The Indians
replied with a volley at the white flag.
The Indians were forced to retreat on top
of a hill, Steele ordered a charge and the
hill was cleared, Three men.were here
wounded—Sergt.-Major Fury of the police,
shot shrough the lungs; Thos. Fisk:and
Wm., West, Steele’s scoats, °slightly
wounded. The Indians took shelter in a
ravine, Steele retired on the main body
for the night after fighting eight hours.
The wounded are doing well.. There were
none of the 65th in this engagement.

A Terrible Stoxy of Big Bear's Cruelty.

WiNnipEe, June 10.—A despatch from
Calgary states that Francis Remeau; a
halfbreed, yesterday walked into Pere
Lacombe’s mission, footsore and weary.
He stated that four or five weeks ago his
wife and five children, along with two
other halfbreed families, were murdered
before his eyes. He was away from camp
hunting for game, when several Indians
pounced 6n the defenceless 'camp and
killed Remeau’s wife, hie three boya
and two girls, within sight of their
father, who had nmothing but “a
shotgun and a few charges of shot.
His first impalse was to rush forward but
the distance was too gréat, and he saw that
he could be of no assistance, The Ibdians
also killed the occupants of the other
camps and Remeau turned about, struck
south, and has been nearly five weeks
reaching a place of safety.  He struck the
Blackfcot ¢rail and was cared for en route

by Rev. Father Doucet.. He is a veritable

skeleton, He lived on skunks, mutkrats,
eggs and roots, The Indians were of Big
Bear’s band and Remeau thinks that they
have killed more pecple than is generally

known, $

“BATTLEFORD, June 10.—At a meeting of
gottlers held here on Saturday’ night a
resolution was passed censuring she
authorities for permitting hostile Indians
and breeds to go back to the reserve, The
resolution alleges that the measures
adopted are most unsatisfactory, and cal-
culated to endanger the lives of settlers.
Another resolution recommended that no
Indians be allowed to leave their remerves,
own horses or . carry arms. Another
recommends the government to appoint a
commission to enquire into the losses of
settlers, with power fo award compensa-
tion and issue checks for the amounta.
Another recommends that the commission-
ers be_empowered to include, when esti-
mating these losses, remuneration for the
loss of the season’s work.

BRITISH COLUMBIA HEARD FROM
The Chimsee Indians Send a Deputation
1o Oitawa.

Orrawa, June 10.—Mr, Duncan, who
has been a missi y g the Chi
Indians, Britieh Columbia, for 28 years
past, has arrived here with four .of his
Indian oconverts s a deputation.to’the
government to represent the grievances of
7020 of their tribe, willing and anxious to
be and remain law abiding subjects. The
territory of the Chimsee tribe is south of
the Alaska boundary. They are repre-
gented as most industrious, simple and
intelligent, and have as yet never received
anything from the government. They are
anxious to obtain assistance from the gov-
ernment to establish industries by which
to live, They expressa strong dislike to
Indian agents as men fitted for their posts
who simply act as spies over them, and
now, after years of undisputed possession,
tell them they have no right or title to
their land. These, with other points on
which Mr. Duncan will not speak at present,
they intend to lay before the government,
hoping for a patient hearing, assistance and
redress, Twenty-eight years ago these
tribes were cruel savages and a white man
going amongst them was almost certain to
be sent to death. For more than twenty
years they have been civilized, law-abiding
and hospitable citizens, but this change is
not owing to military rule or the action of
mounted police, for none were ever in their
country. It is the outcome of the pre-
cepts and examples of those brave menm
who with the gospel in their hands,
jeopardized their lives and went to live
among, and rescue, their savage fellow-
creatures, Mr. Duncan is & missionary
of no church, from no sect does he draw
any stipend nor does he teach the dogmas of
any, but like an apostle of old with his own
hands and by his own work maintains him-
gelf amongst his red children.

The cattle market g pappears to be
developing into a fight between the Grand
Trask asd the Osnadian Pacifie. Some
,y fhat the present srrangement ia all
right; others say no, let us have a change.

A sensible conclusion about the matter
would probably be this: That Toronto
people want supplies of meat from both the
Grand Trunk and the Canadisn Pacifio,
and that arrangements to sccommodate
both should be made. What we want
in Toronto is the privilege of buying
meat at Liverpool pricee, less the oost of
eransport. At present we pay Liverpool
prices, our best meat goes past our doors,
and we have to pay higher prices fof
inferior meat. The wholesale cattle men

sell at & loss in England and make it up on al

what they charge in Toronto.

A request which may be fairly made %o
the wholesale butchers is this : Sell to us,
in Toronto, your best meat at the same
prices that you realize after selling in Eng-
land. Bat you wen’t do it, no, indeed you
won’t—your business is to furnish cheap
meat in Liverpool and dear meat inToronto.

Supposé it be so that both the Grand
Trunk and the Canadisn Pacifio are offer-
ing us certain facilities with regard to the
cattle trade, which shall we choose? Let
this snswer be it. We should choose
both. Both are good sources of supplies.
Let us have both, Let us venturé mow
upon big figures, Half a million of dollary
voted by Toronto would be well spent it it
would give us meat at Liverpool prices less
freight. We are paying twelve cents in
Toron$o for meat that does not realise the
exporter’s ten cents when sold in the old
country. And then we don’t get ourown

_ best meat, that goes to En__ghnd. The
exporting butchers will have to see to this,
Annexation as a Rembédy.
