To-morrow or next day
the farthest the number of rioters will be
augmented by hundreds from other parts
of the country, when worse rioting may be
expected, Troops have beén telegraphed
for'by the mayor, but cannot arrivein
time to prevent some serious further
trouble, ' Pefsonal violence has not yet
been attempted but other stores outside
these firms are threatened. The general
