One hundred and thirty-six dollars was
allowed for the purchase of street car tick-
ets to be used by the instructors and oﬁce
employes.

“They met the contending force at Ridge-
way,” continued His Honor, “and! bore
themselyes brg¥ely, but those men came
back lifeless their beroaved parents,
widows or orphans. It is well we are here
to-day to give thut measure of comfort to
the bereaved that our recognition of
their bravery can give, We will not
let their memory die. [Hear, hear.]

The
bodys-in & blackeloth casket with oxidized
handles, was lowered into the incineration
room and placed upon a “traveler”
resting on a table level with the
floor of the retort. After the cas-
kgg ~ was covered with cloth saturated
with s solution of alum, the table was moved
up to the face of the retort,the door of which
was thrown opeu, and the casket, resting on
its steel receptacle, wes slowly trundled in.
