A SPECIAL war tax of one mill on the
dollar of all assessable property in On-
tario will' be levied by the government.
It is the first time in history that the
residents of the province have been re-
quired to meet such a tax.

AFTER the Home Guard drill on Fri-
day evening last in the Armory the
Chaplain of the 27th Regt., Rev. S. P.
Irwin, gave a very interesting address in
the officers’ quarters to the officers of
the regiment and the home guard. His
subject was ‘‘Military Genius,” citing
Alexander the Great, Caesar and Welling-
ton, showing the chief characteristics pf
each. The speaker said Alexander the
Great was the greatest soldier of his day
but was not a statesman, thus his large
kingdom soon fell to pieces after his
death. Caesar was a much greater man,
no doubt the greatest all-round man of
the old world, being a soldier, statesman,
poet, architect. His power ot quick
decision often gave him the victory.
Wellington and Napoleon were compared,
and the battle of Waterloo proved Wel-
lington to be the greater military genius.
Wellington with a smaller army, with
the thin red line, was able to crush the
oppressor of Europe.

War Moratoriam

The Provincial Government has intro-
duced its promised moratorium,

The bill is confined to real estate se-
cured by mortgage or agreement of sale,
and will not apply to commercial paper
or personal debts, which is not consider-
ed desirable. “The act provides for a
simple application to a Judge in Cham-
aers before proceedings can be taken in
the court in the usual way,” said the
Attorney-General.

The bill is so drafted that the applica-
tion must be made by the mortgagee who
desires to take proceedings, rather than
the mortgagor whose property isaffected.
The Judge then has entire discretion, and
if in his opinion the inability to pay can
be attributed to the war, directly or indi-
rectly, he inay then suspend the right of
action, or impose such conditions as he
may deem desirable.

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*fhe War Tax and the: Drug
Business

§ From Montreal Pharmaceutical Journal,
February number).

Two very lmportaut meetings have just
taken place in Montreal —the Wholesale
Drug Association of Canada and the Pro-
prietary Trade Association of Canada,
These meetings were both held for the
puipose of counsidering the war taxes
proposed, and which very seriously affect
both the manufacturers of medicine and
perfumes and the trade of the distri-
butors—the wholesale druggists. A gen-
eral meeting or the retail druggists has
beeu called and will take place this week.
A reconsideration has been asked of the
government and a deputatlon will pre
sent the views of the trades interested at
an early. date,

The objections to the new measure of
taxation as voiced in these meetings with
unanimity are several in number. The
tax proposed it was shown, amounted to
from 15 per cent. to 40 per cent. on the
aisual trade selling prices. The tax being
imposed on the price of sale at retail to
the public represented on that basns of
calculation from 10 per cent, to 20 per
cent. No other business or mdustry was
taxed to any such extent, and many im-
portant lines would actually face ruin it
the measure were persisted in by the
Government.

Instead of yielding for the war a large
amount the prohibitory nature of the
tax would defeat the object sought and
ruin prosperous and legitimate busines
enterprise in manufacturing.

The Minister of Finance will be ap-
proached on the basis of asking investi-
gation in detail, it being claimed that the
treatment of the manufacturers and deal-
ers, ass well in the branch affected, is
amfair and unjust. The goods involved,
it can be shown, cannot stand any such
«<harge, and also have already been taxed
for the same purpose in respect to all the
crude material employed in manufac-
furing same.

The general tariff advance of 7)4 per
cent. applies to the ingredients used and
as well also certain advances enacted last
wear at the War Session of Parliament.
Alcohol is one important item with many
manufacturers who have to bear the In-
land Revenue Tax of 3.96 per gallon on
spirits. In principle it cannot be held as
just to tax one and the same article under
different headings. It is a tax on the

poor and sick. The manufacturers can
mot bear it on goods that can continue 1n
sale. Medicines are the poor man’s
adoctor. This attribute of Proprietary
Medicine was recognized by the Govern-
ment of the United States only recently.
Perfumes were taxed by stamp but medi-
cines were struck from the proposed tax
list in recent revenue measure brought
about through the present war’ affecting
the Income of that Government. It is
hoped the Government will reconsider,
and it 1s confidently expected this will
be the case if the Minister will look into
aletails available which demonstrate that
an injustice is being done by the action
proposed and which cannot have had
anature or careful consideration by the
Officers of Department recommending.

Church Advertising

Churches are doing less advertising
from-the pulpit and more in the local
papers, says the Bowmanville Statesman.
This is right, too. The sacred desk was
mever intended for an advertising
medium. The Belleville Ontario says

RE-OPENING AND '
DEDICATORY SERVICES
Watford Methodist Church

The re-opening and dedicatory services'
in connection with the Watford Metho-
dist church will be held on Sunday next,
Feb. 28th, when Rev. H. D. Moyer, of
Petrolea, chairman of the Strathroy Dis-
trict, will preach at 11 a.m,and 7 p.m.
There will be special music at both ser-
vices. o

When Rev. F. G. Robinson came to
Watford in July last from the city of
Kingston, where he had spent three years’
as minister of the Princess Street church,
he immediately saw the necessity of a
complete renovation of the church, and,
haying had considerable experience in
church building, he presented a plan to
the trustees, who decided that it was
practicable and that the work should
proceed without delay, so on October 3rd
the contract was given to Mr, Jacob
Fowler, of this town, with the result
that all the inside work will be com-
pleted this week, and the outside work
will be done as soon as the weather will
allow.

The following improvements have been
made :—The ceiling has been raised and
is now nineteen feet from the auditorium
floor. It is Genrgia pine, divided into 64
panels, and isin natural color. The
wainscotting ' and front of pulpit and
choir platforms are also of Georgia pine.
The walls are painted light church green
and stencilled in special church design.
The doors leading into the auditorium
are beautifully grained, as are also the
folding doors in alcoves,

The choir gallery has been brought
forward and seated with special choir
chairs. There are 37 tungsten lamps,
each 60 candlepower, to light the audi-
torium at the evening services. New-
leaded cathedral glass windows, amber
color, have been placed on the sides,
while at the rear are two beautiful memo-
rial windows, one representing ‘'Christ,
the light of the world,”” donated in
memory of Mr. and Mrs. James Bole, by
their sons, and the other representing
t*Jesus and Peter on the sea,” donated by
Doan Brothers. These windows were
manufactured by the Luxfer Prism Co.,
of Toronto. The pews are the latest
design, black ash bodies and quarter-cut
oak ends, fitted with numbers and hat
racks. Folding doors have been placed
in the alcoves, that on the east side hav-
ing been made into a minister’s vestry,
and the one on the west side into a choir
room. In case of necessity these vestries
can be added to the auditorium and thus
increase the seating capacity. The
church, which is 80 feet by 46 at the
alcoves, can accommodate 450 people.

Over the front doors the words '‘Metho-
dist Church’’ have been placed in opaque
glass. Good ventilation has been provided,
both by the windows and also In the ceil-
ing. Storm windows have also been add-
ed, which can be fitted from the inside.
There is a brass rail the full length ot the
choirfigallery. A ‘‘Ward’ pulpit lamp
has been presented to the church by
Mrs. John Baker, in memory of her son
Kenton.

A mnew floor has been placed in the
auditorium, with an elevation of half an
inch to. the foot, also mew porches of
Georgia pine. From the auditorium to
the basement two stairways have been
provided, one from the front porch and
one from the choir room. There is also
an entrance to the basement from the
rear of the church. The full size of base~
ment is 76 feet long by 42 feet at alcoves
and has a kitchen with pantry, stove,
etc., a ladies’ parlor and a Sunday school
room H0 x 30. The ceiling of basement
is Georgia pine and the walls, which are
32 inches in thickness, are white, the
woodwork 1s painted a light color, ex-
cept the doors, which are in two colors,
The lighting system is up-to-date, there
being six clusters of three sixty candle-
power tungsten lamps, with shades. The
windows are prism glass and give the
whole basement a very cheerful appear-
ance, There is a large furnace and coal
room,

The whole building is heated witha
large Kelsey generator with a capacity
for heating 70,000 cubic feet.

When the outside work is completed
there will be cement steps leading to the
front door, also to minister’'s vestry and
choir room, cresting will be placed on
the tower, new front doors, and the
bricks will be painted three coats ol red
brick color and lined with black, and ali
woodwork will also be painted and doors
grained. A new roof of Pedlar steel
shingles has been placed on the building
and, to insure drymess, a cement floor
has been placed under the wooden floor
in the basement and a 4 inch tile drain
on the inside of walls and also on out-
side and a separate drain made to the
foot of McGregor street. To add to the
stability, two ten-inch beams have been
placed the full length ot the cnurch, sup-
ported by eight five-inch’iron posts.

The minister and trustees feel proud
of their edifice and, when all outside
work is comnvpleted, there will be few
more up-to-date churches outside the
cities.

The carpenter work was done by Mr.
Jacob Fowler, Mr. W. Marwick the brick
and cement work, Mr. Loosemore, of
Inwood, the painting; Mr. Spaulding
put on the roof, Mr. George Chambers
the electrical work, and The Howden
Estate installed the heating plant.

View From Mount Rigi.

The mountain of the Rigl, in Switzer-
land, commands a panorama of 400
miles in circumference, which includes
the lovely lake of Lucerne, and is un-
surpassed for beauty. The Rigi was
known to only a few travelers in the
eighteenth century, but after the peace
of 1815 it became a resort for the curi-
ous, the first dwelling having been
erected in 1814. Now many hotels are
in a flourishing condition, and it is
popular even in winter. There is a
little' chapel, with its walls covered
with votive tablets, for many have been
the victims in the ice gorges of this
lofty pealk.

creased in Canada
from 2,408,677 in 1901 to
2,694,179 in 1911, This in-
crease did not amount to 8%
and was less than one-quarter
of the population increase of
Canada, At the same time,
the per capita consumption of
milk by Canadians increased
309;. Is there any wonder we
had to import 7,000,000 Ibs. of
butter from New Zealand?
The exports of Canadian
cheese have been steadily de-
clining for ten years.
