Physieal Training.

ITS VALUE AS A PREVENTIVE AND CURE OF
PULMONARY DISEASES,

Dr. E. Fletcher Ingals, of Chicago, in »
paper with this title, said that the absence
of systematic study by physicians and the
very meagre lit:
somewhat dogmatic in his paper. One of the
most common observations made by medical
men, he said, was that the long, narrow,
flat chested individual was the one liable to
the development of tuberculosis and that in
patients presenting this form of chest the
chances for recovery were reduced to a min-
imum,

This observation he considered sufficient
to suggest that sy tic physicial traini
in aiding the development of the respiratory
muscles, thoracic walls and pulmonary capa-
city would be of great service in preventing
tuberculosis and in curing its early stages.
Collapsed air cells, he said, furnished a most
favorable nidus for the development of tuber-
culosis. Therefore for the prevention of the
disease, measures should be adopted to ex-
pand the lungs and bring the air cells into
the best possible working condition.

He thought it probable that in most cases
there was an early tuberculons localized
anzmia, dimipishing the nutrition of the
parts and making them more susceptible to
the tubercle bacilli and their toxins. Of the
large percentage of the human family said to
be affected by tuberculosis (80 per cent), the
majority recovered, even when the disease
affected the lungs, it not proving fatal in
more than 12 per cent,

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—That the United States government has
no uge for an *““open door” trade policy i
becoming every day more apparent. Con-
gress and Scnate are still animated and con-
trolled by that spirit of protectionism that
legislated the Dingley tariff, and in the face
of more recent but equally stringent enacl-
ments it is difficalt to understand how the
Canadian press mainteins such a bopefut
tone in regard to the probable outcome of
the reciprocity negotiations at Washington.
Taec New York Times commenting on the
attitude of the government on the tariff
generally, says: ¢ Already we have disgust-
ed Great Britain by proclaiming the trade
between Porto Rico and the United States
to be coastwise trade, in which none but
American ships could take part. If we ex-
tend our Chinese tariff and our obsolete nav-
igation laws to the Philippines also, we
shall add British resentment to German and
French and Russian enmity. Is there any-
body in authority at Washington who knows
what we sre doing? Is there anybedy in
authority there who has the slightest con-
ception what *‘imperialism” means and in-
volves?” There are very many of the Amer-
jcan people who hold with the Zimes that
the recent vast expansion of empire should
be followed by a reduction of the heavy im-
posts now levied on foreign trade, if the best
commercial interests of the growing nation
are to be fairly served.

—Kings county farmers are making a
strong effort to have the government model
farm, now at Truro, established at Woll-
ville in connection with the horticultural
school. Itis claimed that in the fourteen
years the government have operated tke
farm it has cost the province over $50,000;
last year the loss on income account alorve
amounting to $4,000. This conditicn is en-
tirely unsatisfactory to thrifty farmers who
recognize that the present ivstitution is not
only expensive but is ig practically useless as
an experiment station. It is contended tHat
in connection with the school of horticuliure
the model farm could be made of great prac-
tical benefit to the farmiong industry and at
the same time be conducted at a profit iu-
stead of a loss. The time for a change is
most opportune and the government should
not disregard the many natural advantages
that add weight to the claims of the Kirge
county farmers. Farming is rapidly being
reduced to a tcience in the * Garden of
Nova Scotia,” and the department of agri-
culture should consider that an experimental
farm conducted year after year at a loss offers
but a poor model for the student who would
learn how to farm successfully.

—France is in an unhappy state. Political
affairs, always in a disturbed state, are un-
usually vexed over the unpleasantness with
Great Britain. A portion of the French
press even suggest an alliance with Ger-
many against Britain as an heroic remedy
for a situation that is gslling in the extreme,
British progress in Upper Egypt and on the
west coast of Africa is of the pugnacious and
determined sort that has effzctually removed
French opposition at every step, reducing
Trench icfluence in Africa to a minimum.
Diplomatic relationz have been strained al-
most to an absolute rupture, and British
purpose has been pressed to the practical
humbling of France. Added to the bitter-
ness of this situation, the recent develop-
ments in the Dreyfus case point to a disgrace
ful condition of military affairs that ig fast
robbing the people of their faith in the effec-
tiveness of their army and hastening such a
rupture between soldiers and civilians that
a complete recrganiziation of the militia will
likely be demanded.

—The federal bye elections this month
indicated no falling off in the government
support. In five constituencies—two in On-
tario, two in Quebec, and one in Priunce
Edward Island—the return of four Liberals
and one Independent resvlted. Quebsc
provincial bye-elec 8, of which four have
been held this month, have registered a con-
siderable gain for Conservati All four
seats were previously held by erals, but
the Conservatives gained one, and an Inde-
pendent Liberal was elected in another, in
place of a straight government supporter.

—The Montreal Witness thinks thata duty
on tea is to be levied shortly by the federal
government. Such a duty would be a big
item in revenue account, at any rate, as Can-
ada’s importations of tea must aggregate
close upon thirty miilion pounds annually.
The tax of course would be an unpopular
one and the degreeof its unpopularity weuld
be regulated by the incréasgd price of the
commodity to-the consumer.

Anglo-French Relations.

New York, Dec. 23.—A London despatch
saye:—*‘ News which has reached official
quarters during the last few weeks indicates
that it will be the Anglo-French contact in
North America, rather than in Africa, over
which French and British scatesmen wiil be
most_concerned when Easter comes, Irefer
to Newfoundland. For well nigh fifty years
the French shore dispute there has only been
kept from an acute stage by persoaal influ-
ence brought to bear by succeseive British
Ministries upon successive Newfoundland
Ministers. At any moment, Newfoundland,
as.a self-governing colony, could, by a de-
termined assertion of her sovercignty in the
French shore, have precipitated acrisis; but
strong persoual appeals from Downing etreet
to St. John's never yet failed to keep things
quiet, for greatare the favors to which New-
foundland Ministers may look at the hands
of British statesmen.

“But the Recil railway compsct has
changed all this. contrelling voice is
no longer that of the Ministry of St. John's,
but of a powerful capitalist who is deter
mined that his vast enterprise shall not be
wrecked to save the peace of mind of British
statesmen. This is no mere alarmist news-
paper conjecture. It is this situation which
causes grave disquietude in official les, for
at last this century-old dispute, touching the
rights of a selfsgoverning British colony and
the historic pride of every Frenchman, as-
eumes such a shape that it can no longer be
passed over. The sitnation has been the
subject of urgent official reports of late from
special British commissioners, and Captain
Bourke, lately in charge of the British war-
ships ip Newfoundland waters, is now in
close conference with officials here, This is
the threatening cloud on the new year’s ho-
rizon.”

THE RECORD OF THE YEAR.

Night, and storm, and darkness fall about
the world, The black scudding clouds,
through which at times the pale moon
gleams fitfully, hang low in the murky sky,
The winde moan through the leafless branch-
es of the bare, shivering trees that beat and
toss their long arms in helpless fury,  Afer,
in the distance the mighty voice of the
changeless sea sends np a deep, majastic
anthem that reaches the throne of God.

The night winds bear the mournful fare-
well of the dying year hastening to render
account and go to join the innumerable hoste
of the dead years who have written their
record in the annals of eternity. A year—
an atom in the infinite measurement of time:
It’s history—a sentenee inscribed in the vol
ume of the universe.

What saith the record of the world that
some of the Seers tell us (forgetful * that no
man knoweth the day or the hour,”) is fast
rolling to its doom ; *‘ that the end is nigh,
even at the doors.” What has the year 1898
written on the page of history?

In art and scientific research the preccd-
ing years have scaled such dizzy heighte and
reached such hitherto unexplored depths
that of necessity it seems that the world
must pause to perfect and develop that to
which it has already attained in preparation
for still higher flights and yet more wonder-
ful achievement.

War clouds —dark and ominous, whose
shadows still linger threateningly on the
horizon, continue to menace the peace of
Europe, and the old Lion rouses himself, and
is watchfal and alert. The defeat of the
savage hordes in the Soudan by the gallant
Kitchener, attest the fact that his wrath is
yet the terror of his foes.

The neighboring republic has been com-
pelled to face the difficulties of a foreign
war. The clash of arms, the rush and roar
of the hosts going forth to battle, which has
resulted in the defeat of the Spanish navy
and the liberation of Cuba, has arrested the
interest and attention of the mnations.
Whether or not the war was justifiable;
whether or not the object attained will result
in a state of things beneficial to those most
closely concerned, whether of victor or
varquished, or for the commen good, are
questions the answers of which liz in the
uncertain, unrevealed futurer No one would
detract from the prestige the American peo-
ple assume for the speedy and decisive meas-
ures which put an end to the conflict and
brought about the issues of peace. Notwith-
standing the menacing attitude of an over-
wrought and excited people, previous to the
declaration of war, President McKinley and
his cabinet acted with a dignity and calm
deliberation which won the respect of the
world. But the loud boasting of the Ameri-
can prese, the hoarse screaming of the Amer-
ican eagle over a conflict with an already
crippled and effete foe does not commend it-
self to public opinion.

In Canada—

Proud dauglter of that vast, far-reaching Em-«
ive,
\‘-'hu.\](- strong hand is on the soa from shore to
farthest shore,
two questions of the most serious import
force themselves upon public attention. The
French Newfoundland diffizulty, with issues
of the gravest nature not only in the interests
of that old historic colony and also of this
country, but powerful and far-reaching
enough to stir the pulses of two great pa-
tions. The speech of the Celonial Secretary,
Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, in which he de-
clares the question to be of graver import
than the Fashoda incident, reveals the start-
ling signiticance of the situation. Now that
the imperial authorities are finally aroused,
it is to be hoped that vigorous measures will
be taken for the settlement of the difficult
and dangerous situation. This, with the
problem of existing trade relations between
Canada and the United States call for wise
counsel, sound judgment, and jast and hon-
orable dealing on the part of those who duty
it is to guard the interesis of their country.

The close of the year has witnesesd a
chaoge in the administration and the conse-
quent departure from our shores of Lord and

Lady Aberdeen, who during their stay in
this country have made themselves the
friends and helpers of all classes, and have
carried with them the kindly regard and
warmest wishes of all with whom duty or
pleasure has brought them in contact.

Daring the year the great Reaper has been
busy gathering in his sheaves. - Two of the
foremost notable figures of the century have
gone to render account at the court of the
High God. The “Iron Chancellor,” great
Prince and unique man, imperial statesman,
whoee strong hand once held an empire in
its grasp, bearing bravely the burdens of
years of service, shorn of his prestige’by the
very power he had raised to eminence, has
gone to his jast reward.

In the peaceful chamnber at Hawarden,
shut in from the cares that could 'no longer
engross his attention, the ** Grand Old Man”
fought his last great battle in which he yet
was victor, for no bands of death or earthly
cerements could bind that great spirit that
found its swift way into the presence cham-
bar of Heaven to render service at the altar
of God, and though we know not

The ways of that mysterious abode,
If thonghts of earth can mingle with the
ite,
He yet shall seek his country's good.

Oue can but think with tender sympathy
of our Queen whose reign of sixty years has
Crowned and throned her in the hearts of all

her people.
Widowed and lonely, for of all the friends of
her early years, the trusted, tried and true,
all have passed away, each one bringing to
her cad heart the message, “Be ye also
ready.”

Frances Willard, George Muller—whose
faith could remove mountaine, into whose
treasury was voluntarily poured the silver
and the gold of all the world for the benefit
of suffering humanity—have gone up higher,
leaving *‘ foo!prints on the eands of time,” in
which we trust there are those who will
worthily tread—worthy of the past— strong
and ready for an ever-broadening future.

Never in the history of this world has
there been such grand possibilities for the
achievement of greatness; never a present so
fraught with eplendid opportunity; never a
future so eagerly awaiting the development
of high and intcnse parpoee.

We donot want ** Woman’s Suffrage.” We
do not need (in this country at least) more
rights and privileges for women. Already
they are endowed with opportunities and
advantages which involve a burden of re-
sponsibility which they can only properly
assume,

But we do want men of power, of the
nobility of manhood; strong men, honorable
and true, into whose faces we can look, and
whem we can eafely trast; whose leadership
we will willingly follow, whose wise rule we
will even proudly obey.

If the century has really evolved the
“New Woman,” let man raise his standard
so high that she cannot rob him of his pres-
tige. A king weak and unfit to rule is easily
dethroned by his subjects. Man, throned
and crowned in the Begioning, can only be
deprived of his ancient prerogative through
his own weakness and voluntary self abase-
ment. Nbo longer worthy to rule, he is de-
posed and shorn of his power.

*“ Of making many books” there is indeed
no end. - Each succeeding year sends forth
its army of new recruits, freshly equipped,
and bringing each its message to the waiting
world. Unique and wonderful in conception,
many of them soar to hitherto unreached
heights of imaginative genius, or dig deep
into unrevealed depths of speculative fancy,
only ito be greeted with a swiftly passing
applause, leaving no lasting impression on
the thought of the age.

Nothwithstanding oar faith in a higher
state of existence, infinitely happier than the
presént, most of us have to confess to more
or les? gruesome thoughts mingled with our
reflcctions on the final doom of the world
and (humanly speaking) the consequent ex-
tinction of the race; but the long drawn out
horror of the vision portrayed by H. G.
Wolls in his theory of the gradual cooling off
of the earth—a cold, silent, frozen world;
the horrible suggestion of this proud, cul-
tured, dominant race, degenerated, shrivel.
led into mere atoms, calls up a nightmare of
imaginary possibilities from which we shrink
in terror.

From such wierd epeculations we tuwin
gladly to the one old Book, whose divine
light dispels the gloom of life’s most bitter
experiences, and shines with celestial glory
above even the darkoess of the grave. No
theory evolved from the brain of the highest
earthly wisdom can eo satisfy the need of
humanity ; no light kindled at the altar of
reason sends its rays to brighten the long,
silent, lonely journey into the great unknown,

A TRIP TO LABRADOR.

As it is the custom of the present day for
tourists and others when visiting foreign or
remote places to write their experiences and
impressions as well as descriptions of the
places they visit, I may be pardoned if I do
the same. On the last day of July, 1898, I
started with a party of capitalists to inves-
tigate the timber resources of the interior of
Labrador, and since I have returned I may
say, incidentally, that most people seem to
know as much about Labrador as I did be-
fore I went there. While I had been col-
lecting information about that region for at
least three months before I started, and also
from sailors and fishermen while on the way,
yet I may truly say that I knew considerably
less when I got through collecting informa-
tion than I did before I commenced. Before
I stepped my foot en the Labrador coast,
yes, even before I saw the land from the
deck of the steamer, as a cloud in the dis-
tance, I was ready to believe anything and
disbelieve everything that I had heard about
it. The wonders of fairyland to the mind of
a child were ‘“ not in it” with some of the
stories I was told. With this digression I
will continue.

We boarded the Flying Bluenose at Bridge-
town shortly before one o’clock, and in a
few minutes are whirling along through
the beautiful valley rightly termed the gar-
den of Nova Scotia. From the car windows
we eee farmers busy with their haying, and
judging from appearances they are about
half done; mowing machines and horse rukes
to be seen all along; beautiful fields of hay
and grain, extensive hoed crops, magnificent
orchards, fine houses; a crowd of smiling
happy people at every station at which the
train stops. Surely peace and pleanty reign
in this beantiful land. On, on we go, and
by four o’clock are in Halifax. We get out
of the train and engage & back to take self
and baggage to the S. S. Barcelona, cur pas
sage by steamer having already been engaged
té St. John’s. We give our luggage in charge
of the steward and start out to see the *‘ live
lion,” as we were told the ship would not
sail until the morraw.

At exactly half past seven Sunday morn-
ing, Aungust lst, we moved cut from the
wharf and in about half an hour were steam-
ing down the harbor. There was plenty of
fog but not much wind, and a smooth sea.
We sighted Cape St. Mary on the south
coast of Newfoundland about. four o’clock.
Tuesday, Aug. 3cd we passed Cape Pine light
in the evening, and shortly after midnight
observed the distress signals of the oil tank
steamer Rotterdam, which had run on the
rocks on Mistaken Point. Our ship stood
by till daylight and then ran over to the dis-
abled ship. The Rotterdam was bow on and
looked very helpless. It did not take very
long to get a hawser attached, but the strain
was 80 great that it parted, but eventually
our ship succeeded in getting her off. Both
ships then headed for St. Jobn’s. So far as
I could see the south coast of Newfoundland
is entirely destitute of trees, but is covered
with a sort of brown looking grass. We got
into St. John's at about ten o’clock on Wed-
nesday, Aug. 4th, and went right to the ho-
tel, being glad to get on terra firma again.
To a stranger the city of St. John’s pre-
sents some strikiog fegtures. It has a beau-
tifal situation and its large shippicg interests
render it quite cosmopolitan in some re-
epects, It seems to have much more than
its share of ram shops, also there are a large
number of comparatively old men who seem
to be perfcetly at home while smoking
short pipes and loafing on thestrects. There
are some fine buildings and the situation is
magnificent, as the city is built on aside hill
facing the south. While there is quite a
large amount of business transacted, yet
none of the people seem to be in a hurry
end I believe that holidays are quite fre-
quent. The police force wonld be a credit
to any city, and I was surprised while at-
tending the boat races at Quidividi Lake to
see such goed order in a large crowd when
quite a number were apparently the worse
for liquor. There is one class not to bé over-
looked and that is the fat men, for the fat
man is certainly a conspicuous figure among
the people of St. John'’s, Newfoundland.
About neon Aug. 10:-h, we leave the city
by the 8. S. Virginia Lake, and head north,
about one hundred and fifty passengers on
board. As we get outeide the narrows, as
the entrance to the harbor is called, we have
a cool breeze and a fairly smoo‘h sea. We
are gcon in Concepcion Bay and steering for
Harbor Grace, which we reach about four
o’clock.

Harbor Grace is a pretty town and pleas-
antly situated. We stop here about two
hours and then on again to traverse the
whole coast line of the east coast of New-
foundland with its large bays, eepecially
Conception, Trinity Bonavista, Notre Dame
and White, and its numerous harbors. The

. distance from St. John's to Cape Bauld in a

straight line is not qui’e four hundred miles,
but the coast line must be more than twice
that distance, for leaying St. John’s as stat-
ed at noon-on Tuesday, Aug. 1t)ch, we passed
Cape Bauld at nine o'clock in the morning
on Saturday, Aug. 14:h, but during that
time we called at, I think, about thirty dif-
ferent places to leave passengers and mail.

I could not take particular notice of all
the places at which we called but among
them is Tilt Cove, the northern terminus of
the telegraph line and aiso noted for its ex-
teasive copper mines. The steamer stopped
long enough for us to go achore and look
around for a few minutes. For the benefit
of those who drive horses I can say that I
saw a horze here hauling copper ore from
the slope to the wharf where it was dumped
aboard the steamer, and his loads were six
tons each. The copper ure is taken from
here to Swansea in Wales to be smelted.
Another very pretty place at wkich we
cull is King’s Cove, and it is here the natives
tell us that Cabot repaired his boats, and to
prove their cace they have written it in large
letters a foot leng on a big sloping rock at
the head of the little harbor.

Next is Twillin e where the 7wijling-
gate Standard is published. Then on to Ex-
pioits, where we gec our first iceberg, quite
a large one, probably sixty feet high, and
remindiog one of the picture of a Chinese
psgeda.

Oar next call js at Fortune Harbor, and
referriog to the description in my journal,
written at the time is the following. ¢ The
entrance to the harbor is about half a mile
longand the scenery is fine—a narrowstraight
with high hills on each side clothed with
scrub-spruce. The hasbar iteelf presents a

nt appearance, being perfectly
land locked and more like a mill pond than
a harbor for vessela. Arognd the shores are
some pretty dwellings, and a number of
small cuitivated fields interspersed with
pumerous grase plote,"”

We are now passing along the French
shore, 8o called, which has been such a fruit-
ful source cf dispute between the native
Newfoundlanders and the French fishermen.
So far we have had seme fog but not much
wind; now the air seemz to he colder and
not so much fog, but more wind. Grigust is
the last port of call on the east coast. The
scenery along the eouthern part of the east
coast of Newfoundland is grand and almost
bordering on the sublime. In many places
the cliffs are some hundjeds of feet high and
almost perpendicular, occaslonally showing
rough and jigged edges with many fantastic
shapes. Bat as we go north the coast line
is not so high and seems less broken. The
mail steamer on this goast is the accommo-
dation, freight and express tyains ajl in one,
of some other places. It is surprising to see
how many chiidren there are; some of them
have some one to look after them and some
apparently have not, but once on board the
purser looksafter everybody and everyihing.
In conversation with him he told me that
during one trip last igl] the steamer had
forty-nine small children on board when
they got into St. John’s,

One thing that I particularly noticed, and
it certainly speaks weil for the home life of
the people, is their great love for flowers,
for next tg children most of the women
seemed (o care micre fop hopse plants than
anything else, and at nearly every stopping
place th=re were more or less flower pols
comirg and goisg

I would not like o say h#w many boats
I think we passed going up th= coast, for if
I did 1 f peopls would not credit it,

rtainly were a great many. We
id, Gatjrday morning, Aug.
14 h, just after breakfast—not much wind
buat a beautiful roll, quite enough to satisfy
apy land lubber—and enter the celebrated
Straits of Betlel Most of the passengers
have l-ft the sbip at the varioys stopping
rlacss gnd those that have not are beginning
to get hetter acquainted. The sailors here
say going down when going north, 8a we go
up ibe Straiis gome fifty or sixty miles tq a
placa called Flower's Cave on the Newfound-
land shore to leave the mail. It is quite a
small place but there were a great many
boats around and moat of them were the
nicest and best fitted up boats that I had so
far seen, and I am glad to say when I asked
where they were made the reply was “in
Nova Scotia.” ;

The land near the coast here is very flat
and level, and when the wind blows it must
bo terrifie. 1 also noticed that the houses
were low and braced from every direction,

From Flower's Cove we cross the straits
to the other side, which is part of the pro-
vince of Quebec. Here we also gee very
nice boats and get the same reply as to where

they are made, The captain of the steamer

tells me that the Straits of Belleisle are
eight miles wide ip the narrowest part and
some one might suggest to our Council of
Public Instruction that the distance is given
in our school geographies as twelve miles,
but then four miles is not much in a short
distance like that.

Some scientists have claimed that if a dam
were built across the Straits it would make
our climate much warmer in the spring of
the year. There are apparently no engi-
neering difficulties in the way, as the water
is only about one hundred and fifty feet deep
and there is certainly plenty of material on
the Labrador side, but the expense would be
a large item.

The Straits is the great thoroughfare for
shipping between the St. Lawrence ports
and Eorope, and during the -time we were
there on our way north from Saturday morn-
ing until Sunday night, when we anchored
at a place called Henley, near Cape Charles,
on the Labrador coast, we could at any time
see big vessels and steamers, some going east
and some west. The land on the Labrador
side of the Straits seems quite different from
the Newfoundland side. In places iv is
beautifully terraced, the terraces having
been made by the sea wash. Through some
internal upheaval the land has been success-
ively elevated, but, judging from the appear-
ance, long periods must have intervened be-
tween the various uprisings. What a mag-
nificent place to study geology! The coast
is low but as it recedes from the water, it
gradually rises and in the distance, it seems
quite high. Through the glass we could see
several brooks flowing down from the high
land back from the shore. Therc were no
trees but rocks and, apparently, green graes,
and sometimes it would remind me of an im-
mense cleared pasture.

We had seen a large namber of icebergs
before we got to Cape Bauld and after we
passed Cape Charles we were in sight of them
continually. One day I counted thirteen
at one time, and another day I counted
seventeen at one time. Another fact that
began to force itself upon our notice was that
the people kept dogs. While in St. John's
we had heard about the Labrador dogs, and
while we were somewhat curious tosee them
we fully expected that if we went ashore
without a rifle and revolver, our lives would
not be worth much, but while the dogs
were on the shore and we were on the
steamer we felt comparatively safe.

Monday morning, Aug. 16th, we arrived
at Battle Harbor, where we change steamers.
We transfer ourselves and baggage from the
8. 8. Virginia Lake to the S. S. Leopard,
where we get our breakfast, then go on deck
and take a look around. There are only
five of us to go north from here who have
come all the way from St. John’s. Battle
Harbor is quite a village. The Deep Sea
Mission hae a hospital and mission house
here. There are also a number of fishing
echooners and a steam launch in the barbor,
quite a number of houses, a few goats to be
seen browsing around among the rocks and
last but by no means least, some dogs. We
get a boat and go ashore to see the sights.
It is very rocky. No roads, only paths from
one house to the other. Plenty of dogs
around but they took no notice of us.

The steamer is ready to start about five
o'clock in the afternoon, and again we move
nothward. It was raining hard, the wind
blowing balf a gale and quite a sea running,
and at night we ran into harbor and stayed
till morning. Tuesday morning, Aug. 17:h,
after leaving harbor and getting in the open
sea the rolling of the ship was something
immense. Diches were broken, the coal box
in the cabin was overturned and one of the
passengers, who happened to be in the saloon,
went firat to one side and then to the other
and finally sat down on the stove. He did
not sit long as there was a hot fire in at the
time,

As we continue north, the coast becomes
more barren and broken by bays and islands.
It is also much colder, and there are not
only icebergs out at sea, but also plenty of”
ice and snow on the shore, in the little val
leys and clefts of the rocke. A strorg cur
rent is flowing south continually, but as we
continue north the number cf islands in-
creases and we are passing through them
where there is not much current. We have
very little fine weather. It is rainy or foggy
or windy and sometimes it is all three, and at
one time we had to lay by a rock, in a gale
of wind, with a heavy sea running, as the fog
is 80 thick the captain considers it not safe
to proceed. As the wind drifts us away
from the rock he backs up toitagain. After
a while the fog lifts and we make harbor,
feeling quite relieved. We are getting ac
customed to the motion of the ehip now, and
sleep as well asif we were on shore.

In the morning we are off again and so we
continue making north in the day time and
going into harbor at night, We stop at a
place called Black Tickle to leave the mail
and we passengers go ashore and.walk across
Isle of Ponds to Domino while the stcamer
is going arcund a point. There is neither
goil nor drainage. It is solid rock covered
partly with a spongy sort of turf completely
soaked with water, making the walking very
wet indeed, It is fairly warm in sheltered
places where the sun is shining, but after we
leave Domino it secms to be colder and I
notice the man at the wheel wearing mittens
and that is doing pretty well for the 18th of
Auagust. We stop at Long Island about six
o'clock and take on board a lady missionary.

Avcust 19TH: The weather seems some-
what wmilder. Immense numbers of sea
birds are to be seen. It is a beautiful day
there is a smooth sea and no wind. We
make Indian Harbor on the north side of
Hamilton Iunlet just before noon. The steam-
er anchors aud with our baggage and supplies
we get into the boat and are soon ashore.

The shore here is very barren and very
rocky. A Bt John's firm is doing quite a
large business colleoting fish and there are
large quantities of fish to be seen all around.
Some laying on the rocks to dry some piled
up and some in ‘the fish houses just salted,
but fish everywhere. The Mission to Deep
Sea fishermen maintains a-hospital and mis-
sion house here ard certainly does a vast
amount of good. When one consjders that
the reflned people who doubtless might live
in luxury among their friends, if they wished,
are willing to give up all that they may min-
ister to the temporal and spiritual wants of
their fellowman, remote from society and
friends, we are led to think that notwith-
standing therg is sham in the world yet there
is much more of that living faith which is
carrying a good work to its final consumma-
tion.

We got dinner at the hospital and, through
the extrcme kindness of Dr. Grierson, who
is in charge of the miseion, by four o’clock
we are on board the steam lannch, Princess
May heading for the Hudson Bay post of
Rigoylette, fifty miles up Hamilton Inlet or
Ivuktoke as is is sometimes called by the
natives. At pight we anchor at Black Is
land and io the morning we are on the move
again, We reach Lester’s point about three
miles from Rigoulette about noon and land,
By two o’clock we are in a sail boat with
the Methodist missionary and a half breed
Ee(‘uimnu guide cominuing our j':urney.
At about six g'clock we go ashore, 'boil the
kettle and make a hearty supper on hard
bread and canned meat. After supper like
the proverbial cork leg we are up and off
again, partly sailing and partly rowing.
I;liste;ed hands don’t count as our timé' is
limited. Aftter dark, and it is very dark too
and begioning to rain, we go ashore, make
our boat fast and pitch our tent in the edge
of the woods. Mo-quitoes are quite trouble
some but [ roll myzelf in a blanket and sleep
most of the night. We are probably twenty
miles from,our nearest neighbors.

Shortly after daylight we are again in the
boat. S:als are beginning to be very plenti-
ful now, but spparently very shy, as it is
imposeible to get near them in the boat.
Occasionally I cannot resist the temptation
to cend a rifle bullet in the direction of one,
but seemed io fajl in doing them any hurt.

We finished our journey, and Aug. 25th
finds us again at the Hugson Bay Post of
Rigoglette on board the S. S. Leopard,

Hamilton Jalet is a remarkable arm of the
sea. Near the eoast it is cailed (irosse Water
Bar. Near Rigoulette, and for about four
miles above, it is called the narrows, being
only about half a mile wide. It then
broadens out into Lake Melville, being
eightecn miles wide and extending one hun-
dred miles farther inland. There are two
small bays branching off from Lake Melville,
one on the south-west side cailed Carter
Basin, and one on the extreme west called
Goose Bay. It abounds in animal life, seals,
codfish, salmon and wild fowl being very
Eleptjful. It may he inteyesting to some to

now that many of the wild geese which
migrate in the spring and fall, haye their
pqr[:mer home and raise their young in
Labradoy, at the head of Hamilton Inlet,
And, without doubt, before many years
much capital wil] be plaged there to develope
the wonderful rosources of that interesting
reglon,

. The geological formation of the country
indicates mineral deposits, but the time of
our party was too limited to investigate, as
timber was the primary object of our visit.
The Limber is all spruce, and some of it is of
immense size, the large timber being nearly
all on the margins of the rivers. Straight,
thrifty spruce timber of small size is literally
unlimited in quantity, and I heard a man
say that for pulp wood there was gnough to

Jast one hundred years at fifty cords per day,
but for my part I thiok I can say there is

enough to last one hundred years at one
hundred cords per day. A person who has
not seen it can scarcely form an adequate
idea of the enormous quantities of spruce
timber. A glance at the map may give some
notion as to the sizs of the country compared
with Nova Scotia, but it'needs a personal
visit to form a comparison of physical
features.

Labrador is the extreme eastern portion
of an immense continent. It has mountains
and valleys, lakes and rivers, plains and
tablelands. Its forests are the home of deer
and numerous fur bearing animals ; even the
white bear of the north occasionally makes
a visit. Salmon and trout are very plentiful
in its streams, and I have already mentioned
the inhabitants of its coast waters. The
motquitoes are large and bloodthirsty, the
fogs are almost like mud, and it is not
necen’r{ to whistle very long for a gale of
wind. ~ Its icebergs possess a weird, strange
influence.

We make better time coming south than
we did going north, mostly on account of the
Arectic current, which ia apparently flowing
couth continually. We have some rough
weather, see some largo icebergs, and get in
Battle Harbor Aug. 27th at dioner time.
We stay at Battle Harbor until Monday,
Aug. 30th, and leave there about noon, and
pass close to Belle Isle island, at the eastern
entrance to the Straits of Belle lsle. We
sigeal Cape Bauld lighthouse just- before
dark, the wind blowing nearly a gale. The
steamer calls at nearly the same ports coming
south as she did going north, and we get
into St. John’s about 4 o’clock, Friday, Sept.
3rd. Satarday night we go aboard the 8. S.
Portia; about midnight we pass out of the
narrows, Shortly after daylight, Sunday
morning, we signal Cape Race, and Tuesday,
about 4 a.m., we are in Halifax and ready
to take the train for home. Coming back
into the Valley again the most noticeable
feature is the apples, and the whole aspect is
in striking contrast to the barren shores of
the Scraits of Belle Isle.

About Bank Notes.

BANK. OF ENGLAND
AGAINST FORGERY,

HOW THE GUARDS
A sheet or two of paper joined together
with paste will be found quite sufficient to
sustain an ordinary man for the remainder
of his natural life. The only point that re-
quires notice is that the paper is a Bank of
England note for a thousand pounde. A
bank note is, indeed a wonderful thing.
You can carry one for a hundred thousard
pounds in your pocket, whereas seven thous-
and pounds in gold would tax the strength
of any man. No picture can exceed in beau-
ty the simplicity of a Bank of England note
for a thousand pounds, especially when it is
your own property. What musicissosweet
a3 the crisp crackle of the paper?

The Chinese invented the bank note about
nine hundred years, B. C., and very aptly
did they call it *convenient money’—
though when is money not convenient?

When one speaks of bank notes, one al-
ways means Bank of England notes; though,
of course, other banks also issue notes. But
a Baunk of England note is as good as money
all the world over, for the Old Lady of
Threadneedle street has always sufficient
gold in her ceilars to pay all notes, even
though they were presented at once. Its
annual issue of notes is fixed at fifteen and &
half million sterling, and there is generally
an equal amount of gold in its coffers.

The first bank notes were rudely executed
and presented no difficulties to the forger;
but across them in large letters was the sig-
nificant warning—*‘it is death to imitate
this."”

The paper from which the notes of the
Bank of England are made is manufactured
from the best linen rags at Laverstock, in
Hampshire. The process is a secret one,
and the paper has been made by one firm
ever since 1730. The shcetsare each sixteen
inches long and five inches wide. After
leaving the press they are cut in two, and
hence every genuine Bank of England note
has three rough edges and one smooth. The
paper is of a unique quality and make, and
the bank relies more upon this peculiarity
and the water mark than on the printing of
the surface to prevent forgeries.

Every month enough paper to make about
nine hundred thousand bank notes is sent to
London. The sheets are carefully. counted
and passed on to the printing department,
where they are stamped with everything ex-
cept ‘the number, date and signature. In
this condition the sheets are returned to the
note office, where they are carefully stored.

The ink with which the notes are printed
is made of the charred hasks and vines of
Rhenish grapes.- It is of a characteristic
velvety black, and forgeries are usually de-
tected by the bluish, greenish or brownish
blackness of the inks.

As notes are required, the half-completed
sheets are passed through a machine for com-
pletion, and each sheet, as already stated, is
cut into notes. They are then carefully
counted and examined by the cashiers, and
all imperfect ones are rejected. The perfect
notes are next tied into bundles of one hun-
dred and five of these into a parcel, making
» package of five hundred notes. Each note
costs the bank about a halfpenny to produce.

Books are kept with a record of every note
issued, and on presentation at the bank it is
marked off ““ paid ” in the ledger the follow-
ing day. Thirty-seven thousand notes are
presented daily for payment. They are can-
celled by tearing off the signature and punch-
ing two holes through the amount in the left
hand corner. The average life of a Bank of
Eogland note is seventy days.

Every note, after being paid, is kept by
the bank for five years, and at the end f
that period it is burnt. The stock of paid
notes thus always in keeping of the bank is
about seventy-seven and three-quarter mil-
lions in number. They fill thirteen thous-
and four hundred boxes, which, placed side
by side, would reach two miles. If thenotes
were placed in a pile they would reach a
height of six miles; joined end to end they
would form a ribbon half way round the
globe, or nearly fifteen thousand miles.
Spread out flat they would nearly cover
Hyde Park; they were once worth one thous-
and seven hundred and fifty million pounds
sterling, and they weigh nicety tons!

This is five years’ accumulation of notes,
and every month the notes paid five years
previously are burned. This holocaust of
what once represented wealth is accomplished
in a brick furnace, assisted by wood and
shavings; the smoke is passedthrough water
to avoid unpleasant smells.

When a note is irrecoverably lost, but the
number known, the usual practice is, if the
note is under a hundred pounds, that the
loser must wait five years, after which time
application for payment is entertained. If
the note is over a hundred pounds in value
a sum equal to the amount is invested in
consols, in the names of the governor and
directors of the Bank of England, for twenty
years. During this time the dividends are
paid to the loser, and at the end of thai time,
if the note has not turned up, the stock is
transferred to the loser’s name. *

1f a note is damaged, but still decipher-
able, the bank willicash it. A tale is told
of a grazier who, while counting the con-
tents of his pocket-book, lost a note by it
blowing through an open window. The
owner, ran. outside in time to see the note
awallowed by his daughter’s pet lamb. The
apimal was killed immediaeely and the note
taken from the stomach emtire, but discol«
ozed. Xt was sent to London with an expla-
mation of the circumstances, and the fifty
pounds was promptly paid.

Sometimes bank notes are not presented
for payment until many years after their is-
sue. In September, 1848, a fifty-pound note
was presented to the bank bearing the date
of January, 1743. - Many people harbor bank
notes fe*years, and thus lose large sums of
money in interest. An eccentric gentleman
had a thirty-thousand-pound bask note !
framed and hung it in his sitting.room for
five years. On his death’his heir promptly
took it down and cashed 'it. At three per-
cent interest the sum ‘of four thousand five
handred pounds had been lost by thus stu-
pidly showing it. .

#Bank notes have been put to all sorts of
uses. They have been used to wrap up
siuff and curl hair, while during the early
wars of this century British sailors revelling
ip the possessipn of prize money which they
had to spend before their next cruise, made
aandwiches of the notes and ate them between
bread and batter.

The forging of bank notes is an unprofit-
able undertaking. - The most serious obsta-
cles are the paper and ink. The paper is
abeolutely unique and canpet be imitated;
its process of manufacture is known only to
the governor of the bank and three other
persons. The making of the ink is likewise
asecret. In 1861 a man and his wife, after
living near the mill for a long time to allay
saspicion, managed to bribe some of the em-
ployees, M&:ed # considerable quanti-
ty of the sheets. The deficiéncy, how-
qver, was discovered, and about the same
tima forged notes on genuine paper began to
circulaté, byt were stopped.

A gang, after spending some three thous-
and pounds in experi ged to pro-
duce a paper which only experts could dis-
tinguish from genuice. The watermark was
imitated with oil tracings, and a cursory ex-
amination revealed nothing amise. Notes
to the value of a hundred and thirty-five
thouspnd pounds were forged—the simplicity

stacle—but the gang was arrested before any
had been passed. The ink, however, was
greenish instead of the dead black of the
genuine notes, so that the forgery would
have been discovered anyway. The water-
mark has also been imitated by stamping it
on the back with a preparation of rice, but
the rice wore off, and thus disappeared the
watermark also. By damping a bank note
with the tongue the watermark of a genuine
note appears clearly, while that of a forged
note almost disappears.

The Becker gang copied the notes on sim-
ilar paper with quill-pen and Indian ink.
The result was splendid; over eight hundred
notes were palmed off on to the public, and
they deceived even the counter clerks of the
bank. Oualy on checking the paid notes off
in the issuing ledger was it discovered that
they were forged. Photography has also
been utilized by the forger, but this has been
stopped by mixing the ink so that when
photographed the engravidg comes out in
different colors and shades.

A silly story went the round of the press
some years ago that a person had succeeded
in splitting bank notes and making two out
of one. He had informed the bank—so the
story ran—of his discovery, and his secret
had been purchased by a substantial pension.
The tale was a silly “ canard”; bank notes
have never been split.

The real reason why forgery is so rare
nowadays is that the notes are rarely kept
long by their possessors, but paid into the
bank within a few hours of their receipt, in-
stead of passing from hand to hand for long
periods, as formerly.
Manual Training for Children.

Sadie American, the successful Chicago
kindergartener, enthsiastically recommends
manual training when discussing *‘ Child
Training by the Froebel System” in the
Woman's Home Companion.

‘‘ Manual training sharpens the senses and
makes eyes that see and ears that hear and
a touch that is fine and true. It gives pro-
per balance of values, not only to the physi-
cal and intellectual activities of the individ-
ual, but to the intercourse of pupil with
pupil, .for frequently the seeming dullard
turns out to be the skillful worker, and vice
versa, and mutual respect and harmony. So
the varying yet equal worth of men is taught
without sign or sound. Pupils, too, are en-
couraged to mutually aid each other in con-
struction and in handling and use of tools,
and the valuable quantity of social helpful-
ness grows like the flower from the swelling
bud. It isa method of positive creative ac-
tivity as against passsive receptivity or de-
structive restlessness—in short it is educa-
tion not inatruction. It forms the mind in-
stead of furnishing it. It creates right hab
its and so moulds character. It makes care
ful, thinking, true men. We make it oar
constant aim to let the acquistion of kuow-
ledge, the apprehension of truth, grow out
of the experience of the children themselves,
says Professor Bamberger. It is the con-
structive methods as against that of cram-
ming with rales and definitions the children
do not understand, and facts they do assim-
ulate. First comes actual acquaintance and
repeated experiment, out of which the defin-
ition, rule or trath natarally grows and thus
becomes the lasting possession of the child.”

Truancy Cured.

The Educational Record tells how an epi-
demic of truancy was cured in a certain
country school after the usual punishments
bad failed. The teachers held a meeting
and came to the conclusion to visit after
school during the nextgveek the home of
every pupil who had been absent during the
day. This decision was announced in all
the class-roonts the following morning, which
was Friday. The reporters heard of it and
the newspapers devoted a few interesting
lines to it. The parents talked it over and
some of the boys are said to have given it
more than a passing glance.

On the following Monday morning the
teachers were agreeably disappointed to find
that many boys had suddenly recovered and
that there were but few *“vacant chairs.”
They cailed upon the parents of all absentees
and found them anxious to have their chil-
dren attend regularly and were willing to
lend a helping hand. .

It took time for the disease to die out, but
a genuine and lasting cure was finally effect-
ed.

Quality of Mutton.

When sheep have been hard driven for a
few hours before being killed, or if they have
suffered atany time recently from lack of
food and water, it affects the meat, which is
said to have the *‘ woolly taste,” or as it is
sometimes called, *‘ the sheep taste.” There
is no kind of meat that has finer flavor than
mutton when it is at its best. But this
means that the sheep shall be fattened with-
out injury to its digestion and that it shall
never be subjected to hardship. The prac-
tice of shipping sheep huddled in cars for
long distances and often without needed food
makes the animale feverish and injures the
quality of their meat. A sheep that has fat-
tened on rich, sweet pasture and is killed
without being run down to catch it will
make good matton. There is popular belief
that the fine wool Merino sheep makes infer-
ior mutton. Its wool makes a warmer coat,
thus causing the animal to sweat more when
it travels. Besides this, the Merino is not
80 hearty a feeder as are the coarse wooled
sheep. But if care is taken to feed them so
as never to'make the sheep feverish or canse
them to sweat, the mutton from Merino
sheep can be made as good as that from the

80 called mutton breeds.

Cold Drafts.

Some fowls inherit a susceptibility to roup,
and the slightest exposure brings on some
form of the disease, which, becoming deeply
seated, is carried to the entire flock through
the agency of the water-fountain or the
food-trough. Some birds seem to be entire-
ly exempt from it underall conditions. The
most common source of roup is the poultry-
house. The ventilator may permit a cold
draft of air to flow down and over the birds
when they are on the roosts, or a crack in
the wall may allow a small stream of air to
play right on the head of a hen. She emer-
ges from her quarters in the morning with
one eye closed, while a familiar sound of
¢ pip,” which is simply a sneeze or effort to
clear the nostrils, indicates that the has a
cold in the head. This may come from the
overhead draft of the ventilator, and a few
of the fowls may have stiffness of the neck
also, but sooner or later roup will result if
the cause of the draft is not removed.

Mild Flavors in Butter Wanted.

During the winter and summer, British
consumers want fresh flavored, fresh-made
butter without any evidence of staleness.
They want also in most markets a butter of
mild flavor and not heavily salted. They
also want it pale in color, lighter than ordin-
ary straw color, at most seasons of the year.
In paseing I may mention that they are
great sticklers for neat, nice-looking, clean,
undamaged packages. The demand from all
markets to-day, is for a finer, a ddintier
class of foode. People who work in all
kinds of factories will not take strong tasting
foods; they will not buy strong-flavored
bacon, and they cannot be tempted, except
by a very low price, into buying strong-
flavored batter or strong flavored cheese.

The increase in the consumption of fine
butter in Great Britain is enormous, and so
long and the quality is kept fine, fresh flav-
ored and mild, it is likely that there will be
a demand equal to all the increased product-
ion.

-

Specks in Butter.

Theoretically milk that i properly taken
care of has no specks in it that can after-
ward be found in the butter, says a writer in
The National Stockman, but it is a sad fact
that practically there are more or less specks
in the milk and consequently in th: butter.
A cow should be brushed so clean before
milking that there would be no such things
as specks, and no need for strainers, but the
multifarious strainers upon the markes tes-
tify that the large number of cows are not
brushed as they theoretically should be. I
say theoretically, for it is a question with me
whether a cow that is kept in a clean box
stall will pay for the extra trouble of having
her toilet performed twice a day, unless the
milk is to be sold for some special purpose.
The modified milkmen brush their cows, but
they get § cents a quart for their milk and
can afford to do so, but for the average
dairyman with a clean cow it is, as I said, a
question if he can do so.

It is often argued that mothers and those
in authority in the household should never
pay children to do what is required of them,
Children should not be allowed to exact pay.
Bat it is well known how great an fncentive
8 little reward will prove. I well remember
the case of a child who on being asked to
perform some trifling service, replied:
¢ What will you give me?” The parent who
bad made the request turned and said pleas-
antly: *The approbation of your mother.’
That was enough. The little task was
willingly performed, and the mother’s grati-
fied smile was all the child asked or received.
Oa another oceasion, however, when the same
child was to be left in the care of a servant,
the mother promised that should she behave
well and obey what was said during her ab-
sence, she should receive a reward which
would pleage her. Strangely enough, the
little girl committed so naughty an act while
her mother was away that the promised re-
ward was withheld. This by no means
roves that simple approval means more
to a loving child than a tangible reward, It
is simply one known case, where, what would
seem the lesser return proved more potent
than the greater one.

Reward is another word for incentive.
And it is a bait that attracts everyone, both
old and young. It also often means en-
couragement and stimulant. Mothers of
large families frequently offer payment in
money to children in return for household
services. Oae lady paid her little girl five
cents each Saturday to thoroughly dust the
parlor. Thechild could have been compelled
to do the dusting without payment. Bat it
trenched on her time for play, and it was
oaly just that the faithful manner in which
every litile article and crevice and corner
was gone over, so that the feather duster
would dust sufficiently until another Satur-
day, should receive some visible proof of the
value of the nicely performed work.

I have frequently heard a mother promise
a reward to a child if it would avoid some
fault. This might be eome crudity she
wished omitted at the table, or tome inad-
vertent habit of a trying, or disgusting na
ture. Thie does not seem to be a mistake.
Children are by nature forgetful and heed-
less, but the forgetfulness is very likely to
vanish before some coveted little reward,
and the heedlessuess gives way to caution
with a dazzling little incentive to assist in
its vanishment.

No mother, as we look at it, need be afraid
of weakening her authdrity over her children
by promising a reward in case some special
duty is well done, provided she is in the
habit of exacting obedience wherever simple
obedience is required.

Ah! on that last condition hangs the whole
danger and mischief of attaching reward or
payment for anything whatsoever is required
of & child. The parent who secures obedi-
ence and acquiescence to her wishes by brib-
ing, is guilty of a weakness which makes it-
self only too apparent as the young will grows
stronger and is less easily bought. Against
this danger and culpable weakness we can-
not urge parents teo strongly to be on their
guard.

But the one habit of obedience is properly
established, do not hesitate to lighten the
slight burden of work by a little shining bait
at the end of the line, and this, with the ad-
ded approval of a loving parent, will make
a little task or the breaking up of an unfor-
tunate habit, a much easier thing to accom-
plish.
