'MOTOR VEHICLES.

The Attorney-General has moved |
the following:—Chapter 44 of the |
Acts of 1907 isamended by adding
thereto the following Section:

11 (1) Every person owning a motor
vehicle or = motor vehicles registered
or required to be registered under
this Act, shall for each such motor
vehicle owned by him pay to His
Majesty for the use of the Province at
the office of the Secretary, in the
month of August in each year, a fee
according to the following scale,
namely:

For a motor vehicle of not
20 h.p. a fee of $5.00.

Over 20 h.p. but not over 30 h.p.,a
fee of $10.00.

Over 30 h.p.
fee of $15.00.

Over 40 h.p. but not over 50 h.p. a
fee of $20.00.

Over 50 h.p. a fee of $50.00.
For a motor cycle afee of $1.00.

“RAISING THE WIND.”

M‘athods Employed by Strikers to Help
Out Dole,

During the great miners’ strike of
1893 the colliers of Cannock Chase
replenished their funds in strange
fashion. The Birmingham Canal was
emptied for repairs, whereupon the
men, to the number of about 2,000, de-
scended into its muddy bedy and col-
lected hundreds of tons of coal, which
they sold at remunerative priees.

Nearly every colliers’ strike is
marked by similar shifts for “raising
the wind.” When the Lanecashire min-
eérs were ‘‘out” some years ago, sev-
eral small pits were opened near Old-
ham, ar.d the harvest therefrom was
quickly disposed of at famine prices—

| in some cases as much as 1s. 6d. per

hundredweight.

A remarkable haul of this kind was
once made at Gresley, Leicestershire.
Discovering a seam of coal about 12
foet from the surface of Gresley Com<
mon, some strikers sank mo fewer
than thirty shafts, each wide enough
for three or four men at the bottom.
Then theygattacked the seam sending
up the coal in buckets, which were
tipped inte barrows by their wives
and children, and ag a result some
of the men got not only more than a
ton of coal, besides slack, for them-
selves, but a large quantity which was
sold at 1&. per barrow,

In the London cab trade an equally
unconventional expedient is resorted
to during strikes. Tickets are print.
ed, and these are sold to men in work,
as well as to sympathizers, usualiy at
threepence each. As many buy two
or three tickets every day—and the
color is varied, so that a man “ap-
proached”’ on say, Wednesday can-
not evade the appeal by producing a
“Tuesday”’ ticket—a considerable sum
is always raised. The same system
has been adopted by certain sections
of the London building trade.
