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MOTHER BOURGEYOS.

S

I'nx subject of our sketch belongs to an earlier period of Canadian
history than we proposed touching upon, but ag it takes some length
of time, owing to the sex’s innate modesty, for o womun’s greatness
to become known, we are forced to relegate the pleasing sto, ; of nine-
teenth century Semiramisses to a luter and more competent pen than
ours.

Like un almost forgotten dream there comes back to our memory
the ** Life of Mother Margret Bourgeyos," read to us within the walls
of Peterboro's pretty convent in the sympathetic voico of a Sister of
the Congregation de Notre Dame.

Upon our often inattentive ears fell the thrilling words that told of
the heroism of this fragile Frenelh woman ; of how Margret Bour-
geyos came like an angel of comfort into this ‘¢ vale of tears'* upon
the saddest day of the Christian year, Good Friday, 1620, in the
lovely old Norman city of I'royes. + The Pearl of Troyes,” a biogra-
pher with tender pride styles our her.

Her father, Abralum Bourgeyos, was a meichant of comfortable
circumstances, possessing all the simple fervent pety characteristic
of that land, the * eldest danghter of the Church.”

At the age of twenty Margret shows us a pure young hfe, with a
grrlish fondness for bright surronndings and an innocent vanity of
making a pretty face look its best, which did not in the least
narrow her love for spiritual beauty. We find her for twelve yoars
the chosen Pregident of the sodality of the Blessed Virgin Mary, draw-
ing and keeping souls near God by her pious life, so replete with re-
ligious work of prayer and good deeds.

But it seemed as if the still small voice whispered in confident
tones that the world needed her in a larger sphere. And in answer
to this, we find her twice seeking admission to two different religious
orders, and being refused. \Viy, we are not told, and can only re-
gard those humiliations as a clarification of an almost tlawless soul
for i3 still greater work. It is related upon good authority, that, as
the young Murgret knell in adoring homage before the tabernacle. an
apparition of the Blessed Virgin and Child in all their incomparable
loveliness, and from the lips of our Heavenly Mother came the words,
* Go, and 1 will never abandon yon.” ]

‘The impression of this rapturous vision. and the mewmory of this
holy promise, gave to Canada a woman, who hus elevated and ennobled
the standard of Canadian womanhood.

Abont this time M. de Maigsoneuve was appointed Governor of
Canada, and before setting out for Ville Marie—us Montreal was then
called- -came to ‘Proyes to say * good-bye ' to some of his relations
who belonged to the Congregational order, and was entreated by the
Sisters to take them with him to Canada that they might assist in
the glorious work of bringing the light of faith to the savage's dark.
ened mind, and also comfort to the colonists settled there. Upon the
Governor's de:lining their generous offer on the grounds that a. cloister
order such as their's would not do, they gave him a parting giit,
that tells of their earnest longings and clnldlike pioty, a picture of
Our Lady, around which ran the Inscription, ¢ O, Virgin, Queen and
Mother, in the city that bears thy name, keep. Oh ! keep a place, for
the Congregation of Notre Dame.” :

After some time the Governor returned to France and paid another
visit to Troyes. The Sisters reiterated their request, but the only
one whoseemed to grasp the real difliculty that M. de Maissoneuve had
in bringing a cloistered order to the wilds of Canada was Margret
Bourgeyos, and she proposed a compromise by suggesting an external
order of the congregation. Her plan was accepted, and after a great
deal of trouble, mentally and phyeically, Margret Bourgeyos left la
telle France in the year 1658—alone.

She felt no fear in going to meet the dangers she knew wore surely
bofore her, for had not the * Help of Christians ** promised her * she
would not abandon her.””  To a Catholic woman this divineassurance
was more powerful than Cleopatra's fleet of tho Nile, for the secret
prisoner mght escape the eyes of a Nubian sentiual, but what thouyht,
for good or 1ll, 13 lndden from the All-seeing eye of God ?

Margret Bourgeyos was met in Quebee by Miss Jane Manse, an
excellent woman, who, like hersclf, had given up country and home
for Christ’s dear sake.

We may mmagine what a warm welcome Margret received from the
colonists set led around Mount Royal, who were trying to furget their
homesickness in the grand work they had undertaken.

A few days after her arrival we find her accompaning M. de
Muissoneuve, through brushwood and over fallen trees, to the summit
of the mountam, toview the cross that the pious Govenor had erccted
in cotmnemoration of a signal favor granted by Heaven in the stay-
mg of a destructne storm. But the Iroyuois’ savage hate had pulled
12 down during Ius absence. and Margret determmrned to have it im-
mediately re-eracted.

We like to think of the young French maiden with slender figure
silhouetted against the brght evening sky, standing on the top of the

- mountain beside the lonely cross of over two hundred years ago, with

oyes gerene in their untroubled trust in that Cross, ne they looked
upan this New World, that lay around her g0 beantiful in its rich
autumnal beauty.  And now, in the year 1892, wo may see the same
cross of the Christiun fuith still reverontly crowning Mount Royal,
not with one ['rench mauden begide it, but many, and know that
Mary's words, ** Go, and T will never abandon you,” will last till the
same mountam bo laid low.

Margrot Bourgeyos firat school was opened in 16569 n a atone
stuble belongimg to M. de Mmsgoneuve, und her pupils were Erench,
Iroquois, und Huron. She thus desenibes it, ** ‘I'his stable was about
thirty feet long, and had served so far as a place of refuge for animals
of every kind ; however, we managed to build u chimney und cleaned
out the lower part destined for our school-voom. Above this was a
sort of pigeon house, which we converted wito a dormitory and sitting
room, butit was extremely inconvenient, as the only menns of uccess
was by ub outside ludder.”  And with one girl for company, Sister
Margrot commenced i:er school.

It was not long till, through Margret’s energy, the little chupel was
built and so strongly constructed that it formed a rampart of defence
for Ville Marie. Its bell, that summoned the little Catholic colony
to duily Mass, was fashioned out of an old broken cannon, 1t wus
in thig sume church Margret placed the miraculous statue of Our
Lady that had been pregented to her by a nobleman of france. who
ro?bml his grand old castle of an hewrloom for the good of the young
colony,

'l‘hg work proving too much for two womsn, Margret returned home
to Troyes to seek for more assistance. She succeeded in bringing
three Sisters back-with her to Ville Marie. and with their help dig
such work as makes a great writer say, ** A nume that should be pro-
nounced in Canada with respect, love and adiniration, 13 the name of
Margret Bourgeyos, the illustrious and incomparable foundress of the
Congregation de Notre Dame.”

She went about nursing the sick, instrneting the savage, and assist-
ing tle laborer in the tilling of the soil. At one timo we see her
going on foot from Montreal to Quebec duving such weather as came
with Canadian winters of that dute. Again we see her, out of a friend’s
@it from France, buying provisions and retailing them to the colonists,
and frons the proceeds clothing the hittle Iroguois.

During the building of Bonsecour chapel, it was she who directcd
the willing laborers how to build the church, standing beneath the
hot sun, nye, and bearing in her slender arms the heavy stones and
blocks necessary for tue men, that she might thereby speed the rais-
g Hf the modest httle liouse of God. Whilst out in the forest, the
religious M. de Maissoneuve, with the *¢ blue blood ** of Charlemagne
in his veins, helped to prepare the logs.

Time has changed those logs into brick as well also as a governor
of Carada’s ideas of his office, but perhaps 1f the crosg of Catholic
France still luy upon his breast, the felling of a tree for Our Lady's
Altar would yet be thought an honour, even for a king.

Mother Bourgeyos organized an external congregation of Our Lady
of Victory, for the benefit of yoyng women whom circumstances com-
pelled to seek their fortune m the New World, and this same society
is carrying on Sister Bourgeyos's good work at the present time.

In 1681 she established the first boarding school in Canada, and
now as the visitor to Ville Mario’s beautiful Academy sces the hun-
dreds of young ladies gathered there, and remembers that the first
had but seven, she may well think that the good seed multiplied, or
ag o pupil of Ville Marie so prettily puts it :

* Thou didst labor, Mother, for the future good of Caunada's daughters fair.

But tho charituble hoart thtg gave up her mattrass and blankets to
the weather-hardened soldier, whilst the tender woman lay cheerfully
upun a rough board, becanso {ne came as & mendicant, desired some
provision for God's poor, and in a short time a House of Providence
was bnilt in conjunction with the sistes house,

Of su much importance was the Congregational order reckoned in
the liealthy and rapid levelopment of the young colony, that Mu.
Talon, Vice gerant of the colonies, advised the authorities to petition
Louis XIV. of France for Letters Patent, that would make the order
an incorporated body.

Napoleon's answer as to what would make France a great nation—
+ to educate the women " must have had its gérm in the mind of the
« Grand Mcnareh,” for he writes :

«The spirit of zeal led Sister Bourgeyns to Canada in 1658,
where she had founded a ccmmunity for the instruction of young
girls- she has taught gratuitouzly every branch of education neces-
sary to the young persons who surround her. Success has attended
her endeavours, and Heaven has bestowed so many singular favors
and continued graces upor her undertakings thet neither she nor her
agsociates have ever been a burden to the colony. With her own re-
sources she has built-a convent, bought and cultivated a considerable
extent of land, and erected a large farm house, which is well supplied
with every essential comfort. This estublishment has already re.
ceived the approbation of-Bishop de Laval, of Sieur de Courcelles, our
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Tanutennnt General in Canada, and of Sieur Talon, our Intendant.
Wishing on our side to contribute towards the good work, and desir
ing with all our heart to give Sister Bourgoyvos the means requisite
for maturing her plans, and extending her institution to &l those
localitics whore God’s glory demands, we approve at A confirm by
these patont lettors, beariny our sigunture, tho establishment of the
enid congregation on tho Island of Montreas, under the jurisdiction of
our Ordinary, and we declare that no ono shall molest her,.1n any wiy
or upon any pretext whatever.”

During all this time Mother Bourgeyos had hier own secret troubles
concermng the future wolfaro of her rehgious community. ‘though
living according to rale, and under the strictest self-imposed discip-
line, yet she had not received a set of rules from hor Bishop ox-oflicto.
Bishop de Laval wished to affiliato the Congreygational Swsters with
the Ursulines of Quebee upon n cloister basis.

Mother Bourgeyos difl not acquiesce with this proposal, us she knew
that what the young colony reully necded woresisters who would work
with them, as well as pray with them. "Though she bowed her head
in Catholic subnnssion to her spivituul superior in that which ho had
lawful jurigdiction, she would not, nor did not, accept his proposition.
It was not until the year 1698 that her wishes were fulfilled, when
her order received its constitution with the scal of the Holy Sce, and
ahe becamo Sistor Margret of tho Blessed Sacrament.

The lips of this great and holy woman, who use to continually suy
to the yonng aspirant ** love simplicity bumility and poverty,”” became
chilled with the celd touch of death on the 12th January, 1700.

Her body was buried beneath Notre Dame Cathedral, attended with
all the honour that Church and State could render, but the pure heart
that in after years gushed forth rich, warm-blood, was left to sanctify
the convent that in life its every pulsation was a prayer for each and
every one gathered there,

no one. Sometimes t makes them spies in royal households, or dir.
ectors of imaginary bauks, or bringing about political chauges in
countries where they do not exist, or inspiring newspapers, or control-
hing bishops. Alternately, they are spesking by the mouth of the
Sovereign Pontiff, or he is** condemmmng thom." Protestants are
gometimes credulous ennugh to beligve these idle inventions. Catho-
licg Iangh at them, or take a ceortzin pride in them, as showing with
what fear our good Jesuits have mspired the enemies of truth. A
foeman always atuncks a strong position first, they sy, or an archer
loses a shining mark. ‘Tlis most glorious testimony to the followers
of St. Ignatg is the obloquy which the world heaps upon them.”
Thus the tie 18 made stronger which binds devoted Catholics to the
Society of Jesus,

* I always admnired the Jesaits,” writes the Countess Halm Nahn,
an emwent couvert, ** but stnce tho radicals have poured out vials of
wrath upou them, 1 love them.”"

Egnn,
but underlying the fact of the Jesuits' success 18 the decp-soated im-
pression that the Jesmits have braved fierco storms and stood pilots at
their post in ronghest weather. [t1s tho character which belongs to
them of bigh aud lofty heroism, an mdescribable feehng that in any
meomber of the Order there is the possible missionary or even martyr.
It ig the testimonies they havo ruag even from their bitterest onemies,
1t is thore discoveries and inventions, the tracing to their sources of
mighty rivers, the following the courses of the stars, the keeping pace
with profoundest scientific thought, the Jesuit names written in every
departmont of literature angd of science, the encouragement giver to
every form of human endeavor. Itisa certain intropidity, s daunt-
less braving of that world wlich so abhors their undivided ranks. It
is their haliness, sttachment, the heroism of their obedience. It is
the story of those lives the wnost glorious wn the hagiology of the
Church, Ignatius and Francis Itaries, Peter Claver and Edmund
Campion, Aloysius and Stanislaus, Berchmans and S¢. Alphonsus
Liguon. and éven those uncanonized holy ones who have dwelt here

upon our own eoil, Brehoouf and Joques and Lalemant. It is the
almost innumerable saints whicly the Society of Jesus has given to
the Church. [t 13 those wouderfu} mussions in the burning wastes of
Africa, in tho fastnesses of the Himalayns, amongst Kaflirs, or Negroea
or Chinamen or Brahmins, 1t matters not which, It ig, in short, all
that buelongs to the followers of * the romantic and roynl minded Ig

natius,” to use the oxpression of Cardinal Newman.

Iributes of heartfelt adiniration for the Jesuits are to be found in
the writings of Nowman and Manning and Brpwnson and Mavshali,
who closes one of his best known works with an apostrophbe to his
 dear and beloved Fathers of the Society of Jesus,' having alrendy
sung theic praises in the pages of hir immorwl ** Christian Missions.”
In fact alindst evory writer of noto, in our own day, who has taken
up the pon in the cavse of Christ, has.

Rut there are other testimonies, which shall only appear at the
goneral accounting day. Those hosts of individual Catholics, who
declare with enthusiasm that their spiritual life has derived much of
1ts force and enorgy from this sacred source. I'he wiso direction, the
sympathy with suffering, the pradent advice, the patient bearing, the
sell-gacriticing devotedness, whon illness or misfortuno or death has
appeared at the domestic hoarth, the genial smile, the pleasant word,
all that is characteristic of the truc Jesuit. Many & heirt owes its
best impulses to them, many an intellect its highest flights, many a
will its firmest stand against ‘emptation, many u soul, no doubt, its
final perseverance.

A Jesuit, since gone to his reward., used to make of some who were
intimate with him the following request. It was when bitter perse.
cutions wore waged against the Society in some countrics, and trials
wera not wanting in his own. Ile did not ask us to pray that the
Order might triwtmph over its enemies, or grow m prosperity or m-
crease in numbers, but that cach wmember of it might ** increase in
love, knowledge and following of our Lord.”

A well known secular priest used to say that love of the Jesuits is
2 sign of predestination.” It was said in josl. but underlying it is
the great trath, which even Protestants recognize, and which one of
them thus expressed that the Jesuits are the ** very quintessence of
Catholicity. Generally speaking, & heart that is traly Catholic 18 1n
warm sympathy with the sous of Loyola. No better proof of this
exists than the sort of comm -ndation which outsiders often bestow
upon indiflerent Catholics: ' lI¢ is a good, liberal-minded fellow, the
sort that can’t get on with the Jesmits.” The Catholic listener usu-
ally forms no very flattering opimon of his co-religionist thus com-
mended. .

So these senseless and malicious newspaper squibs, which are rarely
deomed worthy of serious attention, have this use. They show that
the halo of glory which rests upon the Jesuts everywhero, that those
things which excite the love and veneration of Catholics for them
provoke in an equal degreo the fear and the hatred of the enemy.
‘They teach that calumny is the only weapon which walice can wield,
and that the only liope which the unbeliever has of weakening the
mighty power of the Jesuits for good is by sowing, if they can, seeds
of distrust against them in careless or unthinking Catholics. Their
warfare i8 in vain, for that baunner. with its sublime motto, ** Thy
kingdom come,"” shall be upraised, despite the rudest blasts of heresy
or infidelity, and the world-famoune war cry, ** for the greater glory of
God,” shall be heard by the nations, till the last of these black rabed
soldiers of Chuist shall disappear from earth. AT, S,

PERE GAFFRE AT NOTRE DAME, MONTREAL.

Ix a preceding sermon tho Rev. Pere Gaffre pointed out the sources
of danger to Faith ansing from pride, 1gnorance, and revolted pas-
gion ; last Sunday he told his audionce, when danger threatened,
where they should look for succor, and, when danger tnrned to dam-
age. how tley should seck to repair the injury. Sinco to salvation,
thie one thing necessary. Faith is essential, and sinco this necessary
faith is exposed to such vital danger and subject to mjury from such
estraordinary assaults, there must be succor at hund and remedy
within reach.  To counteract the poison of pride, the rancor of igno-
rance, the malady of ovil affectione, the remedy must contain as anti-
dotes kuowledge, huility, and detachment from sin. God has pro-
vided a supernatural remedy in the Sacrament of Penance. In it He
gives us the light of His knowledge, enabling us to see into our hearts
aud discover with abhiorrence the heinous sing that are hidden there.
In it we humble our wretched pride by the very acknowledgment of
our baseness and of our sins, and now by utterly detesting these sins
wo detuch ourselves from them, and our contrition and the firm re-
solve to amend are supernaturally strengthened by the grace of the
Sacrament. . :

But the scoffers will exclaim :—What ! abase myself befors my
fellow-man, perhaps my intellectual inferior, and kneel at his feet
confessing my sing! They have said this and refused to kneel.
Fools! They have neither understood the greatness of him who thus
humbles himself, nor the majesty of-the: mjystery snacted at these
Assizes of religion. They do not see, nor do they wish to see, that,
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filled with the spirit of the justice of God, this man, becoming his own
accuser and judge, has, by the very act they denounce with such
withering scorn, already elevated himself nbove lus lower nuture by
as much as the acouser stauds above the ertmmal. . . . Wead-
miro the Roman magistrate who sentenced bis guilty children, and
him who condemned his victorious song becwuse they had disobeyed
the general’'s command. But we must admiro infimtely more the
man who exorcises tho severity of the first judge, not agumst lus sons
or the members of his own family, but agrinst lnmaelf—whose sense
of justico is g0 irresistible that when he has broken the luw he waits
for no accuser but lays the charge himself, pronounces his own guilt
and executes the punishment. Whbat ig there base in this man's con-
duct, unlesp it is baseness to purge oneself of it. He found his soul
soiled with the festering foulness of sin, and yet filled with the folly
of pride, and seizing it violently he abases it in the mud of earth,
crusiung back into the surrounding clay whatever soiled its punty,
and flooding it again with the light of faith,—as when you cleause the
erystal the light pours in. So it was the Master gave sight
to the beggir at the gate who had lived from his birth in the dark.
ness.  Wetting with spittle the dry clay, He anointed with mud the
oyes of the blind man and bade him go wash in the pool of Silos,—
who went and washed and came back seeing. . . . DBut the Phar-
igees of that time, tho worldly-wise, the scoffers, refused to believe,
and when the man who had been blind msisted that he had been cured
in this miraculous way. thoy sneered at him uud seid—* Dost thou

this, ns}xed him * Dost thou believe in the Son of God 2 °  Bartimeus,
once blind, now seeing, foll on his knees before the Master, adoring
Him, and his answer was ** I beliove. Lord " Credo Domine !

8o, many & doubting Christian, expecting aid from science, hag
come to the priest of God, and gone away convinced. Has the priost
displayed great learning and overcome objections by skilful argument®
This is what hus happened , the priest ins nsked :—Do you sincorely
wigh a return of faith ? Then cleanse the crystal that the light may
shine through—remove tho stains that obscure your soul’s vision,
and doubts no longer will darken your intelbgence. Humble your-
self, do penance, confess your gins and absolution wtll be given you,
And this being done, now tell me of the objections to Faith
you wished me to refute. . . But the pemtent answers : Grace
has brought me back my faith—all doubts have vamshed, and I be-
lieve, . And how has this miracle been performed ? Ask
him who was blind and sat a beggar at the gate ; . . the answer
comes : the Mastor took mud of the earth and with 1t anoirted my
sightless eyes, and told him to gz wash 1n the Poul of Siloa, and 1
went I washed, and 1 sece.

Truly, the Sacrament of Penance brnings not alone forgiveness of
sinsg, it brings as well new strongth to enfeebled faith and revives
within us the love of God, so thut, Jike the blind man who was piven

LENTEN REGULATIONS.

In consequence of the prevalence of the influenza n
this archdiocese, anc' the enfecbled condition of public
health, because of its ravages, we deem 1t our duty, in
virtue of the Papal Indult, to dispense the faithful o
this archdiocese from the laws of fast and abstinence
during the coming l.ent, excepting, however, the ab-
stinence of Fridays, which must be observed as usual,
and fast as well as abstinence on Good Friday. Weat
the same time exhort the faithful to live up to the spirit
of penance and self-denial that should characterize the
holy season of Lent, to try to appease the anger of God
enkindled against our sins by fervent prayer, by alms
deeds, and penitential works. We recommend self-de-
nial in regard to those luxuries, the use of which is not
necessary nor even conducive to bodily health and
strength ; such for instance as the use of intoxiciting
liquor, unless prescribed as medicine by a physician,
the use of tobacco, etc., and abstinence from amuse-
ments innocent in themselves. In the words of His Hol-
iness, the faithful who use this Apostolic Indulgence
should befervent n prayer, inperforming works of mer-
cy to the poor, in attending the public devotions of the
Church, and in the frequentation of the Sacraments.

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SEPARATE SCHOOLS IN QUEBLC AND ONTARIO—A
GLARING CONTRAST.

During the hent h:fd'o\']-i'tornon_t of the Provincial elections in
1890 the whole Province was stirred by the philippics of Mr. W.
Meredith against the Mowat Governmont's policy of injustice to
Catholics.

The aforesaid lender of the Opposition scemed to feel deeply
the hardships of unfortunate Catholies who, he said, were com-
pelled to pay tuxes to the support of Catholic schools. A clause
in the Separate School law authorised the city or township as-
sessor to mark down on the list of Catholic school supporters,
#uch heads of families 1s he knew to be Roman Catholics. The
fact of their being Cathelies was, the law stated, o prima facic
evidence that they were willing to support their own schools.
Mr. W, “eredith deelaimed publicly againat the tyranny and
injustice of such a law, muintaining that no assessor should have
any such authority as to mark down a Catholie, whom he knew
to be a Catholie, on the Catholic school list. Because it might
happen that the Catholic ratepuyer in question might be willing
to pay his taxes and send his children to the Protestant or Pub.
lic school.

The storm raised by such specious arguments was so violent
nd widespread that the Mowal government quailed before it.
And now, hundreds of dollars of Catholic school taxes are lost
every year in the city of Toronto alone, as a result of striking
out the clause so obnoxious to Mr. Meredith, and compelling
every (‘atholic tosend in a declaration to the city clerk, acknow-
ledging himself a Catholic and a supporter of the R. C. Separate
school. Al the new comers in towns and cities. if Catholics,
must be found ont and waited upon by the school trustees, and
requested to sign a paper which bindsthem to pay taxes. Very
often Catholics will not be known as such for years after they
have moved from one city to another. Wher the trustees fin-
ally discover the existence of such & man in their district they
call upon him, but he may be a railroad employee, or acting in
some capacity that leaves him but few hours in the week to at-
tend to his family. He is not home. The Trustees may have
to call several times. When found at last he may be very un-
willing to sign uny paper that weuld subjeet him to the ordeal of
paying faxes of any kind. Meanwhile his taxes and the taxes
of hundreds of others are being paid into the public school fund.
This unjust and vexatious hampering of our Separate school
funds was brought about by Mr. Meredith’s crocodile tears over
the injustice done to Catholics, by iaking it for granted they
were Catholics. It was never hearc of in the world before, in
any country or in any age, that a I'rotestant was wronged, by
being set down as a Protestant ; or that a Catholic was unjustly
treated and robbed of his birth-right—because he was classed
among Catholics. - Mr. W. Meredith made the discovery, and
the idea was, by that geatleman's dazzling eloquence, flashed in
such lurid colours in the eyes of the Protestant electorate, that
the Mowat government weskened in the knees and eacrificed the
Catholics to appease the tempest.

Will it repeat the story of its weakness once agnin— when even
a more erying hardship is about to be legalized? Or will Mr.
Meredith, who had so much sympathy for the poe- Catholies
who were obliged to suppert their own schools, have not one
word to utter in behalf of the rich Catholic, Mr. George Kiely,
who was compelled to sign an .ilegal and unconstitutional con-
tract, by which he was robbed of his birth-right to support his
own church and contribute his portion of school tax to the edu-
cation of his own children.

If Catholics were aggrieved who had to support their own
schools, how much more oppressed must Catholics feel who are
compelled, against their will, to support Public Protestant
schools ? It is ayainat such injustice and oppression that Mr.
Meredith, if at all consistent, ought to now raise his voice in-
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eloquent protest, We fear very much, however, that if he
speaks at all on the subject, 1t will be in favor of the continu-
ance of the unjust and immoral contract, thet forces n Catholic
gentleman to do violonce to his owu consvience, in alienating
every yvear a very large sum of money from tho education and
church of his own choice and convictions.

With the French Canadians such immoral contracls are not
permissable.  Down there, in Mantreal or Quebec, it is not left
with the members of any chartered company or corporate body
to say which wuy the company’s taxes must go.

Although many privileges were enjoyed by the Protestant
minority in Lower Canada previous to Confederation, still fur-
ther allowances were made in the statutes since then, enacted
for instance in 32 Vict- chap. 16 of 1868, Ist July. It was made
law that : An absolute division of the school taxes in the cities
of Montreal and Quebee is provided for, and the schuol taxes
imposed on Protestant property belongs to Protestants, and they
receive a proportionatn share of the taxes on property helonging
to corporations or ncorporated compantes, or to persons not be-
longing to the Roman Catholic or Protestant faith, Jews for
instance, or whose religious faith is unknown, or belonging partly
or jointly to persons belonging some to the Roman Catholie, and
others the Protestant Religion ; or to persons who declare in
writing their desire of having their property inscribed on the
list known as ** neutral™ or to firms and commercinl partner-
ships who shall have not declared through their agent, or one
of their members, their desire of being placed on the first or
gecond list. These provisions also upply to the Protestants in
the towns of Richmond and Sherbrooke.”

If fair and equitable provisions, such as the above, were made
in favour of the Catholic Separate Schools by the Ontario gov-
ernment, no bigoted city council would be tempted, or have it
in its power to impose, mean, immoral and vexatious conditions
on public contractors ; Catholics would be enabled to have their
schools better equipped, and the burthen of supporting them
would be much lighter; while o general feeling would exist n
the minds of Catholies that they were receiving generous treat-
ment and fair play from the P ~testant majority.

Among the Protestant m it is the current belief, main-
tained of course by the preachir. of fanatical parsons, who per-
haps know better, that the French Cunadians are intolerant, that
their religion inspires them with a hatred of their Protestant
neighbours, and that Catholics of any nationality would oppress
them, aye even exterminate thew, if they only had the power.
This sentiment is so deeply rooted in their minds, that the prin-
cipal objection to Home Rule in Ireland, just now, is the fear
lest 2 Dublin government should oppress and persecute the Pro.
testant mwinority in Ulster. Major Saunderson, M.P., and others
have la‘ely declared in open meetings, that should it happen th ¢
ireln.d were declared free to make her own laws and develop her
own resources, he, Major Saunderson, and other Orange M.P.'s
would appeal to arms, and raise 800,000 fighting men to oppose
such enactments, even though sanctioned by her Majesty the
Queen. Of conrse such threats are all buncombe and silly
trash; but they show how ignorant Protestants in general are
of the tolerant spirit of Catholicism, that allows every liberty in
Lower Canada to Protestants of every denomination to educnte
their children just as they please, and gives them an equal and
just share of all school taxes, from whatever source they may be
detived. Protestants receive in the Province of Quebeg their
proportional share of ail taxes levied on chartered companies,
suck as railways, banks, combines of any kind, street railways,
gas, electric light companies, &c., &c. Nor is it necessary that
eny person or company should declare that he is a Protestant,
so that his faxes may go to the Protestant school. If heisa
Jew or a heathen o1 an agnostic and declares that he belongs to
no church in particular, then his school taxes are equally di.
vided 1. mong Catholic' and Protestant schools.

In the province of Ontario, where Catholies have with Pro-
testants voted large sums as bonases to railway éompanion, the
Catholies can not obtain one cent of the taxes-levied on thost
compunies for school purposes. In railvay eentres, viz., in
loronto, IHamilton, Brantford, Londopr, Stratford and St.
Thomus, the taxes on those different chartered railroad com-
panies run from 10,000 up Lo 20,000 dollars—about one third of
these sums is devoted to schoul purposes.  If the Catholics got
their proportivnate shave of such taxes, they coald employ more
tenchers and add considerably to their school accommadations.
But why are they refused all or any portion of such taxes ?

Will the Mowat government ever think of vieing with the
Government 14 Quebece in generosity towards its Catholie sup-
porters.  We do faney that Mr. Mowat and his eabinet are suf.
ficiently cnlightened on the matter of generous treatment to
Catholics, but have they the courage of their sentiments 2 14,
matters not to us if those gentlemen be liberal, and have the
very best intentions, as long as they tremble in presence of the
opposition lion, and quake at his roar, their liberal irtentions
are of nu earthly benefit to us. We have allowed the late ses-
sions of our local parliament Lo pass by without even a hint.
But if Mr. Mowat and his friends do not move in the direction
of fair play to us, such as the Protestant minority receive in
Quebee, he may find out that we can roar too.

THE ORANGE SENTINEIL AND THE JESUITS.

Ocur Orange contemporary had a short article in last week's
issue in reply to ‘“ enquiries, of which we are often in receipt,
as to what countries the Jesuits have been expelled from."” And
hereupon it gives the statistics furnishing the name of the coun-
try and the date of expulsion. It never occurred to the mind
of the editor that it would be satisfactory all round, and only
fair to the expelled and t~ the expellers (if we may coin a word)
to state the causes that led to su many espulsions, or at least tv
some of the most notable. For instance, the Sentinel might
have explained that the Jesuits werc cxpelled from England
during the atrocious reign of Queen Elizabeth, who had two
hundred and eighty of them hanged, drawn and quarlered for
the erime of having celebrated Mass, and for having in a private
way, and by stealth, administered the last rites and sscraments
to dying members of the Catholic Church. It quotes China and
Japan, without saying that the Jeswits sufiered martyrdum in
those countries, and bravely died at the ~tahe in testimuny of
the Faith * once given tothe snints,” as Lulement and Brebeeuf
in our Caneda, consecrated the svil we live on, in martyr's
blood.

How they were driven from France, Spain and Portugal, is
explained in a few words. Vicious and eorrupt Ministers of
State, whose crimes smell to heaven, caused them to be banished
from these Catholic countries. De Pombal in Portugal, broke
up the happy Republic they had establizhed in Pavaguay, and
drove them away from their beloved Indians, foclishly fancying
he would find mines of gold, and not finding any he invaded
that peaceful conntry with fifteen thonsand armed warriors, and
exterminated the inhabitants. 'The Jesuits, who defended them,
were declared enemies of the State and banished from Portugal
and all its possessions.

Every one fam‘liar with the mere outlines of history can tell
the causes which led to their expulsion from France. The
famous rourtezan Pompadour had bewitched the imbecile old
Louis XV., who dismissed his beautiful and pious Queen Con-
sort Leczinska daughter of the King of Poland. Because the
Jesuit Fathers refused to admit Pompadour to the Sacraments
she declared open war on their order, and the corrupt Minister,
De Choiseul, her unworthy tool, was chosen as minister of her
vengeance. The poor old King was soon prevailed upon to sign
their expulsion. Madam de Grammont, sister of famed Pompa-
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dour, intrigued with Count D'Aranda in Spain to make the old
Charles believe that the Jesuits were conspiving against his
throne because they were very popular wi*h the citizens of
Madrid. On one occassion, when a rivt broke out in the city,
and the King's palace was threatened, two of the Fathevs
harangued the crowd and laid the storm.  ‘The multitudes threw
down their arms and accompanied the Fathers with cheers to
the gates of thairmonastery.  Count I'Aranda could never for-
give them for this outburst of popular devotion to the Reverend
Fathers. Madam de Grammont and Pompadour's emissaries
were send to fan the flame, and the Jesuits were expelled.

The ambassadors of all these, and other covrupt courts,
brought their mighty influence to bear on Pope Clement XIV,,
threatening to imitate England in her apostacy unless he signed
the suppression of the Jesnit Order.  Under such mghty m-
fluence, threats and fears, the Pope hesstatingly signed the
Brief.  But he repented immediately after, hke St Peter, after
the betrayal of his Master.  Hedied about one veur subsequently,
it is said. of grief aud a broken heart.  His successor, Pius V1.,
was imprisoned by Napoleon, and had no time to devote to
the restoration of the Fathers; buts his suceessor, Pius Vi,
restored them in 1814,

The Sentinel might be called to answer the question: who
was wrong ? Were the Jesuits wrong in any case, or were the
Governments wrong who expelled them 2 Do Governments
never commit errors ?

Were the French Huguenots wrong, or was the Government
of Louis XIV. wrong that expelled them from France?  Were
the Puritans wrong, or were the Roundheads and Cavaliers
wrong who brought about their exile, and even expulsion. from
England?

Were the Jesuits wrong who taught in the German univer-
wities, some of whom wore medals for distinguished bravery in
the field during the Franco-Prassian war?  Were these Jesuite
wrong, or was Bismarck, who established the Falk laws, and
drove priestsand parsons from their rectories, and hishops from
their sees. hecause they would not form a national chareh, and
accept King William for their Pope, and allow infidel teachers
to have charge of the education of the vising generation @

Even at this day universai sympathy is felt for the Jews, who
are being expelled from Russia; their sad state appeals to the
hearts of all right-ininded men and women in Christendom.
The Orange Sentinel may even shed a tear of comnizeration on
their unhappy lot.  Rut it has no feeling but one of satisfaction
for the persecution of the meekly suffering Jesuii Fathers.
The Jews, who blaspheme the name of the world’s Saviour. may
find acceplance in the Orangeman’s fechngs of merey, but there
is no pity for the expelled, cutraged, and done to death imitator
and follower of the meek and merciful Jesus, whom all Chris-
tendom meditates upon this week, as the ** Lamb led to the
slaughter, not opening lhis mouth to complam.” Whatever
Orange gloating there may be aver the expulsions of the Jesuits,
it is very certain that to.day they are is numerous and cfficient
for teaching and missionary work, as they were two hundred
vears ago. They are more numerous, and probably more re-
spected, in the free countries of the Umited States and Great
Britain, than in any other nation or kingdom.

JRELANIDFS LAST AND SUPREME EFFORT FOR HOME
RULE.

A mecting of influential Irishmen and their svmpathisers was
lately held in the hall of the Cooper Institute, New York city.
Archbishop Corrigan was present and addressed the meeting.
* The moast wealthy and most influential Irish representatives of
the Empire State were present.  Scveralresolutions were passed
in faver of sustaining the men in the gap, whn are now in the
British parliament, advocating Home Rule for Ireland. The
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meeting was disturbed a few times by men cheering for Parnell
and Dr. McGlynn.  But thanks to the presence of a strong body
of police, ordor was preserved, and a large sum contributed to-
wards the Irvish parliamentary fund. Mr. Eugene Kelly laud
down 1,000 dollars; Mr. Charles Dana of the Sun contributed
500 dollars : Archhishop Corrigan 100 dollars.  Altogether 5000
dollars were added to the funds already in the hands of the
Federationists, to assist Justin McCarthy, Davitt, Dillon,
O'Brien. Esmond and the others, in fighting Balfour and the
Unionists at the next general elections. It would be time for
some mnve {o be made in Canada.  If such men as already men-
tioned can trust their donations sufely in the hands of My
Justin MeCarthy and his supporters there is no reason why the
friends of Home Rule in Canada should hesitate to organize and
send in their contributions for go grand and so holy & cause.
The next general elections will be held in July, maybap sooner.
The result of these elections will decide and determine the fate
of lreland for the next fifty yvears. 1f Gladstone ohtains a large
majority in the three kingdoms the hopes and aspirations «f
Ireland’s sons and daughters the world over shall be realized.
A new life will be infused into the great body of Irishmen who
are so accustomed to disappointment and political defeat. that
it will he scarcely possible to express or to measure the extent of
universal joy that shall be experienced in the millions of heart
when liberty for Irishmen to govern themselves is proclaimed,
and the day of the inauguration and opening of the old Irish
pariiament is announced to the world. But # great fight, a
mighty strugale has to be made in which all Irishmen must join
heartily and with one accord.

Nor iz there any time to lose.  May and June are pressing on.
The enemy of Irclund’s happiness and areatness will proclaim
the clections suddenly.  We must not be canght unawares.  We
must not be surprised in our sleep, nor the grand opportunity of
saving Ireland allowed to slip by and disappear for ever.

EDITORIVL NOTES

It is rumored that the negoti:ztions between the Vatican and
Greal Britain for establishing a hierarchy in Egypt are progres
sing satisfactorily. The lalest proposal of the Vatican is to ap
peint a Metropolitun at Alexandria, and two other Bishops in
districts not yet fixed upon. At the Vatican it is hoped that
during the celebration of the Papal Jubilee, Leo XIII. may he abl
to announce, as an acco 1plished fact, the conclusion of the
arrangements.

Ma. Patrick O'Buigy, it e said, intends to introduce at once
into Parliament a shorl measure to be entitled the ‘“ Shamrock
Disahilities Removal Bill,™ for the purpose of authorizing Irish
soldiers to wear the national emblem on St. Patrick’s Day. Mr.
O'Brien, it is added, will be ready to accept, as an amendment
to the Bill, any provision {o authorise in like manner the Jvcar-
ingeof the rose or the thistle by English or Scotch soldnere on
their national anniversaries.

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HOLY WEEK'IN INNSBRUCK.

Hory Week in Catholic countries 1s marked by a great spirit of
recollection and 1ntensity of devetion. On every haud, during that
holy season, one meets with many things that bring vividly befre the
mental eye all the awtul circumistances conmected with the closing
scenes of the earthly life of our Divine Redeemer. In a country where
the Passion-Pluy still tinds a home one naturally looks for touching
symoolism and expressive, though unique, devotions during.thoso
three duys when Mother Church clothesherself in garments of sorrow
and mourns her spouse’s death. Nor is expeétation baffled in the
event. To the coldest and most unsympathetic heart there appeals
many a rite where words would prove but meaningless and vam.

The last Charwroche that [ had the great pleasure and privilege of
passing m Innsbruck, in the Tyrol, 1s still as fresh in my memory as
if its weny and varied incidents wero but those of yesterday. All the
solemn and impressive ceremonies, all the beautiful aud sugpestive
devotions, I find bearing back upon me with the sacred advent of
Passiontide.  From the Sunday of the Palms, when the younger boys
and grls, tottering to and from the several churches under the weight
of luity poles profusoly entwined with evergreens and garlands of flow-
ers, nude one think that the Weird Sisters’ prophecy of Birnam
Wood’s approach to * high Dunsinane hall ** was being a sccond time
fulfilled, till the joyous belis rang ont on Easter morn. when the bread
and meat and wine were blessed with special blessing, and the people
on the strest exchanged Easter greetings in tones that had the ring of
truly Christian gladness, —it all cowes before me m one wnbroken
vision.

On Spy-Wedneaday, i the afternoon. we visitel the Chureh of the
Holy Trinitv, to hear the seminanians sing the Traebne ; and never
did 1 hear that sublime oflice rendered with a more thrilling effect.
The first lesson, or Lamentation. was sung, as the custom obtains
among us, by ouie only; the second, however, wis given in unisou,
end with perlect time, by a number of well-trained voices ; while the
third was rendered 1n parts by sclect singers of the sanctuary choir.
A< the solemm voices rolled np m perfect harmony from the dark
veiled, sombre sanctuary. whose gloom was rather intensified than re.
heved by the few wax tapers that faintly burned therein, they seemned
10 weave about the heart a holy meantation. .

For the wonderfully expressive excrcises of Maundy Thursday we
went to the magnificent parish Chiureh of St. James.  Here the repos-
itory, wherein the Blessed Sacrament was kept from the Jast Mass of
that day till the Mass of the Pre-Sanctified on Good-Friduy, differed
considerably in many minor details from what we are accastomed to
see on this side of the water. It is called the ** Tomb." and is fitted
up to represent our Saviour's sepulchre. It 1s arranged at one of the
many side altars of the church, ard in it is a representation of the
dead Christ.  Large-sized figures of Roman soldiers, leaning upon
Iances, are placed before the sepulchre. to represent the guard fur-
nished by Pilate at the request of the high-priest.  The chalive which
contains the consccrated Host is placed in the Tomb, while the
monstrance, contaming another Sacred Darticle, is placed lngh upon
a throne above the supine figure of Our Lord. Besides the hundreds
of candles that burn round the sepulchre, many various-colored Iamps
throw an aver-changing light upon the hallowed scene.  Hither, rud.
ing all hours of the day and until the scxton locks and bolts the
raassive doors late into the night. tk2 prople flock in mighty throngs
to rpend a fow moments 1o prayer and silent adoration.

From Thursday noon until the same hour on Holy Saturday the
Angelus is announced by means of immense wooden ** clappers **
the towers of all the chuiches. The first time one hears this sound,
the effect is most bewildering. I can think cf nothmg to which to
compare it except some migkty bird corcealed in the tower, and fluc-
tering its hugc wings in a fruitless endeavor to escape.

On Good-Friday—that Day so strangelv entertwined with oright. -

ness and gloom, that reaches from the zenith of glory to tho nadir of
despair—we turned to the ancient Capuchin monastery (the oldest
house of that Order in Austria) to witness and partake in the ~enera-
tion of the Cross. T shall never forget  at least I hope I shall never
forget—-that touching spectacle. Two by two the roughly-habited
monkz, with shaven crowns and bare feet, with face so emacinted that
they seemcd to be actually pinched from starvation, and with weary
eves downcast 1in reverential awe, advanced to the faot of the altar,
where they prostrated before the crucifix, and with love and tender-
ness kissed the feet of the sacred image. There was something in
their manner of performing thispious act. at once so grand and simple,
that appealed directly to the heart: and I am sure the rest of us, as
we followed in turn to kiss the symbol of Redemption. conld not but
have felt onr grest unworthiness all the more keenly, for having
walhed w the same aisle which the poor, cold, bare feet of the humble,
self-denying monks had hallowed.

The ceremony of bisbops and abbots and others in high station
washing the feet of the poor, in imitation of our Lord washing the
disciples’ feet. still exists to a pleasurable extent in the old Catholic
citica. I need hardly remind- our readers that the good old Emperor

Francis Joseph has for many a year porformed this act of humility
and Christ-like love with unfailing regularity. The sight of the head
of the oldest roya) house of Lurope kneoling, m tho midst of s
splendid court, ta wash the feet of twelve of God's poor, winle beside
him kneels un Empress to wipe them with her own dainty hands,
secms strangely out o1 touch with thespirit of these fastidious days--
no doubt, thinks my eusy-going. self-loving reader ; but 1 boheve our
age t8 bettor for 1t.

BRue the solemmties do not end thus on Holy Saturday in the
Tyrol. There 1s a popular devotion m the evening that fills every
church to suflocation.  (Muid ! 1 do not say that I favor tlnus part of
the observance of Holy Week, though 1 must confess to have a weak-
ness for whutever smacks of thut dear, old, primitive Catholic laud.s
Well, at the appointed hour the celebrant, with lus assistants, pro-
ceeds to the Tomb, which 13 stll resplendent with its countless lights
and recites a few prayers in umison with the congregation. He then
intones the hymn « Christ is Risen.”  And justas the clioir takes up
the refrain, 2 dozen little fellows, who have been concealed, goodness
knows where, fall upon the wooden guards. upset them ignominiously,
and beat them with their spears; while at the same moment. by some
mechanical contrivance. the fizure of Our T.ord is raised from the
Tomb and is held suspended far above the heads of the people.
Treuly, the first time [ wituessed this my breath left weo—and re
mained away for several secounds, too. But let us not he hyporcritical;
for we must bear in mind that, as w the case of the Passion-Play,
what with us would be Indeously theatrical and a profanation, with
the simple, pious peasants of the Tyrol is oftentimes made a vehicle
of good.

A learned Jeswt, with whom I spoke afterward anent this some-
what theatrical representation of the crowning mmracle of our Re-
deemer, confessed that the pricsts greatly disapproved of 1t.  ** Bug,’
said he, ** what can we do about it ? It is part of the peaple's devo-
tion.  And if wo audempted to do away with it too suddenly, they
would declare that we were hbecoming lax 1o the performance of our
dutics , and, perhaps, with that as an argument, become lax them:
selves.”
