AvTHOUGH our readers are gcquainted with tho
terrible calamity that has lately befallen the people
of Johnstown (and adjacent towns and country)
of Pensylvania, their interest and sympathy will be
deepened by reading a few words from our well
known and highly esteemed Bro. M. B. Ryan.
Writing from Williamsport, Pa., under date of
June 4th, concerning the tlood, says :—

Dear Bro. Capp,—I write to give you the news
of the great calamity to which we have hieen sub-
jected. Our valley has heen visited with the most
disastrous floed in its history, within the past week,
and as a matter of course, wreck a .d ruin are spread
broadcast. The water was nearly thirty-four feet
abovo high-water mark in our city, being about six
foot highet than was ever known before. Our city
has suffered beyond description ; a rough estimate
places the loss at $10,000,000. The boom broke
and let all the stock of logs escape, mnillions of feet
of sawed lumber floated away, whola rows of houses
weont duwn stream, saw-mills were wrecked or float-
ed entire, bridges were carried off, warehouses in-
undated and property of every deacription ruined.
The city is now a sad spectacle indeed, Our church
was under four feet of water, damaging carpets,
cushions, furniture and entirely ruining all our
bouvks and our organ. Many of our brethren had
their howes and business places inundated. Quite
a number of lives were lost. We feel however that
wo aro fortunate when compared with Johnstown,
Pa., whore ten thousand people were taken by
flood and fire without a moment’s warning ; or even
beside .some of our sister towns below us on the
river, whero the destruction of houses must be even
worso than hero.

This disaster will very seriously affect our church.
Wo had just becomeo solf-sustsiniug and were by
hard work carrying on our own work aud aiding all
our missionary enterprises. Now some of the
brethren are sadly crippled and all a gocd deal em-
barrassed. Sevoral of the brothreu lose heavily,
and many of them who depended upon the lumber
business for employment have scen_their summer’s
work and remuneration vanish like a dream, I
don’t know what the ontcome will be.

WHAT DO YE MORE THAN OTIUERS.

Argnmont after argument has been advanced to
substantiato the claims of Christianity, volnumo after
volumeo of theological lore has gonoe forth to silence
tho doubt of the skeptica, and yot the world, to a
great oxtont, continues to scoff. There must bo a
roason for this. It can not b becanze Christianity
in itaolf is deficient. A divino system, it must be
perfect, IIuw, then, can wo explain tho existence
of this widespread indifferonce and opposition to
Christianity?

The netural tendency of the human heart to love
darkness rathor than light, may reasonably account
for much; but that there is snother reason than
this, tho candid mind is forced to acknowledgo.
There is but one argument which a skeptic world
dares net to attempt to meet--the unauswerable
argument of an exhaltod Christian lifo. This is
ono proof of the divinity of our religion that scien-
tists themselves do not attempt {o reason away.
The Master knew the value of such testimony whon
Ho said to His Disciples, ** Yo aro the light of tho
world.” Alas, that tho light is so ofton darkness!

It is not, What think yo moro than others? but
What do y¢l that deciues as to who is a follower of
Christ. Fino.spun theories may servo to entertain
thosv whoso religion consists 1 roing to church on
Sunday; but theoxfies, bo thoy over so fine, will not
convort the world. It is living, caruest Christian
living, that is wanted. The various religious badies
all over the civilized world are staggering under
the load of worldly, indifferent membora—a burdon
as onerous as Sinbad e'er had in his “*Old Man of
the Sea.”

The line betweon the church and the world is
often so indistinct as not to bo noticed at all.
What wonder, thea, that the world should think it
useless to turn aside from aught it holds dear, when
those who profess a higher life are walking in tho
same broad paths of selfish case and reckless folly.

If the millions who profess the namo of Christ
were to make that profession good in their daily
lives, can there be any doubt as to the result?
Could such an overwholming influence remain un-
felt? So, then, the greatest reformatory power the
church can possibly wield is to roform itsolf. Let
us bring tho subject directly home to cach of us,
What are you, brother or sister, doing more than
others who do not profess to do anything? Are
you following any more closely the divine oxumple?
Are you more faithful, loving 2nd kind? Do you
cultivate a broader charity than they! Do you bear
and forbear, forgive as you would be forgiven, help
to raise the fallen, cheer the faint? Do you sacrifice
self firat, last and always, remembering odly Him
who lived and died for you? Do you thus ‘““let
your light so shine that others, sceing your good
works, may be constrained to glorify your Father
which is in heaven?”

Never bas thera been such a general, wide-spread
interest in preaching the gospel to all the world as
now, What are we doing, fellow-Christians, in
this work? It is all very well to theorize about
missions and missionary plan, if by so doing hard
feeling is not engendered aud the important work

" peglected. The work is to be done.  What part of
it are you doing? To be a Christian means to give—
give gouraself, your time, labor, money and prayors
for the advancemont of the Blastor’s cause. Do
you do this? ‘* A stingy Christian " sounds like a
contradiction, for the Christian apirit is, of neces-
sity, a liberal apirit.

Yet how sad to see numbers professing to be
Christians, abundantly blessed with ihe world's
goods, vet doling out & pittance from year to year
toward the support of tho gospel. There are too
many who economiza on the Lord. Fino housos,

fine furnituro, extravagant living, must all ho had,
but roally it is quite anothor thing when called on
to contribute to the Lord's treasury,

What n privilego to be children of God—heirs,
and joing heirs with Jeaus Christ! Bue the privi-
lege brings with it a weight of responsibility—a
responsibility, however, which it should be the
Christian’s greatost joy to discharge. Did we who
havo numed the name of Christ fully realize that
the world is looking at us, judging the Master's
cause by our wnworthy lives, surely we would make
greater efforts to adorn our profession. ¢ No man
lives to himself alone,” and often our lightest, most
thoughtless acts are destined to havo a wonderful
fnfluoncoe for good orili, A professing Christian is
known to do sumo unkind thing—take an undue
advantage of some one—is seon vngaged in gues-
tionable pastimes, and God alone can measure the
harin done to the causo of the Master.

A Christian woman sits back in her easy chalr
and turns a deaf car to some poor creaturo's ery of
distress.  Think you it ends there? Not so. That
unhoeded cry is sadly recorded above aud here
below. Somo scoffing heart is moved to scoff
atill more at the abundance of precopt and paucity
of pructice among church membors,

Wo can not all do great things for the Master,
but God measures the deed by the motive below it;
and thore are none-but can show forth His glory if
thoy will ouly vpen their hearts and take Him in,
To have it observed, ‘¢ Why, 1 did n’t know you
were a Christian,” is a sad comment on eithur man
or woman, It is not nacossary to go forth beralded
by a trumpoet, but it is obligatory to 8o live that the
world shall know the faith you profess, 'Thove isa
beauty and pathos in the old song,

¢“ Am I a soldier of the cross,

A follower of the Lamb,

And shall I feae to own His causo,
Or blush to speak His name?"

that is often overlooked.

Hnmiliating as it is to acknowledge it, especially
to a mocking world, thero are too muny Christians
who, from their conduct, scem to ¢ fear to own
His causo,” and **blush tospeak His name.” They
will talk with you on any subject you choose,
political, scioutific, literary, or social, but not once
do they mention the name of Him who died to save
them; not once do they urge upon friends and
comipanions to obey His will, ‘Thoy scem to think
that the pulpit wust supply all tho proaching for
the benefit of the world, forgotful of, or wdifferent
to, tho fact that Christian lifo may constituto a
bettor sermon than ever omanated from the brain
of man. They neglected the apostlo's charge to be
‘¢ living epistles, known and read of all men.”

Christianity is essentially practical. It should
entor into the amallest details of our lives, as well
as into matters accounted of great magnitude.
And often when least we expect it, a simple word
or kindly act snay be the means of causing some
rebellious heart toacknowledge that there is reality
as well a3 beauty in the religion of Christ. We
can scarcely overestimate the influence we may
thus exers. Lat me give an example:

A laborer was engaged in spading up a straw-
berry bed, aud relioved himself from time to time
by swearing at the hard, rocky ground,

Ths young lady who had employed him sat by
the window overlooking the garden, and necosaarily
overheard him,

1 can t stand that,” she oxclaimed, as oath fol.
lowed oath.

*Oh, you'd better lot hira alone,” remarked
some member of the family. ¢ No tolling what he
might say, if you go out there locturing him.”

My atrawberry bed shall not bo spaded with
oaths, that's one thing certain,” roplied tho gitl;
and out to tho gardon she wont, Kindly but firmly
sho told the man that she could not permit the use
of such languago.

¢ Beg pardon, Miss,” said tho burly labover,
“but you seo this yround is powerful hard, wn’
onough to make n fellow cuss.”

“ Beg ITis pardon whose name you have profan-
ed,” smd the young girl. ' Swenaring eurely docs
not make the ground any softer, and I do wish you
would give up such a sinful habit.” .

The man looked at her in astonishmont, Bvi-
dontly ho was not used to being so taken to tusk.
For o fow moments the young lady talked to him
on the sinfulness of awearing, and then left him to
s work. No more ouths wero hoard while that
strawberry bed was boing spaded. .

Six months later the young lidy was astonishued
by a vough-looking laborer speaking to her on the
railvoad car,

“* Excuso mo,” said tho man, politely ; ““but 1
wanted to tell you that I have never swora au oath
gince that day I worked for you.”

“Oh!" exclaimed tho ynrl, **are you tho man
who spaded my strawberry bed for mel”

“lm the man,” ho responded. “I saw that
you did not remomber me; but I wanted to toll you
that 1 hadn’t forgotten what you said to me that
day, and that I never will forget. You seo,” he
added, slmost apolugetically, * nobody ever talked
to wmo that way beforo.”

Such a littlo thing for a Christian to do, and yot
no one had ever done it before!

It
brings to mind God’s holp to us—it bids us holp
our follow beings There is a groat work for
Christiuns to do n this world. Are you willing to
holp? Ifso, ** What do yo more than uthers?"—
Atlic B. Lewis, in the Disciple.

SUPREME AUTHORITY OF
REVELATION,

ON THE

If the Now Teslament be a mesaage from God,
it behooves us to make au entire and unconditional
surrender of our minds, 10 all the duty and to all
tho information which it sets before us.

There is, perhaps, nothing more thoroughly be-
yond the cognizance of the human facultivs, than
the truths of religion, aud the ways of that mighty
Bemy who is the object of it; and yet nothing, we
will venture to say, has been wade the subject of
moro hardy and adventurous speeculation. We
inake no allusion at present to deists, who reject
the authority of the New Testament, because the
plan and the dispavection of the Alinighty which
is rocorded thero, is different from that plan and
that disponsation which they have choson to ascribae
to him. We speak of Christiaus wwho profess to
admit tho authority of this record, but who have
tainted the purity of their profession by not acting
upon its exclusive authority; who have mingled
their own theughts and their own fancy with its
information; who, instead of repairing in every
question, and in every difliculty, to the principle of
¢\What readest thou,” have abridged the sovereign-
ty of thia principle, by appealing to others, of
which we undertake to make out the incompetency,
who, in addition to tho word of God, talk also of
the reason of the thiny or the standard of orthodoxy;
and have in fact brought down the Bible from the
bigh place which belouys to it, as the only tribunal
to which the appeal should be made, or from which
tho decision should bo looked for.

But it is nut merely amony partisans or the ad-
vocates of a system that we meet with this indiffer-
enco to the authority of what is written. It lies at
the bottom of a great deal of that looseness, both
in practice and speculation, which wo meet with
every day in society, and which we often hear ex-
preased in familiar conversation, Whonce that list
of maxims which aro so indolently conceived, but
which, at the same timu, aro so faithfully proceoded
upon? * Wo huve all our passions and infirmitics;
but we have honest hearts and that will make vp
for thom. Mon aro not all cast in the same mould.
God will notoall us to task too rigidly for our foibles;

at least thia is.our opinion, and God can never be
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80 unmerciful or ro unjust as to bring ua to a sovere
and unforgiving tribunal for the mistakes of the
understanding.” Now it is not licentiousness in
gonoral which woare spoaking against. It is againag
that sanction which it appears to derive from the
self-formed maxims of him who is gnilty of it. It
is against tho principlo, that oither an orror of
doctrine, or an indnigence of passion, is to be ex-
ompted from condemnation, becauso it has an
opinion of the mind to give it countonanco and
authority. What wo complain of is, that a man no
sooner sets himsolf forward and says, *‘ this is my
sentimont,” than he conceives that all culpability
is taken away from the crror, either of practice or
speeulation, into which he has fallen. The care-
lessness with which the opinica hag been formed is
of no account in the catimate. Itis the more
existence of tho opinion, which is pleaded in vindi-
cation: and under the authurity of our maxim, and
our mode of thinking, overy man conceives himself
10 have a right to his own way and his own
peculiarity. Now this might be sll vory fair were
thero no Bible and no revelation in existence, But
it is not fair that all this lcoseness and all this
varioty should bostill floating in the world, in the
faco of an authoritative communication from God
himself. Had no mossage come to us from the
Fountain-head of truth, it wore natural enough for
overy individual mind to betake itself of its own
spoculation. Buta measage has come to us, beating
on its forehead every character of authenticity; and
it is right now, that the question of faith or of our
duty should be committed to the capricious varia-
tions of this man’s taste, or of that man's fancy?
Our maxim and our sentiment! God has put an
authoritative stop to all this, He had spoken, and
the right or the liberty of speculation no longer
romains to us. The question now is, not ** What
thinkest thou?” In the days of pagan antiquity ne
other question could bs put; and to the wretchol
dolusions and idolatries of that period let us seo
what kind of answer the human mind is capable of
making, when left to its own guidance and its own
authority. But we call ourselves Christians and
profess to recoive the Bible as the directory of our
faith; and the only question in which we are con-
cerned is, ** What is writton in the law? How
readest thou?”

But there is a way of escaping from this conclu-
sion. No man calling himself a Christian will ever
disown in words the authority of the Bible,
Whatever be counted the genuine interpretation,
it must be submitted to. But in the act of coming
to this interpretation, it will be obsorved there is
room for the unwarrantable principles which we
aro attempting to expose. The business of a
Scripture critic i to givo a fair ropresentation of

-the senco of all its passages as they exiat in the
original. Now this is a process which ruquires
somo investigation, and it is during the time that
this process is carryiug on, that the tendencies and
antecedent opiuions of the mind are suffered to
mislead the inquirer from the true principles of
the business in which he is employed. The wind
and meaning of the author, who is translated, is
purely & yuestion of language, and should be
decided upon no other principles than those of
grammar ot philology, Now what we complain of

ia, thet while this principle is recognized and acted
upon in overy other composition which has come

to us from antiquity, it has been most glaring down
ly departed from in the case of the Bible; that tho
meaning of its author, instead of being made
singly and entirely a question of grammar, has
boen mede a question of metaphysics or a question
of sentiment; thatinstead of the argument resorted
to beiug “auch must bo the rendering from the
structure of tho language, aud the import and in-
significancy of its phrases,” it has been, *¢such
must be the rendering from the analogy of the
faith, the renson of tho thing, the character of the

Divine mind and the wisdomn of all his dispensa-
tions.” And whother this argument be formally
insisted on or not, we hase still to complain, that
in reality it has a most decided influence on the
underatunding of many a Chriatian; and in this way
tho creed which oxists in his mind, instead of being
o faie transcript of the New Testament, is the result
of a compromire which has beon made botween his
authoritative decisions and the specwations of his
own fancy.

What is the reason why thoro is so much more
unanimity among critics and grammarians about
the senso of uny anciont author, than about the
Now Testament} Becauso the one is made
purely a uestion of criticism; the other has been
complicated with the uncortain fancies of a daring
and presumptuous theology. Could we only dis-
miss these fancies, sit down like a schoolboy to his
task, and look upon the study of divinity usa
mere work of translation, then wo would expect the
same unanimity among Christians that we mest
with among schecl~rs and literati about the aystem
of Epicurus or the philosophy of Aristotle, Buy
hero lies the distinction betweon the two cases.
When we make out, by the critical examination of
the Greok of Aristotle, that such was his meaning,
and snch his philesophy, the result carcies no
authority with it; and our mind retains the con-
genial liborty cf its own speculationa, But if we
make out by a critical examination of the Greek of
St. Paul, that such is the theulogy of the New
Testament, wo are bound tosubmit to this theology;
and our minds must aurronder every vpinion, how-
ever dear toit. It is quite in vain to talk of the
mysteriousness of the subject as being the cause of
the want of unanimity among Christians, [t may
be mysterious, in reference to our former concep-
tions, It may be mysterious in the utter impossi-
bility of reconciling it with our own assumed fancies
and self-formed principles. It may be mystorious
in the difficulty ‘which we feel in comprehending
the manuer of the doctrine, when we ought to be
satisfied with the authoritative revelation which
has been made to vs of its existence and its truth,
But if we could only abandon all our former con.
ceptions, if wo folt that our business was to aubmit
to the oracles of God, and that we are not called
upon to effect a reconciliation between a revealed
doctrine of the Bible, and an assumed or excogitated
principle of our own;~—then we aro satisfied, that
wo would find the language of the Testament to
have as much clear and precise and diadictic simn-
plicity as the language of any sage or philosopher
that has come down to us.—Dr. Chalmers.

Mr. Morso saw the defects now that they were
pointed out to bim, and devoted another weck to
remoedying them. Then ho carried the drawing
agair. to the master. Mr. West was evidently
very much pleased, and lavished praises upon the
work; but at the end he handed it back, and said,
as before:

“ Vory well, indeod, sir; go on, and finish it.”

‘¢ Is it nut finishod 7" asked Mr. Morse, by this
timo all but discouraged.

"*Not yet, reo, you havo not marked that muscle,
nor the articulations of the finger-joints.”

The student onco morp took tho drawing home,
and spent several days in retouching it. fIe would
have it doune this timo,

But the critic was not yet satistied. The work
was good, ** very good indeod; remarkably clever; "'
but still it needed to bo **finished,”

ing than you would have accomplished in doublo
the time by a dozon half-finished drawings, It is
not numerous drawings, but the character of one,
that makes a thorough draughtsman. [Finish ono
picture, siv, and you are a pajnter,”

There can be no greater mistako
than for a Christian to jmagino that his sole duty
is to receive light without lotting it shinc on others.
Jesus does not light a candle to put it under a
bushel but on a eandlestick, that it may give light
to all around. Ho describes as the greatest dark-
ness the light that a man Las and keeps from
othors, *‘If tho light that is in theo be darkness,
how great is that darkness.” Tt ruins its possessor,
and does for his fellow-travellors to eternity what a
darkened lighthouse does for the mariners in the
midnight storm—sinks them to rise no more.
Hence says Jesus: Take hoed that the light that is
in thoo be not darkness,.—Luko xi. 35.

When the gospol is preached and God increases
the church this should be its earnest enquiry: How
can these young converts most effectually enlighten
others or be the light of the world 7 What helps s
young Christizn to guard his own lifo from sin and
increases his confidenco in Christ is an earnest and
continued anxioty for the szlvation of others.

believers, and that 1 am oue of these? Those

who fcel most apxious for the salvation of those|

around them will be the most watchful and prayer-
ful tv honor Christ themselves, and the most likely
to finish their course with joy.

When persons without much excitement bus
from calm convietiongive thomselves to Jesus they
feel humble, and luvk upun themselves as untt to
lead in public prayer. If older mombers do not
luok after them and encourage them and see that
they take part in prayer meetings many will put 1t
off until they arrive at the cunclusion that they have
not sufficiect talent for it, and their voice will never
bo heard in public, either in prayer or speaking for
Jesus,  Many till their dying day regret that they
did not in their early Christian life begin to speak
acd pray before others. It is tho duty of the
church to lovk into these matters, and when they
find youny members too diffident to take part in
public prayer meetings to induco them to hold
prayer rueetings of their own, with or without the
assistanco of older mombers as they themselves
shall decide. By this method nearly if not every
young Christian can be induced to take a part, and
although it may be quite a trial at first, as it gen-
erally is, it is casier every time it is ropeated, until
it becomes such a delightful privilege that they
would not bo induced to surronder it. Having
surmounted the first difficulty and gained confidence
and strongth in Christ they are not afraid to lot
their voico bo heard ou His sido on any proper
occssion; and in this respect they are knuwn as
Christiaus,

brought to a state of perfection horetoforn uniknown,
whilo on overy haud great devolopmants have been
mado in things secular and in matters of religion
progress has been mado.  And this is what we wish
to speak of in this article, viz.: Progress in tho
Church of Chuist,

When I speak of the church of Christ I do not
meoun that the ageregate of all denowminations make
up the church of Christ; nor do I mean that the
Mothodist church or any other socioty is a branch
of tho church—inasmuch as the church of Christ
hes no branches. By the church of Christ I mean
all thoso who tako the Bible alone for their creed,
and who worship (God acsording to the Jerusalem
fashion; acccrding to the form established by
Christ and 1lis apostles, and not according to man-
made systems,

There was o time when there was no church,
thero was no nced of such an institution.  During
this period man was pure, sinless, holy. It was not
until the transgression and oxpulsion from Eden
that any form of worship existed. Tho gespol was
preached in embryo to Adam and his doscendaats,
Tho declaration, that the seed of the woman shenld
bruise the sorpent’s head was a dim intimation of a
coming Redeemer. How far His advent was in
the future none could tell, For the firat two
thousand five hundred years the system of worship
was that of family worship. For tho next fifteen
hundred years, or during the Mosaic disponsation,
the religion was natioual, and was much more ex-
tonsive than that which existed during the patri-
archal age. But Christ, by His death, abolished
the Jewish economy and introduceda now and better
urder of things. Thu Christian system is a perfect
system of religion. The church of Christ is a perfect
nstitution, for the simple reason that it has a per-
fect author, a perfect hend. When John closed
the bouk of Revelations everything necessary to
the growth, extensivn amd perpetuation of the
church of Christ was rovealed. ¢ That which was
perfect had come, that which was in part had been
donv away."”

Tho church of Christ was iuaugurated on the
Pontocost succeeding Uhrist’s ascension, when the
threo thousand penitonts were immersed after cry-~
ing out *“ Men and brathren, what must we do 1"
The church mncreased, the cause of Christ advanced
on evary side, men went everywhere preaching,the
gospel.  Yes, they went. They were not sent by
any missionary society. They did not go to any
particular country, but they went everywiiere,
preaching tho gospel. The church grew, and sin-
ners were converted to Christ m apostohic times
without the aid of any societies. It required no
props to support it. Chnstianity, being a pertect
system, can never requure any outside helps to keep
it from docay. *‘‘And he that adds or takes away
from the things written in this book God shall add
unto him the plagues that are written in this book"
—ZRevelation. But the church became corrupt;
meddlesome man could not leave the things
alone that Christ had established. He must have
his say. ~Sects and heresies obscured the true
religion und worship of the Lord Jesus. A Roman
hierarchy took to itself the supreme authority in
things religious. Forms were introduced unknown,
to the Now Testamont. The darkness became
intense. Paganism, Judaism and Christianity be-
cameo compounded by imperial Rome. Thus the
apostolic age was hanished almost from the face of
the earth, T'rue, there were somo who struggled
hard against tho advancing tide of sin end corrup-
tion. Their influenco was almost crushed by the
dogs of Rome, But Luthor broke the fettera that
bound him to the church of Rome and its man of
sin.  Luther attempted to reform the abuses
of tho church of his fathers. He did a grand
work, but he never attempted to restore apostolic
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Christianity. This was tho ago of roform. Tho
roformation spread on evory hand. Great and good
men dovoted their time and onergies to the eatab-
lishment of a purer systom of religion. DMany now
systoms of worship were introduced; but none of
tho suthors of these systems ovor attempted to
identify the charch of Christ, and rencw again the
pure unadulterated gospel of Christ. Not even
John Wesley in his ¢roat work of reform attompted
to restoro primitivo Christianity, His object was
to vstablish not a now syscem of worship but to
raform the church of Eungland. Wasley failed in
his efforts avd becamo the father of another
denomination, which he bounded tight with a creed
of thirty-nine articles. And for any one at the
presont time to aflirm that the soveral denomina-
tions represoent so many efforts to return to apos-
tolic Christianity is the mercst bosh. They repre-
sent no such thing and nevor will, until they throw
to the winde their cast-iron creeds,

It was not until the beginning of the present
contury that an effort was mado to restore Chris-
tianity to its original purity and stmplicity.

When such men as Thomas Campbell, A. Camp-
boll and othors saw tho disintegrated stato of the
Christian vorld thoy concluded that something
must be radically wrong, They dotermined to
abandon all creeds, to take the Bible alone without
note or comment a8 their rulo of faith and practice,
and to apeak where it spoke, and be silout whore it
was silent. Campbell and his coadjutors identified
the church of Christ. Sioners were converted
just as in apostolic times, Thousands obeyed the
Lord Jesns. The church increased in strength,
The order of worship existiug in primitive times
was este blished. Honco tho Christian religion, the
system of worship established by Christ and His
apoatlos was once more taught and believed among
men, Things went well for a while, The church
was self-sustaining. It required no additions, no
schemes, no props from the world to maiutain it.
But human nature is tho same 1n every age. Asin
the apostolic times man could not keep from
tampering with the perfect law of the Lord, so it is
at the present iime. The congregations of the
church of Christ have in many ways and places
become fearfully corrupt. Societies have been
added to the church, and schenes invented to raise
money that the Bible 18 as silent on as the grave.
Some seem to have adopted ths motto: *Where
the Bible speaks we speak, where the Bible is silont
wo do as we please.” It locks very much like it.
Has God delegated to man any authority to legis-
late in mattors pertaining to His kingdom? Cer”
taialy not. Can that which is perfect require any
help from another institution to keep it in existence!
Ia not tho Christian aystem a perfect system !
Then why in tho name of common senso add
socioties to it 7  Is not this presumption? Is not
he who does such things treading on dangerous
ground ! If tho Disciples are only a movement as
some claim, hcw far huve wo yet 10 move? How
many more societies have to be invented? how
many moro schemes for raising money introduced ?
We leavo 1t for those who indulee in these things
to answer, There are papers published by the
Disciples, some claiming to bo the standarzof Chris-
tians, which say not ono word against the flood of
innovations that aro deluging the churches of
Christ. They look calmly on, afraid to speak.
Chriat says, *‘Becauso yo are neither cold nor hot
I will spue theo out of my mouth.” Serious words
but true. Think ovor them, brethren. But our
articlo is becoming too lengthy, and we will close
by giving an extract from an article written by Bro,
Isaac Errett. We are glad Bro. Errett wrote this
article. If it had been omanated from such a paper
as the Christian Leader 1t would be rvgarded by
soms as completo nonsense, and its author would
be looked npon as a knave or a fool, & man devoid
of the spirit of God, etc. But, thank the Lord,

tho prophets, npostles and maxtyrs wero evil spokon
againat and porsecuted. So it will ever bo, Thoso
who preach the truth will continue to be sneered
at.  But listen to Bro, Errott. Tess than one year
boforo his death W, 1. McGowan asked him the
following questions: -‘Are not the congrogations
of tho Disciples in thosu days of progression gotting
too far out to sea, without chart or compass, in their
plans of making up mouney for building churches
and paying preachers? TIs it not time for the
ministors of the gospol of Christ to cry halt? Should
they not have courage to say no at the proper time
and placo? I know of a congregation of Disciples
that have an aid society, Said society makes quilte,
and whon the quilt ia completed thoe socioty takes a
cuke and cuts it into as many pieces as there are
memboers. Then the name *‘quilt” is marked on one
piece of cako, All pay twonty-five cents and get
their portion of cake, and the one that gots tho
lucky picco with the namo *‘quilt” carries off the
prize. Is this plan right or is it wrong 1" After
tolling of the plan of another congregation to raiso
ioney and asking some ¢uestions, Bro. Errott be-
¢ins his reply as follows :

¢“If our opinion had much weight these unauth-
orized attempts to raise money for roligious uses
ought to have ceased long ago, for we havo con-
demned them over and over throusgh our whole
editorial career.” e continnes: *“The tendencies
are corrupting. A preacher sustained by the
money wheedled out of his hearers by such tricks
cannot deal manfully with them in his preaching,
and must be on his guard agzinat a fearless rebuke
of their sins. It is trifling and might be pardoned
in a lot of children. It is unworthy of full grown
men and women. And to make the prosperity of
the church depond upon such childish trifling it is
contemptible. A sense of Christian dignity, were
there no other cousideration, oupht to save Chris-
tinns from sv degrading themsclves and the church
of Gud. Our future spiritnal prosperity depends
much on the avoidance of all such schemes ior
raising money. We beg our churches tu cast aside
theso potty, worldly schemes, and raise their money
in ways that wiil be honorable to Christ and hon-
orable to tho chuech.”
. We might continue to quote from Bro. Errett,
but wo kave given enough to shuw what this great
man thought concerning these unauthorized prac-
tices. Look how he begins. *‘If our opinion had
much weight.” Yes, they would not listen to the
admonitions of our, lamented brother. Nor will
they listen to the loud calls of others to returu to
pure, unadulterated reljgion. Nu; many would
not be persuaded that these things wore wrong
though ono roso from the dead and told them. I
supputs on tho principle of ““cause and offect”
theso things can be justified, but by no other
principle. W close determined to speak with the
Bible and be silent with its silence.

Well, some good brother does not hke tho way some
other brother speaks or prays. Perhaps ho netther
speaks nor prays, ‘Then, some goud sister does uot
hike the idea of soue sister communing with hor
gloves on. Now, this is uot combination; and
sometimes these trifling things, when troasured up
in the heart, grow and become tho cause of greater
difticulty. Let us have Christ in our hearts, in
our lives and in our homes, and all will be well.

The second matter wo need to think more about
is the fact that daily thousands of mon and.women
aro going down to hell. The Bible teaches that
gospel is the power of God untv salvation.

THE UNCHANGING GOSPEL.

BY REV, adEODORE L CUYLER.

Lasi. ovening closed the twenty-eighth year of my
happy pastorate among the people whom I serve.
For threo things I may sincorely thank the Giver
of all mercids : first, unbroken health ; secondly,
an inbroken congregation ; and thirdly, an un-
broken faith in the glorious gospel of the blessed
God. During thess fast-speeding twenty-eight
years mauy changes have occurred. Beloved faces
have vanished at the touzh of death,  Little child-
ren have grown up into manhood and womanhood.
This city has doubled its dimeusions; thé nation
has had ita baptism of blood and its birth of im-
partial freedom. But no change has come over my
love for my devoted flock, or in the precious gospel
which I love to preach.

Amid all the mutations which eighteen centuries
have witnessed, the divine system of saving truth
revealed in the New Testament has proved to be
entiroly immutable. Not a line has been addcd,
not a syllable taken away. The waves of timne
which have swept away empires and systoms of
philosophy dash in vain against the adament of the
gospel. God, who is its author, is unchangeable;
He 13 tho same yesterday, to-day, and forever. His
holiness, which abhorreth sin, is a part of Himself ;
so is His injustico, which punishes sin ; so is His
love which pardons and saves every sinner who
repents and believes on His Son Jesus Christ, To
all theso attributes this gospol is essential; while
thoy live it must live. Light is composed of the
sevon different culors blended together, and in_like
manner the different attributes of God, when
blended harmoniously, produce the light which
beams from Calvary. There has been no changein
the rays of the sun aince it shone upon Adam in the
morning of Edon ; there has beon uo change in the
plan of salvation ainco that time when. Paul de-
clared that the curse of God would rest on oven
‘‘an angel from heaven” if he attemptod to alter it.

1. Human nature also is the eame that it always
has been.  Amidst all tho advancts of scionco and
art and civilizalion the human heart is the same
depraved and deceitfol thing, desperately wicked.
An American can nee himself just as distinetly in
tho mirror of the ‘*Epistle to the Romans” as any
man could who dwolt in tho old city on the Tiber.
Man has no more outgrown the need of the gospel
than he has outgrown tho need of broad, or water,
or sunshina, If Saul of Tarsus needed the atone-
mont, 8o do I as much as he; it meots my caso just
a8 woll as his. .

A common scoff of sceptics is that in the rapid
advance of thought this antiquated gospol has be-

come obsoloto, Theso scoflors seom to forgot that
no possible advance in human knowledgo can over'
disturb an established truth. Euclid's fomous
forty-soventh proposition is just as truo now as it
was twonty-uno centurios ago; and for the very
good reason that thore has heen no change and can
bo nono in the naturv of trangles. Wonderful
progross has boon made in our days in investigating
the laws by which God governs the natural world ;
also in the application of these laws to brilliant
invontions; but the laws have not altered by ono
iota, The lightnings which played around Paul’s
cornship wore tho same which Benny Frauklin
caught on his kite-string. The ounly differenco is
that Fravklin know things about tho nature of the
electric fluid that Paul did not know. If the laws
of pature ceased to be immutable, then people
wou!d not risk building any moro steam engines, or
putting up any mor . telegraphs. Now, just as the
advauce of human knowledge duves nut effect the
nature of lawa and principles in the material world,
neither can any advanco in knowledgoe disturb the
immutable laws and principles by which God
governs the spiritual world, When theio is a
roaction agaiust the civculation of bloud, or against
tho theory that water will freczo at thirty-one
degroes Fahrenhoit, then thero will be a reaction
against the gospel of Jesus Christ, and not one
instant sooner, Tho Creator never changes firat
principles—in physics, or in ethics, or in His moral
governmont.

2. The gospel also is exactly adapted to human
needs in overy age and in every clime. Wharover
man suffers fromm the bite of sin it cures him;
wherever he suffers from sorrow it comforts him;
wherover he hungers for truth and holiness it feeds
him. Some plants seem to suit only the tropics,
and others the higher zones; but bread suits the
dwellers in all climates. Wator mcets the ubiversal
thirst.  *I am tho Bread of Life'; *“I am the
Water of Life.” An universal experience has
proved the truth of Christ’s declarations, Then,
t00, the virtues which tho gospel inculcates, and
the graces which it produces, satisfy the univorsal
standard of Right. Papor money, which is good
in America, is not current in Canton or Calcutta,
Gold is current the broad world over. So is the
gold of the gospel: love, peace, purity, hunesty,
benevolence, truthfulness, patience, joy and un-
solfishnoss are current in every clime. Thoso who
have lived out tho gospel most carefully have always
attained to the noblest and pureat characters.

3. The gospel is God's masterpicce, and it can-
not be improved. In our day we hear much about
‘new light breaking out," and about ‘“new depart-
ures.” This enlightened age will not atand the old
doctrines— so some advanced theologians tell us.
Yot the new theologians have not got rid of the old
necessity human guilt, nor of the old attributes of
the Almighty. Their telescopes have not discovered
anything that Paul did not know—better than
thoy do—eightoen centuries ago. Spurgeon, the
most successful preacher of this century, has said
in his racy and pungent way, ‘“Some modern
divines whittle away the gospel to the small er1 of
nothing. They make certainties into probabilities,
and treatypternal veritics as more opinions. When
you seo o preacher making the gospel small by
degrees and miscrably less, uantil thero is not
enough of it left to make soup for a sick grass-
happer, got you gone! As for me, I bolieve iu
the colussal—a neced as deep as holl, and a graco as
high as heaven. I believe in a pit that is bottom-
less, aud a heavon that is tonless. I believe in an
infinite God and an infinite atonement—in an
infinite love and mercy —and in an everlasting
covenant ordered in all things and sure, of which
the substanco and the reality is an infnito Christ,”

Thero are plenty of falso lights in vhese days,
which attract only to bowilder, and allure immortal
aouls on the lee-shores of perdition. How different
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from thoese flouting dolusions is that unchanging
gospol of Calvary, which rises like the toworing
lighthouse of Eddystono, with its beacon-blaze
sireaming far out over the widnight sea! The
winds of heaven nave warred fiercely around its
pinnacle; tho storms have dashed against its gleam-
ing lantorn,  But there it stands, It feels no jor
for it is founded ou the Rock of Ages, It is the
firat object on which the awakoned penitont fixes
his oye; it is tho last on which tho gazo of the
voteran is turned as he departs into the noonday of
heaven's gory.

To proach anch a gospel is tho highest of carthly
ocgupations. It is a joy to bring euch *¢glad
tidings” and a joy to receive thom. For ono, I
can thank God from the very coro of my heart, for
having been permitted to proclaim this gospel for
nearly three and forty years. 1f Ho permits me to
round up a full half century of service, my only
prayer 13 that I way share in the joys of those who
turn some wsndering soul to tho Saviour, and may
escapo the curse pronounced on thoso who subver:
or pervert tho glorious gospel of the Lord Jesus
Christ,

up " by quoting Paul (11. Cor. xiii. 5): ** Examinme
youTsclves whother yo be in tho faith; prove your
own selves,” ete., ote. Paul does 1ot say oxamine
your brethren, editors and preachers and missiouary
boards und plans, but (liston!) yourselves. 1. Am
Zin the faith? 2. Docs Christ dwoll in me? Thero
sre lords many, and we might say faiths many, but
with (Christians) there is but one Lord—the Father
in wham are all things and we (should be) in Himn.
‘This is the samo as confessed by Peter, 1. ¢., that
Jesns is tho Christ, tho Son of the living God.
Now, if wo believe with «t! *he hoart, that Jeeus is
the anointed Son of God, woe must take Him as the
great Prophet, Priest and King. As our Prophet,
weo hear Him. As our high Priest, wo offer all our
prayors and thauksgiving through Him. As our
King, He is supreme lawgiver  We must not altar
His Jaw or commands or we will as surely be rebels
against our King. Yon may well suy God has given
us minds, ‘‘thinking caps,” and does He not desire
that we uso those faculties to further the glorious
gospol for the salvation of fallen humanity? Yes,
most assuredly we must uso our God-given minds,
but not to use laws or change Christ’s holy law, but
o (in tho most effectivo way) carry out His right.
eous directions and commands.

Tho Lord has given to man the preaching of the
gospel to wman; the very same that has been given
by inspiration from God. No other gospel would
bo the power of God unto the salvation of them
that bolieve, To save men should be the vbject of
the preaching; henco, the importance of nsing God's
own power in their salvation. If we are saved at
all, God must do it in His own way, therefore we
must nof uge human wiedom in making acy altera-
tions in the conditions of salvatiou as given to us
by the divine Father, but muat accupt tham as laid
down in the Old Text-bovks When God says, “Go
into all the world and preach,” go we must, but how
we go, whothor on ‘‘hoss bazk,” with the good
“ola saddlo bags,” steamboat, or—what an im-
provement—the swift cars, or—bStter and safer
still—walk, is Jeft tohuman wisdom. When tho gos-
pel is preached, we avo to baptizo bolievers. No
human wisdom must change God’s holy command
in this or in the action of baptiam so that it (this
ordinance) will not represent a burial and resurrec-
tion, but human wisdom comes in (just here) in
finding out whero there is water deep efiough and
how best to get to it. God commanda that ¢ wo
neglect not the assembling of ourselves together,”

ote.,80 the preparation of a suitable place to moet,to
assemble in, is agawn Jeft to humaun wisdom, The
whole church is a grand partnerslap in the salvation
of men and taking care of tho poor, so the church
is to wmnke increase of herself; in love, every

‘mombor is required to give (to make the increase)

as tho Lord has prospered hun or her, und if wo
ure an honest partner we will contribute our full

urt.
r Do our part we must, and do it too, willingly
and in love. But to human wisdom is left the
selecting of good brethren (& board, if you please)
to again select suitable brethren to go out as mis-
sionaries—it reqnires good judgment to get the
right preacher in tho right place.  And now human
wisdumn (again) to decide how to sond the monoy,
i. e. money orders, postal notes, (O my! what an
improvemout) or checks —Bro. Clay’s checks are so
nico and haudy—iustead of puttiog a brother on a
““ hoss to take it around. But some good brother
says: **What if we differ as to those plane?  Woll,
sll must be done m love. If I have the spirit of
Christ in me, 1 will not fall out with my brethren
because they sce proper and best to work through
a good missionary board, This is systom—tho
“‘order” that Paul talks about—let us not misapply
what Paul says about eating meat offored to 1dols,
and try to apply it to the giving of money to send
tho gospel to tho poor. If we do, wo may as cer-
tainly know that this is not the spirit of Christ, but
that of covetousness,

Dear brethron, for tho snke of Christ and tho
salvation of tho world, lot us cease disputing and
caviling about ‘¢ plans,” put our shoulder to the
wheel and our hand (way down)in our pockot, sive
freely, work zoalously, pray torveutly, and behold
how grandly the good causo wili move on. Brethren
of the board, be of good cheor, be couragoovus,
stond firm to the wheel; hear the great Captain
say: ““ I will guido theo with mine eyo.— Apostolic
Guide.

LUE NAME CHRISTIAN,

REV, TRYON EDWARDS, D, D.

** The disciples were called Christiaus frat in
Antioch”; a0 we ere told in Acts xi. 26, and most
commentators and readers regard the name as
given in contempt or ridiculs to the fullowers of the
blessed Saviour.

Bofore this they had been known by other
names—dusciples, for their knowledge ; believers, for
their faith ; brethren, for their love to each other
and to Chriat ; witaesses, fur their faithful testimony
to the truth; saints, for their holiness, as sanctified
through the truth by the Holy Spirit; and the
Saithful, for theic trust in and their unwavering
allegianco to the Saviour. And all theso nawes
are recognized by Christ Himse.f, or directly by
the word of inspiration. But now, at Autioch, for
tho first timo they are called Christians. What,
then, 18 the origin of the name, and what is its
meaning,

As already said, it is the common impression that
the namo was given in reproach by the opprossers
and encmies of the new faith, in the cndeavor, by
ridiculo or contempt, to cast discredit on the new
doctrine and its recipients. This can bardly have
beon the case, for though their enemies, as wo
know, atigmatized thom as “Nazarenes” and **Gali-
loans,” it is nowhere suid that they gave them any
other name ; and it is acarcely prubable that the
church would so reudily have assumed, and so
willingly have kept, a name which had been given
to its memburs only ia contewpt and derision. It
18 far more reasonable to suppuse that the namo
was divinely ziven, furever to associate the followers
of Christ with His own blessed vame, And the
Greck word translated *- wore called ¥ makes it
almost absolutely certain that this was the case.
Nino times in the New Testameut that word is
used as a verb, aud ouco a8 a noun, and in overy
other one of these cases it signifies a command or
direetion, eoining as a nessaue from God Himself;
o8 when tho wise men were warned of God not to
return to Herod; and Joseph, beinu warned of God,
turned uside into Ganmleo; and Cornolivs, being
warned of God, sont for Peter : and Moacs, being
admonidhed by God, was directed by God how to

"build the tabernacle ; und the Hebrow Christians

are warned not to vefuse Christ, who spake on

oarth, otc. And this uniforin use and moaning of
the word in theso varions oases sesms plainly to
point to the fact that here, also, it i3 used in the
same son3o, thus saying that the name was given of
God—divinely given.

In tho very nature of tho caso thore would seem
to have been neod of some new name that should
sink tho disticction of Jew and Gentile, and
embraco in its broad and significant and definite
moaning all of every nation who should be convorts
to the faith of Christ, And it is more than
probable that this was tho very name alluded to
and forstold by the prophet Isainh, when he says
(chapter Ixii. 2) that tho peoplo of God, under the
nsw dispensation, *‘shall bo called by a new name,
which the mouth of the Lord shall name.” And
given, as it were, but a fuw yuears after the death of
Christ, and at Antioch, where inspired men wero
30 long ministering to the church, it seema more
than probable that they wero divinely directed to
give to believers this ‘‘new name,” which so early
becanie the mark of discipleship, and which every-
whero, and to the ond of the world, was to designate
the disciples of the Saviour, and be a form of
acknowledging and confessing Christ bofore men.

And this divine origin of the name, it is bulieved,
is contirmed and illustrated by an expression in the
Old Toestament which throws Jight upon this point,
Going buck to the last vorse of the fourth chapter
of Genosis we find it writton : “Then men bogan
to call upon the name of the Lord.” But the
literal meaning of the Hebrew scems to be, “‘Then
it was begun to call men" (. ¢., good men) “by the
namo of God—or God’s sons.” And this meaning
scems recoghized in the noxt chapter but one,
where it is said the ‘‘sons of God” (gond men)
married “‘the daughters of men” irreligious women),
and 80, as mnothers do shape the character of their
children, a raco of giants sprung up: not giants in.
size, for the world had no roference to size, but.
giants in wickednoss, outbreaking, violent men, the.
vary word that is used when it is said (chapter vi..
13) that tho world was “so filled with their
violence” that God was led to destroy it by a flood,
So the former passage in tho -New Testament ix.
parallel to this in the Old. Then, in the Old
‘Testament, in tho days of Seth, good meu were
tirst called ‘‘God’s souns,” and here in the New
Testamont, in the days of Paul and Barnabas, and
at Antioch, good men were first called *‘Chriss’s
sons,” or Christians—for the latter word is but the
synonym or equivaletst of the two others. In each
case the namo scoms to have been divinely given,
to distinguish God’s people from the world, and tv
mark thom by name as His own.

Aund now if it is asked,** What is a Christian? and
how am [ to kaow that I am one?” the answer is
givon by two other questions: First, “Do you
believe all that Christ teaches, so far and so fast as
you understand it?’ and second, ‘‘Do you en-
deavor o do all that Ohrist commands, as far and as
fast as you understand that 9’ In other words, Do
You recoivo all that Christ says ss true, and trest
1t a8 true, and act upun it as true, cherishing His
spirit in your heart, and endesvoring in all things
to do His will in your daily life and conduct? If
you do you are a Christian, For when some one
asked the blessed Saviour, **What ehall we do that
we might work the works of God ?” Jusus said,
““This is the work of God, that ye beliere nn Him
whom Ho hath sent.” Aud when they told Him
‘‘chat His mother and brethren wers without,
desiring to speak with Him,” He said, *Whoso
shall do the will of God, the same is My brother and
sister and mother."

If, then, you beliovo all that Christ teaches, 8o
far and go fast as you understand it, and if you
endeavor fo do all that Christ comwands, so far
and 80 fast as you know it, you are a Christian.
You may be, as yet, but a weak and feeble Chris-
tian, just entering on the divine life, but you are
in that life.  You may be as yot but a mere babe
in Christ, but yon are in Him, And if you are but
faithful to atudy His word, that you may koow His
trath and His will, and are earuest in prayer for
tae aid of the Holy Spirit, that you may under-
stand the former aud de the latter, thon you shall
grow and increase.in strength, till you come at last
to the measurs of the stature of the fullness of
Chirist Himself.
